Mr. DESJARDINGS moved for correspond-
ence, ete., regpecting the management and
administration of the Bt. Vincent de Paul
Penitentiary since the 1st of January, 1880,
He said that this institution had occupied
more than its share of pnblic attention.
Since its establishment many dismissals
had taken place, and lately another had
been made. "T'hey were now inquiring
what led the Ministry to that counclusion.
He believed it to be a mistake to take
away the management of this institution
from the late body of directors, and placing
it under the control of the Government.
He stated in the course of his speech that
some of the officials had interfered in elec-
tions. ‘

Hon. Mr. MACDONALD [Pictou] said
that when he took charge of the Adminis-

connected with St. Vincent de Paul
were not proceeding vely pleasantly, and a
Commission of Inguiry was issued, with
the result that its position was improved.
Subsequently, grave charges had been pre-
ferred against the management, the result
being that, after inquiry, Dr. Duchesnean
had been dismissed upon the evidence then
charged.

Mr. BLAKE thought there was a neces-
sity for the papers being immediately
brought down. He was responsible for the
appointment of Dr. Duchesneau, who had
been highly recommended, and was sur-
prised to hear that he had been superseded.
As to the change in the system, he said that
he was not in favour of management by
Boards, which were usually screens.
He favoured a management under the
direct control of the Minister. The member
for Hochelaga had stated that officials of
the Penitentiary had taken part in elections;
but at Kingston, under the management of
a Board of Directors, they knew thatin the
good old days the officers had been driven
to the polls by the Warden to vote a cer-
tain way. 'This showed that management
by a Board of Directors would not prevent
interference in politics.

Mr, OUIMET said he had something to
do with the representations which led to
the second inquiry and the dismissal of Dr.
Duchesneau. He charged the late Warden
with interfering in elections, and with par-
tizan conduct. He also intimated that the
powerful influence of the member for
Terrebonne had protected Dr. Duchesneau,
and the latter had boasted of it,

Mr. MASSON did not think they should
discuss the reasons for Dr. Duchesneau’s
dismissal until they had the report of the
Commission before them. The last speaker
had stated that there had been some diffi-
culty in dealing with Dr. Duchesneau, be-
cause of some powerful infiuence in his
favour. He presumed that the hon. gentle-
man referred to himself. It was true that
he had defended Dr. Duchesneau, beheving
that a man should not be dismissed for poli-
tical considerations, He had been convinced
that the institution had been well managed,
from personal inspeetion, and feeling this
to be the case it was his duty to defend Dr.
Duchesneau, even though he was a political
opponent. He quoted the report of Messrs.
Miall and Tache to show that the Warden
had brought the Penitentiary into an effi-
cient state. 'This was only last year., He
had acted in all this as Lhe would act again,
in supporting a public officer who did his
duty without looking at his politics. That
was his policy when he was in the Govern-
ment. He still believed that, unless grave
charges had been sustained in the inquiry, a
mistake had been done in dismissing Dr.
Duchesnean.

Mr. OUIMET said that Dr. Duciesneau
had gone about stating that he had the
member for Terrebonne at his back, and
would not be dismissed; and also, that,
when he was reinstated, he would sweep
out the Penitentiary.

Mr. MASSON stated that if he listened to
all the.rumours about 8t. Vincent de Paul,
he would believe that the dismissal of Dr.
Duchesnean meant the defeat of Mr, Mas-
son.

Hon. Mr. LANGEVIN had no doubt that
the hon, gentleman would not have given
his support to the late Warden if he did not
believe him to be worthy of it. The same
policy which prevailed when the hon.
gentleman was in office still prevailed, and
officers were not dismisged for political rea-
sons. He had been sorry to see the charges
made against Dr. Duchesneau because he
was a political opponent, but the charges
were such as to demand that an inquiry
should be made. i

Mr. LAURIER said that it looked
as if the dismissal had been made ‘on poli-
tical grounds. §

Hon. JAS, MACDONALD said that Dr.
Duchesneau had not required the strong
arm of anybody. While an officer of St.
Vincent de Paul he had been fully sustained
by himself, and also by any of the ofticers
of the Department with whom he had com-
munication. He had found Dr. Duchesueau
discharging his duties satisfactorily, aumd
had given him the support he deserved.
But, no matter what the character of the
man might be, when charges were made it
was his duty to have an inquiry and see if
the charges were well-founded. - The evi-
dence, in his judgment, had been of such. a
character as to make it inexpedient
that Dr. Duchesnean should any longer oc-
cupy the position which he had occupied.
He agreed with the leader of the Opposi-
tion that the Warden ought to be given con-
trol over his subordinates, and on that
principle he had acted since he held his
present position. 'The papers would be
brought down at once.

He proposed that they should be
prevented from influencing the election
of members of this House or of the Loeal
i Legislature. If they interfered, as a body,
he proposed that the Charter should be for-
feited, and if as individuals imprisonment
and forfciture of stock. It was also pro-
posed that members of Parliament could
not hold stock, and not until a certain time
after they had ceased to be members, Were
legislation of this kind passed the corpora-
tion or individual members would not be
likely to incur the cost of such penalties,
and would also have a sufficient answer to
make to applications for assistance. The
dealing with great Railway Corporations
was fraught with great danger, and a danger
entirely new, or of which they had had but
little experience.

Hon. Mr. LANGEVIN was surprised that
the hon. gentleman had not extended the
provisions of such a Bill to all Companies.
