LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL
(From the Toronto^Colonist.j

Toronto, Monday, May 18, 1857. 
Order—Committee of the whole ou a bill tci 

amend the Common Law Procedure Act in re­
gard to Bilfs of Exchange and Promissory
IN O iSSa

Hou. Mr. Patton objected to the clausa 
winch allowed execution to be taken within a 
fortnight. He proposed thirty days in lieu 
thereof.

Hon. Mr. Ross remarked that it had passed 
through tlie Lower House without opposition, 
and the bill itself was based upon a similar pro­
cedure in the Imperial Parliament.

Hon. Col. Prince thought the hill would ho 
injurious to (he interests of the country, and 
that it should not pass.

Hon. Mr. Dickson did not take the action of 
the other branch as at all binding upon this 
House, and for one he would not be guided by it 
but by tlie merits of every question.

Hon. Mr. Vankoughnkt thought that the opin­
ion ot the other House was of some weight, and 
that the opinion ot the Imperial Parliament was 
deserving of a measure of respect.

Hon. Mr. Perry was of opinion that fifteen 
days was too short a period altogether to en­
able a man to provide for a dishonored note.

Hon. Mr. Patton said that the tendency of 
legislation at present was unfavorable to the 
debtors, and that if this bill was passed an im­
mense amount of mischief would ensue.

Hon. Mr. Perrier was satisfied that fifteen 
days was quite enough. In England only seven 
days was allowed, and if thirty days were given 
the debtors could make away with all their 
goods.

Hon. Mr. Walker thought this bill would, aa 
it stood, inspire a feeling of security which, 
would be most favorable to the business of the» 
Province. When a man gave a bill at a certain 
time the party who got it of course relied upon 
getting the money ; the failure of the promissor 
to pay was attended with disarrangement to the 
business of the seller, and he could not see that 
it was a hardship to make the promissor to 
meet his engagements.

The amendment was then put and lost.
The 5th clause was then put, which was to 

the effect that a Judge of either of the said 
Courts, ora Judge of a County Court, shall up­
on application within the period of sixteen days 
from such service, give leavè to appear to such 
writ and defend the action, on the defendant pay­
ing into Court the sum endorsed on the writ, or 
upon affidavits satisfactory to the Judge, which 
disclose a legal or equitable defence, or such 
facts as would make it incumbent on the hold­
er to prove consideration, or such other facts 
as the Judge may deem sufficient to support 
the application, and on such terms as to secu­
rity or otherwise as to the Judge may seem fit.

Hon. Col. Prince objected to the clause. He 
would not leave it to any judge to say whether 
the defence was sufficient to stay proceedings 
but would provide for it by the law itself.

Hon. Mr. Vankougunet—The objection was 
simply to the effect that a man should be allow­
ed to make use of every possible shift and twist 
to get out of the obligation. An Englishman 
was expected to fight to the last, and perhaps it 
was on that principle his bon. friend wanted to 
give the debtor the opportunity of contending 
to the last.

Hon. Mr. BouLTONjwas very strongly opposed 
to the bill ; and the more he looked at it the 
more he felt it was a most severe and harsh 
measure. Under this law the Judge could pre­
vent a debtor from making any defence at all, 
which was in singular contrast with the law as 
it stood, which was exceedingly indulgent. He 
was sure that the bill, if passed, would create 
much distress ; and in view of the difficulties 
which were anticipated in respect to money 
matters, it was especially harsh and unreason­
able. Indeed it would be just as well to enact 
that the Judge could order.

Hon. Colonel Prince hoped that the bill would 
not be hurried through this evening. English­
men would, of course, fight to the last j but 
Dutchmen (alluding to Mr. Vankoughnet) were 
equally brave ; however, Englishmen generally 
fought in a good cause—and in this very matter 
he thought we were fighting for the weak 
against the strong. Suppose a man forged his 
[Prince’s] name, and got a false witness to 
swear that it was his signature, would not the 
Judge be obliged by this bill to issue execution ? 
and would not the supposed promissor be vic­
timized ? He did not wish to give the Bench 
the power of the Jury; nor would he allow 
them to have such power as the bill provided.

Hon. Mr. Vankoughnet said there was no an- 
alogy between the obligations contracted under 
mortgage and those created by promissory 
notes. In one case the party did not calculate 
upon receiving payment on the precise day ; 
but in the other case he did, and if the note was- 
not paid the very greatest possible mischief 
might ensue. As to the contingency of a forg­
ed name, the party could make affidavit to the 
fact, when the Judge would send the case to the 
Jury; but he contended that where no such
pica could ba put, the promissor should not be

| at liberty to make use of all the machinery of 
1 the law to p>u t off payment.

Hon. Mr. Boulton contended that the law 
would act injuriously.

Hon. Mr. Moore said that in the matter of 
mortgages, if judgment were delayed, tlie cre­
ditors security would not be prejudiced; where­
as the creditor on a note might lose all by al­
lowing the signer delay to make away with his 
goods.

5th clause.—Put and passed, without divi­
sion.

Bill read down to tlie 10th clause, to which 
tlie lion. Mr. Vankoughnet proposed an amend­
ment, which was accepted without debate.

19th clause.—Hon. Col. Prince suggested 
the word “ mortgage” to be added after the 
word “ bonds.”

Hon. Mr. Vankoughnet agreed.
Clause carried as amended.
Hon. Col. Prince proposed to strike out the 

22nd clause, which prevented the sale, by the 
Sheriff, of goods to which a person had acquir­
ed a bona fide title before seizure.

Hon. Mr. Vankoughnet consented, and it was 
struck out.

Order—Committee of Hie whole relating to 
Light-boiises in or near the Gulf of St. Law­
rence.

Hon. Mr. Perry in the Chair.
Hon. Mr. Vankouhhnet explained that the 

object of tlie hill was to remove every obstacle 
to the navigation of the St. Lawrence. Much 
had been done by the establishment of a Tug­
boat service ; and now by co-operating with 
the Imperial Government in the establishment 
of Lighthouses at points which, though not 
under the jurisdiction of Canada, were in the 
way to our ports, great facilities would be offer­
ed which would lead to a shore of the St. Law­
rence.

The bill was then read through, the Commit­
tee rose, and the Chairman reported it without 
amendment. Tlie third reading was then 
ordered for to-morrow.

CANAL TOLLS.
Mr. Solicitor General Smith moved the second 

reading of the bill for the imposing and collec­
tion of Tolls on the Public Works.

[This bill was founded on certain resolutions 
adopted in Committee of the Whole.]

Hon. J. H. Cameron called the attention of 
the Solicitor General to the fact that he had 
presented a very long petition to the House a 
few days since, signed by nearly all the For­
warders in the Province, in which they prayed 
for some consideration of their peculiar position, 
inasmuch as they are exposed to great and seri­
ous competition by the construction of the 
railroads, which now reoeive relief and assis­
tance from the Government. The prayer of tlie 
petitioners certainly seemed to be worthy of 
consideration by the Government, as those 
parties, who are all Canadians, have embarked 
large sums of money in the enterprises in which 
they are engaged.

Solicitor General Smith said that the object 
of the Government was not to increase the tolls 
on the canal, but simply to put all the canals 
on the same footing, and chiefly to provide 
against injury to the canals, arising from care­
lessness.

Hon. J. H. Cameron said that the petitioners 
did not pray for an increase of the tolls. They 
seemed rather to desire a decrease.

The bill was then read a second time.
LOWER CANADA JUDICATURE ACT.
The House tlien again went into Committee 

of the Whole on the bill to amend the Judica­
ture Act of Lower Canada. The Committee 
remained in session until eleven o’clock, when 
it rose and reported the bill lo the House.

LICENSING TAVERN KEEPERS.
On motion of Solicitor General Ross, the 

House went into committee of the whole, on 
the bill to amend the Act intituled “An Act to 
make better provision for granting Licenses to 
Tavern Keeper?,” and for the more efficient • 
suppression of Intemperance, and after some 
time the committee rose and asked leave to sit 
again.

The House adjourned at midnight.

PROCEEDINGS ON FIRST PAGE.

The Latino of the Cornek Stone of the 
(Anglican) Cathedral and Parish Chdrch.— 
This imposing religious ceremony took place 
yesterday afternoon—the Procession forming 
and proceeding to the site of the new Cathedral, 
at the place and-in the order announced by us 
yesterday.

The Lord Bishop, clergy and laity forming 
the procession having taken the places on the 
platform and ground allotted to them, the 
following office, appointed for the occasion, was 
read—the first part by the Very Rev. the Arch­
deacon Gilson :—

The earth is the Lord’s and the fulness there­
of; the world and they that dwell therein. For 
He hath founded it upon the seas, and establish­
ed it upon the floods.—Ps. xxiv. 1, 2.

Praise ye the Lord. Praise, 0 ye servants of 
the Lord, praise the name of the Lord from this 
time forth and (or evermore. From the rising 
of the sun until the going down of the same the 
Lord's name is to be praised. The Lord is 
high above all nations, and His glory above the 
heavens.—Ps. cxiii. 1, 2,3, 4.

Let Thy work appear unto Thy servants, and 
Thy glory unto their children. And let the 
beauty of the Lord our God be upon us : and 
establish Thou the work of our hands upon us ; 
yea, the work of our hands establish Thou it.—

livest and reignest, ever one God, world with­
out end.

The Chairman of the Building Committee^ 
the Hon. George Moffatt, before handing the 
Trowel to the. Lord Biskôp. said :—
They had assembled for the purpose of laying 
the foundation stone of the new Cathedral and 
Parish Church, to replace the one destroyed by 
fire. The loss of that venerated building ^has 
been a cause of much grief to many among the 
congregation, some of whom had seen it built, 
and hoped within it sacred walls, during the 
remainder of their days, to have offered up their 
supplications of prayer and praise. But Pro­
vidence had ordered it otherwise. Their beau­
tiful house had been destroyed by fire, and its 
destruction was complete. Nothing of the 
Cathedral remained save the bare wralls, and 
whether to rebuild upon these or not was for 
some time the great question. The congrega­
tion promptly obeyed the call of their venerable 
pastor to assemble and discuss the matter, and 
it was gratifying to observe the unanimity with 
which they decided upon not rebuilding upon 
the old site. They resolved to dispose of it and 
select another in a less confined situation, hav­
ing a regard also to the extension of the city 
westward. The rector and churchwardens felt 
it their duty to rebuild the church with the least 
possible delay. But they had been compelled 
to spend some time in examining and deciding 
upon à proper site, and this had excited more 
diversity of opinion than was at first anticipated. 
The present ground had been selected by a 
large majority of the congregation of "the 
church, and he thought he might say their de- 
cision was pretty well acquiesced in by the ma­
jority. Tho hon. gentleman proceeded to give the 
dimensions of the new Cathedra], which he said 
would be built in the gothic style of architec­
ture, and in a cruciform shape. Its length 
from end to end being 212 feet. It was calcu­
lated to accommodate from 1,400 to 1,500 per­
sons, and arrangements for the poor in the 
proposed plan had not been neglected. The 
death of the talented architect who designed 
the Church had delayed the completion of the 
plan and estimates for the building. Dut these 
had now been procured, and the cost of the 
Cathedral, exclusive of bells, organ, and clock, 
was put down at £30,000. For the latter ad­
juncts it was supposed £3,000 would be suffi­
cient. The available means at the disposal of 
the building Committee was about £24,000. 
Added to this there was a sum of £2,000 in­
sured on the organ and Church furniture ; but 
it would still be seen there was still a large 
margin to be made up by voluntary subscrip­
tions ; and it was much to be desired that the 
appeal should be liberally responded to, so as to 
render it unnecessary to solicit any aid from 
abroad. In conclusion, he had now to offer to 
his Lordship, on the part of the Building Com­
mute, the trowel he held in his hand. It had 
been made for the occasion, and was intended 
to remain in his Lordship’s family as a memen­
to of the proceedings of this day. And lie had 
also to invite the Bishop to lay the corner stone 
of what he hoped would prove not only an orna­
ment to the diocese, but a blessing to all 
around.

was destined to be a great Republic, ‘Well 
if it were so, let the learning of the present age 
partake of the taste of ancient da^s—with the 
beauty, the elegance, refinements, and grace 
which distinguished beyond all others the 
classic land of Greece. He hoped and trusted 
that not only the members of the church in 
Montreal, but churchmen throughout the diocese 
should be alive to the responsibility which rested 
upon them, and to the expectations they were 
expected to fulfil And it was his earnest hope 
that a building would be raised adapted not only 
to the wants of this growing diocese ,but beauti­
ful and chaste in its every proportion.

The Rev. Mr. Scott then delivered a very 
interesting address, showing that from the 
earliest times it was the habit of the people to 
erect buildings more or less spacious and 
gorgeous—according to their means and tastes, 
for the worship of that Being whom they sought 
to supplicate, to propitiate, or to praise. He also 
referred to the magnificence of Solomon’s Tem­
ple, and impressed upon the people their obli­
gation to make the House of God worthy of 
Him who inhabits there.

His Lordship having accepted the trowel from 
the hands of Mr. Moffatt, proceeded :—

Our help is in the name of the Lord. 
jÿns. — W/io hath made Heaven and Earth. 
Except the Lord build the house, their labour 

is but lost that build it.
The Bishop having performed the usual cere­

mony of laying the stone, said :
In the Name of the Father, and of the Son, 

and of the Holy Ghost. Amen.
I lay this corner stone of an edifice to be here 

erected by the name of Christ Church, to be 
the Cathedral Church for the Diocese of Mon­
treal, and the Parish Church of Montreal, in 
accordance with the discipline and doctrine of 
the United Church of England and Ireland.

Other foundation can no man lay than that 
which is laid, even Jesus Christ, who is God 
over all, blessed for evermore ; and in whom 
we have redemption through His Blood, even 
the forgiveness of sins. Amen.

Glory be to the Father, and to the Son : and 
to the Holy Ghost.

Answer.—As it was in tlie beginning, is now, 
and ever shall be : world without end. Amen.

The 100th Psalm was then sung by the 
Cathedral choir

Major Campbell was then introduced by the 
Bishop, and spoke as follows :—

He esteemed it no small honor to be allowed 
to take part in the imposing and interesting 
proceedings of that day, and he rejoiced in the 
opportunity thus afforded him of testifying the 
deep interest which the country laymen (of 
whom he was one) took in the progress and 
prosperity of that branch of Christ’s Church of 
which they were members. Whatever the de­
cision of their Most Gracious Sovereign might 
be as to where the Seat of Government was to be 
permanently fixed, Montreal would always re­
tain its proud renown as the first commercial 
city of British North America. He felt anxious, 
then, that her buildings of this character should 
do honor to the proud position which she occu­
pied. The low shtte of architecture which ge­
nerally prevailed throughout the Province was 
humiliating as it was striking, and was 
open to the criticism of the merest tyro 
in the science. What a contrast between the 
Churches here and the magnificent old Cathe­
drals, or just as stately Parish Churches which 
adorned and beautified the different countries 
of Eurqpe. Tljere they stood the pride and the 
boast of Christianity and civilization, pointing 
their spires to Heaven, and showing, even in 
their internal arrangements, that thpy were but 
the types representing the glorious reality to 
be found beyond the grave. It might be said 
that this was a land of liberty, and that every 
man might build as he pleased. To a certain 
extent he would admit this. His remarks did 
not apply to private buildings, whose form and 
shape depended in a great measure upon the 
taste of those by whom they were erected. But 
Governments and Corporations hacf more to con­
sult than mere individual whim or caprice. 
They ought to build, not for themselves, but 
for posterity—mot to answer their own taste or 
neecls now. He was aware that a rabid cry of 

O economise, economise” was going round the 
Province. He implored his hearers not to listen 
to that ; he said the people would be wrong if 
they were guided by it. Let them not be deter- 
ed from doing their duty by any such cry ; nor 
follow the vagaries of any blundering blockhead 
who pretended to be an Architect simply be­
cause it might save themselves money and him 
perhaps time and trouble. A building such as 
they were now about to erect should serve as a 
model for future Architects, and raise the taste 
of the general mass. He might have spoken 
■ trongly on this subject, but he felt strongly. 
He believed a high destiny awaited this Pro­
vince, and that Montreal would have no small 
share in accomplishing it. Let us prepare 
for it, then, that when we are called upon to 
take our place among the nations of the world, 
we would be found wanting in none of those es­
sentials which this enlightened age requires. It 
Jiad been said and often said that this Canada

The Bishop stated that General Eyre had that 
morning sent him a telegraph despatch from 
Sorel expressing his regret at being unable to 
be present, and called upon Lieut.-Col. Munro, 
C.B., to say a few words upon the occasion.

Colonel Munro apologised for presuming at 
such a short notice, to address the assembly; 
but he and his brother officers felt a great inter­
est in the new building—almost as much as 
they did in the one where hitherto they had 
worshipped. Montreal had been their first rest 
ing-place after they had left the Crimea ; and 
the late Christ Church Cathedral was the first 
consecrated temple where they had offered up 
their supplications for being preserved during 
the late war. He hoped the new building would 
surpass the old one, both in majesty and beauty, 
and though it could never be venerated in the 
same way by the gentlemen around, yet the 
young and pretty and nicely dressed children 
whom he saw before him, would tell their chil­
dren the result of that day’s proceedings, and 
call the new house of God their house—endear­
ed to them all by the happiest and most sacred 
recollections.

The Bishop then addressed the assemblage : 
Brethreny Friends and Neighbors,—You have 

already heard from those speakers who have 
preceded me (and specially from the Hon. 
George Moffatt, the Chairman of our Finance 
and Building Committee,) some details re­
specting the work in which we are engaged, and 
the circumstances in which we are placed. It 
is, indeed, a work of no ordinary importance, 
and one that will require no small amount of 
anxious care and thought and exertion to carry 
it forward to a successful completion ; and 
most needful is it that we should lay the foun­
dation in the name of that God, to whose ser­
vice the building is to be dedicated, and im­
plore his aid and blessing I can imagine few 
acts in my official life as likely, in their conse­
quences and all the effects arising out of them, 
to be of more importance than that which I 
have now been called on Jo perform, and in 
which you are here to assist, viz., the laying 
the foundation stone of this new Parish Church 
and Cathedral. This stone is itself, in its solid 
and massive substance and in its position, a 
type of the permanency and unity of the faith in 
Jesus Christ which we profess—the corner-stone 
which is to knit together the different parts of 
the building, and the foundation upon which it 
is to rest ; while above it there is to be raised 
the lofty tower and spire pointing the skies : 
emblem, too, of the truth we teach, which is by 

) its holy influences to raise us up from earth to 
heaven. Yês, I do believe that what we have 
this day begun in the name of God will be no 
ordinary work. Numbers are no certain test of 
truth, nor must we be too ready to accept the 
vox populi as the vox Dei ; but whether as 
members of the Church of England, either in 
this city or diocese, we be now comparatively 
many or few, we are, I am sure, a growing 
body,—one that has within itself tokens of 
spiritual life and powers of reproduction ; 
and one that is bound, and I hope always 
ready to bear witness for the truth of its doc­
trine and discipline as a branch of the Reform­
ed Catholic Church of Christ, embodying in 
itself the great principles of “ Evangelical Truth 
and Apostolic Order.’’ Having been deprived 
of our late Cathedral by the accident of a cala­
mitous fire, which has been so feelingly and 
justly alluced to both by Mr. Moffatt and the 
gallant Colonel, there has been a very general 
feeling that we ought to take advantage of this 
occasion to replace it by one more worthy of 
the present requirements of the Church and the 
state of the Province. It should not be, how­
ever, from any mere spirit of rivalry, because 
other domes and spires are rising around us, or 
from a desire (however right that may be in 
its place) to add another handsome architec­
tural ornament to adorn this, the great Commer­
cial Capital of the Province, that we feel anxi­
ous to accomplish such a work; but because, 
while we see the evidences of worldly greatness 
everywhere increasing,—the private dwelling, 
the mart, the exchange, the bank, the store, ad­
vancing in grandeur and magnificence—we 
ought to work still to dedicate our best to God ; 
and should feel ashamed to “ dwell oursel­
ves in houses of cedar,” while u the Ark of God’ 
is neglected, or “left to dwell intents.” It 
was the remark of the great Edmund Burke, in 
a letter writen to his friends upon his first visit 
to London, when a very youug man, “ London 
is the very pink of vice, but its churches and 
charitable institutions, whose spires and turrets 
pierce the skies act like electrical conductors, 
and avert the wrath of heaven.” But to do this 
here for us, to avert from us the wrath of heaven, 
they must not only be begun in the name of God, 
as we begin this to-day, but continued and ended 
in the same spirit, and used according to His 
will. And if there be such a mind in us, we 
may then indeed go boldly forward with our 
task. From what I have seen of the working 
of our Finance and Building Committee, (and I 
would particularly wish to name our Chairman, 
Mr. Moffatt, to whose judgment, attention, and 
zeal we all owe no small debt of gratitude,) I 
have no doubt that they will do justice to the 
trust which has been reposed in them : though 
we have no business to expect that in this judg­
ment or anything else we shall ever find perfect 
unanimity of opinion. Some differences that 
have existed amongst the members of the con­
gregation will, I hope, be all softened down as 
the work proceeds, and specially since the pur­
chase of St. John’s Church; but whether this 
may be so or not, I can only urge upon all, 
avoiding all unnecessary offences and stum­
bling blocks, to act conscientiously and en­
deavour to do what may approve itself to God, 
and then leave the event with him. As St. 
Paul says to the Corithians : 11 With me it is a 
very small thing that I should be judged of you, 
or of man’s judgment; * * * * He that
judgeth me is the Lord.” The original design 
for our Cathedral, as sketched by Mr. F. 
Wills before his death, will, we hope, he 
carried out in all its integrity by Mr. F. S. 
Scott, an Architect well known in this Pro­
vince, and highly recommended to us for his 
great practical experience, clear judgment, 
active habits, and general excellence of char­
acter, and whom Mr. Wills himself had been very 
anxious to have had associated with him in 
the work. The total cost of the building 
may be expected to be very little under 
£30,000 ; towards which, (after paying for the 
ground of this site, and assisting in purchasing 
St. John’s Church, Gosford Street, for the use 
of the people at the Eastern end of the city), 
about £13,000 will remnin yet to be raised. A 
sum, which, though large in itself for our com­
paratively small numbers, burdened as we are 
with all the charges of an unendowed Church, 
is yet,in consequence of the circumstances under 
which we have to commence this new building, 
and the amount obtained for the insurance in the 
old Church, a very moderate outlay for so large 
and handsome a Cathedral as we may hope to 
obtain. The architect tells us that the building 
may easily be completed and ready for use by 
August or September, 1859, two years and a 
half from this time. Whether such will be the 
case, must, however, in a great measure depend 
upon the spirit by which the members of our 
Church are moved to give their help. A noble, 
generous, and self-sacrificing spirit, in connec­
tion with works like this, has been increas­
ingly displaying itself of late years amongst the 
members of our Church in England. I hope 
we may feel something of a kindred nature here. 
Then shall our gifts, which we cast into the 
Treasury, be indeed twice blessed—blessing 
him that gives, as well as him that receives. 
And when we look around at this immense as­
semblage collected here on this occasion, we 
may surely see it in some evidence of the inter­
est which is felt not only by ourselves, but also 
by those without ; while, from the attendance 
oC our own clergy in such numbers and from 
such distant places, and our laity of all ranks 
and professions, and from these multitudinous 
voices of our own numerous Sunday and week­
day scholars, we may, I hope, look forward to 
this as but the commencement—not only of this 
building as a new Parish Church, but as the 
Metropolitan Church, the mother of many others 
which, knit together with her in unity of spirit 
and the bond of peace, shall deal forth bread to 
the hungry soul and instruction to the igno­
rant, and gathering under their roofs the young 
and the old, the rich and the poor, shall con­
tinue to hand down through many generations 
that sacred deposit which we have ourselves 
received.

We should not forget to mention that the 
weather was, yesterday, peculiarly propitious— 
the first summer day we have been favored with 
in 1857—and that, partly, no doubt, in conse­
quence, the assemblage to witness the ceremony 
was very numerous—at least from four to five 
thousand people must have been on the ground.

SPAIN.
Malaga had been placed In a state of siege, 

and elsewhere the country was disturbed. The 
ship of the line, Donna Isabella 2d, the frigate 
Baylen, the brig Pelayo, the steamer Francisco 
D’Assis and two transports, were under orders 
to sail from Cadiz with troops for Havana. 

HOLLAND.
The Colonial Government of Java had de­

cided to abolish the monopoly of the cultivation 
of tobacco. Endeavours were making to intro­
duce cotton cultivation into Sumatra.

NEUFCHATEL.
From Paris it is stated that the King of Prus­

sia has instructed Count Hatzfildtli to sign the 
Neufchatel Treaty.

ITALY.
The export of grain from Naples lias again 

been authorized.
It was reported that the French Government 

had received from Sardinia a communication 
which rendered probable the early resumption 
of diplomatic relations between Sardinia and 
Austria.

TURKEY.
Dates from Constantinople to April 28th say 

the commissioners of all the powers, who signed 
the Treaty of Paris, met at Constantinople on 
the 21st, to deliberate on their report.

GREECE.
The dates from Athens are to the 29th ult. 

The Chambers were discussing the Budget of 
the Minister of Finance, and a new customs 
tariff had been presented.

RUSSIA.
A telegraphic despatch from St. Petersburg!! 

announces the return of mild weather with a 
south wind, and it was therefore expected that 
the navigation of the Gulf of Finland would 
shortly generally be re-opened.

PERSIA.
Further hostilities had occurred in Persia. A 

despatch had been received, stating that the 
city of Mohammorak waa captured by the British 
on the 26th of April. The enemy lost two 
hundred killed and wounded, among whom 
was Brigadier-General Ashelzuf, besides seven­
teen guns and a vast amount of amunition and 
military stores. The Persian army, under Shah 
Seadah, retreated in groat disorder. The British 
forces were encamped near Mohammerah. Their 
loss in killed and wounded was ten. The Arab 
tribes were friendly, and were sending in their 
ubmission.

A telegraphic despatch from Sir Jas. Outram, 
says a flying expedition to Ahewaz returned to 
Mohammerah on the 4th of April, completely 
successful. The large Persian army retired 
from their position and retreated rapidly towards 
Dizbu’ before the British force, which was not 
400 strong. One gun was captured, and exten­
sive military stores were seized and destroyed.

Nkws by the “Niagara.” Vre avail ourselves 
of the following extended summary of the news 
by the Niagara, whose arrival at Halifax on 
Tuesday we announced in our AVednesday’s is. 
sue. Tho Niagara’s mail had not reached town 
last night.

GREAT BRITAIN.
Parliament was opened on Thursday, the 7th 

instant.
The following is the Queen’s speech, read by 

Commission.
My Lords and Gentlemen :

We are commanded to inform you that Her 
Majesty has availed herself of the earliest op­
portunity of having recourse to your advice af­
ter the dissolution of the last Parliament. Her 
Maiesty hopes that there will be found sufficient 
time during the present session to enable you 
satisfactorily to deal with various important 
matters, some of which occupied the attention 
of Parliament in the beginning of this year. 
We are commanded by Her Majesty to inform 
you that the aspects of affairs in Enrope affords 
a well grounded confidence in the continuance 
of peace. All the main stipulations of the 
Treaty of Paris have been carried into execution 
and it is to be hoped that what remains to be 
done in regard to these matters will be speedily 
accomplished. The negotiations upon the sub­
ject of the differences which have arisen between 
the King of Prussia and the Swiss Confedera­
tion with regard to the affairs of Neufchatel are 
drawing to a close, and will, Her Majesty trusts, 
be terminated by an arrangement satisfactory 
to all parties. The negotiations in which Her 
Majesty has been engaged with the government 
of Honduras in regard to the affairs of Central 
America have not yet been brought to a close. 
Her Majesty commands us to express to you her 
regret that at the date of the latest advices from 
China the differences which have arisen be­
tween tlie High Commissioner at Canton and 
Her Majesty’s Civil and Naval officers in China 
still remained unadjusted, but Her Majesty had 
sent to China a Plenipotentiary fully instructed 
to deal with all matters of difference, and that 
Plenipotentiary will be supported by an ade­
quate military and naval force in the event of 
such assistance becoming necessary. We are 
commanded by Her Majesty to inform you that 
a treaty of peace between Her Majesty and the 
Shah of Persia was signed at Paris on the 4th 
of March by Her Majesty’s Ambassador at Paris, 
and the Ambassador of the Shah, and Her Ma­
jesty will give directions that this treaty shall 
I» laid before you as soon as the ratifications 
shall be exchanged. We are commanded to in­
form you that Her Majesty, in conjunction with 
several other European Powers, has concluded 
a treaty with the King of Denmark for the re­
demption of the Sound Dues. This treaty, to­
gether with a separate convention between Her 
Majesty and the King of Demark, completing 
the arrangement, will be laid before you, 
and Her Majesty will cause the measures neces­
sary for fuiilling the arrangements thereby con­
tracted to be submitted for your consideration. 
Gentlemen of the House of Commons.

Her Majesty has directed the estimates for tlie 
present year to be laid before you and they have 
been prepared with careful attention and with 
due regard to the efficiency of the Departments 
of the public service to which they severally re­
late.
My Lords and Gentlemen :

Her Majesty commands us to recommend to 
your earnest consideration the measures which 
will be proposed to you for the consolidation 
and improvement of the law. Bills will also be 
submitted to you for improving the laws rela­
tive to the testamentary and matrimonial juris­
diction now exercised by the courts, and als« 
for checking fraudulent breaches of trust. Her 
Majesty commands us to express to you her 
heartfelt gratification atwitnessing the continued 
well being and contentment of her people, and 
the progressive development of productive in­
dustry throughout her dominions. Her 
Majesty confidently commits to your wisdom 
and care the great interests of Her Empire, and 
devoutly prays that the blessing of Almighty 
God may be vouchsafed to your deliberations, 
and may lead you to conclusions conducive to 
objects of Her Majesty's constant solicitude, and 
to the happiness and welfare of her loyal and 
faithful people.”

The Marquis of Townsend moved, and the 
Earl of Portsmouth seconded the address in the 
Lords.

Mr. Dodson moved, and Mr. Buchanan secon­
ded it in the Commons.

No opposition was made to it.
The Grand Duke Constantine will visit 

England.
It was reported that the East India Company 

had decided to take a limited part in the opera­
tions in China, and would place a devision of 
its fleet under Admiral Seymour’s orders.

FRANCE.
The Minister of Marine lias given orders to 

suspend the preparations for the despatch of 
troops to China.

A communication from Persia had been re­
ceived, stating that the Russian Minister at 
Teheran is making efforts to prevent tlie Shah 
from giving his assent to the ratification of the 
Treaty of Peace with England.

The statement respecting the proposed ex­
tension of the capital of the Bank of France, is 
believed to be incorrect.

Paris advices report that the specie in the 
Bank of France, which had diminished to the 
extent often millions of francs during the eight 
days succeeding the last return, now exceeds 
two or three million francs the sum shown in 
the monthly balance sheet for April. The re­
turns for the month, ending May 7th, would be 
published in Friday’s Moniteur,

LATEST BY TELEGRAPH FROM LONDON 
TO LIVERPOOL.

London, Saturday, May 9.
The Etna, which arrived at Southampton last 

night, brought the mails of the European and 
Oneida. The collective mail consists ot nearly 
four hundred boxes and bags—being the largest 
mail ever landed at Southampton. The Etna 
has eighty passengers and twenty-six packages 
of gold of the value of nearly £90,000 sterling. 
Nearly £50,000 of this gold was in the Oneida. 
Nearly one hundred passengers left the Etna at 
Malta to get to England via Marseilles. The 
Australian passengers were detained nearly 
three days in Egypt, owing to the European ar­
riving at Suez, three days before lier time. 
When the Oneida broke down, although she 
was only three days by steam from St. George’s 
Sound, it took her seventeen days to get back. 
The Weather at the time was very thick, which 
prevented the people of the Simla from seeing 
her.

Dresden, Friday.
The Journal de Dresden states, upon authori­

ty, that tlie ratification of the treaty between 
England and Persia, has been made by the 
Shah.

Dartmouth, May 7.
Tlie steamer England, for Calcutta, which put 

in here on the 4th, is remaining here, having re­
ceived some trifling damage to her'crew.

The European and Australian Company’s 
steamer Jura, Captain Moodie, arrived at South­
ampton yesterday, to be in readiness to convey 
the Australian over.and mails on the 12th inst. 
She ran from Liverpool to Southampton in 30 
hours.

Tub Royal British Bank.—Tlie Times in a 
leading article, puts some searching questions 
to Mr. Stapleton, formerly a Director of the 
Royal British Bank and now member of Par­
liament for Berwick.

The New Buildings of Montreal.
To revisit Montreal after the lapse of a few

years Is to soo «vil f “g" ---f— ' —
general prosperity of Canada its chief city 
largely participates. Montreal is not only the 
chief commercial city of British North America, 
but it is distinguished for its beautiful and 
spacious public buildings, its churches, educa­
tional and other buildings, its railway stations, 
its water-power, and for its picturesque vicin­
age. Its wigwams have disappeared and given 
place to a proud and thriving city, enriched by 
industry and embellished by taste, with 
a busy population ; and there is a high 
probability that, from its central position 
and other advantages, it will be selected as the 
permanent Seat of Government. The city is 
well supplied with pure water, and its streets 
are brilliantly lighted with gas. Go where you 
will you behold domes and spires, educational 
institutions and huge factories towering to the 
skies, all indications of the enterprise, industry 
and prosperity of its inhabitants. The beautiful 
buildings and residences which now adorn the 
slope of the mountain, overlooking the St. Law­
rence, are not, indeed, to be surpassed for ele­
gance and beauty by structures of more preten­
sions in older countries.

With these general observations we shall 
proceed to give an account of some of the prin­
cipal buildings either projected, actually in 
progress or just completed.

CHRIST CHURCH CATHEDRAL.
The foundation-stone of this important and 

graceful structure was laid yesterday after­
noon by the (Anglican) Bishop of Mon­
treal. Its site is at the junction of Union 
Avenue and St. Catherine Street, on a piece of 
ground in a commanding situation, and in the 
centre of a rapidly-rising and important portion 
of the City.

The plan of the Church is cruciform, and of 
the early decorated style of architecture. Care 
has been taken, by judiciously disposing the 
masses of the building, to secure a fine outline, 
as well ns a complete ecclesiastical architectu­
ral effect.

The tower and spire will be placed at the in­
tersection of the four arms of the cross, with 
vestry attached, yet separate.

It will be built of Caen stone, and Montreal 
limestone, the latter being obtained from the 
neighbouring quarries, and the former from 
Normandy. All the dressings, windows, &c., 
will be of the Caen stone ; and the filling-in 
of limestone.

The plan consists of nave, with north and 
south aisles, and nortli porch, transept, chancel; 
and chancel aisle, with vestry attached.

The following are the dimensions of the 
building
Length, (inside).............................. feet.187 0
Width of nave........................................... 70 0
Transept, including Tower........................ 99 6
Height of Tower and Spire......................224 0

The nave and chancel are lit by windows in 
the clerestory of two lights of varied tracery. 
In addition to which, there is at tho chancel 
end a large ornamental window with five lights, 
of a highly decorative character ; and at the 
nave end a large wheel window, of 12 feet dia­
meter, of fine design. The aisles are lit by win­
dows with three lights, having tracery ofvaried 
design.

The tower is in two stages, flanked with but­
tresses,and terminating against the cornice, ofthe 
corbel-table at base of spire, which is octagonal 
and broached. The upper stage of the tower is 
intended to contain a peal of bells, and is lit 
by four windows, of two lights each, with tra- 
ceriedtop. At the junction of the tower and 
spire, and immediately above the corbel-table 
will be place the clocks. At one angle of the 
tower will be placed a spiral staircase. The 
east and west gables of the chancel and nave 
are terminated by crosses.

The interior roof will be open, with timbers 
exposed and parelled. The capitals to the 
columns, supporting the clerestory of the nave, 
will be carved and decorated with foliage and 
figures, &c., and various Christian emblems of 
appropriate character.

The entrance will be through the west end of 
the nave ; north porch and doorways recessed 
in nave at transept ends. The main entrance 
will face St. Catherine Street, having on either 
side two large octagonal turrets, with tracery 
top, gabled and finished with crockets, finials. 
&c., of an ornate character.

This fine building, it is believed, will, when 
completed, be unsurpassed on the continent in 
correctness and beauty of design and elegance 
and completeness of detail.

It will be built from the designs of the late 
Frank Wills, Esq., a notice of whose work on

Ecclesiastical Architecture we lately published, 
while mentioning various examples of his prac­
tical skill as an Architect, in the United States 
and British Provinces—the most important of 
which is the Cathedral Church built by him at 
Fredericton, Nova Scotia, a building which is 
acknowledged by all competent judges to be a 
perfect architectural gem. Unhappily, the ink 
was scarcely dry of our notice of Mr. Wills and 
his professional labors—literary and practical— 
when we had the painful duty imposed upon us 
of recording his premature decease in this city. 
His plans for Christ Church Cathedral were, 
however, fortunately, found to be in a sufficient 
state of advancement to enable his successor, 
Thomas S. Scott, Esq., of this city, to under­
take to adopt them and complete the building in 
accordance with them. The Church, it is ex­
pected, will be finished and opened for Divine 
Service, in the autumn of 1859. Messrs. 
Brown & Watson, Builders, are tlie contractors 
for the works now in progress.

st. georgb’s church.
The large and highly respectable congrega­

tion of this Church, finding the present edifice 
too small for their increasing numbers, have de­
termined to make additions which will at once 
secure the requisite extra-accommodation, and 
materially enhance the appearance of the pre­
sent structure. It is proposed to throw back 
the chancel wall a distance of 15 teet, thus af­
fording space for 44 additional pews, or 172 
sittings. The chancel will also be made deeper 
than at present, and will have a large and con­
venient vestry attached.

ST. ANDREW.-; euLRUH.
This Church is about to be enclosed, on three 

sides with a railing of cast and wrought iron, 
on a cut stone plinth, having entrance gates on 
the different points. The railing will be divided 
into compartments by massive stone pillars, 
which, together with (he plinth, will be of a 
design corresponding in style with the Church. 
The railing and gates will be of an ornate 
character. Architects : Hopkins, Lawford & 
Nelson.

■THE UNITARIAN CHURCH.

The Unitarian Church, in Beaver Hall, will 
shortly be re-built on an enlarged scale, and on 
the same site. The plan has been well arrang­
ed to meet the difficulties of tlie ground, which 
is of a very peculiar form. The basement story 
of the present church will be retained with 
some few modifications. The style of architec­
ture adopted is tlie Byzantine, which is plain 
but effective in character. There will be a 
tower about 17 feet square, and rising to a 
height of 120 feet at the east end occupying the 
lowest portion of the ground. Here, by means 
of a broad flight of steps, will be the principal 
entrances to tlie church, the other entrance 
being on the highest point of tlie ground on 
Beaver Hall Hill. Over this latter there will be 
a large rose window, and in tho chancel, on tlie 
east end, a window of a highly decorative 
character, both of which will be filled with 
stained glass. The side windows, in the body 
of the church, it is intended, shall be filled with 
glass of a diaper pattern, with a margin of 
stained glass. The interior of the church will 
be about 35 feet high, the ceiling being octa­
gonal shaped, with the timbers of the roof 
partly open.

By re-using the present pewing and gallery, 
and making tlie necessary additional seats, 
accommodation is calculated fur between 700 
to 800 persons. The architects of the new 
church are Messrs. Hopkins, Lawford & Nelson.

ST. JAMES U. 0. CHURCH.

This beautiful building has been erected upon 
the ruins of the one destroyed by the great fire, 
known as the Bishop’s Church, and which was 
of tlie Roman-Ionic order, but altered in form 
and extended in length, is now constructed 
after the most admired specimens of the early 
Pointed style, chiefly drawn from existing ex­
amples of the thirteenth century'. The work is
consŒrpreTenmlf^aÆiîft W'UXt !§ 
sometimes called Christian architecture. Hie 
windows, which are in progress, by Mr. Spence, 
will be of stained glass. Mr. Footner is the 
architect.

THE THEOLOGICAL COLLEGE.

The Theological College, in course of erec­
tion on tlie ground of tlie Seminary of St. Sul- 
pice—commonly called the Priests’ Farm— 
abutting on the line of Sherbrooke Street, (from 
whence a good view of the building can be 
obtained,) is an extensive and imposing struc­
ture, in the Italian style of architecture. Tlie 
plan forms three sides of a quadrangle, with 
the wings advancing. The eastern wing will 
contain a chapel 100 feet by 40 feet, with a 
library over, and will be embellished in the 
Corinthian style. The western wing will con­
tain the kitchen and refectory. The whole is 
traversed by curtains, wide and lofty' corridors, 
and spacious and elegant staircases, giving 
easy access to all portions of the building. It 
is probable that this is the most substantial 
building ever erected in Canada, built from a 
quarry of compact building-stone of basaltic 
character. The materials employed were of 
large size and very generally of the whole 
thickness of the wall. When used in facing as 
ashlar, the introduction of grey-stone dressings 
produce an agreeable effect. There is no quarry 
in the district of tlie same class of building 
stone. Mr. Footner is the architect.

In the House to-night the question of the 

Usury' Laws ivas brought up and disposed of 
adversely to the cause of philosophy and com­
mon sense, by' a majority of thirteen, who 
thought they could judge of other men’s 
pecuniary transactions better than each man 
can judge for himself, though they cannot 
possibly pretend that if their judgment is cor­
rect, it is at all satisfied by the present state of 
tlie law. Everyone knows that the farmers and 
the poor man—the people for whom so much 
anxiety is expressed—do not borrow money at 
6 per cent, and that if there were no tvays of 
safely evading the law, such persons could not 
borrow at all. The people who, it is supposed, 
have so great an interest adverse to these 
alleged imbecile classes are, if any, those who 
gain by the present law. There are a few 
commercial bills still discounted at the banks 
for 6 per cent, with a small shave, perhaps, 
added in sonic way or other ; but no one sus­
pects that the classes from whom it is difficult 
to collect money, even when money is secure 
in their hands, can do anything of that kind. 
They either have to evade the law, and pay tho 
cost of evasion, or they must goYvithout. Nor 
is tho argument in favor of tlie usury laws any 
better if we look at the class of actual debtors. 
It is said they would be wonderfully' oppressed, 
if they were allowed to pay a higher rate of 
money than G per cent ; lint at least they would 
have the option of paying off the capital debt. 
As it is now they have no such option. Every 
creditor knows that he can lend his money by 
an easy manner at 12 per cent, and if that is 
not a sufficient reason for his forcing payment 
from a present debtor, from whom he can only- 
take 6, tve should like to know Yvliat motives 
are sufficient to induce the putting on of the 
screws. HoYvever, although the usury latvs may 
continue to flourish for a little longer, it is pos­
sible that, when.the bill for their further relaxa­
tion comes down from the Council, there may be 
a somewhat better vote. I have not seen the two 
bills, liOYvever, and, therefore, do not know how 
far they are alike, nor whether it is possible to 
bring the Council bill up in tlie Legislature 
Assembly. Mr. Cameron’s speech on the sub­
ject is Yvell Yvorth reading, and completely re­
futed the opposite arguments, yet there were 
but tw'O Lower Canadian Y’Otes in favour of the 
measure—those of Messrs. Prévost and Laberge. 
Mr. Bellingham spoke in favour of the bill ; but 
somehow was not present at the vote.

The Southern Railway Committee closed 
their evidence this morning and heard Council 
against the bill. I was not present ; but I un­
derstand that Dr. Conner made an admirable, 
and a somewhat virulent attack upon Mr. Rank- 
by that broughtforward within the last few days. 
This evidence distinctly contradicts the state­
ment of the member for Essex, that lie had £50,- 
000 offered him, and indignantly refused. If we 
are to believe the balance of the testimony this

Bills or Exchange in Upper Canada.—W 
very excellent bill has passed the Législature 
Assembly and has been read a second time in 
the Legislative Council. It gives power to the 
holder of a note of hand or bill of exchange to 
go before a County or other Judge and obtain 
a summary judgment against the acceptor, un­
less it appear to tlie Judge that tlie defence is 
one that requires more formal trial. After 
judgment execution is to go in fifteen days in­
stead of in the succeeding term after judg­
ment as in the rule at present. There is 
nothing so ruinous to the legitimate commerce 
of the country as the loose notions Yvhich pre- 
Y'ail about credit, and which have, by inducing 
people to go into all kinds of speculations Yvith- 
out any regard to the capacity of tlie speculator 
to meet his obligations, led to much of the diffi­
culty which is now so generally felt. Nothing 
can be more desirab'c--than to introduce a 
strict rule in pecuniary transactions. Strict­
ness really does not check credit so much as it 
encourages it ; for it is the excessive difficulties 
of recoY-ering property, once let out ofthe hands 
ofthe owner into that of other persons, Yvhich 
makes persons unwilling to give credit at all.
