PROOF COMPOSITION ROOFS.
To the Mayor, Aldermen, and Citizens of the City 

of Montreal.
Gentlemen,—Visiting Buffalo, on the 23rd ult. 

to examine the buildings there covered with the 
Composition, and to judge of its efficacy to re­
sist the action of fire, I was introduced to the 
Hon. G. R. Babcock, L. H. Lathrop, Esq., Aid. A 
McKay, 0. F. Miller, Esq., W. Johnston, Esq., W. 
Hutchinson, Esq., Collector of Customs, and a 
great many more of the principal and most influ­
ential inhabitants of the city, who testified in the 
strongest and most favorable terms of the fire re­
sisting qualities of the Composition, and recom­
mended its general introduction as a safe means 
of covering buildings, it being both fire proof and 
water tight. I personally examined a great num­
ber of first class buildings in Buffalo covered with 
the Composition, gravelled over, and I ascertain­
ed that the best houses and stores in the city 
were covered with it, From all I saw and heard, 
I am of opinion that it is the safest and best kind 
of covering that could be used for buildings in 
Montreal. For the proper application of it the 
roofs should be nearly flat. This is attended with 
no inconvenienee either in summer or winter, for 
the rain in the former cannot penetrate the roof, 
as the Composition is water proof) and in winter 
the snow is nearly all blow off by Hie wind. A 
great advantage of this kind of Roof is that in the 
event of fire by going on top of them, with the 
engine hose the fireman may protect all adjacent 
and surrounding property without the danger of 
falling. I observed that in Buffalo, most of these 
roofs were surrounded or nearly so with hand­
some iron railings, and provided with zinc, copper 
or galvanized iron spouts or cornices, which, be­
sides being completely fire proof, gave the build­
ings a very pretty appearance.

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Mr. Hincks rose and said, hon. gentlemen were, 
of course, aware of what took place the other 
night. He would now state what had passed 
since last evening. He had received an intima­
tion that day, for the first time, that it was the 
intention of Mr. Jackson to leave the country 
on Saturday ; so that there was not the same 
necessity to hasten the bill as before. He had 
also been relieved from any responsibility which 
he had incurred as a minister of the crown to­
wards Mr. Jackson. He considered that, person­
ally, and as a minister of the crown, he was 
bound to carry out the arrangement he made 
with that gentleman, and he was prepared to 
leave the government if he could not carry it.
He was now, however, entirely relieved from that 
responsibility. Government would not press it 
as a government measure; but believing that the 
measure was good, he would confine himself to 
supporting it as a private member of the govern­
ment, taking no farther interest in it than in any 
other railway bill which might be brought for- 
ward.

Mr. J. A. Macdonald was glad to hear the fact 
announced by the Inspector General, and that 
the House would thus be left to its own judg­
ment, on the merits or demerits of the measure 
beforej^and no doubt every member would be 
equally anxious to promote the interests of the 
country. But he was nevertheless surprised that 
the announcement should be made in so solemn 
a tone that Mr. Jackson was going. It was no­
thing to the House or to the people of Canada, 
who knew their credit and their resources, and 
what they were capable of effecting. He could 
not, he repeated, understand why this gentleman 
going home should be announced asg a conse­
quence of the exercise of the rights of the repré­
sentatives of the people. Nor did he understand 
/why this discharged the ministry from any res- 
I ponsibility. Still, he repeated, he was glad the 
House had now the leave of the hon. Inspector 
General to do what it pleased, though the per­
mission came rather late, when it had shown it 
would do so without leave. It was of great im­
portance, too, to have a railroad made, and he
bad no doubt the credit of Canada was sufficient 
to secure that, and he moreover would be very 
glad to have the services of the Inspector Gen­
eral to place that credit in the most favorable 
position ; and this he would no doubt be in a bet­
ter position to do than he had lately been, since 
he was released from the shackles which had 
lately confined him. .

Mr. Robinson did not approve of the mode in 
which Mr. Macdonald had spoken of Mr. Jackson, 
who had come to the country on the faith of a 

1 solemn engagement made with the Inspector 
1 General on behalf of the Government. He had 

only lately become aware that this was the fact, 
and he now had greatly modified his views, and 
thought Mr. Jackson not well treated.

Mr. Mdrney could not understand the position of 
this affair at all. The railroad bill was first brought 
in by the hon. member for Vercheres, and the 
Government assumed no responsibility at all.— 
Then it was found that some clauses in the gen- 

\\eral railway act were to be annulled, and that 
\\was done upon the responsibility of the Govern- 
\inent. Now it leaked out that Mr. Jackson had 
\ been brought out on the responsibility of the Go- 
\\ vernment, and this the House was made ac- 
\\quainted with for the first time that night. But 

what had occurred to make the Inspector General 
at the very same moment announce, with a face 
as long as his arm, that he relinquished all res­
ponsibility ? The postponement of the measure 
had not lost it friends. He trusted the charter 
would be passed, and that if others would not 
help us, we should help ourselves.

Mr. Youno, understood that Mr. Hincks’s ar­
rangement with the Messrs. Jackson was, that 
they, as English contractors, should come to this 
country to build the railroads, and he thought it 
a capital arrangement ; but he supposed that 
when the gentleman did come he would tender 
for the works, and if unsuccessful, would put the 
Government to no expense. If this were not so, 
the Inspector General would correct him.

Mr. Hincks was surprised at the appeal to him. 
Let the hon. gentleman read the correspondence 
and judge for himself. Was it consistent with 
common sense, that Mr. Jackson would come out 
here and tender against a whole parcel of ordin- 
ary contractors ? ' " T ' !

Mr. Young certainly never understood that the 
gentleman was to have all the railroads of the 
country absolutely turned over to him, and he 

; was justified in his opinion by the fact that the 
Government, after the return of Mr. Hincks, 
proclaimed the charters previously granted.— 
What was the use of that if Mr. Jackson were to 
have the roads all to himself? He supposed they 
were to tender for making the roads, and if the 
tenders were accepted, that they would have 
gone on at once. The plan, as last proposed, he 

' thought no loss to the country.
Sir A. McNab was not satisfied that the gen­

tleman brought out by the country should go 
home without the consideration to which he was 
entitled ; and did not think it fair to go into 
the details of the measure. He did not, how­
ever, envy the feelings of the hon. member 

I for Montreal, when he reflected that the Inspec­
tor General was sent to England by the Go­
vernment, and kept himself in communication 

| with the Government, while that hon. member 
who approved of all these proceedings in Eng­
land, was indirectly negotiating with persons in 
Montreal to take stock in the railroad, subscrib­
ing his own name for a large part of it. 

j Mr. Young, my name is not there, and I have 
V not the slightest connection with it.

, Sib A. McNab was not distinctly heard to re­
ply ; but Mr. Young said, before I was in the 
Government I was the chairman of the Kingston 
Railroad, but I resigned that post before any ac­
tion was taken in the matter. I have a nephew 
in Montreal, but he has not taken any stock.

ISia A. McNab supported the measure, though 
perhaps not all the details, and thought the con­
nection of the country with Messrs. Peto & Co., 
gentlemen who had built railroads for £60.000,- 

_000, would be vastlyuidyantageous.
Mr. J. A. McDonaldTso do t 
Sib A. MoNab then would be most happy to 

receive the hon. member’s support. He would 
not then go into the question of the conduct of 
certain persons in Montreal. When he did he 
would give his opinion for what it was worth.

Mr. J. A. McDonald thought the hon. and gal­
lant knight had entirely lost the thread of his, 
Mr. McDonald’s, remarks. He had not expressed 

( joy at Mr. Jackson’s going home, but at the fact 
I that the House would now be able to judge this 
1 question without the speculum which the lu- 
jspector General had held before their eyes. The 

\ Inspector General had made arrangements, good 
\ or bad ; but he was now relieved from the 
j shackles they had thrown round him. Ho sup- 
I posed the falling of these shackles was the chief 
\ object of the announcement of the Inspector 
' General. If there were any other, it must be to 
frighten the House by the story that Mr. Jack- 
son was going home, the railway gone, and the 
country going to the bad.

Mr. Boulton was glad the hon. gentleman was 
going home, for while he staid here no member 
of the House could do his duty with anything 
like peace. One day he was threatened with the 
anger of his constituents for obstructing a road 
that went through Toronto ; the next he was to 
be terrified into the idea of making the other 
road to River du Loup, which his constituents 
did not want. He could not understand the pro­
position of the Government. It appeared by the 
written statement of the Inspector General that 
when Mr. Jackson first came out he found it ne­
cessary to organize the companies chartered last 
year. Then, as soon as they were chartered, 
they were swept away altogether. The govern­
ment, as it appeared to him, had assumed no 
other responsibility than to ask Mr. Jackson to 
come and offer for the contracts, and the whole 
difficulty had occurred from Mr. Jackson, in­
stead of doing so, desiring to get the stock into 
his own hands that he might put it in the money 
market to an amount beyond'what was necessary.

Mr. Young said that allusion had been made 
by Sir Allan MacNab to the large quantity of 
stock taken up by the people in Montreal. Now, 
what was the fact with regard to the bill before 
the House. It owned £3,000,000 of stock among 
twenty-one persons, that was £178,000 a-piece, 
which was more than had been taken in Montreal. 
Now, as it was well known that none of these 
persons who were residents could take that stock 
better than Messrs. Holton and Galt, it followed, 
that the great part of the £3,000,000 must fall to 
one person, and who was he ? The son of Mr. 
Jackson, a young gentleman, not of age, just come 
from school, who was to be allowed to make 
contracts with his own father for building the 
road.

Mr. Street was sorry to hear of Mr. Jackson’s 
departure, for the sake of Mr. Jackson himself.— 
The hon. Inspector General said he did not know 
till that day that Mr. Jackson was going away, 
and why was he going? Just because that House 
in its calmness, moderation, and discretion, had 
taken time to read the documents produced, after 
several weeks laborious deliberation. Upon this, 
it appeared that Mr. Jackson took upon himself to 
fly into a passion, and go off to England.

Mr. Hincks.—No.
Mr. Street.—IVell, he could understand no­

thing else from the announcement just made; 
A and if it were so, it was most disgraceful to say 

I that because the House deliberated, he would go 
I to England. Were the people of Canada to be 
treated in that way, let the capitalist who dealt 
with them he ever so great? He said they were 
not. Did the House know anything of the en­
gagement of the Inspector General, by which it 
was to be bound ? Did anybody ever hear of 
this agreement ? He had not, until he got that 
report, and he was glad he had desired delay to 
understand it. If it had not been insisted on, the 
House would have been recreant to its duty, and 
for his part, he should have been ashamed ever 
to face again his constituents in JVVelland.—

I Without it, the House could not have acted for 
the public, as wise, prudent people would act in 
their private transactions. And now it was pre­
tended that the members who opposed the com­
mittee on the preceding night were the obstruc­
tives.

Mr. Hincks.—Yes ! Yes !
Mr. Street.—Tknow that. Because the House 

deliberated, they were obstructives ; but he said 
they were the true obstructives who were bring­
ing the country to that pass. They had taken the 
course the country must approve, when they 
thought before pledging its revenue and property. 
He was not opposed to making the road, and he 
threw back on Mr. Jackson and his supporters 
the charges made against him.

Mr. Hincks, in fairness to Mr. Jackson, must 
say, that long before the vote of last week, he 
had told him (Mr. Hincks) 'that he could not stay 
after the 3rd November, aud it was only because 
he (Mr. Hindis) could not pledge himself to the 
opinion that the bill would be carried by the time 
that he was going to leave at once, otherwise he 
would, no doubt, stay another week. He was 
sure Messrs. Peto, Brassey and Betts would not 
sanction Mr. Jackson’s undertaking this contract 
in the face of the violent opposition which was 
raised against it, in that House and out of it.— 
He would not mention the names that had been, 
used. It was true that hon. members might sayj 
that those were only newspaper writings ; it 
might be so, but the gentlemen to whom they! 
were applied, were not used to them. J

Mr. Cauchon regretted the position taken by 
the hon. member for Welland, and also that Mr. 
Jackson was going to leave the country ; for say 
what we would, we could not get money when 
we wanted, and we should seize the present np.
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portunity to get English capital in the country.! 
The only question for us, was thé"gùàtantec of" 
£3,000 a mile too much ? He did not believe it 

Awas. He was sorry for the position in which the 
Government stood. They were bound to assume 
the responsibility of this question, as it vitally 
affected the interest of this country, and would 
render it liable for an immense debt. It was the 
question of questions. The Government should 
stand on it, and they would have a majority. He 
was not going to a company to build the road 
who had no money, and who could not do it.

Mr. Cartier narrated the circumstances of the 
formation of the Montreal and Kingston Railway 
Company, and also of the opening of its stock 
book. Not a single share had been taken either 
in Montreal, Kingston, or Brockville, between the 
10th of August and the 23d. The Montreal Cor­
poration would not take any stock, at least he 
Relieved so. In these circumstances it was au- 
nounccd that Mr. Jackson would make the road. 
Then 10 gentlemen in Montreal entered into pre­
liminary articles and took up the stock. They 

I were a mere sham company. He considered it a 
Ibreach of faith for these 10 gentlemen to take up 
Kill the stock when they were not able to pay for
lit.

Mr. Brown considered the position of the In­
spector General as most extraordinary. He had 
seen many strange scenes, but none more strange 
than that exhibited by the Inspector General that 
night. What if Mr. Jackson should go away?— 
We could do better without him than with him. 
At the beginning of the session the Inspector 
General had told him (Mr. B.) that he had made 
no agreement with Mr. Jackson in England ; then 
it came out in his own organ that he had ; then 
he said, “Oh if it is the correspondence you 
want you may have it.” There had been nothing 
but mystery in relation to this matter, and that 

I was the reason Mr. Jackson had been spoken of 
(in the manner in which he had. First, the In-'

Ispector General said this bill was only a private 
measure, and then it appeared that the Govern-1 
ment were responsible for it. -—-—— 'S

Mr. Chauveau said that was a misrepresenta­
tion. The Inspector General had only said, that 
the government could not introduce a bill for the 
incorporation of a private Company. ^
r Mr. Brown repeated his assertion and denied' 
that he had misrepresented the Inspector Gen. 
He continued to contend that it was humiliating 
for a member of the goverment to get up in that 
house and say it would be a national calamity, 
because a contractor should go home; and to at­
tack the government for inconsistency and sub­
terfuge.

Mr. Ridout did not understand from what had 
fallen from the Inspector General, that Mr. Jack- 
son would withdraw from the contract, although 
he said he must go home, and he did not think 
that Mr. Jackson had been treated with discour-

some hundreds of thousands of pounds were 
annually paid in hard cash to the contractors 
for Building, whilst the men who did the work 
got paid in Truck.

Mr. Robinson opposed the bill. It would do 
more harm to mechanics than it would do them 
good.

Mr. Rose objected to it for the same reasons.

This bill and the previous one should 
apply generally to the whole province and not be 
confined to two cities. He desired the bill to be 
leferred to the committee and carefully examined 
clause by clause.

Mr. Hartman moved that the bill bo read a 
second time this day six months.
Sir A. Macnab considered that an uncourteous 
way of treating a bill petitioned for by G or 7 
thousand mechanics and he hoped the house 
would allow the bill to be referred to a select 

committee. —
Mr. Drummond thought the bill involved a 

dangerous principle and would injure the me­
chanic in the end. If the bill were only made to 
apply to Hamilton and Toronto, the principle 
would be sanctioned, and mechanics in other 
part of the province might demand it. The effect 
would be to repress improvements especially in 
the back parts of the country.

Mr. Mackenzie supported the bill, and contencP 
ed that its principle was sound. A similar law 

worked well in England and Wales; and Me- 
^chanics here ought to have so much protection-^ 

Mr. Gamble was opposed to the principle of 
the bill. He thought that if it were carried out 
it would stop one half of the business through 
the country.

Mr. Brown opposed the bill. -—
After some further conversation the votes 

were taken on the amendment. Yeas 48, Nays 18.
The House then adjourned. —-—-______

Mr. Cameron condemned the attacks that had 

been made upon Mr. Jackson both in the House 
and by the public press. He contended that these 
attacks were most unjust. It was absurd to say 
that the English firm which Mr. Jackson repre­
sented, would swindle the people of England by 
selling stock that represented no value, or that 
the people of England would be fools enough to 
buy it. He contended that the position of the 
government in relation to this question was, to 
guarantee a certain sum per mile, on the condi­
tion that a railway should be constructed supe­
rior to any on this continent. It was absurd to 
send foreign capital out of the country. Motion 
carried.

The bill to regulate the office of Stevedore for 
the Port of Quebec was. ordered to be read this 
day six months.

Mr. Boulton moved the second reading of the 
bill to secure to Mechanics a lien on buildings 
erected by them in Upper Canada. He made 
some remarks in support of his motion, and stated 
that this bill was similar to the law in force in 
New York and other states ; and the law of Lower 
Canada was nearly similar but did not go so far. 
It was much needed in Toronto and Hamilton, and 
had been petitioned for by the mechanics of those 
cities. They had sent very numerously signed 
petitions to the house, and men of property had 
also joined them. He contended that mechanics 
ought to be protected.

Mr. Brown opposed the bill as being entirely 
unnecessary. The legislature should avoid this 
kind of interference between debtor and creditor. 
If it interfered in the case of mechanics.it might 
as well do so in every mercantile transaction. 
The hon. member at some length enlarged on 
these grounds.

Mr. Dixon spoke in favor of referring the bill 
to a committee.

Mr. Chauveau opposed the bill.
Mr. Badgley also rejected it but he would con­

sent to its going before a committee.
Mr. Boulton replied, and contended that hon. 

members had not read his bill.
Mr. McDonald opposed the bill and Mr. Mc­

Kenzie supported it.
Sir Allan McNab hoped the bill would be al­

lowed to be read a second time, and referred to a 
committee, as ifhad been petitioned for by 40,000 
mechanics.

After some conversation Mr. Drummond said 
that he would not object to the bill being referred 
to a committee, but he objected to some of its 
details.

Motion carried and bill referred to a special 
committee.

Mr. Boulton moved the second reading of the 
Bill to prevent the payment of wages otherwise 
than in money. He said it might be that there 
were many members from Agricultural Districts 
who were not acquainted with the nature of this 
system, but it was notorious that in populous 
cities and towns, the feeling of the people was so 
acute on the subject and the evil consequences 
of the system so great that he hoped those hon. 
members would defer to the opinion of those who 
were more intimately connected with the cities 
in which it prevailed. The Truck system had 
not existed in this country for very many years, 
though in England for upwards of 400 years, but 
to no general extent there for a longer period 
than about 130 years, and only for the last 30 or 
40 years had it gone to that extent which pressed 
so heavily on the poor as to require the interven-

Ition of Parliament. . The Truck system was the 
payment of the wages of labor, not in money but 
in goods. The employer sets up a store, in 
which, was every kind of necessary for which his 
workmen had occasion, and there the workman 
and his family were compelled to resort for al­
most everything they required to the extent of 
their earnings ; the amount earned being set 
against the article drawn from the store ; or else 
the employer made a bargain with some mer­
chant, who agreed to receive his order, supplying 
the workmen with what was required. The 
merchant allowing the employer a certain per 
centage on his profits, which of course, was ex­
acted from the unfortunate mechanic or laborer. 
The poor class of employers have a greater temp­
tation to carry this system to excess than the 
rich, for he gets 6 months credit for his goods, 
and then gave Bills at 3 and 6 months more, so 
that in effect he had 9 or 12 months credit for 
the amount of the work performed as well as on 
the value of the goods, the poor workman who 
objected to that system is of course discharged. 
In England this system pressed so heavily on the 
mechanics aud labouring classes that in 1830 a 
Bill was introduced into Parliament, from which 
the Bill before the House was taken, and be­
came the law of the land—in England, therefore, 
this odious system no longer prevailed. In To­
ronto it was carried out to an extent that he be­
lieved g very injurious to Jseveral classes of 
the community. The effect of the system 
particularly amongst, builders, was to en­
courage men of no capital or standing by the 
assistance of merchants, to compete with buil­
ders of capital in the construction of large and 
extensive buildings, so as not unfrequently to 
drive the solvent men out of the market, and ul­
timately the adventurer himself was ruined from 
taking contracts at too low a rate. Generally 
speaking, the larger Truck masters conducted 
themselves more fairly, and the smaller masters 
more cruelly towards their laborers,—though 
there are exceptions in both cases—but as a rule it 
might be stated that the money-paying masters 
being totally incompetent to compete with the 
Truck masters, have adopted without hesitation 
to a very great extent the Truck system. The 
evils of the sytem might be proved by innumer-

[able examples, but generally speaking, the prices 
charged to the mechanic and laborer are from 15 
to 25 per cent above the marjeet price, seldom or 
never below 15, and sometimes beyond a 100 per 
cent beyond the market price. Ruinous as is the 
system to the unfortunate mechanic and laborer, 
it is scarcely less so to the money-paying master. 
He contended the Legislature should not suffer 
such men to be ruined for the advantage of those 
who also ruined their workmen. Another class 
of persons who were also most seriously injured 
by this system was the shop-keepers and little 
dealers, grocers, &c., whose natural customers it 
completly cut off; the workmen being so im­
poverished by this system that they have nothing 
to lay out with them. The Truck system, how­
ever, did not always benefit those adopting it, as 
in the city of Toronto, he had no hesitation in 
saying, the majority of them had become Bank­
rupts, and generally owed their workmen large 
balances, which were never paid at all. The 
principle of the Bill having been adopted in Eng­
land, he contended it could not be considered 
unsound in this country. The Bill was limited 
to the cities of Toronto and Hamilton, from both 
of which places the largest Petitions signed by 
all classes of each city had been presented com­
plaining of the evil, aud praying the law might 
pass. It seemed to him to be merely a question 
of time as to when such a law should be adopted— 
it could not be desired that we should suffer for 
130 years as they did in England befor thereliefe 
came. He thought the evil should be stayed, 
and if the Bill worked well in these cities other 

I large towns could hereafter adopt it. In Toronto

Sir A. McNab explained that he had last 
evening made some remarks on the assumption 
that Mr. Young had signed the stock book of the 
Montreal and Kingston Railway Co., he now 
found it was not that gentleman who had signed 
it.

Mr. Hincks said he understood (but supposed 
he misunderstood) Mr. Young to say that it was 
not his nephew either who had signed it. He be­
lieved, however, that to be the fact.

Mr. Young said yes, it was his nephew.
Mr. Cameron moved the second reading of the 

Agricultural Bureau bill.
Mr. Robinson moved that it be referred back to 

the select committee on agriculture.
The amendment was supported "by Messrs 

Christie, Cauchon, and Papineau, and opposed 
by Messrs. Morin and Dumoulin.

IMr. Papineau said this was not a bill to im 
prove agriculture ; it was not a farmer buta po 
litician that was to be placed at the head ofit.- 
Nor was it a bill to favour the husbandman ; it 

was, on the contrary, intended to save from a 
false position a man, who was to be in the minis 
try, but who was ashamed to take a place which 
he had declared to be a sinecure. He asked, too, 
whether Mr. Cameron had not already received a 
salary as President of the Council, in spite of his 
hatred of the sinecure, before this law was passed. 
He complained of the political influence that was 
to be exerted on the Agricultural Societies by 
this new plan, and of the effects which the chan­
ges ofministry would produce.

Mr. Sicotte considered that the bill was well 
calculated to effect a great good for the country, 
and that being so, he Would not oppose it, even 
though it haiLa nolitical object. But he did not 
believe it to be a politpcaTmeasure, for it had no
trait of politics inü. I It was impossible to have 
model schools and agricultural chairs without the 
aid of the Government. The measure was not 
novelty. In the United States the President had 
recommended such an office, and he concurred 
in thinking it most desirable to have one here 
though he did not approve of all the clauses o:' 
the bill.

Messrs. Leblanc and Fortier also supported 
the measure.

Mr. Gamble opposed the bill as one altogether 
unnecessary, and opposed to the wishes and 
habits of those who really belonged to the agri­
cultural classes.

Mr. Tessier spoke in favor of the bill ; believ­
ing it to be a remedial measure for the admitted 
evils of the present non-progressive state of the 
country. Now, if it were such a remedy, he did 
not think it a sound objection that it was a poli­
tical measure.

(Mr. Badglky considered the bill did not so 
much establish a Bureau of Agriculture, as an 
office for the hon. member for Huron.
Mr. Lacoste spoke in favor of the law as one 

intended to favor the agriculture of the Province 
by the establishment of Colleges and model farms 

.Mr. Rose spoke in favor of the creation of this 
minister, followed by 

Mr. Fergusson on the same side, who, how­
ever, required many amendments.

Mr. Patrick pointed out several objectionable 
clauses in the bill, and complained that no one 
had been consulted about drawing it up ; but he 
would not oppose the bill, hoping these defects 
would be corrected.

The bill was further sustained by Mr. Cartier 
Mr. J. A. McDonald, however, while he ac­

knowledged that a regularly constituted Board 
of Agriculture, with a permanent head, might 
probably do the farming interests some good 
said that, to appoint a politician to such a place 
would be just as likely to be beneficial to agri­
culture, as it would be to the geological survey 
to appoint the hon. President of the Council to 
carry it on. What sort of a survey could be 
expected if a minister of the Crown replaced th 
gentleman whose scientific researches had done 
so much to make known the riches of the coun 
try. Just in the same way, he asked, what was 
to be expected from a politician put at the head 
of Agricultuie? He would vote against the bill 
because he believed it most unprincipled.

Mr. Ridout believed agriculture the most im­
portant interest in the Province; and he woilld 
be glad to see an agricultural department of the 
government ; but he was opposed to the present 
bill, and could not vote for it.
Mr.. Cameron replied. He stated that he would 
abstain from answering the personal attacks 
made upon himself. He thought that those from 
the opposite side of the House came with ill 
grace. With reference to the 4th clause of the 
bill, against which so much objection had been 
raised, the.recommendation to insert the provi­
sion contained in it, came from the agricultural 
board of Upper Canada. He read some docu­
ments in support of that statement. He enlarged 
on the importance of a patent office and statistics. 
The dissemination of Canadian statistics in 
Europe was most important for promoting emi­
gration at the present time. He read the titles 
of about fifteen newspapers in Upper Canada, 
which, he stated, were in favor of the bureau, 
and that they formed a pretty good expression of 
the opinions of the press. Among these papers 
were the Agricultural Journals of Upper and 
Lower Canada. I \ With reterenciPto the objections 
raishcl tirthe details of the bill, if the House were 
in favor of amendments they might be made in 
committee.

Mr. Murney remarked upon the speech of Mr. 
Cameron, and stated that he did not believe that 
the farmers wanted this bill. The present law 
was sufficient for them. They could form their 
associations, and that was all they required. As 
for statistics, no new' department was xvanted for 
that. If Mr. Crofton’s office required to be made 
more efficient, another clerk might be added to it 
As for emigration, the best way to promote that 

[would be to send agents to England. We want- 
led no new department for that. And with re­
gard to patents, he had never heard that there 
had been any difficulty about them in Canada.
' Mr. McKenzie spoke in favor of the bill 1 and 
remarked generally upon the debate.

Mr. Langton would vote for the second reading 
of the bill, as he approved of the principle of 
having a bureau of agriculture ; but he objected 
to the details. He agreed that the short and 
pithy speech of the hon. member for Prince Ed­
ward, and would almost go as far as to say that 
all that was good in the bill was old, and all that 
was new was pernicious. He made some further 
remarks upon the details of the bill; and

Mr. Cameron moved that the House go into 
Committee on the bill.

Mr. Robinson made some remarks, contending 
that if the President of the Council attended to 
the duties of his office, he would not have much 
time for the duties of the bureau. He continued 
to reply to several statements made during the 
debate, and spoke against the bill. He con­
cluded by moving an amendment, to the effect 
that the bill be not now referred to a committee 
of the whole House, but to a select committee, 
with power to send for persons and papers, and 
report whether a bureau of agriculture be re­
quired or not.

Mr. Cauchon reproached the Government and 
the Inspector General for getting angry, and re­
ferred to the Hon. R. Baldwin, whose mild con­
duct, when attacked, ho believed, was worthy of 
admiration. He continued to speak at length, 
against the details of the bill. As soon as the 
ministry abandoned the clauses which he had 
condemned, they showed that he was right.

The House then went into committee, and, after
passing several clauses of the 
ported progress.

CORRESPONDENCE.
To the Editor of the Montreal Herald.

Sir,—I have little doubt that my fellow-citizens, 
in general, participated in the pleasure which I 
felt on seeing, in your paper of yesterday, that 
the vexed questiou of the deficiency of water 
at fires was brought before the City Council, in a 
way to elicit something official and tangible on 
the melancholy subject. But I have to express 
my disappointment at the result. The Chairman 
of the Water Committee tells us we have been all 
laboring under a huge error, in supposing “that 
the works were sufficient to supply all the water 
required for the city.” Now, I can scarcely con­
ceive that any one could have laboured under 
such a delusion, if he based his opinion upon the 
facts of the case. No water at fires, and an in­
sufficient supply to the tenauts, generally, could 
hardly have induced a belief in the great 
fallacy which is curiously enough stated to be 
the cause of the want of water at fires. There 
could, therefore, be no great difficulty in “divest­
ing our minds” of an error which could not have 
prevailed there, in order to come to a just esti­
mate of the true state of the case, which the 
Chairman tells us is this—that the works cannot 
give a sufficient supply for the wants of the city, 
but enough for the wants of the tenants. Well,
I, for one, am thankful for this latter admission, 
because, judging by the fact that, being a tenant, 
and frequently getting none at all, sometimes for 
days, sometimes for weeks, aud sometimes for 
months, one would naturally be led to a contrary 
conclusion ; and, with regard to the former part 
of this information, the worthy Chairman alludes,
I suppose, to the wants in future—wants which 
will be occasioned by the contemplated plan of 
compelling all to take the water, and for which 
plan preparations are being made by laying down 
pipes, in all directions, for the reception of the 
water, to be supplied from the Lachine Rapids. 
Well, we have one important fact disclosed, and 
a very satisfactory one, that the present works 
are sufficient for the supply of the tenants ; but 
they are not sufficient to supply water for them 
and for fires, also, at the same time. This is in­
telligible enough ; but that this is a sufficient rea­
son for the necessary absence of water, whenever 
a fire occurs, is not quite so intelligible ; for when 
a fire occurs when all the tenants are supplied, 
(during the day), the hydrants must, of course, 
be fu11 ’ cause the pipes are full. But, in order

we din -id, the water must be turned off at 
night from the Reservoir; but we are not told 
it is similarly dealt with in the Cistern in Notre 
Dame Street. Consequently, on the night of the 
fire in St. Urbain Street, which is far below the 
level of Notre Dame Street, there should have 
been plenty of water there, if it was not turned 
off from the Cistern above mentioned. Tt is not 
more intelligible to me that water enough can be 
supplied all day to the tenants, while they are 
constantly drawing off, but that no accumulation 
takes place at night, when comparatively little, 
or none, is drawn off. It appears to me that the 
difference between the quantity required by the 
tenants by night and by day would justify the 
letting the water flow into the pipes all night, 
and thus ensure the presence of water at any mo­
ment when a fire may occur, and then the stop­
page, temporarily, from quarters distant from the 
fire would secure a sufficient supply for extin­
guishing it.

There is one rather anomalous circumstance 
connected with the statement that the present 
works are not sufficient for the wants of the 
tenants and for fires. It is this—that the water- 
carriers, who supply those who are not tenants, 
are prohibited, by the Corporation, from taking 
water from the river, and are compelled to pur­
chase it at their several hydrants. This is, sure­
ly, a rather curious proceeding, on the part of 
those who tell us the works are unable to supply 
the wants of the city, and doubt whether they are 
even sufficient to supply the wants of the tenants. 
If the great quantity of water sold daily at the 
hydrants was suffered to remain in the Reservoir, 
it might possibly enable the Water Committee to 
allow the water to flow into the pipes all night. 
Perhaps the same gentleman, who tells us that 
new works are “about to be undertaken, he 
hopes, at great expense,” will be able to solve this 
riddle.

The debate in the House of Assembly on Thurs­
day evening, will be found interesting—Mr.

We are indebted to the Quebec Mercury for the 
following little gem from the Koran—our appli­
cation ofit is different from that of our contem­
porary, but, we think it will be found equally ap­
posite—the Mercury says :—

The Koran narrates the following beautiful fa­
ble. Mahomet was one day administering jus­
tice in a cause between two sparrows, who 
quarreled as to the proprietorship of a grain of 
rice. Fatima, his wife, asked—“ does the great 
Prophet well to trouble himself with a matter so 
insignificant between litigants so contemptible” ; 
the Prophet replied, “ a grain of rice is to the 
hungry bird as a whole domain to a prince ; and 
though the matter be small, yet justice is a jewel 
of inestimable price, and in all cases to be ad­
ministered with equal care.”

Precisely so ; justice is a jewel of inestimable 
price : and as oar contemporary, the Gazette, 
said, yesterday :—

It is not, therefore, the bill before the House, 
nor its provisions as they will in all likelihood 
be, which scare us. But it is the breach of faith 
with a company, already organised under a stat­
ute of the Province, and fenced in by all the for­
malities, directed by that statute, which ought to 
create alarm. It is impossible for the Govern­
ment to annul that charter, it is equally impossi­
ble for them to obtain possession of it, except in 
the mode pointed out by the statute itself, that 
is, by giving six months notice, and paying all 
expenses with ten per cent. There is not a man 
in the Province who will not view with horror, 
the flagrant attempt to destroy the rights repre­
sented by Messrs. Holton and Galt, and with still 
greater horror the actual perpetration of such a 
crime. Men will not inquire, whether this little 
technicality was complied with, or that little ad­
vertisement duly signed, but will judge the pro­
ceedings of Mr. Hincks, upon the broad ground of 
natural justice. If there are any flaws in the 
Company’s acts, let them be investigated in 
Court of law, if the Company choose to stand 
suit ; but let not the alarming process of an act 
of Parliament be resorted to, in depriving men of 
their property.

We are now favored with the most charming 
weather.

of the Ceremonies in 1804.

It is rumoured that a young man who had j 
been employed by a secret society to assassinate ; 
Louis Napoleon, had committed suicide, but not 
until he had made such disclosures that caused 
the arrest of many respectable individuals in the 
Haute Loire.

Increased activity had been observed in the 
French Navy Yards.

PRUSSIA.
At Ostrowa, in the duchy of Posen, four crim­

inals were beheaded on the 24th, in the court­
yard of the prison. They had been condemned 
tor murder. The death warrant having been 
read to them, they were taken separately to the 
block, all traces of each execution having been 
removed before another was led out. In twenty 
minutes the executioner had severed the four 
heads, each with a single blow of the axe—a 
dexterity lauded by the journals, as it presents a 
contrast to a scene which took place recently at 
Dresden, where the instrument was the sword. 
At Ostrowa the execution was, according to the 
Prussian law, in private.

ITALY.
The Pontifical government of Italy has agreed 

to pay Austria half a million florins annually, 
for occupation of some of the legations by Aus­
trian troops.

Gen. Germain, commander of the French 
troops in Rome, had returned to Paris. The 
Pope had nominated Bishops to 29 Sees.

SPAIN.
The Madrid Gazette of the 2nd, contains a de­

cree for the establishment of a public chest in 
Madrid, separate from the treasury, for the safe 
deposit of securities, &c. ; also a decree uniting 
the boards of custom, mint, and money. The 
first measure is said to have greatly pleased the 
mercantile community, but would affect the 
bank.

CAPE OF GOOD HOPE.
News had been received from the Cape to the 

20th August. Skirmishing continues. -Krelihd, 
it is said, had returned to the coast country.

It is reported that large quantities of gold had 
been found in Waterkloof.

The letters by the Overland Mail from Bom­
bay, to the 1st September, contain only an am­
plification of the news previously received from 
Burmah. The reinforcements are proceeding 
rapidly to the seat of war. A serious riot had 
taken place at Benares, but no blood had been 
spilt. The army, which will assemble at Pegu, 
in November, will amount to 20,000 men. The 
Rajah of Munipore hat organized a force to bar 
the passage of a Burmese army through his ter­
ritories, so that all fears of an invasion of Assam 
have been dispelled. The re-occupation of 
Prome will, no doubt, immediately be effected.

Extracts from Late English Papers.
ENGLAND.

Hon. Bailie Hamilton has been appointed go­
vernor of Newfoundland.

A ministerial paper states that Lord Derby 
has offered the wardenship of the Cinque ports to 
Lord Dalhousie, but will himself discharge the 
duties temporarily until Lord Dalhousie’s return 
from India.

Mr. Thomas Thomson, one of the principal 
clerks of session in Scotland died on Saturday, 
at an advanced age. He was a coadjutor of Jef­
fry, Sydney Smith, and Lord Brougham in the 
establishment of the Edinburgh Review.

Emigrants are now proceeding direct to Aus­
tralia from the north of Scotland. On Friday 
the Jean Geary brig left Aberdeen for Port Phil­
ip, with 70 passengers, all from the city and 
county of Aberdeen for Port Philip, with 70 pas­
sengers, all from the county of Aberdeen. An­
other vessel sailed lately from Banff with emi­
grants, and a third is now taking in passengers 
in the Aberdeen docks for the land of gold.

As a mark of respect to the memory of the Great 
Duke, on the day of whose death the Windsor 
Castle, screw three-decker, was launched, the 
name of the ship has been altered, and will hence­
forth be known in the official Navy list as “ The 
Duke of Wellington." The two largest screw- 
ships of war now in the world belong to the 
French and English navy. France has still her 
“ Napoleon,” and his great rival’s name is perpe­
tuated in the largest ship of war ever built, 
“ The Duke of Wellington,” from whose broad­
side more than 400 lbs weight of metal will be 
hurled at one discharge.

“ Prince Albert” expedition ship had arrived at 
Aberdeen, Scotland, on the 6th inst. She brings 
no news of Sir John Franklin. The “ Albert” 
wintered in Baffiin’s Bay; had searched Prince 
Regent’s Inlet without any new discovery. Her 
Consorts passed up Wellington channel and found 
it open. The Albert left the ice on the 24th of 
.August An American whaler was reported 
lost. j Prince Albert traversed a newly dis­
covered channel on the west of North Somerset, 
and travelled with sledges round by Port Leo­
pold, but found no traces of the missing expedi­
tion. She got as far north as Beachy head.

The Prince Albert brings despatches from the 
North Star, one of the expedition Ships ; officers 
and crew all well.

The Davis Straits fishery was a failure up to 
August, only six fish having been taken by all 
the ships.

Eleven men have been arrested on suspicion of 
being concerned in the murder of a soldier of 
the 31st Regt., near Fermoy.

On Monday night Mr. John Bright was enter­
tained at a public dinner at Belfast by 250 of the 
leading liberal gentry of the town.

Five fine houses, known as Montenotte Terrace, 
in Cork, which were built a few years ago at a 
cost of £10,000, were sold by auction the other 
day for £29000.

The Evening Mdil states that forty men in a 
regiment in Ireland have renounced the Roman 
Catholic church, because its teaching led to the 
late murder of a soldier of the 31st.

The Earl of Limerick arrived after a long ab­
sence, in the city whence he derives his title on 
Sunday last, accompanied by the countess and 
his family. On Monday he met the inhabitants 
at the Mechanics’ Institution, and informed them 
that it was his intention fto reside permanently 
amongst them.

The Potato Crop.—Accounts from Galway 
state that one-third of the potato crop has been 
lost in some districts, in others one-fifth, and in 
other again one-half. Takes in the aggregate it 
is reasonably presumed that a very fair crop will 
be secured, and that the prices of this staple food 
of the people will be considerably under those of 
last year.

Produce op the Harvest.—From all quarters 
the reports respecting the yields of the current 
year's harvest are highly satisfactory. The [par­
tial failure of the potato has been more than 
counterbalanced by the abundance of the cereal 
crops, especially oats, which, both as regards 
quantity and quality, have been rarely surpassed 

FRANCE.
The return of the President to Taris was fixed 

for the 17th, when it was proposed to give a 
grand reception.

Petitions have been circulated for signatures 
in the faubourgs of Paris demanding from the 
Senate that Louis Napoleon he named Consul for 
life. The scheme is attributed to Jerome Bona­
parte,

LOWER CANADA.
Sherbrooke Judgeship.—Dame rumor says that

We trust that the Government will 
consider whether the public service will be 
materially impared by sending one ot the Supe­
rior Court Judges in this District, to fill up the 
vacancy, and thus lesson the swollen number of 
the Judiciary,— Quebec Mercury.

The 54th will go to Upper Canada to 
relieve the 23rd Fusileers who are to be stationed 
in Quebec.—lb.

A large new wooden building, the property 
of Mr. Humphery, Inn-keeper, at Sillery Cove, 
was destroyed by fire on Wednesday night- 
cause unknown.

Mr. E. C. Ennis, of LTslet, has obtained 
patent for a machine which will enable him to 
turn out ten pairs of Carriage Wheels in one day, 
of superior make, and at the rate of two and hall' 
dollars per pair.—lb.

Gold is certainly to be found at the Chaudière 
in greater quantities than is generally supposed. 
We yesterday saw a piece of gold-bearing quartz 
belonging to the Company, and the weight of 
which is 38j^ lbs., literally studded with the 
pure metal. Every crack contained gold.— 
Indeed, £15 worth had been pulled out with the 
fingers. An American gentleman also showed 
us a small quantity which he had washed in a 
very short time. The quartz vein is, we under­
stand, six feet wide.—Chronicle.

UNITED STATES.
Dangerous Illness op Daniel Webster.— 

Information reached this city yesterday morn 
ing, from Marshfield, of the alarming illness of
Daniel YTebster. The information spread, end 
general gloom pervaded the city. Men spoke 
together in whispers, and the burthen of their 
conversation was the illness of Mr. Webster. At 
the present writing we have no other informa­
tion in regard to his condition, than that he is 
alarmingly ill, and the general concurrent opin­
ion is that the sands of his mortal life are fast 
running out.

We heard yesterday that, on Thursday, he was 
able to dictate answers to some thirty letters 
and that he made-his will. Towards the closing 
of the afternoon his symptoms became [[critical 
and little or no hope was expressed or enter­
tained of his recovery. His strong mind remain 
ed clear, and some time was occupied by him 
prayer. He spoke freely upon religious topics, 
and expressed his convictions of the truth of thé 
Revelations. There were present on the occa­
sion, George T. Curtis, Esq., of this city, Hon 
Edward Curtis, of New York, and members of 
the family.—Boston Atlas, 23rd October.

Mr. Webster Dangerously Sick.—The report 
in the city yesterday morning that Mr. Webster 
was dangerously sick, caused universal sorrow 
among all classes. The disease of Mr. Webster 
is said to be diarrhcea, accompanied with symp­
toms of dropsy ; he is also said to have been seized 
with vomiting on Thursday evening. At the 
last accounts at 5, P. M.j yesterday, he was 
little easier; but a letter from George T. Curtis. 
Esq., says that but little hopes are entertained of 
his recovery. Mr. Curtis requests, on behalf of 
Mr. Webster’s relations, that all political action 
in his behalf be suspended for the present, 
meeting of the Webster executive committee was 
immediately called, and it was voted that the 
request be complied with. We sincerely hope 
that the nation will not lose the services of the 
great statesman, and that his life may be spared 
for many years to come. We learn that Dr. 
John C. Warren has gone to Marshfield to con­
sult with Mr. W.’s regular physicians.—Boston 
Post.

HOUSE OF ASSEMBLY.
Quebec, Oct. 25.

This evening, upon the motion for taking up 
the Main Trunk Reilway Bill, Mr. Cauchon mov­
ed the postponement of the debate till Wednesday.
He stated that his reasons for this motion was 
his intention to move a set of resolutions to the 
following effect :—

“ That the Trunk Railway ought to compre­
hend all the space from the western to the east­
ern frontier of Canada, passing through Hamil­
ton, Toronto, Kingston, and Montreal, and thence 
by the North Shore of the St. Lawrence to Que­
bec, following the line traced by Major Robin­
son.”

“That the Grand Trunk Line is,- according to 
our system, essentially a government measure, 
which ought, consequently, to originate with the 
Executive.”

“That to reassure just fears, and to. guarantee 
to all parts of the Province the full advantages 
of the existence of a Trunk Line, the whole 
ought to be confided to the same protection, by 
the same law, and at the same time throughout 
all parts of the line.”

He stated that he was taking this course be­
cause since the government had changed their 7f 
course, he had changed his on the subject. " j

Mr. Morin denied that the position of the go- -\ 
vernment was changed upon this question, and 
stated that Mr. Cauchon’s course would deprive 
the Province of railways altogether.

Mr. Boulton had heard the hon. member had \ 
resigned.

Mr. Morin had had occasion to destroy some 
papers in his office, and this had given occasion 
to some persons who saw it, to give out that he y/ 
was going to clear out. ^

Dr. Laterriere supported Mr. Cauchon’s amend­
ment, and Mr. Christie (Gaspé) refused to fol­
low that gentleman’s lead, thinking his conduct 
merely factious.

Mr. Hincks made a very energetic speech in ” 
opposition to. _ tlièTïSnêjîdnïents, declaring tfiat 
Quebec had already got the guarantee of the 
Province for the Richmond Road, and that if she 
did not intend that that should form part of the 
Grand Trunk, they had deceived and humbugged 
the public ; that lie would rather cross the House ï 
a hundred times, than submit to the coercion ; 
which certain gentlemen believed they could j 
exercise ; that the government could not, if they 
would, guarantee the North Shore line, without 
doing so for every railroad now projected in 
Upper Cauada, and that to do this, would destroy 
the value of Provincial Debentures, and utterly 
prevent, not only the North Shore road, but any 
road going on.

Mr. Boulton moved an amendment, that the 
debate be adjourned till Tuesday week.

The debate was proceeding when the report 
left.

The Legislative Council, this day, passed the 
hill to authorize the town of Dundas to grant 
security to the Great 'Western Railroad, for ac­
count of the Desjardins Canal Company ; and 
the bill to authorize the Montreal and New York 
Railroad, to extend their road ; also the bill to 
provide for the appointment of Justices of the 
Peace, in remote parts of the Province, with 
amendments.

DEATH OF THE HON. DANIEL WEBSTER.
Boston, Oct. 24,

The Hon. Daniel Webster died at Marshfield, at 
twenty-two minutes to three o’clock, this morn­
ing. His last hour was quite and calm, and he 
breathed his last so peacefully that it was with 
difficulty that the precise moment of his depar­
ture was perceived. Upon the sad announcement 
reaching this city, minute guns were fired for 
three hours, bells were tolled, and sadness and 
gloom pervaded the city. A special meeting of 
the Council has been called for to-morrow 
morning, and mesengers, conveying.the sad intel­
ligence, have been sent to Washington.

Boston, Oct. 25.
The funeral of the lamented Mr. Webster has 

been finally arranged for Friday next, when 
the body will be interred in the tomb at Marshfield. 
Hon. Edwd. Everett, or Rufus Choate, will pro­
nounce the eulogy.

Washinston, Oct. 25.

the death of Mr. Webster. It is supposed he will 
be succeeded by Mr. Crittenden. The news of 
his death has created a profound sensation.
