ow fitting, that on a day Bury's new town hall will truly
be showcased to the members of the community, Cana-
da Day celebrations will begin at the main building in
the municipality with the raising of the flag and singing of the
national anthem.

The 75th annual Canada Day bonanza will take place Satur-
day in the village and from the event kick-off to the final blast-
ing off of fireworks and closing dance, there are plenty of
activities scheduled for people of all ages.

“It is a true family event,” says Hazel Kerr, a member of the
organizing committee for the celebrations, who estimates be-
tween 3,000 and 5,000 people will take in the goings-on of the
pre-Canada Day bash.

“The day will be bedlam and we make the most of it. We re-
ally enjoy putting it on, especially when you see the little kids'
faces at the end of the day. They really enjoy it.”

This year's theme is the year of the horse and in conjunction
with that, organizers are staging a super rodeo from 2 p.m. to 5
p.m. There will be a riding of the bulls and a course pick-up,
where some of the 20 riders taking part will be pulled in.

Members of the public may also get a chance to complete.

“If time allows, an open contest of sheep riding will take
place for the little ones,” said Kerr.

In the morning, the annual fishing derby takes place from 7
amm. to 11 am. for children. At the same time, a pancake break-
fast is scheduled at St. Paul's Rest Home, which is also home to
a flea market in the basement. Music will be playing in the
street from 8:30 a.m. on. Other activities in the morning in-
clude an arts and crafts show in the new town hall (beginning
at 9 a.m.), servings of strawberry shortcake at 10 a.m., salad
plates being served by the Bury United Cultural Centre at 11
am. and a children’s parade 45 minutes after that.

Another flagship event is the grand parade, which begins at
noon and will feature between 25 and 30 floats. The route takes
the collection of bands and cars and horses and various groups
and organizations represented from Concord Woodworking on
Maclver all the way down Main Street to begin the afternoon.

After lunch, children aged 2 to 12 can take part in a track
meet from 1:30 to 3 p.m., hometown boy Bob Lasemba will re-
turn home from his current residence in Ontario to put on a
concert from 1:30 to 8 p.m. and then other races for the older
crowd will take part at 3 p.m.

Line dancing will begin at 4 p.m. in the big tent, then a
woodsmen contest at 4:30 p.m.

Evening activities are highlighted by a sunset display of fire-
works in the Bury park starting at 10 p.m., while a closing dance
in the main tent from Bonnies’ Country Band will go until 1:30
am.

Entrance to all of the events, including the rodeo and dance,
is $6, while children aged 12 and under are admitted free. There
is a charge of a loonie for the fishing derby for those 12 and
under.

From the singing of O Canada, to the final tune being
strummed out deep into the night, Bury's 75th celebration
should be exactly that — a time to revel in the nation’s 135th
birthday.

“We've included things so people can have fun from start to
finish on Saturday,” said Kerr. "It is always a day people enjoy.”

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The origins of O Canada

anada’s national anthem was
C first heard one fine July

evening in 1880, on the campus
of Laval University in Quebec City.

Joseph Keaney Foran and some fel-
low law students were relaxing in one
of the buildings when they heard a
commotion at the front door. They
saw Father Pierre Rouselle, the uni-
versity secretary, and three other
men enter the building and head
straight for the piano. In the lead was
a small man with a halo of black hair
around his balding dome.

“He was very excited,” Foran later
wrote of the little man, “and kept tap-
ping his hands and saying, ‘I've got it!
I've finally found it; I've succeeded;
come, listen."”

He arranged himself at the piano
and the others perched on a nearby
dais.

“Throwing back his head he played
for us, for the first time, the master-
piece of his genius - it was Calixa
Lavallee; he played O Canada.”

“In my imagination,” Foran rhap-
sodized, “I was transported to the
town of Strasbourg to the night when
Rouget delisle (sic) played and sang
the Marseillaise for the first time."

On June 24, 1880, a brass band
played O Canada at a banquet in Que-

bec City held for the governor gener-
al, the Marquis of Lorne. The perfor-
mance was repeated the next day
before an audience of 6,000 in the
gardens of Spencer Wood. The con-
cert featured six bands and for the
first time the words were heard, sung
by a full choir.

The practice of crafting patriotic
songs for public use grew along with
nationalism throughout the 19th
century. In Canada, politicians and
citizens alike had for some time
dreamed of a melody with words that
would capture the patriotic ideals of
the new nation. Various musical
pieces drifted into popular use, but it
was clear that songs such as God Save
the King (Queen) or The Maple Leaf
Forever (with lines like “Wolfe the
dauntless hero came"”) were never
going to be popular among French-
Canadians.

In 1834 at the founding meeting
of the St-Jean Baptiste Society,
George-Etienne Cartier passionately
sang his own composition “O Cana-
da! mon pays! mes amours!”
Nonetheless in 1865 Ernest Gagnon
would still lament that Vive la Cana-
dienne, sung to the melody of A la
claire fontaine, would have to do
until something better came along.

In June 1880, the St-Jean Baptiste
Society declared that it was time to
find something better. They wanted a
patriotic rallying song for their na-
tional festival that year. There was
talk of a competition, but the music
committee decided to ask the re-
spected young composer Calixa
Lavallee to compose an anthem and
have it ready for June 24. Gagnon's
daughter later claimed it was her fa-
ther Ernest who came up with the
first line and gave it to Adolphe-
Basile Routhier, an accomplished
poet, to compose the rest. Others
claimed that Routhier wrote the
words first and Lavallee the music
later. Routhier himself later wrote
that Lavallee played him his “grand
air” and Routhier wrote the four vers-
es the next night.

As for the composer, the peripatetic
Lavallee moved several times to the
United States, fought for the Union
army in the Civil War, travelled to South
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Canada’s national anthem was first hcurd one fine July evening in 188() on the campus of

Laval University in Quebec City.

America, studied in Paris and died in
Boston. His travels continued even after
death, as his body was brought to Mon-
treal for reburial in 1933.

0O Canada remained a French-only
anthem for some 20 years. It was not
performed in English Canada until
1901, when it was played in Toronto
for the Duke of Cornwall and York
(the future King George V). Various

translations fol-

lowed until that

of Stanley Weir, published in 1908.
With few changes, this is the version
sung today. On June 27, 1980, Parlia-
ment passed Bill C-36 making O Cana-
da Canada's official national anthem.

“The MasterCard Priceless Index sur-
vey also found that Canadians are
proud of our fundamental commit-
ment to freedom and the contributions
we make to the rest of the world
through peacekeeping and other ef-
forts,” said Walt Macnee president of
survey sponsor MasterCard Canada.

Olympic gold medals ranked slightly
ahead of Paul Henderson's 1972 game-
winning goal in the Canada-Russia
hockey series, which received 29 per
cent of respondents’ votes.

Christina Teixeira, 15, says the coun-
try’s diversity makes it tough to spot a
quintessential Canadian.

“It’s hard to recognize what a Cana-
dian is because we all come from such
different backgrounds and religions,”
said the student union vice-president at
Winnipeg's General Wolfe Middle
School. “I guess we're known for our ac-
complishments for being peacemakers
and peacekeepers and for treating our
elders and those younger than us and
everyone with respect.”

Teixeira, whose parents are Por-
tuguese, disputes the notion that Cana-
dians are less confident or gregarious
than their American counterparts.

But 13-year-old Caitlan Meaney, of
Mount Pearl, Nfld., thinks modesty is
our most salient national trait. “Cana-
dians don't brag to other people from
other countries about their country,”
she said.

That demeanor is also the tipoff for
Colin Bird.

“It's just by who they are, the way
they act, I guess,” said the 13-year-old
from Saskatoon. “They're sort of funny
and outgoing, and sort of proud to be
who they are. They're proud to be Cana-
dian.”

Subtle signs of patriotism also seem
to be a Canadian trademark, says Kyle
Stanton, a Grade 8 student from Cal-
gary who recently decided to buck that
cultural modesty by hanging a poster of
the Maple Leaf in his bedroom.

“We're as proud of our country as
anyone else is of theirs, but we're usu-
ally more quiet about it.”
