FOR MUNICIPAL

BUILDING HERE

Mayor Rioux Declared this
Morning that Since Inaugu-
rating His Term of Office
He Has Been Obliged to
Turn Away Six Big Conven-
tions Because Sherbrooke
Has No Adequate Audi-
torium,

Mayor Emile Rioux this morning
tressed the need of a municipal
building for Sherbrooke.

Last night a concert was given in
the City Hall. It was a fine con-

5

cert., Many people wished to at-
tend: Several hundred did. But
about two hundred were turned

away at the door for the simple
reason thas the hall could not accom-
modate them,

“‘Sherbrooke has no hall in which
a concert of that kind may be held,”
the Mayor declared this morning to
newspapermen, “and it is a shame.
It is pitiful to think that a ecity of
31,000 population should be with-
out a spacious auditorium in which
concerts and plays could be given
and conventions held.”

He stated that since inaugura‘ing
his term of office he had been oblig-
ed to turn away six big conventions
from Sherbrooke.

“They came to me and asked me
if Sherbrooke could accommodate
nine hundred, fifteen hundred dele-
gates,” he continued. “I had to tell
them that we had no hall that could
hold such a number. We lost those
conventions, and local citizens lost

wise, that would have resulted from
these gatherings.”

His Worship added that it was
time Sherbrooke eitizens realized
the imperative necessity of a muni-
cipal building, and that something
be done about the matter.
