last evening. I think it is due to myself and 
the House that I should do so. I was under 
the impression when I began my remarks that 
the explanations of the hon. premier of the 
Brown-Dorion administration had not appeared 
in the Globe. I was not singular in that mis­
conception. It was an error into which others 

H fell as well as myself, and I am free to admit 
V that it was an error. I cannot conceive how it 
I \ arose, and it was my intention to have acknow- 
M iedged it last night before the House adjourned, 

i but circumstances prevented my duing so.
( (Hear, hear.]

debate on the addbess—(Continued.)
On the Order of the Day for further consider­

ation of his Excellency’s Speech at the opening 
of the Session, and of the Address in answer 
thereto proposed by Mr. Dufresne, and the 
Hon. Mr. Sicotte’s motion in amendment to 
the second paragraph of the said Address be­
ing read,—

Hon. Mr. SMITH resumed the debate by say­
ing, that he listened with a great deal of plea­
sure last evening to the remarks of the hon. 
member for Waterloo (Mr. Foley.) He would 
have said he had listened to them with unmixed 
pleasure were it not that he could not coincide 
in the charge he brought against the Commis­
sioner of Public Works, of being the first to 
commence those personal attacks which so 
clearly marked the proceedings of last session. 
The system had not been commenced on that 
side of the House, but by the junior member 
for Montreal [Mr. McGee.] It was no wish of 
the Ministry to continue that system, and if 
they would not sustain their position by fair 
argument and by a gentlemanly course of dis­
cussion, such as befitted that assembly, they 
would for ever hold their peace. [Laughter.] 
He would by and by refer to the statements of 
the junior member for Montreal, and in the 
meantime confine himself to the observations 
made last night by the hon, member for ’Water­
loo. He had the greatest pleasure in acknow­
ledging the statements made by the -hon. gent­
leman with respect to his Excellency the Go­
vernor-General. These observations did honor 
to the head and heart of the hon. gentleman, 
and afforded a stinging rebuke of the most 
scathing kind to the iate Premier of the Brown- 
Dorion Administration and the late Solicitor- 
General West. He was sorry that the news­
paper which was under the proprietorship of 
the senior member for Toronto had seen fit to 
suppress those observations, as it had omitted 
the allusion made the other evening by the 
junior member for Montreal about the 2,000 or 
3,000 men. [Hear, hear, and laughter.] This, 
however, was not the place to introduce the 
name of his Excellency, and therefore he should 
not further continue the subject. In his obser­
vations last evening, the hon. member for Wa­
terloo spoke of the “judges judged”—or rather 
he thought it a strange thing that instead of the 
Government of the day being subjected to criti­
cism, attacks had been made against the Minis­
try of which that hon. gentleman was a mem­
ber. Now, if he remembered right, the hon. 
gentlemen who composed that administration 
made a distinct pledge to the country, that 
when the House met explanations would be 
given. Did the hon. member for Waterloo ever 
hear of such a thing as an administration being 
formed and net giving explanations because 
they had again gone out of office ? It was but 
right and fair that their policy should be ex-

kiuii of index to the policy these men intended 
to agree upon at a future day, but it had a 
right to kuovv what those measures were. He 
was not, however, disposed to deal with them 
“measure ior measure,” but would rather 
return good for evil. [Laughter.] So much 
for what had been stated by the hon. mem­
ber for Waterloo, that the Ministry to which 
he belonged ought not to be put upon their ir.al. 
He would now point out some of the differences 
of opinion on the part of the members of the 
Bro/wn-Dorion Ministry with regard te Repre­
sentation by Population, the School question, 
and other matters. He had been blamed by the 
hon. member for Toronto because he would not 
advocate the immediate repeal of the School 
law. It was very welUo talk about guarantees ; 
the people of Canada had a right to kn ow what 
those guarantees were. The hon. member for 
Toronto had always urged that a man of Upper 
Canada was as good as a man in Lower Cana­
da, and that if the population of Upper Canada 
was larger than that of Lower Canada, Upper 
Canada ought to have more representatives. 
This, however, would have no effect on the af­
fairs of Lower Canada. How did that agree 
with the hon. member’s assertion that one man 
in Upper Canada was as good as one man in 
Lower Canada ? The hon, member for Water­
loo had remarked last night that the House 
ought to ask nothing more of the gentlemen 
who had formed the Brown-Dorion Administra­
tion after they had declared that they were for 
Representation by Population. The hon. mem­
ber for Toronto knew very well that if he had 
to appear before his constituents to-morrow, he 
would be obliged to come down and explain 
what those guaranties were. The hon. msmber 
for Waterloo had stated that the present Gov­
ernment entered upon the question of a Federal 
Union without the consent of the House, that 
was untrue.

Hon. Mr. FOLEY—Does the present Govern­
ment exist under the Federation Policy.

Hon. Mr. SMITH—The Government has not 
changed.

Hon. Mr. FOLEY—Do you adhere to the 
Federation policy ?

Hon. Mr. SMITH—I refer you to what the At­
torney General has said.

Hon. Mr. FOLEY—And what did he say ? 
Hon. Mr. SMITH—I must refer you to the 

Globe.
Hon. Mr. FOLEY—It is very strange to refer 

us to a newspaper concerning the policy of the 
Administration.

Hon. Mr. BROWN—And to such a newspaper 
as the Globe. [Laughter.]

Hon. Mr. SMITH then adverted to the Seat 
of Government question. Those men who were 
purely Upper Canadian could tell us that Otta­
wa was not the proper place, but they could 
not tell us which place ought to be the capital. 
The Lower Canadian members had no fear to 
tell which ought to be the place. Upon the 
Seat of Government question, and that of the re­
ference, there had not been a strife of parties, 
but of places. He [Mr. Smith] had voted with 
Mr. Foley against the reference.

Hon. Mr. FOLEY said, in answer to a state­
ment made by Mr. Smith, that Toronto urged 
upon the Queen not to accept the reference. 

Hon. Mr. BROWN stated that Hon. J. H. 
A Cameron had told Mr. Labouchere, in answer 
/ to the question if the Canadians would abide 
I by the decision of the Queen, that if the place

(Mr. Smith) for his ignorance. That hon. gen­
tleman had had the good fortune to have been 
born in Ireland, whilst it was his [Mr. Smith’s] 
misfortune to have been born in Canada—a 
country which was young and poor, and did 
not possess the means ot educating the children 
of the Province when he [Mr. Smith] was a boy, 
which it happily now enjoyed, and which had 
so long prevailed in Ireland. The Junior mem­
ber for Montreal had taunted him [Mr. Smith] 
last session also with the want of education.— 
He acknowledged that he was not a literary 
character. (Hear, hear.) But sometimes he 
read—sometimes he was amused, sometimes he 
was pleased, sometimes he was delighted, and 
sometimes he was electrified. [Great laughter.] 
He had been electrified on reading a “pome” of 
the junior member for Montreal. (Laughter.)

Mr. MoGEE—Readl read I
Hon. Mr. SMITH—No, sir, I need not read. I 

have committed it to memory, sir. [Much 
laughter.] It ought to be printed in letters of 
gold, for it will send down the hon. gentleman’s 
memory to everlasting. (Laughter.) Therein 
the hon. gentleman has written his own epi­
taph. (A pause.)

Hon. Mr. FOLEY—Now for it I [Laughter.]
Hon. Mr. SMITH—Here it is

“ I have been no base self-seeker ;
Than the mildest I am meeker ;
I have made no brother weaker,

God be praised !”
Hon. Mr. FOLEY—Amen I (Laughter.)
Hou. Mr. SMITH did no. boast of his loyalty; 

and he doubted much the loyalty of the hon. 
gentleman who had come to Canada with 300,- 
000 men at his back to reclaim it. He doubted 
it in consequence of the speech he made after 
the formation of the Brown-Dorion Ministry last 
year, when he sneered at him [Mr. Smith] be­
cause he referred to the loyalty of the people of 
this country. Andin the year 1853, in a lec­
ture delivered by him in New York, the same 
hon. gentleman asked the excuses of his au­
dience for having been declared a bad Republi­
can, and he went on to declare that the Crown 
was a mere sign-board, and the House of Lords 
was an old curiosity shop. (Laughter.)

Mr. MoGEE—Will the hon. member be kind 
enough to read the annexation address issued 
by the Attorney-General East and the Inspec­
tor-General ? [Laughter.]

Hon. Mr. SMITH—And that of the Com­
missioner of Crown Lands in the Brown-Dorion 
Cabinet ? [Laughter.] He would non address 
himself to the senior members for Montreal and 
Toronto. Mr.Hincks and his government were 
hounded to death by the hon. msmber for To­
ronto. He [Mr. Smith] was described as a 
renegade. His reputation was completely 
taken away—if it could be taken away.— 
[Laughter.] In short, he was abused as a ruf­
fian and as a “white-washer.” [Laughter.] — 
Hon. Mr. Morris, the Postmaster General in the 
Hincks government, was at that time charged 
with official misconduct, and yet tivo 
years afterwards they had taken him 
to their bosoms and appointed him to 
fill the Speaker’s chair iu the Legislative 
Council. Day after day the senior member for 
Toronto had maligned both branches of the 
Legislature, the Government, the head of the 
Executive, and the Judges, by declaring them 
corrupt. He thanked the hon. member for 
Soutb Oxford [Dr. Connor] for having given 
his late colleagues a stinging rebuke for the 
course they had taken in regard to the Judges 
—it was a gentlemanly thing for him to do 
so, and would not injure his reputation in his 
profession. [Laughter.] The hon. gentleman 
went on to say that although he had voted 
against the reference he would uphold the de­
cision of the Queen. He conceived that Her 
Majesty had been advised correctly. This 
country had many advantages, those of a free 
press, railways, and other facilities. He 
thought that this couutry would attain a high 
position. With regard to the School system 
he would say that the Superintendent had 
pursued a course that satisfied a majority of 
the people of Canada. It was very well to at­
tack him. If a man repudiated a debt theu was 
it not time to attack him. How many men 
had paid their debts when they owed them ? 
^Laughter.] He did not think that the char- 
MJo''jiC„Ui«.-M"''er;,'ten.deut would suffer by 
Montreal. As tu Injxîor member, for 
thought it was as near perfection as possible. 
The Chief Superintendent had enquired into 
almost every school system, and done more 
for the education of the people than any 

■ other man in the Province. With regard to 
the policy of the present Government he would 
say that they îîâgrTTpôIicy upon- the Seat of 
Government, 'upon theFederal Uaion question, 
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if the
I chosen by Her Majesty was not in accordance 
\ with the feelings of the jieople of Canada, they 
!• Svould nos sustain the decision,

Mr. STARNES had informed Mr. Labouchere 
that if Ottawa were selected, seven-eighths of 
the people of Canada would be dissatisfied, and 
that Pariiament would not go there. He had 
mentioned Ottawa because when he arrived in 
England, he learned that Ottawa had already 
been recommended by the gentlemen on the
other side of the House.----------------- ---------- '
"Hon; Mr. SMITH went on to say that he could 

not understand how the House should refer a 
question to Her Majesty and afterwards repudi­
ate the decision. —,

Hon. Mr. FOLEY interrupted the hon. gen­
tleman, and stated that in 1839 the same thing/ 
had occurred with reference to the Clergy Re-\ 
serve question. The question had been referred] 
to the imperial Government ; the reference was 
accepted, and a decision given in accordance,/ 
with which the Clergy Reserves were distribut-/ 
ed. Afterwards, when the people became dis­
satisfied, the Imperial Government had been re­
quested to refer the question back to this coun­
try for settlement, and that request had been
complied with. —— _________ _ ‘

Hon. Mr. SMITH then went on to state that 
the present Government acted last year in obe­
dience to the vote ot the House by not proceed­
ing with the buildings. He also referred to 
what the Hon. Mr. Cartier did the other night, 
to the course that had been pursued in the 
United States with reference to the Seat of 
Government question. With reference to Ot­
tawa, the hon. gentleman remarked that he 
would like to see the name of that city changed 
into that of “ Victoria,” to show((thereby the 
loyalty of the people of Canada;.. It was ten 
times more important for the members of this 
House thaxi_fmLUiej)eople_even, not to break 
faith, hiTTto uphoKrthedecIsion of the j^aeen,.1 

'he people of Canada were loyal, and(they

and upon all measures that now came 
the House. The Opposition should not con­
demn them after they had declared in a clear 
manner their policy. The present Government 
had been honest and come before the House de­
claring their policy manfully. But, he would 
ask, had the Government of August last a 
policy ? and if they had, he would like to know 
what it was. He and his colleagues did not 
care what course the members of the Opposition 
would take. The present Government would 
abide by the decision of Her Majesty ; and if he 
was not much mistaken,he hoped that a majori­
ty of the House would lake the greatest plea­
sure in doing the same.

Hon. Ivir. BROWN rose to make an explana­
tion on what had been stated with regard to 
Hon. Mr. Morris. He understood the Postmas­
ter General to say that while he [Mr. Brown] 
and the senior member for Montreal were on 
the committee appointed to enquire into^ the 
charges brought against the Hincks Adminis­
tration, that they charged Hon. Mr. Morris 
with official misconduct.

Hon. Mr. SMITH—I read the resolution.
Hou. Mr. BROWN—Yes ; the hon. gentle­

man read it so as to give that impression to 
the House. But he stood up to declare that no 
such meaning was attached to it. When the 
hon. gentleman got up with the papers in his 
hand, he should have quoted correctly from 
them, and not have acted as the hon. gentle­
men associated with him had done for the last 
ten years, — producing such impressions by 
quoting parts of resolutions which the context 
would not justify. He would read the resolu­
tions which the hon. gentleman bad garbled— 
deliberately garbled. (Hear, hear.) The hon. 
gentleman read a portion only of the sefcond 
resolution. The first resolution was as follows :
_“Mr. Dorion moved in amendment, that ail
after the word 1 That’ be expunged, and the 
following inserted : “By the evidence taken 
before this committee, it is shewn that Mr. In­
spector General Hincks and Hr. Postmaster 
General Morris, while members of the late Ad­
ministration, were interested in the purchase of 
public lands, at an auction sale specially 
ordered and regulated by the Executive Gov­
ernment.’ ” The second resolution read thus : 
— “Mr. Dorion moved in amendment that all 
the words after ‘That’ be expunged, and the, 
following inserted : ‘ In the opinion of this/
committee evidence has been adduced in the! 
course of this investigation which establishes] 
official misconduct of a grave character on the 
part of Mr. Inspector General Hincks, and acts 
on the part of Mr. Postmaster General Morris, 
Mr. Receiver General Tache, and Mr. Attorney 
General Ross, inconsistent with their positions 
as responsible Ministers of the Crown, and 
calculated seriously to injure tbe public ser­
vice.’ ” Where were the words “ official mis­
conduct’’ as applied to Hon. Mr. Morris? [Hear, 
hear.]

Hou. Mr. SMITH had no doubt it would be a 
source of satisfaction to Mr. Hincks and the 
country to know that the opinions of the hon. 
gentleman had changed very much with re­
gard to the character of the Hincks Govern­
ment. —_____  _ " sv

ÊHon. Mr. BROWN—Not in the slightest de 
■ee. [Hear, hear.]

junior member for Montreal had sneered at him

Mr. MoGEE said the Postmaster General and 
the Commissioner of Public Works had this 
afternoon and last evening made charges 
against himself which it might be necessary to 
dispose of in a very few words. One of the 
charges was that of inflicting upon the House a 
speech on personal matters, and which was not 
called for by any public necessity at present 
existing. It was quite time that he did take 
the first opportunity he had after the opening 
of the session, on meeting those who were the 
authors of the slanders which had been dealt out 
against him during the last six months, of giv­
ing such explanations as would vindicate his 
character from the aspersions which had been 
cast upon it, and by which, were those slanders 
believed, his usefulness as tbe representative of 
his constituents would be irreparably injured. 
He said he had come to Canada one of thou­
sands and tens of thousands of emigrants who 
had arrived here to reclaim the wilderness, and 
not as the Postmaster General had attempted 
with the small sophistry which was the only 
substitute for argument which could be dis­
covered in his remarks—(laughter)—not as 
that hon. gentleman had attempted to repre­
sent to reclaim or alter the institutions of the 
country. In no other sense was the word “re­
claim” intelligible, and he trusted that at least 
he made himself intelligible when he addressed 
the House. He had hoped that having onee dis­
posed of these various charges in a general 
way, he would not have had to return to them. 
It was his earnest desire that personalities 
might not be made the staple of discussion; but 
he would say this, that it was not the tin thun­
derbolts of the Commissioner of Public Works 
_[laughterJ—or mock theatricals of the Post­
master General—[renewed laughter]—that

would intimidate him from defending himself 
when attacked in this House. [Hear, hear.] 
The present Government seemed to be agreed 
in nothing else but to attack the members of 
the Brown-Dorion Administration. Their only 
policy seemed to be to abuse that Administra­
tion as much as possible. They spoke in such 

way as to lead people to think that there 
were two Governments in the House. The 
Postmaster-General, for instance, had said last 
night that the discussion now going on in the 
House, would enable the people to decide be­
tween the two Governments. What language 
was that ? Did the hon. gentleman, in making 
the remark, feel that legally, if not technically, 
according to the spirit of the law, de jure if not 
de facto, the Government ot this country was 
on his (Mr. McGee’s) side of the House ? Did 
the hon gentleman feel that if certain influ­
ences had not been brought to bear, the hon. 
gentlemen of the Brown-Dorion Administration 
would not be propounding their policy on the 
other side of the House ? He [Mr. McGee] 
thought that the scheme of the present Govern­
ment became quite clear, through their attacks 
on himself, the senior member for Montreal 
and the senior member for Toronto. Their tac­
tics were quite plain. They reminded him of a 
certain solicitor who, on the brief which he 
sent to counsel, wrote the words1 “ No case, 
but abuse the plaintiff’s attorney,” The Post­
master General had been rather severe in his 
remarks in relation to a statement of his, to 
the effect that there was a large number, (some 
two or three hundred thousand) of persons in 
this country who sympathized with him, uuder 
what he [Mr. McGee] called the unmeasured 
abuse that had been heaped upon him. With 
reierence to this matter he would say. that he 
would not be precise as to figures. He did not 
exactly remember whether he named 2,000 or 
3,000 last night, but so much he knew that 
there were a great many persons who shared 
with him the indignation he had ad verte I to. 
These persons said—“Here is an emigrant, one 
of the same origin as ourselves, and who came 
to this province to make a home for his chil­
dren. How is it that he is attacked by a Go­
vernment pretending to ne libérai and just to 
all subjects of Her Majesty ?” Mr. McGee theu 
went on to say that he had been attacked for 
his “ Irish antecendents,” of which the Govern­
ment journals knew very little indded, and 
about which he had no inclination to enlighten 
them. (Laughter.) He had been attacked for 
what had been styled his “ Irishism” and “ ul­
tra Catholicism ” To this he would reply, that 
no man could .rise and put his finger on any 
paragraph he had written, or quote any words 
of his in which he attacked the religious con­
victions of any man. [Hear, hear.] The news­
paper which he had published for some time 
was in the library of the House, and he invited 
the hon. gentlemen on the other side of the 
House to find in it one sentence disrespectful of 
any class of Her Majesty’s subjects in this Pro­
vince. [Hear, hear.] The persons he had al­
luded to as sympathizing with him said that the 
present Government attacked him (Mr. McGee J 
on the grounds mentioned, because he was iu 
a conspicuous place ; that the Government 
had the same feeling against them, but did not 
express it, because they were in private life. It 
was for this reason that he was sure he had their 
sympathy, and he was not at all alarmed at the 
prophecy of the Commissioner ot Public Works.
As long as he [Mr. McGee] did his duty, he felt 
quite confident that he would have whatever 
measure of sympathy and co-operation he de­
served. While he was up he would refer to the 
fact that the hon. member for Champlain [Mr. 
Turcotte] had on two or three occasions select­
ed him as an object for description, and held 
him upas a Catholic fanatic, just as he was 
holding up the hon. member for Toronto as a 
Protestant fanatic. He [Mr. Turcotte] seemed 
to be in the condition of a certain person who 
stated that it was no matter whether he was a 
Catholic or Protestant, his house being equally 
listant from the Protestant and Catholic Chur­
ches. [Laughter.] He fMr. Turcotte] had a 
religious position ot his own, and, balancing 
himself upon his light and airy toe, he looked 
down with contempt upon hon. gentlemen on 
the one side and on the other. Hisdoctrine seem­
ed to he that “ Providence was on the side of the 
Government.” Mr. McGee compared Mr. Tur- Uinnese wuu, ou luo —•j ----- &
lish invasion, came out with human faces co­
vered with hair, beating kettle drums, and 
sounding gongs. Just as little as the Euro­
peans minded those Chinese, did he (Mr. Mc­
Gee) care for the hon, gentleman’s appearance 
of determination. He would say, in answer to 
Mr. Turcotte’s assertion, that he had never used 
the word Orangemen in any of his speeches in 
the present session, and that he had never gone 
round the country exciting Ribbonmen against 
Orangemen. On the contrary, he had always 
condemned any such associotian as that of Rib­
bonmen. [Hear, hear.] He (Mr. McGee) now 
called upon him [Mr. Turcotte] to name ouei 
single place where he had excited Ribbonmen 
against Orangemen. Mr. Tnrcotte making 
no reply, Mr. McGee went on to say that he had 
never been connected with any such institution 
as that referred to. The Postmaster General 
had been pleased to allude to a debate in that 
House in which he (Mr. McGee) made some re­
flections on his [Mr. Smith’s] peculiar style of 
speaking English. He expressed his regret if 
he had given the honorable gentleman any 
pain in that way. One very often spoke in the 
heat of debate what in cooler moments he could 
not approve. He admittedjvthat it was not his 
place to point out the hon. gentleman’s defects 
in that respect. Still it was quite certain, and 
he hoped the hon. gentleman would excuse 
him for saying so, that if he had made the re­
mark, it was not altogether a mistaken one. It 
may have been out of temper, and out of place, 
but it was certainly not out of the mark. He 
believed that it took place in a debate in which 
he charged the Government with being a gov­
ernment of corruption and the hon. gentleman 
with doing his best to corrupt his mother- 
tongue. The fact was undoubtedly true, having 
said it as a fact, it was not in his power to re­
tract it. He would be disposed to pardon the 

ffhoo. gentleman’s unsound English provided he 
'were sound in his principles. Often an indif­
ferent position might be excused, if there was 
general honesty to support it. But when one 
heard bad principles enunciated in bad English, 
it became doubly provoking. The hon. gentle­
man was not only incorrect in his manner, but 
also in his matter. He [Mr. McGee] repudiated 
the comparison which the hon. Commissioner of 
Public Works imagined to be a great god-send 
to him, when in his feeble style, he had the pre­
vious evening referred to the case of Lord Der­
by who, he stated, immediately after assuming 
office had fully explained the principles on 
which his ministry was formed. Now, the fact 
was exactly the reverse. Lord Derby merely 
explained the general spirit, but not the 
principles upon which he had taken office.

Hon. Mr. ROBE—Did he not indicate his in­
tention of bringing in a measure of Reform and 
his policy respecting the difficulty with France?

Mr. MoGEE- The healing up of the breach with 
France could not be called a matter of policy 
but of negotiation, such as a change of ambas­
sador or the like, which did not involve any 
matter of policy or principles. But what was 
the fact with regard to Lord Derby’s pro­
posed measure of reform ? Why, he had not, 
up to the present time, given any explanation 
of its nature. In proof ot that assertion, Mr. 
McGee alluded to the rebuke which Lord Der­
by administered to the Lord Mayor of London, 
who, on the occasion ot the annual dinner given 
by that functionary to Her Majesty’s Ministers, 
took the opportunity of expressing his hope 
that the meaure of Reform which it was the in­
tention of Government to bring before Parlia­
ment would be such as would meet the wishes 
of the country. The reply given by Lord 
Derby was, that he would make it known when 
the proper time came, and that he could not 
possibly gratify the curiosity of his Lordship 
on that particular. Mr. McGee then instauced 
the Maynooth question as another point on 
which Lord Derby refused to commit himself, 
and his prompt correction of the mistake into 
which Sir Culling Eardley had fallen regard­
ing his Lordship’s views on that subject.— 
The hou. gentleman had not stated the case in 
his speech ot last night as it actually stood 
with regard to those matters. With respect to 
the Seat of Government, the hon. gentleman at 
one time said that the reference was made to 
Her Majesty in virtue of her prerogative, at. 
another time, as an arbitress, and that it was 
all the same to him in which of the two 
views it might be looked at. Again, the 
ministerial journals strenuously insisted that 
Her Majesty had acted in the matter as an 
arbitress. But he asked how could that be. 
How could subjects appoint their Sovereign as 
an arbitrator? The power to make the decis­
ion must be invested iu Her Majesty by virtue 
of her prerogative. For, how could the people 
of Canada give to Her Majesty powers which 
she had not ?

Hon. Mr. ROSE—Her Majesty acted as_a
— 117 Iff 1M- -------------

Mr. McGEE, again rose. He said when the 
house adjourned he had concluded what he had 
to say in relation to the course which it had 
seemed fit to the hon. the Postmaster General to 
pursue, with the exception of one single point. 
The hon. gentleman had drawn the attention of 
the House to certain passages in an old historical 
lecture, delivered several years ago. The main 
point, the thread of the argument, he (Mr. McGee) 
believed if it were to be discussed in tbe House, 
he could maintain. But ha would like to know 
what relation had quotations from a lecture in 
relation to the history of the great religious event 
of the 16th century, to the question of the Seat of 
Government, as mooted in the address, and as 
treated in the amendment of the hon. mamber for 
St. Hyacinthe. His (Mr. McGee’s) religious 
opinions, unless be obtruded them upon the 
House, which he trusted he never should be guilty 
of doing (hear, hear,) had nothing whatever to 
do with tbe selection of Ottawa. Whether he 
believed a little more or a little less of the an­
cient and common stock of Christian doctrine 
!than the hon. gentleman, it could have nothing 
to do with the selection of a Seat of Government 
for Canada. (Hear, hear.) The Postmaster 
General declared, that for his part he desired to 
see religious dissensions put an end to, and the 
Commissioner of Public Works, in whose foot­
steps he followed, also declared that he desired 
religious dissensions to be buried. After dig­
ging up here, and parading, altogether apart 
from the subject, quotations wh ch could.have 
no other : (feet except to perpetuate those dissen­
sions (hear, hear,) he asked why did we not bury 
them? He first played the part of resurrection­
ist, and then called upon others to bury that 
which he bad brought from the grave. (Hear, 
hear.) The Postmaster General said that (or his 
part he was in favour of the School sys em as it 
was. That hon. member would do well to re­
member under what pretensions he was returned 
to this House. He (Mr. McGee,) held by mere 
accident in his hands one of the hon. gentle- 
nan’s electioneering placards, issued the last 
lime he was a candidate. The document was 
headed—“ Protestantism in danger ; come to 
the rescue—vote for Smith 1 ! (Loud laughter.)

Atty. Gen. CARTIER.—Ah, ah, ah I That 
is very good.

Mr. McGEE, proceeding:—“Mr. Burnham is 
supported by Father Smiiiu,” a Catholic clergy­
man in the towu of Cobourg, “who boasts he 
can return Mr. Burnham by holding up his right 
hand.” “Remember tbe civil butcheries of 
Romel” This was one of the documents which 
the Hon. Postmaster General, who is opposed 
to religious dissensions, had put forth. “ it is 
part of a deep laid scheme to brine Canada 
under the dominion of tbe Pope, by imans of 
Separate Schools.” (Loud laug&ter.) This 
was the placard and the platform of the hon 
gentleman when before the electors.

Hon. Mr. SMITH said he was in favour of 
maintaining the present School system in its 
integrity ; and had declared the same sentiments 
before his constituents.

Mr. McGEE challenged the hon. gentlemen to 
deny the genuine,s of the document, which had 
been circulated by hundreds through the Riding 
No 1 The hon. gentleman aid not use the lan­
guage of the placard personally ; because no man 
whatever misearable skantling of a pretence he 
might have towards the character of a states 
man, would dare, in his own proper person, to 
utter such sentiments as those. Nol He put 
them on the corners of the streets, and the mar- 
ret place, and gave them to his friend to circu- 
,ate through the riding. Those documents had 
inflamed the public mind, and to that inflamma' 
tion the hon. gentleman owed his return to this 
House. If there was one member more than 
another he came here in consequence of a bitter, 
ivligioua cry, it was the Postmaster General. 
(Cheers.) Ween the hon. gentlemen spoke last, 
he had dwelt upon the great discrepancies which 
had. formerly existed between members on this 
side of the House. In the last session of Parlia­
ment the hon. gentlemen had himself voted for 
Representation by Population, without any 

checks,” without any “balances,” and yet he, 
forsooth, taunted others with inconsistency, 
although his colleagues Were utterly opposed to 
him on this important question. But perhaps he 
(Mr. McGee) was devotiug more attention to the 
hon. member than he deserved. (Hear, hear.) 
The hon gentleman happened to be Postmaster 
General and a member of that very extraordinary 
combination Cabinet opposite, and as long as he 
was there, derived a fictitious importance from 
the position he occupied. (Cheers and laughter.)

Less" wJl!ic<fi"ïiaf“flSh."ih”Hiiîer''deliverêd to 
the House, iu the opinion of every unprejudiced 
man he had very successfully demolished what­
ever pretence to reputation he might have bad 
when he entered Parliament. The language 
used, the questions asked, the distinctions drawn, 
were all equally puerile and futile. The hon. 
gentlemeu taunted the Opposition with being a 
“congerie of heterogeneous ingredients.” He 
(Mr. McGee) thought he had heard that expres­
sion before; he imagined he had met wilh it in 
the advertisements of a very lamous personage 
—Doctor Tumblety. (Loud laughter.) The 
original authorship belonged to Francis Tum­
blety, M. D. But there was one expression of
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1843, it was moved and carried that the Seat oi 
Government should be taken to Kingston, what 
did Mr. Moffat, the member for Montreal, who re­
fused to advocate the opinions of his constitu- 
en's do? He resigned. Was the hon. gentle­
man opposite disinclined to discredit the exam- 
of one of his constituents?

Hon. Mr. ROSE—Should Mr. Maffatt’s appro­
bation or disapprobation be taken as a guide for 
my conduct ?

Mr. MoGEE approved of the course which Mr. 
Moffatt had pursued. In some respects it was a 
question of feeling. If the hon. gentleman did 
not adopt Mr Moffatt’s theory, he should at least 
follow his example,

Hon. Mr. ROSE—Perhaps the whole Ministry 
ought to resign ?
j Mr McGEE—The l^m. gentleman ought to re- 
(sign, but evadesTt by a species of hiimhiipr TtTr 
[MVGee then referred to the case of Mr. Harrison 
who, after having done his utmost to continue 
the Seat of Government at Kingston, and disap­
proving of the resolution by which it was trans­
ferred to Montreal, immediately sent in his re­
signation as a Minister of the Grown, accompa­
nied by a memorandum to his Excellency the 
then Governor General. Here the bon. member 
proceeded to read the memorandum in question, 
question showing it to be exactly an example 
deserving tbe attention of the hon. gentleman 
opposite.

LEGISLATIVE COUNCIL.

Toronto, February 8.
The Speaker took the chair at 3 o’clock.

The Hon. Mr. Campbell introduced a Bill, 
entitled “An Act to secure the independence of 
elected members of Parliament” Read a first 
time ; to be read a second time on Thursday 
week.

He was 
followed by Col. Playfair, Mr. Benjamin, and 
the Hon. Mr. Sheiwood on the Ministerial side 
of the House ; and by the Hon. Mr. Mowat and 
the Hon. Dr. Connor on the opposite benches.

What Wb Pat bob it.—Bad and unpopular 
legislation has double qualities, the very re­
verse of those of mercy, which, according to 
the poet, blesses him who gives and him who 
takes. Bad legislation is not only a misfor­
tune in itself, but it always doubles the curse ; 
for it is constantly necessary for every act of 
wrong doing to do others in order to obtain 
support. Our recent history is full of examples 
of this fact. The Grand Trunk legislation 
from first to last has been a series of measures, 
each so little approved in itself that it could be 
carried only by some other measure, which 
would have been hopeless, except it had been 
thus balanced. It is to this that not only the 
country, but the Company itself, is indebted 
for an extension of the road through counties 
well known to possess neither population nor 
produce capable of affording any return. It was 
this which on the occasion of any new favour 
granted to the Company made ministers pro­
pose at the same time some burden onerous to 
it; useless to country; but adapted to the 
conciliation of two or three votes. It was for this 
that millions of acres were handed over to Mr. 
Turcotte, and two or three others, substantial­
ly to make a little road from the St. Lawrence 
a few miles up the St. Maurice; for this that the 
Grand Trunk Stock holders have been obliged 
to embark in the Arthabaska road, where the 
same Mr, Turcotte has obtained the contract— 
and to aid in other roads, which, but for these 
circumstances, would never have tended to 
embarrass their finances. And now the same 

/ thing takes place with the Seat of Government, 
( No one would vote for the Ottawa, on its own

merits, except those having a local >0;;

to be saddled on the country, which 
besides, to suffer all the fnconveniencies 
of the principal evil. We say nothing 
now of the cost of corrupting individual 
consciences. It is well known, indeed 
that several votes must be changed to secure a 
bare majority, and it is not to be supposed that 
men will submit to this degradation without 
some return. Whether a sufficient number 
shall be thus bought is still a question ; but 
some, undoubtedly, have already made the sale 
of themselves. They will be known before 
many days are over, and the prices will,perhaps, 
also be palpable enough at a later period. But 
these are not the costs of the bad measure of 
which we now speak. The two great expenses 
which are to be thrown upon the already over­
burdened commnuity, are the perfectly useless 
removal to Quebec, and the payment of the 
casual dues, owing by the censitaires to their 
seigniors. As to the first we cannot compre, 
bend upon what principle it can possibly be 
justified. The idea of keeping faith is very 
good, when the pact is tor an honest purpose ; 
hut when two parties have agreed to rob 
third, as Toronto and Quebec have agreed to 
rob the people of the Province, we cannot see 
that the third party is bound to submission by 
the terms of the bargain. The simple fact is, 
that from £200,000 to £500,000 is about to be 
spent, for no purpose in the world except 
to give the inhabitants of one city, the profits 
which would' otherwise fp,ll to the other. 
So much for one part of the cost. The other 
is the present that is about to be made to the 
censitaires, which is spoken of iu the Governor 
General’s Speech as a moderate sum ; which 
we estimated at £400,000 to £500,000 ; and 
which Mr. Dessaulles, than whom there is no 
better authority, puts at £600,000. We know 
the difficulties which there are in stopping, 
when the principle has been once admitted that 
the State should pay off any part of a private 
debt like this. That difficulty has been fairly 
set forth in our columns ; but the censitaires 
have surely had enough done for them,—the 
country ought surely not to be called on to pay 
£600,000 merely to secure a ministerial triumph 
in favour of a measure so bad that it requires 
these extreme modes of wholesale corruption 
to accomplish it. But whatever answer people 
give to this—whether they think it right or 
wrong—these are the costs they pay for the 
chief point in the policy of the present Con­
servative Government.

Sir,—Would you allow me a small space in 
your extensively read paper, to call public at­
tention to the desirability, if not the necessity, 
of possessing and encouraging a City Band, to 
enliven us with its strains during the fine sum­
mer evenings, and to conduce in a great mea­
sure to the success of concerts given during the 
winter months.

The few ideas which I wish to express oc­
curred to me during the concert on Thursday 
evening, given by, or got up by, the Mercantile 
Library Association. The audience, though 
not large, was select, and the programme, 
though neither long nor brilliant, was tolerably 
good, while the performances were excellent. 
But what I wish particularly to notice, is the 
very great improvement in the playing of Mr. 
Prince’s Band. Mr. Prince has undoubtedly 
laboured hard to make his band worthy of a 
great city like Montreal ; but the Montrealers 
are not remarkable for their musical tastes or 
attainments, and they have not seconded his 
efforts. But, to return , the pieces which were 
best rendered by this band were the “ Chant 
d’Amour,” by D’Albert, and the serenade, “ De­
parted Days,” by Louis ; the former especially 
was played with a precision and taste which 
was not surpassed, if equalled, by the operatic 
selections of the 17 th Regiment’s band.

There is, however, one fault, which seems to 
have escaped the attention of Mr. Prince. This 
is a tendency on the part of those who play the 
accompaniment to make their instruments 
heard above those which give the melody, ft 
is a fault of no trifling nature, as the melody is 
the soul, so to speak, of the music, and no 
one can listen with pleasure to an ac­
companiment, or a succession of chords where 
there is no melody.

But what unbounded applause is bestowed 
on the performer of a well-executed melody, 
either with the voice or an instrument, without 
accompaniment !

It is, however, much easier to detect a fault 
of this kind, when the listener is standing at a 
moderate distance, than when occupying a 
position in the centre of the clashing instru­
ments, as must necessarily be the case with the 
leader. Did he, however, once hear the waltz 
playedjby his band, while he stood at a moderate 
distance, he would, I doubt not, throw out 
some of the accompanying instruments, and 
add a solo-player or two to give full power to 
the melody.
. A large collection of music, and sufficient 

time to practice, would then only be required 
to make this one ot the finest Brass Bands on 
this Continent.

That this may eventually be the case is my 
earnest wish ; and should a subscription be 
raised for its accomplishment, I shall not be 
found unwilling to contribute my mite to the 
general stock.

was cnargea wun the 
murder of Robert Ramsay, in the town of 
Whitchurch, on the 22d of January. He plead­
ed not guilty.

Mr. Cameron, in opening the case, said it 
was a sad winding up of the Assizes, that the 
Court should be called upon to try the last of 
three murders. The facts against the prisoner 
were simple. The prisoner and the deceased 
were brothers-in-law, and were both somewhat 
advanced in life. They lived together in 
Aurora, and on the morning in question the 
prisoner struck the deceased a blow on the 
head with an axe, from the effects of which he 
died shortly afterwards. There were no other 
witnesses than the prisoner’s own family. He 
understood the prisoner’s counsel did not deny 
that the deceased met his death at the prisoner's 
hands, but hoped, by proving criminal connec­
tion between the prisoner’s wife and the de­
ceased, to reduce the crime to manslaugter.

Andrew Hughey—I am 16 years of age, and 
am the son of the prisoner. The deceased was 
my uncle. My mother, my father, my brother 
Joseph, and my uncle were also in the house. 
We were all four of us in the house between 
nine and ten on the morning, when the fatal 
blow was inflicted. My uncle was sitting on a 
chair; my father was also sitting on a chair. 
There had been no quarrel that morning, be­
tween my father and mother, or my father and 
my uncle. I was just going into another room, 
when I saw my father strike “ the other man” 
with an axe. He had gone out of doors and 
fetched the axe. He went over and struck him 
at once. He died on the same day. There 
was always some wrangling between my father 
and my uncle about my mother, and my father 
had ordered my uncle out of the house.

To Mr. Boulton—I recollect a proposition be­
tween my mother and my uncle, to give my 
father money to buy liquor at a tavern. This 
was just before my father went out for the axe. 
The arrangement was, that as soon as my 
father was out of the way, they would go into 
anober room. My father overheard that con­
versation. My father had been talking before 
that of going to the village. I did not at any 
time that morning hear an arrangement made 
between my uncle and my mothar that they 
should go iuto a room together.My uncle and my 
mother have often gone away together, and my 
father frequently told them he would not have it. 
My mother has had thirteen children, seven of 
whom are living. My uncle and my mo ther 
sometimes came home late at night. He used 
to give her handsome presents, and my father 
has often spoken against it. 1 have heard my 
uncle tell my mother that she was a fool lor 
living along with my father.

I have seen my uncle and my mother come 
together out of the bed room, and my brother 
John told my father. My mother always treat- 
edfmy uncle with greater consideration than my 
father—he was the favoured one with my mo­
ther.

Joseph Hughey—I am the prisoner’s son. I 
was in a bed in a room next the kitchen. My 
mother told my uncle to give my father a quar­
ter with which to go into the street, and she 
would repay him as usual.

My uncle was the favoured man with my mo­
ther. He was altogether a smarter man than 
my father. My uncle made my mother hand­
some presents which annoyed my father, and 
on one occasion he told her he could raise $300 
or $400 if she would leave my father. My aunt 
died sometime in harvest, and since then there 
have been constant fault-finding between my 
uncle and my father. My uncle remained in the 
house in defiance of my father.

John Hughey, another son confirmed the de­
grading testimony as to the relations of the 
family which had been already given by his 
brothers.

Several witnesses were called who gave the 
prisoner the character of a harmless, inoffensive 
man-

His Lordship summed up the evidence.
The jury returned a Iverdict of Guilty, 

accompanied with r. recommendation to 
mercy on the ground of provocation.

The prisoner was then removed.

SENTENCE OF DEATH ON FLEMING. 
James Fleming was then placed in the dock,

The learned Judge said—The most painful 

duty devolves upon me of passing sentence of 
death upon you. You have been convicted of 
depriving a fellow-creature of his life, who was, 
like yourself, an infant in the eye of the law— 
a young lad of about your own age, with whom 
you had been drinking in a tavern in company 
with some females of bad character, and by 
whom, as far as we can judge from the evidence, 
nothing had been done to excite any feeling of

mercy, because they believed the statements of 
some of the witnesses that there was a scuffle. 
I have no doubt they have acquitted their con­
science in accompanying the verdict with this 
recommendation. Do not, however, suppose 
from these circumstances it necessarily follows 
that mercy will be extended to you. No doubt 
the Government will view with every possible 
consideration the recommendation the jury 
have made under such peculiar circumstances. 
But do not, I again implore you, flatter yourself 
that the recommendation thus given will neces­
sarily lead to a mitigation of the punishment. 
On the contrary, I would have you at once ap­
ply yourself to a Power which is higher than 
they—to apply for forgiveness from Une above. 
No particular motive was shown in your case. 
You have shed the blood of a fellow-creature 
who, like yourself, was an active youth, prom­
ising to himself, perhaps, a long life; and you, 
too, perhaps, promised to yourself a long life 
and a life of respectât ility, which your course 
of conduct has prevented. It only remains 
for me to pass upon you the sentence which the 
law atttaches to your crime, and which is that 
you, James Fleming, be taken hence to the 
place from whence you came, and that you be 
taken from thence, on the 4th day of March 
next, to the place of execution, and that yon be 
there hanged by the neck until your body be 
dead.

A shudder ran through the Court as the fear­
ful sentence was pronounced. The prisoner 
then followed by one of the constables was led 
out of the Court. He looked very pale, but 
showed no signs ol trepidation.

ONE ' some slight reason to hope for clemency. But 
j you can have no such hope. I would strongly 
i impress upon you the necessity of making pre­

paration as far as reparation for your conduct 
can be made. In a short period you will be 
ushered into the presence of your Maker, to 
whom you will have to answer not only for thii 
offence, but for all the other sins ot which you 
have been guilty; It becomes yon strongly to 
appeal through Christ, to the Throne ot Grace 
for pardon and salvation ; and do not, I entreat 
you delay. It now becomes my painful duty to 
pass the sentence of the law upon you.

The prisoner was then sentenced in the usual 
formal manner to he executed on the 4th March 
next.

As the prisoner was being removed, he burst 
into tears as he was leaving the dock.

Court of Quarter Sessions.— Yesterday 
morning, before C. J. Coursol, Esq., Chairman, 
two men, named respectively Louis and Abra­
ham Martelle, were arraigned for having, 
the 30th Dec., 1856, stolen from their employer, 
Hernan Derrick, a pair of sleigh shafts. The 
offence was alleged to be committed 
the Praish of Lacolle, where the com­
plainant, a farmer, resided. The stolen shafts 
were discovered while a search was making at 
the residence of the prisonei s, for farming uten­
sils that had already been stolen from another 

and for which latter crime Louis had been 
convicted on the previous day—Monday. The 
jury found in that case that Louis was not 
guilty, but Abraham guilty.

The Grand Jury here entered Court, and 
having handed in the last bill, which was one 
of larceny, the Chairman thanked them for the 
efficiency with which they nad performed their 
duties, and informed them that they were dis­
charged.

A man, about fifty years of age, named James 
Dowling, was placed at the bar, charged by his 
wife, Hannah Dowling, with causing her bodily 
harm. The prosecutrix, a woman much older 
than the prisoner, and bearing an emaciated and 
care-worn look, deposed that, at the time 
when the offence was committed, she and the 
prisoner, who had been married about thirteen 
years, resided at St. Michel deYaudreil. In 
August last, on account of the brutal conduct 
of her husband, she was forced to procure a 
separation by law. The prisoner, however, 
continued to threaten his wife, and on the 24th 
October last, he entered the Douse of her son, 
where she had taken refuge, and made a deter­
mined attempt to stab her with a pocket-knife. 
The knife did not penetrate the body, but en­
tered the clothing to a considerable length. 
The prisoner was in liquor at the time ; he was 
seldom sober, and when drunk always made it 
a practice to maltreat his wife, as well as 
threaten her personal safety. The evidence of 
the complainant was substantiated. The jury 
Drought in a verdict of “ guilty." The court 
adjourned till ten o’clock, this [Wednesday] 
morning.

Sterry Hunt continued his lecture on this sub­
ject. As they progress those lectures seem to 
increase iu interest, and to be better appreciat­
ed by the public for whose benefit as well as 
for the benefit of our mechanical classes, they 
were intended by the Board of Arts and Manu­
factures for Lower Canada,

William Hughey, was then brousht up.
The learned Judge—William Hughey, you 

have been convicted of the crime of murder. 
Have you anything to say why sentence of 
death should not be passed upon you.

The Prisoner—Well sir, whatever I did I 
did it through jealousy. I ordered him to leave 
the place but he would not go.

I did not think I would do him any harm. I 
ordered him away and tried to scare him 
away.

The learned Judge—At the time the deed 
was committed, it appears you were in a state 
of intoxication. And when you were in such a 
state you no doubt had your feelings worked 
up against the deceased relative to his connec­
tion with your wife. And this led to the crime. 
That you had just grounds for suspecting that 
he had been on terms of improper intimacy with 
your wife, I have no doubt, bur that does not 
justify the crime. Your sous here are the only 
witnesses who were present when the deed was 

1 committed. From them and also from other 
circumstances you were no doubt impressed 
with the belief that criminal intercourse had 

l taken place between deceased, who had been 
previously married to your wire’s sister,, and 
your wife, but this did not justify you in de­
priving him of life. The jury have properly 
brought in a verdict of guilty. It was your 
duty to have ordered him away from the house, 
and, if he refused, you could have called in the 
assistance of a constable, and besides that, you 
had your sons, who were able to help you if 
necessary. But instead of doing this, you took 
an instrument and struck deceased a blow with 
it, which caused death. If you had not been 
under the influence of liquor at the time, ,this 
might not have occurred. The jury have re­
commended you to mercy, but I, of course have 
no power in the matter—that rests entirely 
with the Executive. I would, however, impress 
your mind with the necessity of preparing to 
appear at a higher tribunal to answer ; for all 
your other offences as well as this. The learn­
ed Judge then, impressed upon the prisoner the 
necessity of making immediate preparatfon to 
meet the great Judge. He then passed sentence 
in the usual form.

When the sentence was pronounced, the pri­
soner bent his head upon his breast and ap­
peared to be in a state of stupor. Three of his 
sons, were much affected when the learned 
judge sentenced their father to be executed. 
His wife was also present during the whole of 
trial, and occupied a seat behind the jury box 
out of the view of the spectatois.

SENTENCE OF DEATH ON O’LEARY.
John O'Leary was then placed in the dock 

to receive sentence. The prisoner is a man ap­
parently about thirty-five years of age. His 
hair is turning grey, and he has rather a for­
bidding aspect.

The following day 
the market was more steady, closing at a frac­
tional improvement. On the 21st the market 
onened firm and animated, but subsequently 
declined and closed flat.

The expedition against the insurgents in 
Algeria was successful ; tribes having made 
complete submission.

The French garrison in Rome is shortlyjto be 
reinforced by two regiments of the line.

At Turin, the belief in a coming war was de­
cidedly increasing.

Letters from reliable authority from Milan 
say there is not the least chance of an insur­
rection.

It was stated that the sending of troops from 
Austria had been suspended.

The leading journals of Germany were ex­
ceedingly violent in attacks on the French 
Government, and urged the necessity of perfect 
understanding between Prussia, Austria and 
the German States.

Popular demonstrations of sympathy and 
loyalty greeted the Emperor of Austria when­
ever he appeared in public.

Prince Hatzfeld, Prussian Minister, at Paris, 
died at Berlin on the 19th.

The Bombay mail, of December 24, reached 
England on the 20th January.—Nana Sahib 
had fled to the jungle.

A large number of steamers and transports 
were preparing for sea on the French ports,

A letter from the English Foreign Office says 
that the British Minister at Washingtou will be 
instructed to urge the American Government 
to grant the privilege of coasting trade to the 
British vessels, in return for like concessions by 
Britain.

It is reported that Parliament will be asked 
for a considerable increase in Naval Esti­
mates.

Accounts from Lombardy still speak of dis­
affection, but no outbreak. Austrian reinforce­
ments continued to pour in.

A telegram of Bombay news, of December the 
24th, is unimportant. The subjugation of dis­
turbed districts were rapidly progressing.— 
Ismael Kbane, a Rebel Chief, had surren­
dered.

It is again reported, but not believed, that 
Persigny would sooa succeed Walewski iu the 
French Foreign Ministry.

The London Times editorially denounces Nu­
gent’s manifesto to Americans inBritish Colum­
bia.

King of Naples ill.
The London Post of the 21st announced his 

death, but it was not confirmed.
It is denied that Prince Napoleon was receiv­

ed with enthusiasm in Turin. His marriage is 
said to be unpopular there.

Austrian Loan of six millions announced for 
the London market market.

The Swiss National Council voted half a 
million immediately to convert all guns upon 
percussion principle.

The London Saturday Times city article 
quotes funds heavy and inanimated, and as 
experiencing a further fall, owing to state­
ments about Austrian loan and contemplated 
augmentation of navy estimates.

The contract for the Great Eastern was con­
cluded yesterday ; £300,000 has been subscrib­
ed, which is thought enough to purchase and 
complete the ship and provide a working capi­
tal.

The Daily News says Russia has signified to 
France that she would look not with indiffer­
ence, but with great anxiety on any unprovok­
ed attack on Austria by France.
