Sir Mackenzie, of course, had litile that
was good to say about the Laurier ad-
He scoffed at the proposal
for Senate reform, objected to the two
cent pestage rate, and threw cold water on
the hopes for a treaty with the United
States.

HON, MR. MILLS OPINION.

He Thinks That Sir Mackenzie Bowell
Is Laboring Under a Misapprehen-
sion.

Ottawa, Ont., Jan, 5.—(Special.)—Hon.
David Mills is of opinion that Sir Macken-
zie Bowell’s eriticism of the proposal to
reform the Senate on the lines suggested
by Sir Wilfrid Laurier is founded upon a
misapprehension of the scheme.

“Sir Mackenzie,” said the Minister of
Justice, “raises the point that under our
constitutional system a Government is sup-
posed to resign upon defeat in the elective
chamber, but is not considered as being
chliged to resign upon an adverse vote of
the appointed, or Upper Chamber, so
that in the event of an adverse joint vole
of botih Houses this sound principle would
be violated by any course that would be
taken. Now there is no intention of dis-
turbing the existing system in that re-
spect, ’ 3

“If a Government measure were rejeat-
ed by the House of Commons there would
be no resort to the joint vote of both
Houses at'all; the Government would be
considered as defeated. If, however, a
(Government measure were passed by the
Commons and defeated in the Senate,
then, and then only, would the issue b.
submitted to a joint vote of both Houses.
A decision adverse to the Government
would then be treated simply as an ad-
verse decision by the Upper House, not
necessitating the resignation of the Goyv-
ernment.” 3

In an interview in to-day’s Citizen a
Toronto University student says that Hon.
David Mills ddlivered a lecture recently
before them on the weakness of the Can-

| adian Senate, and suggesting that it
should be reformed on the lines now sug-
| gested by the Premier.

CONSERVATIVE CRITICS.

Opposition Newspapers WNaturally Do
Not Fall in With the Proposal of the
Premier,

Quebee, Jan. 5.—(Special.)—Comment-
ing upon Sir Wilfrid's speech in Montreal
the Unronicle says :(—sSir Wilfrid Laurier
gave his views regarding the Senate at
Montreal more definitely than he usually
speals on public matters. Aeccording to
the Premier, the Senate is not to be abol-
ished, as the Patrie and the Guiobe, fol-
lowing Mr. Tarte’s lead, have been de-
manding, It is, on the contrary, now of-
ficially recognized as a necessity in the
‘machinery of government, but a necessity
which the administration of the day, if ils
majority is large enough, is to have the
vrivilege of dispensing with. Referring to
the proposal that the Senate and House
| of Commons meet as one bady, it says :—
To a superfiial statesman this would
seem an easy way out of the difficulty that
now exists. Under this plan, a Govern-
ment having a majority in the Commons
sufficient to make up for its deficiency in
the Senate would be subjected to no
check whatever from that body. On the
other hand, a Government whose followers
ir: the popular dhamber did not compen-
gate for any shortage it might have in the
Senate would be unable to carry any de-
| batable legistation through Parliament if
it divided upon party lines, and the weak-
| ness of the proposal is that it would have
| the effeat of making the Senate more of
a political chamber. ‘I'a a believer in de-
meeratie institutions it has special objee-
tions. The joint body as proposed would
practically determine the legislation of
{Canada. Before the scheme can be inau
gurated the different provinces should be
consulted, the Senate will have to become
a consenting party, and the Imperial Par-
liament will have to give its =anction.
There is, therefore, no immediate danger
of the joint Parliament superceding Writ-
ish institutions as we have them in this
country,

Sit. ‘Jobmy N.B., Jan. 5.—(Special.)—
The Sun, Congervative, says the course
which Sir Wilfrid Laurier proposes will
not make the Senate, or any member of
it, more responsible than it is now, but
it anay -relieve the Government of some
of ¥ts responsibility, The country is prob-
ably prepared fo hear with attention and
to sevioudly consider . a’ well-considered
scheme of Senate reform. Many people
Lelieve that the present system dozs not
provide an altozether satisfactory legisla-
tive organization, Objections to life ap:
pointment may be made and supported
by strong arguments. But Sir Wilfrid,
though e talks of Senate reform, has no
Senate reform to propose. He proposed
no change in the constitution of the
Chamber; but only some limitation of its
power. He has no sdheme of Senate re-
form. He produces only a recipe for a
parliamentary cocktail.

MANY DIFFERENT VIEWS-

People at 5t. Juhn Look at the Question
from Various Standpoints — The
Premier Commended.

&t, John, N.B., Jan. 5.—(Special.)—The
Globe, Liberal, says Sir Mackenzie Bowell
in stating his objection to Sir Wilfril
lLaurier’s plan for reforming the Senate,
shows this smartness, but not his wisdou.

“His plan, we shoaid think at first
sight, will appeal by its very moderation
to the good sense of the people. At any
vate it is worth considering upon its
merits. Perhaps the greatest trouble is
nob in the measure itself, but in the difii-
culty of elfecting any reform if the subject
is mot approached in a somewhat broader
way than that which 8Sir Mackenzie
ilowell appears to have approached it.”

Senator Lewis thought the proposition
for joint meetings a fair amd reasonable
cne.

Col. Domville, M.P., said evervbody was
agreed that the Senate needed reforming.
For his part he favored an elective body,
but the scheme proposed by the Premier
was worthy of a trial, but he feared the
results it would accomplish would not be
very great.

J. D. Hazen, ex-M.P., considered tha
proposition an absurd one. He thought
Sir Mackenzie Bowell had asked a very
pertinent question, and said it appenred
that the Premier had overlockel the fact
that the Government at all times had the
right to appeal to the people on questinna
on which it was opposed by the Senate.
No doubt some Senate reform was needed,
but it was difficult to say just how this
should be effected. Perhaps it was mnot
wise 1o have life appointees.

Mr, Ellis, M. P., smd: “Personally T am
in favor of the abolition of the Senate en-
tirely. The idea of two bodies pre-sup-
poses the existence of two orders in the
state, one of which requires more care
than ths other. Failing its abolition [
would have an elective body chosen for
the same term as was the llouse and dis-
solvable by the Governor-Greneral. As re-
pards Sir Wilind’s scheme it is good as
far ‘as it goes, very moderate, and a fair
effort to grapple in a reasonable way with
an evil of considerable magnitude.”

Dr. Silas Alward, M.P.P., said the Sen-
ate does not meed reforming.

FROM GREAT LAKES TO OCEAN.

Negotiations Said to Be Nearly Completed for a Third Great Railway System in
Canada—Government is Behind the Scheme and it Will

Help the Intercolonial.

A very significant part of the speech de-
livered by Hom. J. I. Tarte at the Monu-
ment National on Tuesday evening was
that in which he referred to the railway
policy he has in view and to the megotia-
tions which he has in hand. He would
not, he said, lift the entire vesl, but only
a corner of it, to show what was going on
behind the scenes, He was at the present
moment, he said, in negotiation- with the
Grand Trunk Railway Company, with the
object of having a direct line of railway
between the west of Ontario and Montreal,
so that this port would in the near future
cempete with the great harbors of the
United States.

What the Minister of Public Wotls is

 believed to have in view is the acquisition

by the Government of the Ottawa and Par-
ry Sound Railway and its patner on this
gde of Ottawa—the Canada Atlantic, which

forms a junetion with the Grand Trunk
at Coteau. The Intercolonial runs into
Montreal, and by obtaining running pow-
ers over ‘the thirtyseven miles of the
Grand Trunk—that is to say, from Mont
real to Coteau Juneclion—econnection would
be complete between the Intercolonial and
Canada Atlantic. Thus would the Gov-
ernment be in possession of a line stretch-
img from the great lukes—for Parry Sound
is on Georgian Bay—all the way to St.
John, N. B., and Halifax, N. 8, on the
one hand, and Paspebiag on the other. This
would be the only all-Ganadian route for
traflic from the lake merg to Atlantic
ports; for to veach AMlantie ports both
verse portions of the state of Maine. The
scheme is of a striking character, as it
would practically mean the establishment
of a third great railway system from the

the Grand Drunk and Canadian Pacific tra-

lakes to the coast—competitive with both
the G.T.R, and C.P.R.
An Alternative Route.

Without the rununing power from the
Grand Trunk connection could be formed
by means of the United Counties Railway
between the Intercolonial and the Canada
Atlantic, and thus with the Parry Sound
but it would be by a roundabout and
fess  satisfactory 1oute. The Grand
Trunk would prabably be prepared to give
running powers upon certain terms and
| conditions.: How far the negotiations have
| been carried it is impossible to say, but
* Mr. Tarte rather indicated that they were
almest completed. In any case they are
understood to be in progress.

The Intercolonial, shoukd the scheme be
cayried through, would be able to tap the
sources of traffic, would share a part of
the commerce of the Far West, wwould com
mankl the Richelien valley and ecommand
several feeders in the lower provinces.

The Lib-
eral Administration is lable to have valu-
able legislation blocked at any moment
now, and in ten or fifteen years hence the
Conservatives may find a similar opposi-
tion to the will of the people’s representa-
tives.

Let the legislatures of the pro-
vinces elect the Senators every five years
and the Upper House will more closely re-
present the people.”

Senate the Product of Fraud.

Mr. W. A. Weir, M.P.P.:— The Sen-
ate as at present constituted is the pro-
duct of fraud upon the people of Canada.
Confederation was first proposed in tlg
old Legislative Assembly of Upper u;'.
Lower Canada b:E' the Hon. Georﬁe
Brown, and the Liberal party earnestly

's%:torterl the idea of eanfederation, its
ledders entering into a coalition govern-
nient for the purpose. At that time the
pledge was publicly given to the people
of the country that all interests would
be afforded a fair representation in the
Senate, and both parties treated equitably.
This pledge was eynically broken, and the
Senate became, in the main, a house of
refuge for broken-down Tory hacks, who
had been rejected by the constituencies.
It harassed and impeded the administra-
tion of Dominion affaivs by the Macken-
vie Government, and relapsed into servile
deocility when Tory Governments ruled the
helm of state. Its majority is now led
by the Homn. Sir Mackenzie Bowell, one
of the most bitter partisans in the
minion, and at his dictation has blocked
and defeated measures of great import-
ance to Canada, appirently only because
they emanated from the Laurier Govern-
ment. Clan a great country like ounrs
be content with such a constitutional sys-
tem ? Evidently not. It must be re-
formed sooner or later. As at present
constituted, the Senate is a serious block
to free constitutional government. The
whole country, irrespective of party lirsf,
should desire a change. The great age
of very many of the present Senators
makes it quite possible that before long
the Liberals may control a majority tisre,
and then the Conservatives may desire
the change. Tf both parties unite now,
there is no doubt the British Parliament
would pass the necessary amendment to
cur Constitutional Act.  Unless there is
a strong popular demamd in Canada for
the change, the *Britisl Parliament will
not interfere. = The English (Government
refused the Mackenzie Cabinet the power
of naming six extra Senators, as provided
by saction 26 of the British North Am-
erica Act, on the ground that it seemed
a move in the interest of a party. Their
statesmen respect our political indepen-
. dence, and it seems to me that.a general
' demand for the constitutional amendment
| will have to be made hefore there is any
possibility of it being considered. The
suggestion of Sir Wilfrid Laurier is sim-
ple. moderate and effective. T have no
doubt it would be eatisfactory and eon-
sonant both with the dignity of the Sen-
ate and the rights of the people. = At all
events, it is high time that the power
of a mominated and irresponsible body
should have some check pub upon its nhi{‘
ity to impede the will of the elected re-
presentatives of the people.”

Should Be Endorsed.

Mr. E. J. Ellict: “I think Sir Wilfrid’s
plan is one which we Liberals should en-
dorse, and not asparty men, but as Cana-
dians. Tha Senate has meeded sowre rve-

of sound popular government. When one
political party has been in power for u
considerable time, the Senate, the ap-
pointments to which are made by the
Government, has a distinet tendency to
become overwhelmingly partisan in its
composition. lIn this lies the danger it is
sought to evade. As has been pointed out
by the press, the Premier’s idea is not
exactly a mew one, the practice of joint
voting by the two chambers obtaining in
Switzerland, Sweden and Brazil, 1 believe.
T'he principle is also embodied in the
scheme for the confederation of the Aus-
tralian colonies. "The idea underlying the
projected reform is that, without destroy-
ing the influence for good of the irrespon-
sible upper house, the responsible Com-
mons will be freed from the humiliation
of seeing its measures made of no effect
! owing to the Senate’s veto. 1f this can
be effected: through the operation of Sir

Mr. A. H. Notman, district passenger
agent, was on board, but declines to tallk.
He says the truth about the semaphore
will be told at the enquiry. The passen-
gems all praise the C.P.R. for the kindness
and consideration shown them.

JOHNSON

WINS
FIRST ROUND

Against the Academy of Music and There
Will be High Jinks at the Kee Club
To-night in Honor of It.

What may possibly prove only the
first round in the contest between Mr.
Fred. W. Johnson, the champion of the
colored race, and the proprietors of the
Academy of Music, was given this morn-

ing by Mr. Justice Archibald in favor
of the former, ¢

Mr. Jchnson is awarded fifty dollars
damages, and there will be high jinks
at the IKee Club tomight. A monster
cakewalk will be a feature of the pro-
ceedings, and other means will also be
employed to mark the satisfuction of our
fellow-citizens of sable complexion to this
distinet  triumph, Judge Archibald’s
judgment commenced ‘by reviewing the
facts of the case.

Mr. Johnson alleged that on March 11,
1898, he bought two seats, known as Nos.
1 and 3, in row IX of the orchestra chairs

Sparrow and Jacobs, known as the Acad-
emy of Musie, said seats being for a
representation to take place in said thea-
fre on the evening of March 12th, 1898;
that he (Mr. Johnson) presented him-
self, with a lady, on the evening of the
said 12th Maveh, to occupy said seats, but
was forcibly ejected and forbidden to oc-
cupy said seats, and was greatly humili-
ated in the presence of a large number
of persons; that, m additiop, he was
obiiged to expend momey in going to
another theatre, and ne asked damages
in the sum of $503.20.

Messrs, Sparrow and: Jacobs pleaded in
gubstance, denying Mr., Johnson’s allega-
tions, and further alleging that that gen-
tieman was a coloved person, or negro;
that it was a regulation of the Academy
of Music, well known to Mr. Jolnson,
that no colored persons should be per-
mitted to occupy seats in phe orchestra
chairs, and that the coupons for seats in
that part of the theatre, delivered to Mr.
Johnson by Messrs. Sparrow and Jacob's
employes, were so delivered under the
influence of Mr. Johnson's false represen-
tation that such seats were required for
a guest at the Queen's Hotel; that no
violence was used, and no scene created
with Mr, Johnson; that that gentleman
was offered a seat in seats equally good
in the dress circle, which Mr. Johnson
refused, and if he spent any money in
going to another theatre Messrs. Sparrow
and Jacobs were not responsible there-

"EXEMPTIONS DOWN $700,000.

During 1898 the Property Exempt from Taxation Grew

Dr. Geo. A. Baynes, One of its
Promoters, Returns to Settle
in Montreal.

Canadians in the United States Are
Well Off, and Retain Their
British Allegiance.

Dr. George A. Baynes, one of the prime
movers in the formation of the Canadian
regiment in Chicago at the outbreak of
the Spanish-American war, and its lieu-
tenant-colonel, has returned to Montreal
after an absence of some years, and will
in future practise here. In conversation
with a Herald representative Dr, Baynes
told how the regiment eame to be raised,
and snid that the main idea underlying it
was to give a practical example of Anglo-
American unity and a tangible expression
of sympathy with the United States.

“The former antagonism shown to Eng-
land by Americans is passing away,” said
Dr. Baynes. “In the past any little set-
back _Entga.nd got was hailed with plea-
gure in the States, but now, on the con-
trary, such occurrences would be received
with expressions of t.  This was
plainly shown durving the Fashoda inoci-
dent. The action of the Canadiank in rais-
ing a regiment will not soon he forgotten,
and will aid materially in bringing about
a better understanding between the two
ccuntries. That is the feeling of politi-
cians of all elasses who have spoken to
me, and several have expressed their con-
viction that there should be closer busi-
ness relations between the countries. We
had unice lotters from the President and
Secretary Alger thanking us for our of-
fer of a regiment, and assuring us that
our generous response when men wero
needed would not be forgotten. Canada
is now being Jooked upon in the States as
a factor in the world’s affairs, thanks to
the vigor and businesslike spirit of ity
Governmem.,” "

¥Yree Silver Republicans to Join With
Democrats in Pushing
The Issue,

Chicago, Jan. 5. —William J. Bryan will
have his own way, and in a very short
time will sound the keynote of the na-
tional Democratic campaign of 1900, which
will be silver at the ratio of 16 to 1. Mhe
fight against trusts and monopolies and
opposition to imperialism, colonization and
expansion will be issues, but subsidiary to
that of eilver, Silver Democrats, silver
Republicans and Populists are to join to-
gether in the comtest, and, as in 1896, Mr.
Bryan will be the leader.

This wus settled upon at a meeting of
the Ways and Means Commitee of the
National Democratic Comumittee, whaich
began yesterdey, and lasted until far into
the night. Those present were National
Chairman James K. Jones, Senator Allen,
of Nebraska, former Governor Altgeld, of
1llineis, and W. H. (“Coin”) Harvey, re-
presenting the National Demoeratic Cofu-
mivtee; Senator Teller, of Colorado; for-
mer Congressman ‘lowne, of Minnesoi,
and former Senator Dubois, of Idaho.

After the meeting, which took place in
Senator Jones' woom, at the Auditorium
Annex, Senater Jones said: “l am pro-
foundly convinced the platform of 1900
will be essentially the sume as that of
1896. 'The free silver plank will be as
strong as ever, and the ratio will un-
doubtedly be the same, though the ques-
tion of ratio is not the question of silver.
In my opinion the outlook could not be
brighter or more encouraging. The Re-
publicans have failed completely to carry
out their promises, and are depending on
the war for issues. They seek any sort of
a subterfuge to keep the people away from
the thougnts that they have made a total
failure of all promises made. But the
people are thinking. They will not forget
the campaign of 1896."”

“Do you think there is any tendency on
the part of the Democracy fho shelve
the question?”

"qunow there is not. All of this talk
comes from the Republicans and from Re-
publican mewspapers.  Eventually they
fear the issue.” - F

“Our meeting was harmonious from be-
ginning to end,” said former United States
Senator Dubois, “and silver Republicans
and Democrats alike will bé'inténsely gra-
tified at its outcome. The Slver Republi-
cans will Liold a great natiomal eonvention
and, I believe, it will be composed of tne
best and most influential men:in gur party.

“It will, in all probability,be held at the
same time and in combination with the
silver Demovratic convention, and the
Populists. By the time ithese conventions
are held we believe that the money ques-
tion will have again become dominant as
the issue of the next Presidential cam-
paign. We huave absolutely mo doubt of
this. It is a foregone conclusion. The
silver men of ithe country of all political
parties are now united, and from this
time until the election will work together.
Time must show the direction of to-day's
meeting, For my part, I believe there is
but one issue before us—silver at sixteen

A
number of papers report that George
Edwardes will acquire the Lyceum and
establish a brilliant comedy company.

A representative of the Associated Press
has been informed from the best source
that Irving's plans are not to retire from
the stage, but to abandon his career as an
actor-manager. His physician has impera-
tively advised him to7drop the cares of
management, and as tha distinguished
actor is feeling his age, it is impressed
upon him that he is entitled to lighter la-

Mr. Shaw is a great adnwrer of Lord
Rosebery, whom he regards as the oniy
peasible leader of the Eng.ish Liberal party
in the near future. He thinks that the
ex-Premier’s broad imperial statesmanship,
great popularity, perscmal magnebism, elo-
quence and wit will rally the forces of
Liberavism and lead them to a glorious
victory.

THE NECESSITY FOR A TREATY.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier and his cdlleagues
have now resumed at Washington their
task of framing, if possible, a treaty of
coneciliation and of amity between the
United States and the Dominion—a treaty
ihat will remove out of the way the ob-
etacles to a good understanding between
| ilie countries that have too long existed,
and will, it is hoped, mark the beginning
of o new and better era in the relations
of dhe thwo peoples. It is not easy to over-
estimate the far-reaching importance to
Canada of sudh a fireaty, and the efforts
of the
thercfore reccive the mosh sympathetic
consideration by all classes of Canadians.

Canadiani Commissioners should

The dangers that lie in a failure to con-
sunmate a treaby should impel all vight-
thinking citizens %o hope for a favorable
conclusion of the negotiations now in pro-
gress. ‘It should not be forgotten that a
very brief time has elapsed since the
States and Canada were literally growling
in each other’s faces, An alien labor law
-in  the ° United States had
voked the passage of a similar
measure through the Canadian Parlia-
ment. High duties imposed by Congress
on Canadian lumber had led to a strident
demand in Canada for an export duty on
logs., The quesbion of pelagic scal-fishing
promised to develop into an international

pro-

quarrel. Other open questions, such as
the Alaska boundary, the At-
lantic fisheries, threatened danger to
the peace of the two countries. There
was, on every hand, material for a most
serious disagreement. And this condition
of affairs, be it remembered, may return
if the negotiations now in progress fail.
The importance of a treaty that will
place the friendship of the two countries
on a firm and lasting foundation is evi-
dent. To accomplish this end concessions
must needs be made by both sides, hut
there is no occasion for apprehension that

and

without conceding something that we
would rather not concede is suggesting to
certain Conservative journals that there
is party capital to be made by charging
that the Canadian Commissioners are pav.

SHCOND CHAMEBHERS.

The usefulness of a second chamber—
apart from any purpose it may have, as in
Canada, to protect the smaller members of
a confederation—is in its furnishing by
delay of legislation an opportunity for the
sober second thought of the country to
make its influence felt. It is not necessary
te argue that hasty legislation is bad. It
is seldom good. And it is not less bad,
tlvough it be passed with the sanction, or by
the force of public sentiment. It is no
derogation of ithe right of the people ta
govern to say that their government is all
the more likely to be along right lines if
they adept such safeguards as may be pos-
sible against their own hasty judgment,
and against those sudden cbullitions of
sentiment to which all peoples are subject.
Checks and delays are, therefore, an
essentinl and necessary part of all legis-
lative systems, The President of the
United States has a veto power. A veto
power, vested in the mayor, 18 a part of
uearly every munieipal reform scheme.,
Alike in large and small legislative spheres
a delay power is considered to be a salu-
tary feature. Not an absolute veto power
which may continue to defy public opinion
expressed through elected representa-
tives, The United States President has
not that. The measure to which he objects
can- be passed over his objection. His
veto amounts only to a &ela.y—po:wer. The
Eritish House of Lords has a veto power
which in its practical working is now mo-
thing more than a power wof delay—a
clumsy one it is true,

It is herein the fatal defect of the Cana-
dian Senate lies. Whercas in other repre-
sentative systems supreme power is, in the
last stage, in the hands of the people’s
clected representatives, it is not so in
Canada. The veto of the Senate is final
and irreversible. It can not only call a
halt and review —it has it in its power to
terminate the plans and disband the forces
organized by the men elected by the peo-
ple to govern. Against its action there is
uo recourse. This is a fatal defect. It is
one which must lead to the abolition of
the chamber unless it will consent to
adjust itself to what can be clearly shown
to be fhe genius and practical necessitios
of representative institutions.

The Senate’s proper functions are to de-
lay legislation, whether because it con-
siders a measure either merely impolitic or |
corrupt in its purpose, and by delay to
give an opportunity for the operation of
publie opinion.

Beyond public opinion there is no higher
political court. To try to give to a second |
chamber, whose members are appointed
for life, the character of an over-ruling po-
litical providence is both impracticable and
ridiculous;

The true purpose of @ second chamber
is to delay and review such legislation as
it may consider objectionable and to foeus
public opinion upon such measures as may
be the better for a searchlight, Sir Wil.
frid Laurier’s proposition proposes to give
the Senate this delay power and nothing
more.

There are no diffienlties in the way aris
ing from our constitution, Sir Mackenzia
Bowell’s fears to the confrary, notwith-
standing. A Government would still be
raquired to possess the confidence of a
majority of the elected chamber and would
not be required to resign office except upon
an adverse vots there. Sir Wilirid’s pro-
posal yas embodied in the Australian fed-
eration plan, and a similar scheme was
also advanced by Mr, Gladstone in con-
The
principle, moreover, is working in several
European countries,

To those who desive the abolition of
the Senate the plan should commend itself
Bs a practicable reform, while to believers
in a Senate the plan will be aceptable as
a reform rendered absolutely niecessary
by the present anomalous and unendurable
state of affairs and by a condition of pub-
lic sentiment mwhich threatens the wvery
existence of the Upper House,

THR PREMIER AND THH SENATH

1t is genmerally admitted that Rip Wil-
frid Laurier ‘dealt gently by the Senate in
his specch of Luesday night, and that the
reform he proposed is framed in the hope
rather of removing practical difficulties in
the way of legislation than with the pur-
pose of lessening whatever of genunine use-
fulness there may be in the second cham-
ber itself. 1If is not to be forgotten thav
when the Senate was made o part of our
legislative machinery,. its principal purpose
was to guard in an especial manner the
interests of the several provineces which
were then entering upon the experiment
of Confederation. By a section of
the community in every province it was
much doubted whether there was suficient
identity of interests to hold confederation
together on terms that would be endurable
to all the members of it. Neither, at that
time, had all parties in the United Can-

adas theroughly agreed as to the fairness

grouped Maritime Provinces were acecorded
equal representation in the Senate. Subse-
quent additions have been made to its
membership which have been dictated by
consideration for the rights of the new
western provinces, It is undoubtedly true
that to-day there is a mew spirit per-
vading the Dominion from one end to the
other, and that there is every year a fuller
confidence in the future of the Dominion,
and every year less and less tendency to
distinguish the interests of one provinee
from the interests of all. But, as the
Manitoba school case proved, it is by no
means certain that differences between
provinces are at an end. At the same
time we hear very little nowadays about
the Senate as a guardian of the rights of
provinces and minorities; we hear much
of what is by one side called blocking
hasty legislation, by the other side, parti-
san interference in legislation. The Sen-
ate has been its own most severe eritie in
this regard by ita flagrant and consistent
subservience to the needs of one political
party during the whole thirty-one years
of confederation. With the Conservatives
in power, it has been meek and docile, do-
mg nothing more serious than now and
again, at the instigation of Conservative
leaders in the House of Commons, killing
or emasculating legislation which they had
put through the Lower Housze to serve
their own party ends. No really moment-
ous legislation, nmothing as to which the
Liberal opposition felt bound to make the
country ring with protests, was ever check.
ed or retarded in any way by the cham-
ber of sober second thought. When the
Liberals were in power, in the seven-
ties and now again at the present time,
the same consistent partisanship has been
observable. When Mr. Mackenzie was in
office the Senators killed measure after me:
sure for no other reason than that it suited
the policy of the House of Commons op-
pogition. Bince Sir Wilfrid Laurier has
come to office they have done the same.
In two years they have been more active
than in the preceding eighteen. Whether
they were right or wrong is not to the
purpose. The outstanding fact is thas
whatever the theoretical divisions in the
Senate, in point of fact there has been
only one line of division that is worthy of
notice, namely, a division on party lines.

Insomuch as we have in Canada agreed
to make the best we can of the attempt
to manage the affairs of the country by
means of politieal parties and through
the executive agencies therefrom evolved,
and as the only hope of securing good
government rests in the ahility of the
people to replace one party by another,
there is something manifestly wrong about
a system which works as we now see our
legislative machinery for the Dominion
working. One party in office does as it
wills; out of office it can still rule, at
least partially, by preventing the other
party from ruling. This is what hap-
pened in the Nanaimo railway case in Mr.
Mackenzie's regime; it is what has hap-
pened in the Yukon Railway case in Sir
Wilfrid Laurier’s regime. Now the Yukon
Railway project might have been good or
bad for the country, just as the prefer-
ential tariff to Bnitwin miight have turned
out badly instead of as well as has been
the case. But the Liberal party asked
ne more in either case than to meet the
judgment of the country at the polls.
Regarding the {former, tﬂlﬁ___SEIl“
ate * has denied them the  privi-
lege of meeting the people with any chance
of justifying their conduet by results. The
Senate killed the Yukon bill outright, and
however devoted the Liberals might be
to the work to which they had set their
hand, there is no appeal from the act of
the Senate, and the Senate is responsi-
ble to no one for its act.

It is to mitigate this anomalous econ-
dition that Sir Wilfrid Laurier's amend-
ment is proposed. What the outcome of
such an amendment fo the constitution
would be is faidly clear. It will tend
to lessen the audacity of an opposing ma-
jority in the Senate, and so prevent their
wantonly challenging measures forwarded
by their political opponents for the mere
sake of helping their political friends.
Such utility as they may have in keeping
with the purpose of their house will be
comserved, and only the abuse of their

power in ways never expected will be af-
tacked.

New York, Jan. 4—Will R. Pitman, a
founder of the League of American Wiheel- |
men and “winner of the first bicyele race |
in America,” i3 being boomed by his |
friends as a candidate for appointment to
the chairmanship of the National Racing
Board of the L.A.W. The a rlointmeuti
will be made by the next president of the
league, but it is understood that Pitman
will have the backing of President I. B.
Potter, Chief Consul M. M. Belding, G.
D. Gideon, former chairman of the board,
and other leaders in league politics.

Mr, Pitman is the chief apostle in New
Yerk eity of the retention of race con-
trol by the league. If appointed he pro-
poses to reorganize the racing department
of the league. He favors mceting the rac-
ing men half way and giving proper con-
sideration to their grievances. He does
rot favor the admission of professionals
to L.A.W. membership, but advoeates or-
ganization among professionals and the
appointment of representatives to confer
with the Racing Board on matters affect-
ing the interests of the professional side of
the sport.

Mr. Pitman favors the registration of all
amateur racing men, He would divide the
fees received from registration between
the National and State Division treasur-
ies, and is of opinion that he could en-
rich the national treasury $5.000 a year
thereby.

There is a growing sentiment among
L.A.W. members that in these troublous
times in the sport the chairman of the
National Racing Board sheuld be located
in New Yorik city, and the friends of Mr.
Pitman count on this sentiment to help
in the appointment of their candidate.

In a bicyele race or other contest of skill
or endurance which shall continue for
more than forty-eight hours, and wherein
one or more persons shall be a contestant
or contestants, it shall be unlawful for
any contestant, after the expiration of such
forty-eight hours, to conbinue in such race
or contest for a longer time than twelve
bours during any twenby-four hours after
said forty-eveht hours.

The proprietor, occupant or lessee of the
place where such race or confest takes
place consenting to, allowing or permitlihg
any violation of the foregoing provisions
of this section, is guilty of a misdemeanor,
The manager or superintenident of such
race or contest, consenting to, permibbing
or allowing any violation of the provisions
of the first sentence of this section is
guilty of a misdemeanor.

While we should hesitate a long time
before offering Punch’s famous dissuasion
to those about to emigrate to South Af-
nica, it would be well for them if before
stepping off these shores they counted the
cost of living in their proposed new home.
Recent complaints from railway employes
kave led to a special inquiry as to the
cost of living at vanious cities in the Cape
Colony, evidence being taken from a hun-
dred and thirty-eight witnesses employed
in the Railway Department, Public Works
Department, Civil Commissioners’ Offices,
Post Officz, and Customs Department. Peo-
ple who are accustomed to Englnah prices,
and who are not aware that, taking every-
thing dtogether, England is the cheapess
country under the sun to live in, will ba
astonished to hear that at the Cape single
men with salavies of from £150 to £200
a year have a severe struggle to make botn
ends meet. The inquiry shows that the
cost of bare board and lodging to the sin-
gle man in the eeveral centres is as fol-
lows: Kimberley, £7 16z a month; Came
Town, £7 1s 11d; Port Flizabeth, £6 17s.
3d.; Fast London, £6 13s. 8d. Kimberley
is therefore the dearest place, although in
the case of Cape Town, where if is almost
a matter of necessity to live in the su-
burbs, no allowance is made for railway
tickets. For a single man life may be
possible on €150 a year; it is the married
man with a family who has the puzzle to
solve.

DISCUSSION MOVES
P TO OTTAWA

Board of Trade to Put Harbor
Questions Before the Governor-
General,

——

THE BUOYS AND LIGHTS.

The Recommendations Made by the
Committee of Three Recently
Appointed,

—_—

NEW MEMBERS ARE ELECTED,

—_——

The question of lighting and buoying
improvements in the harbor here is igoing
to be brought before the Governor-Gen-
cral-inCouncil. This was decided upon
at a Board of Trade meeting held yester-
day, when Messrs. E. L. Bond, Henry
Miles end Thos, Harding presented the
result of recent deliberations.

The report was a lengthy one, but its
chief points were as follows:

That the three reports above mentioned
were ‘practically agreed in their observa-
tions and recommendations, and, there:
fore, that the council should endorse the
same;

That the Government engineer’'s report
showed that he agreed generally as to the
need for the suggested improvements in
lighting and buoying the channel;

That the commattee was of opinion that
no economical considerations should pre-
vent their carrying out, in their entirety,
and as speedily as pessible, of the recom-
mendations for additional buoys as par-
ticularized in the report of the Harbor
Commissioners’ engineer;

That ithe recommendations of the said
three reports, that the placing and care of
the buoys be taken out of the hands of
contractors, and be assumed by the Gov-
ernment, is specially endorsed;

That while the entire revision of the
lighting of the river from Quebec to Mont-
real must necessarily be a work of gra-
dual accomphishment, that in view of the
fact that the majority of steamers coming

to this port reach its vicinity in the even-
m%i that they are frequently com-
peiled by the absence of ithe necessary

lights to anchor in sight of the harbor, the
Jovernment should be asked to provide
forthwith such gas buoys and range lights
between Varennes and Montreal as will
render safe night navigation of that sec-
tion of the river.

With regard ‘to pilotage, the report
stated that the evidence adduced before
the Government Pilovage Commission, to-
gether with the experience of shipmasters
at this port, points to the present pilotage
system as being a sertous disadvantage to
the mavigation of the St. Lawrence route.

After dealing with some of the defects
in detail, the following recommendations
were made in the report:

“1. The abolition of the limit of the
number of pilots.

“9. The entire removal of any contract
that tends to malke the pilets a close cor-
poration, and the throwing open of the
service to the best men.

“3, The Government should empower the
Harbor Commissioners to deal summarily
with all offenders.”

The counecil was umanimous in adopting
the report and in thanking the committee
for. the time and care they had evidently
bestowed upen it.

It was also agreed that a memorial or
resolution based upon the report, should
ha presented to the annual meeting of the
Board of Trade for adoption. with a view
to its being subsequently communicated to
the Governagr-Geeneral-ineChouncdil.

The council had eommunicated to the
Minister of Trade and Commerce docu-
ments recsived from a resident -of Belize,
British Flonduras, with reference to the
opering up of business conneotions he-
tween Canada and that country. The De-
puty Minister, in acknowledging the same,
gtabed that he had written to the gentle-
man in question sayving that Canada had
offered preferential trade and that if sister
colonies were anxious to take up the olfer
or to. meat it on reasonable terms, every
effort weuld be made to induce those in-
terested to take up the maiter, in the hope
that eventually trade of considerable im-
pertance might be established.

Senate Reform.

(La Patrie.)

The attack on our ir:gsponsible Senate’s
fortress hus commen. sir Walfrid
Laurier has announced that his Govern-
ment will immediatyly undertake the
work of reform. He 1s against abolition,
and we agree with him. We believe,
with the best constitutional authorities,
{hat two houses give more weight to legis-
lative action. Desides, as Bbir Wilfrid
gays, there is the more reason for the
existence of an Upper House in Canada,
that our country is composed of different
elements, and that there are all kinds
of interests to protect and defend.

But the reform in the Camadian Senata
is necessary, because it is a standing
menace to our parliamentary institutions,
a constant challenge to popular sover-
eignty; because its irresponsibility lias bes
come a barrier in the path of a Gov-
ernment and a House freely chosen by
the people.

The authorities are agreed that the
functions of the Lower House are to give
effect to the will of the people, and that
the Upper House should allow the people
to be governed by its direct representa.
tives, aud ought not to obstruct admin-
istrative measures.

Now, for the past two years, our Cana-
dian Senate, which is immovable and
irresponsible, secks to govern, despite the
Commons, the representatives of the peo-
ple, and to keep the country under the
yoke of Toryism Yet it was -Sir Wil-
frid Laurier, it was the Liberal party,
who was entrusted with power in 1808

by the people themselves, and it was to |

restore -the finances, to develop our agri
cultural, eommercial and industrial re-
sources, to repair disasters which had been
aceumulating for eighteen years, that the
taxpayers called to the helm of the ship
of state the old colleague of Alexander
Mackenzie. Now, when we seek to carry
out our programme of reform and pro-
gress, we find that it is sought to bar
our road with the debris of a regime,
worm-eaten and condemmed, with men
who were the allies, friends and leaders
of a party whieh was publicly condemned
at the last EEnr:ral elections and at near-
ly every subsequent bye-election.

The Senate does not fulfil the I%ea of
the Fathers of Confederation. John
Bright forecsaw the stite of parfamenatry
anarchy into which the Senate now seeks
to lead wus, when he declared that ib
was folly for the Canadians to have a
body so constituted as Fart of their fed-
eral system. ““Ihis clause,” he said,
“places in this federal charfer the germ
of a malady which will spread and which,
before very long, will require an altera-
tion of this act and of the constitution
of this new Confederation.”

The people of Canada are attached to
responsible government, and will fully ap-
prove Sir V&ﬂfrid Laurier'’s proposed re-

orm.

The preliminary step is that which was
suggesbed by the editor of La Patrie in
his pamphlet on the Senate, the confer-
ence of both Houses in cases of dead-

The G. N. W. Wires Down for a Time—No Danger
of a Flood—Water Now Going Down—Lake

St. Loui

s Clear.

The heavy rains of yesterday and last
evening caused the river to rise at a
gapid and almost glarming rate. In less

than twenty-four hours it rose seven and
a half feet. Yesterday morning the water
auge showed that the water was ten
fcet above the normal level. This morn-
ing the gauge registered seventeen and a
half feet above. This is five and a half
feet higher than on the same day last
year.

The sewage pumps were kept at work
all night long, and although the ice that
worked into sewers from the streets
fmpeded the flow of the water to some
extent, they were kept reasomably clear
and no damage resulted. Barly this morn-
ing it was apparent that the water had
veached its point, and before noon thera
was a fall perceptible. The making of
the river roads has been greatly delayed
by the rain and thawing., Yesterday the
ice was well taken aeross the river, but
during the night a shove oceurred. This

tains at various places in the river.

The only damage reported from this
cause was done to the G.N.W. wires which
cross the river at the Vietoria bridge.
When the shove oceurred the wires were
broken, and for a few hours connection
with New York and other points south
was cut off. Before noon the break

, was repaired, and connection restored.

[ The ice from Lake St. Louis came down
the river with the shove. A stiff breeze
blowing down accelerated its speed. The
lake opposite Lachine. and Dorval was
entirely clear from ice this morning,

The rain gauge at the City Hall shows

that one inch of water fell in yester-
| day’s storm. The range in the tempera-
Jturc was rather remarkable. At 3 a.m.
| yesterday the thermometer stood at 17
degrees above zero. At the same hour
this morning it stood at 51, a range of
34 degrees in twenty-four hours. At 10

GAIP EPIDEMIC
15 NOW RAGIKG.

Montreal Doctors Busy Night and
Day Fighting the Com-

mon Enemy.
——— S
WHAT THEY SAY ABOUT IT.

It is the Most Virulent Type Since
Thet of 1890—Heart Failure
Follows.

—_—

BUSINESS IS VERY MUCH UPSET.

—_——

A grip epidemic is raging in Montreal
just now, :

For ten days or more the city has been
in the embrace of the malady, and doctors
lhave been working overtime and going
aithout their meals. Since its first visit
in the winter of 1889 and 1890 this pesky
germ has not invaded  the atmosphere of
tbhis city in such overwhelming myriads as
during the last few days.

A number of the more prominent doe-
ers were called on this morning, and they
agreed that the disease was more preva-
Jent than it had been since its advent. Cer-
tainly great numbers of people are sick,
and with every change of the weather the
Yedridden army is further recruited. It
15 not difficult to find dange business houses
where half, or at least a large percentage,
of the working staff has been retired in a
gingle day, so sudden and so effective is
the first attack.

Speaking of the compamtive strength or
wirlence of the disease this year, one doc-
for said that during the last few winters
people went about grumbling that they
had la grippe, or they might sit about
dhe house, and keep warm: but now they
go to bed, and remain there in agony. The
mwseular amd nervous systems are at-
tacked, and the all-over soreness is as evi-
dent as ever.

La grippe is mot a respector of persons
in the sense of class distinctions, but it
does respect people who are hygienic in
dlieir habits, nourish themselves properly,
and avoid exposure. 1t has no age limits
in its c¢hoice of victims. TFrom infaney to
senile decay all are liable to its inroads.
One physician remarked that on Saturday
the saw a boy standing out in his bare
feet, and supposed that he was down with
grippe by now. Exposure and dehilitated
health are predisposng causes, but con-
tagion is the exciting cauze. The reporter
engquired how the contagion spread, and
twas told that it was in the air. It is, of
course, assumed to be a germ disease, and
develops most energy with changes in the
weather. Steady cold weather, however,
is the least suitable for the spread of la
grippe.

A physician remarked, though without
expressing approval ot the treatment, that
people had found out that if a person
who ‘had grippe dosed himself liberally
with quinine and whiskey his recovery
was fairly certain, and therefore the doe-

tors were not callled in as often now as
when the disease was more strange. An-
other stated that he very frequently found
more than one of a family ill and in bed.
As far as could be learned, in ng one part
of the city is the disease more prevalent
than in another: and none of the gentle-
men interviewed could offar any guess as
to the number of vases in the city, thouch
they must total in the thomsands. The
present epidemic does not appepar as yeu
t5 be on the wane, and as a large perc}an-
tage of the deaths usually comes from se-
guel troubles the average mnmot vet he
determined. Seqtiel ‘diseases come usually
as the result of too early exposure. Peo-
ple who would aveid trouble ghould keep
warm, take plenty of sleep, and be pro-
perly nourished. .

The Jews of France.

In view of the Dreyfus affair and the anti-
Semitic agitation connected with it in France,
it is of interest to learn exactly what ths
status of the Jews in that country is. The
Kurier, of Hanover, gives the following data
en the subject: Among the eleven or twelve
thousand Jewish families in Parls, there are
at most five or six hundred who belong to
the really wealthy class and occupy a high
position in the financial world. Idere it is
that the power of the Paris Jews is to be
found, the chief representatives of thls class

being the houze of HRothschild, wih Its
| many milliards of money. Next to these
gtand the names of Helne, Fould, Dreyfus,
Hirsch, Erlanger, Konigswater, Camondo,
Ephrussl, ‘Haber, Schnapper, Guenzburg,

and others. All of these Jewish bankers arz
also engaged In large transactions In for-
eign lands, even as far as Russia amil South
America. They spend money lavishly, and
are the owners of palaces, country-seats,
race-courses, ete. Rothschild, as the owner
of 150,000 or even 180,000 hectares of land
(375,000 to 450,000 acres), and of a mass ol
real estate in Paris, is the greatest holder
of properties and of vineyards in all France.
The other two or three thousand Israelitish
families in France who enjoy a goodly
amount of wealth are engaged in all kinds
of business, even in the book trade and
printing. The trade in diamonds, in oid
and modern works of art, Is almost entirsiv
in Jewish hamds, etween three and four
hundred Jews are officers and officials, many
of whoam are physicians, engineers, savan.e,
professors, ‘authors, journalists, musicians
and actors. Of dhe five or six hundred
richest Jewlsh families there are only a few
some members of which have not become
Christians. Four or five yvoung idadies of
the Rothschild family have embraced tho
Christian faith and have married Christian
husbamnds. The Princess of Monaco a
daughter of the Jewish family Heine; and
another daughter is the Countess of Bleh-
ingen, and both are converts. In some thirty
of these families all the daughters have re-
ceived Christlan baptism and have been mar-
ried to Christians, Several of the wealthiest

is

| Jewish families, e.g., the Oppenheims, Couut

Cohn d'Envers, have all become Christians.
The French mobility and the Jeading so-
clety pecple in general have already been tn
a large: ‘degree intermarried with Jewigh
families, The same =state of affairs exisls
also In the lower ranks of Jewish soclety,
many members of which have been Chrls-
tlan, mostly through marriage.

The Czar's Newest Whim,

The Czar is a man of moral courage
His peace manifesto convinced a few per-
gons of that, but, to quote Cyrano, he has
done betfer since. Popular fads are no
respecters of persons. liven royalty can-
not escape them; and the recent fad for
papering or decorating rooms in black and
white sketches appealed to the Czar and
Czarina. According to St. Petersburg gos-
sip, the imperial couple had one of the
palace rooms done over in black and
white, and were mightily pleased with the
result. 'Then the Czar had a brilliant
idea, He would have a den paperad on-
tirely with caricatures of himself. e trave
orders that a colllection of all caricatures
of his royal self that had appeared in
foreign journals should be procured; and
he is delighted with his scheme,

Few great men could stand sneh a test:
and only a phenomenal sense of humor and
a sturdy self-respect, liberally Havored with
genial tolerance for other men’s views,
could enable a man to be happy in a
room papered with caricatures of himself.
It is doubtful whether another sovereign
in Europe would enjoy following the Czar's
example; and imagination fails when one
tries to conceive of The state of mind
into which such a room would plunge the
Hohenzollern palmer, But if that same
Vmperor William would mertify his van-
ity to the extent of ordering a caricature
room for himself, what an incxhanstible
fund He would have to draw from, and
what a spicy character his decorations
might assume! He has supplied the cari-
caturists of two continents with bread
ever since he appeared on the publie
stage.

ST-CUNEGONDE FINANCES

The City Council Recelved the Annual
Statement Last Night.

There was a full attendance of couneil-
lers at the weekly meeting of Ste. Cune-
gcnde City Council last night. Mayor
Lymburner presided. The prinecipal mat-
ter of business was the readinz of the an-
nual financial etatement by Mr. Vebert,
secretary-treasurer.

This statement showed that the total
revenue received in 1808 was $49,858.03,
and the total expenditure amounted to
£00.666.43. The sum of $#6,200 for unfore-
seen expenszes is deducted from the lat-
ter amount, leaving a surplus of $391.60 on
the ordinary revenue and expenditure ae-
e unt. The largest item of expense is $34,-
431, for interest and other charges on the
eiviec debt. The other $15,000 covers the
usnal expenditures on account of five and
rolice protection, health, roads, light, wa-
ter, drains, and city hal. The town has
taxes still due to it amounting to $24,777:
The assessed value of real estate iz %3,-
279.536, and of exampted property $363,607.
Debentures have been issued for $5735,000,
entailing an  annual interest chargze of
$27,100.

The statement was approved and adopt-
ed after some discussion.

A Bag Country for Bogus “ Hxtras.”

Each country has its own peculiar re-
strictions upon “personal liberty,” and
that one of the restrictions that prevail in
Germany bears hard upon the newspaper
publisher is indicated in the following
story from the Berlin Tagblatt:

~—that an American attempt to land in
Tuba had been repulsed. The lieutenant
asked 4the purchasers of the ‘extra’
whether they wishied to make a charge,
and the vendors and publishers were ar-
rested.

“The accused Pauli a@dmitted that he had
published the ‘extra,’ but pretended that
te meafly thought the information eon-
veyed to be exclusive. His ecompanion,
iindner, would not acknowledge any re-
sponsibility. ‘The state prosecutor sug-
rested three monghs’ imprisonment for
Pauli, and three weeks for Lindner. But
as Pauli had twice before committed the
same misdemeanor, the court sentenced
him to six months, and Lindner to one
month. The court was influenced in its
decision by the considerafion that a
swindle of this kind is no more excusahble
than any other deception.”

A Frenchman Says the Entire Shore
is Not Worth One Drop
of Blood.

THE RIGHTS COULD BE BOUGHT.

New York, Jan. 5.—A despatch to the
Herald from Paris says: .

There seems to be a growing conviction
here that the Newfoundland question will
furmish the next subject for discussion bs-
tween Iirgland and France, y

Mr. MeUrath, edifor of the St. John's
Evening Heraid, has contributed an ar-
ticle to the current Contemporary Review,
wherain the English view of the case 1s
given, amd reprisals are threatened if sab:
isfaction be not obtained.

“Rutisfaction’” appears to be in the pres-
ent case that the lrench should withdray
from the stand they have taken om their
inconteatable legal rights guaranteed them
by the treaty of Utrecht. .

These rights have no longer any raison
d'efre, according to the English. M.
Chamberlain has pointed out that at the
time the treaty was concluded the fishery
rights were of great value; now they have
become comparatively insignificant, while
Rear Admiral Reveillere, in a letter writ-
ten to vesterday's Matin, says:

“The French dhore is of no interest to
our navy.,” He affirms that the question
of the I'rem¢h shore in Newfoundland iz
serious only because it has been absurdly
exsggerated by the professional patriots

Mare Londry, in the Fgaro, explains
what the French shore question is.

“Tn the first place,” he says, “the local
Goverpment has devoted itself to annny-
ing the French fishermen in the exercise
of rights conferred on them by the treaty
of Utrecht and subsequent treaties. The
Nawfoundlaniders have held the existing
treaties cheap by endeavoring to seize upon
the trade in tinned lobsters and to pre-
vent others from carrying it on, under
the absurd pretext that there is a differ
enve bebween crustacea and fish.

“In view of this state of things, we de
mand, we invoke our rights. But in New-
foundland, as in London, ingenious reasins
are given for not acknowledging them.”

Mare Landry, however, admits that tha
entire territory in dispute is not worth
the blood of a single French sailor.

“We should be well advised in accept-
ing compensation in exchange for this
stretch of coast,” 43 his conclusion.

HAVANA THRILLED

Qvera Report About a Torture Cham-
ber Which Bvidentlly Did Mot Exist.

Havana, Jan. 5—The afternoon papers
yesterday sent® athrill throngh the city
with a report that a torture and exeen-
tion chamber had been found at the resi-
denee of dhe Spanish milibary governor,
adjoining the palice. The papers declir-
el that there the Spanish officials question-
ed and murdered political priscners. Ae-
cording to their aceounts, the floor of the
“chamber” svas covered with dried hlaod
and its walls were indented with machete
strokes.

An excited erawd soon gathered outside
the residence which was last occupied by
Jeneral Parrado: The reported “torture
clinmber” is a roem about 8 feet by 8§,
just off the dining room. As a matter of
fact. it was probably used as a pantry.
In the wall there is a dirty iron bar, evi-
dently used to hang ineat, nnd a piece of
digeolored vope is suspended from it. Tt
is inconceivable that General Parrado
practiced torture next to his dining room.

SIBERIAN EXILES.

Russia Is at Last Making a Move to
Ameliorate Thelr Conditicn—A Com-
missioner's Report.

London, Jan. 5—The St. Petersburg
eorrespondent  of the Daily Mail says:
| “Privy Councillor Salémon, of the Pris-
ons Administration, lms just returned here
frém a fivemonths' tour in prsons and
exile colonies of the Russian Government
in Siberia and the Island of Saghalien,
ofi the east coast of Asia. Ile has fur-
nished me with the chier points of his per-
sonal report to the Uzar. [Its leading
feature is M. Salomon's conclusion that
hanishment is useless, and undesirable as
u form of pimishment, becausa it produces
th(‘i complete moral degradation of the
exile.

“Salomon found the prisons in West-
ern Siberia in fair condition, with no
signs of over-crowding or dirt; bubt in
Eastern Siberia the conditions were quite
the opposite.  Matters ‘he found still
worse in Baghalien—prizoners badly treat-
ed, prisons filthy, and hospitals erowded
like pig-stys. He dismissed two chief di-
veetors of prisons for cruelty and em-
bezzlement, and eighiy minor officinls for
eruelty.

“He has drafted a eomprohensive Sy
tem of reforms in prison treatment, great-
ly ameliomting existing conditions, firo-
viding payment for penal work and faeili-
ties for settling in Siberia on the expira-
L'.nrtl i)t E?ntences._n llie believes his sug-
gested reforms will be speedil y
by the Czar.”

Defective Arrangements a Serious In-
convenience to the Large Industries
Doing Business With Montreal,

Mr. James MaGoun, secretary-treasures
to the Boston Rubber Company, of Mont-
veas, Lid., whites, drawing attention to
the unusatisfactory mail arrangements fiom
St. Jerome. It appears that there are
two mails per day out to St. Jerome which
meet the requirements of the town, but
form Bt. Jerome itself there is only one
mail a day and this cloges aboub halfpast
seven o'cloek in the morning and is not
delivered in Montreal ungil about noon
and sometimes lwter. Phis is a serious
ingowvenience to the lange industries estab-
lished at St. Jerome avho have denlingms
with Montreal business houses and com-
panies. Their mails for all pounts eass
west and south of Mantveal lie over a
whole day babween 8t Jerome and this
city, For exampie, an invoice pos ag
St. Jerome on Monday for Toronto arvives
here on Tuesday, but s not due in Toronto
until Wednesday forenoon. The saume ex-
ample appkies to correspondence with New
York and Boston, cenfres from which
large quantities of goods are purchased,
goods, too, that to be of service must be
received promptly., The remedy suggested,
and the suggestion seems reasonable, is
that a second mail should be dispatched
daily form 8t. Jerome, leaving by atrain
starting about 5 p.m., reaching Montreal
i time for all the outgoing night mails,
