The general statement of receipts and ex­
penditure on account of the Consolidated 
Fund, for the year ended 30th June last, is 
now ready for publication and shows a most 
gratifying result. The surplus is about one 
million more than had been anticipated, and 
is the largest ever known in the bistory of 
the Dominion, being $767,000 more than last 
year, which up to this time bad been the banner 
year. The exact figures are : revenue. $35,- 
888,334 ; expenditure, $28,805,229 ; surplus, 
$7,083,105. Ths principal items of increase 
over last year are Customs, $1,434,707 ; 
Excise, $375,257 ; Post-Office, $200.679 ; 
Public Works, including Railways, $390,399. 
Increased expenditure has taken place in 
Public Works for the year 1882-83, $328,- 
918; Post-Office service, $95,522; Railways. 
$400,648 ; Immigration and Quarantine, 
$184,693. One of the most pleasing features 
of the statement is that the interest 
had in the public debt last year 
was $159,436 less than the previous 
year, and over three hundred thousand leu 
than waa paid the year before. This is due 
to the great increase of deposits in the Pott 
Office and Government Savings Banks, bear­
ing four per cent interest, which has enabled 
the Government to retire a large amount of 
five and six per cent bonds. This item of in­
terest will continue to diminish as maturing 
bonds are retired and replaced by three anfi 
a half and four per cent bonds. With regard 
to ths revenue for the carrent vear, although 
it will probably be leu than last year, still 
the present indications are that the reduction 
will not be so great as was anticipated by Sir 
Leonard Tilley when making his budget 
speech last session and announcing the very 
large reductions in Customs and Excise du­
ties. He caid he expected that these reduc­
tions added to a falling off of imports conse­
quent on increased manufactures in Canada, 
would caoss « loss of revrabs of about $ per

cent in Customs and Excise, and of 7 per cent 
on the whole revenue. So far the collections 
this year on Customs and Excise show a fall­
ing off of nine per cent, but the other sources 
of revenue have so much exceeded expendi­
ture that the reduction on the whole of the 
revenue to date is only five per cent, or two 
per cent better thin the Finance Minister es­
timated.

I'waited for you 
two mortal hours. Neither you nor any ef 
your race were ever before so roundly cursed.
I was astonished first at your audacity in 
breaking so solemn a treaty with me, second-

A NOVEL DECISION.
The Judges in a Columbia, South Caro­

lina, Court arrived at a novel conclusion in 
■a case tried before them the other day. 
Two years ago W. S. Hook, of Lexington, 
was murdered by a negro, who placed the 
body on the track of the Charlotte, Colum 
bia «St Augusta Railroad. Three trains 
passed over the corpse in the night before 
it was discovered, mangling it, of course, 
iu a most shocking way. Tho adminis­
trator of Hook’s estate brought an action 
against the railway corporation to recover 
damages for injuries done the body, tho 
plaintiff alleging negligence on the part 
the railroad company in allowing such 
mutilation, and claiming that there is pro­
perty in a dead body as well as in the 
clothes it may have upon it. The referee 
rendered his decision, allowing the plaintiff 
ten thousand dollars damages. It is not 
unlikely that the company will appeal from 
this judgment, but the decision of the 
Court, in the present instance, is worth 
noting. It suggests a question of con­
siderable interest._________
IS BOSTONTÔBÊCÔMB THE WIN­

TER PORT OF-CANADA?
We see by some of the newspapers that 

Boston, instead of Portland, is likely to 
become the winter port of Canada. The 
Grand Trunk Railway Company has ac­
quired running powers over the Boston and 
Lowell Railroad. One authority, which 
we have seen, states that the great Cana­
dian line has leased this road, which cost 
upwards of five millions of dollars to con* 
struct, and which will give tho Grand 
Trunk unusually good terminal facilities 
at a first-class Atlantic shipping port. The 
arrangement might be made to work satis­
factorily. If we have to go to the. United 
State* in winter for a port of outlet to the 
sea,—though one would suppose that 
Halifax or St. John, N.B., ought to be 
made suitable for our purpose,—Boston 
might as well be the place selected as any 
other. It certainly possesses many advan- 
tags* which Portland does not enjoy, at 
present. We presume Quebec’s chances 
in the much udked-of winter navigation 
scheme are not to be considered this year.

THE GREAT DAILIES REDUCING 
THEIR RATES.

Quite a revolution seems to be going on 
among the great New York daily news­
papers. Tho public demanded a cheap 
journal, and the journalists have acceded 
to the popular wish. For years the Hun 
has shone for all at two cents a copy, and 
its circulation has grown larger and larger 
every week, until now it ranks very far 
up among the influential voices in Ameri­
can journalism. The World, which used 
to be a vastly more entertaining sheet than 
it is now, followed suit about a year ago, 
and reduced its price from four cents to 
two. The other day, the Tribune and Ti:nS 
also fell into line, leaving the Herald the 
only high-priced paper of note published 
in New York. Yesterday the Herald joined 
its contemporaries in tho war of reduction, 
and that extraordinary journal may now be 
bought all over the country at two cents 
each. These clianges are certainly signs 
»*i the tidles/and form a wonderful chap­
ter in the history of tho press of «New 
York. They will work a decided revolu­
tion among the smaller sheets, which have 
vnjoyed, for so long, quite an extensive 
circulation among the poorer classe*. The 
old two cent papers will be forced to come 
down, in their rates, to one cent, while 
the one cent papers will be compelled to 
give their readers better value for their 
money than heretofore» In the struggle 
for existence, many will go to tho wall. 
But the great dailies Will go on increasing 
in circulation, in power* in influence and 
in popularity. A sextuple Herald at two 
cents a copy, will be a marvel in news- 
paperdom, and we may expect fu see such 
an issue quite often during the busy sea- 
aou. ______________

The Viceregal Party.
ARRIVAL IN MONTREAL—HIS EXCELLENCY 

VISITS B0N3KC0CR3 CHURCH—GUESTS 
OF MB. GEO. STEPHEN.

His Excellency the Governor-General and 
H. R. H. the Princess Louise arrived in the 
city shortly after seven o’clock this morning, 
from Quebec, by the Richelieu and Ontario 
Navigation Company’s steamer “Montreal,” 
Captain Roy. The party occupied the ladies’ 
cabin in the stern of the boat, which had been 
specially prepared for their reception and re­
served for their uso The trip up was ex­
ceptionally boiWroua, especially that portion 
through Lake St. Peter, the water on the 
river last night being rougher than at any 
Droviou's time during the present season. The 
Viceregal party remained up until a late hour 
enjoyiug the soil to Batiscan, when they re­
tired, the Marquis awaking early this morn­
ing and being the flest to leave the steamer on 
her arrival. Accompanied by Colonel De- 
Wrnton, he immediately proceeded towards 
the ramp leading to the revetment wall, de­
clining the offer of Captain Roy to provide a 
carriage. After walking once or twice along 
the edge of the wharf searching for a crossing 
through the cauai of mud four inches deep, 
which separated him from the ramp, he de­
cided to abandon his pedestrian ideas, and 
engaged a cab to take him to Bonsecours 
Church. Here he dismissed the carter, and 
after carefully examining every detail of the 
exterior he entered the quaint old building, 
and spent over half an hour looking over the 
treasure of relics of the past coutaiued in the 
venerated edifice. He paid particular atten­
tion to the ancient decorations of the altar 
and the old oil paintings, and sat down for a 
short time to contemplate the unique tout 
ensembU, as if to impress it upon his mind. 
Accompanied by Col. DeWiaton, ho proceed­
ed on a tour round Bonsecours market, which 
was crowded with country people and the 
products of their farms. He appeared de­
lighted with some of tho fruit, vegetables and 
game, and enquired of «e vend of the hucksters 
whence their stock had been procured. His 
Excellency was not generally recognized and 
was hustled about considerably in the busy 
throng. He returned to the steamer about 
an hour after leaving her, carrying three huge 
bouquets of garden flowers which he had pur­
chased ou the market, a fourth being carried 
by the aide-de-camp. Shortly afterwards he 
again bft with Her Royal Highness and was 
driven to the residence of Mr. George 
Stephen, who will be tho host of the party for 
a conpje of days. They will thou leave for 
Ottav-a, and after their farewell bail there, 
will return here and be the guests of the city.

He jumped up, threw open 
the window and saw, by the light from the 
drug store window, the body of Ailes lying un 
the street opposite the house.

3TRANOE CIRCUMSTANCES.
Hurriedly throwing on some clcthing, Mc­

Nally ran out and heard somebody call to him 
to aeep away from the body. He then turn­
ed and started over to Jthe house of tbe drug­
gist, W. H. Prifctie, which is directly opposite, 
the Sibley street side of the store. As he 
crossed the latter street a top buggy was 
driven up containing a man and woman. In 
answer to McNally’s questions the man in the 
bnggy said his name was Ford ; that he was a 
farmer living out on Woodward Avenue. He 
said he was on bis way homo ; that he heard 
the pistol shot and a moment later saw a man 
with a black Derby hat running through 
Henry street toward Woodward Avenue. 
The man drove away immediately after talk­
ing to McNally, and his identity has not yet 
been established.

A MAN RCjxNINO AWAY.
Other persons, however, corroborate Ford’s 

story of the man running away. J. W. Bur­
roughs, of No. 131 Park street, says he was 
sitting in Cass Park, on his way home, and 
saw a man running down Cass street imme­
diately after the shot was fired. James Gid- 
dey, of No. 197 Clifford street, from his bed­
room window also saw the man, but no clue 
has yet been struck. When found Ailes was 
lying on the walk in front of the store shot in 
tbe back of the head. He was only partly 
dressed. The key to the store was found on 
the walk beside him. The theory is that he 
was called up to compjund a prescription and 
then assassinated. He is not known to have 
had any enemies, and the store was not dis­
turbed.

Ailes was alive when found, but expired in 
a few minutes afterward. He was the son of 
the Rev. Peter Ailes, of Waterloo, Ont., and 
has a sister and three brothers living iu this 
city.

KIDNEY COMPLAIN TS of Either Sex 
Find Qrcat Relief In iq> Use- _____

One of the most peculiarly complicated 
cases of mistaken identity recently occurred 
in Milwaukee, resulting in a lady marrying 
the twin brother of her affianced. Some time 
ago a well-dressed, good-looking, and very 
intelligent young couple visited the office of 
Magistrate JBenzler and requested him to 
marry them. The usual inquiries were made, 
which revealed tbe-fact that the name of the 
would-be bride was Matilda Pope, of Genesee, 
while the proepeotive groom said his name 
was William Conlin, of Vernon. MUs Pope 
gave her age as 29, while Mr. Conlin inform­
ed the Justice that he had just attained 21 
yean. The Justice was a little suspicious 
that the would-be husband was not as old as 
he repreMBted himself, bat as he swore to 
the fact and bis statement was borne out by 
the vigorous protestations of his betrothed, 
he performed the ceremony and the couple 
departed apparently very happy.

In a few days Justice Benzler was somewhat 
surprised at receiving a visit from Mrs. Con- 
lin, accompanied by her legal adviser, who 
wanted the Justice to declare the marriage 
null and void as her bnshaud had committed 
perjury in swearing that he was 21 ytars old, 
as he bad not reached that age. The Justice 
informed her that it was beyond bis province 
to undo the work which he had performed, 
but recommended tbe young woman to Judge 
Hamilton. Upon being pressed further as to 
the cause of this sudden revolution in btr 
feelings toward her young husband, the lady 
admitted, with sobs, that she had married the 
wrong man. She said her husband was not 
the individual she intended to marry, aud 
that when the ceremony was performed she 
was under the belief that she was marryiug 
her husband’s twin brother. Her legal ad­
viser then Âformed the surprised Justice 
that there are two brothers named Con­
lin bearing such a close resemblance to 
each other that it was hardly possible for 
their relations to distinguish one from the 
ether. Although these brothers are so much 
alike in person and feature, they ore the re­
verse of each other in their characters, one of 
them being known and respected as a sober, 
industrious, and moral young man, while the 
other is said to ho a dissipated scapegrace. 
Miss Pope fixed her affections upon tbe moral 
brother, and when he asked her to marry him 
she consented. At least, she thodfeht it was 
the respectable brother whom she accept­
ed, but she has learned since that although 
her love was given to the good young man, 
she has been mainly courted and won by the 
bad young man.

Mrs. Conlin thinks her position is an ex­
tremely unpleasant one, as she is not only 
married to a man she does not love, but is 
unable to tell her hnsband from his brother. 
She is of the opinion that this might lead to 
disagreeable complications. The lady and 
her attorney deemed the fact of the husband 
swearing falsely to his age good grounds for a 
divorce. She also expressed her objection to 
having a husband who was not of age, and 
wished for a divorce in order to marry his 
twin brother. The papers in the divorce case 
were filed in the higher court later in the day.

while in the next Dissenting chapel we may 
he told about “nclhdge. Ali the three
preachers mean “knowledge bat they vary 
in their manner of pronouncing the word.

‘myna own.” It is quite uncertain whether 

the proper rhyme for “tea” is not “hay” in 
stead of “flea.” Many educated Engluh peo­
ple speak of an hotel, and they are justified in 
doing so since hotel is the French word 
“hotel,” in which the h is not sounded, 
whereas in the old Eoglish word “hostel” the 
h is aspirated. But for all that, we rob the 
ostler of the hotel of his h, while the Ameri 
can sturdily claps it on to hotel, and spells 
cur “theatre” as “theater.” It is all very 
well to bid us read aloud, but who is to cor 
root as when we mispronounce our words ?

Paper Gas Pipes.
Theae are made by passing an endless strip 

of hemp paper, the width of which equals 
the length of the tube, through a bath of 
melted asphalt, and then rolling it tightly 
and smoothly on a core, to give the required 
diameter. When the number of layers thus 
rolled is sufficient to afford the desired thiok 
nias, the tube is strongly compressed, the out 
side sprinkled with fine sand and the whole 
cooled in water. When cold the core 
drawn out, and the inside served with 
waterproofing composition. In addition to 
being absolutely tight and smooth, and much 
cheaper than iron, theso pipes have great 
strength ; for when the sides are scarcely 
three-fifths of an inch thick they will with 
stand a pressure of more than fifteen atmos 
pheres. If buried underground they will not 
be broken by settlement, nor when violent! 
shaken or iarred. Tbe material being a bad
conductor'of heat, the pipes do not readily
freeze.

MRS. CAREY.

INTERVIEW WITH THE WIFE OF 
THE IRISH INFORMER.

O'DONNELL’S CRIME DELIBERATE.

(From the N. Y. Herald.)
Los don, Sept. 24, 18S3—Our special corres­

pondent on board the steamer "Uarth Castle,” 
which arrived at Plymouth to-day, sends the 
folio wine account of an interview he had with 
Mrs. Carey during the passage from Madeira 
to Plymouth :—

It was very difficult to get access to Mrs. 
Carey and the other witnesses in the O'Don­
nell case. Mrs. Carey and her seven children 
came aboard in A'goa Bay and registered un­
der their own names as second class passen­
gers. Shortly after, as the authorities had 
not announced their intention of sending an 
escort to guard the family, it was thought 
prudent to transfer Mrs. Carey and her five 
youngest children, named respectively, Peter, 
Patrick, Maggie, Maria and Francis, to two 
contiguous cabins at the extreme end of the 
after part of the ship and to keep their where- 
about* strictly private if possible throughout 
the voyage.

IN SECLUSION.
Mrs. Carey remained in seclusion, parsing 

her days in attending to her children and 
taking her meals with the stewardess, who 
specially attended her, and only varying the 
dull monotony of her life from Jay to day by 
c ming on deck at nightfall for a breath of 
fresh air. Having succeeded in finding the 
location of Mrs. Carey’s cabin, I went to see 
her, first sending in my card to prepare her 
for my visit.

MB.S. CAREY.
* On a sofa as 1 entered I saw the figure of a 
rather tail, quiet, comely woman in black, ab­
sently dandling a baby on her knee, while 
with her one disengaged hand she tried to 
tidy the much-rumpled frocks of two other 
tiny children—Maggie and Mollie. Mrs. 
Carey seem* under forty. She must a few 
years ago hav£ been decidedly pretty. She 
has regular, clear cut featuree, the liocs of 
which have been blurred, and have lost their 
freshness from sorrow and perhaps from 
drink. Her hands are coarse, but her speech 
is soit and agreeable.

A SAD TALE.
‘‘You will have heard, Mrs. Carey,” said I, 

presently, ‘‘that I am anxious to hear some­
thing of your sad story from your own lips, if 
it is ajt too painful for you to tell it ?”

’•Sure, sir,” said Mrs. Csrey, “you may 
well call it a sad story ; but i have nothing 
to tell except what has been in the papers.”

“I went away from England so suddenly,” 
said I, patting the baby’s cheek, “that 1 
hardly read the details of the last part of your 
unhappy case. Do you think that O'Donnell 
went oat to the Cape on purpose to shoot 
your husband 1n

‘ Indeed, I never set eyes on aim till the 
other day.”

PLACE OF TUE MCRDKK.
“0 Donnell and a person called his wife 

were seated in the second class saloon, I be­
lieve, at the time of the murder. Was your 
husband seated or standing ? '

‘'O'Donnell and the woman were seated on 
a settee when I saw them,” said the widow, 
“and himself [she has a very touching way of 
speaking of her dead husband as himsell] was 
standing, I think, but perhaps ha sitting. 
Indeed, I don’t rightly know, for 1 had gone 
into the cabin with the cnild. Tne passengers 
need very often to meet down stairs and reot 
ou the settee.”

DRINKING TOGETHER.
"Had O'Donnell and your husband been 

drinking together?”
“Tney bad."
“How long before the murder ?”
"Just before it.”
"1 nave heard,” said I, “that Dublin detec­

tives have got proof that O'Donnell went 
oat on purpose to kill your husband. Have 
you heard nothing yourself that proves
this ?”

“No, nothing ; it’s not much those detec­
tives won’t find out,” she replied.

▲ FRIENDLY ASSASSIN.
"Was O'Donnell very friendly to you all?”
"He was ; we met him brat at Dartmouth, 

and he used to play at dice with Carey and 
others. He professed to be fond of children, 
ami hn wife seemed to take a great fancy to 
<.<te of my girls, and the child used to call 
her ‘Aunty.’”

"That makes the murder appear a doubly 
cold-blooded act ?”

"It does.” bitterly replied Mrs. Carey.
"Can you recall exactly what happened 

on the < ay of the mnrder ? O'Donnell and 
your h^band had been drinking together, 
you say.”

* THE MURDER.

"Yes, he himself had called me to come np 
out of the cloee place with the children, but 
I had not felt inclined and went in the cabin. 
Presently I heard O'Donnell ask where Carey 
himself was. He was told ‘Somewhere on 
deck.* Boon after I heard him say, ‘You will 
come down and have a bottle of beer, won’t 
you Y Then I heard himself come down and 
then a shot, but I took no notice of it, think­
ing it was only a cork popping. Then there 
was a second shot, and bimselt came toward 
me crying, 'Oh, Maygte, O’Donnell shot me !* 
I ran oat and we fill down together, and tnat 
was the end of it.”

A DELIBERATE CRIME.
"Did not O’Donnell want to shake hands 

with you afterward ?”
"He did. He held out his hand to me and 

said, ‘Shake hands, Mrs. Power. Yonr name s 
Carey, isn’t it? Don’t be hard on me. I was 
sent out to do it.’ ”

"That seems proof that the crime was deli­
berate, does it not?"

••On, thera’s proof enough,” replied Mrs. 
Carey, forgetting the remark she had made at 
the hegiuuiug of our conversation.

HER CABIN BARKED,
I am inclined to utlieve that her memory is 

impaired. Here I thought well to interrupt 
the conversation, having first obtained Mrs. 
Carey’s permission to visit het again the next 
day. However, the rumor of my interview 
having got about, the way leading to her cabin 
was barred, and I had, therefore, to continue 
the talk in a new way before we reached 
Plymouth. Mrs. Carey made the repli-s to 
fp»sh questions put to her, which I need not 
repeat. The only new facts likely to be dis­
closed at the coming trial will be with refer- 
enoe to O'Donnell’s career and will probably 
tell against him. In her opinion O'DonneU is 
an Invincible. Possibly he may be made to 
••ay something about th> ni. So far as she 
k nws, no new light will be thrown on the 
Phce i x Park tragedy.

A WARNING.
Mrs O'Donnell, or the person so called, 

hinted to her on the “Kmtauns Castle” that 
O’Donnell was dangerous, but asked her not 
to tell her husband. Mrs. Carey fancied, 
however, that the warning applied to herself. 
Mrs. O'Donnell was seen in tears several times 
daring the voyage oat, and was also heard im­
ploring 0 Donnell not to do it. 0 Donnell 
was heard to say to some person whom he 
spoke of as he, “possibly or pos.-tbly not” 
meaning Carey. Ail these statements must 
be received with the gnate-t caution, for 
Mrs. Carey often contradict* herself.

POLICE PROTECTION.
Mrs. Carey is of opinion that she and C irey 

were well enough guarded by police in Lin­
don as regards numbers. There were tso 
detectives and four polio* men. But she thinks 
that they acted incautiously in patrolling 
before their door, thus calling the attention 
of the lovincibles to their movements, whi h 
were carefully watched from the time lii-y 
left Dobtin.

O’DONNELL’S COMPANION.
Ihistrate the strange confusion of Mrs. 

Ci •:>’« mind at prfs jot it may be mentioned 
that though two persons at h ast know posi­
tively the so-called Mrs. O’Donoell to os a 
woman she ob*tinately declares her opinion 
that the supposed female was a mao. She 
describes her as a person of very muscular 
appearance, with hair on the upper lip. a deep 
voice and masculine gait. Yet, talking to me, 
she spoke of her as a woman. Mrs. Carey 
hopes to return to Port Elizabeth, where she 
was treated with great kindness.

o’donnell’s defence.

The United States Consulate has referred 
the question of O Donnell’s defence to the 
American Legation, which is now conferring 
with Sir William Harcourt, Home Secretary, 
in regard to the matter.

A Thrilling Adventure.

Society in
The Montrealcirrcspondent of the St. John, 

X.B., Globe tuus hits otl society in Mon­
treal :—

“lliere is a very wide difference between 
Montreal and our other Canadian cities, in 
more than one respect. Society is much more 
English in its tone than it is in any other 
place in Canada, if we except Halifax, where 
contact with the military renders such a tone 
natural. Society here is, as a rale, very ex­
clusive, and it requires much perseverance 
and asaidnity during a long period to estab­
lish a position in it ; and when the position 
is gained, it by no means affords the gratifica­
tion one would be led to expect from it. 
Everything and everybody is so cold and for­
mal, that a person accustomed to the more 
genial manners prevalent elsewhere will be 
painfully disappoioted in Montreal society. 
There is a certain amount of entertaining 
done each winter, and a few formal visits 
paid and returned, but here, beyond a stiff 
bow when they meet, all social intercourse 
between the upper classes ceases for the year, 
unless within the most intimate and refined 
circles. Of course, I do not mean to say that 
the Montreal people are not highly refined, 
quite the coutrary : they are exceedingly 
aristocratic in their manner and succeed iu 
carrying formal politeness to a degree of per­
fection rarely surpassed. Despite all this, 
the stranger who visits the city is never 
neglected ; only those who come with the in­
tention of remaining here as residents are 
made to feel how difficult it is to euter polite 
society. Then, again, an undue importance 
seems to be attached to

THE POSSESSION OF WBaLTH.
Whether this arises from the fact that Mon­
treal has very many wealthy citizens or not, 
it would be hard to say ; but it is undeniable 
that the first question people ask, when en­
quiring about a new resident, is not what bis 
abilities and social worth or position may be, 
but, bow great in bis material wealth—is he 
rich or poor, and polite society at once pro­
nounce a verdict in accordance with the reply 
returned to this question. As 1 have said, 

MONTREAL IS ARISTOCRATIC, 
and in nothing does it give more convincing 
evidence of this than in the large number of 
handsome equipages with their attendant 
footmen in gaudy liveries, usually of a 
maroon shade, with scarlet facings, which 
crowd the principal thoroughfares, and in the 
handsome edifices, public and private, which 
line them. Certainly, no other city in Cana­
da can boast of a street to be compared with 
Sherbrooke street, of Montreal, bordered as 
it is, thronghout the entire length of some 
three miles, with truly palatial residences. 1 he 
street does not present the dull appearance of 
Beacon street, Boston, which is likewise cele­
brated for its fine residences, * but is crowded 
by ladies aud gentlemen, more especially in 
the afternoons, when the ladies very rarely 
go down to the lower part of the city.

In Drummond 
street is situated that of George Stephen, the 
Pacific Railway kiug, just completed, aud 
costing $70,000 for the four bare walls. The 
carving upon this mansion is something ex­
quisite. Indeed, luxury abounds upon all 
si les in this, Canada’s metropolitan city.”

The Parliament 
has a merry life wbilst it lasts, conferring 
grants and appointments on all its respective 
kindred ; but suddenly stalks in General 
Ahmed Shah, the grinaold Moslem, who acts 
the part of Colonel Pride with a vengeance. 
The satire is good, for it is based on truth all 
round.

Biggest Nugget iu the World.
King Koffee Kalcalli threatens that the 

whole Ashantce nation will follow the Royal 
Stool to Cape Coast if it be carried thither by 
his euemies. This souu Is funny, but it is not 
a real joke. The ex King, who seems to have 
recovered his full title already, is waging war 
against his successor, Meusah, and we may 
believe that the loss of the Royal Stool in the 
moment of victory would be a baa omen not 
to be explained away. It is pleasant to hear 
that the Ashantis “will meet with a reception 
tb it will make them regret the expedition, if 
they undertake it one would fondly like to 
believe the suggestion. This Royal Stool is 
the biggest nugget in the world—a mass of 
virgin gold, nearly eighteen inches long by 
twelve in height and width, aa those who 
have seen it agree. It was found in Denkera 
a century ago. perhaps. The Ashanti King 
claimed it ; the Denkera King refused ; and 
so he and all his people were passed by the 
edge of the sword. It lies now by the Ashanti 
Monarch’s bed-side and he puts his foot on it 
every day on rising. On great occasions, also, 
it is placed beneath the Royal chair borne by 
twelve picked slaves. Lord Uiffard made m 
dash for it on the night Coomassie fell, and 
missed it, as was rumored, by a few minutes 
only. If this fetish were now carried ofl it 
would be a t.readful misfortune ; bnt one 
cannot understand how an object so cumber­
some could possibly be transported along jun- 
trie paths, even if the bearers carried it at 
leisure.

n Tn(London Truth.)
“Have we an Army ?” in this month's Nine­

teenth Century, by Sir Patrick MacDougall,au­
thor of “The Theory of War,” is to all intents 
and purposes a reply to the anonymous 
“Red-hot Reform” which appeared iu B'ack- 
wood a month or two since. Though here and 
there some of the deductions do not seem 
very fair, and the implied association of im­
proved education witn the short-service sys­
tem will not, I fear, hold water, the article is 
written with such studied simplicity in style 
and careful moderation in tone that, with 
certain reservations which bis common sense 
will recommend, the ordinary readar, who 
has been so confused by the rival pbillippic 
and bombast of reformer and anti-re­
former that he vacillates between thinking 
that we have a perfect army and that we have 
no army at all, can scarcely have a better 
guide to set him straight. To thrash out such a 
complicated subject in a magaziue article is, of 
course, impossible ; but Geueral MacDougall, 
at all events, gives a fair and lucid history of 
short service, and does not linger on the way 
to indulge tn literary fireworks. Starting 
from the standpoint—too often ignored by 
both friends and foes of the short service sys­
tem—that long service had to be abandoned 
because it failed to attract sufficient recruits 
by something like 4,000 a year, he seeks to 
trace the partial failure of the present system 
to extraneous causes arising from the fact of 
the army having been always too much a bat­
tle ground for party warfare in the parlia­
mentary world. Whether he be right or 
wrong in this theory, there can be no question 
that there is at present a breakdown thmugh- 

j out the service. As, unlike most military 
cr tics. Sir Patrick MacDougall nas a practi­
cal lemedy to suggest for mending every hole 
he picks, his answer to the question, “Have 
we an Army ?” i« deserving of the highest 
consideration.

Miss Bradley was in a terribly exhausted 
an i nervous stite wheu taken to the nearest 
farm-house and unable to relate the circum­
stances for a long time.

ConceniiiiK Turnstile*.
The introduction of turnstiles into various 

public places has had the effect of directiug 
attention to their incouveuieuce as against 
their utility. A somewhat amusing branch 
of the discussion is that carried on by ladies 
in the Loudon papers who write concerning 
the use of these turnstiles at the Fisheries 
Exhibition at South Kensington. “A Stout 
Lady” having written to complain that she 
had difficulty iu getting through, “Another 
Stout Lady” writes :—

“The complaint of ‘A Stout Lady’ is ooe 
which will stir thousands of minds. Though 
I have never been actually ‘stuck’ in a turn­
stile, I never pass through one without much 
discomfort. The reason is that the regula­
tion of ail such matters is in the hands of men, 
and in designing turnstiles men naturally 
adapt them to the dimensions of their own 
sex. Men carry the bulky portion of their 
bodies at a higher level than women. A man 
of ordinary figure is widest about the should­
ers, whilst a woman of ordinary figure is 
widest about the hips ; cobsequently the 
turnstile which will let a man through easily 
will catch a woman inconveniently. Even a 
stout man will pass easily through a stile 
which obetructs a much smaller woman, be­
cause the greater length of bis legs lifts his 
bulk above the narrow part of the stile. 
Women will have to bear the discomfort and 
inconvenience, and injury to their persona 
and clothes, until men Learn to consider the 
requirements of women as well as men in de­
signing stiles to be used by both womeu and 
men.”

Disloyalty in New Brighton.
The St. James’ Gazette states : A strange 

incident which has just occurred at the Roman 
Catholic chapel at New Brighton has caused 
a good deal of talk at that place. The Rev. 
Canon Frith, who is in charge of the mission, 
desired that the prayers for the Queen should 
be used in the chapel, hut some of the male 
members of the choir objected, one of them 
saying that he would prefer to pray for the 
Queen’s death, or for Mr. Parnell. However, 
the canon insisted upon the usual office of the 
church being gone through ; and on Sunday 
week last the choiruien left the building 
rather than take part iu that portion of the 
service. Duriug the week negotiations ap­
pear to have taken place between the dergy 
and the recalcitrant members of the choir, 
and the result was that on Sunday last the 
prayers for the Qreen were altogether omit­
ted. This concession to disloyalty has natur­
ally offended a considerable section of the 
congregation, who are loyal Englishmen as 
well as good Catholics ; ami it is understood 
that the subject has been formally brought 
under the notice of the Bishop of Shrews­
bury, who has jurisdiction at New Brighton.
