estates. Though the exposure of this case 
would do a great deal of good, the matter 
should be sifted to the bottom.

Under the caption "Pons Pontificis,” the 
Pall Mall Gazette prints an article with the 
object of showing that Premier Crispi is 
rapidly approaching a reconciliation between 
King and Pope. Last Thursday, the article 
says, Signor Crispi had a long interview with 
Cardinal Rempolla, the former being the first 
Italian official who has visited the Vatican 
since 1870. This visit, the Gazttlt asserts, 
began a series of negotiations the results of 
Which are bhown in the Pope’s prompt 
establishment of an Apostolic Prefecture in

ÏtassOwah, immediately following which 
[ing Humbert gave his assent totbeap- 
poînifnentof Cardinal Sarto, the Pope’s no- 

miheè, to the office of Patriatch of Venice, 
concerning which appointment thefe his 
been a prolonged disagreement between thè 
Vatican asd Quirinal. The moat significant 
incident of all, however, is the act of Signor 
Crispi going out of his way in his speech at 
Naples yesterday, to compliment Cardinal 
San Felice, the Archbishop of Naples, and to 
snmmon the Church and the State to join 
their forces against the common enemy.

The Congress of the Associated Chamber 
of Commerce opened here to day, Sir Albert 
K. Rollet, presiding. In his opening speech 
the presiding officer said that the data con­
curred in promising a revival of trade. It 
was one of the greatest of facts that any 
movement causing a relaxation of tariff in 
America must be beneficial to British trade. 
Whatever England had suffered through bad 
times, other countries had suffered more. A 
delegate from the Newcastle Chamber of 
Commerce proposed a resolution declaring 
that British trade interests with Spain re­
quired that treaty relations should be settled 
with the least possibly delay. The debate on 
this resolution disclosed the growth of a 
tendency towards reciprocity. Several dele­
gates urged an increase of duty upon Spanish 
wines, unless a decreased tariff uPJ'l, English 
goods were accorded by Spain. The resolu­
tion was adopted.

DubliX, Sept. 11 —Michael Davitt has 
written an open letter demanding that 
Timothy Healey definitely state the nature 
of his complaints against Mr. Justice Mc­
Carthy and the Committee of the Irish party.

Bklfast, Sept. 11—The schooner "Volun­
teer,” from Antwerp, arrived here this morn­
ing with one of her crew dead from Asiatic 
cholera. The vessel has been placed in strict
quarantine. .

St. John’s, Nfld., Sept. 11—The Ooodridge 
Government has stolen another march on the 
Whitewayites. Writs were issued to day for 
holding bye-elections in the logo and Bona- 
vista districts. The nominations will take 
place on September 22, and the polling on 
October 2. Bothoonstituencis are represented 
by departmental officers. Mr. Ruder, Chair­
man of the Board of Works, represents Fogo, 
and Mr. Morris, Attorney-General and the 
Marine and Colonial Secretary arc members 
for Bonavista. It is almost certain that all 
three will be re elected. It is more than 
probable there will be no opposition in Bona­
vista. The bye-elections find the Wpite- 
wayites completely unprepared. The election 
in Bnrgeo takes place on Thursday. If the 
Whitewayites lose, they will probablyabandon 
the fight altogether.

Tilbury Centre, Sept. 11—A very serious 
affray occurred here la't evening, which 
resulted fatally to one of the participants. 
John Radcliffe, commonly called "Jack the 
Rattler,” of Romney township, a machinist, 
and John Warnick, a prominent farmer of 
Tilbury North township, who resides about 
three miles from this town, had been drink­
ing together during the evening.

Washington, D.(\, Sept. II—A telegram 
was received at the Japanese Legation this 
morning, to the effect that an important 
treaty had been regulated between Corea 
and Japan, which authoritatively defines the 
relations of the two nations toward each 
other and toward China. The object of the 
treaty is stated in the preamble to be the 
mutual desire on the part of tho Emperor of 
Japan and the King of Corea to definitely fix 
and determine the attitude of each country 
toward the other, with a view of clearly elu­
cidating the existing relations l>etween Japan 
and China, which have been created by the 
request which the Corean Government haa 
made of the Japanese Government to compel 
the Chinese to evacuate Corea ; to secure 
concerted action for the more effective ac­
complishment of this object, this treaty of 
alliance between the two countries was 
signed at Zeoul, on the 16th of August, by 
Mr. Otori, the envoy of Japan, aud the 
Corean Minister for Foreign Affairs. The 
treaty consists of three articles. Article I 
defines the object of the alliance to be the 
strengthening and perpetuation of the inde­
pendence of Corea as an autonomous State 
and the promotion of the mutual interests of 
Corea by compelling the Chinese forces to 
withdraw from Corea and by obliging China 
to abandon her claim of the right to dominate 
the affairs of Corea. Article 2 binds the 
Japanese Government to carry on warlike 
operations against China, both offensive and 
defensive. The Corean Government ia bound 
by the articles to afford the Japanese forces 
every possible facility in their movements 
ami furnish them with provisions at a fair 
remuneration as far as snch supplies may be 
needed. Py article 3 it is provided that the 
treaty shall terminate so soon as a treaty 
of peace shall have been concluded by Japan 
with Chiua.

WHY THE CHINESE ADMIRAL' HAS BEEN SO 
HARSHLY HANDLED BY THE THRONE.

The degradation of Admiral Ting, follow­
ing upon the very pointed "rebuke” ad­
ministered the Viceroy Li Hung Chang, is a

Srctty clear indication that the war with 
apan is not proceeding in a manner agreeable 
to the Chinese throne.
The success of the Japanese Ttt taking pos­

The policy which Admiral Ting has pur­
sued in conducting his side of the naval war 
certainly seems to stand in need of explana­
tion. With splendid vessels at bis diposal, 
well equipped and manned by highly trained 
crews, be has apparently permitted the 
lighter Japanese cruisers to come and go at 
their own sweet will in the Gulf of Pechtli. 
They have demonstrated against Taka, 
against Wei-Hai-Wei and against Port 
Arthur, and, although it is impossible to 
speak With certainty in the absence of precise 
information, they seem to have inflicted a de­
feat recently upon their Chinese antagonists 
in those waters. For the most part, how- 

' ever, the Chinese squadron has judged dis- 
I cretion to be the better part of valor. It Ins 
I nrudently kept itself very much out of the 
1 way, and the serious reverse in Society Bay 

is the result.

The luminous property is due to a gummy 
substance, which can be transferred to the 
hand by rubbing, together with its phospho- 
rcsceut light, while the light on the leaf dis­
appears. The luminosity is thought to bo 
due to a parasitic growth. The luai&ns will 
never approach it even in daylight, with such 
supersititious awe do they regard the myste­
rious light.”

THE TALK OF THE DAY.

The Ottawa Free Press tries to be very 
merry over Mr. Clarke Wallace, whoni| 
it brackets with Sir John Thompson as 
the leaders of the Government. The fact 
that the Controller of Customs is so otten 
attacked by the Liberal organs, would 
imply that he is greatly feared. No one 
assails a weakling, and it is quite clear 
that the Liberals are scared out of their 
wits by the popularity and strength of Mr. 
Wallace, The latter has not long been a 
member of the Government, and yet he is 
as much eritioised and vilified as the oldest 
member of it. That means something 
The Free Press never loses a chance either, 
of belittling Mr. Angers, and assuring its 
readers that he is not, by any means, a 
strong man. The logical conclusion of 
this argument is easily reached. If what 
the Liberal paper says about the Minister 
of Agriculture is true, he would not be re­
ferred to so often and so bitterly by the 
Opposition press. They cannot banish from 
their minds, that it was he who dismissed 
a Liberal Government in Quebec, and 

I restored to power, the honest administra- 
’ tion of Mr. Taillon. For that act, the 
Liberals cannot forgive Mr. Angers. Since 
he went to Ottawa, and took a portfolio, 
they have never flowed him to rest a 
moment, and hardly a week has gone by« 
when he was free from scurrilous attacks. 
That he soon made his way in the Cabinet, 
is a self-evident fact about which there 
can be no dispute. As the administrator 
of one of the heaviest departments in the 
public service, he has won the admiration 
and respect of both his colleagues and the 
country. His fellow-senators value his 
opinions highly, and while acting as leader, 
during the absence of Mr. Bo\yELL, hi$ 
dignified bearing and excellent judgment 
provoked only words of high approval. In 
the Government he holds a secure placet 
and the Premier values his legal attain» 
ments so greatly, that he consults him on 
many of the numerous and intricate law 
points which frequently come up for deci­
sion. Our Province, and particularly this 
district, counts itself fortunate in having 
such a representative in the Council of the 
nation. It is urged by the Free Press that 
Mr. Angers dare not face a constituency, 
nor could he run an election without being 
defeated. When the general elections are 
announced, which some say, may bo very 
soon, Mr. Angers will not bo a member of 
the Senate, wo believe, but a candidate for 
a seat in the House of Commons, and that 
seat will he won by him, with a large 
jnajority at his back. He has sat 
in the House of Commons before 
now, and his colleagues of the 
time that ho represented Montmorency 
County, know how well and how faith­
fully he served his country. He will do 
so again, and the welcome that awaits 
him in the popular branch of our Legisla­
ture, will be warm and hearty. The at­
tacks of papers like the Free Press do the 
Minister of Agriculture no harm. To his 
friends, they may be a little annoying, 
but with Mr. Angers himself they do not

Sir George White, commander-in-chief of 
the British forces in India, has been investi­
gating the relations between intemperance 
and crime and disease among the troops, and 
has obtained some highly suggestive results. 
It appears that in 1893 there were eight gen­
eral courts-martial in India for the triai of 
British soldiers—all of them nontabslainers. 
Of 1,450 soldiers tried at distant courts- 
martial only 34 were abstainers. Of 
1,150 soldiers tried by regimental courts- 
martial only 39 were abstainers. The num­
ber of abstainers in the army in India has 
rapidly advanced from 13,437 in 1890 to 22,- 
369 in 1894. Yet of the total of 2,606 courts, 
martial last year only 73 have been held for 
the trial of members of the Army Temperance 
Association. According to the percentage of 
its strength, the proportionate number should 
have been 869. Scarcely less remarkable art 
the effects of temperance upon the health of 
the British smdier in India. In 22 different 
corps, impartially selected as representative 
of the English, Scotch, and Irish regiments, 
the admissions into hospital were 5£ per cent, 
among abstainers and 10 per cent, among 
non-abstainers. The figures, in Sir George 
White’s judgment, “leave a reasonable pre­
sumption that half the sickness in the British 
army in India is traceable to drink.” He 
confesses that he “was so astonished” by the 
returns showing intemperance as the main 
cause of failure in the British soldier that he 
thought it his duty to order and carry out a 
special investigation of the regimental statis­
tics. The result has been to confirm their 
accuracy.—..Veto Tori* Evening Post.

Monday l— . . x r“Resting in a neat oaken case, on a bed of 
blue plush and securely enclosed by a glass 
ltd, with brass lock attached, is the now 
famous sword of Geo, Wolfe, which Hou. J. 
C. Patterson, Minister of Militia, has pur­
chased at the cost of $1,500 for presentation 
to the people of Canada. The implement 
itself arrived »t Ottawa yesterday. The sword 
was the property of ÇqL DunD> who raised 
the 100th Regiment in Canada. He received 
the sword from Stewart Derbyshire, of 
Quebec, many years ago, as a recognition of 
his services in raising the regiment. Mr. 
Derbyshire procured the sword from a 
workman who was engaged in excavat­
ing on the Plains of Abraham on the 
spot where Wolfe felt As the question 
of it» genuineness hem arisen recently, it may 
be stated that the sword wa» exhibited at 
the great Exhibition of London in 1861, and 
it was generally accepted as Wblfe-s sword.
