al the College de Montreal
are the remanent,

It was built so as to re-
miove the Mission Indians of
Montreal from the influence
ol dissolute taders of the
town, And while the build-
ings are not within the actual

himilts of Westmount, the
lands ol the establishment
occeupy  a considerable  part
of this c¢ity, and these In-
dians are known 1o have
made habitual nse of a num-
ber of neighborhoods within
i, such as the present <ite
ol Selwyim House School fthe
tormer  Arvgyvle School and
Westmount Senior High', al
the spol where there was a
Lirge elm tree, and the “ln-
dian Wells” of the former
Haxy nes and-Murtay property,

During the carlier vears of
the eighteenth century, con-
cessions of farm lands jun-
ning in strips up o and
across the top of Westmount
mountain were made to va-
rious French settlers by the
Seminary, a5 Scigneuwrs  of
the Island,

First house

old farms now divided into
lots and covered with houses,
The first  house was  the
guaint stone eollage ol the
Germain tinnily overlooking
Lansdowne avenue  ahove

The Murray farm on the
cast, between Belmom  and
Murray avenues, contained a
similar cottage belonging to
