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‘Like it or Iraqi family fears for relatives at home
not’ Canada 
is already in 
war - Price
‘We’re in too deep 
to pull back now’

Compton- 
Stanstead 
MP David 
Price, who ap­

pears to be tak­
ing a stand 
against his 
leader, scram­
bled yesterday to 
explain his lack 
of enthusiasm 
for Prime Minis­
ter Jean Chré- 
tien’s failure to 
support an 
American attack 
on Iraq.

“If military action proceeds with­
out a new resolution of the Security 
Council, Canada will not partici­
pate,” Chrétien told the House of 
Commons on Monday.

His announcement drew a stand­
ing ovation from the Bloc Québécois, 
the New Democratic Party, and Chré- 
tien's Liberals - except for Price and 
David Pratt who remained in their 
seats.

Price said yesterday he did not 
agree with the Prime Minister’s

US president expected 
to launch Gulf war 

tonight

Dawlat A1 Bahely and her husband 
have not slept since U.S. President 
George W. Bush presented Sad­

dam Hussein with an ultimatum to 
leave Iraq within 48 hours or else face 
another war, in a televised address to 
his nation, Monday evening.

A1 Bahely and her family fled Iraq in 
1991, and lived in Kuwait, Iran and Syria 
before moving to Sherbrooke three 
years ago. She is devastated by the im­
pending U.S.-led war, and fears for the

safety of her extended family still living 
in Iraq.

“All my family is there, my husband’s 
three brothers and two sisters,” she said 
Tuesday. “It’s very sad. Last night we lis­
tened to the notice of 48 hours - my hus­
band, my mother-in-law, and I didn’t 
sleep at all last night.”

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Should we care if Kalid Shaikh Mohammed is being tortured?
Two weeks ago Kalid Shaikh Mo­

hammed was captured in Pak­
istan in an operation led by 
Pakistani and CIA authorities. I am re­

ferring to the al Qaeda terrorist who is 
suspected of masterminding the Sept. 
II attacks as well as a whole series of 
other terrorist acts.

From the little we know, he is 
presently being interrogated by Ameri­
can officials in an undisclosed loca­
tion which could be in Pakistan or 
even in Afghanistan but definitively 
not in the United States. Wherever he 
is located we know for a fact that he 
has no access to an attorney and is not 
about to appear before a judge. No 
government official is saying whether 
he will be tried before a military tri­
bunal or whether he will ever be 
brought to the United States.

Meanwhile, U.S. authorities, right 
up to the President are claiming that 
his capture and detention are impor­
tant accomplishments in the U.S. war 
on terrorism. They are convinced that 
if his interrogators succeed in getting 
him to talk, the information may pre­
vent scores of terrorists attacks on US 
citizens.

Don’t get me wrong, it is not that 
I’m having sleepless nights over the 
way Kalid Shaikh Mohammed is being 
detained and interrogated. One part of 

me looks at this presumed monster 
and sees the anguished faces of the rel- 
atives of the victims of his brutal 
crimes. Yes, if what is said about him is 
true, he is truly an evil and cruel per­
son and deserves every bit of punish­
ment .

However, another part of me re­
minds me of what Thomas Moore once 
said, namely that “ he would treat the 
devil to the justice of law. For once 
you’ve knocked down every law and 
the devil turns around on you what 
have you to fall back on?”

If Kalid Shaikh Mohammed no 
longer has any rights then how will we 
know for sure that he committed the 
many crimes for which he is accused? 
As an attorney and prosecutor I have

always believed that such
responsibilities were bet­

ter exercised by a judicial tri­
bunal on the basis of proof 
beyond reasonable doubt 
rather than by government 
authorities.

My other difficulty is try­
ing to justify the emergence 
of interrogation centres for 
non-American terrorists in 
foreign countries and where subtle 
methods of torture are being used. As 
for those foreign terrorists being ware­
housed in the US naval base in Guan­
tanamo Bay, Cuba, it has become 
increasingly clear that they were 
shipped there to avoid any public 
scrutiny.

I am particularly disturbed by the 
leaked pictures that were recently 
published in practically every newspa­
per. They revealed prisoners mana­
cled hand and foot and forced to ware 
full-face hoods and gloves, no doubt in 
order to subject them to sensory depri­
vation. I suspect they are being kept 
awake for days and forced to stand or 
kneel for long periods in painful posi­
tions .

Ironically, Cuba is among the many 
countries that have been denounced 
by the US for their grotesque viola­
tions of human rights.

What also irks me are the many gov­
ernment claims that Kalid Shaikh Mo­
hammed is not being tortured. 
According to Ari Fleisher, the White 
House spokesperson, his interrogators 
are respecting the Geneva Convention 
on torture which states that “no physi­
cal or mental torture, nor any other 
form of coercion, may be inflicted on 
prisoners of war to secure from them 
information of any kind whatsoever.”

Should we believe Fleischer? Of 
course not- not being on site he could 
never know for sure. If there is one 
thing I’ve learned throughout my ca­
reer as a prosecutor it is that despite 
our many checks and balances, police 
interrogation and prison guard tech­
niques are not always within the

bounds of the law. Even with 
countless lawsuits, civil 
awards , public inquiries, 
confessions being thrown out 
of court and convictions of as­
sault, cases of brutality con­
tinue to surface .

The situation facing Kalid 
Shaikh Mohammed has all of 
the elements that would 
make torture extremely like­

ly. Being a religious fanatic as opposed 
to an ordinary street thug, Mo­
hammed has clearly no interest what­
soever in providing information on al 
Qaeda’s past or future operations, 
much less on the whereabouts of his 
associates and especially, Osama bin 
Laden. As for plea bargaining being an 
incentive to

make him talk, no offer can sway a 
terrorist hell-bent on suicide missions 
and martyrdom .

His interrogators, on the other 
hand, are under extreme pressure to 
pry from him every iota of relevant in­
formation and pronto. They know very 
well that the whereabouts of Osama 
bin Laden and his associates is a mat­
ter of national security and that the 
earlier they obtain such

crucial information the greater 
their chances of preventing other 
terrorist attacks. Finally, every high 
level government official, including 
the President, is breathing down their 
necks in the hopes of obtaining new 
information.

If that isn’t enough to encourage 
torture, Kalid Shaikh Mohammed is 
detained in a country where police 
interrogations are not subject to US 
law. Neither his guardians nor his in­
terrogators have any reason to be con­
cerned about being hauled before the 
courts on grounds of brutality.

Despite the public’s seeming indif­
ference I can well imagine what 
would happen if U.S. citizens were 
treated by a hostile country in the 
same manner. Undoubtedly, there 
would be a public outcry of major pro­
portions.

Irrespective of the reliability of any 
information obtained under duress, 
there remains one important ques­
tion Is the U.S. justice system sinking 
to the level of the terrorists in order to 
safeguard American lives or simply re­
sorting to justifiable methods because 
of extreme circumstances?

You be the judge!

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Don’t vote for ADQcandidates: Union leaders
Tarty will make 

Quebec take a step 
back’

The ADQ and Mario Dumont have 
been dropping in the polls lately 
and if one of the province’s largest 
unions has its way, the entire party will 

be shut out on April 14.
Calling its stance in the upcoming 

provincial election historic, Confédéra­
tion des syndicats nationaux (CSN) 
provincial president Claudette Char- 
bonneau said Tuesday the union has de­
cided to recommend to its members 
across the province not to vote for ADQ 
candidates.

“It is rare for our organization to take 
such a position, but we believe it must 
be done,” the union leader said during a 
meeting with local CSN leaders in Sher­
brooke. “We are recommending to our 
members to vote against one particular 
candidate in their riding.

If elected, the ADQ, will make Quebec 
society take a step back.”

Among its intentions if elected, the 
ADQ wants to introduce education 
bonds, have the government play less of 
a role in the economy, lower income

taxes, decrease the size of government 
and modify the health care system, she 
added.

“Individual freedoms definitely 
count,” added CSN-Estrie director Janvi­
er Cliche. “But collective freedoms are 
also important and is what we stand for. 
We are encouraging our members to 
make theirs a strategic vote based on 
the values defended by the CSN.”

Charbonneau added the union is not 
recommending one over another 
among the remaining parties, but is en­
couraging members to vote for the 
party they believe is most concerned 
with the needs of workers.

Cliche said CSN regional offices will 
immediately begin a campaign to in­
form members about the positions of 
all three major parties on eight key is­
sues including job creation, economic 
development, family and public fi­
nances.

The CSN, which is against any form 
of privatization, said the party elected 
on April 14 must, among other things, 
play an active role in economic develop­
ment; increase support for families, the 
less fortunate and culture; protect the 
environment; spark regional and 
durable development, and improve ac­
cess to public services such as education 
and health care.

The union is also calling for a better 
redistribution of wealth and pay equity

A mother of five, Al Bahely said all 
the Iraqi men, women and children 
know is war. When she lived in Iran 
with her husband and children on the 
border of Iraq, she continued to suffer 
from the reverberations of ongoing 
conflict.

“Saddam doesn’t love the Iraqi peo­
ple, he loves only himself. He’s mean, 
and very dangerous.” There are always 
problems and war with his regime, 
she said. “There is a lot of illness, a lot 
of problems there with Iraq politics. 
He kills the other Iraqis.”

Al Bahely’s husband Imad Al Bahely 
spoke Saturday at a Sherbrooke peace 
march organized by Solidarité Popu­
laire Estrie. In his keynote speech he 
told the crowd of approximately 3,000 
Townshippers that Saddam Hussein is 
not likely to flee Iraq. Many lives, he 
said, will be lost in the effort to rid 
Iraq of its notorious dictator.

He supports an internal coup, or a 
UN peacekeeping intervention, argu­
ing that U.S.-led military force will re­
sult in many casualties. Money being 
spent on foreign military efforts 
would be more efficiently used if 
given to Iraqi resistance forces, who 
lack the capital to revolt.

“You must have lived war to under­
stand it,” he told demonstrators 
through Arabic-French translator 
Hamid Lekhel, president of the Associ­

ation Culturelle Islamique de l’Estrie 
Saturday. “The solution is definitely 
not war.”

Ending months of speculation, 
Prime Minister Jean Chrétien an­
nounced Monday that Canada will not 
participate in a war with Iraq without 
the UN Security Council’s support.

With Bush expected to officially de­
clare war tonight, UN Secretary-Gener­
al Kofi Annan has ordered all UN staff 
out of Iraq, including more than 150 
inspectors, support staff, humanitari­
an workers, and UN observers monitor­
ing the Iraqi-Kuwait border. Almost 
300,000 American and British troops 
stand poised in the Gulf for the presi­
dent’s signal to blast into Iraq.

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War will not drown out election coverage: Vallières

An expected war between the Unit­
ed States and Iraq will not help 
Quebec Premier Bernard Landry 
by drowning out media coverage of the 

Quebec election, says Richmond county 
Liberal candidate Yvon Vallières.

“If there is a war, it will be a quick 
one and be over long before Quebecers 
have to go the polls on April 14,” he said 
Tuesday.

“Besides, the Quebec media always 
sets aside time and space for a provin­
cial election, so the issues and debates 
will not be lost.”

Many international media reporters 
predict Iraq will be invaded later this 
week if leader Saddam Hussein does 
not accept a U.S. demand to step down 
and leave the country.

When the question of a possible war 
was put to Premier Bernard Landry last 
week, he told reporters he did not ex­
pect one would come and that voters 
would not be deprived of election cover­
age.

Vallières did admit that voters tend 
to vote for the party in power to main­
tain stability when a war comes, but ar­
gued Canada was not joining the war, 
so Quebecers will be free to vote for the 
party of their choice.

He agreed Landry has the most to 
lose in this provincial election, given 
that the Parti Québécois has been in 
power since 1994 and its lead in the 
polls could be lost during the election.

But he argued that the war would 
not take priority over the election, given 
the lack of participation by the Canadi-

an Armed Forces.
“Besides, if the coverage does be­

comes extensive, not only would our 
message be drowned out, so would the 
message given out by the PQ. I don’t see 
any advantage for Mr. Landry.”

Vallières, who has represented the 
county in the Quebec legislature since 
the early 1970s, promised that a Liberal 
government in Quebec would make 
more of an effort to develop the econo­

my in the area given the recent shut­
downs of the JM asbestos mine and the 
Magnola magnesium plant.

He said a Liberal government would 
spend the money necessary to promote 
the use of asbestos in public works pro­
jects and better market magnesium on 
the world markets.

“The present government has done 
nothing to help these two key indus­
tries here,” he said.

“We would set up a task force to 
make sure all possible ideas are studied 
to get the mine and the plant on their 
feet again.”

He said a Liberal government would 
also create a three-year economic devel­
opment fund for the Asbestos area to 
make it more attractive to private in­
vestors.

To shore up the county's agricultural 
sector, Vallières said the Liberals would 
give tax credits to help farmers finance 
costly pollution clean-up projects re­
quired by the province’s environment 
department.

They would also help keep farms in 
the hands of the family with loan guar­
antees that would allow parents to sell 
their farm to their children when they 
retire.

Vallières also pledged more money 
for infrastructure projects for the coun­
ty’s smaller towns, which have few 
funds of their own given their size.

“They need their roads and bridges 
refurbished, their water systems up­
graded, their libraries funded and their 
schools kept open,” he said.

“Because their residents number in 
the hundreds rather than the thou­
sands, they can barely pay their bills

now. Quebec has to help them out if 
they are to remain viable towns for 
their residents.”

He added that a Liberal government 
would lift some costly regulations that 
burden municipalities and provide 
more funding for public services the 
province has transferred to them over 
the years.

“Quebec municipalities have been 
treated like creatures of the provincial 
government,” he said.

“We want to treat them as partners 
and allow them to make more of their 
own decisions while removing some of 
the costly rules and regulations they 
now face.

“If we don’t help the smaller munici­
palities with their fiscal burdens, many 
of their residents will sell their houses 
and leave for a larger city that gives 
more services for less taxes.”

Vallières stood by his party’s promise 
three years ago to allow municipal de­
mergers if the residents call for them.

But he admitted such a process would 
take time and require a register of signa­
tures by a large group of residents.

“Most municipal registers require sig­
natures by about 10 percent of the popu­
lation in any one sector to have a law 
stopped,” he said.

“We would investigate a possible de­
merger if we got such a percentage of 
residents to sign a register.”

But he added that priority for de­
mergers would be given to municipali­
ties such as Montreal that were forced to 
merge by the provincial government.

“To what I understand, all the munic­
ipalities in my county chose to merge,” 
he said.

Lionel Albeit to carry 
Equality colors in 
Brome-Missisquoi

Brome Lake computer ana­
lyst and public affairs com­
mentator Lionel Albert will 
be running under the Equality 

Party colors in Brome-Missisquoi 
in the April 14 provincial elec­
tion.

“I’m old enough to remember 
when Quebec was a rich 
province. That was before politi­
cians started to tinker with lan­
guage and the constitution," 
Albert said in a press release. 
“The result was wonderful for 
Ontario, but ruinous for Que­
bec.”

Albert, who once penned 
opinion pieces for The Record, 
among others, is also the co-au­
thor of Partition - The Price of

Quebec’s Independence. In that 
book he argues that if Canada is 
divisible, then so is Quebec.

Upon entering the race Albert 
said Brome-Missisquoi’s long­
time Liberal MNA, Pierre Par­
adis, refuses to speak up for 
anglophones.

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Pierre Paradis kicks ofFBrome-Missisquoi campaign

Voters will choose 
between health and 

sovereignty

Off and running in his sixth elec­
tion campaign, Pierre Paradis, in­
cumbent MNA for

Brome-Missisquoi, says the choice for vot­
ers when they go to the polls on April 14 
will be an easy one.

“If you are for health you will vote Lib­
eral. If you are for separation, you will 
vote Péquiste,” Paradis told about 200 
supporters at his nomination meeting at 
the Auberge des Carrefours in Cowans­
ville Monday night. “It’s as simple as 
that.”

Entering politics for the first time to 
run in a byelection in 1980, Paradis said 
he still has the fire in his belly. He said 
getting into politics can be hard, but get­
ting our can be even harder.

“We have 28 days ahead of us. It is the 
most agreeable moment for me, the one I 
like the most,” he said. “I approach every 
campaign like it was my first.”

Using his well polished oratorical 
skills, Paradis took the opportunity to 
thank his supporters, discuss the issues 
and criticize his adversaries. He noted 
this campaign will be a special one, with 
the, Liberals, Action Démocratique and 
Parti Québécois all seeing their ups and 
downs in the polls.

“This is not a normal campaign.

Things change very quickly,” he said.
But one thing that hasn’t changed, he 

said, is Premier Bernard Landry. Paradis 
said he’s gotten to know Landry quite 
well over the last two decades.

“I swear to you that Bernard Landry 
does not dream of being elected premier 
of Quebec," he said. “He dreams of being 
president of the country of Quebec.”

Paradis took aim at the Caisse de 
Depot scandal, noting the investment 
agency has lost $13,217,000,000. That is 
the equivalent of 70 per cent of the 
health budget, or 75 times the budget of 
the ministry of environment, he said.

Paradis also took aim at the PQ’s 
record on health care, and the sudden ap­
pearance of plans to eliminate waiting 
lists. He said plans for five new family 
medicine clinics in Brome-Missisquoi 
have been sitting on a desk in Quebec 
City since last fall, simply waiting for 
final approval.

The ADQ didn’t escape Paradis’ criti­
cism either. He noted that in 1995 ADQ 
leader Mario Dumont rode on the “Oui” 
bus with Jacques Parizeau and Lucien 
Bouchard. But today he says he’s against 
holding another referendum.

“I will not risk my future on someone

who doesn’t know what side he’s on, or 
won’t say,” he said.

As for the ADQ’s plans to radically 
downsize Quebec’s civil service, Paradis 
said an easier solution will be available: 
Over the next ten years 44 per cent of the 
civil service will reach retirement age.

“This is an opportunity to clean it up, 
but properly,” he said.

Paradis then returned to the PQ say­
ing that they are downplaying the sover­
eignty issue in the campaign.

“The day after the election they won’t 
be talking about health, they won’t be 
talking about education, they will be 
talking about sovereignty,” he said. “As a 
society was cannot take a third sover­
eignty referendum.”

Prior to Paradis’ speech Robert Benoit, 
the outgoing Liberal MNA for the neigh­
boring riding of Orford, reflected on his 
long association with the popular 
Brome-Missisquoi member. He referred 
to Paradis as one of the true statesmen of 
Quebec. “Pierre will be the first to tell you 
there are no good ministers who are not 
good MNA’s in their riding,” he said. 
“He may have been elected by Liberals 
but an MNA must serve all the people in 
his riding, and Pierre understood that 
from the beginning.”

In a reference to the PQ nomination 
taking place downstairs at the same mo­
ment, Paradis encouraged his support­
ers to show respect for their adversaries.

“We will win by the strength of our 
convictions,” he said. “I urge you to 
treat these people properly.”

Lina Leblanc takes up the PQcolours in B-M

While the Liberals were nominat­

At the meeting 
LeBlanc was joined 
by various support­
ers, including 
Sherbrooke’s PQ 
candidate Marie 
Malavoy and John­
son’s MNA Claude 
Boucher.

“I wish to bring 
to Quebec our solu­
tions, not our de­
mands,” LeBlanc 
said. “I will be 
aware as a woman, mother and grand­
mother and fellow citizen of the men and 
women of Brome-Missisquoi of our eco­
nomic, social and cultural realities, and 
will bring these messages to Quebec.”

Noting that the health care sector has 
seen difficult times, LeBlanc downplayed 
the problems, saying that for the most 
part people are satisfied with the state of 
health care.

“We are capable of managing intelli­
gently, we are sovereign in our own 
homes,” she said. “And our hospital is a 
good example of what can be accom­
plished when people work together, lis­
ten and show their generosity.”

LeBlanc said she doesn’t know all of 
the issues facing farmers in the region. 
But she says she sees enormous poten­
tial in the industry.

“I consider the main priority of my 
mandate, once elected, is to become the 
spokesperson for your community, giv­
ing a strong and articulate voice within 
our government,” she said.

LeBlanc said the only way for Quebec 
to stay on track is to stick with the PQ, 
which has provided strong, stable gov­
ernment. “Stay strong! Finally be on the 
right side in Brome-Missisquoi!” she said. 
“Sovereignty is an attitude of responsi­
bility, of taking charge, of pride.”
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Reading between the lines
On Monday, March 17, the Prime 

Minister announced that Canada 
would not be part of the “coali­
tion of the willing” and would not join

Monday after­
noon David Price was 
interviewed on the radio.

But given the fast- 
paced society we live in, given the 
constraints on everyone’s time, we 
should all be more diligent about sift­
ing the truth from the messages of the 
media. And maybe we should pick up 
newspapers more often so we can ana­
lyze someone’s opinion piece.

PC candidates
disagree on war 
strategy
Dear Editor,

A leading contender for the leader­
ship of the Progressive Conservative 
Party of Canada, MP Peter MacKay, has 
advocated that Canada participate in 
an armed attack on Iraq, with or with­
out the sanction of the United Nations. 
Such an attack by Canada on Iraq 
would be a clear violation of interna­
tional law, as set out in the Nuremberg 
Tribunal rulings, the Geneva Conven­
tion and the Charter of the United Na­
tions itself, which prohibits the use of 
force by a nation except in self de­
fence. Self defence requires an armed 
attack by Iraq to have taken place or to 
be demonstrably imminent. Under the 
rulings of the Nuremberg Tribunal, a 
participant in an illegal war is liable 
for its actions. An attack by Canada on 
Iraq would also be a violation of our 
own domestic law, as set out in the Na­
tional Defence Act.

Progressive Conservatives have his­
torically been strong defenders of in­
ternational law for both moral and 
practical reasons. If we throw away the 
framework of international law our 
own sovereignty is put at risk.

The rule of international law is par­
ticularly important to smaller nations, 
perhaps none more so than Canada 
with its vast space and limited means 
of defence.

Without the rule of international 
law, it is the rule of the jungle which 
prevails. I stand strongly opposed to 
an attack by Canada on Iraq unless it 
occurs in legitimate self defence.

MISSED MANNERS?

Rumours are that Premier 
Bernard Landry is planning an­
other near-breach of political eti­

quette. Landry may be touching down 
in the Townships again this week to 
take part in the nomination meeting 
for the Parti Québécois’s candidate in 
St-François, Guillaume Breault-Dun- 
can. Breault-Duncan told the Record 
he cannot confirm whether Landry 
will be present for his big night, but 
said he is “very encouraged” by the 
prospect. So much for staying away 
from the Opposition leader’s territory. 
It appears the PQ wants to make in­
roads in the Liberal stronghold of the 
Townships where the ruling party has 
but a single MNA in the National As­
sembly.

BIG BUDGETS

Preliminary spending limits for the 
upcoming provincial election have 
been released by the director general 
of the Quebec’s electoral office.

Article 426 of Quebec’s Electoral Act 
sets spending limits for candidates 
which are indexed each year.

The Directeur générales des élec­
tions du Québec has set the limit for 
candidates at $1.04 per voter regis­
tered on the electoral list. The only ex­
ceptions are in widespread, isolated 
region such as Duplessis and Rouyn- 
Noranda-Témiskamingue where the 
limit is set at $1.30 per elector and in 
Iles-de-la-Madeleine where the limit is 
$1.77 per voter.

For political parties, the limit is 62 
cents per elector in ridings where they 
are presenting a candidate. That 
means for a total of some 5.5 million 
voters (5.464.358 to be exact*) on the 
permanent electoral list, parties with

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candidates in each of the province’s 
125 ridings can spent a grand total of 
$3,387,901 and 90 cents. ‘The total 
does not include registered voters liv­
ing outside the province.

Maximum spending for a party and 
all of its candidates is $9,113, 878.

Here are the preliminary calcula­
tions for the Townships:

- Brome Missisquoi: 47,900 electors 
for a total budget of $49,816;

- Drummond: 53,311 electors for a 
budget of $38,785 and pocket change;

- Frontenac: 33,564 voters for a total 
budget of $34,906 and 56 cents;

-Johnson: 42,014 electors for a total 
budget of $43,694 and 56 cents;

- Megantic-Compton: 33.038 voters 
for a budget of some $34,359;

- Orford: 41,839 voters for a total 
budget of $51,377 and 4 cents;

- Richmond: 35,617 electors for a 
budget of $37,041 and 68 cents;

- Saint-Francois: 44,231 voters for a 
total budge of $46,000 and 24 cents;

- Shefford: 51,310 electors for a bud­
get totaling $53,362 and 40 cents;

- Sherbrooke: 46,516 voters for a 
budget of $48,376 and change.

SPECIAL MEASURES
Special measures are being taken to 

ensure disabled voters can cast their 
ballots during the provincial elections 
on April 14.

All polling stations will be accessi­
ble to the disabled, but it’s a good idea 
for voters to check with the election 
president in their own riding.

statement and he just didn’t feel right 
standing to support Chrétien.

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Molson backs local sports projects

For the sixth consecutive year, Town- 
shippers looking for financial sup­
port to improve sports and leisure 
infrastructures will have a chance to get 

it courtesy of Canada’s largest brewery.
“Molson is willing to give local organi­

zations a financial incentive to improve 
sports and leisure sites and equipment,” 
said Molson Local Heroes program co-or- 
dinator Monique Dépatie at a press con­
ference in Sherbrooke Tuesday. “Molson 
will invest anywhere between $50 to 
$4,000.”

Although it’s purpose is to furnish 
local organizations with the funds neces­
sary to improve things like lighting pedes- 
trian roads, replacing a net at a 
municipal tennis court or installing 
stands at baseball fields, Local Heroes will 
only pay one-third of projects estimated 
between $1,001 and $5,000.

“That is done to encourage local orga­
nizations to get active and find ways to 
pay for certain things,” said Dépatie, 
adding that the money must be used for 
equipment and workers must be volun­
teers.

Since 1998, 130 projects in the region 
worth almost $775,000 have been com­
pleted as part of the program. Last year in 
the Estrie region alone, 21 projects worth 
$116, 000 were completed in places like 
Ayer’s Cliff, Compton, Mansonville and 
Lennoxville.

The selection committee, which in­
cludes Montreal Alouettes fullback Bruno 
Heppell, RDS analyst Pierre Vercheval, Ed­
monton Eskimos lineman Steve Charbon-

neau, comedian Michel Beaudry as well as 
former Olympic speedskating gold medal­
ist Isabelle Charest, will be looking for 
projects that improve conditions for the 
entire community.

“People aren’t as implicated in the 
community as they used to be. People 
work a lot now, and when it’s time to im­
prove local infrastructures they think it’s 
the city’s job,” said Charbonneau, a Fre-

lighsburg resident. “Even cities need help 
and Molson knows how to unite people.”

In the last six years, Molson has con­
tributed $1.335 million for more than 
1,000 projects worth an estimated $6.5 
million.

Young football players across Que­
bec should be inspired by the ad­
dition of numerous high school, 
CEGEP and two university squads in 

recent years, according to two Canadi­
an Football League players.

“In the long term, players now 
joining the high school and college 
ranks who are intent on playing at a 
higher level will no longer have to 
leave their region to play,” said Ed­
monton Eskimos defensive lineman 
and Frelighsburg resident Steve Char­
bonneau.

“With the addition of Montreal 
last year, and now Sherbrooke, they 
will have more options to play univer­
sity here in Quebec."

The Quebec University Football 
League (QUFL) grew from four to five 
teams in 2002 with the addition of 
the University of Montreal Carabins. 
On Sept. 6, the University of Sher­
brooke Vert & Or will become the 
sixth team to take to a QUFL field 
when they open the season at home 
against the Carabins.

“Football (in Quebec) will just ex­
plode in the next five years,” Montre­
al Alouettes fullback Bruno Heppell 
told The Record Tuesday in Sher­
brooke.

Despite being competitive in the second half of 
last season, the Carabins ended up losing their 
eight inaugural regular season games, becoming 
the only QUFL team not to make the playoffs.

Vulnerability and 
range variations
By Phillip Alder

In a pair event, everyone plays the 
same deals. You and your partner re­
ceive one matchpoint for doing better 
than another pair when they held your 
cards.

This deal arose at the Manhattan 
Bridge Club in New York City. At all ta­
bles but one, West opened with a strong 
no-trump, which ended the auction. 
After a low-heart lead, every declarer 
finished three down for minus 150.

At the last table, East-West were 
using the weak no-trump, so West 
opened one diamond. After North over­
called one heart, South settled for a 
game-invitational two no-trump, a fair 
assessment with relatively weak dia­
monds. Note that if West had five dia­
monds, three no-trump would be 
hopeless, and it is not good even so.

West led the spade six: eight, seven 
(high from a doubleton), two. Now the 
declarer, Carol Rostad, played a low club 
to her king, West ducking smoothly. 
However, Rostad knew East to be an ex­
pert and was confident that if he had 
the club ace, he would have won the 
trick and shifted to diamonds. So, Ros­
tad unblocked her heart honors and 
continued with a low club toward 
dummy. West went in with the ace and 
exited with his last club. Now West was 
marked with 4-2-4-3 shape.

On dummy’s three heart winners, 
Rostad discarded one card from each 
suit. West erred, though, throwing 
three diamonds, rather than two dia­
monds and one spade. So, declarer 
ducked a diamond to bring down the 
ace. Now West had to give South anoth­
er spade trick, so Rostad won 10 tricks 
via two spades, five hearts, one dia­
mond and two clubs. Plus 180 was a top.

It’s time to put your past in perspective
Dear Annie: As a child, my facial fea­

tures were overly large, and I was teased 
daily by other kids.

Dear Dayton: Not all parents are 
warm and loving, but it’s time to put 
your past in perspective and learn how 
to cope with your mother. You are still 
afraid of her and reluctant to stand up 
for yourself.

Make an appointment with a good 
therapist who will help you work 
through your anger, develop strategies 
for dealing with Mom, and allow you, fi­
