The late Rev. Finlay Mae-

naughton Dewey's pulpit

was that of Stanley Street

Presbyterian Church. “As

father and son we hold the

record for the ministry in
Montreal,” said Dr. Dewey.
“I have been in the min-

istry 39 years as of last

June 1, counting my 25

years at Rosedale and 14
years at St. Andrew's

West.
Dr. Dewey decided to enter

the ministry in 1911 the
Spring his father died. He
was 19 at the time. Born in

Abbotsford, Que., he had been

~

brought up with an older
brother and a younger sister

at the Stanley street manse.
His father’s ancestors were

Americans; his mother’s

Scotsmen. His maternal

grandfather was Rev. George
Coull, of Aberdeen, a leading
Oriental scholar of his day.

“I visited relatives in Scot-
land when I was 10 years

old,” said Dr. Dewey. “I went

back again in 1923.”

At the age of 16 Dr. Dewey
was assistant superintendent

of his father's Sunday school
and chairman of the bible
study group of boys at the

centra! YMCA. “I used to be
very active in sports as a boy

and tennis and basketball
were my favorites,” he said.

Dr. Dewey went from
kindergarten to matriculation’
at the Montrea! High School
where the Mount Royal Hotel

is now located. He won his

BA and MA degrees at Mc-
Gill and graduated in 1913.
His first year of theology
was faken in Montreal, the
last two years in New York.

His first

appointment was as assistant
minister at Rutgers Presby-

terian Church on Broadway

whera he stayed for 15
mon*hs before returning to

Montreal to hecome assistant

minister at St. Andrew's

West on June 1, 1919.

Humble start

On November 1, 1933 Dr.

Dewey came to Rosedale

United which had been found-
ed in the elementary school
the year before by his pre-

decessor Rev. H. W. Burnett.

“I can recall there were only
91 members when I took

over,” said Dr. Dewey.

“There are now 790 members,

close to 600 families.”
The depression and the

second world war deiayed the

 

h oné church ‘
building of a new church
until 1952. Situated at Rose-
dale and Terrebonne, the
small red brick church which
has such clean, simple lines

in a modified Gothic architec-
ture, seats 325 people. “I ap-
preciate the loyal support of

Dewey. “They have done fine
work, One of the hardest
problems was getting a
congregation large enough

and strong enough to build

a new church because depres-
sion and war held us back
for years. Now an entire city
has landed in our laps.”

‘A bachelor, Dr. Dewey
lives with his sister, Miss
Elsie G. Dewey, in a com-

fortable apartment at 5124

Sherbrooke street west. His
brother, Alexander Gordon,

professor of government af

Columbia University, died a

few years ago.

A former chairman of the
Montreal Presbytery of the

United Church, Dr. Dewey

has chaired committees on

college and secondary educa-

tion, legislation, property

and Christian education.

the case. The most alarming
feature from the West's point of
view was that it had grown
steadily since the end of World

War IL

“Three factors contribute

to this state of affairs” con-

tinued Smith. “An attitude of
arrogance, for example, color

prejudice; the manipulation
of the oriental peoples for
our own selfish purposes; and

- the failure of the west to
acknowledge any kind of

equality either on the social

or diplomatic fronts.”

In this last respect, Dr Smith

thought that if Britain hadask-
ed India to intervene when

Egypt rationalized the Suez
Canal a sclution could have been

found berore the later contro-

versial invasion was launched.
“I'm sure India, and Egypt,

with their understanding of each

other's minds, could have done

something. It just never seemed

to occur to the British Foreign

Office. to consult India.”

If the problem hai been great

hefore, now, in the mid-twentieth
century it was even greater, be-

cause for the first time in his-

tory great civilisations were

meeting on terms which de-
manded either partnership or

destruction.
Furthermore, this was an age

of minorities but neither Com-

munists, whites, Christians, Chi-

nese nor Indians were willing

to recognise this fact.
Adjusting ourselves to live as

responsible minorities was not

easy but it must be done.

We've gone part of the way

towards achieving a unified

world by laying down political

and economic organizations

but on the human and cul-

tural side we've done prac-

tically nothing” Smith added.

Moreover, the diplomatic

structure and practice which
had been built up in the 19th

century was totally inadequate

to cope with today’s great

dilemnas. What, then, was the

solution ?

In Dr Smith's view it lay in
religion, but here, too, there

were difficulties that must be

solved.

“The Christian Church still
has no real place for the Hindu,

Buddhist or Moslem and has not

yet substantially replaced the

old idea that only Christians go
to heaven while everyone else

goes to hell. The converse is

true also, so we have the ser-

ious danger that people will say

that if all religions are equal,

then none are truly valid. This

will eventually "undermine all
faiths.”

“World Fellowship cannot be

achieved without great creative

effort. In a new world, people

must learn to think in a new
way."

New York scene and gently put the subject away
jin some secluded nook where miceand this department's
typewriter can’t find it. At least for some columns to
come. If the following diatribe helps visiting Montrealers

all the better.

! The matter at hand has to do with restaurants in
Manhattan, and specifically those which have become
somewhat less attractive than their vaunted reputations.

t .Places to eat being on our beat, the footing is reason-
ably safe. As a matter of fact, we can even rationalize
“reasonably” to a point of some authority (to one side
Duncan Hines, please) as we once covered the knife,

fork, napkin and cocktail glass circuit in that town
with considerable dedication — professionally and pour
le sport (to borrow a terrific phrase from one of the La
Salle Hotel's pastry chefs), .

! To begin with, it has always further perplexed our
already slightly inadequate mind just what compels some
people to eagerly — even anxiously — seek out such
places as Twenty One, the Stork Club or Toots Shor’s
as private little heavens on their visits southward.

! Without whacking these particular. three too deliber-
ately, in our opinion they're overrated to a fantastic
degree of contrived and errant press agentry.

It's common knowledge that both the Stork and,
Twenty One had their origins as speakeasies during pro-
hibition, and as such probably served a dubious purpose
as gathering spots for little groups in search of gre-
garious merriment and surreptitiols tippling. Their
standards in food, liquor and service were high — and
in truth they still are. So what! At least 200 other New
York restaurants offer equal or better qualities.

'
They once had a touch of atmosphere, to be sure,

and it’s hard for us to pinpoint just where retrogression
set in. But set in it did — at least in our mind! |

In the case of Twenty One, it could have happened |
when the owner Kreindler-Bern dynasties attempted to!
establish themselves as final arbiters of fashion, protocol,

social standing, philosophy, etc., etc., and wound up with
an audience clientele of not too intelligent Hollywood
starlets and their mentors; third rate advertising types
full of loud “bring the telephone to the table” conver-
sations; displaced Texans; stock promoters, and mem-
bers of their own families. For the casual visitor, the
entrance scrutiny by their hired worthies, alone, is grat-
ing and reminiscent of the feeling experienced when
confronted with an unhealthy overdraft by an old style
banker.

‘ The Stork Club, with good oid Sherman Billingsley

at the helm, suffers right along with similar afflictions,
and for bad measure throws in a “let’s bar him” attitude.
The reaction to this bit of gruesome nonsense as a rule
automatically raises those so listed a couple of notches
socially in the eyes of discriminating friends.

Dear old Sherm has been even reported to have
banned some in absentia. This actually happened to one
person we know who wouldn't be found dead in his trap.

Toots Shor is the least offensive of the three, but
some of the same ridiculous posturing prevails. And the
cosy small circle of opinionated sports experts in attend-
ance eventually bores one rigid.

There are plenty of places in New York one can rub
shoulders with celebrities (they rub the same as anyone
else, by the way) and dine in comfort without feeling
you haven't paid yourclub dues. For example: the Colony,
the Lobster, Romeo Salta’s, Sardi’s, Puccini, to namé but

a few can be really pleasurable.

If you feel perhaps you're missing the latest in
baschall, football or fight gossip try Al Schacht’s, Leone's

or any better class Third avenue watering place. The
opinions are gencrally more liberal, and the camaraderie
not so phony.

In short, when you spend money dining out in New
York, don't stand still for anything you wouldn't tolerate
in a Montreal restaurant.

If you're wracked with indecision, try the Automat.
Af least you're not likely to have the unpleasant ex-
