Toronto, August
Governor Ogilvie, of the Yukon, is in the
city. In an interview he would not ad-
mit that his resignation was due to any-
thing but his desire to leave the country.
*“I wouldn’t stay there another winter,”
he said, “for $25,000 a year. They are the
biggest lot of kickers in there I ever saw
in my life, and the biggest kickers are
Liberals. They kick about everything
but the principal kick is because they can-
not all get rich. Every day my office
was crowded with disappointed kickers.”

Mr. Ogilvie discussed freely some of the
drawbacks in the progress of the Yukon
territory. The duty on machinery has
been a serious drawback, and the freight
rates are gmply ruinous. In 1897 the rate
for freight was %323 a ton, now it is from
880 1o %125.

The Coamber of Commerce has again
taken up the agitation of this treaty.
Threa yeals ago it initiated this eg&tat’:on.
and later a joint hlgh commission was ap-
potuted by the respective Governments of

1 the United States and Great Britain. Tids

conMhisslon met at Quebee, and after a
large nuwmber of hearings and discusslons,
adjourned withowt seitling any of the gues-
tons before It.

The Alaskan bhoundary ersy WwWas
the rock on which the joint high commis-
sion wwas stranded. ‘That question ks still
open, and, while it s one of great Import-
ance, it s beleved that it constitutés a
chapter by lteelf. and does not concern the
question of a reciprocal commercial treaty.

As Mr. Preston aptly states it, it “haés
no more to do with the question of a recl- .
proval commercial treaty than the dredg-
ing of the Zuyder Zee."” Z

This is apparently the feeling of the
Chamber of Commerce, and, - since Lord
I'auncefote’s wtepoken advocacy of a recl-
proeiay treaty with Capada, the members
of this body have applied themselves with
renowed vigor and hope to ¢he task of pre-
paring the way for such a treaty. !

One of the first things to be determined
was whether the Interest manifested I
the varlous manufacturing centres three
years ago. had been forgotten in the In-
terlin, or hopelessiy lost by the fallure of.
the jolnt high commission to frame a sat-
Isfactory treaty. Secretary Preston was
asked to make a reponmt on this question;
bence his tour through the BState, He
frupd a most encouraging unanlmity of
oplnion in support of a treaty.

HEARTY INTEREST.

“l wans greatly encouraged by finding
among those on whoni I called an Interest
which was hearty and spontaneous,’” he
said. “The manufacturers seem to haveé
kept well In touch with all that has been
done on the matter, and many of them
evinced the keenest interést in the an-
mouncement that an effort would be mad
to have the joint hlgh commission recom-
vened for the purpose of framing sbidh a
reciprocal treaty. :

“‘The expansion of our commerce apd the
Interest with which that expansion now
be ng generally studied have shown that
Canada Is one of our best. markets. Nit
even Great DBritaln herself, baslig the
computatlon upon her papulation, and not
taking into account the fact that she “acts
s a sort of commernial clearing houss,
purchasing for many others besides her
own populations"fhakes such heary
rhasres per capita. For example: In the .
fiscal year ending June 30, Canada pur-
rhased from us goods to the value of over.
£100,000,000, or about $20 per capita, based
upon her. population, which s something
over 35,000,000, XNo other country in the
world makes such a heavy per caplta show-
ing as that.

CANADIAN GOODS.

“Our purchases of Canadian goods during
the year ending June 30 amounted tc a
little leas than $40.000,000, showing a clesr
balanee of trude of more than $40,000,000
in our favor. This advantageous trade we
are in danger of sacrificing, unless’ thefs
I$ a commercial tremty with Capnada. Cag-
ada now allows the .mportation of Eng-
llsh goode at 331-3 per cent. below the
tariff on United States goods, and there W
some talk of a <customs federat'on wheh

“The destruction of this Canadian . trade
waould bhe a great loss to the United States,
and patticularly to New England. We en-
Joy the value of proxtmity, and wonld be
particulariy  benefited by a  reclprocity
treaty.  Thix was realized by everybody on
whom T ecalled.  And it wasn't a-case of
my belng calledl upen 1o explain the sitna-
thmn. The gentlemen whom 1 interviewad
were quite glive to all aspects of the cane,
and heartlly gapproved the action of the
Chamber of Commerce In petitioning the
