which was untrue, the Star now has the audacity to de-
clare that probably more voters approved Lord Byng’s
course in rejecting the advice of his Ministers than dis-
approved it.

Either this is unmitigated balderdash or the poison- |

ous effluvia of a political partizan bent on destroying
the country he can no longer dominate. For, make no
mistake about it, the people of Canada will not accept

any lower status than that held by the people of Eng-|

land, Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland, or of the
other dominions; they would ‘“cut the painter” first.
