Rev. Alan Greene, superintend­
ent of an Anglican Marine Mis­
sion which server: the lower thh . 
of the British Columbia coast east 
of Vancouver Island, will be : 
Sherbrooke Monday to attend a 
supper meeting of the St. Peter's 
Church Men’s Club and to give ar 
illustrated lecture in the church 
hall later in the evening.

Some 9,000 white and 1.000 In­
dian persons are served by this mis­
sion with its four mission ships, a 
20-bed hospital at Pender Harbor, 
homes for the aged, and a monthly 
outpost medical clinit at Whale- 
town.

The great basic industries of 
logging and fishing are served by 
the hospital ship Columbia, it; 
doctor and chaplain, and the other 
three ships which, with the Colum­
bia, are on year-round patrol.

In 194 7, St. Mary’s Hospital, at 
Pender Harbor, had 425 in-patients 
with a total of 4,193 patient days. 
Fifty-one babies were born in this 
hospital in 1947, 26 boys and 95 
girls.

The hospital ship Columbia in 
its 12,000 miles of travel in 1947 
treated 612 white patients and 200 
Indians. Of the 12.000 miles, 2,- 
500 were travelled in answer to ra­
dio telephone calls to the ship ask­
ing for medical assistance.

The three clergy, Mr. Greene, 
Rev. Heber Greene and Rev. Rollo 
Boas, and the lay missionaries, Mr. 
and Mrs. Ernest Christmas, held 
in more than 100 little communi­
ties 600 church services, including 
baptisms, marriages and Holy 
Communions, with 440 persons 
making their Communion in far­
away places.

THE HELPING HAND

« UNION INSECURITY
A new angle on the question of the so- 

called “compulsory check-off of union dues, 
whereby the employer is called upon to deduct 
from the wages of the employee the amount 
of his union fee—regardless of whether or not 
the worker belongs or wishes to belong to the 
union, is presented by John Atkins in The 
Scene From Shingwauk Farm. It is argued by 
those who believe in the check-off that every 
worker benefits by the acts of the union which 
bargains for the employes after it has won a 
majority vote. However, Mr. Atkins argues 
that in reality the system denies the rights of 
every dissenting worker and makes his employ­
ment insecure. The exact opposite to the 
rnion arguments may be true, he claims.

A union dominated by Communists, as 
some unions are, seeks only to obtain condi- 
ions which will wreck the industry in which 

:he union functions. The employees who are 
opposed to the policies of their leaders are 
compelled to suffer the damage done to their 
employment by those who impose unworkable 
conditions upon the employers and at the same 
time must pay dues to keep these destructive 
leaders in power.

It would be as reasonable as the check-off 
to compel every voter to pay dues to the 
political party which happens to be in power 
because all citizens benefit, hypothetically, 
from the activities of the government. A 
check-off which compels membership in any 
labor movement or other organization is un­
democratic. It tends to perpetuate the power 
d1 dictatorial leaders. One party rule is total- 
tarianism, in any party or government.

A labor code, agreed upon by the con­
structive members of the employer and em­
ployee organizations in Canada guaranteeing 
the rights of all parties, might well be formu- 
ated and given ettect voluntarily. Such a 
code would embody the basic principles under­
lying maximum production, the payment of 
the highest wages, and the maintenance of the 
best working conditions possible in any in­
dustry. It could become a standard of prac­
tice for a preponderance of employers and 
employees.

The great majority who believe in demo­
cratic capitalism should take co-operatively the 
measures necessary to preserve it, and to keep 
it functioning without the waste and loss of 
strikes which cannot be prohibited but must 
be avoided if industry is to serve the common 
tood as it should.

COL. DREW MOVES QUICKLY
In deciding to contest the traditionally- 

rafe Conservative riding of Carleton on the 
outskirts of the Canadian capital, Col. George 
3rew, recently-elected leader of the Progres­
sive Conservative Party has taken the best 
possible steps to assure that he will be in the 
House of Commons before the next session 
gets underway and thus will be able to give 
the official Opposition in that Chamber the 
the direct and aggressive leadership which it 
needs now if it hopes to take office after the 
next election. The decision is in keeping with 
his promise to leave no stone unturned in his 
efforts to secure victory in the next national 
vote.

Hardly had he been confirmed in office 
when Col. Drew moved to relieve himself from 
his ties to the Ontario Provincial Government 
and turn his attention to national matters. 
Carrying out his pledge to strengthen the party 
oiganization in all parts of the country, last 
night he held a monster demonstration in 
Montreal. At this time he also met the heads 
of the Quebec Conservatives in a move to 
iron out the various problems which have 
arisen and thus find some suitable basis for 
gaining the support of this Province which is 
essential if the party is to maintain itself as a 
truly national force The Maritimes will 
receive a visit from Col. Drew during the 
coming week when organization matters will 
be discussed.

By accepting the nomination in Carleton. 
Col. Drew not only enters into a seat which 
has been kind to Conservative leaders and 
future Prime MiniSteis in the past, but be also

RATHER SURPRISING

should not interfere. In view of the action of 
Australia and South Africa in lending assist­
ance to the breaking of the Berlin blockade, 
it would appear that he is rather straining a 
point to support the unpopular decision that, 
for the time being at least, the R.C.A.F. will 

| continue to abstain from participating in this 

! common effort.
Canada is ranked as a world power today 

and our representatives have a great deal to 
say in international conferences. Under the 
circumstances it is disappointing to the people 
of this country to realize that impoverished 
Brkain, with some assistance from the United 
States, is bearing the brunt in the present cold 
war against Russia.

There can be no doubt as to the Russian 
i intention. It is an attempt to freeze the west­

ern democracies out of the Berlin sector which 
is, after all, the key to Germany.

The first nation to accept the challenge 
was Britain. Immediately the Government of 
that little island threw its air force into the 
breach and established an air lift to ensure 
Berliners in the democratic sector that they 
would not starve or go cold as the result of 
the Russian blockade. Soon the United States 
also entered the picture, supplementing the 
United Kingdom efforts.

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THE PARISH AND THE HILL
By Mary Doyle Curran

-THE PARISH AND 1 HE 
HILL", by Mary Doyle Curran, is 
not so much a noval as suggestive 
notes for a novel. Mrs. Cu.ian 
telis about the Irish in a \ankee 
miEtown from the days when tue 
first great famine in Ireland sent 
them, starved and hungry lor 
work, pouring into New Eng.and 
—shanty Irish, mostly, at the oe- 
ginning—till now, when the worst 
of the iace-curtain folk are speak­
ing out smugly and truculently 
about “the trouble we’re having in 
Boston with the Jews and the Nig­
gers.” ,

“Exactly who is ‘wc . t c : c- 
doubtable* Mrs. O’Connor, shanty 
Irish still and proud of it, demanu- 
ed of her snobbish, ambitious lace- 
curtain son Tabby. “The Irish, of 
course,” he answered, surprised. 
Whereupon Mrs. O'Connor wished 
devoutly and loudly for the 
strength in her good right arm to 
give her son the clout that would 
knock fhe bully out of him.

Mrs. Curran’s i ory—and its 
bones, as such, are meager indeed 
—is laid in a small industrial town 
to which County Kerry- folk came 
in great numbers. John O’Sul­
livan came there, too—the grand­
father of whom little Mary O'Con­
nor, writing her childhood reminis­
cences in “The Parish and the- 
Hill,” speaks devotedly. The way 
grandfather happened to come 
was this: Back in County Kerry 
the girl he was in love with sud­
denly ran away. She had learned 
that her father was planning to 
wed her to a rich old one. But she 
sent John O’Sullivan this note: 
“I have gone to America. I have 
saved all that I earned from my 
eggs and taken the bit Aunt 
Bridgie left me. If you want me, 
you will find me in a place where 
there are Kerry men. Signed 
Thomas Heffernan, Schoolmaster, 
written for Johanna Sheehan, in 
secrecy.” The sagas of the first, 
second and third generations of the 
union of Johanna and John O'Sul­
livan follow, thinly and desultorily 
presented, but unfailing in their 
interest because Mrs. Curran prof­
fers her loosely-strung-together 
Irish anecdotes with an engaging 
charm, and she has an eye and a 
tongue for character. But the ac­
tion that holds a novel together 
-— makes it move — is strangely 
wanting in “The Parish and the 
Hill.” Instead we have Mrs. Cur­
ran’s gentle voice raised—through 
the persons of little Mary O’Con­
nor, her mother and her grand­
father, wise old John O’Sullivan— 
to plead for a decent Irish pride in 
real values, for the honest, out­
spoken sympathies and convictions 
of the old shanty Irish of the Par­
ish in contrast with the shallow, 
self-seeking, showy respestability 
of the lace-curtain Irish of the 
Hill. “It’s a sad story” (this story 
of Irishman fighting Irishman to 
get to the pot of gold on the hill), 
old John O’Sullivan pointed out, 
and “there is no end to it yet.” 
Mrs. Curran, with the love of an 
Irishwoman for the Irish in her 
heart, obviously thinks so too, and 
says so, plainly and appealingly, 
in* “The Parish and the Hill.”

THE WILD COUNTRY

Th« ‘wild country” lay in the 
Mue hills behind* Ronnie’s grand­
father’s stock farm. The boy and 
his dog were not allowed to ex­
plore it for fear they might get 
lost.

Haif­
a-million new houses have 
been built since 1945, be­
tween a quarter and a third 
of which are classed as tem­
porary houses, Actually, the 
distinction between perman­
ent and temporary houses is 
rather a misleading one, sine: 
m'any of the “pre-fabs" or pre­
fabricated temporary house- 
are just as sturdily built as 
some of the more pretentious 
looking brick houses that, 
used to bo run up in great 
numbers before World War II 
and are much more convenient 
and comfortable to l;ve in.

Labor Costs
Future building program» 

are rather uncertain, but it is 
hoped to continue building 
houses at the present rate of 
about 2O0,0ÜQ at a time. Costs 
have increased more than had 
been expected. It now costs 
more than three timeis as 
umch as it did in 1931) to 
build a typical working-class 
house. The price of materials 
has greatly increased, parti­
cularly tha: of timber, which 
has to be imported and costs 
four times what it did, so that 
even the cost of the smaller 
amount now used {of one 
house ha*: more than doubled. 
Since the new hous.es are 
meant to provide satisfactory 
homes for many years to come, 
they are being built to high­
er standards of size and fit­
tings than before World War 
II, but this has contributed to 
the higher costs of materials 
and labor. Labor costs have 
also risen, partly on account 
of improved wage rates and 
partly on account of lower 
productivity which, in turn, is 
in part due to the effect of 
World War II 0n the numbers 
of young skilled workers in 
the. industry. It may be neces­

sary to cut out some of the 
small lux in it : which, so fa»-, 
have been included in all new 
house».', in order to cut costs. 
But the houses will continue to 
go up.

There is one new building, 
at Osi i-rley, neai London, 
which is now neiu -y complete 
ami which will bring much 
happiness to a great mar,y 
fortunate people. It is going 
to he a hostel for victims of 
that terrible ailment called 
paraplegia, which is the name 
by which paralysis of the legs 
b niv.iwn.

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China Is Major 

Problem For U.S.

Shanghai, Oct. 30.—(JP)— 
If Communism’s fast flow 
over Asia is to be stopped, 
the United States must tackle 
the knotty problem of China 
again quickly and find a bet­
ter solution than any tried so 
far.

Whether or not Commun­
ism has been halted in Eur­
ope, it certainly has not been 
stopped in Asia where its en­
croachment appears geared to 
China’s civil war. Every time 
the Chinese Reds score a big

victory Communist cells be­
gin to ferment all over the Far 
Eaet.

Red China never looked 
etronger. The loss of Tsinan, 
Shantung capital, for exam­
ple, left Nanking, Shanghai 
and the Yangtze heartland of 
Chiang Kai-Shek’s China open 
to attack. Time draws short.

What can the United States 
do? Veteran observers in 
China know the answer is not 
simply granting more money. 
The money will disappear and

the Rede will keep on com­
ing. Observers see these four 
courses open:

1. Write off China, let 
China fall, and hope that Chi- 
neee Communism will not suc­
ceed. A lot of people don’t 
think it would.

2. Abandon China except 
for a -foothold on the coast 
as a beachhead should a war 
against world Communism 
come. Tsingtao, United States 
naval base, seems logical. It 
isn’t strong now, but it could 
be built up.

3. Continue small-scale aid 
to Chiang in the hope of buy­
ing time. This is the present 
policy, but it hasn’t had much 
success.

4. Tbow in big-scale aid 
and try to defeat Commun­
ism in China in the hope that 
thereafter other Asnatic Reds 
will curl up and die.

The fourth course seenic to 
be the most popular now with 
Americane except those who 
would have to administer the 
job. These last favor the idea 
but despair of making it work.

China is a huge, sprawling

land mass, cri~5-crossed by 
mountains and rivers with few 
roads and railroads. In its 
beet days China had little na­
tional cohesion. Large sections 
are a’.moe: autonomous and 
pay little heed to Nanking. 
Some of these sections are the 
richest.

Its 450 millions live at 
peaks of sumptuous wealth 
and depths of grinding pov­
erty. Literacy k about 10 per 
cent. Millions of Chinese even 
in cities don't know the name 
of their own president. Al­
ways badly governed, Chinese 
have little or no feeling of 
patriotism by western stan­
dards.

As to civil war, the average 
Chinese is more interested in 
keeping out of the way than 
in winning it. He isn’t half as 
concerned about saving China 
from Communism as the 
Americans are.

To him the Comanunkts are 
just another conqueror, and 
he has had conquerors coming 
and going for centuries with­
out any noticeable change in 
his lot. He dislikes soldiers,

Red or government, end has 
suffered at the har.de of both.

So this vast, looee and in­
different nation, which in its 
heart dislikes foreigner* much 
more than it dislikes any 
special political breed of 
Chinese, is asked to halt the 
spread of Communism.

Some pretty good United 
States military brains have 
come to Chine and tried to 
bend it to a unified war ef­
fort. Most of them admitted 
they went slightly crazy in. 
the process.

A large segment of for­
eigners in China believe the 
United States can stop Com­
munism in China only with a 
terrific amount of direct in­
tervention in Chinese affairs.

They say the intervention 
must be almost as much as 
the United States now is ex­
erting in such conquered 
countries as Japan.

Such intervention would be 
hard to sell to the people of 
the United States, and it 
would be intensely unpopular 
with the Chinese.

veteran of World War II, to sit 
on the committee which obtained 
the awards for these veterans of 
World War I,” the president said. 
’T only hope that the time will 
never come when there will be 
veterans of World War III to 
make such awards to us.”

Mr. Williams, in his introduc­
tory remarks, also praised the 
contribution these men had made 
to the Legion in particular and to 
Sherbrooke in general. They had 
given ‘‘high quality service to 
make life a better thing here,” 
he said.

“These men represent the glory 
of the thing that you can’t legally 
demand of any man. Their giving 
was voluntary. They did the unen- 
forcable. This is one of the condi­
tions of greatness in a man.”

Mr. Williams, remarking that 
the heart of democracy lies in 
men who will do those things 
which they cannot be forced to do 
and are not obliged to do, said 
“unless we do what we’re not forc­
ed to do dictatorship will folow.”

He commented on the presence 
of old and young veterans at the 
banquet and said he was glad they 
had found a common basis for 
carrying out the ideals for which 
they had fought. No nation could 
live without institutions and ideals.

'We are looking into a strange 
tomorrow',” he eaid. “We’ve come 
to the end of our tether. Civiliza­
tion can’t stand another war. 
Nothing is needed more than to 
create strong points in our demo­
cracies that will hold when the 
assault comes. We must give proof 
to our ideals, to our belief that 
our way of life can match any oth­
er.”

Devotion was demanded in ser­
vice life and servicemen didn’t 
count the cost when they did their 
duty. That should be the case still. 
There was no place for la laissez-j 
faire attitude.

“We can’t let tilings drift,” Mr. | 
Williams said. “The full measure 
of your stature is called for in the 
days to come. They will be bright­
er days if you stand fast to the 
three D’s—decision, devotion and 
discipline.”

New York, Oct. 30.—Ah—Qaim- 

ing that actually “the advantage 
is with Truman and not Dewey,” 
J. Howard McG.ath, Democratic 
party nationa. chairman, last night 
urgeu Dr. George Gal up to "pro­
perly adjust” his pre-election polls 
'so that voters may know the 
truth.”

McGrath told Gallup in a tele­
gram that “your polls this year do 
not tell a compleie story nor give 
an accurate interpretation of your 
own findings.”

McGrath said an advantage for 
Piesident Truman instead of Gov­
ernor Thomas E. Dewey would be 
shown if the Gal.up poll results 
were adjusted in line with percent­
age errors in the two previous 
Presidential campaigns.

The Democratic chairman Gal­
lup missed by an average of 2.4 
per cent in 1940 and 2-3 per cent in 
1944—each time in favor of the 
Republicans.

“This historical error in favor 
of Republicans mirrors the reluc­
tance of some poll takers to go in­
to factories and poor areas,” Mc­
Grath said.

Gallup's reply was: "we call 
the shots as we see them” and 
“the only answer to Mr. McGratn 
will come on next Tuesday."

Gallup, head of the American 
Institute of Public Opinion, said 
last night it is "proud” of its 1940 
and 1944 records.

! Saying “we’ve never reached the 
point yet where we claim infalli­

bility," he added:
“Next Tuesday the whole world 

will be able to see down to the 
last percentage point how good 

!we are. Mr. McGrath and anyone 
else is entitled to interest our fi­
gures in any way they see fit.

the Lund resulted from an 
investigation by groups inter­
ested in British relief. By 
centralizing buying and trans­
portation, including delivery at 
destination, substantial savings 
could be effected. The scatter­
ed efforts of many could be 
channelled into an efficient 
single stream of relief, without 
a loss of individuality as to 
persons, groups or organiza­
tions. Actual savings of 24 to 
30% in shipping and handling 
cost alone have been estimated 
— meaning larger parcels of 
food for the same cost, the 
elimination of private compe­
tition for scarce items, more 
rapid and efficient delivery.

MORE AID PER DOLLAR
For example: the cost of placing 
a ready packaged 10 lb. parcel 
in the hands of a recipient in 
Britain, exclusive of content 
purchase price, is approximate­
ly $2.30 at present, whereas 
through UEFB concessions the 
comparable cost would be 57c 
to 79c. This economy does not 
include the very substantia! 
saving which hulk purchasing 
effects.

OTHER ORGANIZATIONS

Other organizations are nut 
given this national service nor 
are they obtaining the very 
large concessions which the 
co-operating Governments 
have assured UEFB.
