Further discus-
sion took i lace as to thesteps necessary to be
taken, and when some of the preliminaries had
been arranged, Mr, Wiison asked, ‘¢ Well, who
is to be the registrar ?” to which Mr. Buultbee
replied, * There is no use beating about the
¢ bush ; if you feel that I d:gerve he office, that
¢ you can fairly give it, Ishould like to haveit”
Mr. Wilson then made use of language, as Mr
Boultbee thought, tantamount to saying that be
sho:ld have the appointment, and in return for
this promise, Mr. Boultbee agreed to take the
necessary steps and expend the necessary money
on preliminaries to have the Riding set apart.
Considering the state of the roads, and that it
would be inpossible to get the various Councils
together without great delay, he decided that he
would be able to accomplish his purpose bet—
ter by getting up a petition, signed by the va—
rious Councillors, and men of standing, than by
calling the Councils together. Thishe says he
did, “ at no little trouble apd expense,” and
only one man -in the whole Riding js said to
have refused to sign it out of all who were asied.
The petition was then sent to Mr. Wilgon, wha
being satisfied  with it, set apart the Riding im-
mediately, fixing Newmarket as the location of
the office, It was at this time that Mr. Boultbee
heard that Mc. Wilson treated the appointment
as if still open. Mr. Boultbee immedialely wrote
him concerning the matter, and Mr. Wilson re-
plied that “ he was troubling himself unneces-
““ garily, as he was to be the Registrar,” and
re-assured him by saying, “ I have the order in
“ Council already to pass, whenever McDougall
“ comes down. When itis all over I will write
““to you. I don't like to do things by halves,
“and I always like to do them straightfor-
% ward. Yes means yes by me, and if I don’t
 mean it, I don’t say it.” This letter was dated
Nov. 29. And again on the 3rd December, Mr.
Wilson again wrote to him, saying “ North York
“has been set apart to-day ; the proclamation
“will bein the Gazette on Saturday, and your
“appointment also as registrar.” Mr. Boultbee
thought that this was so decisive that he
went to considerable expense in order to have a
suitable building in which to hold the office. The
next intimation he had of anything being wrong
was & letter from the Hon. Wm. McMaster, who
wrote to tell him that Mr. Wilson was receiving
ietters informing him that Mr. Boultbee’s ap-
pointment would  endanger his position in the
Riding ; and Mr. McMaster advised him to
strengthen his hands by a recommendation sign-
ed by a number of first-rate names. Mr. Bouit-
bee then hastened to Quebee, and had several
interviews with Mr, Wilson.

NEUTRALS AND BELLIGERENTS —We publish
azain to-day one of those admirable letters (f
¢ Historicus,” of which we have aiready printed
geveral upon the same subjest.. In this paper
the author still further developes and establishes
the doctriae ue has already laid down, that the
supply of articles known as contraband of war
by the subject of a neuwral to a be ligerent by no
means furaishes a casus belli to the other bellige-
rent against the neutral, and that this rule ap-
plies tven to the extreme case of the fitting out
of wariike expeditions and ships within the terri-
tory of the neutral. At the same time he inci-
dentallv shows that it is the duty of the neutral
to prevent the fitting ount of such expediiions
when brought to his knowledge, first, out of res-
pect to his own dignity, because the act of filting
out such expeditions is an affront to the neutral
on the part of the belligerent who performs it
secondly, because by permitting such acts he in-
vites warlike proceedings in his owa territory
from other belligerents; and thirdiy, becausg if
he knowingly or tamely submits to the infraction
of his laws by one belligerent conniving with his
own subjects, he raises just doubts of the sincerity
of the neutrality which he professes. On one
point it strikes us that the reasoning of this lucid
writer is a littie confused ketween the right of
reclamation which a belligerent may have against
a neutral who voluntarily and knowingly pe mits
the fitting out of warlikke expeditions, and that
which - the - belligerent -may have against
the neutral, whose territory has been. ren-
dered availabie for warlike prepsrations with-
out his consent. He asks whether it could
be allowed, if France and Austria were at war,
that the fact of France having ignored the neu-
tra’ity of Belgium, should give Austria the right
to say that Belgium must revenge her own honor
by declaring war against her powerful neighbor
France? The answer to this case aimits of no
doubt. But from the fact that the neutral whose
territory has without his fault ‘been made avail-
able by one beiligerent cannot be held regponsi-
ble by the other, “Historicus” seems to argue that
a  mneulral is equally irresponsible to ' the
charge of insincero neutrality, when his terri-
tory hag been thus used with his knowledge
This is plainiy ngt the conclusion of the reason-
ing j but it seems to be the peaning of the words
in one pof the parageaphs. We, howewgr, instead
of comments of ojr own, make room f r this abie
exposi ion of one of the mest inferesting questions
of the day,

PArri'S INSTITUTES OF MEDICINE.— HARPERS,—
We have received a copy of the seventh edition
of this well known and popular work on medical
gcience. It treats of Physiology, Pathology, and
Therapeutics; the “appendix” having, besides,
several chapters treating of Organic Chemistry,
Reflex actlion; Structure, Animals and Plants,
Absorption, the Brain, Therapeutics, the Soul,
&ec., &e. We believe that the book is a standard
work on the science to which it relates, and-—we
do ‘not ‘mean theologically, ‘but scieatifically—
strictly Orthodox. Of course there i3 little of a
popular charaeier in the work, but it may be read
with interest by all intelligent men; just as ele-
mentary law books, which treat of law as a
science and not -as an art, are among the most
useful aids to the formation of a sound judgment,
and to the acquisition of a practical knowledge
of men's rights and duties in their relations to
other men. © We see that the author has no faith
in that notions of the * progress of medical
science” which believes that all problems in
medicine will be solved, or at least are solvable
by means of a knowledge of Organic Chemistry.
He holds that chemistry deals with inorganic
matter along, which in the human hody consists
of the same constitnent parts immediate]y
after as immediately before death; while there is
predominant over all, the phenomena of life, a

hmniﬂested in .a thousand ways, and which
chemistry, however perfect; cannot deal with,
The institutes, therefore, enunciate on this lead-
ing point the views of the leading pbysiologists
from Hippocrates downward, and in this-direc-
tion hold that modern science has made little
advance.

BELLIGERENT VIOLATIONS OF NEUTRAL
RIGHTS.

(To the Editor of the Times )

Sir,—There are no questions which at 1he pre-
sent time more deeply engage the public mind
than those which concern therights and duaties
of neutral Governments in their relations with
belligerent Powers.

As this interesting and somewhat complicated
question is nowhere very satisfactorily treated
in the ordinary text-books, and has been con-
siderably obscured by the loose language of un-
professional politicians, I shall ask your leave to
offer some observations which may help to place
the discussion on its proper and scientific basis.

The elementary and universal principle which
lies at the root of the whole question i3 the ab-
soiute title of the neutral sovereigrty to immu-
nity, whether as regards its territory or its pre-
rogatives, from the interference of belligerent
operations of any kind, A violation of this 1m-
munity is one of the clearest and highest of-
fences against public law, For one ' belligerent
to pass throught the neutral territory without
the leave of its Sovereign—to carry on hostile
operations within the neutral jurisdiction—to
levy soldiers or sailors, or to equ p vessels of war
within the neutral soil—are familiar instances
of violations of the rights of neutral sovereignty.
They are acts eminently unlawful, and the neu—
tral Governmentis entitled to prohibit and, if
necessary, to avenge their commission. In or-
der the more clearly to illustrate the argument,
I will select the particular instance of levying
forces and equipping armaments by one of the
belligerents within the neutral territory without
the leave of its sovereign, in order accurately to
examine the rights and duties to which such an
act gives rise. It is now admitted on &ll hands
(though the matter was at one time faintly dis-
puted) that such conduct on the part of a belli-
gerent is a gross violation of the rights of the
neutral Sovereign, ‘That this must be so is ob-
vious, and that ontwo distinct and sufficient
grounds, both as regards the conduct of the en-
listing belligepent and that of the enlisted sub-
ject.  First, the exclusive right of making peace
and war resides in’the Sovereign alone. For a
subject of the neutral Crown to engage on his
own-account in war with a foreign Power, or fon
a foreign belligerent to induce himso to engage,
ig a violent impeachment of the prerogative of
the Sovereign. Itis a gross contempt of * the
Queen, her crown and dignity,” 1f one nentral
subject may do thiz, a million may do the same.
Nay, we might have the State collectively at
peace while every one of its subjects was actual-
ly at war. It is, therefore, the clear right and
paramount inferest of the neutral Sovereign to
take gdequate measures in order to prohibit and
prevent the cccurrences of so dangerous an ab-
gurdity, So much for  the = breach  of
duty as between the neutral Sovereign agd
his subjects. But, secondly, such acts are a clear
violation of right as between the offending bel-
ligerent and the neutral Government. It is the
unquestionable privilege of the neutral Govern-
meat to bar the intrusion of beiligerent opera-
tions from the #sacrosanct limits of themeutral
jurisdiction. ‘¢ Procul O, procul esle, profuui.’
‘T'o levy men or to equip armaments within the
neutral jarisdiction is' to convert the sanctuary
of neutrality into the theatre of war. Such pro-
ceedings are, therefore, upon both grounds in the
highest degree unlawful, municipally as hetween
the Sovereign and the s&bject, internationally as
between the offending belligerent and the offend-
ed neutral. They constitate an offence clearly
Funishqble at common law, and the Foreign En-

istmeni Agt can only be regarded as a munici-

pal statute intended to proyide a conyenient re-
medy against all persons and things within the
allegiance of the neutral Crown. As regards the
offandjng belligerent, the remedy of the injured
neutral ig far more egtensiye, and the latter, in
default of reparation, ig entitled to viudicate his
violated immunity by reprisals or by war.

So far the matter is.clear enough, and the pro-
positions I have stated will be at once admitted.
A difficulty; however, beging to arise when we
come to consider the relations which this viola-
tion of the neutral goye:eignty creates, as be-
tween the neutral and the other belligerent who
may have been indirectly injured by that vioja-
tion. Upon this pointI have come across a great
deal of loose and inaccurate talking and writing,
whigh males it desirable and necessary to ascer-
tain and egtablish the pteictlaw of the case. The
tundamental proposition which [ wish to impregs
on your read=rs' &tfenticn (the importaace of
which I shall preseatly show) ig, thatthe right
whigh is injured by the act of the offending bel-
ligerent is the right of the neutral Government,
and not that of the other beiligerent The im-
portant consequence of this proposition is that it
is the neutral, and not the belligerent, who is
strictly entitled to elaim or to enforce the remedy.
When' thig point I8 once properly apprehended
the solution of the question hecopes simple and
satisfactory. g :

The profound and accurate jaridical intellect
of Grotius has fully seized the necessity of this
distinction.
neutral territory by hostilities” carried on within
it, he says :—

Bynkershoeck carefully insists on the same

Sed in
territorio utriusque amici gui hostem agit, agit ef
adversus principem, qui tbi tmperat, et omnpem
vim, a quocunque faclam, legibus coermet,”—
(QJ.P,L.1,cap.8)

Now the irresistible deduction from these prin-
ciples is, that the right whieh isinjured is the

| right of the neutral alone, and therefore that he

is the only person who is entitled to complain of
and to redress ifs infraction. It is, legally speak-,
ing, at the option qff the neutral to gssert or to
release the right. # Quilihet polest renunciare
juri pro sz ynirgducto? The other belligerent,
who has suffered no egal wrong, cannot substi-
tute himgelf a3 8 complainant.

The soundness of thege. propositions may be
tanted in various ways. Forinstance, the passage
of a belligerent army through the neutral terri.
tory without theleave of tiic overeign is a gross
off-nce to the neptral Government. Nevertheless,
if the neuiral Sovereign ctooses to permit it, the
other belligerent who. may suffer” by it, haying
no right in the matter, has no ground of com-
plaint, Ths }agguage of Kent is express on this
point i 1% 08 -

¢ The right of a refusal of a pass over neutral
territory to the troops of a belligerent Power de-
pends more upon the inconvenience falling on
the neutral State than on any injustice commit-
ted to the third party who is to be affected by
the permission or refusal. Tt is no ground of
complaint against the intermediate neutral State
if it grants a passage to belligerent troops, though
inconvenience may thereby ensue to the adverse |
belligerent. It ig a matter resting in’the sound
discretion of the neutral Power, who may grant
or withhold the permission without any breach |
of neutrality.”— Ken'ts Comment , p. 119 )
The language of this passage is substantially
adopted from Lord Stowell's judgment in the
cage of the Twee Gebroeders (5 Rob. Rep). .
But perhaps the most instructive illustration is
to be derived from the practice in the case of
captures made by a belligerent in viqlat_iou of
neutra! rights, ~ A eapture made within tlge
limits of the neutral jurisdiction ig void, but it is
void only at the suit cf the neutral. If the neu-
tral does not choose to interfere to assert his
right, the capture is valid as against the other
belligerent. 1n short, the capture is not void
but voidable at the election of the injured party

b:tween enemies, deemed to all intents and pur-
poses rightful ; it is only by the neutral_ Sover-
eign that its legal validity ean be called in ques-
tion; and as to him, and him only, isit to be
considered void. The enemy has no rights
whatsoever ; and if the neutral Sovereign omits
or declines to interpose a claim, the property is
condemnable jure belli to the captors. This is
the clear result of the authorities, and the doc-
trine rests on well-established principles of pub-
lic law.”—“The Anne,” 3 Wheat. Rep., 435, per
Story, C J, 1818.
The English doctrine is precisely similar (vide
the case of “The Etrusco,” 3 Rob. Rep., 162) ;
and M. Ortolan writes to the same effect. =
“Puisque la nullite des prises ainsi faites n'a
rien d’absolu, quelle est subordonnee aux recla-
mations de letat neutre; le- fait est remis a l'ap-
preciation de cet etat.

This reasoning, it will be seer, equally applies,
whether the capture is made in violation of the
territory itself, or made without the territory by
vessels which have been equipped in violation of
the laws of the neutral State. The following
passage is from a decision in the Supreme Court
of the United States:—

‘A neutral nation may, if so disposed, without
a breach of her neutral character, grant permis-
sion to both belligerents to equip their vessels
of war within her territory. But without such
permission the subjects of such belligerent
Powers have no right to equip vessels of war, or
to angment their force either with arms or with
men, within the territory of such neutral nation.
Such unauthorized acts violate her sovereignty
and her rights as a neutral. All captures made
by means of such equipments are illegal in rela-
tion to such nation, and it is competent to her
Courts to punish the offenders, and, in case the
prizes taken by her are brought infra presidia,
to order them to be restored.” -- “Brig Alerta v.
Blas Mornet,” 3 Peters’ Con. Rep., p. 425.

This passage has a very material bearing as il-
lustrating the true nature of statuteslke the
Foreign Enlistment Act. It shows decisively
that they are purely municipal enactments for
the protection and benefit of the neatral State,
and not laws in furtherance of any international
obligation due from the neutral to the respect-
ive belligerents. They create no new right in
the belligerents; they impose no new duty on
the neutral. If policy and interest did not forbid,
the peutral State would be at liberty to permit
enlistment or equipment to either party so long
ag it acts impartially to both. But the forbii
ding a thing which the neutral is at liberty, if
he chooses, to permit, cannot confer on the
belligerent any larger right than that which he
originally possessed. All that he can strictly
claim is that what is permitted to one shall be
conceded to the other. When war between
England and America last year was anticipated,
the export «f salpetre was prohibited by an or-
der in Council. Suppose that, in violation of
that order, one belligerent had succeeded in
running a cargo,—it would have been an offence
against the English Government, but the other
belligerent would have acquired no right to re-
paration.

If T have succeeded 1n making myself intelli-
gible, your readers will have no difficulty in per-
ceiving that an infraction’by one belligerent of
the Foreign Eulistment Act is, properly speak-
ing, an offence solely against the neutral State,
and violates no right inherent in the other bel-
ligerent. It is true the other beiligerent may
suffer inconvenience from the act, but as he is
invested with no right, so in the eye of the law
he sustains no injary. Tt is a case of that sort
of loss which is termed by jurists damnum abs-
que inju ia. ;

Nevertheless, it will be found laid dowa by
many writers of authority thavlt is not only the
ight, but the duly, of neuiral States to insist
upon the imninuity to which they are entitled,
and to punisi and redress all invasions of their
territory or their law. Properly limited and ex-

plained, this proposition is perfectly sound In
the first place, it ‘8 clearly the duty of the neu-
tral Goverhment towards itself and its own peo-
ple to assert the freedom of its own shoreg gnd
the majesty of its own laws. But, apart from
this, it i3 in 2 far more modified sense the duly,
of the neutral Government to regerd Lhe interest
of the elligerent who may suffer from an impu-
nity permitted to the other belligerent, in ths in-
fraction of neptral rights. Buf this duty, as I
have endeavoured to show, is not a duty on the
part of the neutral corresponding to any right
vested in the belligerents and is, consequent
ly, at most what jurists call a duty of im-
perfect abligatjon. Let it not ve supposéd that
this is an over-subtle refinement ora mere tech-
nical distinction. The difference 1s, ia fact, of
very real and practical consequence. If my
neighbour builds up a wall and interferes with
my ancient lights, he violates my rights.| If ke
has an unfortunate taste for playing the cornet-
a-piston at four o'clock in the mo.ning, or gives
a ball next door when I am seriously 1ll, be i3 a
great nuisance, but he injures no right which T
am entitled to assert It may be in a certain
sense his duty to abstain from all acts of annoy-
ance, but there is ‘this jmportant difference be-
tween the iwo cases, that in one I am entitled to
a complete remedy, and in the other T must ‘con-
tent myself with a remonstrance. I don't, of
course, put these as parallel cases, but they help
to illustrate” the principle. The important
point {0 observe i3 the distinction as to the re-
medy. If the belligerent who is injured by the
breach of the neutral sovereignty had any right
invaded, he might demand at the hands of the
neutral g distiget, definite, complete indemnifica-
tion, at whateyer risk or price, for al] the acts of
the offending belligerent, immediate and ganse-
quential, In such 4 ¢ase the neutral Government
might be treated ag an insurer against the wrong-
ful acts of the azgressive helligerent, - But, there
being no such complete right.in the belligerent,
there is mo such absolute duty or extensive lia-
bility on the part of the neutral. MKven M. Hau-
tefenille has been able to perceive the absurdity
of ihé proposition of (aliani that the neutral Go-
vernment i “responsible for negligenée in the
vindication of its violated neutrality,”if by this
it is ‘intended that the neutral Government is
bound itself to make good to the belligerent the
damage he may have sustained. ‘The limits of
the duty of neuteals ia this regpegt are laid down
with cousiderable preclsion in a judgnient of the
Supreme Court of the United States :—

“ The doctrine heretofore asserted in this
Court is that whenever a capture is made by any
belligerent jn yiolption of our. neutrality, if the
prise come yoluntarily within our Jurisdiction, it
shall be restored to the original owners. This is
done upon the footing of the general law of na-
tions, and the doctrine is fully recognized by the
Act of Cgngress of 1794. But the Court has
never yet been _uud'e:sr.ooq to varry ils jupisdic-
tion in cases of violation of neutrality’ beyond
' uhe authority to decree restitution of the specifc
property, with the gost and expenses’'during the
pending of the judicial procéedings.. We are
now called upon to give general damages for
plunderage, and if the particular circumstances
of any case shall hereafter require it, we may be
called tpon to inflict exemplary damages to the
same extent as in ordinary cases of marine torts.
We entirely disclaim any right to inflict snch da-
mages, and consider it no papf of fhe duty of a
neutral nation to interpose upon the mere foot-
ing of the law of nations to settle all the
;-itghtg and wrongs which may grow out
of a ecapture hetyeen belligerents. Strictly
speaking, there can be no such fhing ag @ marine
tort between the belligerents. Each has an un-
doubted right to exercise all the rights of war
against the other, and it cannot be a matter of
judicial complaint that they are exercised with
‘severity, eyen if the parties do transcend those
rules which the customary laws of war justify.
The eaptors are amenublé to their ;own Govern-
ment exclusively for any excesg or irregularity in
their proceedings : and a neutral nation ought
not otherwise to interfere than to prevent captors
from obtaining any unjust advantage by a viola-
tion: of its neutral jurisdiction. ' A neutral nation
may, indeed, inflict pecuniary or o her penalties
on the parties for any such violation ; kutit then
does jt professedly in vindicatjon of its own rights,
and not by way of compensation to the captured
When called upon by either of the belligerents
to act in such cases, al] that’ justice seems to re-
quire is that the neutral nation should fairly ex-
ecute its own laws, and give no asylum to the
properfy captured. It is bound, therefore, to
restore the property if found within its own ports,
but beyond this it is not opliged: to interpose
between the helligerents.”—! La Amistad de
Rues,” 5, Whegt. #z;‘ 389 per Story, C. J., 1820.
The principle to he deduced from this decision
i ;that. the nentral Power cannot be called
upon by the injured belligerent to grant him any
remedy beyond that which may be exe.rcieed over
property or persong Wwho are at the time within
the neutral jurisdiction. It i true thatin the
celebrated case of the Portuguese expedition {2
Terceira it was contended by the Duke of Wel-
lington’s Government that, an expedition having
frauduient]y eyaded the English jurisdiction, and
started from these shoges in violation of the En-
listment Act, the English Government was en-
titled to pursue and seize the ships beyond the
jurisdigtion. And though this opinion receives
some countenance from the dicta of the Court in
the American cage of the Marianna Flora (L1,
Wheat., 42,) nevertheless this doctrine was ve-
hemently, and it is generally thought successfully
controverted by the minority, of whom Sir J
Mackintosh and the late Dr. Joseph Phillimore
were the principle spokesmen (vide Hunsard, vol.
xxiv., new serieg,) At all events, I think it is
quite clear that, whether sach & right exists or
not on the part of the neutral, it is not a duty on
his part which the belligerent can call upon him
to enforce. N

The real grounds on which the neutral as
bound to do anything at all in the matter are
first and principally in order to protect himself
from that sort of retaliation which, by the law:of
impartiality, he would be obliged to concede to
the injured belligerent against the aggressor;
and secondly, though in a less degree ' that he
may cle: ¢ himself from the suspicion of a frandu-

é)nnivance with the yarty at whose hands they
were sustained. In such a case the injured bel-
ligerent would be justly entitled to regard the
professing neutral as in reality the ally of his foe.
‘What circumstances Zare sufficient to justify

such an inference "of connivance i3 no !
t_ioubt a difficult question of fact. It
is also in the highest degree the interest'

of the neutral to prevent that being done by one
belligerent which he must in turn concede to
the other, and which would in the end turn the
neutral territory into the belligerent hattle-feld,
But the duty of the neutral towards the injured
belligerent, being, as I have said, one of imper-
fect obligation, and arising out of no right of the

_belligerent, the discretion as to the nature and

extent o its performance must, as M. Ortolan |
observes, lie wholly ia the breast of the neutral |
Government If this were not so the monstrous
conscquence would ensue thit because two
powerful States went to war, another State,
which has no sort of interest in the quarrel,
should forfeit the highest of all national rights,
—Viz, that of remaining at peace. Is it to be
tolerated that because one belligerent injures a
n:utral State, the other belligerent shall be en-
titled to inflict upon it the still greater injury of
compelling it, whether it will or not, to go to
war? Ard so the belligerent and not the neu-
tral Sovereign is to be -the arbiter of the fate
of the neutral couniry. If France and Russia
were at war, and France violated the neutrality
of Belgium,_could ussia insist on Belgium quar-
relling with France? Could it be pretended
that tt‘le Confederate Government had a right to
prescribe to the English Cabinet what redress
they should demand for the outrage on the Trent
by Captain Wilkes? M. Hautefeunille, with a
perseverity  eminenily characteristic, argies
(Yol. 1, p. 341, last edition) for the extreme
view of the obligation of the neutral from the
absence of any direct right of reclamation in
the belligerent. As though the fact that a man
13 not entitled to one remedy is a necessary
proof that he is entitled to another, when the
trath is that haviog no right .he is, properly
speaking, entitled to no remedy at all. It is
like the popular but unfounded supposition that
because a man has no case at law, he therefore
ought necessarily to succeed in equity.

I'am not unaware that passages may be quoted
from text-books, speeches, and despatches, which
carry the right of the belligerent to reclaim and
tbe duty of the neutral to redress the violation of
neutral rights a good deal higher than I have
placed them. At the same time it should be re-
membered that less weight is to be given to docu-
ments in which pol'ey has alarge share than to
the inpartial and severe logic of judicial decis-
ious, from which I have sought to extrac: the
true definition of the rights and liabilities of the
several parties I am well acquainted with the
diplomatic correspondence in the celebrated case
of the capture of the French fleet in 1759 by Ad-
miral Boscawen, in violation of the Portuguese
neutral territory, which is ci'ed by M. Crtolan.
But any one who reads the singular and charac-
teristic despatch of the first Pitt (which will be
found in the Appendix to Lord Mukows History,
vol. iv), aud considers the overbearing and ty-
rannical conduct of the Confsderate Bourbon
Monarchies towards the feeble victim of the
¢ family compact,” as detailed in the State pa-
pers collected inthe. Annual Register for 1762,
will easily see that Portugal was not a free agent,
and that this transaction is of little autho ity as
an international -precedent. The reciprocal
claims of the French and English Governments
on the Cabinet of Washington in the commence-
mentary of the revolution war have a far more
weighty bearing upon the question in hand.
Your readers who care to pursue the subject will
do well to consult the first volume of the Ameri-
can State Papers and the last volume of Mar-

American Cabinet the opinions of Jefferson, the
Secretary of State, and of Randclph, the Attor-
ney General, upon the legal beaiings of the case,
correspond pretty closely to those which I have
ventured to set forth, It must, however, I think,
be admitted that in this important international
debate the belligerents, as usual, claimed more
than they we e entitled to demand, and the neu-
tral, as often happens, under the pressure of
policy, conceded mare thah he could strictly
haye been required to grant. I ccrtainly think
that if any similar questions should arise be-
tween the Governments which represent the par-
ties to these trausactions, the elaims of the one
and the concesgions of the other on that occa-
sion would be in & political point of view ele-
ments entitled to the highest consideration. But
this department of the question s wholly beyond
the province of the discussion I have proposed.
We are oceupied with the examination, not of
that which may be politically expedient, but of
that which is internationally exigible. We are
seeking to ascertain the limitg or legal rights,
and not the coaditions of political reciprocity.

On ths ‘whole, I think it may be concluded
that a breack of the laws of a neutral State by a
belligerent Power is a_grave offence, which it is
the unquestioned right of ‘the neuiyal to punish
and redress. Tt highly goncerns the dignity and
independgnge of the neutral State so violated to
assert its injured right and to 1nsist upon the
fullest and most complete reparativn as against
the offénder, by judicial remedies within its own
jurisdiction, {by diplomatic reclamations,
if by ‘accident or fraud its .juvisdic-
lion has been eluded. The other belligerent,
who, though he may have sustained injury,
has suffered the violation of no right, has no de-
finite or lawful claim upon the neutral for, raparp-
auon. ' He may urge upon the neuiral, by zvay
of remonstrance, the cuty of obtaining redress
for him at the hands of the offender, this, how-
ever, is only a duty of imperfect obligation, He
cannot demand at the kands of the neutral, as of
right, compensation for the injury he may have
sustained, nor can he imgpess upen the neutral
the duty of ohtaining for him any remedy beyond
that which may be had over persons or things
which  are dnfra presidia, and consequently
within the neutral jurisdiction, If the oltender
has succeeded in evading ths neutral jarisdiction

neutral to pursue those further remegdies to which
the latter might be himgelf entitied,

I offer this attempt to elucidate a difficult and
important subject to the candid iconsideration of
those who are’ competent to judge of it, with the
diffidenge which my conseiousness of its incom-
pleteness necessarily inspires. I have carefully
abstained from making any practical application
of the principles on which I have insisted to the
special case of the Alabama. The facts of that
case are far too incompletely stated, and too in-
accurately kngwyn by the public, to justify any
reasonable or disoreet person in venturing to ex-
press an o_pinion:upoz; the rights or duties to
which they may give rise. Vehement partisans
are governed in such matters by their partialities
rather than their judgment. The jarist should
know no disfinction between the Trojan and Ty-
rian camps, T have observed with considerable
satisfaction that the letters which I have from
time to time addressed ao you have been in turn
displeasing to each set of partisans who espouse
opposite sides in the American quarrel.
