MISS SARAH 1. HOLDEN

A funeral service was held Tues-
day for Miss Sarah Isabel Holden,
a nursing sister veteran of World
War I and holder of the Royal Red
Cross for heroic service who died
at St. Anne’s Military Hospital last
Thursday in her 85th vear.

Miss Holden was born in St.
John's, Nfld., in 1875, daughter of
the late Mr. and Mrs. Peter Gor-
don Holden and granddaughter of
Lord and Lady Selby of England.
Following her education in New-
foundland she trained as a nurse
at the Long Island School of
Nursing, New York, graduating
in 1912,

At the outbreak of World War 1,
she came to Montreal for her mili-
tary training and embarked from
here for overseas duty as a Lieute-
nant Nursing Sister with the Royal
Canadian Army Medical Corps,

Most of her time in the army
was served at Salonika, Greece,
in tents, right at the front. On one
occasion she was left on duty alone
with 36 wounded patients to await
medical reinforcements, while the
fighting line was advanced. Severe
bombing blocked the road from be-
hind, leaving Miss Holden and the
wounded stranded for three days
and nights.

When help finally arrived all the
patients were founud in excellent
condition and Miss Holden still on
her feet tending them. It was for
this action she was invested with
the Royal Red Cross by King Geor-
ge V ai Buckingham Palace.

She is survived by a niece, Miss
Jean Holden of Westmount, and
three nephews. The funeral was
held from the Chapel of Tees and
Co. and burial was in the Field
of Honor.

Army Career hard—but fun

QUIET, serious 42 year-old Militia Major sat in the
Officers Mess and reminisced about his long career
in the army. He admitted that some of his experiences
as an officer for 21 years in the Royal Signal Corps were

interesting.”

“I once took a mule team over an 11,000 foot moun-
tain on the border of Baluchistan and Persia,” he said.
“It was in 1941, and we wanted to see if the Germans
could infiltrate into the frontier country of India. The
only way to find out was to try it ourselves — so I went

over Mount Chiltan.”

5. 3. “Pip'" Duke, 5142 Mariel-
te was born in London in 1918,
He was raised in London, edu-
cated in London, and may have
stayed in London if he had not
been drafted into the regular
army in May, 1939, by the De-
fence Minister, Hoare Belisha.

“I was supposed to be in only
six months,” Pip said, “but the

‘ar stopped any ideas of get-
ting discharged.”

Graduating from the School of
Signals, Pip was commissioned
as a second lieutenant in Aug-
ust, 1940. In September he was
sent Lo India and Burma, where
he spent the rest of the war,

It was during his time in
India and Burma that he serv-
ed with the famous Maj. Gen.
Orde Wingate, leader of the
‘Chindits’ who were the first
Westerners (o beat the Jap-
anese at their own jungle
warfare.

Wingate thought that gliders
might be the answer for muass
transportation of troops. and so
Pip became a glider pilot.

“It was one of the few times
Wingate was wrong,”” he re-
calls, “One ol our pilots on his
solo flight at night thought he
had "ned up on the runway and
came in for a perfect landing.
The only trouble was, the lights
were Lhe headlights of automo-
biles.”” The embryo pilol had
landed in the middle of a taxi
stand.

Although the war in Burma
was a long, hard, thankless op-
eration, Pip likes to recall only
the more amusing incidents, like
the case of the bridge-playing
fiend.

“He was a Brigadier who was
mad about his Sunday morning
game in the mess,” Pip laughs.
“Unfortunately I got ‘volunteer-
ed’ to play with him once. Every
time I would make a bad play—
and 1 made plenty of them —
the old boy would lean across
the table and swat me with a
rolled up copy ol the London
Pictorial, saying, ‘Duke, you
played like a fool’.”

Shocking behavior? “Briga-
diers in the regular British
army can get away with things
like that, y'know."

The war over, Pip was sent
to Russian Berlin as Captain
Duke, British Secretary of
Four Power Control.

While in Russian Berlin he
mel the woman who was later
to become his wife, Senta. And
therein lies a tale of adventure
that would look well in any
fiction novel, except that in this
case il is the truth, “for truth
is always stranger than fiction,”

Pip describes the first meet-
ing as "'just passing the time of
day in a German home with
my boss, one of Churchill’'s pri-
vale secrelaries.” Bul one thing
led to another and Senta and
Pip were soon engaged.

When Pip was posted back
to the western Zone. Senla
sneaked across- the border. It
took her six hours in freezing
weather to work her way
across the ice., At one point
she had to wriggle past two
Russian armed control towers.
Temporarily it was to no

avail. The sometimes staid Brit-
ish Army posted Pip to Africa
without giving him permission
Lo marry,

In London, on leave, he finally
managed to get the necessary
permission. I had to move
fast,” he said. "My leave was

see them when his eye was
covered up.”

Pip was posted back to Ger-
many in December, 1950 as a
technical director of British
Forces Hamburg, a radio sta-
tion run by the army.

“You know, we once moved
the whole station from Ham-
burg to Cologne — 70,000 rec-
ords, and we only broke two."”

“1 decided to gel her out
once and for all,” Pip said. 1
hired an old Dakota aircraft
from British European Air-
ways and had it flown to the
RAF slation in Berlin. Senta
gol permission to visit the sta-
tion, climbed aboard the Dak
and soon joined me in Lon-
don.”’

They had a week's honeymoon
before Pip left for Africa and
the Royal West Africa Frontier
Force. That was in 1947, and he
remainded in Sierra Leone until
he returned to Germany in 1950,

Again Pip liked to remember
the amusing bits out of life
taken from the hum-drum ex-
istence of Africa. ‘I became
great (riends with a planter
there,”” he mused. ‘‘The poor
old chap was having (rouble
with the natives responsible for
picking the monkey nuts (pea-
nuts). They were a lazy and
shiftless lot unless under con-
stant supervision, The planter
had a glass eye, and one day he
struck on a great idea. He took
his glass eve and put it on a
platform in the middle of the
fields, telling the natives, ‘Work,
because my eye is here to
watch you." When he left, the
natives were busily picking nuts,
When he returned later in the
day they were all sitting in the
shade of the trees."” Pip paused
to laugh at the incident. *“They
had sneaked up and clapped a
tin can over the glass eye, be-
lieving that the master couldn’t

have been the Middle East.
“There were no married quar-
ters there,” he said, “‘so I came
to Canada instead.”

Pip is now a technical director
at CBC.

The army is slill, to some ex-
tent, in his veins. He is a
Major in charge of wireless op-
erators with the 11th Signal Re-
giment in Westmount.

“I nearly forgot to tell you,”
he said, '‘about the time I was
in a big earthquake in India.” It
seems there was a terrible
carthquake in Quetta in 1935
which killed 80.000 people — one
of the world's worst disasters.
Pip’s experience, years later,
was not that bad.

“I was sitting in the olficer’s
mess having breakfaslt one day
during the war when I heard
this rumbling as though a lot of
trucks were coming up the road.
I didn’t pay any attention, al-
though all the other officers ran
to the door. I couldn’t imagine
why they wanted to watch the
trucks going by. After a while
curiosity got the better of me,
and I followed them out into the
street.”” He paused, "‘It's a good
job I did. Just then the whole
ceiling of the mess came tumb-
ling down on the table where I
had just been eating.”

Pip now confines his activities
to his work, his home and ‘he
Militia. *‘I still like the Militia
Major's battlecry, ‘Open the
bar!' "

Agency salvages useful lives

The number of boys under care
at Weredale House reached an
all-time high during the pasl year
members of the Board of the Red
Feather home for boys heard
Tuesday night at the agency’'s an-
nual meeting.

Executive Director Vernon F.
McAdam told the meeting that
the daily average figure for boys
in residence during the year was
162, the highest in the agency's
89 vear hislory.

Of the 76 boys admitted to the
home during the year, 56 were
children who had both parents
living but whose homes were
broken by illness or marital dif-
ficulties. Some 55 of the new ad-
missions were born in Montreal,
13 were from other Canadian
cities, six were FEuropean and
two were recent immigrants from
Commonwealth  counlries. The
average age of those admitlted
was 12 years and two months.

“The need for our work is
as old as society itself and
our purpose, that of providing
a home for the boy who is
homeless, does not lend itself
to spectacular efforts or eye-
catching innovations,” Mr. Mc-
Adam said.

Speaking of the type of boy
under the agency's care, the exe-
cutive director noted that “in the
parlance of the game, the ma-
jority of the boys coming into our
care already have two stlrikes
against them. In the main, they
are products of broken homes —
broken through force of circum-
stances entirely beyond the con-
trol of the boys themselves, In
some of the boys who came Lo us
we see evidence of neglect, fear,
frustration and feelings of re-
jection.”

A survey of Westmount

residents disclosed 847: are

opposed to trading stamps. They are convinced that higher
prices carry the cost of distribution and premiums. Nearly
all accept the stamps because refusal “‘would be throwing

money away.
The controversial merchan-
dising gimmick was heaped
with abuse by these indignant
shoppers, but only 27¢ refuse
the stamps altogether.
