The Pall Mall Guzette, in an editorial
article on the extradition question, says:
““We are still of opinion that the scandal
of Winslow's liberation might have been
avoided, or the responsibility attaching to
England considerably lightened, had a dif-
ferent attitude been assumed at an earlier
stage of the proceedings, As far as this
case ig concerned, Lord Granville had the
best of the argument, but regarding the
future cases, there is undoubted force in
Lord Derby’s plea that as soon as a con-
flict of views was manifested, the extra-
dition armnfement could not be too soon
revised.” The article quotes Lord Derby’s
exposition of American and English con-
tentions regarding their reciprocal rights
and duties under the Tfeaty, and cor-
tinues: ““We should have supposed that
to anybody approaching this question with
unbiased judgment, a doubt about which
was the more rational would be hardly
possible ; the two simple principles of uni-
versal acceptance—one, that eivilized na-
tions have a common interest in repressing
crime ; the other, tliat men are justifiable
according to the procedure of the country
of their allegiance, and no other, wounld
seem to supply ample material for a de-
cision in favor of the American view. The
rival theory appears to us utterly unten-
able, except upon assumptions which have
no natural foundation of justice or inter.
national duty, that the refugee acquires
new rights, as against the courts of his
own country, by the mere fact of having
egcaped to a foreign land. It is as the
first public movement fowards the over-
throw of the exaggerated theory of refugee
criminals’ rights, which have so strangely
grown up of late years, that we welcome
the speeches of Earl Kimberly and Earl
Gray in Monday’s debate.”

$55. As a consequence, dealers in the
Maritime Provinces will transact business
direct with Toronto, saving 25¢. per barrel,
and forcing a number of extensive houses
in this city to shut up.

THE NEWS FROM STANLEY,

New Yorx, July 26,

A cable special from London announces
the receii.gi: of a despatch from the African
explorer Stanley, who had nét previously
been heard from since June, 1875. The
despatches are contained in five letters,
giving a description of the counfry and
Stanley’s journeyings, One letiter, dated
July 29, 1875, written at Mahiyiga Island,
in Lake Vietoria Nyanza, describes the
voyage from King Intesa’s territory to the
northern end of the lake, during which the
party narrowly escaped massacre by
treacherous natives of Burnbirch, at an
igland on the western side of the lake,
The expedition was saved from destruc-
tion by the courage of Stanley and his fol-
lowers and by the effective use of superior
arms. While on the lake several heavy
storms_were encountered, and the party
narrowly escaped destruction in their frail
canoes. Second letter, dated August 16th,
1875, detail the return of the expedition
across the lake, when Stanley inflicted
severe punishment on Burnbireh savages,
and mentions ofher exciting incidents.
Next, letter, dated January, 1876,
written from Kawanga, on the frontiers of
Wayora, describes Stanley’s march from
King Intesa’s capital, across the country
to the eastern shore of Lake Albert Ny-
anza,at the head of alarge army comprised
of his own force and spearmen of Uganda,
Stanley twice traversed the country of
Kabbarega and visited, but did not navi.
gabe, Lake Albert Nyanza. He is the firat
exElorer of the regions between lakes Vie-
toria and Albert Nyanza, He also ex-
lored Mountain Haamzgarmbaraga, and
gjg red among its uplands a pale-face
tribe, who inhabit it, forming a different

. people from the black-skinned denizens of

the plains, Stanley christened a large in«

let of the Albert Nyanza, on which he en-
camped with his army, ‘‘Beatrice Gulf,”
in homor of the Princess of ILingland’s
houge. Next letter, dated March 26th,
1876, from Kanfurro, deseribes his final
departure from Uia.nda and explorations
of Kagora river, Last letter, dated Uba-
gave, in Unyainwese, April 24th, 1876,
gives defails of Btanley’s southward march
toward Ujiji, from which point Stanley
proposes to revisit Lake Albert. He was
then fifteen days’ march from Ujiji, amply
aupglied with men and means, and all in
good health,

A PAIR OF WEDDED MISERS.

Three miles from Newark, N.J., have
lived for many years an aged couple, who
were miserly and penurions in their habits
to the last degree. Two months ago, the
husband, who had been a sufferer from
dropsy, began to fear that he was likely

die, and, his love of life proving
stron%er than his love of money, desired to
send for a physician. His wife, not being
moved by the same' fear, saw in it only a
wasteful expenditure, and refused to con-
sent. Adter suffering in a very weak con-
dition for some time, however, he man-
aged to communicate with a neighbor,
who sent for a physician, The latber
gave him no hope of recovery, but made
a simple prescription for his relief and
directions as to his diet. The wife did
not deem it wise to spend money on a
man who was already practically dead, and
refused resolutely to purchase either medi-
cine or proper food. The neighbors, how-
ever, procured hoth, and furmished them fo
the dying man at his bedside for several
weeks., A few days ago the miser died,
and his wife refused o send for an under-
taker or allow the friendly neighbors to do
so, and the body remained uncared for
during the terrible hot weather and until
decomposition had set in. Finally a num-
ber of women who were acquainted with
the wife insisted that the body should be
buried, and sending for an undertaker they
proceeded to lay it out. Selecting good
underelothing for this purpose, they had
the corpse partially dressed, when the wife
interfered and pulled thegarmentsfromthe
body, declaring them entirely too good to
be put under the ground, and substituting
old and worn ones in their places.

ICE-WATER.

WHAT IT IS DOING FOR THE AMERICAN

NATION.
(N. Y. Times.)
Every one except the amateur or pro-
fessional drunkard admits that ardent

spirits ought not o be used as a beverage
in hot weather, They simply increase
the heat of the system, and thus give aid
and comfort to the thermometer in its
summer assaults on the lives and collars
of the human race. The English troops
in the torrid zone. were formerly addicted
to the excessive use of brandy as a sup-
posed prophylactic against malarial dis-
eases,- Hxperience, however, demonstrated
that the brandy-drinkers did not with-
stand the climate nearly as well as did the
men of more temperate habits, It is true
that one English Temperance Society,
which had undertaken to collect statistics
on this subjeet, was recently shocked
by the official statement that of the
‘* teetotalers” belonging to a regiment
stationed at Sierra Leone, fifty per cent.
had died and fifty per cent. had been in-
valided. er inguiry, however,
showed that the whole number of ** teeto-
talers ™ in question was two, and that one
had died of snake-bite and the other had
broken his leg ; while the statistics con-
cerning the mortality of brandy-drinkers
were such as to fill the **teetotal” mind
with joy and triumph,

It is an abuse of language to style a man
temperate merely becanse he does not
drink ardent spirits. The truth is that

niany so-called temperate people, who de-
| cline to look upon the wine not only when
it is red, but also when it is yellow, as in

the case of egg-nogg, are extremely intem-
perate. While there is no donbt that in-
temperance in the use of ardent spirits is
one of the most deadly evils incident to
civilization, it is equally true that intem-
perance in the use of ice-water is rapidly
undermining the constitution of American
men and women, As a nation, we are
fearfully addicted to cold drinks, and
there is imperative need of an organized
movement to fight the demon of ice-water.

Strange as it may seem to the conscien-
tious man who comprehends the deleteri-
ous eftects of cold drinks, there are thou-
sands of our best and noblest citizens who
are victims to the cold-water habit. They
begin the day with one or mere glasses of
ice-water before breakfast. During that
meal they frequently turn from the coffee,
which cheers, but does not inebriate—in
case it is sufficiently adulterated with the
simple and healthful bean—and sabisfy
their depraved thirst for water. On their
way to their business they stop at the
numerous drug stores wh.ici shamelessly
flaunt their soda-water fountains in the
face of the public, and hastily pour down
the deadly ice-water which perverted in-
genuity makes palatable with cream and
SyTUp, the office or the store, the
water-cooler, filled with the stomach and
tooth-destroying beverage, is always at
hand, and when the water-drinkers return
home after a day of constant drinking,
they too offen spend the greater part of
the night in solitary and aguarial de-
bauchery. :

The result of this pernicious practice has
been to fill the country with a class of
stomachs that are incapable of any earnest
di%?stive efforts, and to crowd the chairs
of busy dentists, American stomachs and
American teeth are daily growing feébler,
and the time is apparently at hand when a
set of false teeth will be presented to every
new:born infant at the same time that he
receives his first india-rubber ring, and
when all sorts of stomach bitters and di-

estive pills will invariably supplement his

aily meals, For this state of things ice-
water, either in its undisguised form, orin
its shape of soda water is responsible. And
the worst of it is that the victims of the
water-habit are the very men who form our
temperance societies and who fancy them-
selves ftemperate becanse they never drink
anything but water, .
The deadly effects of ice-water are parti-
cularly noticeable just at present. When
an overheated man desires an attack of
congestion of the brain, there is no plan
which he could devise which wonld be
better adapted to secure the end desired
than that of drinking water of, or below,
the temperature of 32°, Yet this is pre-
cisely what scores of so-called temperate
men are continually doing, It is sufficient-
ly irrational and dangerous for men to
drink brandy and whiskey in hot weather,
but it i8 a question whether ardent spirits
are really more immediately dangerous to
health than are the ice-cold beverages
which even the most earnest ¢ teetotalers”
pour info their astonished and indignant
stomachs,

Water is undoubtedly the most whole-
some beverage which we can use, but there
ig a vast difference between water at a safe
and natural temperature and the ice-water
which alone satisfies the abnormal cravings
of the American throat. Let us by all
means drink water, but let us decline to
endanger our health and degrade ourselyes
below the level of the beasts by drinking
inordinate quantities of ice-water, There
is not a single animal—except man—which
ever dreams of contaminating wholesome
water with ice. The ordinary water of the
hydrant and the faucet satisfies the thirst
of the wild elephant and the domestic cat.
Poor fallen human nature, on the contrary,
longs for ice, and gratifies its corrupt erav-
ings at the cost of outraged stomachs and
ruined teeth.

NATURAL HISTORY.,

‘WiLp BEAsTS AND THEIR PREYV,—To be
devoured by a wild beast is to each of us
an odious thought; but it does not fol-
low to be killed by a lion or by a tiger is
peculiarly painful. On this topie Dr, Liv-
ingstone has given us his own valuable ex-

erience, A lion leaped on him, seized

im by the shoulder, and tossed him in the
air as a dog tosses a rat. The tossing
caused a delicious delirium, which pre-
cluded any sense of pain; had he then
died, it would have been a merciful death,
|but we ghould not have known that so it
|was. However, his companions shot the
lion, who thereupon dropped his intended

vickima g 40k 40 flight. Dr. Livingstone's
life was 8804 and Ea endured V::Jg& ain
in the healin of his wounds, though he
had none while 1. the lion’s jaws. The
skill with which all 2.gacious animals kill
their quarry has often yapn noted. Evi-
dently this is no acciden:. it pervades
nature. The tossing of a aat, or of a
man, in the air, might have gseemed
sportive caprice in the vietorious beast,
whom we cannot suppose to do it
from any design ; but when we learn that
it causes the captive to swoon, and be-
numbs pain, we seem to read a Divine
merey beneath the animal instinet, Young
lions are said fo bungle in their first at-
temp$ to seize large game, and to need in-
structions from their parents; but to
judge by young hounds, there would be
no bungling if they did not seize game dis-
proportioned to them. With great accu-
racy a young dog bites asunder the fatal

tery of a rabbit or leveret ; and itis nof
without reasen that we ascribe to all car-
mivora an effective skill in killing, swhich
man with much training rarvely equals,
 Yes,” says one class of reasoners, ‘‘we
admit that they kill cleverly, and with
little suffering to their prey s but consider
what terror, what the unhappy hare, or
deer, or partridge endures while chased by
its adversary,” Is there not here an en-
tire mistake? Tie up horses and bullocks
in a stable, where they can hear ountside a

lion or tiger voar, and, no doubt, they ea-

dure agonies of terror,  Sweat rans down
them, they shiver, and are exhausted b

their own emotion. But this is not their .

position in wild nature; they are brought
to it only by the artifice of man. The
wild cattle take to flight from the fierce
beast, unless strong enough to turn and
face him. 1In either case the exertion,
or the preparation to fight absorbs terror.
While the sailor has something to
do against the storm, activity subdues fear ;
but when nothing can be done, and he sits
helpless, then it is that fear may unman
him, Adcording to Idomoneus, in Homer,
the greatest trial of man’s bravery is, to sit
in ambush with foemen near outside the
thicket, When it is Lis duty to sit still
and do nothing, then it is that * the cow-
ard’s hue changes, and his teeth chatter.”
Inaction being the state which Dri

terror to ifs maximum, we may justly
doul:t, whether an animal which is strain-
ing il its nervous and muscular energy to
escape really suffers agony from %ear.
Fatigue may atlength induce distress, with
symptoms similar to those of fear, but vio-
lent exertion is part of the life of such
creatures and does not impair their happi-
ness.

Tue Sacacrry oF Doas.—A corre-
spondent of the New York Hvening Post
at St. John’s, Newfoundland, sends that
paper the following : About an hour be-
fore dawn on Janunary 24, a father and
three sons, named Partridge, set out on a
wood-chopping expedition from the town
of Placentia, Newfoundland, which lies
west of St. John's, Such expeditions are
made with Exquimaux dogs, which are
securely harnessed to rude sleds called
‘“ catamarans,”’_on account of their re-
semblance ta%rafts which the South
Sea Islanders use and call by that name,
‘When the men left their cabin the weather
was less frosty than it had been forseveral
days before, and in every way it seemed
favorable for the wood-cutters ; but before
eight o'clock a terrific snow storm was
raging throughout Placentia Bay, and at
noon great banks of snow drift had blocked
the road in many directions. In such
circumstances there is extreme anxiety in
the home of persons who are absent cutbing
wood in the forests, as the gloomy records
of mauﬁr a winter tell of skeletons found
beneath the snow in springbime—of men
who had left their cabins in fair weather
and several months before, and were over-
taken by great snowstorms, When Monday
evening came and the woodsmen did not
return, the wife and mother of the absent
men grew very solicitous for the safety of
their relatives, They should have been at
home—no matter how bad the roads or
heavy their loads—at six or seven
o’clock Monday evening, had nothing hap-
pened. But the wild snow-storm was sti
sweeping over the bay, and there was
every reason to fear that the worst had be-
fallen, About dawn the next morning,
Mrs. Partridge and her daughter were
aroused by the howling of dogs, who
ﬁawed. the threshold and pounced upon the

oor in a most vehement manner, Mrs,
Partridge at first rejoiced, believing that
her husband and sons had arrived. en

the door was opened the dogs would not
enter, however, but continued to whine
and paw the ground impatiently. The old
woman then went to the woodyard to call
her husband and boys; but the only an-
swer given was the piteous whining and
yelping of the dogs, After a while many
of the neighbors gathered around the
cabin, and most of them knew too well the
harrowing story that the poor brutes conld
tell had they the faculty of speech. The
dogs were implacable ; neither food nor
caresses could quiet them. One old fisher-
man said he would test the animals gy
moving in the direction of the woods. He
had no sooner called them and started in
that direction than they bounded past him

and led the way, looking back every
few paces to make sure that he
was following. Four young fisher.

men then  volunteered fo follow
the dogs, and were led to the part of the
woods where the men lay buried in the
suow. Prodigious banks of snow piled on
the regular road made the way fo the
fatal spot circuitous and difficult, On the
side of one mountain of drifted snow four
dogs were found yelping dismally and dig-
ging the snow with their paws. The
volunteers went to work, and after about
two hours’ search with snow-shovels re-
covered the bodies of all the men, but too
late to resuscitate them, This remarkable
instance of sagacity and fidelity in the
trained dranght dogs of Newfoundland is
not without precedent. About four years
ago a young man left Heart's Content
with one dog and a catamaran for the
woods, It was a windy day, and the man
was killed by the falling of a tree which
he had been chopping, The dog being
unharnessed, as draught dogs are on
reaching the woods, came home alone at
night, refused food, and gave the usual

dismal warnings, sach as yelEin and paw-
ing the groun " This ani ailol the
way to the spot where his master’s corpse
lay resting.

THE RECENT MURDERS,—The most alarm
ing features of domestic intelligence chron-
icled during the past ten days have been
the four murders—including an atrocious
fratricide—that have been committed,
three in the County of Ottawa, and one in
Leamington, County Tssex These lamen-
table events have followed closely upon
the exercise of Executive clemency,toward
condemned murderers, and there is room
for suspecting greatly that the leniency
displayed in the Ward case has gone far to
divest the capital crime of murder of the
terrors which it has heretofore beeninvest-
ed with in this country. New York, for
awhile, furnished a terrible example of
this truth. It was believed that ‘hanging
was played out,” in the language ofa miser-
able young man who went to the gallows
for having shot a police officer out of pure
bravado ; and when Stokes was on trial for
the murder of that vulgar meteor, Fisk,
it'was openly asserted in the very Courk
that no man able o command $200,000
could possibly be ‘hanged in the State,
The consequence of this ignoring of the
value of life was frightful, yet it was not
until the treacherous Nathan and * car-
heok” murders shook the community with
fear that the Courts dared to proceed
vigorously against homicides. A seriesof
executions awakened the criminal classes
to the fact that there was a pressure of
public opinion sufficient to put the law as
it existed into effective force, and the resalk
was an appreciable diminution of crimes
The recent domestic
murders have been marked by features of
great heinousness, and they have followed
so closely upon the commutations of death
sentences, granted through the recom-
mendation of the Minister of Justice, that
the most serious attention of the Govern-
ment is demanded.

ity of Canadian invested capital for pro
ducing wages and consequent comfort and
happiness to the working classes, they are
to be welcomed and purchased, and home
industry be permitted to-langunish under a
unhealthy competition. Thus:—We manu-
facture here a very excellent description of
cloth, known and prized as Canadian tweed.
Its quality has induced English manufae-
turers to produce on imitation which they
call * Canadian tweed,” but which is com-

posed of “shoddy,” that is, ground
up . wool and cotton, given a
fine appearance by the use of

ingenious machinery, bat having no wear.
ing qualities whatever. Ib comes into our
market under the existing tariff, and the
cheapness of the material militates against
the solid Canadian product. The people
are charmed with the cheapness, and
though they may be swindled by the
stoff, they have, as the Globe argued the
other day, the satisfaction of knowing
that they do not pay much for it, The
same cheap and delusive stuff comes in
from the United States and demoralizes
the clothing establishments which turn
out garments for the multitude, The
people are induced to purchase wares
which are cheap and comparatively
worthless, and the “ Free Trade” prineiple
is carried oub in permitting them to get
what they consider to be “‘cheap goods,”
In the meantime the Canadian woollen
factories suffer from unfair competition,
Canadian woollen workers are deprived of
-adequately remunerative employment, and
the English and American shoddy grind-
ers establish a paying market, This is
only one illustration. The essential of
cheapness comes vigorously into play in
the item of furniture. In a country
where young people generally marry
early this must always be an im.
portant trade. Canadian factories like
those of Jacques & Hay, of Toronto,
not far from the Globe office; Hilton, of
Montreal, convenient to the Herald ;
Drum, of Quebec, a few acres ffrom the
Chronicle, and the Bowmanville concern,
were famous a few years ago for supply-
ing conscientiously constructed, tasteful
and elegant goods. They charged fair
rates and abjured trickery of every kind,
Suddenly came down upon them the cabi-
net factories of the Eastern States, Pro.
fitting by our tariff, lots of showy goods,
no doubt ““expressly for the Canadian
trade,” were put on the market, and
flashy anctions did the business. They
were cheap. The patterns were pretty.
The work was flimsy and didn’t promise
much wear, but the “Free Trade” es
sential of cheapness overcame prejudices
of this kind, and the result has been that
with the excepfion of the Drume’, there
has been a rather general shutting up of
shop. As one consignment of American
gecds was slaughtered in our market
another came in, and the Canadian maker,
who sovght to aet honestly by his ens-
tomere, found himself driven.to the wall,
We might turn to the clothing business
for another example, or to the sugar trade,
but it is needless to go farther. Ths
““Free Trade” view is'to bring into the

He
cannot turn until that 20 per cent. is met,
and he is thus heavily handicapped. On
the other hand he meets on his own
soil the American producer who has to sur-
mount but a 10 per cent. Canadiar duty,
Real Free Trade would give a perfectly
free interchange of commodities; Free
Trade in any sense presupposes equal
terms. The ‘Free Trade” our rulers
would maintain, is a difference of 10 per
cent, against our farmers, and a virtual
bounty of 10 per cent. given to the Ameri-
can, But, the Globe says : If you raise the
duty, you will increase the price of fiour,
Let us observe that it is in evidence before
the Agricultural Committee of the House
of Commons that Canadian wheat pro-
duces better flour than the Awmerican, and
in the opinion of gentlemen who were
examined before the Committee, the ad-
mission of this American breadstuff acts
detrimentally to the Canadian farmer, and
discourages the growth of wheat. The
difference of ten per cent. wonld make all
the difference between a profis and none,
which is something that the gontlemen
who advocate “Free Trade” will not
pause for a moment to consider, Besides
this, the price of flour is not controlled by
the state of the Canadian, but
by the English market. With ten per cent,
added to the advantage of the Canadian
farmer by the reduction of an unfair com-
petition, we-would have a wheat crop and
a flour manufacture sufficient to supply all
our domestic wants after providing largely
for the export trade which we so eagerly
covet, but which thus far is a long way
behind the dangerous shipment of] $im-
ber, Protection in this regard means the
stimulation of agricultural production, and
the checking of a dependence upon our
neighbours, which has already bezoms
little short of disgraceful. If any illus-

tration of the effects of a policy that works

against our farmers be needed, we point to

those districts of Quebec which were once

wheat growing, but which have now be-

come little better than arid wastes, What
would not a little home-made stimulation .
do among a class of people who have ac-
tually learned to look to the United States
for the wheaten flour which should have
been grown in the grain on theirown fislds?
This is what Free Trade, as we are obliged
to face it, means. Were the conditions on
all sides equal, then we might easily com-
prehend the advisability of entering npon
closer commercial comipacts with our
neighbors, Bub so long as there are
strongly fortified barriers in the way of a
mutual transfer of commodities, there is
no possibility of the Canadian manufac-
turer, farmer or preducer of any kind,
maintaining a position in the face of a com-
petition which is encouraged by an illogical
tariff,

Protection would elevate Canadian in-
dustry. It would putitin the first rank
of consideration, and thus provide work
for the multitude. It would check the
ruinous overflow of wealth constantly going
on, and transform it int> capital for in-
vestment in useful enferprises. Instead
of permitting the untold mineral resources
of the conntry to remain hidden, it would
unearth them and bring them into the
markets of the world. The protectionist
theory is based upon the duty of utilizing
every element which can possibly eontri-
bute to the happiness and add to the
wealth of the community. In its very firsh
principle it recognizes the right of labor
and capital to the utmost defence against
foreign invasion, and it requires for rich
and poor alike a full measure of recognition
of right in the struggle for existence. All
that Protectionists demand to-day is to be
placed on an equal footing with those who
are given an overadvantage in competing
with them. They ask no prohibitory
tariff, such as they have to meet in en-
deavoring to do business with the United
States. The American producer is pro.
tected against all the world, With his
immense tariff he is enabled to pour into
Canada at any time, for the purpose
of readily realizing cash  whatever
surplus. . he may have, and thus
derange the employment of capital here
and cut off the demand for skilled labor.
He destroys our means of production and
then makes his own price. He takes
away our artizans, and when they are
gone, and he controls their labor, he
charges us an exorbitant rate for what
they were used “to produce. He makes
us dependent npon him for what we should
ourselves turn out, and virtually reduces
us to the condition of tributaries. This
undesirable condition 1s what Protection
undertakes to reform, without increasing
the price of manufactured material. Pro-
tection seeks to create and keep alive home
markets, to provide capital with profitable
channels of circulation, and furnish labor
with suitable and remunerative employ-
ment, Notalone would it thus seek to
provide for our present population, it
would create those inducementsto desir-
able immigration which the American
system has fostered. It would abtract
wealth to the country, instead of repelling
it. It would make our factories resound
with labor and our fields yield profitably

to instrncted agriculturalists. It would
expand our importance and = help
onward our national growth. In a word,

it would bring about a progressive, instead
of retrogressive, order of things by making
the people self-providing, self-reliant, and
competent to trade in finished product®
with the rest of the world, instead of con-
tinuing therein mere producsrs of raw
material which they have to purchase
back in manufactured form.

These are a few of the Protectionist
aimg, They may appear chimerical to the
theorist,and may possibly conflict with prin-
ciples of political economy as laid down
by writers who have never had our condi-
tions under study. Nations must adapt
their commercial policies to meet the cir-
cumstances surrounding them, and these
policies mnst be medified from time to
time to meet the effects of change. The
theory of absolute free trade is well
enough, and all things being equal, it is
the one most consonant with reason, but
when the practical application of the
theory means national disaster, and even
its modified form the continuance of com.
mercial and industrial depression, it be-
comes necessary to turn to that which
promises better things.

mission of Captain Anning Smith, in
charge, jumped into the cockpit and look-
ed down the companionway. A few mem-
hers of the crew were engaged in righting
the furniture and clearing the cabin. Mad
covered every part of it. Following the
example of the crew, the reporter for the
nonce became an explorer in mud. The
saloon af this time was in the ‘same con- |
dition that it was when the friends of Mr. |

| Thorne, silently and with uncovered heads,

removed his body from this watery prison
house. Chaos reigned in the cabin. Pen
cannot describe the scene. Mud to the
left, mud to the right, mud above, mud
below, mud everywhere! The deck was
as_slippery as a polished mirror. The |
eailors moved about quietly and steadily,
carefully removing the debris piece by
piece, and passing it out through the sky-
light to their companions. A cursory sur-
vey of the cabin told the story of the disaster,
There on the port side, that had hbeen
hurriedly submerged when the second
squall struck her, was the leaden hallast
thrown over under the shifting deck of
the stateroom. There were found the
portions of Mrs, Garner’s dress cut away
by the diverin his effort to recover the re-
maing, Piled up against the costly mir-
rors and paintings on the port side were
ottomans, sofas, chairs, silverware, arti-
cles of vertu, broken stateroom doors, pil-
lows, mattresses—indeed, almost every
article of value and luxury that can be
found in the parlors of the refined and
wealthy. Yet mud was king! Tvery
article was covered with it. Not even the
costly paintingshad escaped. - Here in the
saloon was a painting of the first ocean
race between the “ Henrietta,” *Vesta”
and “ Fleetwing,” by De Haas, covered
with the dark mud peculiar to the Kill
von Kull. Near it and covered by the same
dark mud, that told a tale of tragedy and
terror, was a very spirited painting of
the ““Dauntless,” ¢ Magic” and * Wan-
derer,” leading the fleet into the
harbor of Newport. It, too, was un-
injured. Other valuable paintings by our
best artists still remained intact, but
covered with mud. The costly mirrors
suffered but little damage, only three of
them having been broken, notwithstand-
ing that tables, chairs, lounges, broken
doors, dressing cases and splinters from
the floor of the cabin, bars of leaden bal-
last and other articles had been thrown
promiscuously about. Turning away for
a moment from the scene of desolation,
the writer stooped down and examined
some of the literary works that lay scat-
tered about the floor snd upon the
shelves and sofas. They were still drip-
pinf with water ; yeb their presence there
told too plainly that the gallant fellow
who went down in that squall and his wife
were patrons of the best foreign and
American authors. An examination of
the open books was hurriedly made. An
elegantly bound volume of ~Wadsworth’s
poems was found o%wn at page 208. A
glance at the top of the page showed the
poem entitled ‘‘The Churchyard Among
the Mountains,” the couplet commence
ing :—

Who’e'r may sink, or rise—to sink again,
As merciless proseription ebbs-and flows,
Next was found a bound volume of Hood's
Magazine, with the pages open at the title
“Our Family—A Domestic Novel,” the
“Diary of Samuel Pepys, F.A.S.,” a
beantifully illustrated copy of Sir Walter
Scott’s Poetical Works, and Tom Hood’s
Works.

CORPORATION EXPENDITURE,

£50,000 ASKED FOR  SIDEWALKS—REe
TRENCHMENT AND SUSPENSION OF UN-
NECESSARY WORKS REQUIRED,

The opposition given by Ald. Hood at
the last meeting of the Road Committee,
and by Aldermen Clendinneng and Childs
at a previous meeting, to any further large
outlay for sidewalks at present, commends
itself most strongly to the tax-payers of
the city, The expenditure of over $37,000
for sidewalks on St. Catherine street, from
Bleury to Papinean Road, is so enormous
that far more consideration should be
given to it than it has yet received. Ona
very large extent of this street where it is
proposed to lay down the expensive stone

flagging, notably that from Bleury to St.
Lawrence Main street, there is scarcely a
shop or store, and the present sidewalk is
by no means bad, besides the traffiz is
not great. What then is the haste in these
times of depression for going to a large

‘expenditure of the public funds, and en-

tailing on property-owners along the route
at the same time an equally large outlay ?
The expenditure of over $12,000 on Me-
Gill street sidewalks is also a needless out-
lay at the present time, and can be very
well dispensed with till next summer;
besides, such a sum as this is far too large
for a com[]]:oa.ratively short street, and
should not be undertaken hastily, When
if is considered that for every dollar the
Corporation lays out on sidewalks, the
property owners must expend an egual
amount, it is a serious matter to involve
people in large expense that can be very
well deferre(%. Ald. Hood, who is coming
to the front as the Joe Hume of the Coun-
cil, took a sound position at the last meet-
ing of the Road Commiftee, when he
accepted the responsibility of vetoing, as
far as his vote went, any further expen-
ture until it was found in what
condition the finances of the Cor-
poration were. The worthy Alder-
man shonld not stop here. He should
demand a suspension of all expenditure in
the Road Department, the drainage and
sanitary improvement excepted, until
such times as the City Surveyor’s Dapart-
ment is thoroughly organized, and the
present chief of the office has had time to
give fuoll thought and consideration to the
works of improvement that are absolutely
necessary. The haphazard way the ex-
penditure in this department has hereto-
fore been conducted has cost a frightful
amount of money that could have been
saved. In addition, the work of the de-
partment has mnever had that careful
supervision necessary.to ensuring its pro-
per performance. This has not been so

Now, such a system as this
cannot be perpetnated without the most
serious loss to the public, and there is no
other course open to the Road Department
but to suspend work, with the exceptions
we have referred to, for the present sum-
mer, and then in the coming winter the
City Surveyor will have time to devote to
the full reform of his office and laying out
of Lig work for the following summer in a
systematic manner. This is the only way
to bring order out of chaos and ensure the
economical expenditure of the public
funds. 'We are persuaded that the large
majority of the members of the Council
are earnestly in favor of economy in the
expenditure, and there is nodoubt they will
be glad to accept any plan that will ensure
this desideratum. It must not be forgot-
ten that there was a deficiency of sixty or
seventy thousand dollars in the eity ex-
chequerin 1875, and there is not the slight-
est prospect of any improvement this
year. Is it politic or right then fo go on
with expenditures that can be deferred
without detriment to the public interests?
There must be a limit to extravagance, and
that limit has been already passed., Re-
trenchment must now be fthe order of the
day, and we call upon all the members of
the Council to follow the initiative of
Aldermen Clendinneng, Childs and Hood
in the direction of retrenchment,

SAD DROWNING ACCIDENT.

This forenoon, about 11 o'clock, asa
man residing in the Quebec Gate Barracks
—whose name we have been unable to ob-
tain—was gathering chips of wood along
the wharves, he fell into the River, and

waa drowned. It appears the deceased
was about 17 years of age, and when he
met his untimely death, was holding on
by the iron girders of the wharves, by
means of which he was enabled to reach
the surface of the water, and pick out the
pieces of wood which were floating by.
At the time of the accident he appears to
have heen seized with an epileptic fit as
he fell head foremost intio the River, and,
upon his rising to the surface, had his
two hands clasped to his head, and he ap-
peared perfectly unconscious of the efforts
that had been made to save him
by the onlookers, whoendeavored to thrust
a plank into his arms. The accident hap-
pened in front of the Quebec Gate barracks,
in the centre of the wood market, and
alongside two barges which were unload-
ing, The unfortunate man was seen to
fall by quite a number of seamen, but still
none of the numerous *‘sailors ™ thought fit
to jump in and save the poor fellow, and
yet the water is within a couple of yards
of the superstructure of the wharves, The
Water Police were notified, and were en-
gaged grappling for the body, which has
not yet been found,

The total quantity of fruits exported to
England, Bec]lgium and (Germany amount-
ed, in 1874, to nearly 80,000 tons.

The exports of domestic cottons from
New York to foreign ports in one week,
recently, were over 1,000 packages, which
brings the total, from the lst of Janunary,
up to 31,500 packages.

Last week’s exports
were of wheat, 13,023,300 ‘rzushels; corn,
409,546 bushels, besides a fair quantity of
peas, rye end cats, The prospect of war
in Europe has stimulated the grain trade.

The number of electors on the register
for England and Wales now in force, ac-
cording to a Parliamentary paper just
issued, is 2,340,763, of which §43,803 are
in counties, 1,484,844 in horoughs, and
12,116 in Universities. In Ireland the
number is 230,773, of which 173,860 are
in counties, 53,590 in boroughs, and 3,323
in Trinity College, Dublin, In Seotland
the number is 295,420, comprising 86,412
in connties, 198,725 in burghs, and 10,283
in Universities.

A curions statistical table has Deen
drawn up in France, showing the distri-
bution of letters and telegrams per head
in different countries. Switzerland is first
in both classes, the telegrams averaging 8
for every 400 inhabitants. In France thera
are 23 letters to every 100 inhabitants ; in
England, 20 1-12th; and in the United
States, 19. In England there are 54 tele-
grams for every 100 inhabitants ; in Hol-
land, 51; in Belgium, 47 ; in the United
States, 32; in Germany, 31. France
ranks tenth, and Russia last, with 1.

his.children’s children. There they live
in peace and harmony together; all who
are able work on the farm, and if more la-
bor is required, thestranger is hired toassist
them, ey live well, dress plainly, and
are industrious, without being in any way
oppressed. The female members of a far-
mer’'s household have much more libert
than those of a higher rank. They have
small feet as usual, but they are not eon
fined to the house, or prevented from look-
ing on and speaking to strangers, as the
higher classes are. If a stranger enters
the court of the house unexpectedly, he
will see a number of ladies, both old and
young, sitting in the veranda, all industri-
ously employed on some work—some spin-
ninﬁ, some sewing or embroidering, and one
probably euga,geg in culinary operationsg
and, if thestrangerbeanunknown foreigner,
the whole will rise hurriedly, and disap-
pear like a covey of partridges, overturn-
ing wheels, stools, and anything else that’
may be in their way. ¢‘This,”says a
writer onChinesecustoms, ‘“was a frequent
scene in my earlier visits, bué it gradually
wore off when it was found I was a civiliz-
ed being like themselves. These same
ladies afterward would often ask me o sit
down, and even set a chair for me, and
bring me a cup of tea with their own fair
lmnfs; and while I drank my tea, they
would go on with their work, laughing and
chatting as freely as if T had been a thou-
sand miles away.”
