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i Reddy Hospital Seeks Provincial Aid

$172,000

With a deficit of $172,000
for the year, a drop in total
admissions and an increase
in charity cases — Reddy
Memorial Hospital at its an-
nual meeting has turned its
eyes to the province as a
means out of its financial
difficulties.

William Bentley, vice-president
and treasurer, who has been
functioning as head of the in-
stitution since the death of Pre-
sident S. L. de Carteret and Col.
Wilfrid Bovey, who was presid-
ent emeritus, had this to say of
the situation:

“We are happy to hear the
provincial government is propos-
ing to increase permits under the
Public Charities Act — we hope
this will meet the cost for in-
digent patients. This is a step
in the right direction. It will
help alleviate our desperate
plight.”

Dr. J, L: Barry, executive direc-
tor of the hospital, reported
total admissions — 6,216 — were
slightly below last year. But, he
said the reduction was entirely
due to a drop in maternity cases
brought about by ‘“the consider-
abhle extension in maternity ser-
vices which has taken place in
Montreal over the past two
years."”

He said, on the other hand, the
demand for beds in the other de-
partment of the hospital was de-
creasingly heavy and suggested
some reduction in the : .aternity
service to provide additional beds
for other patients.

He said 30 per cent of all bed
patients were admitted under the
Quebec Public Charities Act at

of Haster. This year Passover

and Easter are observed simultaneously and it is in keep-
ing that we reflect upon both of these festivals, and the

concurrence of these eventf

ul days should stimulate the

imagination of Jews and Christians to remove misunder-
standing regarding each other and to live and labor for
the preservation of the Judaeo-Christian heritage without
which civilization is impossible. The fundamentals of that
heritage are the love of God and the love for fellow-man,
Dr. Stern told Temple Emanuel Congregation at Passover.

Both Passover and Easter de-
rive their origin from the festi-
val of nature, the spring season,
when all of nature cast aside the
death of winter and undergoes a
renewal of life, a resurrection,
and the wonderful transformation
of nature in the spring is most
conducive to the strengthening of
our belief in the renewal of life
after death. The marvelous spec-
tacle of nature’s renewal has
ever made man susceptible even
ot the belief of bodily resur-
rection, let alone to the belief in
life eternal. Man thus reasons
if the world of nature, held fast
by the grip of winter's death, can
thus be metamorphosed why not
man who occupies the highest
pinnacle in the drama of nature?
he added.

It can easily be understood
why the Christian Church, moved
deeply by the inspiring pheno-
menon of the spring resurrection,
has come to speak and af-
firm its fundamental doctrine
of the resurrection of the Naz-
arene, the humble Rabbi of Gali-
lee, who is the very inspiration
of the Christian faith, its very
foundation!

Judaism, however, has institut-
ed the Passover with the advent
of spring to commemorate not

the resurrection of any one in-
dividual but that of the entire
Jewish people. Who can deny
that Passover in Jewish tradi-
tion is bound up with Israel re-
deemed not only from the grave
‘of Egyptian slavery but from
the graves in which its enemies
sought to bury the Jew again
and again throughout history.
Turn the pages of history and
behold how the hostile peoples
often declared the Jew a corpse,
dead, petrified, fossilized, never
to rise again. But the Jew, the
progenitor of a great religious
truth, the pioneer in the wor-
ship of The One God, the cham-
pion of the belief in life eternal
cried out: “I shall not die, but
live and declare the works of
God,” he continued.

Israel, indeed, has been resur-
rected from a thousand graves
and lives with the one great
purpose of witnessing to the One-
ness of God and the Oneness of
humanity. As long as Israel con-
tinues to sacrifice and suffer for
spiritual truth Israel will sur-
vive all who meditate its de-
struction. In this month of Ni-
san, when nature joyfully sings
of new life, well may we sing
for the joy that Israel lives. It
lives as Israel universal as citi-

A New York State official has done
some plain talking about the question of
automobile insurance and it is to be hoped
that he talked loud enough for his words
to carry to Quebec City.

Joseph P. Kelly, motor vehicle commis-
sioner of the state, issued a report on the
state’s insurance law to correct “certain
wrong interpretations,” held by visiting
drivers from Canada.

These are the points which Mr. Kelly
made: :

1. Uninsured vehicles are not im-
pounded in New York State, but, in case
of an accident,’ owner and driver will lose
the right to drive in the state.

2. It is not a criminal offence for a
non-resident to operate an uninsured ve-
hicle in New York, but it is a misdemeanor
for anyone to operate a New York-regis-
tered vehicle knowing it is not covered by
liability insurance.

“Like residents of New York,"” he said,
“visitors to our state can use the streets
and highways with the satisfying assur-
anse that evidence of financial security
has been given for every New York ve-
hicle on the road.”

Unfortunately, no such assurance is
given in the Province of Quebec. This is a
matter long overdue for urgent consider-
ation by the Provincial Government, and a
matter of urgent importance for every au-
tomobile owner and driver in the province,
and for our visiting motorists.

The perfect status would be financial
security for every automobile on the
road, and financial responsibility for
every driver.

These are things that are in everyone's
interest. Why the delay?

Enumeration, Then Revision

Citizens Have Double Opportunity
To Qualify As Voters

Several hundred residents of this Com-
munity will conelude a house-to-house can-
vass this week-end to register all those
gqualified to vote in the coming federal
election.

Every effort will be made by them,
and by the other election officials, to get
every voter on the lists before the end of
these visits. There will inevitably be some
omissions: some citizens are out of town,
others were away from home when the

enumerators made their calls. These will
have ample opportunity later to have their
names added to the lists. Places and dates
for such revision will be well publicized.
Election officials report a considerable
interest in the election on the part of the
citizens at large, and more than the usual
co-operation with the enumerators in their
visits. This is an excellent omen, and it is
to be hoped that such interest will be
reflected in a high percentage of local
electors doing their duty as responsible
citizens when voting day comes around,
The early signs point to a heavy vote.
Within the next fortnight or so, copies
of the lists compiled by the enumerators
will be mailed to every household in the
district. Each printed list will contain a
notice of the dates and places where those
omitted in the preliminary canvass may
have their names entered. If you have
been missed by the enumerators, make a
point of visiting one of these revising of-
ficers. There will be one in your neigh-
bourhood. Keep in mind that after the
sittings for revision are concluded, no
more names can be added to the lists.

Press Freedom at Home

Le Progres de Chambly Case
Scoftched Bad Precedent

The importance of a free press as a
watchdog over the public interest is em-
phasized in the careers of latter-day dic-
tators who, without exception, have
started their march to power with seizure
of the media of communications — news-
papers and radio.

Not content with this, many have gone
further. Cuba’s President Batista, for

example, has ordered censorship of all

American newspapers sent or brought to
the island dictatorship. Stories which the
dictator does not want the people to read
are either clipped from each individual
paper, or are blacked out.

But campaigns against freedom of the
press are not confined to dictatorship. In
India, a republic, the Government recently
passed a Press Bill which, in effect, gives
it control over what all Indian newspapers
may- print.

In view of these and other encroach-
ments on the principle of freedom of the
press, it is gratifying to note that an at-
tempt to infringe this freedom right here
at home has been quashed in Superior
Court in Montreal by Mr. Justice Harry
Batshaw.

Mr. Justice Batshaw ordered the Town
of Chambly to pay a local newspaper, Le
Pogrés de Chambly, the sum of $400 for
defamatory libel. The town council, after
a series of articles which criticized the
then-mayor of Chambly in 1953, passed a
resolution ordering the newspaper “to ex-
plain itself” and said that if such an ex-
planation was not given, council would
order ‘““all groups and individuals with
which it was associated” to stop advertis-
ing in the paper.

The paper sued for damages, and Mr.
Justice Batshaw held that although the
threat implied in the resolution hadn’t
been carried out, the mere passing of it
by council constituted a libel.

This attempt by a town council to
suppress freedom of comment on public
affairs would, if successful, have estab-
lished a dangerous precedent.

Mr. Justice Batshaw's decision was not
only another affirmation of the principle
of freedom of the press, but will help
strengthen the bulwarks of that freedom.

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Pedestrian Contempt
Laid To Car Drivers

Sir: The toll of deaths and
serious injuries que to motor car
accidents continues to mount.
The warnings of safety societies
and other agencies have had little
effect. The speed at which cars
go in strictly populated districts,
such as along Sherbrooke Street
West and Cote St. Antoine Road
evidences a contempt for the
pedestrian. The driver of a motor
car develops a psychology that
apparently inclines him to look
upon the pedestrian as a nuis-
ance,

Where an accident happens
that may cause fatal injuries, the
party responsible regards it as of
minor importance. He thinks that
he should not be treated too
harshly.

In our own province, the Lraf-
fic division under the control of
Capt, -Alexandre Poirier is quite
alert and constantly warning
automobilists to exercise the ut-
most care. The negligent driver
is a menace to all who use our
streets and should not lightly be
dealt with, Only a few weeks
ago a prominent citizen who at
one time was a leading member
of the City Council was knocked
down by a bus and suffered in-
juries that necessitated hospital-
ization and further home treat-
ment.

POLICE ACTIVE

In certain municipalities, the
police do their utmost to curb
irresponsible drivers with the re-
sult that the number of offences
due to speeding has been reduced.
In Montreal, unfortunately, we
have not the required number cf
patrol or motorcycle police Lo
run down and halt speed man-
iacs, Those who drive cars forget
that they have in their keeping
the lives of those on the road as
well as the defenceless pedes-
trian.

The courts are beginning to
appreciate that stronger  mea-
sures and heavier sentences may
result in more care being exer-
cised by occupational and per-
sonal drivers of cars, The num-
ber of children that have been
killed and injured is appalling.
The offending motorist who
speeds, or is intoxicated, is every
bit as much a lawbreaker as the
criminal who assaults a citizen
with a deadly weapon. The con-
victed motorist who is zent to jail
may regard himself as one en-
titled to consideration; but where
he causes the death of a fellow
citizen, or the victim is perman-
ently injured, he should ask him-
self how he would feel if the posi-
tion was reversed. Quite a num-
ber will be inclined to agree with
Mr. Justice P. J. Montague of
the Manitoba Court of Appeal,
who, in rejecting an appeal of a
convicted motorist, suggested
that a life sentence may be the
only penalty severe enough to
stop drunken drivers from kill-
ing people on the highways.

POTENTIAL KILLER

The drunken driver is every
bit a potential killer as the erim-
inal in possession of a lethal
weapon. Director Hilaire Beaure-
gard of our Provincial Police
force has on more than one oc-
casion emphasized what a dang-
erous weapon the motor car be-
comes when driven by an irre-
sponsible or impaired driver. If
the suggestion made by the emi-
nent member of the higher judi-
ciary was_carrled out, it would
undoubtedly have the effect of
deterring motorists from the uaze
of intoxicants before or while
driving, and also exercise a
higher degree of prudence.

The problem is now concerning
governments on all levels and
associations interested in safely
regulations.

Ornithology 1s keeping step
with the other sciences. We used
to wonder why birds could per-
form feats of which man is in-
capable; now there are answers
to most of our questions, The
fact is that birds are properly
equipped for the life -they have

to live. And so, water birds are
especially constructed,
Actually, those that are found
under the heading “Diving Birds”
belong to the lowest form of
bird life, closely resembling rep-
tiles, from which they developed.
Their legs are set far back on
their . bodies, so that when at
rest on land their position is al-
most upright, and they walk
with the greatest difficulty. Both
their necks and their bodies are
elongated, yet their wings and
tails are short. Grebes, Loons,
Auks, Murres, and Puffins be-
long to this group. But when |
considering divers in general,
Cormorants, Gannets, and the
Sea Ducks” should be remem-
bered, because on account of
their diving ability they have
much in common with the others.
For one thing, all these birds,
though nearly their whole time
is spent in water, are able to
keep dry. There are several rea-
sons for this. Birds are supplied
with an oil gland under their
tnils, from which they are able
to get oil with their bills and
apply to their feathers. For wa-
ter birds this is absolutely neces-
sary, but they must also he
specially clothed. Their plumage
is particularly dense. It is said
that Ducks rest on a raft of
feathers an inch thick. A Grebe's
plumage is so compact, smooth,
and hairlike that it is absolutely
waterproof when properly oiled.

Up to this time we have been

discussing only the regular is-
sues of postage stamps, but there
are many other varieties of in-
terast to stamp collectors.

Perhaps the most popular of
these are charity stamps, or
semi-postals, as they are often
called. These are issued to raise
money for a charitable orgeniza-
tion such as the Red Cross. Part
of the face value pays postage
and part is a contribution to the
charity. Although Canada doesn't
issue them, many foreign coun-
tries do, and they are quit easy
for collectors to obtain.

Then there are postage due
stamps, which the post office
places on mail when the sender
underpays the postage. The
money owed to collected from
the addressee, otherwise the
mail is returned to the sender.
Postage due stamps are issued
by virtually every country.

Special stamps are also is-
sued to speed delivery. Airmail
stamps send the mail by air,
special delivery stamps send it

From. time to time we need to look at our religion
as a whole rather than in its details. Through the first
half of the year we look at the details — the facts of
creation, sin, redemption; the Coming of Christ and

His work, His Death and

Resurrection;. We may be

tempted to lay so much emphasis on Our Lord’s saving
work that we forget that He wa® carrying out His
Father's will, and that behind Him is the loving purpose
of the Father. God as God is the source of creation and
redemption; God'’s Son is the Agent through whom both
creation and redemption are worked out. As St. Paul
puts it: “For us there is one God the Father of whom
are all things and we unto Him; and one Lord, Jesus

Christ, through whom are

all things and we through

Him.” (1 Cor. 8:6, Revised Version). In other words,
God the Father is the beginning and end of all things,
and the Lord Jesus Christ is the Mediator between His

Father and His creation.
So the. great events of which
we Have been thinking in~ the
past weeks are not only the
works of Jesus; rather “God
was in Christ, reconciling. the
world unto Himself."! We need
to keep that fact in mind in
order to avoid the idea that God
is the stern Judge who is ready
to bring judgment to bear upon
us, and is only restrained by
the loving care of His Son for
ug. Actually Our Lord Himselt
guards us against that kind of
thinking, for He says : “The Son
can do nothing of Himself, but
what He seeth the Father do :
for what things soever the

Father doeth, these also doeth
the Son likewise.” St. John 5:19.
And again : "I came down from
Heaven not to do mine own will
but the will of Him that sent
Me." St. John 6:38. There is
complete unity of purpose and
will between the Father and the
Son, and that will is simply the
salvation of man. Our Lord
says: “The Son of Man is come
to seek and to save that which
was lost,” and in Second Peter
we read: “The Lord is not
willing that any should perish,
but that all should come to
repentance.”

But Pastor Likes It Here

People who have read
the stories of Somerset
Maugham, will have diffi-
culty in recognizing James
Davidson as a missionary
just returned from a south
sea island.

According to Maugham, all
missionaries in that part of the
world are tall, forbidding, severe
fanatics with mno sense of
humour, who go around making
life. impossible for people like
Ginger Dick and Sadie Thompson.
We went along expecting to
meet somebody like that last
Monday, and when we arrived
at 1211 Clemenceau st., Craw-
ford Park, where James David-
son lives with his parents, we
were surprised to find a pleasant,
cheerful young man in a brilliant
Aloha shirt, who looked like one
of Maugham's more colourful
characters.

James has just returned from
a couplg of years as a missionary
of the Church of Jesus Christ
and the Latter Day Saints, or as
they are more commonly known;
Mormons. He was sent to Jahiti
over two years ago, by they
Elders of his Church in Salt
Lake City. .

After a few days in Tahiti,
where the headquarters of the
Pacific mission is located, he
was sent to a small remote
island named Tahaa, and to get
there he travelled on an inter-
island trading schooner to Uto-
roa and thence in an outrigger
canoe to Tahda.

When he first arrived he was
the only white man on the island,
but he was joined later by an-
other young missionary. .He
boarded with a local farmer who
had a family of ten children.

PIGS AND FISH

“They are a happy easy-going
people’ said Mr. Davidson, ‘“Life
is easy there, they grow bread-
fruit and sweet potatoes, they
keep plenty of pigs and chickens,
and the sea around them
abounds with fish'.

Talking to Mr. Davidson it
was easy to picture the idyllic
existence on that South seas
paradise, the friendly smiling
people, the glorious tropical sun-
sets, the lovely lagoon and all
the other scenes made familiar
by cinema and story book. But
we were soon disillusioned as
Mr. Davidson went on to explain,
“of course you had all those
things, but you also had other
things you never hear about in
those glowing reports. Centi-
pedes six inches long, poisonous
scorpions and spiders, and the
people have very elementary
ideas about hygiene”,

During his stay on Tahaa
there was an outbreak of typhoid
and Mr. Davidson and his com-
panion ferried the sick people
across the lagoon to Utoroa.
South sea islands can be very
lonely places also, and until he
learned the language and got to
know the people it was very dull
once the novelty had worn off.

Using powdered coral for
cement, he and his companion
soon had a Church under con-
struction, and to aid them the
Mission sent a pick-up truck.
The truck caused a great sen-
sation, as it was the first ever
seen by the islanders, and
crowds of people used to climb
abbard every time it moved.
When the church was finished

they set about developing their
congregation which today num-

To be a missionary on
a remote island like Tahaa one
has to be a jack of all trades,
and along with organizing his
congregation, Mr. Davidson had
to journey to many small atolls
with his medecine chest to tend
the sick. He was also expected
to be an expert on outboard
motors, and to sit in judgment
on family disputes. Another of
his duties was to explain the
basic principles of economics to
the carefree islanders and to
help market copra, pearl shell
and vanilla.

With his church on Tahaa well
established, Mr. Davidson bade
farewell to his friends there,
and for the rest of hig tour,
journeyed to many other islands,
assisting 1n missionary' activity,
until the time came for his re-
turn home. He is shortly going
down to the U.S. to continue his
studies in engineering.

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EXTRA PAY FOR EXTRA QUALIFICATIONS?

By Kenneth Hill, M.Ed.

Every year school systems

grow larger and more complex,
requiring more and more men
and women of superior ability
and training to administer them.
While there will always be ex-
ceptions, in general the men or
women most likely to succeed in
these positions are those who en-

ter the teaching proression with
a higher degree, or who acquire
a higher degree while in the pro-
fession.

To secure the entry into the
teaching profession of graduates
with higher degrees, financial in-
ducement must be offered. Stu-
dies based on present-day Mont-
real Protestant scales show that
there is a serious financial pen-
alty in spending five years in
college before entering the teach-
ing profession: delay in starting
earning, delay in reaching pen-
sion age, and a reduction in the
sick leave ‘‘bank of days" and
retirement gratuity.

It can, of course, be argued
first that promotion from the
ranks to - the administrative
posts comes usually so long after
graduation that training in ad‘
ministration and finance, educa-
tional philosophy, and so on is
forgotten or out of date; and,
second, that the average newly
graduated B.A. or B.Sc., without
professional experience, is in no
position to profit by advanced
educational training,

An alternative is ‘in-service”
training, especially at summer
school, after the teacher
acquired several years of profes-
sional experience, The
male teacher, however, usually
acquires a wife and family along
with the professional experience,
and soon the prospect of attend-
ing summer school for four or
more years becomes financially
impossible without a generous

Higher degrecs
pass unrecognized by the Protestant Board.

of an increase in salary on com-
pleting the course.

It is sometimes argued that if
an increased salary foes with a

higher aegree, teachers will flock
to undertake post-graduate study.
When, however, we consider the
marital and financial situation
of the average teacher, and the
native ability and hard work re-
quired to qualify, it is difficult
to take this prediction seriously.

Similar is the eclaim that, if
an extra degree is rewarded, the
extra salary will be claimed by
many teachers with a higher de-
gree remotely or not at all con-
nected with their teaching job
or with educational administra-
tion. In the first place, the num-
ber of such teachers must he
quite small. Secondly, while it is
possible to win a master's degree
or a doctorate in fields unrelated
to primary or secondary educa-
tion, it is still impossible to ob-
tain these qualifications without
intelligence, initiative, persist-
ence, and expenditure of time,
energy and money. These quali-
ties make superior men and wo-
men, whatever their line of in-
terest; these expenses are an
investment and should pay divi-
dends.

It is recommended that a
teacher holding a master's de-
gree from a recognized univer-
sity should receive $300 annually
in addition to his basic salary
and that a teacher holding a
doctor’s degree from a recognized
university should receive $600
annually in addition to his bhasic
salary,

Local Couples Slow Adoptions
By Seeking "Perfect” Child

Local couples who want to adopt children could
shorten the agonizing waiting period by being less rigid in
their notions of what constitutes the perfect child, accord-
ing to Mrs. Muriel McCrea, director of the Children’s Ser-
vice Centre. The Centre, a Red Feather service, supervises

adoptions for local Protestan

Right now, there is a six to
eight months wait for a boy baby
and longer for a girl — girls are
still first choice with most
couples, Older children and those
with slight disabilities who are
still deemed adoptable are avail-
able on shorter notice, again
because many adopting families
have a mental picture of a blue-
eyed curly-haired infant pro-
digy.

“Adoption proceedings really
begin when a couple comes in to
apply for a child,” Mrs. McCrea
said. “We require that it be a
joint application made in per-
con.” Other requirements stipu-
late that the mother be less
than 43 and that the father
have a good employment history
with at least 20 years to go be-
fore retirement. These rules are
interpreted more liberally if a
couple is interested in an older
child or willing to accept one
with a slight handicap. Both
parents must have investigated
the medical reasons for their
own sterility and the family can-
not live more than a day's jour-
ney from the Children’'s Service
Centre.

“The first interview is a group
meeting with perhaps four or
five couples,” Mrs. McCrea said.
“We try to explain fully just
what is involved in adoption,
legal angles and all the rest of
it. The couples can ask questions
and find out the whole procedure
before deciding whether to go.
on with the plan.”

Most decide to continue. In
fact, the first question is usually
“How long will we have to
wait?"”, she said. Sometimes,
however, the group interview
brings hidden fears and reserva-
tions out into the open — exces-

His father, A. A. Heaps,
C.C.F. member of parliament,
very early in life established a
reputation for fearlessness and
integrity. His son Leo has in-
herited much of his father's
character. Also acquired from
his father was a high standard
of idealism — but an idealism
tempered and conditioned by a
strong sense of practicality.

At the outbreak of hostilities
in 1939 Leo Heaps was still an
undergraduate at Queen’s Uni-
versity. Immediately after
duation he joined the Armored
Corps and was sent overseas
wher2 he was wounded. After
his recovery he volunteered for
the Airborne Troops and was
amongst the defenders of Arn-
heim. Here he was captured by
the Germans — but not for long.
He escaped, made his way back
to British lines and joined the
British Intelligence  working
with the Netherlands TUnder-
ground. At the end of the war
he received the Military Cross.
And in 1947 he won the Gov-
ernor  General's Non-Fiction
award for the remarkably vivid
book he wrote “Escape from
Arnheim.”

interests turned to a world set-
tling itself into peacetime liv-
ing. He entered the University
of California and graduated
from the School of Cinemato-
graphy. He then returned to Ot-
tawa with an idea. His father,
who had contributed to the Win-
nipeg Art Gallery one of~the
largest and best collections cof
Canadian artists, had helped de-
velop an artistic sense of taste
and discrimination in the son.
So with this background of
knowledge and an instinct for
recognizing good painting his
idea became a reality . He
established *“The Gallery?”,
the only all-Canadian art gal-
lery in Ottawa. His hope was io
promote Canadian art. With the
co-operation of the artists and
the National Art Gallery, he was
able to line the walls of the
little gallery with the finest ex-
amples of Canadian art.

A year passed — a youthful
restlessness set in. He longed
to see Europe again.

“I feel it is a mistake to settle
down while still very young.
This is a vital changing world
we live in today and if we hope
to contribute anything we must
know and understand it better,”
says Leo Heaps.

“The Gallery” was handed
over to a group of friends and
off he went to England. Mr,

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Heaps was taking courses at the
London School of Economics
when the Israeli War of Inde-
pendence started. After listen-
ing to a very moving speech in
Hyde Park he volunteered — and
suddenly found himself boarding
an illegal plane for Haifa. His
exploits, which were recounted
in the newspapers, were specta-
cular and legion.

At this point a stabilizing in-
fluence enters the life of young
Lea Heaps. He met Tamar —
a lovely young quartermaster-
sergeant — and within two
weeks he married her. After be-
ing honorably discharged he
brought his bride back to Can-
ada. Vancouver was their des-
tination — but funds ran out in
Montreal., So here they stay-
ed. Mr. Heaps settled down to
earn his living and ralse a fam-
ily of three children.

His concern in world develop-
ments never lagged. Nor did his
interest in the arts diminish. He
is chairman of the hoard of
trustee of Mountain Playhouse.
He has written several plays,
some of which have been pro-
duced by the CBC and one is to
be presented at the Mountain
Playhouse.

Last November the Hungar-
ian Revolution was announced to
a shocked world. For Leo Heaps
this was the signal to move. He
left for Austria immediately.
There as a member of the Inter-
national Rescue Committee
which worked in co-operation
with the Knights of Malta he
helped establish a vehicle rescue
service. This helped bring Hun-
garians from across the border
to receiving centres in Austria.
While there he also arranged
broadcasts for the CBC and
wrote articles for a local daily.

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Westenders Sought Snows For Skiing |8
Last Weekend At Mount Washington [§

By SHIRLEY AYER

As spring traveled to
the West End for Easter,
many Montrealers were
seeking sunshine in clouds
over Mt. Washington,
New Hampshire. The
three-day weekend gave
West End residents time
to travel to the States for
hiking and a few ski runs
down Tuckerman Ravine.

“Just like a practise slope at
Saint Sauveur,” remarked one
west end Montrealer as he at-
tempted to climb through hun-
dreds of people near the lunch
rocks on the ravine bhowl, Out
of thousands of skiers and
sightseers on Mt. Washington,
at least half were from Quebec.
Canadians who made the
mile journey were rewarded by
a warm, sunny weekend except
for clouds over the mountain
Easter Sunday. Many people
wore shorts. A canoe was perch-
ed on top one car parked at the
foot of Mt. Washington where
most car tops carried ski racks.

“I climbed Mt. Gabriel the last
few times I skied in March in
preparation for my weel at
Tuckerman Ravine,” another
west end resident said. He was
discussing the two-mile climb up
Mt. Washington skiers make

first run down. Although there
is an auto road running to the
top of the mountain, it usually
is not open during the ski season,
which can be as late as July.
REFRESHING

Skiers start their daily hike,
daily if they haven't camped out
on the mountain overnight, at
B or 9 a.m. They arrive anywhere
from an hour or two later at a
shelter area fondly known as
“Howard Johnson's'' where they
drink gallons of fruit juice and
spring water, The refreshment
stand stock in over $600 Satur-
day on juice and hot dogs.

Many Canadians spent Friday
and Saturday on the sun deck
of the shelter acquiring a good
tan. Other hoisted their skis on
their backs and climbed the
steep and mnarrow Hillman's
Highway 'trail or the wide and

200% man Ravine headwall. The head-

wall is so0 steep that skiers
sometimes have their knees
touching the snow, and usually
find it less frightening to look
down than up where the “lip"”
of the ravine seems to reach out
over climbers. Snow depth in the
bowl-like floor of the ravine |
reaches 20 to 30 feet natives say.

In addition to the thrill of
skiing Mf. Washington, Mont-
realers found = excitement in
other forms at Tuckerman
Ravine. On Saturday an Amer-
ican jet saluted tourists by fly-
ing a few hundred feet ahbove
the peak hetween Hillman's and
the ravine headwall and then|
sommersaulting over the sum-
mit. On Easter tourists watched
Mt. Washington make its own
weather as it remained covered
with clouds all day while the
valleys below were sunny and
clear. A driving rain storm de- |
veloped on the mountain late in |
the afternoon.

PULMONARY PROBLEMS OF PETS

A reader in Ville LaSalle has written to enquire
about the incidence of pulmonary ailments in canaries.
She says that her canary makes a peculiar wheezing sound
and from her description there appears to be no doubt
that her pet is suffering from asthma. This is usually
caused by a chill and is aggravated by bad digestion.

As in man, it attacks the bird
periodically, and must be taken
in hand at once or it may prove
fatal. Keep your canary in a
warm dry place and cover the
cage on damp chilly days. Feed
him pure canary seed and about
a teaspoon of egg paste every
day.

Mix in about as much red
pepper as will fit on a dime. A
dose of liquid tonic should also
he given. This should be mixed ™
in the drinking water which
If the wheez-
ing is severe make an infusion
of flaxseed by soaking a tea-
spoonful of unground flaxseed
in a cup full of boiling water.
