Anns Standardization Is 
Sought By Canada, US, UK

Ottawa, Dec, 19.—(®—Canada, 
the United States and Britain to­
day formally made public one of 
their worst-kept military secrets— 
that they have been working to­
gether on standardization of arms 
and training since 1947.

Informed quarters here said the 
announcement indicates no new or 
immediate developments in the 
long, gradual process of standardi­
zation. Any statements about it in 
the past have related only to joint 
efforts by two countries—Canada 
•ind the U.S., Canada and the U.K., 
and U.K. and U.S., but never to all 
three countries.

The announcement confirmed that 
all tiuee have been working to­
gether.

The announcement, made simul­
taneously in Ottawa, London and 
Washington, said their “arrange­
ments will insure that in time of 
necessity there will be no material 
or technical obstacles to full co­
operation among the armed forces 
concerned and the greatest possible 
economy in the use of combined re­
sources and effort.”

The three countries had been ex­
changing observers “in connection 
with exercises and the development 
and testing of material of common 
interest” in studies which “aim at 
the gradual development of com­
mon designs and standards in arms, 
equipment and training methods.”

The standardization was tied in 
with Atlantic pact developments. 
The progress by the three nations 
was “a step towards the fulfillment 
of wider arrangements” under the 
pact’s military production and sup- 

|ply board.

The board was aimed at promot­
ing standardization of parts and 
end products of military equipment 
in the north Atlantic area. Similar 
arrangements were already in ef­
fect by the five Brussels treaty 
powers—the U.K., France, Belgium, 
Holland and Luxembourg, all of 
them now members of the Atlantic 
pact.

Canada has been an energetic 
and persistent worker for stand­
ardization since the war. Her 
forces, traditionally British but 
getting closer to the U. S. all the 
time, have been pressing steadily 
behind-the-scenes for closer col­
laboration between their two al­
lies.

Standardization still is seen in 
Ottawa as a process that will take 
years. But there has been pro­
gress.

Battle procedures and communi­
cations, for instance, have been 
standardized to the point where 
the forces of all three countries 
can work together at once and 
with little trouble. Canada’s tri­
service wireless network, the lat­
est thing in communications, is in 
instantaneous contact with both 
London and Washington.

There has been “considerable 
progress,” too, in selecting those 
items the forces would accept 
jointly if they take on new equip­
ment. The trouble there is that all 
three have large stocks of existing 
equipment — such as rifles — and 
they are unwilling to jettison them 
because of the cost.

Russia Reported Building

Chief Justice 
Letourneau Dies

Montreal, Dec. 19— iff) —Hon. 
Severin Letourneau, 73, Chief Jus­
tice of the Court of King's Bench 
died suddenly at his Westmount 
home Saturday.

Mr. Justice Letourneau .suffer 
ed a heart attack six weeks ago 
while presiding at the opening of 
the current Superior Court session 
in Quebec city. He returned to 
Montreal last week and was ready 
to resume his duties when he suf­
fered a heart attack Saturday af­
ternoon.

A native of St. Constant in La- 
prairie county just across the St. 
Lawrence river from Montreal, he 
had served on the Bench in various 
capacities since 1922. He was a 
practising lawyer in Montreal be­
fore that and was active in affairs 
of the Liberal party until his ap­
pointment to Court of King’s 
Bench.

Von Manstein Is Sentenced 
To 18 Years Imprisonment

By GEORGE BO-ULT'WOO’D
Hamburg, Germany, Dec. 19.— 

;/P)—a British military court to­
day sentenced former Field Mar­
shal Erich von Manstein to 18 
years imprisonment for atrocities 
against Poles and Russians com­
mitted by German troops during 
the war.

Manstein, last of Hitler’s gen­
erals to be tried by the victorious 
allies, declined to plead for mer­
cy.

He was found guilty on nine 
specific charges and was acquit­
ted on eight other counts. All 
grew out of alleged Nazi atrocities 
by German troops under his com­
mand during Fm: Nazi invasion of 
Poland and Russia.

The president of the court said 
the sentence would date from to­
day. The sentence is subject to 
confirmation by higher authority.

The decision to try the German 
Field Marshal after such a lengthy 
imprisonment had aroused much 
controversy in Britain.

Winston Churchill, Britain’s 
wartime Prime Minister, was 
among the prominent people who 
subscribed to a fund to provide 
British counsel to defend him.

Three other German war lead­
ers were also to have been tried 
by Britain. But Field Marshal 
von Brauchitsch died in captivity, 
and army doctors ruled that Field 
Marshal Gerd von Rundstedt and 
Col. Gen. Adolf Strauss were unit 
to stand trial. They were released.

Tomorrow Manstein will be tak-1 
en to the prison at Werl, near|

Hamm, where he will join two 
other former German command- 
ers-ir.-chief, Field Marshals Al­
bert Kesselring and Nikolaus von 
Falkenhorst, who are serving war 
crimes sentences ^dere.

Manstein’s face remained im­
passive while the sentence was 
pronounced. His composure had 
been shaken only once earlier, 
when the court announced the 
charges on which he had been con­
victed.

Then his face blanched and he 
looked quickly up to the public 
gallery where his wife was sit­
ting. He regained his poise, how­
ever, and quickly assumed a pok­
er face.

He was the 938th German to 
be tried by British military courts 
for war crimes and had been in 
captivity for more than four years 
before the British brought him to 
trial. The British have announced 
Mansteins’ trial ends war crimes 
prosecutions.

The Field Marshal’s defence- 
counsel had described him as “still 
the Hero of the German people.” 
The defence charged the allies 
had committed acts during war­
time similar to those alleged 
against von Manstein as crimes.

The court found Manstein 
guilty on a charge of “disregard­
ing his duty” to secure public or­
der and to respect family honor, 
in consequence of which large 
numbers of Jews and other So­
viet citizens were shot, hanged,

THE ASBESTOS DECISION
The folly of the blind confidence too 

often given by workers to ill-informed union 
executives is vividly demonstrated by the re­
port of the conciliation commission named to 
investigate the crippling walkout in the 
Quebec asbestos industry last spring. For a 
period of five months, five thousand workers 
in this basic Eastern Townships industry were 
idle, not only depriving themselves of their 
badly-needed wages and causing serious dam­
age to the general economy of the district, 
but also leaving behind them a trail of violence 
that will take a long time to eradicate.

In return for this they gained absolutely 
nothing. The only recommendation in the j 
majority report which might be considered j 
at all favorable to the unions was that which | 
suggested the companies maintain a ten cent ; 
an hour increase which they had been prepar­
ed to grant at the commencement of the j 
negotiations last January and which they 1 
subsequently implemented. In virtually every , 
other respect the contention of the companies 1 
was upheld.

The whole story of the asbestos strike is 
support for the accumulating evidence that | 
the strike — especially the industry-wide ver- } 
sion which weakens the entire country and hits 1 
through to the individual—has been overdone 
and that, as a means of bettering labor’s lot, 1 
it is outdated.

In the past, industrial strife between man­
agement and labor generally resulted in im­
proving the workingman’s welfare but, as 
unions became more powerful and individuals 
fought to retain authority at the top of the 
labor heap, the original bright concept 
unionism began dimming.

Today, the high priests of the labor bodies 
occupy their exalted positions because of their 
ibility to gain concessions for the rank and 
file. If they fail to get something more out of 
management as each new contract is negotiat­
ed, their ambitious lieutenants and their more 
successful opponents deploy for their de­
thronement. It has become a battle by top 
unionists to retain power. Unfortunately, in 
their struggle to remain at the pinnacle of 
what is just as much a career as any other line 
of endeavour, they prefer the strike to the 
bargaining table.

But there is evidence that the legend of 
invincibility which top union men have built 
up about themselves is not above destruction. 
Management, which for several years has fol­
lowed a policy of appeasement and uncons­
ciously contributed to this myth of invincibility, 
has—and this is noticeable in the United States 
particularly—decided to abandon the supine 
attitude and face the fact that preservation of 
our system of competitive enterprise, despite 
:he steady advance of the laboristic society, 
s of paramount importance.

The stiffened backbone of U. S. man­
agement started a wave of paralyzing strikes. 
These strikes are teaching the thinking man a 
valuable lesson. Nobody is happy about a 
strike—particularly when the issue is far from 
world-shaking and is dictated not by necessity 
but simply by an autocratic monopolist who 
is bent on adding some shadow of substance 
to the fairy tale of his invincibility—and the 
person who is least happy is the working man 
himself.

He knows that a combined steel and coal 
strike in the States costs the economy about 
thirty million dollars a day. He also knows 
that the longer it jakes to settle these crippling 
walkouts the longer it takes him to get even, 
despite his hard-won concessions. If he fails 
to win something, his action becomes a dead 
loss in the one thing that makes the world go 
’round—the weekly pay envelope.

Management hates strikes because its com­
petitive ability in the market place is dulled, 
not only for the duration of the work stoppage 
but for months thereafter.

Last but not least, labor leaders do not 
like strikes because they can lose the war they 
touched off.

THE BULGARIAN TRIALS
As might be expected, the trial of the 

eleven Bulgarians charged with spying and 
treason against the state which concluded in 
Sofia last Wednesday, followed closely the 
pattern set by similar trials in other Commu­
nist bloc countries. And this extraordinary 
pattern is decidedly puzzling to outsiders. 
The charges were the customary ones that the 
defendants spied for the British and United 
States governments through the embassies at 
Sofia. Evidence introduced was so wild that 
at one time the Washington administration 
threatened to break off diplomatic relations. 
It failed to do so, however, perhaps 
to the regret of the Bulgarian government 
which lost a chance for making political 

capital.
Aside from the No. I accused, former 

I Vice-premier Taricho Kostov, the behavior of 
| the defendants is the most mystifying to out­
siders, who would assume that a man charged 

: with treason against the land of his birth would 
stoutly deny such an allegation. However,

I ten of these defendants did what so many 
others have done before them and boldly 
declared their guilt.

Kostov, however, startled the court by 
repudiating his confession, causing such a 
sensation in court that the people s tribuna 
suspended the session. V^hen the court resum­
ed, he began to speak in his own defence, 
which in any fairly constituted court is the de­
fendant’s right, and uproar ensued. Armed 
guards by his side pulled him down to his 

seat.
Defence counsel assigned to the ex-Vice- 

Premier as a matter of form, actually con­
demned his client s conduct. He said there 
should have been another man before the 
court — Premier Tito of Yugoslavia, with 
whom the defendants are alleged to have 
conspired. Prosecuting counsel asked for the 
death penalty for the entire group, but the 
court passed death on only one—Kostov, who 
protested his innocence. The others were 
given life to eight years. Perhaps if Kostov 
had pleaded guilty also and asked for mercy 
he would have been spared the ignominy of 
execution on the gallows.

Such is the ruthlessness and heartlessness 
of Communist trials when citizens do not 
carry out the dictates of the terrorist regime 
in Moscow which bosses all satellite peoples. 
Future historians may learn how these queer 
proceedings have been planned, but at present 
they are quite incomprehensible to free 

peoples.

LEARN PROPER SIGN 
LANGUAGE LN BRIDGE

For today’s lesson on the play j 
of the hand I want to take up the j 
language of the cards. Although | 
most players quickly learn that a 
high discard says, “I like that: 
suit,” while a low discard says, 
“I do not,” there are times when 
you have to use negative discards : 
to make the cards talk for you. 
Now let us follow that principle; 
in today’s hand.

Declarer won the opening* lead 
of the ten of hearts with the jack. 
West did not like hearts so he 
played the deuce, which says 
“Partner, I either have a single- ; 
ton heart,” or “I do not like that 
suit.” ;

Declarer’s next play was the ; 
king of spades. East did not go up ; 
with the ace. He correctly let the 
declarer hold the trick. North con­
tinued with another spade on ; 
which East played the ace.

West at this point had to make 
a discard. There is no use in dis-1 
carding the three of hearts, as he > 
has already told his partner he ; 
did not like hearts. What West 
wants his partner to do is to shift 
to clubs. _ !

He should discard a high club, 
but the only high club that he can 
afford to discard is the jack. If 
he plays the three of clubs, al­

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PAIN KILLERS HAVE MADE 
MUCH POSSIBLE IN WAY OF 

TREATMENT

Up until lately not much could 
he done to prevent pain. If a sol­
dier was injured on the battle­
field, he had to stand the pain 

until nature 
took it away.

ONE-DISH MEAL—Make a New Year’s resolution to use lots of 
plentiful corn. Corn chowder is a hearty dish.

By GAYN0R MADDOX 
Canned corn is on the United 

States Department of Agricul­
ture’s list of plentiful January 
foods. It’s also on the family’s list 
of favorite meal-in-a-dish special­
ties.

Corn Chowder 
(4 generous servings)

Four tablespoons ham fat, but­
ter, 1 large onion, sliced, 1 No. 2 
can whole kernel or cream style 
corn, 2 cups diced potatoes, 3 cups 
milk, 1 cup diced cooked or leftover 
ham, optional, 1 teaspoon salt, 2 
tablespoons chopped parsley, % 
teaspoon Tabasco.

Add onion to fat in large sauce­
pan and cook until tender, but not 
brown. If whole kernel corn is 
used, drain corn and add corn 
liquid to saucepan. If cream-style 
corn is used, add Va cup water to 
saucepan. Bring to a boil and add 
potatoes; cover and cook 10 min­
utes. Add corn, milk and ham if 
desired. Add salt. Heat thoroughly. 
Add parsley and Tabasco.

Here are two more good corn 
recipes, each by cooking experts 
of the Department of Agricul­
ture;

Corn Fondue 
(Serves 4)

One-third cup of bread cubes, 
1% cups creanvstyle corn, 2 tea­
spoons minced onion, 2 teaspoons 
finely chopped green pepper, % 
cup finely grated cheese, % tea­
spoon salt, pepper, 2 eggs, % tea­
spoon salt, pepper, 2 eggs, well 
beaten, % cup scalded milk.

DOROTHY DIX
nrv

I Blend all the ingredients into 
the eggs, adding the scalded milk 
last. Pour into a greased loaf pan 
(4x8 inches) and set in a pan of 

! hot water. Bake in a moderate 
oven (350 degrees F.) until set— 
about one hour.

Cheese, Corn, Tomato on Toast 
(6 servings)

Three tablespoons flour, 3 table­
spoons melted table fat, 2 cups 
canned tomatoes, 1 onion, sliced, 
2 cups canned corn, 2 teaspoons 

; salt, U pound sharp cheese, shaved 
j thin.

Brown the flou, in a heavy skil­
let. Remove from skillet and blend 
with 2 tablespoons of the fat. 
Brown the sliced onion in the re­
maining fat, add all other ingre- 

| dients except cheese, and cook 
’ about 10 minutes. Add the cheese 
and stir until it melts. Serve on 
crisp toast. Garnish with slices of 

i hard-cooked eggs.

Browns, Willing To Try Anything, 
Hire Psychologist To Improve
Players’ Morale, Say Club Owners

St. Louis, Dec. It).— (/P) —The 
owners of St. Louis Browns, willing 
to try anything to improve the 
club’s position, have come up with 
a psychologist.

He is Dr. David F. Tracy, of New 
Y'ork, author, lecturer and specia­
list in metaphysics.

The hiring of Dr. Tracy goes 
back to last summer. Tracy, a 
former athlete himself, was at Yan­
kee Stadium one Sunday when the 
Browns dropped a doubleheader to 
the Yankees. Later he called on 
Dewitt and his brother, Charley, 
the club’s vice-president, and ex­
plained how he thought he could 
help the club.

During the recent major league 
meeting in New York they signed 
Tracy for the spring engagement.

“Dr .Tracy explained to us,” 
president Dewitt said, “that under 
the stress of a hard-fought game a 
player tenses up. Errors result. 
The minute a pitcher grows tense 
his game is in danger. Psychology, 
aiding a player to overcome this 
mental stun»bling block, gets at the 
bottom of this trouble and enables 
him to combat these tensions the 
minute they develop.”

Dr. Tracy’s methods were used 
by the Army during the war, De­
witt said, and have been used with

Stampeders To Ask For 
Change In Playing Rules

Calgary, Dec. 19.—((!>)—The Cal­
gary Stampeder football club is 
going to “Scream” for a change in 
the Canadian Rugby Union’s sys­
tem of issuing player registration 
cards, President Tom Brook said 
today.

Brook said the issue will be rais­
ed at the annual meeting of the 
Western Interprovincial Football 
Union, probably early in February.

As things stand now, C.R.U. 
cards are not issued until August 
—which means a player cannot be 
definitely signed by a club until 
that time. Brook said it leaves the 
way open for dog-eat-dog raiding 
tactics between Eastern and West­
ern Canada football outfits.

Although players in the West 
are signed to S.I.F.U. cards early 
in the year, there is nothing to 
prevent an Eastern Canada dub 
from offering a “signed” player a 
better proposition. This stealing is 
possible until August when all 
players are signed to clubs affili­
ated with the C.R.U.

Brook said the Calgary club will 
demand that the C.R.U. issue play­
er registration cards right after 
the start of a new year.

Coach Les Lear wants it even 
better. He said “We should be able 
to offer players now with us C.R.U. 
cards to sign before the present 
season is over.”

At that time Danny Gardella, a 
former New’ York Giant outfielder 
who jumped to the outlaw Mexican 
League, sued baseball for $300,000, 
contending he was deprived of a 
livelihood by the contract clause. 
That suit and several others 
brought by Mexican League jump­
ers were settled out of court this 
year.

The reserve clause, in effect, 
binds a player to any club to which 
he is contracted until he is releas­
ed. It is written into all pro base­
ball and football contracts and 
much of the structure of organiz­
ed baseball and pro football is bas­
ed upon it.

Laughlin said Ruthstrom was 
suspended by Washington President 
George Preston Marshall in 1947.

Ruthstrom then asked Marshall 
for a written release, the lawyer 
said, so he could play for Buffalo 
of the All-American Conference. 
He finally got the release in 1948.

Thus, Laughlin said, Ruthstrom 
was prevented from earning a liv­
ing at his profession during 1947 
by the reserve clause, since Buffalo 
would not sign him without Mar­
shall’s release.
