One of the great
misfortunes of the latter country has, in
owr judgment, been its isolation from the
feeling and political action of Great Britain,
With a legal union, the movements of
opinion in the two countries have mneyer
coalesced in one great tide ; but, even when
they have most sympathised with each
ather, have at best runin the same direc-
tion, without mingling together. Politi-
cians have formed alliances in Parliament;
but the peoplesin the two countries have
not been conscious of any common tend-
ency or object. We believe that this fact
largely accounts for the popular desire of
many Irishmen—patriotic, though aswe be-
lieve mistaken Irishmen—to serve their
country by separating it from England,
rather than by securing such a cloger in-
corporation as would make the smaller
island a full participant in the prosperity
of the larger one, and the inhabitants of
Ireland, by anatural consequence, zealous
for the glory and good of a country of which
they had ceased to be a dependent, and
had become really a part.

with a country which is rich, and which
asks nothing better than to learn hoyw it
can be liberal in such a manner as to
promote the lasting good of the sis-
ter island. Mr. Bright may fail in
the endeavour to convince Irish
audiences that there is a better way
than the one which has so long had their
patronage with so little of good result; but
they cannot be unwilling to listen and con-
sider propositions which are intended to
promote the ends to which they thémselves
aspire. Mr. Bright's trip through Ireland
may and probably will have a great effect
upon the movement for Parliamentary re-
form, which he is seeking to render effec

tive ; and it was, doubtless, in considering
by what means he could best strengthen
his own hands, that he hit upon the expe-
dientof treating Ireland asif she were really,
what she is technically, a part of the same
political body, within which he is endeayor-
ing to ‘effect Parliamentary reform. But
the step he has taken looks as if it might
be the beginning of a new and better poli-
tical life for the two countries, in which,
both pepulations acting together instead
of separately, as heretofore, shall feel that
they are hereafter bound up together for
good or for evil. If this shall happen, we
shall see an end not only to' the miserable
waste of energy involved in Fenianism and
kindred delusions; but to that wretched
personal tergiversation, which consists in a
man first méaking a popular character for
himself by the most violent denunciations
of England to Irish ears; and then taking
office from England to tickle English ears
by abuse of old associates and old opinions.
Of course there are people who regard the
objects which Mr. Bright secks to promote
on both sides of the channel, just as they
and their political congeners have regarded
all other wise measures,from Catholic eman-
cipation down to the repeal of the naviga-
tion laws—with suspicion, dread, and ab-
horrence, until experience so established
the value of all these changes as to convert
the curses even of their enemiesinto bless-
ings. Such persons will only the more fear
and detest the measures of present re-
formers, as they shall see them pursuing
their objects with more zeal, skill, and
hopes of success, and extending their plans
over a larger area. For those on the other
hand, who donot believe that the end of
all improvement has been reached, and
who see nothing but danger alike in the dis-
ruption of the Empire, sought by such men
as Stephens, and in the continued absence
of all exertion, as if all men despaired of
effecting any good, the endeavour to weld
Irish and English opinion into one, for com-
mon political objects will seem to be a
hopeful experiment.

FUNERAL OF THE LATE MR. J. B.
DORION.

As we have previously stated, Mr. Eric
Dorion died on the lst inst., about 5 p.m.
He had on that day shown himself gay and
affable as usual. He attended at Mass, and
after divine service addressed a few words

to those whom he had so often assembled
round him to give them those practical les-
sons which none other knew so well how to
bestow. 1t wasnot, however, a discourse on
politics which he Jelivered; bul he availed
himself of his influence with his fellow
parishioniers to make a warm appeal in
fayour of the unfortunate victims of the
fire at Quebec. This man, who had ruined
himself to do good, struggled once more
to do an act of devotion and charity. He
addressed people, the most of whom have
no more than the strict necessaries of' life,
and demanded from them a'new sacrilice
for the succour of the unfortunates who
were without bread. ‘That voice which was
never heard without producing its effects
upon the inhabitants of ¥Adwvenir; will, we
have no doubt, be listened to; for the
tomb which has just closed has not smoth-
ered the last echoes of the generous appeal.
The accents of gratitude of the unfortu-
nates whom he will have consoled will be the
finest funeral oration over him whom they
have lost. On the same day Mr. Dorion
left for Richmond at about 2 p.m. He had
not gone more than a few miles, however,
from home, when he felt himself indis-
posed ; stopped at the house of a friend ;
and becoming still more sick, asked to be
taken home. He had still strength enough
to get down and enter his house without
assistance ; but this was all he could do,
and on getting inside he threw himself on
a sofa. In spite of all the care of Dr.
Gladu, the sick man felt himseif constantly
growing weaker, and be then sent for the
priest, who gave him the consolations of re-
ligion in his last moments. Every one
knows the sorrow with which the news of
his death was received throughout the
counfry. His funeral was ‘announced to
take place on Monday—a day which cir-
cumstances beyond their control had forced
the friends of the deceased to select. A
large number of friends in fown intended
to show their regret by their presence at
the ceremony; but as it would have been
necessary to leave two days in advance,

there were but five or six who could under-
take the journey. From 8 o'clock in the
morning the village of ZAvenir was filled
by a population all dressed in mourning,
who crowded round the door of the de-
ceased’s residence and desired to see him
once more, for the last time. We remarked
people from all parts of the Counties of
Drummond and Arthabaska, some of them

coming from a distance of fifteen leagues.

Some persons from neighbouring counties,

as M. Beique, merchant of Danville, and

Mr. Jones, editor of the Richmond Guard-

ian, were also present. At 10 o’clock, the

clergy came to the house. The pall bearers

A few cups-full of water may,
when the fire is discovered thus early, prove
sufficient to extisguish a flame which, if a_ll-
lowed to proceed, might destroy an entire
building. The alarm is also a ca.gltsl means
of regulating the temperature of a private house
or public hall, as it may be arranged to strike
when the heat reaches any particular point.
Besides the other certificates which Mr. Dion
has received, he has one from eight/or ten of
the largest Insurance Companies of New York,
testifying that ‘‘after having ex_ummed and
practically tested the apparatus; we pronounce
it simple in its construction and _pmutlca.l in
its operation, and we moreover believe thut the
result of its adoption would tend to the preven-
tion of losses of life and property rcst}ltmg
from fires by providing the means of a tupely
alarm being given in case of such a calamity.”

THE GULF FISHERIES.

The sgovernment schooner La Canadienne,
Commander Fortin, bas returned to Quebec
after her usual summer cruise among the
fishermen in the guolf,

The catch of mackirel has been only midd-
ing, cach boat averaging from 300 to. 350
barrels. The total proceeds of the fishery is
estimated to be worth abont five millions of
dollars. The cod fishery has been also poor,
owing to the boisterous weather which pre-
vailed during the summer, and the great
scarcity of buit, especially in the fall. There
is great distress among the fishermen in con-
sequence. 'T'he spring herring fishery has been
very good, all along the coast. The whaling
carried on from Gaspe has been partially a
failire m consequence of the weather jand
during a part of the season the whales, especi-
ally the humpbacked variety, were very scarce.
The same causes that operated againgt the
other fisheries, conpled with the cold in  the
spring, prevented the sealers from doing as
much as usual, though the vessels were un-
usually numerons and well equipped. The
salmon  fishing on the north shores was but
ordinary, but on the south shore it has been
very successful, and all the rivers are fall of
salmon aad grilse. In Magpie Bay and Magpie
and 8t, John's rivers the herring nets had to be
taken up, owing to the unusual quantity of
grilse which became entangled in. them, An
interesting experiment was made on the return
voyage, a number of barrels of oysters, pro-
cured from Caraquet and in splendid condition,
“were planted at Bie with aview to creating an
artificial oyster bed.— Chronicle.

SENTENCE OF THE FPENIAN HAYDEN,

Judge Wilson, sentencing Hayden on Saturday
last, said :—The evidence in your case admits
of no doubt whatever that you were one of
those people who came to invade this Province
for the purpose which you very truly declared.
Whether you meant your demand as a threat
is really not material, They may have mis-
taken the way in which you demanded it, but
this is not the offence, but that you came to do
what you declared you would do. You areold
enough and understand enough to know that
we were living as we had a desire to live,
trusting to the protection of the law. The peo-
ple of this country do not think the law a
species of tyranny us in some couuntries, be-
cause they know that the law is administered,
not to enforce tyranny, but solely for the pro-
tection of society, and the Crown, or the Queen,
has no object in tyrannizing over us, We make
our own laws as we pleage, and administer them
by our courts. These courts have the entire
confldence of the country. Your offence has
been for over 20 years punished with death,
Truly, if I could discriminate between
all your cases there is room for its ex-
ercise, but I have no such power. I
am placed here for no object of mine, but
to vindicate the majesty of the law. The
statute requires thatyon shonld be sentenced
to death, Whether His Excellenc
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his prerogative, restemty Ot verted it, 1 cer-

?&in]y should, becanse the duty is most painful
more 0 than I can tell you, or any one here.
You certainly did no more than was expected
of any one of yonr party, Yon were performing
a duty which restéd with some one of your
party, for you brought no provisions over and
they had to be found. You evidently meant to
liveon the country, and the first act was to insist
upon that subsistence, without which you could
not have maintained yourselves. Sentence of
death was then pronounced.

ANOTHER ALPINE ACCIDENT--A THRIL-
LING SCENE,

Another sad acpident has ocoyrred on Mont
Blanc, Cap Arkwright and his sister, Simond
Michel (guide), and two porters, left Chamonnix
for the Grand Mulets, at which place they
arrived in the evening at gix o'clock.—At that
time the shades of night had already falleu,
and fires were: lighted at the Grands Mulets,
alsoat the Pierre Pointue to signal their friends
at Chamounix of their safe arrival"wherezpon
the cannon at the Hotel Royal echoed forth
their peals of thunder in response. Cap.
Avkwright and his sister intended to veturn to
Chamounix the following morning. The season
now drawing to a close, few visitors are in
Cnamounix. The cook and one of the coach-
men from the Hofel Royal, taking French
leave lastened after the foregoing party to ac-
‘company them to the Grand Mulets, The
service of the former wonld, no douby be invalu-
able at the Grands Mulets. The following
morning (Satarday) the two parties left the
Mulets at 5:30, Cap. Arkwright. Simond
Michel, and the two porters roped together,
Silven Couttet and the coachman roped by
thamselves, leaving Miss Arkwright and the
cook at the Grands Mulets to await their
return, The grand platean was reached in
safty,’and,the party were passing what is termed
the Ancient Passage, when a terrible sound was
heard by all. Couttet knew whence it came
and shouted to the others to save themselves.
Couttet, being a litfle in advance of the other
party at the time, dragged theasfonished coach-
man down a snow slope, and by so doing no
donbt saved their lives, the other party scram-
bled in quite the opposite direction. The ava-
lanche passed, hurrying with it in its frightful
course poor Capt, Arkwright and his three
guides. Couttet and the coachman with no
small amonnt of exertion, managed to extricate
themselves from the mass of small ice they
were buried in, and with the exception of
Couttet receiving aarther severe bruise on the
noge from a piece of ice, they escaped unhyet,
to look, and to look again for their mjssing
party ; but alas, no sign of life met their view,
All was quict, and they returned sorrowfully to
the Grands Mulets. This accident happened in
preeisely the same spot where three guides lost
their lives in decending with Humboldtin 1820,

The mind of the poor lady first gave way at
the Tuileries, and not at the Vatican. It is
very poesible that the second attack took place
at the Vatican, when the Holy Father re-
proached the Empress with the breacn of the
concordat with Mexico. But the original place
of the catastrophe was at the Tuileries ; thencg
the Empress Charlotte carrjed mental death in
her heart; and it is reported that the appear-
ance of that heroic lady of only six and twenty
summers, who had become the vietim to his
policy, shook the nerves of Louis Napolcon to
that extent that his own sufferings were
greatly inereased in consequence,
Nobody knows exactly what took place at the
mterview, for which the Empress had waited |
many days, and which lasted for an hour. It !
will probably never be known. Bu$ coming
out ‘of the cabiuet, Napoleon is said to have
politely culled the attention of the Empress to
a beautiful statue in the ante.chamber, to
which she indignantly replied: “ Sire, how can
you speak to me atout such a miserablé thing
at a moment when I freat with you about my

exercises
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existence 7" TUpon which she pressed her
chair, calling for water. The Emperor imme-
diately handed it to her himseif, but she
thrust it back with the exclamation, *You
want to poison me! It is not by her Mexican

fears to be poisoned, but her monomania is
that the Emperor Napoleon wants to doso.”
La Patriz states that the Austrian coryetfe
Elisabetta, which it had been asserted was soon
to fetch the Emperor Maximilian home, is only
going to carry his unfortunate Empress back to
Mexico, as in the opinion of hér doctors such a
voyage, and the return to her husband, would
conduce to calm her spirit and promote her re-
covery,

CHINA.

At this moment there is a greater movement
going on among the Chinese nation that at any
former period. Their pride and fancied supe-
riority have been thoroughly broken down by
the manifest superiority of Christian nations in
arms. They have lost the faith, which since
the days of Confucins has been theirs, that
their institutions and civilization were superior
to those of the rest of the world, For mauy
centuries this was true. Down to the times of
the Reformation, China was, seemingly, cen-
turies before Europe in civilization. But the
philosophy of Bacon, and the spirit of free en-
quiry and political freedom have cansed Europe
to grow while China has only grown old. The
fleets of England, France, and America have
utterly destroyed the faith of the masses of the
people in the wisdom and superiority of their
government and religion, and rebellion is
chronic and universal in China. An educated
Chinese, named Lin-Le, has just got published
in London, the “ History of the Ti-ping Re-
bellion,” by desire of the Chinese rebels, who
wish thus to present their side of the case
to the British people, and indnce them no
more to interfere in favour of the Empe-
ror and against them, He asserts that
the rebel movement commenced in the Ti-ping
leader becoming a Christian, and that this is
from the first a great Christian impulse, spread-
ing through Asia, 1t isa very important work
in this respect, that it shows a movement going
on all over the flowery land of immense impor-
tance, and that an exchange of ideas has com-
menced which will be of the greatest impor-
tance to the whole civilized world, No doubt
many of the poor Chinese who come over to
seck gold in California are a bad and vicious
geb.  Dut if friendship, instead of injustice and
abuse, met them, or even if a few missionaries
were to study their books, history and ideas,
and devote themselves to teaching a few of
them how to teach the rest the usefulness of
honesty, truth and good morals here, and not
to cut off each other’s head in China quite so
freely, we should soon find that we have all
much to learn, in our turn, from their literary
men, of the history and deyelopment of their
most ancient civiliZation from principles of
sound moral reagoning. Probably we should
all find that it is not so much from want of
iknowledge, as from not keeping that knowledge
alive by nurturing it with the daily practice of
the virtues admitted, which causes nations to
crumble into decay and lose their power and
pre-eminence.

THE NEW PROFESSOR OF MORAL
PHILOSOPHY AT CAMBRIDGE,

One event, however, has happened in the
extra political world of considerable meaning
and importance, and that is the election of the
Rev. Frederick D. Maurice to the chair of
Moral Philosophy at Cambridge, in the place of
Mr. Grote, the brother of the historian Jately
deceased.

Thig election has been received with wonder
and enthusiasm by the people and the unbene-
ficial but rapidly growing liberal section of the
Church of England. The electors are the
other professors, of whora, to their high honor,
more than a clear half voted for Mr. bMaurice,
although there were ten candidates, several of
them first rate men, and all of them graduates
of Cambridge, he being the only graduate of
Oxford on the list. Mr Maurice, besides being
beyond all question, the greatest living English
theologian and metaphygician, has faken a
leading part in all the religious and social
movements of the last thirty years; a student
above all things, but never separating himself
for a moment from the struggles of the street
and the market place or turning a deaf ear to
the cry of the weak and oppressed. e might
have been the leader of a party in the Church
as numerous and powerful as that which is
called after Dr. Pusey; but has always reso-
lately set his face against divisions in Christ's
family. Nevertheless, he has been the teacher
and master of all our popular writers
of the broad church school, of Robert-
son, of Brighton, of Kingsley, of Davies,
and of Colenso, though the bijshop's teach-
ing of late years has wandered on the higtorical
side far away from that of his early fiiends.
Dean Stauley is among his warmest admirers
and fellow-workers, as in an elder generation
were Julius Hase and his brother, and the
bishop of St. David’s. Twelve years ago, Mr.

Maurice was deprived of his Professorship at
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party, headed by Dr. Jelf, the Principal of the
College, for his teaching on the sulject of eter-
nal puaishment, and his resolute antagonism
to the extreme Calvinistic views to which that
party clings with such frightened tenacity, 1t
was he who stood forward with Mr. Mansell,
the celebrated Oxford logician, when that
learned Doctor reviewed in his Bampton lec-
tures the old dogmas as to the impossibility of
knowing * the Infinite," endeavouring to buila
one more altar in the 19th century “to the
Unknown God.” Outside church and theolo-
gical questions, strictly so called, Mr, Maurice
has been equally active, He was the President
of a Society for Promoting Workingmen's As-
sociations—that organization by which a knot
of clever youug enthusiasts, known as the
* Christian Socialists,” chought to bring in the
“Millenium some 16 yeurs ago, and succeeded in
setting on its feet that great industrial move-
ment which is just beginning to bear such re-
markable fruits as the Partnerships of Industry,
in Yorkshire and Lancashire. Mr. Maurice
found the best part of the brains and ballast
for that boat. Again, 12 years ago he estab-
lished the Workingmen’s College in London,
where alone in England the problem has been
solved of bringing the highest education within
the reach of the earners of weekly wages. And,
lastly, he was the most aclive and earnest
among the founders of Queen’s College, the es-
tablishment in which thorough scientific train-
ing was first offered to English women., The
man who can show such a record as this might
well be excused for holding his head high, but
Mr. Maurice is probably the humblest man in
England, Even his most fierce enemies, who
would gladly burn him did not the tolerant no-
tions of this secular country stind in the way,
bave been always forced grudgingly to acknow-
ledge the Apostolic simplicity and purity of his
life. Such & man of course has come in for the
minutest share of the loaves and fishes of the
clerical protession, and js at this moment in-
cumbent of the small Government chapel of St.
Peter's Vere st,, to which he was appointed, by
Mr. ‘Wm. Cowper, when two-thirds ot oyr bench
of bishops are not worthy to wait behind his
chair, You mayimagine then the exultationwith
which we see him placed in the position of all
others in which his influence will be most felt
and which he would probably have chosen for
himself had he had the pick of all possible pre-
ferment, I have found the most cultivated
Americans very slightly acquainted with Mr,
Maurice’s works, aund have therefore dwelt on
this promotion in the hope of making the man
better known on your side, for depend on it
those of yon who wish to understand what is
goix}g on her2 cannet amit such a figyre from
their studies. 1 do pofknow ifanyof Lis works
have been reprinted in America, If not, some
enterprising publisher wounld do well to bring
out lis History of Moral Philosophy ancient
and modern, his Religions of the World, and
