LEGISLATIVE ASSFMBLY.

Weoxsesoay, Oct. 14, 1863,
The SPEAKER took the OUbair at three
o'clock.
After routine business —
ERRORS 1IN 7THE “ VOTRS AXD PROCEEDINGS.”

Mr. BELLEROSE directed attention to an
error in the official record of * Votes and Pro-
ceedings ” of the House, by which it would
appear as if the Volunteer Bill had been car-
ried on a vote of 91 10 4, instead of on & divi-
sion of 75 to 22—the fuct being that reference
was made to the vote on Mr. Bourassa's motion,
instead of on the third reading of the bill.

Mr. POULIN directed atteation to auother
error. His [Mr. Poulin's] name did not appear
in the list of those who voted againast the Mili-
tia Bill, as it should bave appeared. There
was also an error in another Adivision, by
which the name of Hon. Mr. Abbott appeared
for that of Mr. Archambault.

The SPEAKER was understood to say (hat
the division lists taken by the Clerk were cor-
rect, and that the errors alluded to had evi-
dently occurred in the printing. The errors
would, however, be corrected in the Journals
of the Hoase.

RESUMPTION OF UNFPINISHRD AUSINESS.

Hon. Mr. DORION moved the following res-.
olutions :

¢ }—That any farther proceeding upon
every bill which has beea introduced before this
House, or breught from the Legisiative Coun-
cil ie the present session, shall be suspended,
in order that the promoters thereof may pro-
ceed with the sume bills in the next session of
Parliament.

% 2 ~That an Alphabetical List of all such
bills, with a statement of the stage at which
the same were suapended, shall be prepared by
the Olerk of the Houg", and printed.

% 3—That such bills, with a certificate en-
dorsed thereon by the Olark of the House, of
the stage at which the proceedings were sus-
pended, be laid on the table of the House, in
the next session of Parliament, in the order in
which they shall stand upon this list.

% 4~—That in respect of every bill solaid on
the table, the petition for the bill and the
order of leave to bring in the same ia the pre-
sent session -shall be read & first time and
second time (il the bill shall bave been read
a second time previously to its being sus-
pended) ; and if such bill sball have been
reported by any Commitiee in the present
weseion, the order for referring the bill to &
Committee shall be dispensed with, and the
bill ordcred to lie upon tbe table, be referred
o a Uommittee of the whoie Heuse, or to be
read & third time, as the case may be.

“ 5 ~That all petitions preseated in the pre-
sent session againet private bills and which
stood referred to the Committee on such bills,
shall stand referred to the Committes on the
sameo bills in the next session of Pariiameat.

“ g—That all instructions to Committees on
Bills in the present session, which shall be
suspended previously to their being reported
by soy Committee, b2 instructions to the Com-
mittee on the same bills in the next session.

“ 7—That the said orders be standiog orders
of the House, and be printed.

Some verbal amendments were made to
these resolutions, and they were adopled.

THR RECIPROCITY TREATY—CLAIM OF MR. J. D,
ANDREWS,

Mr. PRICE moved for a copy of the Ocder
in Council . of the 14th March, 1863, by
which the Caoadian Goveroment ordered
the payment of the sum - of $24,000 and
interest, from 1857, to J. D. Aadrews,
Esq., or bis assigns, for certain expenses io-
curred by bim in the carrying out of the Reci-
proeity Treaty betwaen the United States and
Canada, which amount, with interest, was
brought down in the Estimates of last session,
but omitted in the present Estim:tes before the
House.

Mr. T.FERGUSON asked for explanations
respecting & memorandum, containing extracts
from the Journals of the House, that had been
circulated in the House last night, in respect to
this claim of Mr. Whitney for $32,000 for’sér-
vices in coannection with the no&:dndou pre-

paratory to  the framing of Reciproeity
Treaty.

Hon.J. S. MACDONALD ~I never saw it,
(Laughter.)

Mr. FERGUSON thought it strange, then,
that the messengers of this Houss could have
been employed to circulate the paper, and that
the envelopes of the Legislative Assembly could
be made use of to enelose copies of it without the
knowledge of the Goveroment. Some stranger
must have, consequently, got into the atation-
ery apartment of thia House and procured a
lurge quantity ot Parliamentary envelopes and
paper for this parpose. Mr. Blackburn, the
pruprielor of the little Mercury, had had s nice
little job in eonnexion with the stationery busi-
ness. (Laaghter.) He looked upon the bring-
ing of this claim befors the House, in this un-
derbaad way, as a job on the part of the Gov.
ernmeant in bebalf of eertain parties. Parlinment
was thus ssked to grant Mr. Whitney $32,000,
8 claim of the nature of which the : Pinsnce
Minister bad declared himself igndrant, and
which on reconsideration of the matter he bad
struck off the Estlmates. He [Vr. ¥.] ob-
jected to this hasty legislation at this lats bonr,
and was surprised that Goveroment had asked
us to voie this itam at present for some alleged
services cleven years ago.' Let the Govern-
ment bring up the matter next session. He
felt that & more infamous attempt to extract
$32,000 from the pockets of the peaple, to dis-
charge this claim, had pever been attempted.
He woonld like, in conclusion, to ask if the mat-
ter wasd in ordar ?

The SPEAKER decided in favor of Mr.
Ferguson's view, that it was not in order.

Mr. PRICE asked the Government if notices
of motion could be gone on with’ at half-past
seven,

The Aon, J. 8 MACDONALD was under-
#tood to reply o the n ve.

Mr. ROBITAILLE charged tbe Govern-
ment with being afraid to take the responsi-
bility of settling this matter.

Hoo. Mr. HOLTON thought such remarks
were uncalled for. The hon otleman’s
party had promised to settle this elaim in
1857, and failed to fulfil their pledges.

Mr. ROBITAILLE—~You recommended it
yourself.

Hon. Mr. HOLTON condemned the hon.
geotleman for persisting In his assertion.

Mr. ROBITAILLE .said tbat last year the
present Receiver General had included in the
estimates the item in question for $32,000.
The t Goveroment, instead of stand-
ing by the item,  shirked the responsibility in
regard to it.

Houn, Mr. HOLTON--Not at all.

Me. ROBITAILLE said that ie 1857, Hon,
Mr. Holton was ooe of the Committee which
was struck to enquire into the matter, The
OCommittee reported in substance that, having
carefully iovestigated the matter, they fonnd
that honorary engagements to the amount of
£16,000 were incurred under the sanctioa of
the Governor General and his advisers, with a
view %o securing the negotiation of the Reci-
procity Treaty ; and that the Committes were
of opinion that the Government were bouad,
in honor aud good faith, to make immediate
provision for the liquidation of those engage-
ments. Now, however, we found the hon.
Finance Minister rafusing to settle this claim.
(Oheers and laugbter.)

Hon. Mr. HOLTON—I call the hon. gentle-
man to order. I ask the honm, member for
Ohicoutimi if I ever asked him to bring for-
ward bis motion?

Mr. ROBITAILLE said it was brought be-
fure the House with the connivance of some of
the members of the Ministry, or with their

consent.

Mr. PRICE said such was not the case.
When the motios was drawn out, be showed
it to the hon. Finance Minister; however.

Mr. ROBITAILLE said it amounted to the
same thing. The Government were too cow-
ardly, findiog themselves too weak 1o brin
the matter before the House themselves, an
now they asked hop. geptlemen on this bide
zrd; it for them. (Hear, hear, and laugh-

Hon. Mr. HOLTON must call the bon.
gentleman to order, if ke persisted in levelling
the charge of false " against him in this
matter. It was untrue that or any mem-
ber of tbs Government, bad seked the bon. mem-

ber for Objcoutimi to. bring  forward this
motion, snd be called op Mr. Reblwille to

retract and apologise, after Mc. Price’s con-
tradiction, hesrs, and counter cheers. ]

Mr. ROBITAILLE-I said the Ministey had
done g0 and 80 ; the Finance Minister replies—
I have not done 30 and s0. Was be the whole
Ministry ? [Laoghter.] He ropeated this mo-
tion was brought before the House with the
consent of the Ministry, who had shown them-
solves pleased with it and prepared to sapport
it. But if they were prepared to support this
claim, why bad they not brought it in on the
estimates and assumed the responsibility
therefor? The hon. Finance Minister, strong
a3 he was, was afraid to submit the item,
though be knew the money was dus—he
shrank from teking the responsibility for it.
(Cheers.)

The SPEAKER haviug been again appealed
to, ruled Mr. Price's motion out of order.

Hon. Mr. HOLTON said that in 1857 the Go-
vernment sgreed to bring down an item in the
eatimates to cover the expenses in connexion with
the Reciprocity Treaty negociations. The Go-
vernment had promised to bring down the item,
but before doing so they desired the claims
should be investigated by a Committee formed
of members from both sides of the House. He
was then on the Opposition benches and con-
sented to serve on the Committee, but on the
understanding that the Government would
accept the report and sabmit the amounnt re-
commended as fairly due. They reported that
£16,000 was the sam required to meet the
hoaorable engagements of the country ia this
matter, The Inspector General, Hon. Mr.
Cayley, only broaght down an item for £10,000,
which was voted by the House, The amount yet
required to discharge the remainder of our
liabilities was £6,000, for which tte Govern-
ment bad been pledged. He thooght thea and

now that the amouat was due, but at present
was not prepared to state to whom it was doe.
No doubt, Hon. M¢. Howland knew, when he
submitted the item, to whom the money was
due. Bat for his part, as he had not had time to
look into the matter thoroughly, and did not
wish to excite discassion upon it under the
present circumpstances, be (Mr. Holton) de-
termined, without prejundice to any party, to
Jet the item lie over till pext session. (Hear,
hear, and lavghter.)

Hon. Mr. CARTIER pointed out the extre-
mely vigue character of the report made by
the Committee of which the hon. Finance
Minister had beep » member. The Government
of which he [Mer. Cartisr] was & member
had boldly grappled with the question, and
taken the difficulty in hand, appropriatiog »
certain sum towards its settlement. Owing,
however, to the unsatisfactory nature of the
evidence before the Government, they were
eompelled, of course, to look back into the pub-
lic acconnts, The contrast between the con-
duct of the then Government and the present
Administration, in connexion with this affair,
was anything but creditable to the latter. The
present Government should bave the manliness
to assume the responsibility of the motion
which bad been made by the hon. member for
Chicontimi, so that the matter should be dis-
cussed on its merits.

Hou. Mr. HOLTON charged the Govern-
ment, of which the hon. gentieman for Montreal
East bad been s member, with baving sought
to avoid the responsibility by sheltering them-
selves behind a Committee of the Hoase.

Hon. Mr. CARTIER retorted, shewing that
the b n. Tinance Minister was totally: in error.

Hon. Mr. ALLEYN observed that the short-
comings of past Governments could form ne
excuse for the present occupants of the Trea-
sury Benches. We had a bold Finauce Minis-
ter, and he did trust that be would take up the
subject and have it disposed of. IF there was
s claim against the Government, it was the
duty of the Government to examine carefully
{nto its nature and extent, and dispose of it in
a fair and creditable maoner.

Hon. Mr. HOLTON said be had understood
from the hon. member for Chicoutimi that bis
loaders on the other side did not intend to op-
pose this motion. Under these circumstances
he was sure the hon. geatieman could not feel
gratified at the position which they bad taken
in reference to it. :

Mr: PRICE said be bad not assured the
hon. Finance Minister that his leaders were in
favor of the motion, but had gaid that there
were many hon. geatlemen on his side of the
Hoase who were friendly to it. He had de-
ferred making it until now, at the request of
the bhon. gentleman himself, and he reaily
hoped there would be no objection to taking it
up at half-past seven. He trusted the Gov-
ernment wounld give their consent to proceed-
fag at that hoar. (Cries of * no, ” “ no.”)

The SPEAKER said that if any hon. gentle-
man raised the question of order, the motion
could not be taken up. It conld be only taken
up by general consent of the House. [Hear,

hear.]

Mr. ROBITAILLE desired to draw attention
to a fact. The hon. Finance Minister had
taken occasion, at the commencement of the
debate, to deny in the most empbatic manner
that the Government, or any member of the
Government, had any concert or convivance
with the hon. member for Chicoutimi in mak-
ing this motion. To disprove this statement,
he (Mr. Robitaille) was quite content to take
the language of the hon. Finance Minister him-
gelf, who, in the course of the debate, admitted
that this motion had been shown to him, that
be bad suggested pmendments to it, and ad-
vised that it should be Leld over for a few
days.
