It was used as a boundary for
land grants by the Seminary of
St. Sulpice, (Seigneurs of the
Island), after the Fort de la Mon-
tagne was established in 1684,

The "Coéte” system of granting
land in long narrow strips, front-
ing on a shore, or further back,
on a main road, was used in early
French Canada, primarily for de-
fence against Indian raids; so
that all the farm houses could be
built near together, and the men
working in the flelds could be
within call ot each other.

According to one tradition, the
CoOte St. Antoine was the safest
road from Ville Marie to Lachine,
because, being well back from the
river, it was out of the way of
passing Iroquols raiders. It there-
fore was early chosen by prudent
gettlers, who, nevertheless, forti-

Private Schools
Have Part To Play
Penton Declares

Viewing conditions and trends
in the educational world at the
close of 1944, D. S. Penton, head-
master of Lower Canada College
does not believe that priv‘ateq
schools of the type of L.C.C. are
in danger of hYeing superseded.

On the contrary he holds that
they have an increasingly import-
ant function to perferm in the
world of tomorrow. Commenting
on this phase of educational ef-
fort Mr. Penton says.

“In reviewing thus briefly the
work of the past school year, one's
thoughts are bound to turn to the
future, In an increasingly demo-
cratic world some people see
the end of private schools;
others sees a bright future for
them, It is rash to come to any
quick conclusion, and if we want
to.study future trends In educa-
tion, I think we should look at
what is going on in England.
Following upon a series of master-
ly reports the President of the
Board of Education has piloted
through the House of Commons
a bill that will bring ahout many
radical changeg in the English
eystem. Before these reports were
published and the bills introduced,
many people in England were
sounding the death knell of the
great Public Schools sueh
es Eton, Winchester, Harrow,
Hopton. One of the Commissions
however, the Fleming Commission
tackled this problem in its report
on The Public Schools and the
General Educational System. The
members of Lord Fleming's com-
mittee, drawn from all sections
of the community, from Trade
Union secretary to University
Professor, have reported that the
public schools have made, and
in their opiniem, will continue to
make a great contributlon to
British education.

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HARD FIGHT STILL AHEAD

As we start a new year we are, all of us,
sobered by the fact that we realize, more than
for many months, the fact that the war isn't
won yet, and that a long and costly struggle
still faces us. The reverse on the western
front with its revelation of the strength Ger-
many still possesses, and the growing stub-
bornness of German armies in the east, have
convinced even the most optimistic that long
hard days are ahead. That is the predomin-
ant fact in the lives of all of us this New Year,
and it will tend to dampen the noisy and for
the most part irresponsible celebrations that
usually mark the advent of another year.
Plenty of sacrifice will be demanded of us in
the year to come. We'll be annoyed by, count-
less restrictions we hoped would  be disap-
pearing; but we can console ourselves with
the thought that they all contribute to vic-
tory. We can’t complain. Qur war effort has
produced tremendous results with remark-
ably little inconvenience to the average citi-
zen.

NEW YEAR’S RESOLUTION FOR WOMEN

We heard a woman sa¥, the other day, that
she had made a New Year’s resolution to find
out what her husband did at the office all day

long. Save yourself the trouble, madam;
here's a representative account of a busy
man’s day at the office:

In the first place, a man isn't at the office
all day. From the time he leaves his bed until
he gets to the office, an hour and a half is
consumed, approximately as follows: Twen-
ty-five minutes for bathing, shaving. dress-
ing. Twenty-five minutes for breakfasting
and reading. Thirty minutes for transporta-
tion. Ten minutes for walking to the office.

On arrival at his desk, he talks over, with
his peers, last night’s radio, the Walter Lipp-
mann editorial, and the morning news. That
takes twenty-five minutes. His mail takes an
hour, depemhng on its quality and quantity.

Now it's ten o'clock and he receives a call
reminding him of a luncheon committee meet-
ing at 12.30. He receives another call remind-
ing him of a conflicting engagement, which
requires that he cancel the other engagement,
but not without the promise to drop around
as soon as he can tear himself loose from the
first luncheon. . !

That brings him to 10.20, and a man calls to
sell him a new heating arrangement for the
house. It’s now 10.45, which seems to be a
good time to dictate letters; but since the

stenographers are busy, he decides to write
checks for his personal bills. Two items send
him into a rage and he calls his house. For-
tunately for the house and for him, nobody is
home.

Now it’s 11.15, and he's pretty tired and has
been needing a haircut all week. At 11.40 he
finds an empty barber's chair, where he re-
mains until 12,25,

He arrives at his meeting at 12.35. Since
the success of the meeting requires that every-
one be in good humor, the business at hand
is not mentioned until 1.30. Then the secre-
tary states that the. organization faces an
embarrassing deficit and that everyone will
have to pitch in and raise some more money.

He gets away at 2.00 and rushes to the
second meeting, arriving just in time to hear
about another deficit.

He's back at hte office at 2.55. Meanwhile
more mail has accumulated and four tele-
phone messages irom personal friends, re-
minding him of engagements at 4.00, 4.30, 4.45
and 5.30. He calls back, confirms two and
promises to do the best he can on the other
two. He locates a stenographer, attacks his
mail, but finds that little of it demands his
personal attention, particularly since he is so
rushed with important matters. He shoves it at
the girl, telling her to do the best she can
with it.

Now it’s 3.45 and he’s due uptown in fif-
teen minutes. He confers with his assistants
and delivers a few well-placed rebukes or
compliments. He manages to check in at 4.10
with his friends. In fact. he looks in at three
places and is home at 6.45.

THE LIMIT IN STRIKES

The height of something or other was that
strike of London, England, underground rail-
way workers over the Christmas season, be-
cause they weren’t given an extra day’s holi-
day. We get annoyed at our Montreal tram-
wayvs workers for going on strike, but we
don’t think they, nor any other labour
organization in Canada, would strike if our
cities were as close to the battle front as Lon-
don is, and if our cities were under rocket and
robot bombing. Nobody wants to oppress
labour, but the patience of the British public
must be drawn pretty thin by a strike which
ties up transportation in the capital at a busy
season and in wartime when thousands of
men and women in the.armed forces need to
get around on vital work. As a matter of fact,
the record of British labour in this war could
be a lot better. How many strikes are cur-
rently called we don’t know, but at one time,
not so long ago, there were not far from three
hundred in the British Isles, according to
newspaper dispatches. The record of labour in
Canada and the United States, far from strike-
free, is much better than that. Such antics
will quickly ruin any chance the British
Labour Party has of coming to power after
the war.

New Year’s Eve
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Perhaps it was the goodness
and steadfastness in the King's
voice on Christmas morning, or
the news of the weather clearing
on the western front and allow-
ing the Allied air forces to
crack down on Von Rundstedt's
panzers, or just the peacefulness
of Christmas at home—but didn’t
you feel new energy and inspira-
tion lift your spirits after the
weekend?

Then the
penetrating cold and a dwindling
wood pile suddenly brought to
our minds the fact that the ther-
mometer was dropping like &
stone and that our fuel reserves
were quite inadequate against the
sub-zero cold.

We hadn’'t planned to spend
Hogmanay sawing wood, but
something had to be done about
the fuel situation if we didn't
want to freeze to death! So, bun-
dled up and felt-hooted, we load-

ed the crosscut saw on a sled and
set off for the shore of lovely
Lake Windermere, now icebound,
of course, at the foot of our hill,
to get a few sections from a huge
driftwood log left by the spring
flood.

TASTY STUFFINGS
IMPROVE FLAVOR
OF POULTRY

Whether we have turkey,
chicken, duck, goose or other
fowl at New Year, it will not be
complete without the stuffing.

In planning a stuffing, figure
the quantity of starchy base from
the dressed weight of the bird.
For every pound of bird, count 1
cup of erumhbs; then, if the bird
weighs 10 pounds or less, sub-
tract 1 cup from the total; if the
bird weighs more than 10 pounds
subtract 2 cups from the total.
For example, allow 4 cups of
crumbs for a chicken that weighs
5 pounds dressed and 12 cups of
crumbs for a turkey weighing 14
pounds dressed. Ordinarily a 1-
pound loaf of white bread 2 or 3
days old makes about 4 cups, or
1 quart, of light fluffy crumbs
without crusts. Since rice stuf-
fing swells considerably, use 1
cup less of hoiled rice than of
bread erumbs in any recipe.

In the following recipes, quan-
tities are given according to birds
of a certain weight. Each stuf-
fing may be used with birds of
different sizes and kinds, but
quantities must be adjusted ac-
cordingly.

Savory Stuffing

8 cup butter or other fat

1 pint chopped celery

12 cup chopped parsley

1 small onion, chopped

2 to 215 quarts bread crumbs

1 to 2 tsp. savory seasoning

1 to 2 tsp. salt

Pepper to taste

In the melted fat cook the cel-
ery, parsley and onion for a few
minutes, Add to the bread erumbs
and dry seasonings and stir all
together,

If desired, add
nuts, hazelnuts, or filberts, pe-
cans, pine nuts, or blanched al-

monds. To prepare chestnuts, boil |
15

them in water to cover for
minutes, and peel off the shells
and brown skin with a sharp
knife while the nuts are still hot.
