QUEBEC (CP) Quebec
Premier Robert Bourassa
said Sunday he is confident
“common sense’’ will finally
bring about a solution to the
strike at Pratt and Whitney

“Our role in conflicts in the
private sector is to bring the
parties together,'”' Mr
Bourassa said. ‘'To this end
we have made considerable
effort.”

The premier presented
union and management
representatives with
recommendations Friday
outlining back-to-work
procedures for 782 men on
strike since Jan. 7, 1974

Both sides in the dispute
have said the only im
pediment to the signing of a
collective agreement is the
process of rehiring for those
strikers who wish to return
to work

“1 decided Friday to
propose in a definitive and
final manner a solution
acceptable to the two par
ties,”" the premier said

“Even if this solution de

their final offer, 1 decided to
ask them to accept this
solution
REPLY TODAY

“They are supposed lo
give me a reply by Monday."

The premier said Pratt
and Whitney (formerly
known as United Aircraft)
had assured him 90 per cent
of the strikers will be able to
return to their old jobs

Mr. Bourassa's recom
mendations call for the
company to rehire 504
workers within three weeks
of the signing of a collective
agreement. The remaining
strikers would be reinstated
by February, 1976

Originally, Pratt and
Whitney offered to rehire the
strikers by July, 1976, as jobs
became available. But the
company would not
guarantee employment for
all

The premier also proposed
that the strike period be
counted towards seniorily
and that union members
returning to work be rein

return. The original $4.6
million ransom demand was
halved during negotiations
with the abductors. It has not
been explained why

Byrne and Lynch, both
Irish-born. naturalized U S
citizens, were to be
arraigned today.

Dr. Banting
made reference to the great
undertaking of a few who
manage these two growing
museums. She mentioned
the Canadiana lighting room
in Beebe and her working

Volume 6 of the Society
Journals are now on sale and
many were purchased at the
meeting Others are
available at the museum and
from the executive

Professor Andress was
introduced by Lloyd Bliss of
Beebe. He is a former
resident of the area

Professor Andress said he
wished to share with the
assembly some of his studies
of the pioneers of Stanstead
Township. Settlers pioneered
the township from about 1796
to 1832

He said much of his in-
formation had come from a
study of Forest and
Clearings first published by
B.F. Hubbard in 1874 and
reprinted in 1966 From this
book Prof. Andress found it
possible to derive from its
extensive biographical and
genealogical date estimates
for pioneer times of birth
rates, death rates, infant
mortality, life expectancy,
and average family size

There were a few towns
that contributed more adult
pioneers than others. Such
places as Epsom, Candia,
Marlow and especially
Loudon, New Hampshire and
Williamsburgh, Massach-
usetts are the most
significant in a collection of
some 130 towns he had done
research on. Most of these
settled in the Stanstead
region

Migration was rapid the
first few years, particularily
from 1800 and 1804, then
much lower in the years to
follow. Johnson Taplin was
the first Stanstead settler

Prof. Andress mentioned a
few names recognized by
many historians of the area:
the Morrills, five
Bachelders; three Boyntons;
Judith Ladd, Lois Moulton
and Nathan Davies

From Epsom came a
majority of people who
settled in Cassville which
was then a thriving com-

Another group came from

to 1822

Six Brown families came
to what we know as Brown's
Hill to settle farm land from
1803 to 1818 From

Pomeroy, 1798; James
Bangs in 1800

Prof. Andress's studies
noted a slump in migration
during 1812-1814, the war
years; then an increase after
the war, mostly Scots, In
1829 Rev. Joseph Gibb and

SHERBROOKE (BP)
Coroner Hermann Mathieu
rendered a verdict of natural
death in the case of Michel
Vigneault, 25, of Sherbrooke

The body of Vigneault was
found in his bed at the city
jail on May 29. Mr. Mathieu
dispelled all possibilities of a
violent death to Vigneault,
who was awaiting judgment
and a request on detention

The subject was stirred up
by the visibility of an injury
to the neck of the deceased
It was later revealed that he
suffered from epileptic at
tacks

Vigneault had been known
to have epileptic fits since
1964, the inquiry was told,
and while working on a farm
for Roy Baker of Bishopton
on May 23, he suffered
another attack. He was
taken back to Sherbrooke to
have his prescription refilled
and was taken to trial for
assault, of which he was
acquitied after his death. He
had been arrested of charges
of rape and assault
Presently, the charges are
being laid against another
individual

Vigneault was transferred

to city jail, where he was
under the surveillance of
Andre Noiseux for his state
of health. Noiseux trans-
mitted information about
Vigneault's epilepsy to head
guard Oscar Laurendeau
Sergeant Laurendeau, in
turn, communicated with
prison doctor Alexandre A
Mignault, who prescribed
medicine for Vigneault
Vigneault refused the
medicine on grounds that he
felt it wasn't suitable

He returned to his com
panions in the cells and took
an epileptic fit. It was said he
emitted two gasps during the
night. His rigid body was
discovered in the morning,
looking as if he had been
through a fight

Dr. Alexandre Gehami, a
pathologist, said his opinion
was that the deceased
succumbed to asphyxiation
due to congestion of several
internal organs He
eliminated the possibility of
manual strangulation. He
didn't rule out, either, the
hypothesis that Vigneault
swallowed his tongue during
the epileptic seizure

Now that you've given our
little hideaway national

You blew it on the research,
Jetty

Lake Massawippi, like
most glacial lakes in the
Eastern Townships, is fed by
a combination of un
derground springs, runoff
and a large Iributary
Unfortunately that
tributary (the Tomfobia or
Tomifobia, whichever you
like borders on 17
municipalities, nine on the
Canadian and eight on the
shores of our southern neigh
bors. The river loops across
the border near Derby Line,
Vermont, collecting raw
sewage. Then it passes
through a few more polluting
Canadian towns for good
measure and eventually
dumps its junk into Lake
Massawippi

Due to the valiant efforts
of the Massawippi Water
Protection Association,
many homeowners on the
lake have repaired or
replaced septic fields which
used to pollute the lake. The
town of Ayer's CIliff, bor

dering on the lake, has also
installed a comprehensive
sewage treatment plant with
partial financing from the

Quebec government. But
meanwhile, Canadian and
American municipalities

continue to pollute the river
which feeds the lake. The
Quebec government might
as well have thrown its
money down the sewer pipe,
because pollution prevention
hasn’'t been followed by
sewage treatment in towns
bordering the Tomfobia
River

Today, a forest of weeds
greels vacationers in many
locations on the lake — a
sure sign of pollution by
phosphates and nutrients
The frightening thing is that
once this process passes a
certain point (which the lake
is fast approaching) it takes
decades to reverse. Mean-
while, nutrients feed algae in
the lake to the point where
most plant and fish life dies
for lack of oxygen. One lake
only 40 miles east of Lake
Massawippi has long passed

this point, making the use of
its waters virtually im
possible

Surely, I need not expound
on the pros and cons of let-
ting a lake like this die. But
the municipalities who
pollute our lake without
seeing it understandably
don't give a damn about
what happens down the
river. It's high time the
Quebec government and
International Joint Com
mission got together and
pressured these towns into
cleaning up their act. This
takes money and time, all
the better reasons for
starting now

So, Maclean's, things are
not always as they seem. As
a former journalist and part-
time resident of Lake
Massawippi, 1 ask you to
correct the false impression
given your readers and bring
to national attention this
deplorable situation

Ford shows ability

in political field

WASHINGTON (CP) As
the Republican party begins
its warm up for the 1976 pres
idential election, President
Gerald Ford is proving he can
play political hardball just as
well as he once played college
football

The unelected president
who succeeded a disgraced
Richard Nixon a year ago
has ensconced himself
firmly in office that veteran
political observers now be
lieve he is virtually unassai
lable from any potential chal
lenger among the Republi
cans

But speculation still swirls
around one party stalwart
who has managed to keep
open the possibility of taking
on Ford in a contest for the
Republican nomination next
summer: Actor-turned-politi
cian Ronald Reagan

Reagan, too, is adept at the
rough-and-tumble of politics
and he is reputed to have a
far larger following in the
conservative right wing of the
party than many outsiders re

alize

Reagan, 63-year-old former
governor of California who re
tired earlier this year at the
end of his second term, has
given his blessing to a large,
fund-raising committee which
has been set up in anticipa
tion of a possible bid for the
nomination
FORD MANOEUVRES

But the most visible effect
of his manoeuvring so far has
been on 62-year-old Ford
once a star centre with Uni
versity of Michigan
team

Suddenly, Ford is showing
that he is more—quite a bil
more—than just the amiable,
unpretentious, outgoing fellow
he appears to be on the sur
face

House minority leader until
he was made Nixon's vice-
president in 1973, Ford has
demonstrated clearly that he
wants the presidency badly
for an elected full term and
that to get it he is ready to
step hard on a lot of sensitive
toes

As his campaign manager
he has appointed Howard
(Bo) Callaway, a tough con
servative who enjoyed im
mense success as Nixon's or-
