less otherwise ordered or permitted by 
the Surveyor of the said City, under a 
penalty not exceeding Fifteen Shillings 
for each offence.

Section 4 That whenever the Snow will be­
come so congealed, or Ice formed, on any 
of the Sidewalks or portions thereof, in 
the said City, as to prove dangerous to 
passengers, it shall be the duty of the per­
son or persons owning, occupying, or hav­
ing charge of '.be house, building, or lot 
of ground before which the Sidewalks 
shall he in such a state as aforesaid, to 
cause ashes to be strewed thereon, or the 
ice or congealed snow to be made rough, 
by cutting the same, under a penalty not 
exceeding Ten Shillings for each offence.

Newspaper correspondents put into 
his mouth a saying that will be looked on as fan­
faronade or heroism, according to the sympa­
thies of the critic—that he would have com­
pounded for a ball in a fatal place, if it had been 
postponed so as to give him another hour 
on the field. He may or may not have 
said this, which may bo remarked also 
of another saying, perhaps more unequivo­
cally foolish, when, before going into battle at 
Fredericksburgh, he is reported to have affirmed 
that he was going to put this thing through in 
half an hour.” The probabilities are that he did 
not say so, since it was shown on the court- 
martial that he was opposed to making the at­
tack and doubted its success, though he promised 
his best assistance. The United States are in the 
common predicaments of Governments making 
war for the first time, after a long term of peace. 
They have no one known to be a great comman­
der, and they must change over and over till 
they find the right man ; but the process is a 
ruinous one, and before it is ended by the dis­
covery of a commander like Wellington, who 
closed the series of failures in our great conti­
nental war, the ruin may be complete.

Washington, Jan. ï1?.-The Secretary of State, 
Î1 answer to the Senate resolution ot the 13th 
instant, in relation to the capture of British ves­
sels sailing from one British port to another, 
having on board articles contraband of war for 
the use of the rebels, se::t in seventeen napers, 
dating from the 30th of July to the 26th cl 
February, with many other minor letters. The 
first is a letter from Mr. Stuart, inquiring relative 
to the capture of the steamer A delà, bound to 
Nassau, by the TJ. S. etoamer Quaker Gity. The 
Captain of the lattei denies hfiving fired into the 
Adela within two and a half mrtos of the coast 
without showing his colors, and states fhat he 
proceeded, on the instructions of flag-officer 
McKean, to intercept à vessel of her appearance 
With a cargo of contraband goods.

Mr Seward asserted that the Government had 
no desire to claim any unequal belligerent rights, 
and promised to send the correspondence in evi­
dence to the Maritime Court adjudicating the 
case rn Florida.

The U. S. Marshal at Leeds furnishes evidence 
that the vessel intended to run the blockade. The 
case of tne English brig Lilia is also referred to. 
Lord Lyons, on January 20tb, 1863, writes to 
Mr. Seward that Earl Russell bad caused a letter 
to be addressed to the British General Post Of­
fice, stating that as long as the present blockade 
lasts, great caution should ba observed as to the 
class of vessels to which mail bags should be 
entrusted.

Since the foimation of this army he has been 
identified with its history ; he has shared with you 
its glories and reverses with no other desire than 
that these relations might remain unchanged 
until its destiny should be accomplished. In the 
leccrd of your achievements there is much to be 
pr ud ot, and, with the blessing of God, we will 
contribute something to the renown of our arms 
and the success of our cause. To secure these 
ends your commander will require the eheerful 
and zealous co-operation of every officer and sol­
dier in inis army. In equipment, intelligence 
and valor the enemy is our inferior. Let us 
never hesitate to give him battle wherever we 
can find him. The undersigned only gives ex­
pression to the feelings of this army when he 
conveys to our late commander, Maj -Gen. Burn­
side, the most cordial good wishes lor his fuluie. 
My staff will be announced as soon as organized.

fcian Francisco, Jau. 27.—Further particulars 
of the bombardment of Acapulco explain its 
object. The French fleet wanted supplies, and 
the Mexicans refused. They could not fight 
them on the Atlantic, and feed them on the 
Pacific. The ships then commenced entering 
the harbor. The Mexicans opened fire Irom their 
shore batteries, and the fort 3 miles from the 
fleet—the shore batteries were soon silenced, 
but the fort maintained itself. After destroy­
ing 12 houses, and damaging 50 others, the fleet 
put to sea without supplies, the Mexicans con­
tinuing their fire from the fort.

The University or’ Toronto.—The Commission 
appointed to inquire into the subject of the en­
dowment of this institution have printed their 
foregone conclusion as a report. They recom­
mend, as, of course, every one knew they would, 
the spoliation of the University in order to en­
dow several Colleges, most of which are mere 
theological schools, whose special teaching 
might with far greater propriety be added to 
the large general course of the Provincial Uni­
versity, than the general course could possibly 
be added to their special teaching. Mahomet 
was much more able to go to the Mountain than 
the Mountain to remove to Mahomet, and the 
great Newton was much more capable of remov­
ing his chair than his man serrant was to take 
out the grate, as the tradition informs us be was 
called on by his master to do when the absent 
minded philosopher found himself getting too 
hot. But the reverend Professors who desire to 
break up the University endowment, think it 
more fitting that their convenience should be met 
by the establishment of a complete educational 
institution, wherever they may please to reside, 
and in as many different places as any of them 
may reside, than that they should go individually 
to the, great mass of the learning—the best and 
most varied corps of teachers, of which it is fair 
to presume that a great national institution will 
always consist. We are. sorry to see this spirit 
of selfishness seeking to break up a great institu ■ 
tion, for the purpose of enabling individuals or 
institutions to lay hold of the iebris and build 
up their own edifices therewith ; and we trust 
that there will be sufficient gqoi} sense in the 
people of the Province- to resist the design — 
Surely we neither have, nor from the constitution 
of our society are likely to have, so many really 
large and imposing bodies of this kind as to 
make it right for us to destroy what we are for 
Innate enough to possess. The common sense 
course is for the special Colleges, which will be 
chiefly theological, to affiliate themselves to the 
large body—to affiliate themselves to it really 
and locally in such a way that the students shall 
be able to avail themselves of its teachings, not 
in words, and in the mere matter of degrees, 
while they are too far distant to profit by the ad­
vantages the University holds out. . We know 
it is said that pijpils have the right to be taught 
near their own homes ; fjift jt is manifest that 
Colleges worthy of the name cau neyep be suffi­
ciently diffused as to give this advantage to more 
than a small number of students, who have no 
more right to it than the rest. Besides the im­
probability of a number of small Colleges obtaia- 
iug professors of the same eminence, and libraries 
of the same extent as a large one, there is another 
objection to them; it is the narrowness which is 
engendered by an exclusive training by a few 
men, in company of a few comrades, ftll impress.- 
ed with precisely the same dogmatic opinions, 
Instead cf this, we may expect that round a large 
University like that of Toronto there will be aa_ 
sembled a learned society, as well of teachers as 
of learners, among who;)) all schools of thought 
will be represented, and where each Che, without 
abandoning his own views, will learn to compre­
hend and respect thsise cf others. We think h
Will be a TTlplnnfVml.xr rlvirvar trv the present en-
dowment of the Toronto University broken up. 
The pieces into which it will be divided will in 
their turn excite the envy cf institutions smaller 
than those which enjoy them, as it now, in its 
integrity, excites the envy of institutions of Jess 
consequence than itself. If it is once touched it 
Will gradually disappear.

The Bank Noie Robberies.-—The trial of the 
prisouers charged with the robbery of the Bank 
of England note paper from the mills in Hamp­
shire, which created so much excitement some 
time since, terminated at London on the 9 th inst. 
One cf the prisoners named Burnett pleaded guil­
ty at first ; two others, Buncher and_Griffuhs, 
were found guilty by the jury, and a fourth, nam­
ed Brewer, was acquitted. The Times gives the 
following summary of the cases : —

The mills were founded as long ago as 1720, 
and during the whole of this period the Messrs. 
Portal, from generation to generation have been 
manufacturing paper for the Bank of England. 
And this nas been done with such skill that ac­
cording to the statement of Sir F. Kelly on the 
present trial, during the century aud half which 
has nearly elapsed not one sheet of note paper 
has ever been successfully imitated. But the se­
curity which has been caused by tbis long ex­
emption from fraud seems to have induced too 
much confidence. Crime iu these days is prac­
tised with a skill which requires ever increasing 
wa'chfuiness to meet it. The precautions taken 
at the Laverstoke mills, though, no doubt, suffi­
cient to’preveut any novice cr blunderer from be­
coming possessed of the paper, were no obstacle 
to a man trained to a knowledge of the process, 
and watching his oppo.r-.unity day after day. 
Heuce the comparative ease with which the wit­
ness Henry Brown, who appeared as Queen’s evi­
dence at the trial, was able to abstract quantities 
of the paper. This young man was tampered 
with by the prisoner Burnett, who, no doub , 
was on the look-out for such an instrument. 
Brown, according to his own account, at first re­
fused, but after his scruples had been removed, 
he set to work to steal the paper, and succeeded 
without much difficulty. He first took three 
sheets, enough for six notes, and then five sheets 
of JË10 note paper, then ten sheets of‘fifties,’and 
then larger and larger quantities—enough to 
manufacture an immense sum of false money. 
This is the most important part of the business, 
inasmuch as it shows that the machinery for pre- 
ventiug fraud by the work people at the mills is 
not tiioroughly efficient, and that in the interest 
of the public it must be revised.

“ But it certainly-is not a matter of wonder 
that a manufacturer should be occasionally the 
victim of a fraud ot this kind, when we consider 
the facilities of wrong doing possessed by the 
persons em.loyed, aud the skill of which they 
are masters. The risoner Brewer, who was ac­
cused, but acquitted, of stealing part of the paper 
and delivering it to Brown to be given to Bur­
nett, was a man of position in the mills, and pos­
sessed of no mean talents and ingenuity. He 
had a share in inveniing a machine for im­
pressing ihe water-mara on Bank-note paper, 
which machine had been patented by his brother 
who was then, and is now, employed in the 
works. When the paper was in their possession 
the forgers set about forging the notes, and in 
this a man named Griffims was employed, who, 
if his own account of himself be true, must be an 
eminent characLr in the criminal ranks, and one 
whose detection is no small benefit to society. 
When the police broke into his place of opera- 
tions.they found a piin ing press and 21 forg-d 
Bank of England notes without date or sigua 
ture. On a bed in the room were 20 forged £10- 
notes finished and 25 forged £5-notes. ‘Mother 
plates’ aud cooppr-piales for maiing the water 
mark were also discovered. The proprietor of 
these extensive works made a clean breast to the 
police. He said he had some more plates in a 
field, and this on searching was found to be the 
case ; &P4 he confessed that ‘ne had been engag- 
‘ ed in printing forged notes since 1846 ; that he 
‘ had printed the whole of the forged notes on 
‘ the Bank of England for the last 17 years, that 
‘ he had printed on genuine paper stolen from the 
* mill 180 J65-nolea and twenty £l0-notes for a 
‘ person named Buncher, and 20 £5-notes for 
‘ another person. Such were the experienced 
and professional rogues whose machinations have 
caused such alarm in the trading community. 
Happily, they have been brought to justice.”

TORONTO CORRESPONDENCE.

Alleges Attempt to Boy a Vote for a 
United States Senator ^A Mr. Boyer has pub­
lished a statement that General Simon Cameron, 
formerly Secretary of Y/ar at Washington, 
ofierod to buj his vote in the Legislature, to 
make Camerot) a TJ. S. Senator, for $25,000 It 
seems that there was great reason to fear blood­
shed iu the Chamber if any Democrat, as Boyer 
was, should vote fir Cameron, and Boyer was 
therefore, be says, assured that every preparation 
had been made for the protection of him and 
others. He did not vote for Cameron,

Death of Grant Thouburn oï New York.— 
This well known resident of New York, long en­
gaged in business as a seedsman, and the Proto­
type of Galt’s Lawrie Todd, died on the 21st, 
He had been sick, but got out of bed to take his 
usual exerc se cf sawing wood. This operation 
he performed iu a shed, where he was afterwards 
found lying on his face, dead. He was about 
ninety years of age.

Conversazione of the Natpeal History 
Society.—The first Annual Conversazione of the 
Natural History Society of Montreal is to come 
off iu their rooms on Tuesday evening, Febuary 
3, and from the programme, which will be found 
in another column, the entertainment promises 
to be a very agreeable one. Addresses are to 
be given by Dr. Dawson, Principal of McGill 
University, Rev A. F. Kemp, Dr. DeSola and 
others. The rooms of the Society, so well stock­
ed as they are with objects of interest, will we 
are sure not fail to be well filled on this oc­
casion.

The New General of the Army of the 
Potomac.— General Burnside is to be succeeded 
by General Hooker in command of the Army of 
the Potomac, the latter called by the soldiers or 
the newspapers “ fighting Joe,” on account of 
his presumed love of gunpowder. If we knew 
whether this title were really a nom. de guerre, 
like those which have in all ages been affixed by 
soldiers on their leaders, we should the better 
understand whether it really indicated the Gene­
ral’s pluck, for soldiers are pretty accurate 
judges of personal characteristics in their officers, 
whereas we have no great faith in the judgment 
of critics of our own craft upon such points. If 
he be ever so brave a man, however, it by no 
means follows that he will be a successful com­
mander of 100,009 men. He succeeds a General 
who, in the chief command of a small expedition, 
showed many of the qualities which fit men to 
lead armies, and who in that post secured success 
and reputation, but failed at Fredericksburg, 
perhaps as any other man would have failed, 
who, after having the essence of his plan destroy­
ed by the failure in the arrival of the material, 
nevertheless found himself obliged to carry the 
plan out against obstacles on which he did net 
calculate. General Hooker’s evidence before the 
Court of Inquiry clearly showed that be conceived 
Burnside bad no option at Fredericksburg, and 
that he was foiced from political reasons to fight 
at ail risks. He himself has not been in a posi­
tion during the war to show whether I.e possesses 
the genius of a great commander or not. His 
jnost remarkable service was at the battle of An-

Frozen to Death.—Last week, after the heavy 
snow-storm at Quebec, a man named Louis Mail­
loux was found lying on the high way, between 
St. Maurice Forges and Pointe-du-Lac, frozen to 
death. He had left the former place on Saturr 
day, with a small quantity of provisions, for the 
purpose of walking to Pointe-du-Lac, which he 
never reached alive. The snow was much beaten 
and disturbed around the place where the body 
was discovered, showing what efforts the unfor­
tunate man had made to counteract the paralyz­
ing effects of the intense cold.

Too Confiding.—A soldier of the 4“th Regi­
ment who seemed to be rather intoxicated on 
Saturday pight, went into a house in Griffintown, 
where he had been acquainted. His condition 
excited the sympathy of the inmates, one of whom 
immediately took him to au adjoining room and 
put him to bed. After some time had elapsed 
a person who went to see how he was getting on 
discovered that he had ‘skedaddled.’ On examin­
ing the room it was found that a trunk had been 
broken up and the sum of $16 abstracted there­
from. The cunning contriver was arrested short­
ly afterwerds and handed over to the military 
authorities.

The Rapids of. the. Fraser River—Death op 
Mr. Carpenter.—One of a party of overland 
travellers to British Columbia writes a descrip­
tion of the trip to the Guelph Me oury, in which 
he relates an incident connected with the death 
of Mr. Carpenter. After alluding to the terrible 
rapids on the Fraser River, the writer says : — 

fl Supposing that we were through them, it 
was proposed, in consequence of scarcity of pro­
visions, that we let the raft drift all night, and 
the next morning (Sunday) we entered another 
rapid about twenty miles long, and struck a huge 
rock that was under water, and there we were 
anchored from 7 a.m., till 1 p in. Y/e had a ca­
noe with us, that we gaye a horse for, but when 
the raft stjmcjf, the canoe was forced or sucked 
under the raft, and dashed in pieces, so we were 
unable to get to shore and had to eut off log 
after log of our raft until two-thirds of them 
were .cut, and away she went There was a raft 
passed ns while wê lay there, but jn popsequence 
of its being in the rapid, the water was so swift 
that they could not render ftny assistance. There 
were drowned in these rapids, Captain Robert­
son, a civil engiueer, and Mr. Carpenter, a law­
yer from Torouto, both having canoes. Carpen­
ter Vim seen to make a note in his diary and 

I’pekpl, and after was ^drowned
ing ; ‘Arrived at the first rapid on 1* rarer river 
(giving the dme, &c.,) and was drowned ; may 
God have mercy on my gosr dear wife.’

Fearful Struggle for Freedom by a Slave 
Mother—Some slave traders from Henderson, 
Ky., arrived at the Capitol Hotel from Lexmg 
ton, where they had purchased several negroes, 
among which was a woman named Harriet and 
her infant child. The slaves were placed in a 
basement room for safety, and it was known 
that Harriet had a strong repugnance to going 
away, having been separated from her husband 
and other children. She is a large, powerful 
woman, apparently about 30 years old, and pos­
sesses strong domestic instincts.

About 11 o’clock, when most of the guests had 
retired, Harriet, with her “child clasped to her 
bosom, dashed frantically from the basement to 
the hall, and finding the door looked, raised her 
clenched hand, and, with powerful blows, 
smashed the lights surrounding it, shivered two 
sections of two inch sash, forced herself through 
the aperture, aud with lacerated arm and hand, 
streaming with blood, fled, as if for life.

Subsequently she was found, exhausted from 
loss of blood and almost frozen, crouched in the 
corner of a stable, whither she had been traced 
by her blood upon the snow. The door-sill and 
wall at the Capital Hotel are saturated with this 
slave-mother’s blood—mute but eloquent appeal 
—and there it will remain, “for not all Nep­
tune's ocean can wash this blood clean,” and Se­
nators aud law-makers shall see it as they go 
and come from the legislative halls, another evid­
ence of the instinctive and ineradicable love and 
aspiration for freedom.—“Cincinnatti Gazette.’

Mr. Wilson, the Solicitor-General, has de­
clined the seat on the bench, vacated by the 
death of Judge Burns. The difficulty of replac­
ing him in the Cabinet, where he is making 
himself so useful, may have had some influence 
in bringing him to this decision. It is said, how­
ever, that he expects to fid the place of Chief 
Justice McLean, whose ill-health, it is feared, 
will shortly unfit him for the important duties of 
his office. The public seem to anticipate the 
vacant Judgeship will now be offered to Mr. 
Skeffington Connor, and if so, there is not the 
slightest fear that he will decline the office. His 
appointment, while politically unobjectionable, 
would not be popular in the profession. There 
are few men of greater pretensions, and few who 
have accomplished less. His political sincerity 
atways open to question when his interest was 
at stake ; his disagreebble manner earning for 
him the sobrequet of the “ White Bear his im­
practicability when the rest of his party were 
unanimous, and, above all, his shallowness and 
indecision, render him unfitted for the position 
to which he aspires This may happen to be a 
harsh, and at any rate somewhat unexpected, 
estimate of Mr. Connor ; but I am thoroughly 
convinced that it would find ample confirmation 
both in the profession and m the House. His 
practice has fallen from a first-class to a third 
rate business within the last few years, and there 
is not a lawyer here whose career, both in Par­
liament and at the bar, has so much disappoint» 
ed the expectations which he at one time raised.
I have little doubt but that Mr. Connor will get 
the ermine which he so longingly cevets, but it 
will be because the Ministry can hardly pass 
over the political claims which circumstances 
have given him, and neither because they satisfy 
themselves or the profession of his fitness. Mr. 
Sandfield Macdonald’s anxiety to keep Mr. Brown 
out of the House may lessen Mr. Connor’s 
chances ; and it is barely possible that the posi­
tion may be given to a better man. John Wil­
son, of London, is certainly the best entitled to 
the office, both on personal and political grounds, 
and next to him John W. Gwynne, of this city. 
Either of these two gentlemen 'would be accept­
able to the profession at large.

NEW ELECTION.
Should Mr. Connor, however, get the office, 

his seat for South Oxford would become vacant, 
iu which case Mr. Brown would easily be elect­
ed. Should the Ministry further decide to op­
pose his entrance to the House, they will pro­
bably put forward Mr. Stephen Richards, who 
has twice or three times contested this Riding, 
aud was only beaten by a majority of one. Had 
it not been for the efforts of Mr McDougall he 
would have been elected over Mr. Connor at the 
last general electioa. It is said, however, that 
Mr. Biown does not contemplate entering active­
ly into political life at present. The claims upon 
him for the management of his business will not 
injustice permit hipi to give attention to outside 
matters. But beyond this his policy is, I believe, 
to remain quiescent until th Tories get 
thoroughly pledged to the principle of Represen­
tation by Population, in opposing the present 
Government on that question, so that when he 
goes into the House, he will be enabled to carry 
this question into effect. There seems to be wis­
dom in this policy from his point of view, though 
there are those who are uncharitable enough to 
think that this is ouly another name for a coali­
tion with the Tories for general purposes, with 
the particular view of Replacing the present ad­
ministration by one more congenial to his taste 

curious rumours.
The city has been filled for the past ten days

It is probable that, as the 
negotiations for this large advance from the 
Bank were carried on by these gentlemen, and 
the Directory of the Gpeat Western have already 
spent large snips in resisting its payment, they 
may be disposed to allow Mr. Brydges the privi­
lege of further contesting the matter ip England, 
especially so now that Mp. B bps left them to 
manage an opposition railway and give it the 
benefit of all the experience he has gained under 
their auspices.

The Lindsay losers were summoned last 
week to prove their claims before the County 
Judge.

American society here.
It will be no news to teil you that there is as 

much caste here as in Jeddo, Japan There of 
course has been a great change since the Old 
Family Compact has ceased to be a; ything but 
an ejf'ete indication of former power, and since 
the great bulk of our former aristocrats have 
found bottom in insolvency and ruin. But. not­
withstanding this, the classes of society ' have 
here been as distinctive, and even more so, than in 
any other (City Americans who have come here 
tc reride, generally engaged in mercantile pur­
suits, have always found it difficult to get them­
selves and families ft placed” antid the numerous 
circles of our citizens, and for the most p^rt haye 
been unable to get permanently into any. To­
ronto has, ti.erefore, been called the most 
uugo.çial and the most inhospitable of 
cities, styongly contradistinguished from 
Montreal and other placep tffe conduct of whose 
citizens had made Canadians proverbial for their 
generous hospitality and sociability This has 
been unfortunate for Toronto, and as foolish as it 
was unfortunate for though many of the Ameri­
cans who baye resided here have not been mark­
ed by any great refinetitent of çulture, not a few 
of them have been both intelligent an<} well, 
bred, and entitled to be from position financially, 
education and breeding to occupy a respectable 
place among oqr (Host feopeetable people. Social­
ly they have been denied this tp a great extent ; 
there has been no distinction n}ade,'all have ’peep 
in effect snubbed. This is a standing disgface, 
and we oughf to and ijmst suffer for it, not only 
by the toss which is immediately experienced in 
not enjoying when we could enjoy tha plgapurep 
aud advantages of social intercourse, but in the 
fact that American families will not take up 
tffeir residence in Toronto when they can get 
better treaüpenf .elsewhere in Canada. But our 
American friends residing here are taking re­
mailer into their own hands. They hjfye been 
and are becoming still more a distinctive class, 
and as their numbers have been considerably in­
creased by tffe tfopbles in their own country, 
they now form a not unimporfapt element of our 
population. The most effective plan of keeping 
themselves together and of enjoying each others 
society has been taken aud is meeting with entire 
success. A society has been formed by Ameri­
can ladies favorable to the îforthern cause, for 
the purpose of contributing Hut and light plotti­
ng to unfortunate soldiers of the JJniop anny. A 
meeting is held week about at the residence of 
members and the gentlemen are invited and re­
quired to subscribe $5 per annum. A lift!©,—rit 
may be a great deal of work is done—coffee aud 
cakes a @ handed round,a little fruit, a little mu­
sic, perhaps a little ffancing, and in the expres­
sive lingo “a good time” generally is had. From 
30 to 40 families may be represented and tffe re» 
suit is a new class in society, and greater enjoy­
ment iu the meantime to that class than almost 
to any other. It is of course intensely democra­
tic ; there may be a good deal of tffe “wooden 
nutmeg” element prevalent, but the Yankees are 
not going to be left out in the cold.

ANNIVERSARY MEETINGS.
MONTREAL RELIGIOUS BOOK AND TRACT 

SOCIETY.

The twenty-seventh Anniversary of the above 
Society was held at the Wesleyan Methodist 
Church, Great St. James Street, last night- 
There was a large number present. Prin­
cipal Dawson presided.

After devotional services by the Rev. E. B. 
Harper, the Chairman opened the meeting by 
saying that the Tract Society was the most im­
portant of all the other religious enterprises of the 
day, representing as it did the dissemination of 
Christian literature everywhere At the begin­
ning of the Reformation the distribution of little 
tracts over England did more to arouse men to 
religious activity than anything else. He would 
recommend that important department of useful­
ness to them. He said the report would show 
that the blessings of God had attended the work 
of the Society for the past year, for it would 
show a larger amount of usefulness than for any 
other year. He concluded by paying a tribute to 
the President, Mr. Davidson, whom sickness, he 
regretted to say, compelled to be absent.

The Secretary then read the Report, which 
stated that the return for the year had been very 
favorable. A large number of tracts had been 
distributed, many children gathered to the 
Schools, and a number of drunkards reformed. 
Some difficulties had occurred in the collection 
of the annual sums, in consequence of which the 
income of the Society had been greatly reduced. 
But the Committee printed a statement showing 
the embarrassed condition of the funds of the 
Society, which they sent to its members, who 
immediately raised $800, which with a donation 
of $400 placed the Society financially in a 
good condition. He then read the Receipts of 
the past year, which were as follows :—

Mr. Mathewson seconded the resolution, 
and said that the best evidence of our 
attachment to the cause were the contribu 
tions. Those the speaker said would give practi 
cal effect to the resolutions. An opportunity 
just then offered which he trusted they would 
improve.

Dr. Wright who supported the resolution 
said in the missions iu Persia, on the pi..ins of 
Kurdiston, tracts were most useful auxilliaries to 
the misstonery. When the missionary had left a 
place and was far distant a tract would keep 
fresh in the recollections of the people the lessons 
they had been taught. The speaker said that iu 
that country tracts were called “ rays of light ” 
which in truth they were, as they had diffused 
the light of Christianity on those barren plains 
of Kurdiston.

A collection was then taken up, after which 
the doxology was sung, and the meeting broke 
up.

Rev. Mr. Taylor seconded the resolution, 
and said that the Society had not 
done as much as it ought to have done. The 
Society was in a better condition, however, than 
it had been for many preceding years. It was a 
matter ot thankfulness that so many friends 
were willing to make efforts in the cause of the 
Society.

The Mover said the resolution contained two 
points which he would notice. The first : Chris­
tian munificenc ; the second : the spiritual wel­
fare of the garrison of Montreal. The munifi­
cence of Christians iu the past to the society had 
been spontaneous and unsolicited. The speaker 
quoted the liberality ot the Jews to their chur­
ches, who gave one third of what they possessed 
to support their religious institutions. For in­
stance the large sums expended on the'tabernacle 
of the temple. Those examples, he said, carried 
more weight vyhen sustained by the doctrine of 
the New Testament. Witness the outpouring of 
God’s spirit at the day of Pentecost. with|the in­
fusion of that spirit, there was an outpouring of 
means, the conyefts selling their possessions and 
coming with the price thereof for the advance­
ment of Christianity, The speaker gajd we should 
place the key of our treasure in the hands of 
Christ so that when it was needed it might he 
opened. That would be Christian munificence, 
lie wâ3"'ëappÿ“‘tfiafrifi(oît,îéSi “£ik%ky„,!tsA,Alf'A! 
something in that respect. Many tracts had been 
issued amongst them. He said the leisure lime 
which the soldiers h d was dangerous, and should 
he occupied in a proper manner,and in that respect 
they needed tffei^ Cftre.

The speaker 
then alluded to the isolated position of soldiers 
shut up in a barracks, debarred from all the en­
joyments of home and family, and said it was the 
duty of the community to do all in their power 
to alleviate their condition.

He said 
that many persons in Montreal had effected much 
gootj in this way by sending tracts through the 
Rost Office, The speaker, in conclusion, earnest­
ly counselled yonhg meb to join the Tract So- 
ciety, disseminate tracts, and' by so doing be a 
blessing to themselves and to othe.s.

Revd. Mr. S'nuttleworth seconded the resolu­
tion, atfâ eâffi îi}®! although they had heard a 
great deal affont tracts, tpey huff heard one- 
half of what might he fold, they could pot es­
timate tne good they had done in the world, 
until these little messengers, which had gone 
forth sowing good seed, had' returned with joy, 
bringing their sheaves with them. In Rome a 
person was asked, “ How is it that you who have 
so rnssy religious appliances establish so little 
godliness 7” The person replied, “ Our religion 
was made for exportation, and not for home con­
sumption.” The speaker trusted that that was 
not the religion of the Society whose claims they 
adyoeated that evening, which was got up not 
to please oy fascinate, but for practical 
purposes, for the diseminatiou of Qodlipegg—lor 
home consumption.

UNITED-STATES.
INTERFERENCE WITH THE PLANS OF THE 

ARMY BY A SEVERE STORM.
It will be difficult to convey the full impres­

sion of the difficul ies which at present surround 
the army. The anxiety of the people at home 
can be hardly greater than has been occasioned 
in the army by the interference with our plans . 
which the severity of the weather has occasion­
ed. For more than twenty-four hours right 
upon the commencement of our movemin’, when 
every hour of delay was the sacrifice of life and 
the risk of success, a storm of the greatest severi­
ty has blocked effectually our progress aud ren- 
aered the final issue most uncertain. The storm 
is still raging, and the army exposed to it all 
without shelter or protection. Military opera­
tions have halted. We have been struggling 
against the elements, yet the progress is hardly 
perceptible. The soil has melted under the rain 
like wax. Horses hoofs slump into it, and they 
draw their feet out of it with a groan and an 
evident exhaustion of strength. The wheels of 
the artillery sink nearly to the axles, and the in­
fantry must be called into requisition to lift the 
wagons out of the mud holes. In the darkness 
of the night the greatest difficulty has been ex­
perienced in finding the way to iheir designated 
positions. Batteries have turned off upon wrong 
roads, and in place of being all in position by 
daylight, a few have not found their destined 
positions after twenty-four hours. By the great­
est effort, most of the artillery had been placed 
iu position, in evidence of the effort which was 
required, twenty horses we e seen fastened to a 
single gun—a 12-pound Napoleon.

The continuation of the storm renders it most 
uncertain as to when the crossing will be com­
menced. Indeed, an entire abandonment of the 
present effort may he rendered necessary. 
Enough of the pontoons have now arrived for 
the construction of part of the bridges, and the 
artillery is sufficiently ready for ihe effort. Yet 
the delay has been so long continued that the 
enemy have probably become somewhat aware of 
our intentions, and the roads upon^the steep hills 
of the other side of the river are in such a condi­
tion that it would be very difficult to advance, 
even if there were no enemy to oppose us.

Our own artillery is posted upon a high pla­
teau, 150 feet above the river which runs beneath 
it. The bank of the river is high and steep. A 
ravine formed by a brook runs down to the river, 
and through this ravine the road has been built 
intended for the passage of the troops and artil­
lery. The pontoons are to be carried to the edge 
of the bank, and slid down therefrom to the river. 
Oh the other side is a smalt intervale skirted on 
the }eft with a piece of woods. Back of this 
and around it rise rapidly the hills on which the 
enemy will possibly reveal themselves with their 
artillery. The banks on both sides are high and 
bold, covered on the side of the enemy mostly 
with woods. The positions are sufficiently near 
to give an excellent opportunity for a close 
artillery duel There is a small creek which 
runs into the river nearly opposite, and a bridge 
crosses it, which, fearing the enemy may attempt 
to destroy it, is commanded by our artillery.

Acquia Creek, Jan. 21, 1863.—The Army of 
the Potomac, in spite of ail reports to the con­
trary, did not commence, for the fifth time, the 
forward movement until yesterday. By daylight 
this mqrning it was expected cannonading 
would he heard from some point on the Rappa­
hannock at this place, but as yet not a single 
report has reached us, and nought is heard but 
the flapping of the canvas tents, the howling of 
thelwind, and the rain falling in sheets.

If the storm continues with its present fury 
during the day, the Rappahannock, thp Rapidariq 
and all the small streams, which we will have to 
cress before Gen. Lee can be outflanked, will be 
swollen so that the experiment will be a very 
hazardous one and its success very doubtful.

All the siçk in the army of the Potomac have 
been brought to Windmill Point, three miles be­
low Acquia Creek, and are well protected from 
the storm by large hospital tents. Between four 
and five thousand are thus provided for, and ac­
commodations will soon be ready for one thou­
sand more. To one unfamiliar with the army of 
the Potomac five thousand sick would seem a 
large number ; but instead of being large, it is 
very small, and is not one-half that of the last 
tïm mild in front of Manassas. T£arly“"yesterday 
morning, orders came to the hospital camp that 
all who were able to shoulder the musket and 
march should join their regiments. In less than 
half an hour, 600 were on their way to the front.

2 o’clock p.m.—The latest reports fiom the 
front are that, notwithstanding the storm, the 
entire ârmy ig on the rnacch.

Gotc BanktIOnale" 
the Mexicans, and that where equal numbers of i B. Jacques Cartier 
both meet, there is the greatest probability of a', 
the Mexicans being defeated. It therefore seemg 
to be nearly impossible that, as the report of the 
English officer of the Ossian says, four thousand 
French were defeated by eight hundred Mexicans,
The French account, published in the Opinion 
of Jala pa, states that the greater part of the 
French and Mexican troops stationed in that 
city, had set out in the direction of Perote, leav­
ing a sufficient garrison and the necessary artil­
lery ; also, that a report was circulated in Jal- 
apa that the French troops who left Perote had 
had a combat with the guerillas, but the Opinion 
denies that anything of the sort had occurred.
It says that as far as San Miguel del Soldado, 
the French troops had not met with any enemy 
or fired a single shot.

On the other hand, all the accounts, Mexican 
as well as French, contradict the rumor which 
some days ago reached us, via Sau Antonio, that 
the French had taken Puebla. It is certain, on 
the contrary, that Peubla is to be defended with 
the utmost vigor. The Buletin Official of that 
city declares that for no cause whatever the es­
corts from Puebla to Mexico would be with 
drawn. The French, however, were inclined to 
believe the report that all the field artillery had 
been taken from Puebla, leaving only the siege 
guns, and that a part of the troops bad been 
withdrawn for the defense of the City of Mexico, 
which, it seems, was^threatened by the move­
ments of Gen. Mejia, one of the chief generals 
of the Conservative party, which has adopted 
the intervention of the French.

According to the Her dido of the City of Mexi­
co, re-enforcements for the Mexican army had 
arrived at Puebla and at Mexico, and, on Dec.
10, Gen. Doblado had won a decided victory 
over a hostile force, numbering two thousand 
men. On the other hand, the French and their 
Mexican allies claim to have won victories at 
Meddelin and St. Andres. Marquez is reported 
to have, on Dec. 13, won a victory in Cerro de 
Leon, and Gen. Mejia to have, by a successful 
raid, taken $500,000.

Reports of dissensions among the leading Mex­
ican Generals are repeated, but still lack con­
firmation. The financial condition of the Repub­
lic, however, is, according to all accounts, most 
deplorable. The Heraldo of Mexico states that 
the General-in-Chief has been authprize i to dis­
burse the public revenues of several States, and 
even to seize private property. In the capital 
there is a great scarcity of money, and commerce 
has been greatly injured by the infinite taxes.
In Puebla (according to the French) a decree 
had been published imposing a monthly contri­
bution of £152,400, divided into £7,000 to $500; 
and at Guanajuato, Gen. Doblado tried to raise 
a loan, but has been unsuccessful.

It is this wretched condition of the Mexican 
finances which seems to be at present the great­
est danger to the Republic. Still the nature of 
the country and the climate may cost the French 
enormous sacrifices, and it is at all events a fact 
worthy of consideration, that Gen. Prim, who is 
as competent a judge of the matter as any for­
eigner can be, still adheres to his opinion that 
the French will not accomplish the object of 
their expedition.— Tribune.
