SPECIAL TELEGRAMS.
{Reported Specially for the Montreal Herald.)

Ottawa, oept. 29th—The Hon. John A. 
McDonald arrived last evening. The Com­
missioner of Crown Lands is expected on 
Tuesday.

A regulation appears in to-day’s Gazette for 
the establishment of claims to pensioners, or 
gratuity arising out of the death or wounds of 
volunteer officers or men, or of disability con­
tracted while on actual service. The claims 
are divided into three classes, namely : On the 
part of relatives of volunteers who may have 
been killed in action or died of wounds or dis­
ease contracted on actual service. Second, 
on the part of volunteers who may he incapa­
citated by wounds or disease from following 
their former trade or profession. Third, Vo­
lunteers partially incapacitated from wounds 
or disease on actual service.

There is an order in Council, passed at 
Quebec on the 24th September, respectiug per­
mits for the removal of spirits from the dis­
tillery, &c. There is also an order in Council 
containing regulations respecting the granting 
of licenses to manufacturers in Bond of drugs 
including essences and extracts, perfumery, vine­
gar, varnishes and starch. Also an order in 
Council including Crinoline wire, uncovered 
in schedule, “ E” of tariff.

Quebec, Sept. 29.
Weather clear and fine.
At eight o’clock a fire was discovered issuing 

from the upper part of the hotel occupied by 
Mr. Michael Donovan, on the north side of St. 
Antoine street. The whole of the upper part 
was soou in flames, and efforts to extinguish it 
were fruitless. The water was off from the 
lower part of the city, and no means were at 
hand to confine the flames to the building it­
self. The whole interior of Donovan’s hotel 
and the large store occupied by Messrs. Lane, 
Gibb & Co., immediately in the rear, which 
contained a large quantity of liquors and gro­
ceries, were soon in flames. Mr. Walter C. 
Hendersin’s office on the opposite side of the 
street ignited, as did the upper portion of Mr, 
P. Daly’s hotel. At this time the Lower Town 
was threatened with a serious conflagration. 
The arrival of a supply of water put the fire­
man in good heart, and they were soon in full 
play, and the fire was checked at this point. 
The stock of Lane, Gibb & Co., together with 
the storp, is consumed, very little being saved. 
The other buildings are all more or less injured ; 
the loss will be about $70,000, mostly covered 
by insurance. Lane, Gibb & Co. were insured 
on their stock for $50,000, as follows :—Quebec 
$11,000, Phoenix $10,000, Liverpool and Lon­
don and Globe $10,000,Royal $9,000,Lancashire 
$5,000, North British $5,000 ; total $50,000. 
The huildiug, belonging to Mr. Thomas 
Gibb, was insured in the Phoenix for $5,000, 
the heirs Hunt are also insured, hut their loss 
is not heavy. Mr. Donovan’s stock was in­
sured for $1,000. Donovan’s premises were 
owned by Hugh McAdams, who is also insured 
for $2,00o. The fire originated in the upper- 
part of Mr. Donovan’s hotel ; the supposed 
cause the carelessness of a servant going 
through the bed rooms.

An accident occurred at the Grand Trunk 
wharf at Levis to-day. While 00 head of cat­
tle belonging to Mr. Reeve, of Toronto, were 
crossing over the pontoon the bridge gave way, 
precipitating the animals into the river. Ten 
were drowned.

The arrivals to-day were as follows :—Ships 
Transatlantic, London, bal; Trenton, Greenock, 
coals; Schrs. Express, Newfoundland, oil and 
iron ; Meric Luce, Picton, coals ; Ranger, Gaspe, 
fish and oil ; Clyde, Seven Islands, fish.

Lajiirande in England.—As a contem­
porary remarked some days ago, the more 
this affair is known the worse it appears. 
The observation is fully justified by the at 
present inexplicable contradiction between 
the statements of two authentic docu­
ments, both of them describing the same 
act,—and that the act of the most highly 
placed person in the Province, the repre­
sentative of Her Majesty. It appears that 
the Counsel for Lamirande are in posses­
sion of two letters, by which the Governor 
General has communicated to them the 
steps which he thought it proper to take in 
the different stages of tins business. In 
the first of these he acknowledges, that 
upon the application made to him by Mr. 
Spilthorn, he promised that the accused 
should not be sent out of the country until 
a full opportunity had been given him to 
obtain a writ of habeas corpus, which of 
course meant, unless the promise was in­
tended to be derisive and delusive, the 
time required to have the grounds of the 
application for extradition examined on 
the writ, and, therefore, before a 
Court of superior jurisdiction, com­
posed of competent lawyers. This letter 
has become the property of the public 
from its having been read by Mr. Doutre in 
support of his petition for the changing of 
one of the rules of practice. It adds little 
to our previous knowledge, except to con­
firm the important part of Mr. Spilthorn’s 
report of his conversation with his Excel­
lency at Ottawa, and in that way to destroy 
the effect which, so far as this case is con­
cerned, might have been produced by the 
persistent attempts to damage Mr. Spilt- 
horn’s character. Those allegations, be­
yond the benefits derivable from the tradi­
tional strategy of abusing the Plaintiff’s 
lawyer, could have had no reasonable mo­
tive except to show Mr. Spilthorn’s state­
ment to be unworthy of credit,—a point 
now set at rest by the best possible autho­
rity. How it was that after a promise so 
solemnly given upon a matter esteemed 
serious by all civilized nations, and after 
such a warning as he had received of what 
was likely to happen, his Lordship could 
with his eyes.open fall into the trap which 
was laid for him, is not yet explained. 
Why, intending and having pledged his 
yrord that the man should have his case ex­

amined by competent authority, the Gover­
nor General committed his honour to a 
subordinate by putting into that persons 
hands an instrument by which the promise 
might be defeated, seems indeed hardly to 
admit of any explanation that can be satis­
factory ; for if the warrant was not to be 
immediately executed, one would think 
that it must have occurred to his Excellen­
cy that it was not necessary it should 
be immediately issued. Any breach of the 
engagement undertaken by Lord Monck 
would have been utterly impossible if the 
signing of the warrant had been postponed 
until his Excellency had had the assurance 
that the conditions properly precedent to 
its execution had been complied with. The 
only reasonable mode of reconciling His 
Lordship’s promise to the ear with its utter 
breaking to the hope, consists in the sup­
position that his advisers in presenting the 
warrant for his signature gave him an un­
true statement of the existing facts, and 
led him to believe either that no applica­
tion for a writ of habeas corpus was to be 
made ; or that it had been refused ; or 
that a decision had already been pronounc­
ed on the return unfavourable to 
the prisoner. But in that case we 
naturally expect to see the immedi­
ate and indignant exposure and punish­
ment of the guilty parties, and this so far 
has not taken place. An extract from 
another document has since been made 
public, which renders the complication pre­
viously existing still more complicated, and 
unfortunately place in apparent contradic­
tion two statements respecting a telegram 
sent to England by Lord Monck. It appears 
that after Lamirande had been surrepti­
tiously deported from the country, Mr. Dou- 
trejhad an interview with his Excellency, in 
which interview his Lordship stated either 
that he had telegraphed or would telegraph 
to jjord Carnarvon upon the subject. We 
have of course no account of the con­
versation ; but this much is evident from 
what follows ; and we must suppose that 
the message thus sent, or to be sent, to the 
Colonial Secretary, was, or would be, of 
such a nature as to put him in possession 
of the facts which made it desireable that 
he should exercise some kind of judgment 
as to the propriety of permitting or delay­
ing the immediate execution of the war­
rant. Otherwise there was no more utility 
in communicating specially with Lord Car­
narvon on this than on any other occasion. 
Bearing this conversation in mind, and hav­
ing to communicate with his attorney in 
England, Mr. Doutre naturally desired to 
know, if possible, the precise character of 
Lord Monck’s telegram, in order that he 
might shape his own, or supplement his 
own, as it should seem necessary to supply 
such information as would seem to required 
in England to detain the accused party un­
til the papers should reach that country by 
post. He accordingly wrote to the Gover 
nor General, asking him, if he thought it 
proper to do so, to communicate a copy of 
his telegram. The reply through Mr. 
Godley, his Lordship’s Secretary, was as 
follows:—“In reply to your request that 
“the telegram,of the Governor General to 
“the Secretary of State for the Colonies, 
“should be communicated to you, I am to 
“acquaint you that His Excellency in his 
“message to Lord Carnarvon, expressed 
“his desire that his warrant for Lamir- 
“ande’s extradition should not he any ob- 
“ stacle to the prisoner obtaining a writ of 
“ habeas corpus in England, as His Excel- 
“Ifency understood that an application for 
“that purpose would be made in the Eng- 
“lish Courts.” Mr. Doutre seeing that 
Lord Carnarvon had been thus notified 
that a question of law was to be raised, 
telegraphed his London agents follows :— 
“See Lord Carnarvon. E. S. Lamirande 
“kidnapped by E. Justin Melin and 
“ Joseph Sipling, on S. S. Damascus, due 
“Londonderry, Sept. 3rd. Use habeas 
“corpus.” It is quite evident from this 
reference to Lord Carnarvon that Mr. 
Doutre supposed that his own short tele­
gram, which was not made longer, for the 
obvious reason, that as it was, it cost with 
address, Ac., nearly $200, would be com­
plemented by that which he. learned had 
been forwarded to the Colonial Secretary, 
and that the two would suffice at least to 
postpone the voyage to France until a pro­
per hearing of the case could be had. 
Whether the information contained in the 
two telegrams as they were sent, could 
they have been combined, would have suf­
ficed to procure that delay by a process is­
suing out of one of the Courts ; or whether 
in default of such process the Colonial Se­
cretary could have prevented the extradi­
tion for a time by any executive action, we 
are not prepared to say. It is, however, a 
subject for deep regret, that Lord Carnar­
von appears wholly to have failed to com­
prehend the meaning which it seems to us 
ought fairly to have been attached by him 
to such a message as the one we have 
copied above. His Lordship, one would 
imagine, would have seen in it what we 
must suppose was intended by it—a com- 
munication of a somewhat extraordinary 
character inviting, though, perhaps, in a 
negative form of words, ins intervention to 
see that the prisoner had an opportunity 
for obtaining justice. On the contrary, he 
seems to have seen in this expensive mes­
sage by the Atlantic ' Cable a communica­
tion about as important as might have been 
conveyed by a blank piece of paper, 
with the word Lamirande upon 
it. It is of course folly to ex­
pect that a description of words passing 
through the mouths or pens of two persons 
will accord very accurately with the words 
it professes to describe, and this we sup­
pose must account for the discrepancy in 
spirit, at all events between the account 
which the Colonial Secretary gave him of 
the telegram he had received and that 
which was sent to him from here. That 
letter says, that—“His Lordship (Lord 
“Carnarvon) stated that he was not, ac. 
“ quainted with any of the parties names ; 
“but had received a telegram from Lord 
“ Monck, saying that Lamirande would ar- 
“ rive in England, but not saying who he 
“was, or how coming. His Lordship, 
“therefore, did not see how he was to in- 
“terfere.” His Lordship might, perhaps, 
have some difficulty in deciding on the 
mode of interference ; hut if he had read 
the telegram, as we read the account of its 
contents given by Mr. Godley, he was won­
derfully indifferent in a matter, the inqior- 
tance of which he could not estimate in 
which some action on his part was plainly 
contemplated by the Governor General, 
and in which he must have known that if 
anything was to be done it must be prompt­
ly and energetically. One would think that 
such a telegram as Mr. Godley describes, 
would have set him upon considering how 
he could interfere, or of learning some- 
tliing more upon the subject, instead of 
merely inspiring the thought that he had 
nothing to do with the business. We sup­
pose that the exact words of the telegram 
will be published in the course of the in­
vestigation, which must take place into the 
whole matter, and then perhaps we shall 
be able to see better, what is at present 
inexplicable—how Lord Carnarvon could so 
completely have failed to seize the meaning 
which Lord Monck apparently intended to 
convey to him.

this story, not so much for tha authorities of 
Canada as for those of other parts of the Em­
pire ; for if these people have got possession of 
three vessels fit for warlike purposes, it is not 
certain that they will use them to suit the de­
signs of Santa Anna. Owing to the failure of 
the New York mails, we have no detailed ac­
count of the nature of Sweeuey’s “ card,” in 
which he renounces his connection with the 
Fenian Brotherhood.

GREAT BRITAIN, CANADA AND THE 
UNITED STATES.

As particularly addressed to the Montreal Ga­
zette, we find the following in the Montreal 
Herald of yesterday To test our contem- 
« porary’s orthodoxy by his own standard, let 
« us invite from it a plain answer to a plain 
“ question. Ought or ought not the Imperial 
“ government to intimate to the government 

of the United States, that the invasion of this 
“ Province by organized and armed bands of 
“ citizens of the United States—armed and or- 
“ ganized within the limits of the United 
11 States—will be regarded as an act of war ?” 
We say plainly : No. For one great Power to 
accompany with a threat a request to another 
great Power to perform a simple act of right 
and international comity, would be not only 
unbecoming and undignified, but a piece of un­
civilized insolence. It would be so, even on 
the part of a single gentleman to another ; and 
very much greater reticence is required in 
the diplomatic communications which one 
powerful nation, at the head of civilization 
makes to another. But it is not to be supposed 
that, because a great nation declines to play 
the role of a bully, and to accompany its re­
quests with threats, that it therefore abdicates 
its rights and stands in a position tamely to be 
trampled upon. The very reverse is the case. 
And a complaint which has been for many 
years- past with justice urged against United 
States diplomacy is, that it has been insolent 
and bullying, because it has accompanied re­
quests with threats. It is untamed cubs and 
bullies who indulge in this style of luxury, not 
men of training, especially when ihey occupy 
positions to give them the sense of responsi­
bility. Our contemporary has changed its 
tune in a remarkable way on this point since 
the utterances of Mr. Gladstone on it during 
the summer, which it republished.

All right. That is a straightforward answer. 
There is good authority for turning the left 
cheek when you are smitten on the right ; and 
we highly approve our neighbour’s Christian 
spirit, unless, by objecting to warning of 
war, he means to give his blows without 
warning. We are sure he would do nothing so 
wrong as that, and are thus reduced to the con­
viction that he interprets his duty like the 
Quakers and Peace Society men, for if he ob­
jects to giving notice of warlike intentions, 
and will not strike without notice, he evidently 
declares war altogether. But, then, why has 
he lately addicted himself so powerfully to 
the literature of arms and bloodshed?

Talking of locomotives, a long train of car­
riages have j ust arrived at Paris from Nantes, 
by the highway and propelled by an ordinary 
steam engine. The maximum speed is about 
14 miles an hour. The road train stopped at 
many places between Nantes and Paris in order 
to satisfy the anxiety of the inhabitants of the 
towns through which it passed on the way. 
The locomotive is of 15-horse power ; weight 
10,000 kilos.

The Jockey, a sporting paper, tells us that 
Hawking, so famous some hundreds of years 
ago in France, is being revived. A gathering 
of more than three hundred gentlemen took 
place at the Duc de Montebello’s a few days 
ago, wdien the sport was said to have been ex­
cellent. Two hawks in the space of anhour 
brought down five bustards, which it is known 
soar to a great height.

The Empress of the French and Prince Im­
perial are at present staying at Biarritz, where 
they have already received a visit from the 
Queen of Spain. They will shortly be joined 
by the Emperor, whose health has hitherto 
prevented him from undergoing the fatigues 
of travelling.

The doors of the celebrated opera house at 
Venice, which have remained closed ever since 
1849, by order of the shareholders, is about to 
be reopened as soon as the Austrians have en­
tirely left the City of the Sea.

UN FRANÇAIS.

The Murder at the Chicago Horse Race. 
Very little fias been made out at the inquest 
on the driver killed at this race. There is evi­
dence however, that Riley, the other driver ap­
peared to be very drunk and threatened Mc- 
Keever ; and that a man who was suspected of 
meaning mischief was seen to get over the 
fence on to the track and go back again.

Arrest of Col. Brown.—It is said that Lt.- 
Col. Brown, charged with embezzling the funds 
of the Militia Department, has been arrested in 
England. As no delay will occur from, ques­
tions of extradition or legal difficulties of that 
laud, the probabilities arc, we think, that he 
may be brought here in time to stand his trial 
during the present term of the Court of Queen’s 
Bench, as from all present appearances it can­
not close for ten days to come.

Santa Anna and the Fenians.—The tele­
graphic intelligence respecting the Fenians 
having joined Santa Anna for an attack on the 
French in Mexico, if true, would show that 
the parties to this transfer of their allegiance 
from the Irish to the Mexican Republic have 
been actuated by no other motives than a wish 
for continued excitement after the close of the 
war in which they had previously been en­
gaged, We cannot help thinking, however, 
that there may be some matter for vigilance in

POLITICS OF EUROPE.

Paris, Sept. 12tb, 1866.
The Cretan question is now the order of the 

day. The Ottoman Porte seems to be waver­
ing between excessive rigour and concessions. 
The forces at the disposal of the rebellion in 
the Island of Candia are considerable. 15,000 
men, well armed, are entrenched at Thesesos in 
the mountains of the Spakiotes. Another corps 
d’armee, composed of picked soldiers, is at 
Amenons, in the Eastern part of the Island, 
out of a population of 300,000 inhabitants, of 
whom 40,000 are Turks. The Island of Crete 
has already armed 30,000 men, and it is proba­
ble that if hostilities should break out the na­
tional army will amount to 50,000 soldiers, 
without reckoning the volunteers from Greece, 
who intend coming to the help of their co­
religionists. A provisional government has 
been formed and has its seat at Aliakes. Mus­
tapha Pacha, father of -Vely Pacha, was sent by 
the Ottoman Porte at the breaking out of the 
rebellion in order to try- and arrange matters, 
and propose those half measures so common to 
the rulers of Eastern nations, but without suc­
cess. The insurgents have turned a deaf 
ear to the proposals of the Turkish 
Government, and they insist upon 
the union of Candia to Greece, to which it is 
more than likely that the Ottoman Porte will 
never consent. What will Greece do ? It will 
be impossible for the King of the Hellenes to 
stand by and see the Candians crushed by the 
Turks. The Cabinet of Athens has already in­
formed Constantinople that it cannot prevent 
volunteer corps from forming on Grecian 
ground, and a letter from Athens informs me 
that great agitation now reigns in that country, 
and that there is every probability of a war 
breaking out between Greece and Turkey.

The violent annexation of Hanover to Prus­
sia has called forth loud complaints both in 
that country and other parts of the continent. 
The Prussians have not yet succeeded in mak­
ing themselves liked in the late kingdom of 
George II., and armed conflicts have taken 
place in Cette between Hanoverian and Prus­
sian soldiers. Violently penned pamphlets 
against Bismark and the Prussian government 
are being daily seized. Arrests also frequently 
take place, and several persons suspected of at­
tachment to the deposed King are being con­
stantly annoyed by the odious leathern helmets. 
Even Prussian pagers, and amongst others die 
Preussiche Zeitung,protest against the annexa­
tion propensities of the ambitious Premier.

The Queen of Hanover persists in 
remaining in the Hanoverian capital 
notwithstanding the many requests on the 
part of King William to retire. This noble 
lady, whose health has been failing since the 
usurpation of her country by Prussia, still 
shows undaunted courage. It is said that her 
head, which did not show a gray hair, is now 
almost white Her Majesty is constantly 
giving audiences to persons of all classes who 
come to condole with her on her sad fate.. The 
Queen is almost always accompanied by her 
two charming daughters.

The new Minister of Foreign Affairs, Mons. 
Moustier, and his expected arrival from Con­
stantinople to replace Mons. Drouin de L’Huys, 
is the topic of general conversation. It is 
thought that he will give the Ultramontane 
party a lift, as he is allied by marriage to Mons. 
de Montalembert, the head of the Ultra-Catho- 
lio party, who was, as is generally known, for­
merly Minister to His Holiness Pius IX.

A reorganization of the French army is seri­
ously talked of, by introducing the Prussian 
landwehr system into France. lu case of a 
conflict between Prussia and France, the latter 
country would be able to bring 1,500,000 men 
into the field.

The Austrians, before leaving Venetia, p“r- 
haps never to return, and iu order that their 
memory may not be forgotten by the popula­
tions they have so long oppressed, have car­
ried off several works of art by Albrecht Durer, 
Paul Veronese and Giorgione,from the Galleries 
of Venice. The arsenal of that city has been en­
tirely stripped, and the gondola in which the 
first Napoleon made his triumphant entry into 
Venice, has been cairied to Trieste. The Prus­
sians have done pretty much the same thing. 
Prince Lobkowitz is the owner of great tracts 
of land in Bohemia, on which graze merino 
sheep of the finest quality, which so struck the 
attention ofKijg William, that he confiscated 
them for his benefit, but made no mention of 
payment. One of the King’s geneials, who 
was also very much taken with the beauty of 
the Prince’s horses, had them taken to Berlin 
without even asking permission of the owner. 
Like master like man. We hear that the 
Prussian soldiers, imitating the example of 
their masters, have now and then helped them ­
selves to what has taken their fancy. The 
biters have, however, been bitten at Mayence ; 
for papers from that town inform us that a Prus­
sian detachment now in that town has eaten so 
many sausages and hams, that numbers are 
being constantly attacked by colic and indiges­
tion.

The Exhibition of 1867 is in course ofactive 
preparation. Amongst other powers Prussia 
has the intention of sending to the Exhibition 
of. 1867 an equestrian statue of King william, 
wearing the Crown of lau^d leaves he carried 
off at Sadowa. After the exhibition the statue 
will be placed near the bridge at Cologne, 
turning its back to the Rhine and looking to­
wards France. That is the news of the 
Chronique pour Rire. An article used for short­
ening mens’ lives will be exhibited—a guillo 
tine of a novel construction, the invention of 
a countryman of Herr Von Bismarck. This 
pretty little instrument will, it is said, be able 
to decapitate as many as eight persons to the 
minute with perfect ease ; but probably the ac­
count comes from the same manufactory as the 
other. The knife is worked, it is said, by 
means ot a spring which is set in motion by 
a small engine. Thus the legal cutlery will 
no longer as formerly fall on the neck of the 
patient. It will take off his head neatly by a 
circular and rotary movement. The new 
guillotine can be put together and taken to 
pieces again in the short space of ten minutes. 
The steam engine is at the same time locomo-

COUET OF QUEEN’S BENCH.

SEPTEMBER TERM.

Presiding:—Mr. Justice Drummond.

Saturday, Sept, 29th.
The names of the petit jurors were called.

AGGRAVATED ASSAULT.
Francois X. Senecal was set to the bar,charg­

ed with having assaulted Joseph Brais on the 
7th inst., by striking him on the head with a 
oar, whilst in a canoe at Boucherville.

From medical testimony which whs given, it 
appeared that Brais was insensible from the ef­
fects of the blow during fourteen days.

On the case for the Crown having been con­
cluded, the prisoner addressed the jury, stating 
that Brais had threatened to beat him whilst 
they were both of them in the canoe, when the 
prisoner, being afraid of Brais, as being the 
stronger man, took up an oar in self-de­
fence.

The Court directed the jury to bring in a 
verdict of simple assault. One of the jurors 
rose, and said that the provocation given to 
Senecal had been so gross, that even if he had 
killed Brais on the spot he would have acquitt­
ed him. They then retired to the juryroom.

Charles Couviette was placed at the bar, 
charged with having on the night of the 11th 
Inst., at eleven o’cloclc, forcibly entered the 
house of Peter Matthew Groom, and having 
stolen therefrom a number of articles of wear­
ing apparel, also $25,

Mr. Ramsay laid the case before the jury.
Peter Matthew Groom, sworn : Was a grocer 

residing in Labelie street. On the night in 
question he saw all the doors and windows fas­
tened ; but, on rising in the morning, he saw 
that his cash-box had been broken open, and 
laid upon the floor. He also found the front 
door open, and likewise discovered that the 
till had been robbed. A large, brown over­
coat, not belonging to any inmate of the house, 
was found, too, upon the floor.

The Jury after the evidence, which brought 
the guilt home to the prisoner, had been closed 
retired, and the Court adjourned for half an 
hour.

AFTER RECESS.
The Jury returned into Court with a verdict 

of guilty against Couvrstte.
LARCENY.

Fanny Smith, on two indictments for larceuy, 
withdrew her plea of not guilty and plead 
guilty.

The Jury in Senecal’s case after being four 
hours absent returned inro Court and stated 
that there was not tue slightest prohaflility of 
their agreeing.

Joseph Pelletier was charged with stealing a

Messrs. Ckapleau and Denis defended.

$5. Godin stated that he had not been at 
home the previous evening, but on his return 
they -were gone.

County of Hochelaga Agricultural 
Society’s Show.

THE SHOW.

The Society was most fortunate in the day 
which had been fixed on for the show. Satur­
day was remarkable for its beauty, which would 
have been noticeable even in the finest season, 
but coming after such a deluge as that by which 
the country has been so long visited, it appear­
ed to be all the more welcome. The large field 
at Logan’s Farm, on which the exhibition was 
held, was well arranged, its great extent, how­
ever, diminishing in appearance the number of 
people present, and scarcely enabling the spec­
tators to realise the quantity of stock on the 
ground. As a whole, the show was exceedingly 
good, many of those present who have attended 
yearly, expressing the opinion that it was supe­
rior to rhose of former years. The number of 
entries for horses was not so great as it some­
times is, but the quality could not be surpass­
ed. Among the heavy draughts were two mag­
nificent stallions. Two light draughts were al­
so very much admired. Shinfane, the well 
known thoroughbred, is too well known to re­
quire more than a mere reference. There were 
some very handsome pairs of carriage horses 
whose general appearance would do credit to 
Hyde Park. The heavy draught mares did not 
muster largely, but they looked as if they had 
been selected for their admirable points and had 
frightened off other competitors. The turn out 
of light draught mares, on the contrary, was in 
excess of former years and all of a very high 
class. As evidence of the cave that is now 
taken in rearing good stock for draught pur­
poses, it was sufficient to look
at the colts and fillies to see that
there is no intention of letting the breed dete­
riorate. There was scarcely one on the ground 
which would not have been remarked any­
where. Those who know the pains that have 
been taken by the Montreal farmers for years 
in this particular description of stock, will 
know that these remarks are not mere puffery. 
In cattle the Aryshirus undoubtedly carried off 
the palm. Many of the grades, with a large in­
fusion of the Ayrshire blood, would have been 
by no means despicable.opponents in a contest 
for a prize open to all breeds. The cows and 
heifers were very fine and the bulls exceedingly 
good. One two year old pure bred Ayrshire bull 
was very noticeable as coming closely up to all 
the requirements of the standaid of perfection. 
Of the sheep not much can he said. They do 
not seem to improve. Farmers in the County 
of Hochelaga, from the frequent losses sustained 
by the ravages of dogs among their flocks, ap­
pear to be disheartened and do not make the 
same effort to keep up and improve the breed 
of sheep, as they do with stock not liable to be 
so destroyed. Sheep do well in Lower Canada 
and throughout the Eastern Townships the 
improvement that has taken place within a few 
years is most remarkable. It is, therefore, to 
some other cause than the climate or a 
want of energy on the part of the Mon­
treal farmers that we must look for the blame. A 
tax upon dogs and the liberty to shoot every 
one going without a collar might have a salu- 
taj'y effect, and if stringent means are necessary 
to remove a plague like this, they should be 
resorted to, Sheep and their wool are 
too valuable to be sacrificed without an effort 
being made to save them. Still there-were 
some very handsome sheep although not bulky. 
In hogs there is a marked improvement which 
has been going on for some years and still con­
tinues, as may be seen from those shown i n the 
younger classes, which were considered to have 
improved on the old ones. The days of the 
old Land Sharks are numbered, for the French 
Canadians have now found out, like their 
British brethren, that every pound of grain that 
does not make pork when fed to a hog intended 
for the butcher, is just so much money thrown 
away. It will be seen by the prize list that 
out of seven prizes for boars, in which the 
competition was open to all, four of the prizes 
were carried off by French Canadians, In 
dairy produce also they have made great 
strides in advance. They need no longer fear 
to enter the lists in a general competition.— 
The same may be said of their root crops to 
which they arc now paying considerable at­
tention, In this division, (grain, roots and 
vegetables) there was not the display there 
might easily have been. The entries were 
comparatively few, although there were some 
very good samples. If the farmers had only 
taken the trouble to bring specimens of what 
they had, there might have beeu a much better 
appearance made. All the arrangements were 
highly creditable to the Committee and Mr, 
Hugh Brodie, the Secretary, who had spared 
no trouble to make every thing go smoothly.— 
The decisions of the Judges, too, appeared to
