Tae News BY THE * NorTH AMERICAN."—We
elsewhere give such extracts from our papers
by the North American as our }imits permit. It
will be seen that, in consequence of alleged in-
formation received via St. Petersburg, sanguine
hopes prevailed as to the safety of Messrs,
Bowlby and Brabazon, as of the prospects of
peace in China, These hopes may be well
founded, but the following, from the Times of
the 19th instant, is not caleculated to strengthen
them :(—

Foreign Office, Dec. 18.

A telegram has been received from Her Ma-
jesty’s Minister at St. Petersburg, dated this af-
ternoon, and stating that the Russian Govern-
ment bave received no news of the fate of
Messrs. Bewlby and Brabazon.

The news from India is less alarming than
our telegram of Monday evening appeared to
warrant. It is, nevertheless, of a sufficiently
unpleasant character. The Kuropean troops
are discontented, although only one regiment—
the disbanded 5th Bengal Europeans—had ac-
tually mutinied. - The native troops cannot be
trusted, and the entire population exhibit the
most bitter feelngs on the subject of the newly-
imposed income tax. At Bombay a popular de-
monstration had been made:against the tax.
The Bombay Guzelle says it wants little now to
entirely stop the cecllection ef the tax. The
Bombay press raises an outery against the
ghameful delay in the payment of the Indian
prize money. The local army is also 1rritated
by the delay in issuing the details of the amal-
gamation with the royal army. The Govern-
ment of the Nizam had ceded to us a rich cot-
tonlgrowing country, including Behar. It will
be penetrated in two years by the railway from
Bombay. A band of rebels amounting to about
fifty, led by a ¢“pandy,” had been arrested in the
Nizam.

Tae GraND TruNk.—The following is from
the commercial article in the London Cuanadian
News of the 19th ultimo ;:—

A meeting of the share and bond-holders of
the Grand Trunk Railway of Canada is offici-
ally advertised to be held at the London Tav-
ern, on Wednesday, the 2nd of January next.
Mr. Blackwell, the Managing Director of the
company, and. several other officials, have ar-
rived in London, and it is expected that the
explanations so urgently called for by the
shareholders will be neither slurred over nor
refused. On the issue of the balf-yearly report
cf the Grand Trunk Company not many weeks
since, the majority of the shareholders con-
sidered their property hopelessly damaged and
the undertaking irretrievably insolvent; but
after a while the reaction commenced, and then
the most utopian schemes for the future man-
agement of the railway, as unwarrantable as
the preceding depression, were gravely proc-
pounded and discussed. Even now itis pointed
out that the speediest way of acquiriug a tor-
tune is by purchasing Grand Trunk Stock at
the present price of about £25, and selling it
again at £200. But over confidence is as dan-
gerous as a tco great distrust. No person can
doubt that the Grand Trunk, traversing a
rapidly improving country, and thus securiag
the surest foundation of prosperity—a good
local traffic—must eventually succeed; but to
secure this the present system, which may be
regarded as experimental, must be essentially
remodelled. To this, even the concessions the
company justly demand from the province are
of secondary importance. It is useless now to
inquire minutely into the excessive cost of the
line or how it arose, but before consenting to
any increase to the accommodation and rolling
stock, let them be assured that that now in use
is profitably employed. With the experience of
a near neighbour before them, the Grand Trunk
shareholders may be disinclined to appoint a
cominittee of investigation.

EsrABLIsEHMENT OF FREE PorTs AT GASPE AND
Savnr Ste, Marme.—We learn from Proclam-
ations published in an Exzire of the Ganadu
Gazette on the 31st ultimo, that on and after
the 1st instant, in accordance with the Act
of last Session, Gaspé Basin and Sault Ste.
Marie are constituted Free Ports——their limits
being as follows :—

GASPE BASIN,

We do proclaim, declare and constitute the
Harbour commonlyknown as Gaspé Basin, in
the County and District of Gaspé, to be on,
from and after the first day of January next, a
Free Port,and do hereby define the limits of the
said Free Port to be as follows : and do further
make the regulations he:einafter mentioned for
for the protection of the Revenue and for
preventing any abuse ot the privileges confer-
r2d on the said Free Port, that is to say : The
limits of the Free Port of the Harbour common-
ly called Gaspé Basin, and the district to be
attached thereto, shall extend three miles in-
land from low water mark, around the shores
of the said Gaspé Basin; within the limits of
the Free Port of Gaspé Basin so constituted,
goods, wares and merchandize of every des-
cription, except ariicles prohibited by Law to
be imported, may be imporied without being
liable to the payment of any duties of Customs,
and landed at the said Port for consumption
or exportation, provided always that the said
goods, wares and merchandize shall, upon
arrival, be duly reportcd and entered at the
Custom House at the said Port, and that the
importers conform in all respects to the exist-
ing Customs and Navigation Laws of the said
Province, save and except the payment of
duties attached to such importations into other
Ports of Entry of the said Province, trom the
payment of which duties they are hereby
relieved ; All goods wares and merchandize
that shall have been first duly imported and
entered at the said Free Port of Gaspe Basin,
may be considered free of duty witkin the fol-
lowing limits, to wit: within all that part of
the Distriet of Gaspe, to the Rastward of the
Boundary hereinafter described, that is to say :
the North Hastern Bank of the Rlver Nouvelle,
from the mouth of that river, in the Bay of
Chaleurs, in ascending to the point where
the said river meets the rear or Northern
Boundary of the Township of Nouvelle, thence
from the said point by a direct line Northward
to the head waters of the River Chatte, thence
down the Eastern bank of the said River Chatte
to the River St. Lawrence, comprising within
the said limits that part of the Coast of the
said District of Gaspé, on the River and Gulf
of St. Lawrence and of the Bay of Chaleurs,
extending from the mouth of the said River

Ghatte to the mouth of the said River Nouvelle;
and the privileges thus conferred upon the said
Section of the District of Gaspé shall extend to
the Magdalen Islands and the Island of Anti-
costi, and also to the Coast of the River and
Gulf of St. Lawrence, on the North Shore ex—
tending from Point des Monts Eastward to
Anse aux Blancs Sablons, the Eastern limits of
the Province on the Coast of Labrador, in so
far that Vessels clearing from the said Free
Port of Gaspé Basin shali be allowed to carry
to and land the said goods on the said Islands
and the said North Shore, within the Bounda-
ries above mentioned, without such goods
being subject to any duties of Customs; pro-
vided, however, that the Owner, Importers or
Carriers of the said goods, shall conform to
all and every the Regulations made or which
may be mede by competent authority, with
reference to the said Free Port or to the Dis-
trict provisionally attached to it. All goods,
wares and merchandize of any description
whatsoever, which shall be found within the
limits of the places hereinbefore described, and
which shall not have been duly entered at the
Custom House of the said Free Port of Gaspé
Basin, or have been duly customed at some
other Port of Entry in Our said Province, shall
be deemed to have been imported contrary to
the Customs Laws of this Province, and be
liable to confiscation and forfeiture under the
said Laws as if imported without report and
entry into any other part of the Province, upon
which the afuresaid Free Port privileges have
not been conferred ; and in order to facilitate
the intercourse between other Canadian Ports
of Entry and the said Free Port and the Dis-
tricts hercinbefore  described, Vessels and
goods that have heen duly reported and enter-
ed either for duty or for the Warehouse, at any
of the said other Canadian Ports of Eniry, may
be taken direct from any such other Qanadian

Port of Entry to New Carlisle or Paspebiac

aud to Percé, in the said District of Gaspe or

to Amherst, in the gaid Magdalen Islands, and
there reported, entered and landed free of duty

as if the said goods were reported, entered and:

landed at the said Free Port of Gaspé Basin or

have been there first reported, entered and
landed—and provision shall be made under
proper Regulations for the Entry of goods &t
the said places in the manner ufores_md; As
regards the exportation of Fish, .Flsb('nl or any
other of the products of the Fisheries of the
River and Gulf of St. Lawrence, and of the
Bay of Chaleurs, such exportation may be made
direct from New Carlisle, or from Percé or from
Amherst aforesaid, as well as from the Free
Port of Gaspé Basin, subject to such further
Regulations as may hereatter be made by com-
petent authority in reference to such exporta-
tion and the clearing of the said goods and the
Vessels on board of which the same may be
shipped.
SAULT STE. MARIE,

With the same regulations as at Gaspe Bas-
in the existing Port of Entry of ;Sault Ste.
Marie, situate on the straits of the same name
between Lakes Huron and Superior limits shall
consist of and be co-extensive with the town
Pilot of St. Mary at tbe Sault Ste. Marie, as
surveyed by Provincial Land Surveyor, Ale-
xander Vidal, in the year one thousand eight
hundred and forty-six, under instructions from
the Honorable the Commissioner of Crown
Lands, of Our said Province, and a plan where-
of is of record in the Department of Crown
Lands of Qur said Province. And thedistrict,
the limits whereof are hereinafter defined, shall
be attached to the said Free Port of Sault St.
Marie,and that the said District shall be bound-
ed as follows, Commencing on the north shore
of Lake Huron, at the point of intersection of
the principal meridian line with the waters of
Lake Huron near Waddell's Mills, then south-

RrON.—Mr. Woods, the Z%Umes’ special corres-
pondent who accompanied the Prince of Wales
on his American tour, publishes a letter on
the desertions from the navy, in which he
says:i—

“I know that while at Prince Edward Izland,
at 12 o'clock in the middle of the day, some
men of the Ariadne coolly took their bundles,
threw them info the dingy, and began to row
away for the shore. They were seen and the
boats from the rest of the squadron manned in
pursuit. There was a spirited chase, but the
deserters still kept their lead, gained the shore
first, plunged into a wood, and disappeared. I
wag told by an officer he was confident from
what he afterwards heard among the men that
many of the sailors sent in pursuit could have
found the deserters at once, but that they sym-
pathised too much with them, and would rather
have undergone punishment themselves than
have taken the deserters up. Another officer
of the royal squadron told me that one of the
party sent in pursuit himself managed to desert
and gain the others in the wood. He also in-
formed me that the men were fired at by the
sentries as they rowed ashore, but that they
ouly rowed the faster, and seemed inclined to
risk anything to run away. I did not hear,
nor did I ask, as to the desertions on board of
the Flying Fish, but I was told when the ves-
sel lay off either Quebec or Montreal a man
who could not'swim a stroke tried to desert by
the desperate expedient of jumping overboard
into the rapid current of the St. Lawrence, He
took a grating with him to help him ashore, but
in his struggles and confusion parted from it,
and was instantly carried away by the rapid
stream and drowned. Some of these facts I
know of my own knowledge ; the others were
told to me by officers of the royal squadron, in
whose presence they occurred, and whose
statements I implicitly believe are to be de-
pended on. I know, also, that the private
reason why the ships were not allowed to go to
New York was that if they went there suffi-
cient men would not be left in the vessels to
bring them home ; that nothing, in fact, could
prevent their deserting, though I kuow the
utmost vigilance was always exercised to check
it in all the ships, bat in vain.”

Judging from what we know of his unscru-
pulous and groundless libels upon the people
at Halifax and Prince Edward’s Island, and
from what we have heard from officers of the
Ariadne and Flying Fish, we consider Mr.
Woods, however willing, as an unreliable wit-
ness, on any matter whatever connected with
the Prince’s visit to America. Mr. Woods’
whole correspondence proves him to be a clever
artist — an  admirable  word-painter — but
nothing more,

THE NEW MUNICIPAL TAX,
To the Editor of the MONTRRAL GAZETTE :

Sigr,—I8 the lessor or the lessee bound to pay
the new tax, of 5 cents in the dollar, to the
Corporation ? e

Where there is, in & lease, [cral, written or
continued by tacit relocation,] no eovenant as
to corporation-dues on the premises leased, the
lessor must pay them.

Where there is, in the lease, a covenant, that
the lessee shall pay ‘‘all corporation-dues,” or
“the corporation-dues,” on the premises leased,
the lessee must pay them; for, although it may
be said that the new tax, not being authorized
until the 4th May, 1859,—date of the passing
of the Act, 22nd Vie. chap. 15, and after the
making of the leases of the present locatory
year,—was not in tie contemplation of the
contracting parties, and therefore did not form
part of their agreement,—jyet, there being then
only one corporation-due on the premises and
the expression “dues” being in the plural, the
parties must be deemed to have contemplated
prospectively the imposition of dues not then
existing, and to have covenanted that the lessee
should pay such new due or dues.

The chief difficulty liesin those leases (form-
ing the great majority, in which it is cove-
nanted that the lessee shall pay -‘the assess-
ment.” On behalf of the lessor it may be said
that, it being the evident intention of the par-
ties that the lessor should have his rent clear
of all deduction for municipal taxes, he should
have it, under all circumstances, present or
future, foreseen or unforeseen. On the contra-
ry, it may be argued, on behaif of the lessee,
that the expression ‘‘the agsessment” shews that
the assessment fhen existing was alone in the
contemplation of the parties,—that, no other
“due” being in their contemplation, no other
due formed part of their agreement, according
to the principle “Non videtur contineri pacto
id de quo non cogitatum est,” and that there-
fore no other such due can be exacted—thart,
in case-of doubt, the decision should be against
the lessor, [the stipulator in this particular,]
according to the principle *Semper contra sti-
pulatorem interpretamur, in cuvjus potestate
fuit legem apertius dicere,” nay that the lessee
may perhaps invoke the principle “Semper in
obscuris quod minimum est sequimur,”—and
that the lessee, having merely covenanted to
pay the “assessment” has not agreed to pay a
tax which is not 8o called in law, which has
not been rated by assessors, and which has no
other relation to assessment than that its
amount i8 regulated by it. For these reasons,
I think that, in the last cage, the decision
should be in favor of the lessee.

PROGRESS OF AFFAIRS IN THE UNITED
STATES.

THE- CRISIS, 1TS FACTS AND RUMORS.
From the New York JAdvertiser of Monday
Evening. |

If all the reports that reach us from Charles-
ton are true, that state and not the federaf go-
vernment has commenced hestilities, and is now
not only in open rebeilion against the remain-
ing states, but hes committed the most flagrant
of belligerent acts. It hag seized upon one of
our vessels of war, a revenue cutter, confiscat-
ed it to the jrebeilious state, hauled down the
flag of the United States and hoisted in its
stead the emblem of South Carolinian sove-
reignty and nationality. The people of that
state had previously seized upon two forts be-
longing to this republic, but this was accom-
panied by an excuse which, however flimsy, in
some degree, [the people of the United States
being generous enough so to consider it,] de-
prived the act of its otherwise belligerent char-
acter. But if they have seized one of our na-
tional vesselg, struck our ffag and raised theirs,
the die iz cast and its delivery back again to
the United States government must be enforced
at all costs and haxzard, or we cease to be re-
cognized as a government and nation, and be-
come the contempt and laughing stock of the
whole world. If a petty state like South Caro-
lina can seize our national versels without our
daring to punigh the aggression with the seve-
rity it merits, then indeed is our boasted power
and greatness a boast only.

We say tf the report be true, for in reality
no, reliance is to be placed now upon telegra-
phic reports from Charleston, for it is well
known than an agent of the secessionists 18 in
constant attendance at the telegraph station,
and acts as censor over every despatch. Ifit
be the policy cf the secessionists to send boast-
ing despatches, iin the hope of intimidating or
alarming the government and the people ot the
North, they can be sent and no contradiction or
qualification can follow them. We cling to the
hope that this report of the treachery of Capt.
Coste, the commander of the revenue cutter,
and of his crew, and of the act of war by South
Carolina, is exaggerated. We are loth to be-
lieve that any naval officer of the United States
could be guilty of an act of treachery and base-
ness, unsurpassed in vileness even by that of
Benedict Arnold. For if this report be true,
Capt. Coste has thrown up his commission
while on an important duty, and without wait-
ing for his resignation to be accepted, has not
only gone over to the enemy, but given his
vessel also to them, with his armament and
crew, and now holds & commission trom the
enemy. For such an act any officer, naval or
military, merits only the most ignominious of
deaths, nnd no government that respects itself
would make any otheraward for such treachery
and baseness. But the trath of the report
would involve also a like treason on the part
of the other officers and crew of the revenue
cutter, which really seems incredible. If it be
true, however, the President has uo alternative
but to send promptly one or more vessels of war
to Oharleston harbor, capture the cutter aund
bring her officers and crew to the tribunal of an
outraged and betrayed country,

Qur special telegraprkic despatches on Satur-
day mentioned that the President hesitated and
the Cabinet was undecided about supporting
or censuring Major Anderson, for his _adroic
movement for the protection of himself and his
handful of men. It seems that ultimately Mr.
Toucey joined the members of the Cabinet who
insisted upon that gallant officer being sup-
ported, and that decision was reached. But
the result of the dispute was the disclosure of
a most humiliating and alarming disclosure,
the Secretary of War himself declaring, and
geemingly without a blush  of shame, that his
own honor and the honor of the President de-
manded that an agreement entered into with
the secessionists, (amounting to the most di-
rect complicity with rebels against the govern-
ment) should be carried out by ordering Major
Andersen back to Fort Moultrie. Where was
the honor of the Secretary of War when he
made. such an agreement with men whose
avowed purpose was defiance and the over-
throw of ‘the very government which he was
gworn to uphold?  Mr. Secretary Floyd has
resigned, and his resignation has been ‘accep-
ted. It is well for him. His impeachment for

To Secretaries Black and Toucey, to Post-
master General Holt and to Attorney-General
Stanton, are the thanks of the country due for
their firmness at this crisis. It is said that the
President was only induced to take part with
them by the distinct announcement that it Ma-
jor Anderson was not supported, they would
all resign their posts. Itis supposed that Se-
cretary Thompson would resign, but that hav-
ing more regard for his personal reputation
than Mr. Floyd seems to bave had, and not
being afraid of the result of an investigation
which circumstances have made necessary, he
preferes to hold office until that investigation
is closed. A not uunnataral impression is
abroad that Mr. Floya’s convenience, quite as
much as his honor, prompted him to take this
occasion to resiga.

Unless the report about the seizure of the
revenue cutter proves true, it is - not unlikely
that the determination of the Cabinet will ma-
terially modify the zeal of the insurgents, es-
pecially as the Postmaster-General will cut
off the mails unless, in response to a circular
he has sent to them, the postmasters through-
out the State declare their allegiance to the
federal government, If Mr. Holt adheres to
his purpose, that step will go far towards con-
vincing South Caroiinians of their folly and
madness.

Washington, Dec. 30, 1860.

The crisis in the Cabinet culminated last
night by the refusal to withdraw Major Ander-
son fromFort Sumpter,which practically involv-
ed a’surtender of the public property to the
Secessiomists. That question was decided by
a formal vote, as follows :—

Yeas—Messrs, Thowpson, Thomas, and
Floyd.

Nays—Messrs. Holt, Black, Stanton, and
Toucey.

Much outside pressure was brought to bear
on Mr, Toucey, and he finally yielded. Soon
after this decision, Mr. Floyd addressed a letter
of resignation to the President, couched in
offensive terms, and stating tbat he considered
the action of the Cabinet as a breach of faith
toward South Carolina. It was immediately
accepted, as he led this movement, and endea-
vored to split the Cabinet upon it.

The general belief is that he was actuaied by
personal motives, to withdraw attention from
the pending investigation. He has heretofore
professed to be a Union man, and decidedly
opposed to the rash course of South Carolina.
Mr. BacLanan’s triends now express regret that
he was not dismissed long ago.

Measrs.  Thompson and Thomas will not
resign, though they are quite as much, and
perhaps, more identified with the South
than Mr. Floyd, and voted with him on the
vemoval of Major Anderson.

No successor has yet been indicated for Mr.
Floyd, but there is a prevailing desire that
Gen. Scott should be invited to act for the
short time that remains of this Administration.
His experience and wisdom would strengthen
public confidence materially at such a junc-
ture.

It i3 due to Major Anderson to state that he
acted without advice and upon his individual
respeneibility in the recent movement. The
President distinctly stated, yesterday, in Cabi-
net, that he violated his orders, and would be
censured for that, and for burning the gun
carriages in abandoning Fort Moultrie. The
purpose is to transfer him elsewhere, after the
present flurry, being made of too stern stuff for
Mr. Bachanan's base uses.

Gen. Scott has written to Major Anderson,
saying he has behaved like a brave man and
vatriot, and he would stand by him to the last.
He also addressed a letter to Mr. Floyd, on
Friday, informing him that as he had, during
his presence here, assumed to issue orders in
disregard of his authority, he should hold no
further communication with him.

The proceedings in Charleston yesterday
have produced a decided reaction here, even
among Southern Democrats. The seizure of
the revenue-cutter by the State authorities, and
the rescue of a slaver by the mob, after their
being remanded by their own Judge into cus-
tody of the United States, exhibited a revolu-
tionary temper which cannot be palliated. The
captain of the cutter doubtless resizned to be-
tray the vessel into the hands of the Revolu-
tionists. The three licutengnts attached to the
cutter telegraphed to the Secretary of the
Treasury to know what they should do, and he
ordered them to remain there for the pressnt.

The following extract of a private letter
dated Dec. 23 from an important town in
Algbama has neen communicated to us for
publication. We have seen the original, and
can vouch for the perfect goed faith of the
writer :—

“We are seeing terrible {imes here. I
cannot begin to tell you half how bad things
are, They are hanging up all the Black
Republicans, and all the negroes who are
influenced by them, by the dczen. They do
not take time to tar and feather them (the
men), but string them right up, and let the
female Abolitionists take the tar and feathering,
One young Jady from the North, who came out
here as a teacher, had to pass through this
ordeal a few days since. Yesterday they
caught one of these Abolitionist emissaries, and
put him in & barrel with his feet upward, and
rolled him into the Alabama River. Did not
that gerve him right ?

‘“Indeed, things have come to such a pass
that people are afraid to lie down in bed at
night for fear of being killed before morning.
So many attempts have been made to destroy
the place by fire that the military are kept on
guard day and night. I do not think there
are ten men in this place but have joined the
military. The day that South Carolina went,
the new flag was hoisted—black, white, and
blue. I think it is not quite so pretty as the
red, white, and blue, though I would not like
to say anything if I did not wish to get into
trouble. I think they have acted quite right
in thus defendiog themselves from any further
encroachment fiom the North.

‘I have heard that as soon as Alabama
goes out of the Union, New York and New
Jersey will do the same, and consider them-
selves as sister States to Alabama. I do not
know as to the truth of it, so I apply to you
for information. Write soon, or we will not
be able to hear from you again, for atter the
8th of the next month there will be no mails
allowed to pass between here and the North.’

PREPARATIONS FOR WAR IN MASSA-
CHUSETTS AND NEW-HAMPSHIRE.
Boston, Saturday, Dec. 21, 1860.

There is no disguising the fact that Massa-
chusetts is ready to respond promptly to any
demand made upon her for troops to sustain
the Union and the laws. I learn to.day, from
the highest authority, that seven thousand
troops can be put in marching order on twenty-
four hours notice, and that one hundred and
forty-five thousand men are enrolled in the
militia of the State. Of this number twenty
thousand could be easily mustered.

The financial resources of Massachusetts were
never in better condition for such an emergen-
cy, and the people are enthusiastic to be en-
rolled.

Adjutant-General Abbatt of New-Hampshire
arrived here this afternoon from Washington,
and left immediately for Concord, with the in-
tention of recommending to Gov. Goodwin that
the Granite State be immediately put upon a
war footing.

Considerable excitement exists in conse—
quence of the reports that the muskets removed
trom the Springfield Armory have been distri—
buted over the South. Mr. Whitney, Coilector
of this port, late Superintendent of the Armory
at Springfield, returned from there to-night,
hayving been there, it is supposed, with reter—
ence to the report from Washington to Zhe
Herald that 20,000 muskets have recently been
taken from the Armory and sold to Virginia.

The feeling is deep and not to be misinter—
preied. There is no mistaking the fact that
Magsackusetts is in earnest in this crisis. The
merchants are plucky, and the name of Ander—
son is uppermost in every conversation,

‘¢ WasHINGTON, Dec. 31.—Hostilities have
probatly been commenced at Charleston by
distributing the arms contained in the U, S,
Argenal to the South Carolina jroops, and
bombarding Fort Sumpter, as the Commission-
ers feel their dignity insulted, and have tele-
graphed home to that effect, by the refusal of
the President to degrade Major Anderson.”

» The Washington coriespoudent of the New
York Herald telegraphs as follows :

“ A serious division exists in the Cabinet,
and a break up may at almost any honr be
anticipated. Recent and highly important
intelligence from the South, received by the
government, may precipitate the event., The
people, government, officials and non-officials,
are all at gea, as it were, in & whirlwind, in the
federal capital at this moment, and no oue can
foretell what astounding events may transpire
from hour to hour.

The President is engaged in preparing a spe-
cial message, which will be communicated to
Congress on Monday, setting forth all the tacts
connected with the affairs now transpiring at
Charleston, and also the facis in regard to
the South Carolina Commissioners, for Con-
gress to take such action in the premises as
they may deem proper. Monday will be
an eventful day in our history. Look out for
an explosion !

It is well known here among the leading
Republicans that several of the Governors of
the great non-slaveholding States have agreed
to recommend a firm and determined resistance
to the secession movement of the Southern
States, The first States that will proclaim
this policy in their forthcoming messages to

NEWS OF THE DAY.

A meeting is recorded as having taken place
at the Tuileriés last Monday between the Km-
peror Napoleon, farl Cowley, Prince Mettern-
ich, the Austrian Ambassador to the French
Court, and M. Thouvenel, the: Emperor’s Fo-
reign Minister. The general, and probably the
correct impression, is that the principal sub-
jects discussed on this occasion, hafi I.efereuce
to the cession of Venetia, the negotiations con-
nected with which are positively asserted to be
actually going on at the present moment, not-
withstanding not a few statements to the con-
trary. In the meantime, we find General Be-
nedek telling his troops that they must be pre-
pared for war in the spring, and that it i3 at
Mantua that he intends to deliver Austria from
all further fears of Garibaldi and bis adhe-
rents; and the Turin Gazelle declaring that no
Ministry could expect to stand for a day that
was satisfied with anything short of the entire
emancipation of the Venetians by one means or
other. !

Qur Paris correspondent’s letter of Tuesday
lastu supplies us with the heads of the new Aus-
trian Constitution, prop¢ ‘=d by the new Minis-
ter, M. Schmerling. Thé'idea would appear
to be founded partly on the English and partly
on the United States model. Auyhow, itis a
tremendous jump for Austria to take in a con-
stitutional direction.

The present news concerning Hungary is not
a little extraordinary, and, it must be added,
not a little contradictory. The Conference
which assembled at Gran, between the Aus-
trian and Hungarian representatives, has been
closed with speeches of & conciliatory charac-
ter, and after a unanimous resolution had been
adopted, to request the Emperor to grant the
Electoral Law of 1848; but, on the other
hand, we are informed that a pamphlet is about
to appear in Paris, under ths suspices of Prince
Napoleon, advocating the dismemberment of
the Austrian Empire, while one set of Hunga-
rians collected in Paris are oftering the sove-
reignty of their country to his Imperial High-
ness, and another body, calling itself the
¢ Pesth Committee,” have made the same ten-
der to Prince Constantine of Russia. Lastly,
it is to be noticed that, according to the Patrie,
the Pope, guided at length by & conciliatgry
gpirit, consents to a revigion of the Austrian
Concordat.

A correspondent of a Manchester paper states
that a private letter hag been received in Lon-
don, dated the 16th October, announcing the
safe return to the allied camp of Captain Bra-
bazon and Mr. Boulby, immediately after Sir
Hope Grant had closed and sent off his de-
gpatch on the 14th. We know that up to that
date Sir Hope expected the remaining prisoners
to come in every moment. He gays nothing
about any turther deaths from ill-treatment,
and in the absence of positive information it is
allowable to assume that they had not shared
the cruel fate of Captain Andersop and Mr. De
Norman. However that may be, we may de-
pend upon it that peace was not made until
the Ambagsador ard the Commander-in-Chiet
had obtained their release, or ample evidence
of their death. On the whols, we are inclined
to take the most hopeful view, and to believe
that the next mail will give their friends the
best news they could have at this season—the
news of their safe return to the head-quarters
of the.Allies—thus confirming the agreeable
intelligence to which we have referred.

Twelve accidents have occurred to railway
passenger trains since the 18t of November.
Of thege eleven have been collisions, all of
which might have been prevented by the ad-
option of a simple rule—viz, that no train
should leave a station until it has been telegra-
phed from the next station that the line is
clear.

An action for assault, recovery of jewelry
and wearing apparel, and for money lent,
which has occupied the Court of Queen’s
Bench for two days, and was finished on Tues-
day, discloses an amount of moral filth naugea-
ting in the extreme, &, targix portion of the de-
tails being entirely ¥4 ‘oublicatten.

The Thames Ircn Works Company have re-
ceived an order from the Russian G overnment
for an iron-cased frigate of the Warrior class,
but larger, say 6,320 tons builders’ measure-
ment. Other vessels of the same class are to
be fitted for Russia from year to year. The
vessel is to ke fitted with engines of 1,250
horse power.

A prospectus hag been issued of the East In-
dia and London Shipping Company, formed
for the purpose of establishing a fast line of
inexpensive vessels direct to lndia, the only
port of call between London and Calcutta
being Madras. The fleet of auxiliary screw
steamships belonging to the late Australasian
Company are to be trapsferred to this new
eompany.

The distress in Coventry is degcribed as fear-
ful in the extreme. The numbers out of work
through the district, are not by hundreds, but
by thoutands. Many of these and their families
have been found in a state of actual starvation.
Many more are living on a pittance so scanty
that it only enables them to procure the
barest necessaries of life; and a perhaps still
much greater number, Who by frugality and
industry in the pagt have made little accumu—
lations, which they have invesied  in
the looww machinery employed in the
riband trade, are day by day exhausting the
last resources which up to this time have pre-
served them from the only alternative to star-
vation—charity or the union work house.
When to this wide-spread destitution is added
the stagnation—or rather the utter prostration
—of the general trade of Coventry, its shops
comparatively deserted by customers, the
numerous untenanted houses in many of its
gtreets, in others, where ths din of looms at
work fell from every side on the ear of the
passer-by, a silence which is oppressive in the
teeling of solitnde which it gives rise to, the
description would be complete by likening the
state of things to a laige industrial community
which is undergoing many of the sufferings
incidental to a city in a state of siege. Over
that town hangs now a dark cloud, rendered
still more gloomy by it prospect of a contin-
uance of its distress for the next six weeks or
two months, with all the aggravations which
the rigours of the gevere winter season can
impart to it.

At a meeting of gentlemen engaged in the
silk trade, held {n Manchester, on Tuesday, a
resolution was pagsed, expressive of satisfac-
tion at the terms of the Commercial Treaty
with respect to the admission of English silks
into France, and thanking Mr. Cobden for his
important services in connection Wwith the
recent extended application of the principles of
free trade.

DEATH OF THE EARL OF ABERDEEN, K.G.
(Lrom the Daily News.)

The deceased peer, had he lived, would, in a
few weehs have completed his 77th year,
having been born in Edinburgh in 1784, The
first important diplomatic post he filled was
the embassy at Vienna, This was entrusted to
him in 1513, his age being at that date no more
than 29. 1t was at Toplitz, in November, 1813,
that, as ambassador to Austria, he effectuated
the negotiations which included the father-in-
law of the Emperor Napoleon in the geseral
combination againgt Imperial France, and
precipitated the catastrophe, the first scene of
which closed at Fontainebleau. In conferences,
negotiations, treaties, and compacts preceding
and followiag the sojourn in Klba, and those
again which, after the Battle of Waterloo, were
presumed to place on & basis of unassailable
strength the designs oftatesmen in the interess
of their respective masters, Lord Aberdeen took
part, and acquitted himself with creditable
ability within the line prescribed for him by
the cabinet. It would be inexact to say that
in his diplomatic capacity Lord Aberdeen
initiated & line of policy, but he adequately
represented and supported that with which he
was charged. In the year 1828, atter the brief
administration of Canning and Lord Goderich,
the Duke of Wellington undertook to form a
government, in which Lord Aberdeen was
nominated to the Foreign-office. He sghared
the fortunes and misforunes of the Duke of
Wellington and Sir Robert Peel consequent on
the disruption caused by the Kmaucipation
Act; aud he stood side by side with them during
the vicissitudes of the Reform era. = Of course
he took office, and lefc it (on this occasion,
however, for the Colonies), duriog the short
conservalive interregnum of 1834-35; and
equally of course resumed his old position in
the - Foreign-office, when, in 184!, Sir Robert
Peel obtained a more durable lease of power,

formation of the coaliuou ministry in 1853,
Lord Abeideen cxperienced another
interval of exclusion In February, 1856, he
was succeeded by Lord Palmerston.
then Lord Aberdeen has not taken a promi-
nent part in politics,
addressing the peers, and always listened to
with the peculiar deference which is paid to
only two or three members of the house. He
was known to have been honored in a special
manner with the personal confidence and
esteem of his sovereign.

Lord Aberdeen was tbe fourth in succession
in the Scottish earldom which was created in
1682. In 1814 he was creaied a viscount of
the United kingdom. He succeeded his grand-
father in the family estate and Scottish honors
in the year 1801. He was married twice; first, in
1058 to a daughter of the first Marquis Abercorn,
who died without issue in 1812 ; secondly, in
1815, to the relict of James Viscount Hamilton.
This lady’s son by her first husband became sub-
sequently the second Marquis of Abercorn, so
that the nobleman now deceased was son-in-
law to the first and stepfather to the present
marquis, to whom his son, Lord Haddo (by
the second marriage), the present earl, is of
course half-brother. ~ On his retirement, in
1855, he received the honor of the vacant gar-
ter. He was also Knight of the Scottish Order
of the Thistle. His Lordship was Chancellor
of the University and King's Colleges, Aber-
deen, Ranger of Greenwich park, and elder
Brother of the Trinity House, and for some
time President of the society of Antiguaries.
His lordship’s discretion was much confided
in by his countrymen of ths Presbyterian per-
suasion ; and, during the disputes which arose
upon the patronage or “intrusion” question, he
scted for a while as a kind of umpire between
the contending parties; but his mediation
could not avert a final rupture.

We see from Burke's “Peerage” that the
Gordons, Earls of Aberdeen, and the Gordons,
Dukes of Gordon and Marquises of Huantly, de-
rive from & common progenitor—the earls pre-
serving throughout male descent, the dukes
springing from the heir female of the senior
line, Elizabeth Gordon. An ancestor, Patrick
Gordon of Methlic and Haddos grandson of
Patrick Gordon, of Methlic, slain at the battle
of Arbroath, obtained charters under the great
seal, from James IIL, in 1481, from James IV.
in 1505, and from James V. iu 1514,

THE LONDON ¢“TIMES” ON THE PRESI-
DENT’S MESSAGE.
[From the Times, 19th Dec |

We have had in our time Royal Speeches
that were sufficiently ambiguous, hut the Mes-
sage of President Buchanan certainly surpasses
any of them. The danger whicu, temporarily
at least, threatens the Republic, seems to have
deprived the First Magistrate of the determina-
tion which belongs to his office and to his in-
dividual character. The Constitution of the
United States, as understood by the great body
ot citizens, intrusts very large powers to the
statesman who i3 chosen President. He is
invested with an authority far more extensive
than that which belongs to an English Premier,
and almost approaching in character to that of
a Roman Dictator. He is elected by the dele-
gates of every State to carry on the Federal
lixecutive tor four years, in spite, possibly, of
an opposing Congress, and in spite, too, of any
subsequent change ia popular opinion. He
may and actually does put his veto on any
Bill he pleages. In Foreign Affairs he is almost
supreme, for, though the Senate have a co-ordi-
nate authority to which there is no parallel in
our gystem, yet their action is practicaliy far
less continuous and effective than that of the
House of Commons. More than this, the Prasi-
dent is expected to be & man of self-reliance, to
have his own opinions, and to carry them bold-
ly into practice. In the history of the Union
the personal character of the Presidents has had
the greatest influence on the course of events ;
the acts of their terms of office are popularly
and justly attributed to them, their maxims and
dicta are constantly cited, and any one of them
who should allow himselt to be dictated to by
his Cabinet would excite thejcontempt of every
party in the State. We can well conceive, then,
that the message of Mr Buchanan has given dis-
satisfaction both to the Southerners and their
opponents. Of the politicians who have held
the office of President since General Jackson,

Mr. Buchanan 1is looked wupon as pos-
sesging the most vigorous mind. He is
one of the few eminent men who

have in later times attained to the highest
office in the Republic. He was always out-
spoken and urcompromising, and before his
elevation might have been reckoned an ex-
treme politician. One would expect that such
a man would enunciate some clear doctrine,
and take some decided course in a ecrisis like
the present. When General Jackson was Pre-
sident, South Carolina played a similar game
to that she seems to be now prosecuting so
successfully. Jackson brought the ¢ nulli-
fiers” to reason by the threat of using the Fe-
deral forces against them. On the present oc-
casion either the South has no cause of discon-
tent, or the North has not acted io the spirit of
the Constitution. In either case the Presi-
dent, who is the Chief Magistrate and the
sworn guardian of the Union, would seem
bound to express his opinion boldly, and use

t-all.“he moans in his power to curb the head-

strong and bring the unjust to a sense of their
wrongdoing.

But the Message is apparently an evasion of
all responsibility. The President knows that
his term of office is near its close, and he is de-
termined to take no steps which can embarrass
his successor or give either party the power
of saying that he complicated matters and
made reconciliation impossible. Perhaps this
course may be the wisest in the end, There
are times when the most masterly policy is to
do nothing, and Mr. Buchanan may be right in
preaching non-intervention. But, though the
policy of the President may prove worthy of
his reputation, it is impossible to praise the
document in which he propounds it. The
Message i3 not only nugatory, but contradic-
tory. Notonly does it announce that the Ex-
ecutive is powerless to coutrol either of the
contending parties, and preserve the most che-
rished possession of the American people, but
it at once charges the Southern States
with a political crime and declares that
they may be justified in their conduct.—
It is, in fact, plain that tbis part of the
document has been the work, not of a single
man, butfof the Cabinet. Mr. Buchanan, whose
opinion is said to be strongly in favor of pre-
gerving the Union, and who may possibly have
leant towards the use of vigorous measures,
has been forced to adopt a milder tone by the
remonstrances of his Southern advisers. It is
well known that at least two of the Cabinet are
extreme Southerners, and disposed to further
secesgion should the North persist in its
abolitionist legislation, After several long and
lively debates the Message has been brought
into its present form, and, ag is usually the case,

the emendations and corrections have left it |

weak in purpose and almost unintelligible in
argument.
» * * * * ” *

Mr. Buchanan is an sble man, and, no doubt,
sees clearly that inactivity is for the present
the best policy. But it is unfortunate that he
should have to give a reason for the course he
takes. Many of the wisest deeds in history
have been defended in the most illogical docu-
ments, and Mr. Buchanan’s purpose of letting
South Carolina alone will be an addition to the
number. The President knows that he can do
nothing, that public opinion would not tolerate
the imvasion and conqaest of the Southern
States and the holding them as conquered
provinces, and therefore he declares that the
Federal Government has no such right of
coercion., But this is a dangerous admission,
and pregnant with weighty consequences. If
coercion ought not to be used in case of seces-
sion, it is still more upjustifiable in case of
simple nullification. If a State may without
hindrance violate the sacred Constitution of
the Republic, it may certainly set aside an
ordinary Federal law, such as the Fugitive
Slave Bill or a protective tariff, In fact, the
opinions of the President amount to this,—that
no Federal obligation whatever can be enforced
on any recusant State.

REPORT OF THE FIRE DEPARTMENT FOR
YEAR 1860,

To the Mayor, Aldermen and Citizens of the
City of Montreul :

The undersigned, Chief Engineer of the Fire
Department, begs to submit his report for the
past year in accordance with the requirements
of the Bye-law regulating the Department.

The Fire Department has been called out
during the year, ninety-seven times, of which
nearly one-half, viz, forty-seven, were false
alarms.

Two fires occurred outside the city limits,
leaving the number in the city proper forty-
seven.

The number of fires extinguished by the use
of hydrants was thirty-two. The remainder
were put out with trifling damage, without re-
quiring the aid of the Deparment.

The number of houses totally destroyed,
one.*

The efficiency of the Department, it must be
observed, has been greatly promoted by the es-
tablishment in each Station of a constant
Watch, with horses always ready to convey
the apparatus to a fire upon the instant of an
alarm. z

It is doubtless attributable to these arrange-
ments that incendiarism has become extremely
rare, if it has 1ot indeed entirely ceased ; and
that the rates of Insurance have been MATERIALLY
REDUCED,

An improvement in despatch and prompt at-
tendance of the Department would be secured
by the American system of Fire Alarm Tele-
graphs; with regard to the value of which
there cannot be two opinions,

The improvement in the working of the De-
partment, he is happy to say, has not been se-
cured at any increased expense, for while
watchmen have been engaged, and horses
kept, the forcs of the Companies, no longer
required to operate engines, has been largely
reduced ; and it i probable a further redac-
tion might safely be made,were the Telegraphic
Alarm in operation.

In addition to the performance of the more
legitimate daties of the permanent men of the
Department, they have been employed during
the summer in  watering the streets, and per-
forming other services not necessary to parti-
cularize, effecting & considerable saving in city
funds.
