The Little Green Library has undergone a
complete refurbishing recently with an entire-
ly new set of shelves, which has allowed the
staff to highlight important sections of the
library and offer several brand-new services to
its members. This change will have a great
impact on and “a lot of value” for the library.
according to the organisation's president,
Louise Charlebois, but she noted that the
entire project was carried out for the cost of “a
few screws” and “a lot of work!”

The re-organisation was made possible
when the Baie-d'Urfé library took on a large
renovation and offered its old shelves to
Huntingdon’s library. The lucky coincidence
that allowed the two municipalities to make
this connection was that the president of the
library in Baie-d'Urfé, Mike Welham, used to
live in this area. The result was that The Little
Green Library suddenly had 88 shelving units
with five or six shelves each, which was
enough tofill the entire floor of the library and
create a lot more space for books. The only
catch was that they needed to dismantle the
shelves where they stood in Baie-d'Urfé and
transport them to the library, which relocated
two yearsago to part of the old Cleyn & Tinker
factory on Lorne Street.

The Town of Huntingdon agreed to trans-
port the shelves, saving the library a lot of
work and money, and once the donation had
arrived, Charlebois says that there were two
volunteers who worked tirelessly to reassem-
ble them. Jeanneau Théoret and Raymond
Laniel set up the shelves, which finally allowed
the library to take advantage ofall the space
they had in their new location.

Less-cramped quarters for the books
meant that volunteers were able to expand
and separate the children’s section, dividing it
into more age groups and aiming to fulfill the
group's objective of bringing in more families
in the future. There are also plans in place to
make the space more appealing to teens. The
reference section was also spread out from its
former crowded setup, with non-fiction books
now lining the walls, which the staff hopes
will encourage more people to borrow them.

The increase in space hasalso allowed sev-
eral new features to be opened to the public.
A small museum paying tribute to well-
known former police and fire chief for
Huntingdon, Joffre L'Heureux, is now accessi-
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ble to visitors. The museum had been started
by L'Heureux’ family members in a smaller
room in the library, but was not completed or
available to the public. It is now situated in the
library's former reading room, and the space it
occupied previously has been converted into a
space to sell books that the library no longer
uses.

While these improvements have already
made a big difference to the library, there are
more plans for the year to come. Along with a
sign outside the building to draw people in,
Charlebois said that they would like to com-
puterise the library. There are already comput-
ers available for members, of whom there are
over 300,to use, but loans and other organi-
sational systems are still handled manually.
The president noted that the new computer

system will need to be easy to use, as the
group relies on its 40 volunteers to staff the
library, and notall of them are all that familiar
with computers. “Some [volunteers] have
veen there since the beginning,” she noted,
adding that the library began in 1972 with
two women going door-to-door to collect
books for the project.

Charlebois noted that the generosity of
volunteers and the community are what
“makes the place really special,” and she said
warmly that the library has a “history made of
generosity.” The services offered are not sup-
ported by any government grants, and
Charlebois explained that while Huntingdon’s
library might be less organised or formal than
a government-run library, the friendly atmos-
phere found there is truly special.

At last week's municipal meeting, the
town council adopted the rule, which will
formally prohibit the importation, storage
and spreading of these products, which
include the by-products from waterfiltra-
tion plants and de-inking, within the
municipality.

According to municipal officials. the
majority of citizens of Huntingdon get
their drinking water from sources origi-
nating with the Chateauguay River, and
local livestock producers depend on
high-quality water in order to supply
their herds. They also noted that the
town is crossed by the Chateauguay
River, the Schyler Stream. and
Cunningham Creek.

A regulation of this kind was first put
in place in Elgin in 2006, and was subse-
quently approved by the councils of
Hemmingford and Godmanchester.

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Former provincial deputy for Beauhamois
and federal deputy for Beauharnois-
Salaberry Serge Marcil is among more than
1000 Canadians still missing following
last week's earthquake in Haiti.

Earthquake in Haiti

Serge
Marcil still

missing

Following last week's violent earthquake in
Haiti, former politician Serge Marcil was still
reported missing as The Gleaner/La Source
was going to press yesterday afternoon.

The former provincial deputy for
Beauharnois and federal deputy for
Beauharnois-Salaberry was registered at the
Hotel Montana in Port-au-Prince when the
massive tremor occurred on January 12. The
establishment was destroyed by the earth-
quake, which registered 7 on the Richter scale.

According to Montreal media sources, the
airplane on which Marcil was a passenger
landed at the airport in the Haitian capital on
Tuesdayafternoon,just a few hours before the
catastrophe.

66-year old Marcil was in Haiti on a busi-
nesstrip for the engineering firm SM interna-
tional, a company for which he is vice-pres-
ident of development. LeDevoir.com
reported that he was in the country for a
renovation contract for a power plant, cit-
ing a company spokesperson.

Shortly afterarriving at the hotel, Marcil
phoned his wife, the last communication
his family and business associates have
had from him.

Members of Marcil's family believed
that he was safe and sound for a few hours
last week after media reports that he had
been found. On Thursday, the president of
SM International, Bernard Poulin, had indi-
cated to the LCN television news source
that he had received an email earlier that
day from the United Nations Office saying
that Marcil was alive. Cyberpresse then
announced that the international organisa-
tion had contacted a family memberto tell
them that the former deputy was safe. This
person specified that Marcil was being
treated at a hospital in Miami. However, it
turned out that this was not the case, and
those close to the ex-politician were
plunged back into worry and anguish.

Marcil’s wife, Christiane Pelchat, who is
the president of the council on the status
of women and the formerliberal provincial
deputy for Vachon, went to Miami to meet
her husband following the news reports,
only discovering when she arrived there
that her husband was not among those
who had been rescued by the UN.

On Tuesday morning, Cyberpresse
reported that SM International was
preparing to launch a search for Marcil.
as it was thought that there was a pos-
sibility that he could be in the
Dominican Republic, which borders on

Haiti.

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Meetings matter

Whetherit is due to firm New Year's resolutions orjust the relief of the holiday sea-
son being over, as January progresses, more and more people are getting out and doing
things in the Chateauguay Valley. There are carnivals and other cultural events, interest
in local sportsis heating up in the lead-up to the Olympics (which begin on February 12)
and organisations are gathering for their first meetings of 2010.

With regard to meetings, those dealing with matters of public interest are usually
open to the public, with municipal meetings being the first to spring to mind. However,
these meetings are sometimes very sparsely attended by residents. While an average cit-
izen might think that the matters dealt with at most of these meetings have little to do
with them and that their attendance would not make a difference, there are several good
reasons to attend.

First, listening in on a council meeting is a great way to find out what is going on in
your municipality. While the local newspaper can be relied on for important municipal
news, there may be issues discussed which interest you as a citizen but which the news-
paper does not have space to include. Even if citizens were to drop by the town hall to
find out if there was anything on the agenda which interested them, it would mean a
much better informed population.

Secondly, these meetings are a great way to find out more about your mayor and
councilors. While most people saw the candidates’ election promises before they went
to the polls in November, it is always interesting to see how the now-councilors react
to variousissues and to each other. Some time spent at a municipal meeting could mean

Finally, once residents know what is going on in their municipality, they can do some-
thing aboutit. In terms of the matters which affect us all, such as public services, zon-
ing and environmental affairs; knowledge is the first step in taking action for causes
which matter.

The project was heartily gone into and has
been carried out in a style that would do
honor to a place many times larger than
Huntingdon. In fact. there is not a neater
or cosier reading room in the province. Mr.
Fortune, from whom the room is rented.
has done his part, and entrusting the task
to Mr. Bickwell, the room has been paint-
ed and papered in excellent style.

The furniture is neat, and accommoda-
tion is provided for over 30. An abundance
of literary matter has been provided, there
being no fewer than 37 periodicals. and
they are not of a cheap stamp either, con-
sisting largely of illustrated papers and
magazines. Among the latter are Harper,
Scribner, the Century, Blackwood.
Macmillan and Cassel. American, English

and Canadian illustrated weeklies furnish a
pictorial representation of the world’s hap-
penings. The ladies are not forgotten, the
mechanic will find his class-journals, the
farmer agricultural papers, and the boys
and girls are well provided for. There are art
magazines and one each of the leading
dailies of New York, Toronto, and
Montreal. In short, there is reading matter
for every taste and something to suit every
mood. Up to date, $127 has been expend-
ed on periodicals. To start the reading
room $325 has been subscribed by 95
individuals.

My name is Elise Bulow, but most peo-
ple call me Ella. | remember once when |
was young, | was in the barn watching my
dad artificially inseminate a cow. | remem-
ber being confused, and asking him “How
does the cow have a baby after you stick
your arm up there?” He explained it to me
by saying “It’s like | place a seed inside her
and it grows into a baby”. After that, |
always imagined a big bag filled with
seeds, and how out ofbillions of seeds,|
was the seed selected to be born in
Ormstown, Quebec.

| recently left the Châteauguay Valley to
take part in the Eastern Townships — Mae
Sot Education Project, which has sent a
team of four volunteers to work in schools
for Burmese migrant and refugee children.
The project aims to support the Burmese
people in their struggle to create a new
society free from military dictatorship in
Burma and to promote bonds between the
Burmese, Thais and Canadians.

| have been living in Mae Sot, Thailand
since June 2009. Mae Sotis a border town
across the Moei River from Myawaddy,
Burma, and | share it with upwards of
60,000 of Burmese refugees. Burma (also
known as Myanmar) is a country led by a
military dictatorship, whose very own cit-
izens flee the country in fear for their lives.
Burmese citizens suffer at the hands of
their own government which imprisons
any who dissent, and which usesits army
against its own ethnic minority people.
Therefore, it comes as no surprise that
Burmese refugees flee to bordering coun-
tries, with 1.5 million finding their way to
Thailand. | guess | should not have imag-
ined what it would be like to have been a
different chosen seed, because the options
are, to put it mildly, disturbing.

Here in Mae Sot, | have been teaching
English, science, and music in two “illegal
migrant schools” in the area. As | bike to
and from school, | see many situations the
Burmese people have to endure in
Thailand. | describe what they do as
enduring, but they might describe them-
selves as “lucky to have.” Doing intense
physical labor in 35 degree weather from
dawn to dusk for $2.50 a day, or working
hunched over in a factory 14 hours at a
time for even less is not so bad to them,in
comparison to their former lives. Making
$2.50 a day is double or more what they
would be making in Burma.

As a seed, how lucky am | to be one of
the few picked to grow up in Canada in the
amazing community where | live? How isit
fair, that someone else who was born on
the same day, at the same time as | was,
doesn’t have access to education, health-
care, or any form of security? There are two
stories that truly illustrate the unfair dif-
ferences in our world to me.

The first took place in late September.
The primary school | teach at every day,
Hsa Mu Htaw, did not have enough space
for all the borderchildren to sleep. Many of
them spend their nights in the classroom,
where they would getsick, cold, and bitten
by all sorts of bugs. The faculty wanted to
find the students a better place to sleep,
but it had been four months since the
teachers had even been paid, so how
would they possibly provide the financial
resources necessary for sheltering more
students? So in late September my father
came to visit me, and using money given
to us by our community, we built a dormi-
tory/library/activity room for the students
of Hsa Mu Htaw school. When it was
complete, the family of one of the border

students, Naing Win Tun, came to see the
building and to thank us. Naing Win Tun’s
older sister came as well as his parents,
but that day | found out that he has 3
other older sisters. Unfortunately, they
could not come to school that day, nor
could they any other day; because they are
the older siblings. Their lives are devoted
to working in order to make enough money
for the family to survive. Their seeds just
happened to be picked a few years before
their brother's.

The one sister | met is twenty years old
and worksin a textile factory, sewing every
day of the week from 8:00 am until 8:00
pm, and she can also choose to do over-
time, working from 8:00 until midnight.
Furthermore, she has to pay to sleep at the
factory that exploits her. | am also an older
sister. | am also twenty years old, yet | go
to school, and have the right to choose
whichever school | want to attend, and the
liberty to choose what | want to do in
between. | have my future laid out in easy
paths ahead; all | have to do is walk down
them. Naing Win Tun’s sister's future lies
in a factory; yet she missed a day of work
and walked several kilometres to come
meet me with a huge smile on her face.
When my seed was chosen, it was chosen
to be born in Canada and when hers was
chosen,its place was on the other side of
the world in Burma.

The second story occurred in early
November when | went to Mae La refugee
camp, which is home to over 50 000
Burmese refugees. | met a young man
there, who was also twenty years old, the
same age as me. | learned that he came to
the camp alone when he was young,
because his parents were both killed in a
government attack on their village, along
with most of the rest of his family. He told
me that he just wants to go to university
and continue his education, but he
explained that once in the camp, it is
almost impossible to leave. A scholarship
to a university is one of the few tickets
out, but unfortunately very few are given
this luxury. Therefore, it is extremely likely
that he will be trapped in Mae La camp for
the rest of his life as many other genera-
tions have, and never receive a university
education. It sends chills down my spine
to imagine that particular seed, and not
the one that was born in Ormstown,
Quebec in the same year.
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These two stories really made me real-
ize how unfair the world is for so many
people, and how close to impossible it is
for them to do anything to fix it. It is still
so unconceivable to me that people's
rights, freedoms and future are in the
hands of other people right from the
start, despite the fact that | have seen it
with my own eyes many times. It is a
stroke of luck if they are born citizens of
a government that cares and supports

them, or a family that does the same. No
matter which seed a person ends up to be
in that bag of billions, everyone should
have the same rights and freedoms
regardless of the geography of his or her
birth. After being here in Mae Sot, living
with and meeting the many people that |
have,if | could have one wish, this would
be it.

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l'uture looks bleak

When Attractions Hippiques,
which owned racetracks in Montréal.
Trois-Rivières and Québec City. finally
declared bankruptcy on October 14 oflast
year, the harness-racing industry in
Quebec seemed to draw its last breath.
The company had been struggling for
months on creditor protection, but when
the provincial government ceased support-
ing the industry, Attractions Hippiques
proposed restructuring plan was no longer
feasible.

The potential end of this industry in
Quebecis a great loss to a province which
is known for producing extremely talented
horsemen, and has dealt a great blow to
the community surrounding harness rac-
ing, including the one within our own
Chateauguay Valley. Pat Lang of
Hinchinbrooke, a lifetime horseman and
highly respected member of the Quebec
harness-racing community, remarked that
“Quebec horsemen are arguably the best
horsemen in the world.” In order to make
a living, these horsemen are now having to
relocate to Ontario or the United States.
Lang noted that many trainers saw the col-
lapse coming seven to ten years ago, and
some left then, but others elected to stay
here. Most of those who have stayed have
had to change their life-plans drastically.

The obvious problem with the folding of
Attractions Hippiques is that now horses
must be shipped to Ottawa or Toronto in
order to compete in harness racing. As
Jacques Guilbault of Ormstown explained,
at best that means a 400 kilometre round-
trip, which is no treat when most of the
races are run in the evenings, and is espe-
cially trying during the winter months.
Guilbault, who has been involved with
Standardbreds his entire life, is gradually
getting out of the business, with just two
horses left in his barn at the Ormstown
Fairgrounds, one of which he hopes to sell.
A further complication which was pointed
out by a Châteauguay Valley trainer who
preferred not to be named is that the
Ontario tracks are now swamped due to
the sudden influx of Quebecers and there
is often a long waitinglist for certain class-
es, meaning that even those who can make
the long trip to get there cannot race as
often as they would like to, and need to do
so in order to turn a profit.

“It's the casinos that killed us,”
Guilbault noted, saying that the way gam-
bling is structured in this province has
thrown the different industries, such as
casinos, bingo halls and Loto-Québec; into
direct competition, rather than putting
them together on the same grounds,as is
done in Ontario. According to the
unnamed Châteauguay Valley trainer, the
racetracks were very much against the
opening of the Casino de Montréal, recog-
nising it as a dangerousthreat to the mar-
ket on which they relied for betting cus-
tomers. Gambling regulators in Québec
offered video lottery terminals, or VLTs, to
the racetracks to appease them, but there
waslittle effect, as VLTs were also available
in most bars in the province. In contrast,
in Ontario, the only place you can find a
VLT is on-site at a racetrack. The trainer
noted that VLTs were the most major set-
back for the racetracks, as they were
instant and easy gambling, and “nobody
wants to sit around and figure [harness

racing] out.”

Lang also pointed to Ontario as a place
where the industry is being managed prop-
erly, noting that they have the “best sire-
stakes program in North America.” The
program is run by the Woodbine
Entertainment Group (formerly the
Ontario Jockey Club). a not-for-profit
organisation which works to promote the
racing industry in Ontario. Between the
controlled competition for a share of the
gamblers and the careful regulation of the
Standardbred breeding program, the indus-
try in Ontario is stronger than ever.

A less apparent, but potentially more
serious, problem is the issue of Québec-
bred horses. The regulations in place for
harness racing in Quebec allow only for
horses bred in the province, meaning that
their sire is classified as Québec-bred. to
race here, which forced people to buy and
breed Québec-bred horses. Since the own-
ers and breeders in the province now have
stables full of horses bred to Québec stan-
dards, which are different from the stan-
dards in Ontario and the US,it leaves the
owners with virtually nothing. As Lang
said, these breeders have had their “life's
savings wiped out,” since their assets were
all invested in their inventory of horses.

Members of the Quebec Trotting and
Pacing Association have contributed to a
pension fund over the years so that when
they would have some financial support
once they retired. Unfortunately, the
association used that fund in its fight to
survive, assuring its members that it
would be able to save the industry.
Unfortunately, the fight was unsuccess-
ful and there is very little of the pension
money left. André Fournier, also a life-
time horseman, protested that “they
took the liberty to take the money with-
out a public meeting,” noting that he
thought that was “very wrong.” Like
Guilbault, Fournier is easing out of the
business, having sold his eighteen brood-
mares and reduced his horses in training
to three. He remarked grimly that he did-
n't think there was much chance for a
future for harness racing in the province,
but then said hopefully that “if we had
the right people get involved, facing the
government, with good resolution, racing
in Québec could start again.” However,
he estimated that if the situation “does-
n't get settled in two months, people in
Québec will have to fold.”

Both Guilbault and Fournier remarked
on the fact that the shutdown of harness
racing would impact not only those
directly involved with the industry, but
that a lot of other businesses would take
a hit. Fournier estimated that approxi-
mately 2000 to 2500 jobs have been lost,
with feed mills, horseshoers, veterinary
practices and hay merchants also being
affected.

Pat Lang said that although he could
move to Ontario or the United States to
continue in harness racing, he wants to
stay in Québec. Like Fournier, he has also
cut back on his horses in competition,
dropping down to four horses currently
racing from as many as 35 at one time.

All is not lost, though, according to
Lang. There will be some governmental
support from the Québec ministry for
agriculture, fisheries and food; with
grants of up to $7500 for Québec-raised
colts. Lang himself is considering raising
meat-goats as a way to keep his farm
profitable until he can switch over his

Vaccination contre la grippe A-HIN]

Tout près de 50 pour cent des citoyens vaccinés

La campagne massive de vaccination
pour contrer la grippe A-HINI sur le terri-
toire dans le Haut-Saint-Laurent est main-
tenant terminée. Elle a permis d’immuniser
contre la maladie 12 057 personnes qui
résident surce territoire.

Le centre de santé et de services sociaux
(CSSS) du Haut Saint-Laurent a dressé un
bilan relativement positif de cette opération
qui s’est déroulée de la fin octobre à la mi-
décembre. Les dirigeants du réseau avaient
estimé que 18 000 des 25 000 habitants
de la MRCétaient appelés à se faire vacciner
gratuitement. Ils sont toutefois ravis de con-
stater que ce pourcentage s’est chiffré à tout
près de 50 pourcent.

«Nous avons atteint notre cible, en ten-
ant compte de plusieurs facteurs à considér-
er pour une région comme celle-ci. Ce n’est
pas un milieu urbain et il faut prendre con-
sidération la disparité du territoire. Je pense
que le message a passé dans la population.

Rejoindre les gens aux quatre coins de la
MRC,cefut tout un défi», a fait savoir Pierre
Dubois, conseiller aux communications du
CSSS du HautSaint-Laurent.

Les citoyens n'avaient pas besoin de
prendre rendez-vous pour se rendre à l’une
ou l'autres des séances de vaccination.
Toutefois, un calendrier fut mis en place par
l'agence de la santé et des services sociaux
de la Montérégie pourrejoindre les groupes
de gens à immuniser en priorité.

Lors de ces cliniques, 623 enfants de six
mois à cinq ans ont reçu chacun le vaccin,
tout comme 2 210 jeunes de cinq à dix-sept
ans, 6 663 adultes de dix-huit à 64 ans, 2
485 aînés de 65 ans et plus et 76 femmes
enceintes.

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Remembering Pilot Officer Hebert
Andrew Fawcett

The following is the abridged version of
the transcript of a speech given at the
Huntingdon Legion's Remembrance Day
supper by Sandy Fawcett Picard. It gives
the story of her father. Pilot Officer Hebert
Andrew Fawcett of the Royal Canadian
Air Force, and explains how he came to be
awarded the Distinguished Flying Cross.
The account of this former resident of the
Huntingdon area's bravery during the
Second World War brought the crowd
gathered to a standing ovation as it drew
to a close.

Good evening, ladies and gentlemen;
fellow comrades.

For those of you who don't know me,
I'm Sandy Fawcett Picard.

I've been invited to speak to you this
evening, to take you on a journey back in
time, 65 years to be exact, to tell you a
true story about a courageous young

pilot, one who was honoured by the
Royal Canadian Air Force with the award
of the Distinguished Flying Cross. This

 

medal is awarded to a pilot for his hero-
ism, valour, and outstanding bravery in
the face of danger.

This young man's name is Pilot
Officer Hebert Andrew Fawcett, and this
is the true story behind his medal.

He received his wings in September
1942, at the age of 19, and flew the “de
Havilland” Mosquito plane with the
139th squadron of the Royal Canadian
Air Force during World War II. At that
time, the Mosquito was known to be the
fastest twin engine bomber in the world.
On the night of September 11, 1944,

Pilot Officer Fawcett was once again
detailed to attack Berlin. This was his
53rd mission with this squad in less
than six months, his 14th against the
German capital. He had already logged
1132 hours of flight time. During this
particular bombing run, however, their
squad of planes was spotted, having
been illuminated by searchlights, and
was subjected to heavy anti-aircraft fire.

 

Despite evasive manoeuvres, his plane
was hit, and sustained a lot of damage.
He also watched in horror as his friend's
plane was shot down in flames. Just
imagine what he must have been think-
ing at that moment in time when he
realised how substantial the damage to
the plane actually was. The most severe
damages were to the port engine, which
was rendered useless, and to the
hydraulic system, which was put out of
action. At that point, his position was
compromised; he was under fire, his
plane was extensively damaged, he had
just lost one of his own, and he was in
danger of being shot down himself.
Regardless of his situation, Pilot Officer
Fawcett showed great gallantry and
maintained a steady run.

After the successful attack on Berlin
was completed, he turned his heavily
damaged aircraft for home. Knowing the
gravity of the situation, he requested
permission to separate from his squad
and land at Woodbridge Airfield instead.
which was in a remote isolated area. You
see, the problem was when the hydraulic
system was put out of action, it didn’t
only mean that he wasn’t going to have
any wheels to land, it also meant that he
was unable to open the doors to release
the bombs, so they were still aboard his
aircraft. What were the chances that he
was going to be able to safely land that
bomb-laden plane at a busy airfield with
only one engine and no wheels? On the
other hand, if he abandoned his plane

full of bombs, what were the chances
that it wasn’t going to crash and explode
in a heavily populated area of England?
Being in what seemed a no-win situa-
tion, he was granted permission to try to
land in the middle of nowhere. Whether
it is because of his great flying skills, or
by the grace of God, he somehow man-
aged to crash-land that plane withoutit
exploding. Both he and the co-pilot,
flight officer Cross, walked away unin-
jured. His display of outstanding courage
and devotion to his duty during this
mission is what earned him the
Distinguished Flying Cross. On
November 14, 1944. 65 years ago, the
Minister of National Defense for Air
issued a congratulatory letter to the par-
ents of this pilot, telling them of the
honour and distinction bestowed upon
their son, having received the DFC.

Pilot Officer Fawcett was my dad,
fondly known as Andy to his friends. He
never liked to talk about the war, and he
never told the story behind this medal. |
only discovered the truth when | was
going through his things after he passed
away. It wasn’t until | was asked to give
a speech about his medal a few years ago
that | actually sat down and studied his
memorabilia: everything from his flight
log, to the notes, letters and photos. |
can understand that some memories are
just too difficult for the veterans to
relive, but it is relating these stories that
makes the rest of us realise how fortu-
nate we are today.
