lodging, shall, oo conviction thereof, Incur a 
penalty of not leu than five dollars, nor more 
than twenty dollars, over and above the value 
of the effects so detained, if not Immediately 
restored,, and a search warrant may be iasaed' 
for the same.”

THE LATE MR. EDMUND MURNET.
The Hon. Me. Murney, M. L. C., dropped 

down in the street* ot Coboorg, on Thors- 
day, dead. He bore for m> long a period a 
prominent part in the political hwtory of the 
coon try, that we muat sketch the leading 
features of hie hie, though oar acquaintance 
•with them he hardly accurate enough to 
allow ns to take the poeiuoa of bis bio­
graphers.

The Mumey family were connected with 
the city of Kingston, C. W. ; there, at least, 
the father of the late politician long resided, 
until be moved to Belleville, with which be 
then became identified. Yonng Edmond 
Murney entered politics at an early age, 
having been elected to the old Parliament of 
Upper Canada for Hastings county about 
1836, where bis slim, tali figure attracted no 
little attention, and where he was for some 
time known as the youngest member of the 
Honse. Like most of the conservative party 
of the time, Mr. Murney waa strongly opposed 
to the Union ot Upper and Lower Canada, 
and vhen that measure was finally carried, 
the Government of the day deemed it neces* 
aary strongly to oppose his re-election. No 
less a person than Mr. Baldwin, the leader of 
the Reformers, who had just been defeated in 
one of the ridings of York, contested Hastings 
wi b him, hot unsoccessiully, and was driven 
to sit for Rimouski, while protesting, but in 
Tain, against the legality of Mr. Muruey’s 
return. The member foe Hastings was 
escorted ie triumph all the way from his 
constituency to Kingston by a large number 
of bis adherents, and this was probably the 
culminating point of bis political career. He 
continued an earnest opponent of (he Govetn- 
tnent of ihe day for a long time, and was so 
strong in bis Conservative party leanings 
that he considered Sir Allan Macnab and 
Mr. Macdonald wrong when succeeding 
Mr Hincks they carried out some portions of 
his poUcy. It may be, however, that bis 
opposition to them proceeded to some extent 
from disappointment at not having received 
ihe Solicitor-Generalship ander that adminis­
tration, which, to say the least, he certainly 
deserved as well as Mr. (bow Sir) Henry 
Smith. He was, notwithstanding this, gene­
rally found voting with bis old Iriends on 
leading measures, and he was finally, in 
1856, elected on tde Government side as 
member of the Legislative Council for Trent 
Division, which comprises North Hastings, 
Peterboio’ and Lennox. This be continued 
to represent until his untimely death, at the 
age of, we should aay, about forty-six.

In private life, Mr. Mnrney was much 
esteerred as a hearty, genial mao, whose 
own good nature was bis greatest enemy 
He was unfortunate in many ot his extensive 
land speculations, and, we fear, did not die 
rich. We believe, however, that he has led 
a sufficiency for a a family of eleven chil­
dren, all daughters but one.

MEETING IN MONTCALM WARD.
A general meeting of the inhabitants of 

Montcalm Ward was held at the Cavalry Riding 
School, Grande Allée, at seven o’clock, last 
evening, for the purpose of considering the 
propriety of taking some steps with reference 
to the action of tbe Water Committee of the 
City Council, iu shutting off the anpply of wa­
ter from a portion of the inhabitants of that 
ward.

About one hundred and fifty of tbe most io- 
fluential and respectable citizens of the ward 
were present.

James Gillespie, Esq , was uoanimously call- 
ed to tbe chair, and William Miller, Esq , re­
quested to act as Secretary.

Hr. Gillsspii. in opening proceedings, ssid 
that a most iniquitous course had beeu pursued 
by tbe city aathorities in attempting to enforce 
a tax upon the rate-payers of tb* Ward, for 
benefita which tbav did not receive. He (Mr. 
Gillespie) had tendered one-half of the amount 
claimed. In an interview which he (tbe ebair- 
aao) had with tbe Mayor, he bad stated, on 
b-iog shown the resolutions, that be perfectly 
coincided with their tone ; and further 
that he would be happy to confer with 
a committee of the rate-payers of the ward, as 
be thought it would have some effect upon the 
course of the W.iter Works Committee. He 
was happy to state that tbe Ma;or had express­
ed himself a decided oppouent of anything like 
coercion. It waa, of coarse, a question for tbe 
meeting to deeide whether they would pass 
tbe resoluiioos which bad been drawn up, or 
whether they would appoint a committee to , 
meet the Mayor and see whether au amicable 
arrangement could not be come to. Whatever 
was done, be (the Chairman) would say that 
it was highly an just that any person should 
he made to pay for a partial supply that 
which ym charged for a continuous supply as 
desired. If left alooe iu it, all be (tbe Chair­
man) would say was that he would employ his 
own advocate to defeud bis case, as be was 
determined that justice should be done.

The resolutions were then read by the Obair- 
man.

It was then moved by Mr. Vangban, second­
ed hr Mr. Cross, and

Resofred. 1.—" That this meeting coosiders 
the shutting off of the water from the house* 
of so many of the citizens of Mootcalm Ward, 
as a most high-handed measure on the part of 
the Corporation, and the meeting is of opinion, 
that if a fire occurred in tne ward, as wag re­
cently the case, tbe Corporation could be held 
responsible for any damages sustained frem the 
non-supply of water. This meeting is further 
of opinion that the Corporation has no claims 
against citizens who have not been furnished 
with ‘ a continuous and abundant supply of 
water,’ according to the Act iO Vic., Cap. 113 
clause 11, but that on tbe contrary the Corpo­
ration is liable for damages from not furnish­
ing a supply ot water in accordance with that 
Act”

Moved by Mr. G. Allan, seconded by Mr. 
Hilaire Gagne, and

Remlced, 2—“ That it is a great injustice to 
many of the inhabitants of Montcalm Ward and 
contrary to the principle* of equity to demand 
payment from them of tbe full water tax, when 
th-^y only receive the water from half an hour 
to two and a half hours, while their fellow-ci­
tizens residing in other wards have the water 
in abundance, constantly ; and when the water 
furnished to the Ward is at the most in­
convenient time, when nearly all the inhabit­
ants of the Ward are at their evening meal, and 
then have to hurry to catch the water as best 
they can for tbe househeld purposes of the fol­
lowing day.”

Moved by Mr. J. G. Clapham seconded by 
Mr. Alexander Fraser, and

Retolot'1, 3—“ That notwithstanding all the 
inconvenience which the inhabitants of Mont­
calm Ward have had to submit to, as shewn in 
tbe foregoing resolutions, they have never re­
fused and are still willing, to avoid litigation, 
to pay to the Corporation one half of the water 
tax (which is more in proportion than other 
citizens pay who get the water during the 
whole 24 hours# The Corporation would un­
doubtedly have been entitled to the whole tax 
bad they complied with the condition of the 
Act referred to in the first Resolution, but, for 
the future, the inhabitants of the Ward are de­
termined to pay in proportion to the snpply of 
water they receive as provided for by 14 and 
15 Vic., cap. 131, sec. 4.

Moved by Mr. P. Peebles, seconded by Mr. 
M. Enright and

Retoloed. 4.—“ That Measrs. Gillespie,Miller, 
and Clapham be a committee to meet His Wor­
ship the Mayor at 4 o’clock P. M., on Tuesday 
next, at the City Hall, to confer with him, with 
respect to the shotting off of the water from 
Montcalm Ward.”

Ths Chairman, in an=werto some remarks, 
suted that Messrs. Casanlt and Langlois Ad­
vocates, who had acted profe sionally, for a 
number of rate-payers of the Ward who had 
been sued by the Corporation, had written to 
that body, notifying it that actions of damages 
would be instituted by the proprietors of the 
Ward.

Three cheers having been proposed and 
heartily given for tbe worthy Chairman, a vote 
of thanks to him was unanimously carried, and 
the meeting upon motion of Mr. Fraser ad joorn- 
ed until Wednesday next at seven o’clock 
f M., for tbe purpose of receiving the Report 
•>f the Committee appointed to confer with Bis 
Worship the Mat or.

Tbe meekiog then adjourned.

THE WATER SUPPLY.
Tbe Water Committee of tbe City Council 

ure plainly in tbe wrong. To Judge Tas­
chereau we are indebted for an equitable de­
cision, viz : that tbe Corporation cannot col­
lect the fall water-rate unless they furnish a 
constant water supply, but as this cannot be 
done in all cases, the officials endeavor to 
evade tbe law by making tbe residents sign 
special agreements to pay tbe fall rate, and 
for refusing ibis, tbe water has been shut of! 
from a portion of Montcalm Ward. There 
can be little deabt that this arbitrary course, 
which has already provoked a public indig­
nation meeting, will lead to mischief, if per­
sisted in, especially as the cowardly plan 
k** been resorted to of “ putting tbe screws” 
upon tbe poorer classes first. The Corpora­
tion, it seems to us, should set about com- 
pieimg tbe water works, so as to be able lo 
supply tbe whole of the city alike, which 
indeed they could do now if they would pre­
sent the water fiora being wasted, as it is, in 
houses on the lowest levels; eüfe Mr. Keef­
er’s report. Then they could secure a will, 
mg payment of a fail rale from all, but so-1 
body who sees some of his tellow citizens 
supplied witb water regularly throughout the | 
day wi|] consent without a struggle to pay as 
much as they, while he has it for only three 
bours--is compelled to resort to various means 
lor storing and economizing it—and has no 
facilities for procuring a large supply incase 
«1 fire or other sudden emergency.

Firing Cannon to Discover a Drowned 
Body.—The Ottawa Union says: “We men­
tioned in our last tbe death by frowning of a 
yonng lad named Johnson, iu tho bay at the 
foot of the old Brewery landing. For som* 
days all efforts to recover the body failed. 
Application having been aride to Lieut For­
sythe, cf the Field Battery that be would try 
the eft'tct of firing cannon over the water, that 
officer, on Thursday, conveyed, with a good 
deal of difficulty, a aix-poander to the water’s 
edge at the foot of the Brewery Hill and af er 
firing eight rounds tbe body was found floating 
in the bay near the place where the drowning 
look place.

Three Yocno Men Drowned in Toro.no.— 
The Leader informs us :—“ Some ten days ago, 
Mr. Pierco Morton, of this city, and ex-midship- 
inan of the Royal Navy ; Mr. Robert Holmes, 
of Hamilton ; Mr. J. M. Mitchell, a law student 
of this city, whose friends reside at St. Mary’s, 
Canada West, and Mr. William Gordon, bro­
ther of Mr. Gordon of the firm of Gordon <fc Mc­
Kay, dry goods merchants, of Toronto, left this 
this city for a cruise around the Lake, in the 
yacht Ware. On Monday night, during the 
heavy gale which was then blowing, they wore 
on the return trip from Oswego, having touch­
ed at Kingston and Cobourg. About nine 
o’clock, when within a mile o’ the Island, Mr. 
Holmes, who was then u turning in.” whilst 
the others were on deck managing the boa»., 
perceived that she was leaking fast, and that 
in addition the sea, which was breaking over 
her heavily, was quickly filling her. He call­
ed out to his companions warning them of their 
danger ; but so rapid was Iho rush of water that 
iu a very short time, the boat was completely 
submerged ;and he heard nothing more of his 
companions than one of them, whom he sup­
poses to have been Mr. Mitchell, cry out to him 
to‘•hold oif” Mr Holmes managed to lay 
hold of a plank, and by this means was wash­
ed ashore on t e island, in aniusensible state. 
Luckily he was seen in the morning by some 
of the fishermen on the Island, who took good 
care of him, and he rapidly recovered. Of his 
companions he knows nothing. He hopes they 
may, like himself, have been washed ashore 
some place; but wc fear the probability is all 
the other way. There wat a dreadful storm 
blowing at the time—so great indeed that the 
steamers dare not put out ; and if the unfortu 
nate young men were not washed ashore on 
the Island, it is not likely that they will live 
long en ugh in the water to be driven safely to 
any distant shore. Mr. Mitchell was a yonng 
man of much, promise, and will be regretted by 
a large number of his old companions and as­
sociates in this city, as well as by his own 
immediate circle of friends. Mr. Morton and 
Mr. Gordon were both estimable young men, 
much respected.

When the news of the accident circulated 
through the city yesterday, it created a pro­
found sensation of regret among all classes, 
and of poignant grief among those acquainted 
with the young men. Little doubt seemed to 
he entertained that they had met with a watery 
grave, for it was believed that in their position 
none coufd have survived. Endeavors were 
made in the afternoon to search for the bodies, 
but the sea continued so rough that they were 
accompanied with considerable danger and no 
success. It was thought by some parties who 
went out in a boat that they could see the mast 
of the sunken yacht, but on account of the surf 
a close observation could not be made. When 
the wind moderates, however, as it is likely to 
do within a day or two, it is believed that the 
search will he more successful. The Wave was 
an old yacht of four or five tons burden, and 
was not deemed perfectly seaworthy by those 
acquainted with her. She belonged to Mr. 
Gordon, and at the time of the accident had 
about three tons of pig-irou ballast on board. 
This, of course, was necessary in sailing her, 
but rendered her the more dangerous in heavy 
weather.

Two of the young men who have thus lost 
their lives were members of the “ Ontario 
Literary Society”—Messrs. Mitchell and Morton 
—and were held in great respect by their bro­
ther members The regular meeting of the 
Society wa* held last night, when the followinsr 
resolution was unanimously adopted :—

“ Resolved—That we, the members of the 
Ontario Literary Society, desire to express to 
the friends and relations of our late much re­
spected fellow-members, J. M. Mitchell and 
Pierce Morton, our condolence with them in 
their recent bereavement ; and that out of 
respect to the memories of the deceased this 
Society do now adjourn.’’

Idvance of the Confédérales into 
Maryland.

LOSS OF THE FEDERAL ARMY IN 
M SSOURI.

Tho New York Journals Sympathiz­
ing with the South.

VESSELS ESCAPING THE 
BLOCKADE.

SpRiNoriBLD, August 15th—The correspon­
dent of tbe St. Louis Democrat furnishes 
a detailed account of the battle of Wilson’s 
Greek, hut all tha main facta concerning the 
engagement have already been published.

The enemy’s camp extended along Wilsou’a 
Greek for about three miles, enclosed by high 
ground on etch side, upon which the greatest 
p irt of tbe engagement was fought.

It does not appear, from this account, that 
the Confederates were driven back any con­
siderable distance, but their charges were all 
repulsed, and they burned a large amount of 
camp i-quipage and baggage to prevent its cap­
ture by our troops.

Tbe enemy had twent)-one pieces of artil­
lery and a very large body of cavalry.

Gen Seigel attacked the Confederates from 
the south-east as soon as he beard tbe firing of 
Geo. Lyon’s command, and drove them hick 
half a mile, taking po>ees9ion of their camp, 
which extended westward to the Fayetteville 
road. Here a terrible fire was poured into his 
ranks, by a regiment which be had permitted 
to advance wiinin a few paces of him, suppos­
ing it to be the 1st Iowa. Col. Solomon's 
regiment could not be rallied, conseqnently he 
lost five ef hia guns, tbe other being brought 
away by Capt Flagg, who compelled bis pris­
oners to drag it off the field.

Our troops captured about four hundred 
horses.

Our loss is about two hundred killed and 
from six to seven hundred wounded, while tbe 
loss of the enemy cannot possibly be less than 
double ours, owing to (heir forces having 
moved in large bodies.

Our artillery played ou them with terrible 
effect

Lieut-Col. Brand who commanded the 
Confederate furce at Booneville and has since 
been acting as aide-de-camp to Gen. Price, was 
taken prisoner.

Gent. Lyon’s body has been embalmed for 
conveyance to bis friends io Connecticut.

At the recent battle in Missouri our troops 
captured 400 horses. Our loss killed 200 ; 
wounded 600 or 700. The rebel loss must be 
double ours as their forces moved in large 
bodies and our artillery played on them with 
murderous effect.

From St. Louis wo learn that 7000 rebel 
troops are approaching the frontier from the 
South.

The fleet of 20 steamers which has for some 
time been laid up about 15 miles below St. 
Louis has heen taken to that city lest it should 
fall into the hands of the rebels.

It is stated that tho rebels are moving to the 
line of the Potomac, preparatory to making an 
attempt to rouse the secession party iu Mary­
land, at various points on the Potomac. There 
are supposed to be batteries planted by them, 
and the Pawner left yesterday left Washington 
on a reconnoitering expedition.

The report that the small-pox is raging 
fiercely among the rebels at Manassas Junction 
prevails at Washington, and appears to be be­
lieved even by secessionist* here.

It is believed that 10 of the ringleaders in 
the recent mutiny of the New York 79th regi­
ment will be sentenced to be shot, 66 of the 
mutineers of the 2ud Maine regiment are on the 
Powhattan.

New York, l'3th.-—Tho steamship Clealor 
brings Kingston, Ja., dates to the 15th.

The United States gun-boat Keystone State 
arrived there in the latter part of July, and 
sailed the 1st of August on a cruise for Sum­
ter.

Washington, 16th.—Yesterday P.M., about 
1.30, the steamer Resolute was ordered from 
Acquia Creek to Mathias Creek for the pur­
pose of reconnoitering, and seeing a battcau 
filled with barrels on shore just below, a 
boat was sent from the Resolute with six men 
to bring off the battcau. No sooner had the 
boat touched the beach than a volley of mus­
ket halls was fired upon it from a secession 
force concealed in the woods , killing three 
of our men instantly—J. J. Fuller of Brooklyn, 
master’s mate, who it was subsequently ascer­
tained was pierced by ten balls ; G. Seymour, 
capt. of the gun, of New York, pierced by 
seven balls ; E. Waller, a native of England, 
was wounded, and it is feared, fatally. Ano­
ther volley was fired by the enemy as they 
moved their position, ns soon ns they could 
reload. The Resolute was about 700 yards 
from the shore, and fired in the midst of the re­
bels, one shot of cannisterand nine of shrapnel, 
with, it is thought, extensive damage. The 
boat was towed a short distance from shore by 
one of the crew named Sanderson ; the other 
uninjured man lay in the boat completely stu­
pefied by sight. The Resolute reached the Navy 
Yard at II o’clock last night.

At the woods skirting the several more im­
portant crossings of the Potomac river affords 
fine ambuscades for the enemy. Those who 
are best acquainted with the geography of the 
river are urging application of fire as an ef­
fective means of destroying the present assail­
ing advantages of the rebels.

oobtox, 16th —Tbe British steamer Eastern

THE MINERAL WEALTH OF CANADA» 

(From tbe Ottawa Union )

The development of the mineral resources 
of Canada has taken the scientific world by 
surprise and set at naught the wLdom of the 
sage tbeoriots whoa* dogmatical restric'ion^ 
have hitherto fearf illy interfered with the true 
principles which should govern miurr-H re­
searches.

We have t>een led to notice the prodigal pro­
fusion with which the more valuable minerals 
are diffused over tbe length and breadth of the 
land by a specimen of cupper ore left at our 
office by George F. Austin, Esq., P. L 8 . of 
tbe firm of W. A. Aqstin & Co , of this city, 
which for tbe indications it furnishes of a rich 
and productive mineral can hardly by any we 
have yet seen. Tie specimen has been brought 
from me Durham mine iu the township of Dur­
ham, adjoining Acton, on the Grand Trunk 
Railway, and in tbe immediate vicinity of the 
celebrated Acton mines. It is taken trom tbe 
surface withoutaoy excavation, and is a rich 
oxide of copper, equal to a yield at least 20 
per cent.

to be an ore bed of gigantic dimensions and 
wbocin say how many other parts of me Pro­
vince are similarly circumstanced. One fact 
is manifest, the deduction drawn from super­
ficial observation cannot nor ought not lo be 
any longer trusted, and in the present wretch­
ed state of knowledge of Mineralogy ami tbe 
true indications oy which minerals should be 
sougnt, ought we allow mere generalisations 
to supply the want of that experience which 
can omy be attained by actual practice.

Apart trom all '.hese considerations there aie 
others as connected with tbe industrial pursuits 
oi the country, its manufacturing great iess, 
and commercial extension, which make '.ae 
question of what its resources really are, one of 
great moment, deserving the attention of men 
whose comprehensive minds are not warped by 
the study aod practice of the petty politics of 
ibis Province.

It is evident from the experience of the past 
few years that new aod untbuugbt of sources 
of wealth cau be opened up from our natural 
productions. Within sis years, two very im­
portant additions have been made to our manu­
facturing interests. The discovery of tbe En­
niskillen Petroleum Oil, its application to the 
arts; and this diacovery and working of those 
Actoa mines. It is true that neither of these 
can be called discoveries in tbe strictest sense 
of the term, because they were known for 
years before any advantage was taken to ren­
der tb*m remunerative. Thus tbe Euniskillen 
oil wells were known for years as being good 
for rheumatism and as forming a large item of 
tbe simple pbarmacopia of tbe aborigines, as 
well as the pioneer settler. But tbe individual 
who first obtained the charter for tbe Interna­
tional Mining Company, did mure to bring this 
rich natural deposit into actual productiveness 
than th« first human being who might have 
watched the small globule of oil force it way 
through the water from tbe clay banks of the 
Riviere La Tranche ; aod Mr. Austin's enter­
prising advocacy of tbe value of the Acton 
copper fields has done more to bring them into 
notice and profitable working, tbtn the disco­
very of that worthy individual whose perse­
vering pursuit of tbe deer over the bills and 
vales of that Township first gave the Province 
a knowledge of the existence of such treasures. 
No doubt iu both those cases, the march of im­
provement bad much to do with their success­
ful application. The Great Western Railway 
in one case, and the Grand Trunk in the other, 
giving an impetus to speculation which could 
not be resisted ; and also insuring its success 
At the same time, all honour should be 
given to those able pioneers of progress, 
and we hope they will also participate in the 
profi s.

A full consideration of this subject leads to 
the conclusion that the interests of this Pro­
vince would be best served by a thorough ex­
amination of its resources —and tbe Provincial 
Laud Surveyors, of which protesMon Mr Aus­
tin is a member, should bear a very important 
and prominent part in such investigation for 
which tbe education they receive, and the 
duties ibey are caile on to perforas, peculiarly 
adapt them. It is to be regretted that (he 
ioise investigations and inefficient system of 
survey adopted in the infancy of Provincial 
affairs sbo id be persisted in, and that the 
energies of tbe best meo in tbe Province 
should bo wasted in desultory efforts from 
which no direct benefit can be derived. Why 
not the talents and abilities of tbe Provincial 
Laud S jrveyors as a class, or at least the 
efficient portion of the profession, put in re­
quisition for the purpose of obtaining the 
necessary information ? It could be easily 
combined with their explorations and surveys, 
and as an incumbent duty, its discharge might 
be very faithfully look* d for. These are ques­
tions which we mean to agitate, because in 
pursuit of any great general measure, the 
means by which it should be carried out are 

> ths primary considerations.

ARRBST OF SIR. FAULKNER.

CAPTURE OF A BRITISH VESSEL SAILING WITH

I'APKKS FROM THE SOUTHERN CONFEDERACY.
(From tbe N. Y. Commercial Advertiser.)

This morning, Prize Master McKay, U. S. N., 
reported at this office the arrival in his charge 
of the British brig Sarah Starr, which had been 
captured oft' Wilmington, N. C., under the fol­
lowing circumstances :—On the 18th of July 
the brig iu question, loaded with naval stores, 
sailed from Charleston, S. C , bound to Wil­
mington, and thence to Liverpool, England. 
On the 3rd of August she was captured while 
attempting to go into Wilmington. The master 
claimed to have a right to go into and leave the 
port, under the following pass from the Con­
federate military authorities :—

Headquarters, S. D. C. D.
Wilmington, N. C., July 24, 1861.

The British brig Sarah Starr, bound for 
Liverpool, has permission to proceed to sea 
without interruption.

(Signed), R. C. Gatlin, 
Brig.-Gen. Commanding.

The usual proceedings in preparatorio were 
commenced, and the vessel and cargo will be 
libelled for condemnation in due course of law, 
by the prize commissioners for the U. S. District 
Attorney as lawful prize to the captors.

TQS BRITISH BEGIMEMT.

Tne N. Y. Herald has the following corres- 
pundencu from L<oog Branch, New Jersey:-»

You will remember that I have before spoken 
of a number of offi cers who have heen stopping 
here, and who observed a sort of military rou 
tine, having a room over tbe bowliog alley, 
separate meals, early huura and other peculia­
rities. These gentlemen belonged to an orga­
nization called tbe United Stales Guard, form­
ed from the British Legion, aod originally 
officered by Colonel Montgomery, of Philadel­
phia, and Lieutenant Colonel Torre, of Canada. 
They came here in June last, and entered tbeir 
names upon tbe register as Captains and 
Lieutenants, hailing from New York, Philadel­
phia, Canada and E igland, and some of them 
professing to have belonged to the British 
army Wei), on Saturday evening, Peters, the 
host of the National, determined to arrest as 
manj of them as could be caught, for money 
wnicb they owed him for board We bad a 
bop in tbe evening, and this collected almost 
all of tbe part;, tbe Colonel and Lieutenant 
Colonel excepted, and Peters bad bis game 
ready. He managed the matter, however,

Not w.seiy, but too well 
for the officers, for be allowed them to dance 
all tbe evening, to promenade with the Indies, 
to retire, as 1 thea summoned them to tbe lawn 
by bugle ctll and anested tbe whole party.

Before saying anything about the ridiculous 
scene, let me say that I know none of the of­
ficers and nothing of their doings. Peters says 
he is right ; the officers say they are right.— 
Peters says they won’t pay ; the officers say 
they will, and would before, if he had asked 
them. Their friends say that the officers have 
been a great attraction to the house. Other 
people say that their indiscriminate flirtations 
have driven many people away. Their friends 
say they are gentlemen. Others call them 
swindlers, and some declare that they have 
not and never had a regiment. So the contra­
dictory reports ago, the ladies siding with the 
officers, and amid such a conflict of opinions I 
am not going to describe, if I could, who is 
wrong and who is right—except that Peters 
was after his money. The papers will be full 
euough of the matter in a day or two, for the 
whole party have gone to New York this morn­
ing, and talk about putting all sorts of things 
in your jouruals. Let them go ahead and we’ll 
get ut the truth of the matter, and perhaps of 
more important matters concerning the British 
Legion than a hotel squabble But to describe 
what I saw, and not what I anticipate or have 
heard :—

At twelve o’clock, midnight, when most of 
the married folks bad retired and tbe young 
people were promenading, after a very gay and 
brilliant bop, tbe bugle Bounded ; tbe officers 
absemoled. half dressed on the lawn ; Peters 
appeared witb a warrant and a constable and 
ordered the whole çarty arrested. Then came 
an awful hubbub and contusion. Musclemen 
from tbis and other hotels, rau up anxious to 
see n fair fight and to share in i>. People bur-, 
ried out of bed and prepared to pack tbeir 
trunks, thinking tbe hotel was on fire. Ladies 
rushed upon tbe portico, and gentlemen cr wd- 
ed around to see the fun—and fun enough it 
was. Everybod) shouted and yelled. Peters 
ordered ‘ Take ’em off,’ and waved bis band 
witb tbe dignity of an emperor. Tbe consta­
ble wished to obey, but didn't exactly see bis 
way clear. Tbe officers shouted for a prs’ol, 
and eagerly inquired of each other fur tbis wea­
pon, which each seemed to expect the other to 
possess, and which none of them bad. Then 
Peters rose witb tbe occasion, and sang out, 
in stentorian tones, * National Guard, come 
out !’ There was a breathless silence. Could 
Peters have the gallant Seventh, of New York, 
concealed in tbe bar-room or bivouacked home 
where about?

THE

THË BUILDING.
The building into which we have moved 

deserves a few lines to itself. It :s one ol 
the antiquities of Quebec, about which a 
John Timbs could write a volume. Fifty 
years ago it was a hotel, but of the name it 
then bore we are hardly aware ; this, how­
ever, we do know, that John Gowdie, a 
ship-builder, Peter Burnet, now residing 
at Nice, then of the firm of fiogerson, 
Hunter & Co., and others, who man­
aged to lay hold of the figure bead of 
the Neptune, one of His Briitannic Ma­
jesty’s ships of war which was lost on the 
Island Ol Antictwi, stuck it up for a sign 
over the doorway, whence the name which 
has since been given to rhe building. Dur­
ing the war at the beginning of this cetHury, 
and for many years after, the Neptune wm 
the favorite rendezvous of the British popula­
tion of Quebec. There were then but lew 
houses ia the Upper Town—the local aristo­
cracy lived in St. Peter and Sault au Matelot 
sire ts and the Neptune was a convenient 
place tor the English speaking people, then 
few in number, to get together, discuss the 
European news, which was olten eight and 
ten weeks old before it reached this side of 
the Atlantic—indeed, in March or April, 
1826, the arrival of the monthly mail boat 
(an old gon brig) at Halifax, gave 90 days 
later news fiom London, one item of which 
was the stoppage of nearly 100 Banks in 
England and take a hand at whist or 
pmoke a yard of clay, by themselves or in 
company with the officers ol the men of war 
and transports of all kinds which used 
to frequent onr harbor by dozens at a time. 
Mr. Corser was the landlord in those days, 
but, with the war, he passed away, and waa 
followed in succession by Mrs. Herreli, 
Mr. Strickland, Mr. Miller, Mrs. Nichol- 
nn, Mrs. Hammond, Mr. Landngan, Mr. 
Shea,—who converted it, four or five years 
since, into a tailor’s shop,—Patterson & Col­
vin, and lastly by D.Maguire, jr ,who made of 
ita ship chandlery, which it continued to be 
until shortly before we look the premises. 
When we entered into possession, we had of 
course to clear away many of the ofd parti­
tions—seme even of the floors. All honor to 
the old French maaons, though, who built 
the walls as solid as the cliff hard by, so 
that, in the alterations we have made, we 
have hardly touched the sione-work. Old 
Corser would, however, hardly know (ht 
Aeplune now, if be were unexpectedly to 
rise, and come to have a mug of porter at 
hi: former bar.

AND

EDITORIAL^ OFFICES.
Our business and editorial offices, as well 

as our mail end packing rooms, are on the 
ground floor of the establishment. They are 
large, well-ventilated, and adapted for carry­
ing on a>i extensive burines*, with comfort 
to our customers and our empiojees. On the 
first and second floors are our news and job 
rooms, where the “setting up” of our daily 
and weekly newspaper, of pamphlets, bills, 
circulars, &c., is carried on.

ENGINE.
The whole of our work, too, is now done 

by a new and improved Ericsson or Caloric 
Engine—the first put up in this city. We 
had a steam engine in our old premises, but 
from what we learned of the new motor, we 
have been induced to change. Our experi­
ence with hot air is not very lengthened, as 
yet, but we have every reason to believe we 
shall be satisfied with it as a substitute for
steam The engine is compact, simple in
construction, requires little skill to manage 
it, having no boiler it cannot ekplode, it con­
sume* less fuel and no water, and requires 
no engineer or other attendant. Add to this 
that as it is periectly free Irom danger, it 
doe* not increase the insurance of. tbe 
building in wnich it is placed. It follows 
that m about a year we shall save in wages, 
water, fuel, insurance, &c., as much as the 
engine has coU. Our machine is a 24 inch 
cylinder, and was bnilt at'Niagara, by Mr. 
W. £. Chittenden. Mr. Rtsley, of Toronto, 
is the consulting engineer and agent for the 
manufacturer. It is of five horse power and, 
when requisite, we can get that doubled, by 
having a twin engine attached.
