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Kierans warns

Postal rates increase
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OTTAWA (CP) - Postal 
rates are going up, Postmaster- 
General Eric Kierans an­
nounced Tuesday 

No date can be set yet for in­
creases in domestic letter rates 
and in the mailing costs of 
newspapers and magazines, be­
cause these will require the 
sanction of Parliament. But Mr 
Kierans said in a formal state­
ment the government will seek 
the necessary approval early in 
the next session of Parliament, 
which begins Sept 12

Major changes for other types 
of mail, not requiring parlia­
mentary approval, will take ef­
fect Nov. 1.

It will cost five cents, instead 
of three, to mail a Christmas 
card this vear Postcards are

going up to five cents from four 
and will be increased again to 
equal the new letter rate when­
ever it is set

Mr Kierans- statement did 
not say what increases will be 
sought in domestic rates on let­
ters, which are called first-class 
mail, and on newspapers and 
magazines, which constitute 
second-class mail 

The former Liberal minority 
administration tried last fall to 
raise the first-class rate to six 
cents from five, but the House 
of Commons defeated the meas­
ure.

Mr Kierans said he expects 
each class of mail "'either to 
pay its own way or accept its 
fair share of the operating 
costs-’ of the post office 

The revised rates going into

effect in November are ex­
pected to add $l7,(X>0.tXX) to 
postal revenues for the remain­
der of the fiscal year ending 
March 31, 1%9, he said This 
would cut the anticipated post 
office deficit for the HHifi ti9 fis 
cal year to about $43,000,000.

A number of international 
rates are included in the 
changes, including air mail to 
the United States and its posses 
sions. Letters and postcards to 
the U S will be 10 cents Instead 
of eight

Third-class and fourth-class 
mail will be established on a 
new basis Nov. 1, with revised 
charges.

Hit hardest will be business 
firms that do a great deal of ad 
vertising by circular These cir­
culars, along with Christmas

cards and other greeting cards, 
will come under a new standard 
third-class rate of five cents for 
the first two ounces Instead of 
three cents

The charge for each addition 
al two ounces is increased to 
three cents from two cents, and 
a weight limit of one pound is 
imposed.

The third-class bulk rate, for 
a minimum of 10,000 pieces, in 
creases to four cents for the 
first two ounces from 2’v cents 
For each additional two ounces 
the rate is doubled to three 
cents A one-pound limit is also 
imposed on bulk mailings,

Items weighing more than one 
pound will be classified as par­
cel post, with the exception of 
books.

Trudeau urges reform debate
VANCOUVER (CP) — Prime 

Minister Trudeau used his first 
major speech since the election 
to appeal to all provinces to 
“engage fully” in the continuing 
debate on constitutional reform.

Unless they do, he said Tues­
day, discussions will lack mean­
ing. “Worse still ... a climate 
of suspicion and mistrust may 
be created which will make it 
impossible to achieve our com­
mon goal of national unity.”

He told the Canadian Bar As­
sociation convention that some 
provinces appear more reluc­
tant than others to “embark 
wholeheartedly on a journey 
whose destination is uncertain” 
He did not identify them.

Mr. Trudeau left for Ottawa 
after his speech. He arrived 
here Monday from Jasper, 
Alta., and that night dated Van­
couver blonde Susan Collier 
Lundell. 24,

Mr. Trudeau said Monday 
night that Parliament faces a 
“pretty matter-of-fact pro­
gram” when it reconvenes Sept, 
12. Tuesday, he reiterated that 
an official languages bill will be 
part of that program.

At a later session of the con­
vention, Justice Minister Turner 
said the bill will include provi­
sion for an “official languages 
commissioner" to enforce the 
statute. He gave no details.

Both said the bill doesn't in­
volve forcing any language on 
anyone. The prime minister told 
a luncheon it's “nonsense” to 
suggest Ottawa is trying to 
make everyone speak two lan­
guages.

The prime minister repeated 
his goal of “a properly function­
ing bilingual state” in which it 
would be necessary to speak 
two languages to qualify for 
some positions,

“But the vast majority of Ca­
nadians will probably continue 
to speak only one language and 
they will suffer no penalty for 
it”

Mr. Trudeau, saying he has 
reserved for himself “personal 
responsibility” for Ottawa’s role 
in the continuing constitutional 
conference, listed two priorities 
in constitutional reform:

—Re-examination of the Sen­
ate. “Could the Senate, by 
changes in its composition, 
method of selection or jurisdic­
tion, be made a more effective 
protector of regional or linguis­
tic interests?”

—Re-examination of the Su­
preme Court of Canada. “Could 
the structure of the Supreme 
Court be strengthened as the 
keystone of Canadian federal­
ism?”

After this could come distribu­
tion of powers among Ottawa

and the provinces. He said Otta­
wa must retain such powers as 
regulation of economy and re­
distribution of income.

Later came the appeal to 
provinces, with the prime minis­
ter saying: "No Canadian can 
afford to wash his hands of a 
vital issue of national unity 
which affects all of us in every 
province.”

He said he was disappointed 
at reports that at the recent 
premiers conference, no heads 
of delegations would cither en­
dorse or reject Quebec’s posi­
tion on provincial status in in­
ternational affairs.

One premier “is quoted as 
saying” the question is up to 
Mr. Trudeau and Quebec Pre­
mier Johnson, Countered Mr. 
Trudeau: “It is not a dispute 
between two governments, 
much less heads of those gov­
ernments.”

City council officially adopted

Alderman Marcel Savard of 
the Centre Ward, the last aider- 
man to vote, would throw the 
balance of the vote in either 
direction.

However, later during that 
same week, Mayor Nadeau told 
reporters the proposal was un­
official because Mr Quintal 
failed to make a notice of mo­
tion before the proposal.

Last week, Alderman Quintal 
made his notice of motion and

there seemed to be no opposi­
tion to the motion.

He read the proposed bylaw 
last night for the first time, 
pointing ouL/dl five articles of 
bylaw 1817.

During the second of the three 
readings of the new bylaw re­
quired by the Cities and Towns 
Act, the opposition was reveal­
ed and swept aside.

There was no opposition to 
the third reading and the bylaw 
was passed

The new by-law stipulates 
that on the last Wednesday of 
September, 1970, nominations 
will be accepted for the mayor­
alty and aldermanic positions.

The first en bloc elections in 
Sherbrooke will be held on the 
first Wednesday of October, 
1970

The term will be three years 
for mayor and ildermen

Aldermen re-elected or elect­
ed between now and 1970 will 
have to face another popular 
vote in 1970.

Czech leading reformists resign
PRAGUE (AP) — The archi­

tect of Czechoslovakia's eco­
nomic reform program has re­
signed and the foreign minister 
appears to be on the way out as 
a result of policies that angered 
the Kremlin.

Deputy Premier Ota Sik, 
whose policies envisioned trade 
and aid from the West and ef­
forts to break free from depend­
ence on the Soviet Union, re­
signed Tuesday night, Prague 
Radio reported. It said Presi­
dent Ludvik Svoboda accepted 
the resignation.

Reuters news agency quoted 
free radio broadcasts heard in 
Prague as saying Czechoslova­
kia will send a delegation to 
Moscow soon to discuss eco­
nomic matters. Topics were ex­
pected to include Czechoslovak 
trade policy, the country's need 
for big credits to pep up its 
economy and a request for com­
pensation for damage done by 
the Warsaw pact occupying 
forces.

The Soviet government made 
plain it also expects the ouster 
of Foreign Minister Jiri Hajek.

The government newspaper Iz- 
vestia called him an “accom­
plice of the dark forces of reac- 
t i 0 n and counter-revolution” 
and accused him of seeking for­
eign policy changes which Mos­
cow opposes, including closer 
ties with the West.

Hajek also angered the So­

viets by seeking the support of 
Yugoslavia and Romania—both 
rebels against Kremlin domina­
tion.

Izvestia also attacked Sik 
along with Planning Minister 
Frantisek Vlasak and State Con­
trol Minister Stefan Gasparik

US would keep 
its troops in Europe
WASHINGTON (AP) - The 

United States is willing to 
pledge along with its NATO al­
lies to maintain current troop 
levels in Europe as one way to 
meet the Soviet move into 
Czechoslovakia, U.S. adminis­
tration sources say.

The sources say the issuing of 
such a pledge probably would 
be done in a joint statement.

They said this was among al­
ternatives before today’s meet­
ing of the National Security 
Council, major U.S. policy-mak­
ing body, called to deal with the

Soviet presence in Czechoslova­
kia, which points like a dagger 
at the heart of Western Europe.

President Johnson scheduled 
the meeting with his top mili­
tary, defence and diplomatic 
aides for late afternoon. The 
president returned to Washing­
ton this morning from a long 
stay at his Texas ranch.

The council session parallels a 
similar review now going on at 
the North Atlantic Treaty Or­
ganization headquarters i n 
Brussels.

erland. Sik and Hajek have 
been abroad since before Soviet, 
Bulgarian, Hungarian, Polish 
and East German troops invad­
ed Czechoslovakia Aug 21.

Hajek came to New York for 
the UN Security Council debate 
on the invasion, but on orders 
from Prague asked the council 
to drop the matter after Soviet 
and Czechoslovak leaders 
reached an agreement in four 
days of negotiations in Moscow

That agreement provided for 
gradual withdrawal of occupa­
tion troops as the situation 
“normalized,” but Czechoslovak 
Communist party officials seem 
increasingly convinced that the 
Russians will stay for years, 
perhaps decades.

The invasion frayed the ideo­
logical ties that bound the 
Czechoslovak Army to its War­
saw pact allies and one Commu­
nist source said: "I just cannot 
see how they could risk leaving 
our country during the next 10 
years.”

His father was 
still under the effects of the 
anesthesia administered during 
the second operation.

Gaétan Paris, 49, Canada's 
second heart transplant patient, 
was sent home to suburban 
Laval last Tuesday, about two 
months after his operation m 
mid-June. Albert Murphy, 59. 
the first such patient, died June 
1, only 4fi hours after he re­
ceived a new heart.

Since the first heart trans­
plant operation was performed 
in South Africa last December, 
37 others have been done in var­
ious countries. Eighteen pa­
tients survive to date.

Pass resolution for a constitutional 

charter of human rights for Canadians
VANCOUVER (CP) - Sep­

arate sections of the Canadian 
Bar Association looked at two 
constitutional issues Tuesday 
and one passed a resolution 
seeking a constitutional charter 
of human rights.

The resolution passed by 23 
votes to 20 and could go before 
all 2,300 delegates Friday Se­
lected speakers differed on 
whether courts or members of 
Parliament and legislatures 
should regulate rights

There was general agreement 
that if such a charter becomes 
part of the constitution, as pro­
posed bv Prime Minister Tru­

deau. efforts to protect rights 
must not stop with that develop­
ment

The resolution, drawn up by 
two CBA committees, was voted 
on at a panel discussion and 
now goes before the main reso­
lutions committee, which de­
cides if it will go to the conven­
tion as a whole

Mr Trudeau reviewed some 
of his goals for constitutional re­
form Addressing 2,400 at a con­
vention luncheon, he also ap­
pealed to all the provinces to 
play a full role In the continuing 
debate on reform

Some opposing delegates want 
ed the resolution to mention 
specific rights, such as linguis­
tic equality. It asks only that 
Ottawa and the provinces 
amend the British North Amer­
ica Act to include a charter

The second section looking at 
constitutional issues heard what 
Justice Minister Turner called 
"divergent but equally valid" 
views from three Quebec law­
yers on Quebec's aspirations 
and needs
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Senator Eugene McCarthy 
says he will not become a 
fourth party candidate for presi­
dent in the U.S general election 
Nov. 5 and will not join the ef­
fort to organize a fourth party 
drive.

McCarthy, who has said he 
might support such a drive if its 
programs and leaders were ac­
ceptable, Tuesday reiterated re 
fusai to directly participate.

An argument about asking for 
tenders blew up at City Hall 
last night and only after heat­
ed debates between Aldermen 
Tony Pinard and Everett 
Nicol was a decision taken by 
a vote.

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Winter works bonuses 
little real benefit

Decision of Prime Minister Trudeau to discontinue 
incentive payments to municipalities for public works 
carried out in the winter season may bring loud outcries 
from many municipal administrators who see an im­
portant source of supplementary revenue disappearing.

But in the long run the decision may do the muni­
cipalities more good than harm.

In too many cases, cities, towns and villages have 
undertaken certain non-pressing projects, basing their 
decisions on the old argument that they were getting 
something cheap because the federal and provincial gov­
ernments were paying — in the case of Quebec province 
— 90 per cent of the labor cost.

Unfortunately the direct labor costs generally 
amounted to only a small portion of the entire outlay, 
with the vast majority being expended for such non­
reimbursable items as materials and equipment rentals.

In many cases the subventions from the high levels 
of government amounted to less than 10 per cent of the 
total cost of the undertaking.

And, all too often, the increased costs resulting from 
winter conditions more than offset any advantage that 
might be forthcoming from federal and provincial aid.

The idea behind the winter works subsidy plan was 
to promote employment in the dull season but it is 
doubtful if it served to improve the overall jobless pic­
ture, as most of the useful work done under the project 
was that which could have been done better and more 
economically in the normal construction season.

The kid who once answered all the alarms grew up, 
became a personnel manager, and now runs his firm’s 
“fire” department.

That autobus service
Anyone who has attempted to get from one part of 

Sherbrooke to another, or to Lennoxville, by using the 
evening and Sunday service provided by local autobus 
service must agree that the time has come for the City 
Council to give serious thought to having the municipality 
take over the mass transport system in the two muni­
cipalities.

For all practical purposes the evening, Sunday and 
holiday service is non-existent, with the headway be­
tween busses ranging from a “frequent” one hour on 
some lines to two hours on others.

This might be bearable if the patron started his 
journey from one point and terminated it at another 
point on the same circuit but when he has to spend half- 
an-hour waiting for a transfer connection at the King- 
Wellington intersection, the time spent in making a 
comparatively short journey may range up to 90 minutes.

And as the same delays may occur on the return 
journey, three hours travelling time may be spent in 
visiting a friend in another part of the city.

Certainly this in no encouragement to potential 
users of the transit system.

If the company is unable to provide something 
better than this because of financial difficulties, the city 
should assume responsibility for providing the travelling 
public the service to which they are entitled.

This may involve the city treasury in a deficit 
but there is no more reason why the city should not spend 
some money in financing a reasonable public transport 
service than there is that it spend tens of thousands an­
nually on street lighting.

Both are public services.

Fenwickians protest to LBJ

American destroyers risk war 
with the Grand Duchy of Fenwick

VANCOUVER (CP) - 
When two American destroy­
ers accidentally fired 12 
rounds within range of a 
yacht competing in the Victo- 
ria-to-Maui, Hawaii, yacht 
race this summer, little did 
the United States know that it 
would come up against the 
military might of the Grand 
Duchy of Fenwick.

The incident occurred on 
the high seas of the Pacific 
and involved the yacht Cu Na 
Mara, owned and skippered 
by Leonard Webberley of Her- 
mosa Beach, Calif.

The Cu Na Mara sails under 
two f 1 a g s —t h e Stars and 
Stripes and the battle stand­
ard of the Grand Duchy of 
Fenwick.

Should the grand duchy con­
sider a declaration of war 
over the incident, it will not 
be setting a precedent. It has 
already beaten the Ameri­
cans, although not a single 
history book—save one by Mr. 
Webberley—records t h e
triumph.

That war was arranged in 
order to save the obscure 
duchy, located somewhere in 
Europe, from bankruptcy. 
The Fenwickians reasoned 
that the best way to salvage 
their economy would be to de­
clare war on the U S —and 
promptly surrender to receive 
reconstruction funds under a 
sort of Marshall Plan. 
CAPTURED NEW YORK

Armed with crossbows and

clad in chain mail, the Fen- 
wickian Grand Army set sail 
for New York. After firing a 
volley of bolts into the funnel 
of the Queen Mary, the army 
arrived and somehow man­
aged to capture the American 
metropolis through a series of 
improbable misadventures.

It all worked out in the end, 
as Yankee dollars poured into 
Fenwick. These and many 
other “facts” are recorded in 
Mr. Webberley’s book, The 
Mouse That Roared. The 
duchy’s tactics were consid­
ered to be of such import that 
Hollywood made a movie of 
the whole thing.

So when the shells startea 
plopping around the Cu Na 
Mara during the yacht race, 
Mr. Webberley tried to raise 
the impudent destroyer cap­
tains by radio to warn them 
of the grave consequences 
that could be in store for the 
U.S.

But he couldn’t raise the de­
stroyer captains, so he then 
radioed Capt. Geoff Hilliard, 
skipper of HMCS Oriole, a Ca­
nadian naval ketch that also 
took part in the race.

U a p t. Hilliard suggested 
that Mr Webberley fire a dis­
tress rocket.

‘‘What do you mean?” 
asked the beleaguered Fen- 
wickian skipper. “They’re for 
emergencies.”

At this point the destroyers 
called it a day and steamed

off. The Cu Na Mara sailed as 
rapidly as possible for Hawaii 
and the safety of the islands.

Once they made port, Mr. 
Webberley and his crew re­
paired to the Pioneer Inn 
Grog Shoppe and began draft­
ing a note of diplomatic pro­
test.

They called on the services 
of Canadian Ian Sherwin, of 
the crew of the Victoria yacht 
Cubara, who told the story on 
his return. Mr. Webberley, his 
crew and Mr. Sherwin ex­
hausted the entire Fenwickian 
war budget of $1.75 on liba­
tions while pondering diplo­
matic phraseology in the Grog 
Shoppe.

They finally finished it off, 
sealed it in an envelope with 
wax and mailed it to the pres­
ident of the United States 
after registering the letter 
with a surprised postal clerk 
at Lahaina.

'.DON (CP) — An unem­
ployed workman had an unu­
sual injustice to be tackled by 
B r i t a i n ‘s ombudsman, the 
new official who’s supposed to 
see that the bureaucracy 
doesn't trample over the peo­
ple.

His grievance was that, on 
his return from a continental 
holiday from collecting unem­
ployment benefit cheques, he 
found he wasn’t entitled to 
benefits for his touring time. 
On the ground that a clerk 
had wrongly informed him he 
could junket abroad without a 
break in his dole, the ombuds­
man pried a special payment 
out of the government for 
him.

Such as it is, this is one of 
ombudsman Sir Edmund 
Compton’s rare victories over 
government machinery since 
taking over last year as the 
country's first “public Solo­
mon”—officially parliamen­
tary commissioner for admin­
istration.

In a way, this helps tell why 
many people consider the 
high-sounding office is prov­
ing pretty much of a flop as 
now set up. The reason is that 
the capable commissioner is 
so hobbled by legislative fet­
ters that he can't even touch 
most of the problems dumped 
in his lap.

Sir Edmund, 62, a distin­
guished career civil servant 
who had been the govern­
ment’s spending watchdog for 
eight years as auditor-gen­
eral, set up shop April 1, 1967. 
The new post has been mo­
delled on the Scandinavian 
practice—where the unofficial 
name comes f r o m —a n d 
watched from Canada as a 
possible prototype for a public 
guardian there.

He gets a salary of £8,600 
($22.160) and his office costs 
about £250,000 a year to run. 
He has a staff of 60. half of 
them full-time investigators.

But Sir Edmund's report for 
the opening period of the new 
era is a stiff-upper-lipped 
story of frustration. And a 
Commons special committee 
looking into his work now 
urges (1) that he should be 
given more elbow room and 
(2) that he should take more 
initiative on his own in break­
ing out of narrow confines.

For the nine months to the 
end of 1967. the ombudsman 
chalked up only one win of 
substance for the common 
man, (hough that was a nota­
ble score against stiff opposi­
tion that included the re­
doubtable George Brown, then 
Labor foreign secretary.

Back in the Second World 
War, a dozen British service­
men had been penned for var­
ying times in Germany’s noto­
rious Sachsenhausen concen­
tration camp, where 100,000 
persons were killed off be­
tween 1933 and 1945. Succes­
sive British foreign secretar­
ies brushed off their claims to 
part of a £1,000,000 fund put 
up by West Germany after the 
war for British victims of 
Nazi persecution. The techni­
cality was that the service- 
physically separated from the 
extermination department.

Compton finally found there 
had indeed been the bureau­
cratic “maladministration” 
that allowed him to act. The 
original £1.000.000 had long 
ago been used up—Brown told 
one delegation “the cheese is 
ail gone”—but the govern­
ment dredged up £30.000 of its 
own to be split among the 10 
survivors.

Maladministration is a term 
used in the ombudsman legis­
lation, and it is at once an op­
erating word and a stumbling 
block. If there’s no maladmin­
istration. there’s nothing the 
ombudsman «can do, regard­
less of how rough a deal the 
taxpayer has had.

Since Parliament didn’t pro­
vide a definition of maladmin­
istration, Sir Edmund had to 
work out his own as he felt his 
way around. It comes out that 
if a bureaucrat follows the 
right procedures to reach the 
wrong decision, he’s on safe 
ground.

Apart from this bottleneck, 
there is a whole shelf of fields 
into which the ombudsman 
cannot reach at all.

A selection of the untouch­
ables includes complaints 
against legislation, court pro­
ceedings, civil service person­
nel matters, hospitals, trade 
unions, police and extradition 
affairs.

Another provision is that the 
commissioner can accept only 
cases referred to him by MPs. 
And there are various time 
limits to keep him from root­
ing too far back into the Whi­
tehall pigeonholes.
MOST THROWN OUT 

As a result of all this, many 
complaints fail to get through 
the screen. Of 1,069 cases re­
ported to the commissioner in 
the nine months under review, 
849 had been disposed of by 
the end of 1967. Of these, 561 
—or about two-thirds—were 
thrown out right away be­
cause they were outside the 
ombudsman's jurisdiction.

Another 100 were partly in­
vestigated and dropped, for 
various reasons. Investiga­
tions were completed in 188 
cases, and in just 19 the com­
missioner found “maladminis­
tration” of the type calling for 
restitution. Outside of the 
Sachsenhausen issue, none of 
the winning supplicants ap­
peared to have any more stir­
ring a cause than the man 
who wanted his dole while hol­
idaying in Europe.

Sir Edmund, himself a civil 
servon! for 39 years, doesn’t 
talk about the frustrations of 
his office. He never gives in­
terviews, and in his private 
appearance before the Com- 
m o n s committee—the pro­
ceedings of which were recent­
ly made public—maintained 
the discreet viewpoint that he 
would administer the law as it 
is written.

The committee itself 
thought he should investigate 
and challenge bad decisions 
even when the decision-mak­
ers follow the rules, and bad 
rules themselves when they 
result in hardship. But Sir Ed­
mund felt he didn’t want to 
get into “govemment-by-om- 
hudsman.”

Psychiatrist explodes 
myths about black man

NEW YORK — (NEA) — A 

black psychiatrist came to 
this city recently and ex­
ploded some myths about the 
black man.

For example:

• The black society is not 
really a matriarchal one and 
the black woman is maligned 
in a back-handed way by the 
canard of matriarchy.

• There is no black middle 
class in the truest definition of 
middle class.

• Merely providing jobs for 
black men as the total solu­
tion to unrest is a misreading 
of the basic problem of the 
black man.

• Black men and women do 
want professional help to 
soothe their inner hurt- 
through therapy.

Dr. William H. Grier, co­
author of “Black Rage,” 
spoke quietly of insights 
gained from his patients in 
the last 10 years. He was 
ensconced comfortably in the 
Hotel Algonquin, a favorite 
hostelry for writers and the­
atrical folk since the Round 
Table days of Dorothy Parker 
and James Thurber.

Grier and Dr. Price M. 
Cobbs, both at the University 
of California Medical Center 
in San Francisco, outline 
simply and understandably in 
their book why, after 300 
years, the black man has had 
it. It could be a primer for 
anyone interested in unravel­
ing the mystique of self- 
destruction of the ghettos of 
L.A., Detroit, Newark and 
Cleveland.

A practicing psychiatrist 
since 1955, Grier, his wife and 
three children live in the San 
Francisco area. His patients, 
in his former home Detroit 
and his present West Coast 
home, have been black and 
white.

To understand the belief 
that blacks suffer from an 
acute case of momism, Grier 
compares the Negro mother’s 
situation to that of any wom­
an whose husband is away at 
war or is incapacitated on a 
job. “The woman in the fam­
ily steps in and takes over as 
the one adult left.”

Why is the black woman 
called on to do this so often 
that she seems to the role 
born? The answer is at the 
heart of the black com­
munity's troubles which white

America doesn’t or won’t see, 
Grier believes.

He points out that the role 
of any husband is to nurture 
and protect his wife and fam­
ily. Historically, the black man 
could not “protect his wife 
and daughters from rape or 
sexual abuse, save his prop­
erty from being taken from 
him, get protection from the 
law, education for his chil­
dren or vote.”

Even financially successful 
black lawyers, doctors or 
business executives, he con­
tinues, suffer from years of 
“playing it cool.”

Helping her son “survive” 
led the black woman for gen­
erations, he explains, to be 
both tender and cruel. The 
frustration of being a man but 
not being a man in white so­
ciety terms is a key to what 
the black man is fighting 
about now.

According to Grier, a job in 
a world that doesn’t give a 
man a “hand in his destiny, 
doesn’t throw off demeaning 
social strictures and doesn’t 
help 10 per cent of the popu­
lation throw off a self-de­
preciation of having lived 
here on someone else’s terms 
for 300 years sidesteps the 
crux of change in the 1960s.”

Grier says he found his pos­
ture as a psychiatrist chang­
ing as the black movement 
progressed.

“I no longer could be cold, 
listen clinically and act as a 
mirror,” he explains. “Can 
you imagine as part of ther­
apy a discussion of standards 
of‘beauty in other parts of 
the world for the black wom­
an?

“I found my patients in­
creasingly concerned with 
blackness and suffering from 
social problems. Their basic 
phobias, though, were the 
same as any person’s.”

13-year-old son Luis.

Police said physical examina­
tion of the children bore out 
their testimony of near starva­
tion, beatings, torture and sex­

ual assault
Newspapers published p i c- 

tures of some of the children, 
which were reminiscent of pic­
tures taken in Nazi concentra­
tion camps.

Says he can 

cut maritime 

feed costs
CANNING, N.S. (CP) - J. E. 

Peill has sown 45 acres of his 
Annapolis Valley farm in Opal 
variety wheat, which he says 
has a potential for cutting Mari­
time feed costs by hau.

The new variety, devt loped in 
Mr Peill’s native Germany 25 
years ago, out-yielded all other 
varieties in federal research 
station tests, he said.

Mr. Peill, who is finishing 
hogs on his farm, has 650 acres 
sown in grain, potatoes, cab­
bages and cauliflower. He plans 
to use his new Opal wheat to 
feed hogs and poultry.

Nova Scotia imports $10.- 
000,000 worth of livestock feed 
annually, and “if we continue to 
be dependent on imported feed 
and pay a high price for it. we 
will not be able to remain com­
petitive.”

Mr. Peill said grain varieties 
like the Opal “will mean the 
survival of agriculture in the 
Maritimes as we know it.”

There is a $10,000,000 market 
in Nova Scotia for Opal wheat 
and farmers have the land on 
which to produce it, the Valley 
farmer said. Other farmers in 
the Canning area have already 
sown 200 acres in the new vari­
ety which will be harvested this 
fall.
RESISTS DISEASE

That there is a substantial 
land reserve in the valley is 
borne out by a land survey of 
the Annapolis Valley Affiliated 
Boards of Trade, the survey 
showed that out of 640,000 acres 
of potential farm land there 
were only 140,000 acres under 
culvitation.

Mr. Peill said dikeland with 
good drainage would provide 
the richest soil for wheat or 
other cereal crops.

Opal wheat was not as suscep­
tible to certain diseases as na­
tive varieties and was devel­
oped for conditions similar to 
those in the Maritimes. It was 
higher in protein and total di­
gestive nutrients than any other 
grain Nova Scotia produces ex­
cept corn.

The Maritime cereal commit­
tee has applied for a licence for 
production of Opal seed, Mr 
Peill said.

A—Cortisone is derived 
from the adrenal glands. An 
excess of adrenal hormone in 
the baby’s blood supplied 
through the umbilical cord re­
moves the stimulus for the 
baby to develop his own 
adrenal hormone. Prednisone 
( Meticorten ) is a synthetic 
cortisone.

Q_What is meant by pelvic 
inflammatory disease, ure­
thral stenosis and cystoscopy 
with urethral dilation?

A—PID is a general term 
for inflammation of the uterus 
(endometritis), uterine tubes 
(salpingitis) or ovaries (ooph­
oritis). The cause is an infec­
tion following delivery or com­
plicating a venereal disease. 
Urethral stenosis is a narrow­
ing of the urethra. A cysto- 
scope is an instrument that 
is passed into the bladder so 
that its walls can be seen. 
Dilation or stretching the ure­
thra is standard treatment for 
a urethral stenosis.

Mrs. Harris faces
high resistance cost

NEW YORK—(NEAI—Mrs. 
David Harris spends a lot of 
time in jail She calls cops 
"brothers,” but they keep 
locking her up anyway.

Other than that, Mrs. Har­
ris is a rather typical young 
newlywed. She worries about 
the world situation, encour­
ages her husband in his ca­
reer and likes to write “just 
for fun.”

The difference between Mrs. 
Harris and most new brides is 
that any time she feels like 
working a couple of days, say 
Friday and Saturday, she can 
make $25.000. You can’t do 
that by throwing brush parties 
or selling cosmetics door to 
door, but money is easy to 
come by when you’re a top 
folksinger like Joan Baez. 
That’s who Mrs. David Harris 
used to be and still is to most 
people.

Even as she sang to a full 
house at New York’s Fillmore 
East Theater recently, her 
book, ‘ Daybreak." was seen 
protruding from the pockets 
of many of those in the audi­
ence and it seemed a cer­
tainty that most of those on 
hand had at least a few of her 
nine record albums tucked 
away in their collections.

Money is no problem for 
Miss Baez. If creature com­
forts were her only concern, 
she could long ago have re­
tired to her beloved California 
to count coins and sit in the 
sun. But that’s not the case.
“I'm very grateful,” says 

the singer, “that I can go into 
a room with iu 000 people in 
it, sing them songs, which I 
enjoy, and tell them things 
that I feel are important and 
have to be said. I’m happy 
that I’ve been able to inte­
grate my performing with Da­
vid’s work.”

David’s work consists of o-- 
g a n i z i n g resistance to the 
draft. So far, his efforts have 
earned him admiration from 
those who oppose the Viet­
namese war and/or war in 
general, hatred from those 
who label him a hippie or 
Communist or both, a three- 
year jail sentence (which is 
being appealed) and a dedi­
cated wife who has logged 
jail time of her own protest­
ing what she considers to be 
an unjust system.

ance goes," says Miss Baez. 
“My husband comes as close 
as anyone and he fights all 
the time to keep from being a 
leader and to make people 
function for themselves.”

There was a time when 
Joan was closely associated 
with the civil rights move­
ment. And more than one po­
litical hopeful would like to 
have her singing his cam­
paign song. She has little in­
terest in either cause.

She calls politicians "nation­
alists” and says, “I don’t 
have 20 minutes to go down to 
the polls and vote for some­
thing corrupt. That's not my 
idea of being constructive.”

The vision of those involved 
in the civil rights movement 
has been "way too short,” the 
singer says. "They’re clutch­
ing for a piece of moldy pie.”

Her only cause, she claims 
"is the brotherhood of man.” 
Draft resistance, she feels, is 
one step toward bringing 
about that brotherhood.

"In effect,” she says, “draft 
resistance is an attempt to or­
ganize decency. What David 
and others are saying is, ‘The 
odds are against us, but the 
only way to stop killing is ‘o 
stop killing. I have to person­
ally take myself out of the Se­
lective Service System.’ But 
when you make that commit­
ment, you have to be ready to 
go into battle. You can’t just 
sit around and wait for the 
brotherhood of man to ar­
rive.”

Harris made his commit­
ment a couple of years ago 
when he and two friends 
turned in their draft cards. At 
that time, their hoped-for goal 
was to have 500 young men 
follow their example in two or 
three years. Today they claim 
that 4,000 have done so.

They also say that there are 
30 draft induction refusals 
each week in San Francisco 
alone; they claim that Los 
Angeles has 20 refusals per 
week.

Says Miss Baez, “There are 
600 refusals in San Francisco 
that nobody has caught up 
with yet. The courts are back- 
pedaling.”

But numbers have never 
been that important to her 
and she’s quite willing to ad­
mit that not all of those con­
nected with the draft resist­
ance movement are motivated 
by the same forces that drive 
her husband. “He believes

moral," she says, "but we 
know that some people are in­
volved just because the draft 
is an imposition on their lives. 
Others are involved because 
they feel the Vietnamese war 
is immoral. I have no idea as 
to the percentages, but 1 have 
to hand it to anybody who is a 
resister. This is the one outfit 
where you can’t be monkey­
ing around. You've got one-to- 
five years hanging over your 
head. There’s a very low per­
ce n t a g e of phonies in the 
movement.”

When Joan isn’t performing 
or getting herself locked up, 
she likes to spend her lime in 
Carmel Valley, Calif., the lo­
cation of her Institute for the 
Study of Nonviolence. Ira 
Sandperl, a long-time cru­
sader for antiwar causes, 
runs the school while Joan is 
away.
“There’s a chance for 

branches in New York, Rome, 
France and Santa Barbara,” 
she says, “but so far I haven’t 
found the people I’m certain 
of to run them. I’m fussy.”

She’s also fussy about 
where her money goes.
“i don’t see how anyone in 

their right mind can pay in­
come tax,” she says seriously, 
“Eighty per cent of that tax 
goes to building new weapons. 
You don’t have to pay your 
tax. The least you can do with 
the tax collector is have him 
do his job. which is to collect 
your taxes. You d^on’t have to 
send it to him.

"They come and take your 
money away and they take a 
little fine. And I think it's 
good that they take the fine. 
Then it becomes a real act. 
For each little thing you do, 
there has to be something 
vaguely akin to sacrifice or 
the act seems too light.”

The act hasn’t been light for 
Miss Baez. She won’t say 
what her income is, but one 
report has it that the govern­
ment took as much as $50,000 
from her bank account to 
cover last year’s taxes, plus 
that little fine.

At that figure, the price of 
resistance is high. But Mrs. 
David Harris thinks it’s worth 
it.

In a sunway station not far 
from the Fillmore, someone 
has scrawled, “The war must 
end, the draft must go.” It’s 
the hope of David and Joan 
Harris that Paul Simon knew 
what he was talking about 
when he observed, “The 
words of the prophet are writ­
ten on the subway walls.”
