He told reporters that for one

Also, Ryan said, in cases where a

making it for them.”

‘Nonsense’

Referring to the Bill’s clause that
all court judgments must be of-
ficially recorded in French only,
Ryan said:

“This is nonsense. If the judge is
an anglophone, the translation can
take several months, given the
efficiency of the present govern-
ment."

Therefore, he said, he was
pleased with the recent decision by
Judge Deschenes of the Quebec
Superior Court, calling certain
clauses of Bill 101 unconstitutional
because they contravene Article
133 of the British North America
Act which establishes the equality
of French and English in legal
procedures.

Ryan stated calmly that he
believes negotiations between
provincial and federal govern-
ments leading to a mutually
satisfactory compromise, are
definitely possible, if clear
definitions of the various areas of

authority are established.

*‘Up to now, the discussions have
been more in the nature of
preliminary approaches, anc
further study and research is
necessary before changes can be
made,”’ he said.

tinguisher, three heat detectors.
and a smoke detector for the
average home for the $500
price tag.

A similar smoke
available through
volunteer fire

detector is
Mutual Aid
departments  for

about %35, and the Howick Fire
Department offers a fire ex-
tinguisher for $25.

The Heat detectors, a type of
alarm set off only when air tem-
perature reaches a certain,
relatively  high, figure, were
classified as of little use in the
average home system by
researchers for the CBC television
series  ‘“*Marketplace’ in a
program last fall.

The program also warned
viewers about high-pressure sales
operators  selling  *‘svstems’ at

exorbitant cost.

. “‘There is nothing wrong with the
idea of protecting your home
against fire, and smoke detectors
and fire extinguishers are 1im-
portant pieces of equipment, but
wv wouta Just like the public to
know that they are available from
many other sources at reasonable
cost”, said Howick Fire Chief
Robert Ness.

He told The Gleaner he had
received at least half a dozen calls

during the last couple of weeks
from people wishing to Kknow

whether the sales operation has
anything to do with the fire
department.

Ness said that the salespeople,
composed of a man who telephones
to set up appointments and a
woman who conducts the actual
visit, have not contacted the fire
department and have absolutely no
connection with it.

The customer who decides to buy
the “system’ is asked to sign a
contract, and a reduction in the
price is promised if the customer

engaged in.

Under the Farm
Producers Act, assented to
in May 1972 by the National
Assembly of Quebec, the
UPA was officially cer-
tified by the Quebec
Agricultural Marketing
Board to represent all
agricultural producers in
Quebec.,

In December of the same
year, that is five years ago,
the official results of the
postal referendum on the
UPA's right to collect
mandatory  assessments
and contributions, as
provided for in Bill 64,
showed that a vast
majority of producers (74%,
of wvotes cast) were
favorable to the UPA's
withholding the fees at
source.

In addition to this
background information,
we should perhaps review
the reason for which the
Union was established and
its main objectives,

The Farm Union was
established under the
Professional Syndicates
Act for the purpose of
studying, defending and
developing the conomic
and social interests of
producers. The Act applies
to any person who is
engaged in the production
of an agricultural product
and who markets $1.000
worth of such production in
a single vear.

There is, of course, an
appeals mechanism, and
any producer who may feel
he has been wronged by
any of the provisions of the
Act may resort to this
mechanism by referring
his case to the Quebec
Agricultural Marketing
Board.

According to records,
nearly 90% of the 48857
active producers
registered on the joint
MAQ - UPA producer lists
had paid their fees at Dec.
31, 1977.

On the other hand, the
UPA’'s hesitation to take
action against obstinate
producers is un-
derstandable on account of
the disturbing con-
sequences which inevitably
result, and the high costs
which such procedures
usually entail. However,
for the reasons of equity in-
voked above, the UPA, on
occasion, has had to take
action against certain
producers to collect past
due fees. And even if it does
so reluctantly, it can be
generally assumed that in
future the UPA will not
hesitate to take action as
often as 1s necessary.

At the time producers
are asked to pay their
annual agricultural
producer fees to the UPA,
they should take a few
minutes to consider the
role and objectives of the
professional ~ association
which represents them,

Of course, questions are
being asked, and will
continue to be asked, about
the payment - relatively
modest - which producers
are asked to make to help
finance a strong and
democratic association
representing the
agricultural class. That is
quite understandable. And,
providing producers who
have questions enquire
from those who are really
in a position to inform
tnem, the assessment
(fees) to the UPA will no
longer be viewed as an
obligation, but as each
farmer’s duty to ensure the
defence of the collective
interests of the profession.

There is one good way of
making one's viewpoint
heard within the UPA; and
that is, quite simply, to
become a member. Recent
figures (early January 1978
) show that 80. 5% of all
Quebec farmers had
voluntarily signed a

membership card. These
39,322 members,
representing a 3%, increase
from last year, confirm the
strong representative
character of farm
unionism in Quebec.

There is no extra charge
for those who want to ex-
press their opinions and to
defend specific policies
within their Union.
Therefore , it is better to
defend one's ideas and to
try to have them applied,
even the most con-
troversial ones, within
democratic strue-
tures, than to stay on the
outside and complain about
what others are doing and
stiz! have to pay fees to the
Union since it is certified to
represent all Quebec
farmers.

It is quite obvious that
the collective interests of
the farming class require a
constant effort to ensure
professional unity and
solidarity. We honestly
cannot afford the luxury of
a split at a time when
everybody should be
pulling together.

Even Employment Minister Bud
Cullen admits this is something the
government is going to have to look
at. It can be assumed that the
recent tightening-up of qualifying
regulations was inspired by federal
government concern that the
pickings have been too easy.

It turns out that for the last year
or so the Economic Council of
Canada has been casting an eye
over the unemployment insurance
situation. They have been
terested in who contributes and
who gets the most benefit and their
conclusions are startling.

The top one-fifty of 20 per cent of
Canadian families, with average
incomes of $30,000 received 22.3 per
cent of all unemployment in-
surance benefits. And the bottom
one-fifth of families, with average
income of $2,700, received only 8.1
per cent of the benefits.

It turns out that there is nothing
illegal about this. Most of the high-
income claimants are spouses and
dependent children. Having lost
jobs for one reason or another they
are legally entitled to their
unemployment insurance claims.

These claims, boosting the huge
costs of the unemployment in-
surance scheme, do raise the
question of whether the govern-
ment can continue dispersements
to these sort of unemployed.

MNA Claude Dubois
foe of separatism

Dear Sir:

Following our caucus
meeting in January, the
Union Nationale party
reaffirmed its belief in a
united county and its desire
to work towards having a
better Quebec in a better
and stronger Canada. The
party has also defined its
policies for the coming
session which is to begin on
Feb. 21.

Agreeing with some of
our members that our
position as a party was not
firm enough in 1977, I want
to point out that this last
year was as difficult for us
as it was for the other
parties. From now on our
policies will be clear-cut,
tough, and straight-
forward. Now we know
what people want, what is
best for the country and
exactly where we are
heading.

Regarding the position
that our party adopted, I
would like to emphasize
that the Union Nationale
was and sull 1s the only
political party to advocate
two official languages in
Quebec.

At the time of the article-
by-article study of Bill 101,
the Liberals voted in favor
of Article No. 1 which
stiuplates that French is
the sole official language.
Furthermore, it is in-

teresting to note the recent
judgment of Judge Jules
Deschénes who declared
Articles 7-13 of Bill 101
unconstitutional. Our
party had presented an
amendment to this article
that would have assured
both languages an official
status in the fields of
justice and legislature.

People want
jobs, security, strong
leadership, practical and
business-like
ministration as well as a
decent and quiet life in
Canada.

For these reasons, when
the time comes, 1 will
become deeply involved in
the referendum battle.
With this new session
beginning, I want to assure
all that the Union Nationale
will hammer at the P.Q.

aim of car insurance plan

The aim of the new
Quebec Auto Insurance
program is to better
compensate all residents of
the province who are killed
or injured in motor vehicle

accidents, whether the
victims are drivers,
passengers, or
pedestrians.

Leading to the decision to
set up the Auto Insurance
Board, says the govern-
ment, were statistics
revealed in the Gauvin
report, commissioned by
the previous Liberal
government. This report
indicated that under the
previous system, 28 per
cent of the injured were in
no way compensated; six
per cent received only
partial compensation; and
nearly 40 per cent of the
financial losses suffered by
innocent victims were
never recovered. The m ost
significant losses received
the least compensation,
while losses of a minor
nature were often over-
compensated for. The
value of an arm or of a
human life cannot be
compared to the value of a
fender or the engine of a
car. Up until now, material
damages have received
more consideration than
bodily injury, and one
victim in four had received
no compensation a year
and a half after his ac-
cident. Finally, 34 per cent
of the premium amounts
paid were used for ad-
ministration and profits of
the insurance companies.

The new public Auto
Insurance board, which
will come into force on
March 1, will only devote
six per cent of its budget to
administration. It will
bring a complete in-
novation to the previous
system of responsibility
with fault, replacing it
with a universal no-fault
system, thus assuring all
Quebecers who are injured
a better, faster, and more
complete  compensation.
The accident victim will no
longer have to prove his
non-culpability or wait
months or years for his
physical condition to
stabilize before receiving
complete  compensation.

This scheme applies to

all Quebecers, for ac-
cidents occurring inside or
outside the province, with
the exception of accidents
occurring during car races
or speed trials on a closed
race course, or accidents
occurring off the public
roads and involving
vehicles meant to be used
off the roads, such as
tractors, farm wagons, or
snowmobiles.
With respect to damage to
property, all car owners
will be obliged to carry at
least $50,000 in public
liability. These policies will
continue to be sold by
private companies.

The Auto-Insurance
Board was set up to ad-
minister this scheme for
bodily injuries and for
compensation for property

damage in cases where the
offender is not known,
insolvent, or insufficiently
insured, or where the in-
surer is insolvent. The
Board will be self-financing
through contributions
made to it. Its objectives
are to speed up the claim
mechanism and set-
tlements.

Indemnities

The Board will pay out
various = types of in-
demnities to victims or
their families, including
replacement of earnings,
compensation for death or
injury including cosmetic
damage, mutilation, and
loss of full participation in
life up to a maximum of
$20,000; and expenses for
medical care, purchase of
artificial limbs and goods
and services necessary for
rehabilitation.

Compensation for loss of
income will be paid to the
victim in the form of bi-
monthly payments
equivalent to 80 per cent of
net income up to a
maximum gross income of
$18,000. Net income is
calculated as follows:
gross salary (excluding
outside income) minus
federal and provincial tax,
unemployment insurance
premiums, Quebec pension
plan and medicare
payments. In no case will
the gross income figure be
larger than $18,000, as 85
per cent of Quebecers earn
less than this, and will thus
be effectively covered.

These payments, which
will be scaled annually to
cost of living, will be paid
throughout the duration of
the incapacity, except for
the first seven days. The
payments will be available
not only to workers but also
to the unemployed,
residents of institutions,
unemployed minors, full-
time post-secondary
students, those incapable
of working at the moment
of the accidents because of
physical or mental illness,
and to those aged over 65.
In the latter cases, the
Board will set the amount
of the real or potential
income which the victim
would have been earning if
he or she had been working
at the time of the accident.

Financing

The Board will be
financed by contributions
from owners of motor
vehicles, holders of
drivers’ licences, and by a
tax on fuel taken from the
existing tax, which will not
cause an increase in fuel
prices.

Vehicle owners will pay
their contributions when
they renew their vehicle
registrations, either by
mail or personally at their
local licence bureau or
participating Caisse
Populaire branch.

The payment will vary
with the type of vehicle as
determined by figures
showing the accident risk
for each type of vehicle and
its use. For example, the

owner of a pleasure vehicle
or a motorcycle will pay an
annual amount of $85 on top
of registration fees ac-
cording to the weight of the
vehicle. Taxi drivers will
be assessed $255.

Untill March 1, car in-
surance policies should be
renewed as usual. After
that date, given that the
insurance scheme will be
changed by the Board
taking over bodily injury
coverage, there will be
changes in car insurance
policies. The law provides
that insurance companies
must give a refund or a
credit for personal injury
clauses which they are no
longer covering. This
adjustment will be made
during the first three
months that the law is in
effect.

Licence fee

For drivers, in 1978, at
the time they renew their
drivers’ licences for a two
year period, they will pay
an extra amount of $27 on
top of the $12 for the licence
itself. This is composed of
$13 for 1978-79 and $14 for
1979-80, bringing the total
amount to $39.

In case of an accident,
the victim of bodily injury
or his representative
should fill out a claim form
as soon as possible in order
to get a rapid settlement. A
brochure entitled ‘'Que
faire en cas d'accident”
has been drawn up,
showing how to fill out the
form and what
documentation to provide.

This folder will be
available in the 12 regional
offices of the auto-
insurance board which are
located in the present Work

Accident Commission
offices; in local licence
bureaus, and in par-

ticipating branches of the
Caisse Populaire.

As of March 1, the
regional  Auto-Insurance
Board offices will be able to
deal directly with
claimants, giving them all
necessary information
and assistance.
