—Prime Minister Jawaharlal
Nehru, a leader in efforts to
end hostilities in Korea, said
today he has no information
indicating the possibility of
early peace talks,

He was commenting in an
interview on reports from
United Nations headquarters
in New York that hopes for
peace talks had been aroused
by President Truman's dismis-
sal of Gen, Douglas MacAr-
thur as supreme commander
in the Pacific.

Some sources have said the
dismissal might have been an
indication of American will
ingness to sit down at a con-
ference table with Red China,
but Nehru said “we have no
such information."”

(#) — Lt-Gen, Matthew B.
Ridgway, new United Nations
cominander, warned today that
the United States is “under
imminent threat of war."”

On his first inspection trip
as supreme commander, Ridg.
way ftold a regiment of the
newly.arrived 40th diyision:

The Michigan Republican, a for.
eign-policy expert whose advice
was sought by the heads of both
major parties, died in his sleep
after several years of illness, He
had undergone several major oper-
ations in the last two years.

Vandenberg's death meant the
loss of one of the founders of the
United Nations
gress. foremost advocates of a bi-
partisan, unified foreign policy in
the cold war with Russia,

It also undoubtedly meant a
gain for the Democrats in the
Senate. It falls to Michigan’s
Democratic Governor, G. Mennen
Williams, to name a successor 1o
Vandenberg, whose career spannetl
23 years in Congress.

With Vandenberg's death the
Democratic majority in the Senate
became 49 to 46.
