The militia is divided into active and reserve, ’

The Active militin congigts of the Volunteer militia, the
R('gul.‘lr militia, and the Marine militin. The Vl}ll.ln?(!t:t‘
wilitin is composed of corps raised by voluntary enlistment.
The Regulur militia is composed of men who voluntarily
enligt to gerve in the same; or of men balloted to serve ; or
of men who voluntarily enlist to serve with the balloted
men and of men balloted to serve. The Marine militia
i composed of seamen, sailors, ﬂm]_puranns. \-\'Ims-:: us_uul
geenpation i upon any steam or sailing craft, navigating
{he waters of the Dominion,

The Reserve militia consists of the whole of the men who
e not serving in the Active militia of the time being.
The present streng th of the Active militia, as fixed by statute
540,000 men.  So far, this quota has been amply suppliec
by volunteers, but the law gives authority to fill up the
uimber by draft from the Reserve militia, if necessary.

The following additional information respecting the organ-
iration and state of the militia is condensed from the last
Rteport of the Adjutant General, Col. P, Robertson Ross .—

Nilitary districts and twenty-two Brigade divisions; these,

The Province of New Brunswick forms one military dis-
trict (the eighth) comprising three Brigade and ffteen
Regimental divisions.

The Brigade divisions are numbered from one to three, and
embrace llFlt’ following Regimental divisions :

The first Brigade division contains the Regimental divi-
sions of Victoria, Carleton, Charlotte, York, and Sunbury.

The secomd Brigade division consists of the Regimental
divisions of Queen’s, King's, first St. John, second St. John,
and Albert.

The third Brigade division consists of the Regimental
divisions of Restigonche, Gloucester, Northumberland, Kent
and Westmorland.

The Provinee of Nova Scotia forms one Military distriet,
termed Military district No. 9, containing three Brigade and
nineteen Regimental divisions; the Brigade divisions are
numbered from 1 to 3.

The first Brigade division consists of the Regimental
divisions of the city of Halifax, and counties of Halifax
Hants, Colehester, Cumberland, Pictou, Antigonish, and
Guysborongh,

The second Brigade division consists of the Regimental
divisions of King's, Annapolis, Dighy, Yarmouth, Shelbourne,
Queen's, and Lunenburg.

The third Brigade division consists of the Regimental
fi\'isit)ns of luverness, Victorin, Richmond, and Cape
dreton,

The organization under the law is simple and effective, and
the whole system works with ease and smoothness; the
Minister of Militin and Defence is responsible to Parliament,
and the country, for the administration of Militia affairs.
The adjutant general is the chief execative officer, and is
(-‘:sup;.--.!l under the orders of Her Majesty, with the Military
command and discipline of the Militia, and he is assisted b
the deputy :1djiuin.nl,gent-ml at Head-quarters. To each Mili-
tavy distriet there is a deputy-adjutant general, acting under
the orders of the adjutant general, and who have the com-
mind of the Militia in their respective districts, and to each
Brigade division there is a brignde major; one district pay-
master is attached to each of the Militarv districts, and

storekeepers, who act uuwder the orders of the dircetor of
stores at Head-quarters, take charge of, and regulate the
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receipt and issue of the necessary military stores required
by the whole Militia foree of the Dominion.

It would be unreasonable to suppose that any country
ean be said to be properly pw]mrvrf for its defence in war,
without the existence during peace of—

1. Perfect nnity in the Military administration.

2. The maintenance and preparation during peace of a
permanent and an adequate staff,

3. A supply department eapable of instant expansion to
mect all the possible wants of an arm the field.

4, A perfect corps, brigade and divisional organization,
hoth for the active and reserve forces, wherehy every corps,
battalion and battery may fall at once into their appointed

lace,

: The success that attended Prugsia during the war of 1866,
from the observance during peace of such a system, and the
disagters that attended the early efforts ©f the Northern
States in the neighboring republic to subdue the H-:_urll,
from a total want of any such gystem, arve fair illustrations
of this truth,

The present Militia law of the Dominion provides for the
necessary organizalion, and on its basis a very ellective
military syslem can be established, whereby, should the
necessily ever arise, the swhole military power of the coun-
try could, without difficulty, be developed for its defence.

The Militia, which is divided into two great cl
Active ard Reserve militia, according toreturns renc ered up
to 313t December, 1869, amount to a total of 656,008 men, of
which the Active militia numbers 42,641 and the Reserve
militia 612,467

The umn'hnr; of the Reserve militia are in accordance with
the returng furnished by the enrollment in 18G9, but it is
believed that the next envollment will show a very consider-
able increase to the Reserve, for it must be bhorne in mind
that all men in the Dominion, between the ages of 18 and
60, are liable by law to military service in defence of the
country,

them with the necessary arms and uniform,

The acceptance of these corps would raise the strength of
the Active militia to a total of 45,040, In addition to this,
however, so great has been the desire evineed to volunteer
for the defence of the country, and raise additional corps,
that it has been found necessary to decline such offers from
those localities where the quota is already exceeded, until
such time as vacancies for their enrolment may arise in the
regpective districts, by the expiration of the period of serviee
of existing corps, who may not desire to re-enrol for another
period, Irom these facts it may be safely afficmed that no
difficulty will be experienced in keeping up the present
strength (al least) of the Active force by voluntary enrol-
ment and therefore, the necessity of having recourse to the
ballot, is not likely to arise.

The Active militia consists”of men who have all volun-
tarily enrolled to serve for three years, at the expiration of
which period, should they not desire to re-enrol, they an
free to claim their discharge when they fall back into the
reserve, and are not agnin linble for military gervice unfil
all the other men in the 1st, 2nd and 3rd classes of militis-
men, (i. e, between the ages of 18 and 45) in the company
divisions within which they reside have volunteered or lecn
ballotted to serve, and as it is an acknowledged principle that
all the men belonging to any country shouid be held lialo
to military service for its defence i just proportion, the
action of Parliament by the infroduction of the present
Militia nct has removed those inequalities in the pregsure of
military service for the defenee of the country, \rl\ii'-ll_,ﬂndi‘l’
the volunteer system, formerly existed, and of which the
volunteers themselves with justice complained, that the
pressuve of military service then fell upon the willing few.

It is to be observed that it is a very important privilege
which those men enjoy, who thus volunteer to serve for
three years in the ranks of the Active militin, and a3 yetit
appears to be harvdly sufficiently understood by them,
although it is a point of great importance and individusl
advantage.

I may add, in
connection with this arm, that Canada possesses great
resources for the formation of field batteries of Artillery.
The young men of the country are well accustomed to work
with teams, and waggons, and ‘being very intelligent and
handy at sueh work, are easily trained for the duties of field
artillerymen, and there is, thronghont the country, n large
supply of hardy and usefal deaught horses.

At varions reviews, which were held last summer, these
batteries worked well in brigade, taking up positiongin good
style, and firing with ease and rapidity ; and they only
require, in addition *to the periodical practice instruction in
fiving shot and shell; to be trained at the annoal drills in
brigade, in co-operation with cavalry and infantry, to
acquire aml maintain an adequate and reasonable degree of
efficiéney. .

GARRISON ARTILLERY.

The Garrison Artillery numbers at present 3,558 officers
and men, and is organised into 7 brigades, and 19 inde-
pendent batteries; the larger portion of the latter being

| attached to the rural battalions of their different localities

for administrative purposes. ™

The head-quarters of five of these brigades are at Ottawa,
Montreal, Quebee, St. John, N B., and Halifax, N.8., and the
remaining two form a portion of the Grand Trunk brigade,
which has a distinet organization, and is intended for the
defence and security of that important line of railway.

For the practice and instruction of the men in gun drill,
these arfillery brigades have the use of heavy guns of posi-
tion at their respective head-quarters, and a3 soon as addi-
tional guns of position 1 be obtained, it is proposed to
distribute them to those independent batteries not already
furnished with the necessary means of instruction.

The Garrison Artillery are clothed with the same descrip-

portion of the Royal Artillery may be quartered, for a certain
period, at least, in each year.

ENGINEERS

There are four companics of Engineers, numbering 233
officers and men, Theee companies ave stationed at Montreal
(one of which belon to the Grand Trunk Railwa
brigade), and the remnining company is at St. John, N.B.
The men composing these corps are almost exclusively
engineers and mechanies.

NAVAL BRIGADE.

There is a small Naval brigade, of four companies, num-
bering 233 officers and men at Halifax clothed in naval
uniform, having eicht 18 pounder guns, with stores for naval
guns complete.  They are also armed with Snider rifles and
cutlasses. This brigade is composed exclusively of seafar-
ing men and wonld be available for naval setvice on an
emergeney.

INFANTRY.

The Infunfry consists of seventy-three battalions of
Ritlemen and Infantry, numbering 37,268 officers and men.
They are all armed with Snider breech-loading rifles. The
aceoutrements in possession are not of the latest or hest
pescription, thongh quite serviceuble,
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There are few of these battalions without some officers or
men who have previously served in the regular army, and
many of them, at some time, actively in the field. The
presence of these men in the ranks is of the utmost import-
ance, and tends to impart a feeling of military strength
and steadiness throughout the whole ; for there are a very
large number of men who have previously served as soldiers
settled in the Dominion, The rural battalions are almost
entirely composed of the agricultural population—the bone
and sinew of the land—who have a Slulﬂ: in the country
and in very many instances, are the proprietors and sons of

“proprietors of the land ; and it is impossible to see a havdier
race, or finer mauterial for soldiers. In many instances their
physigue is mogt remarkable, and they all appear imbued
with & spint of the greatest loyalty and devotion to their
Queen and counfry, and the same spirit and aptitude for
military service is exhibited by the eity battalions, who are
composed mainly of intelligent and edueated artizans and
mechanies ; considering, moreover, the short period of time
allowed for the annual drill, the degree of advance-
ment at which they have arvived is most ecreditable, and
they are all now quite ready to go into brigade,

With regard to the drill and efficiency of these battalions,
from the result of his own inspeetion, last summer, of as
many corps as time would admit of,as well as from the an-
nual reports of the deputy adjutants general,the adjutant ge-
neral enabled to report that it is,in most cases,ns satisfactory
a3 could possibly be expected, and there are very few of
them that are not sufficiently acquainted with battalion
drill to fit them for all practical purposes to take their place
alongside of the regular army in the defence of the country,

He would strongly recommend thatin future the annual
drill and training of the rural battalions be performed in
each distriet at such places asmay be found most convenient
to form brigade camps, whereat a portion of cavalry and
artillery may co-operate, and thus afford an opporiu-
nity to both officers andmen to gain sueh practical military
instruction in field duties and the application of the three
arms in eombined movements, as in the event of active sei-
viee, would prove of the utmost importance,

Although future battles will probably be fought at the
usual distances hitherto ohserved, the requircments of

modern warfare, resulting from the use of rifles of long
range and precision, do not involve the same eharacter of
drill, rigidity of movement, and closeness of formation, as
was formerly necessary ; but what is indigp
especially in Canada, is the practice of a judicious and in-
telligent system of skirmishing drill, suited to the character
of the country, and in the taking up of positions, either for
attack or defence, in connection with the other arms,  From
t he extent of range, precision, and rapidity of fire, which
can bz developed by the arms now in use, it iz evident that
in all future warg, great hodies of men and armies must be
more than ever posted, with a view to obtaining ecover,
and if time will admit, entrenched, and thus have
1o oceupy longer stretches of ground, in order to obtain
shelter from the effects of improved vifle fire, as well a3
mitraille and shell; it thevefore follows that the main
objects to aim at are the careful instruetion of the men in
a skilful use of the vifle, and of the officersin the knowledge
how to direct most judiciously the efforts of their men, and
to seleet the most advantageous positions, remembering
that the easence and spirit of all warfare is to endeavour to
apply the greatest injury to an enemy with the least logs to
one's self,
MILITARY SCHOOL, MONTREAL.

The large building in Montreal, known as the Military
School, recently purchased from the
by the Militia department, is amply sufficient to fulfil all the
purposes for which it is destined. Underneath its roof it
contains an admirable drill hall, 304 feet in length, and 125
in breadth, wherein all the active militia force of Montreal
might be assembled under arms when required, and there is
{:h-u!y of space for a battalion to drill.  There is alsoin the

uilding room for the armouries of all the corps of active
militia in Montreal, including the field battery and troop of
cavalry, likewise ace
the staff officers offices, and storage room for the military
stores. By the acquisition of this building, great advaniage
will result from the concentration under one roof, of all
the arms, stores, and military departments in Montreal, and
any immediate expense will be compensated by the saving
ultimately effect

MILITARY SCHOOLS,

Military sehools for the practical fraining of officers wers
originally established in Illlt.- rear 1864, after the apprehey.
sion of troubles avising outof the Trent afluir, These selioglg
were formed in connection with regiments of tlhe regilar
army; the two first opened were at Toronto and Quebpe
in Mareh, 1864, and to encourape candidutes to apply for
admigsion to these schools, gratuities of $50 were cranted
with both first and second elags certificates (the gratuity for i
first-cluss has since been discontinued) ; the call was respond-
ed to from all parts, and candidates became so numeroyg
that, in the year 1865, four more schools were eatablished, two
in  March, at Montreal and Kingston, and two at
Hamilton and London, during the months of April and
May respectively, The two schools last named, failing to
draw a sufficiently numerous attendance of cadets, were
both closed by the end of the year. The gehools that have
continued in operation since their fivst establishment, gre
those of Toronto and Kingston, in the province of Ontario;
and of Montreal and Quebee, in the i’i‘n\'i:u'-' of Quebee,
The number of cadets who have been granted certificates
by the several commandants (officers of the regular army),
who have had charge of these schools, now cxeeeds 000
of whom 24 per cent, have taken first-class cevtificates, The
whole of thege cadets are distributed throughout the two
provinees of Quebee and Ontario, and o continuous
have been the applications from these proviuees, that the
number of eadets i Quebee only exceeds that of those from
Ontario by eighty-cight, Quebee has the advantage of
first-class certificates, as duving the period that gratuitics
were given for first-class certificates, two were laken in
Quebee for every one in Ontario.

TARGET PRACTICE AND RIFLE MATCIES,

From returns received at Head-quarters, to st Junuary,
1870, it appears that 181 rifle matehes took place during
1960, The arm chiefly used was the Government Snider-
fufield Rifle.  There was an increase in 1869 of 64 matches
over 117 reported for 18GH,

In connection with this subject, which is one of great
importance for the defence of the country, every ceffort
should be made to extend and popularize the practice of
dffe shooting, and it iz not too much to affirm, that, i’ all
fhe young men of the Dominion were gkilled in the use
of tlie rifle, an attack upon the country by any enemy would
be a serious matter,

The effect produced by the formation of the Dominion
lifle agsociation, and the many other rifle associations that
have sprung therefrom, in introducing the practice of rifle
thooting, and fostering a spirit of competition therein, has
leen attended with much good ; but, as was naturally to
be expected, the practical result from the Dominion asso-
ation has been to train a few highly skilled individual
marksmen, who have, from time to tune, moved through the
countey attending these matehes, taking the very handsome
prizes offered for competition. The efiect upon the Mititia
lius been hitherto but slight.

By furnizhing targets to every battalion and company at
Head-quarters, and distributing prizes throughout the corps
of the Active militin, the result desired (ditfusion of a
general knowledge of the nse of arms) would, doubtless,
ultimately be obtained. All that 13 necessary to enable a
man to become a good practical shot is to teach him :

1. Position drill, which he e¢an learn when being instruct-
alin the manual and platoon exercis

2, That he should be shown and learn how to align the
hiek and front sights of his rifle, upon the ohject aimed at.

3 Not to wink or shut his eye, when he pulls the
Irigger,

4 Not to pull the trigger with a jerk, but with a steady
presaure of the finger,

The explosion of the charge has a tendency to throw the
muzzle up, and bullet high; to counternet this, press centre
of heel plate firmly to the shoulder. The sun shining from
left, lights up right side of back noteh, and left side of
foresight ; if these spots are aligned on the mark, the ball
will go to the left, and vice versa. o

On a careful consideration of the present Militia law,
there ean be no doubt but that it insures a just and equitable
pressure of the burden of military service for the defence of
the country on the people, and if will compare most favor-
ably with the militia law of any other country, and certainly
| with the volunteer gystem at present prevailing in England
[ which cannot be said to be as efficient in point of organisa-
tion. Under the existing act, the Militia of Canada is capa-
ble of being developed, whenever the country requires it,
into a great and a powerful army, with the simplest, fairest,
and best means of swelling the ranks of its active force
from the very large reserve of enrolled men.

It is egaid tfm.l in Prussia, the war minister has but o ring
his bell and an army of more than 300,000 men, fully equip-
| ped and complete in all appliances, and in all depart-
| ments, with ample reserves to refill its ranks, would be
| instantly ready at the call, and the military sysiem of that
country is justly considered a triumph' in organisation.
Although as yet the military system of Canada is in its

«y, it may be said at all events with equal truth, that
if required for the defence of the country, the commander-
in-chief has but to give the order, and in a very few Lours
more than 40,000 men of the Active militia, who are at
least admirably armed, would stand forth to form the first
line of defence, animated with as much courage and deter-
mination to defend their Queen and country, as has ever
been exhibited by any nation, and their ranks might be
hourly swelled by men from the Reserve Militia.

It may be interesting to note, in connection with the fore-
going remarks of the Adjutani-General, the increase in the
Volunteer force within seven years. On the Srd May,
1862, the effective Volunteer force, for former Provinee of
Canada, was 11,940, On the 9th February, 15803, it was
25,010. In May, 1869, the total for the Dominion was
37,170, Of this number 2,717 were for New Brunswick
and Nova Scotia,
