Air Ways

Air traffic control
should be reviewed

WHAT'S WRONG? The air industry seems to have suffered a series
of setbacks in the last week, with the tragic crash of a DC-8 and a
Constellation over New York, the crash of a
Convair in Munich, abandonment of a B-52
over New Hampshire, a T-33 in Saskatchewan,
and another bomber over Vermont. Our atten-
tion was painfully drawn to several other cases
of aircraft blowing tires and swerving off
runways. It has always been said unofficially,
especially in the Air Force, that a good many
(in fact, a large percentage) of air accidents
are caused by pilot error. The American coun-
terpart to D.O.T., the Federal Aviation Asse-
ciation, is claiming that many pilots are
ignoring safety rules both in ehecking equip-
ment and in flight. That may be so, but there
is one thing more prominent than that, even,
That is the problem of air traffic control.
Although locals say Dorval, for example, can
handle everything for years to come, it is
obvious that the general situation is getting serious.

* * *

THE PROBLEM: Other American officials have flatly stated that
the air traffic control systems now in use are rapidly becoming out of
date. This is a problem which is going to face us, and we might as well
be realistic about it. There is no use for controllers to put their heads
in the sand and ignore the problem hoping it will go away by itself.
It’s time for the ‘learned heads' to get together and do something about
it. After all, it takes years to get anything accomplished, so now is
the time, before it's too late, to get some new ideas of some new sys-
tems on the drawing boards. Surely it won't take more crashes like
those of last week to make people wake up to the fact that traffie
control may not be all it should.

HE little mountain village of Oberndorf lay
buried under deep winter snow. It was early

Christmas Eve in 1818, and

He ran his
fingers lovingly along the
black and white organ keys,
depressing one or two of
them to hear the sweet notes
fill the loft.

Nothing happened,

He tried again , , . still
nothing,

A frown creased his brow.
He sat down on the organist's
plank bench and pumped the
bellows for a few seconds be-
fore trying the keys again,

Broken bellows

Still nothing . . . except the
wheezy groan of air rushing
out of broken bellows.

What could be done? The
26-year-old curate hurried
down the steep stairs from the
loft, out into the cold after-
noon air, and down the snow-
covered slopes into the vil-
lage.

Father Mohr explained
what had happened to the
people of Oberndorf, Hast-
ily, a boy was sent to fetch
the organ-builder from
near-by Fuegen.

For they were the first of
countless millions to sing and |
to praise the carol hastily
prepared on Christmas Eve —
because of a hungry mouse,

Further down the valley, in
the organ-maker’s town of
Fuegen in the Zillertal, the
carol was also being sung. Its
worldwide journey had be-
gun. Today it is sung in every
Christian land.

Through the years “The Mes-
siah” has wroved to be the
favorite and greatest oratorio but
there are other famous works too
— nolably Bach's Christmas
Oratorip — a Christmas Cantata
by Johann S. Beyer and a Christ-
ncas Oratorio by Heinrich Schutz
(1585-1672) a respected German
composer. Christmas Concertos
for String Orchestra are per-
formed annually and those by
Arcangelo Corelli (1760-1842),
Fiancisco Manfredini (1688-17-—)
and Giuseppe Torelli (1685-1708)
are heard most frequently.

And did you know there are
countless band selections —
classical, semi - classical and
popular that are played year
after year? Christmas Marches by
Buchtel, Edwin Franko Goldman,
Paul Herfurth . . . A Christmas
Overture by De Lamater — A
Christmas Festival Selection ar-
ranged by the same composer
and a delightful Christmas Fes-
tival by Leroy Anderson add joy
to any band concert,

Rudolph The Red-Nosed HRein-
deer, as arranged by Paul Yoder
has become a classic for band
and is very impressive when well
played by a good orenestra. The
Jingle Bells Rhapsody by Pier-
pony-Walters and Greensleeves
are two more Christmas numbers
that have become synonymous
with the Yuletide Season.

Fashion is essentially a civilized
art and it cannot be produced in
any city, Francis_Lacoste, French
ambassador to Canada, told the In-
ternational Association of Women'’s
and Children's Apparel Salesmen
of America in convention here.

Speaking at a luncheon at the
three-day convention in the Queen
Elizabeth Hotel on ‘‘Fashions and
Other Things,”” he stressed the
importance of the fashion industry
in France. There was nothing friv-
olous about this sector of the
French economy, the ambassador
declared.

For years it has been France's
second industry and

dress-making trade but involves a
huge textile sector and, of growing
Importance, substantial dress de-
coration, trimmings and assessory
pranches.

More than 7000 persons in the
Paris area alone are engaged in
the fashion trade and most of these
are secamstresses, he said.

HOME OF FASHIONS

Mr. Lacoste described Paris as
the natural home of fashions.
“There must exist a proper climate
for its production,’’ he said. “‘There
must be an atmosphere, and this
atmosphere cannot be produced
anywhere in the world.”

The ready-to-wear industry has
posed a big problem for the fash-
ion industry and an effort to unite
the efforts of the high fashion ar-
tists, the textile industry and the
ready-to-wear newcomer
to be the trend.

Mr. Lacoste said that the best
ready-to-wear when compared to
the original models might be like
comparing hi-fi to live music.

“Though I must say that, where-
as there is no objection to millions
having access to a Beethoven con-
certo via hi-fi, I am afraid it
would not be easy to convince mil-
lions of women to wear the same
dress,” he said.

Sugar 'n spice and everything nice are the ingredients used to
make these beguillng Gingerbread Men. And the recipe is so easy
to make the kiddies will enjoy themselves trying their hand at
baking too. The wee ones, who are too small to actually mix the
batter, can join with the rest of the family in stamping out the little
men with a cookie cutter and then decorating them in any way they
choose. The most lopsided gingerbread man has special charm to

youngsters if it's their very own,

The cookies have a crisp,
chewy texture and are delicately
spiced to suit youthful tastes.
Imagination will play a key role
when it comes to decorating the
gingerbread men. Confectioners’
Icing can be used for the buttons
and collars and to outline the
figures. Dried fruit, cherries and
nuts can be used for the faces. If
there are a few scraps of colorful
cloth in the sewing basket, use
them to make tiny ruffs around
the neck, or a funny hat, For a
comic effect, beards and mous-
taches can be made by affixing
shredded coconu’ with a little
icing.

These cookies can be used for
decorating the tree if you wrap
them in clear cellophane and tie
them to the tree with bright rib-
bons.
