~SPURNS ALL CITY'S GAS OFFERS

A member of the civic gas commlittes
made the following announcement to-
day: "l fear that from the position of
affairs in regard to the gas question
that there is little hope of It belng set-
tled for many months yet. The truth
is that there is little feeling In com-
mon beween the company and the al-
dermen In regard to the question of
what is a reasonable price for gas.
The company desires far more than
the aldermen are willing to glve. I
would not be surprised {f the result
would finally be that the cily would
bulld & municipal plant.”

Another member of the City Counicl
also said: “The fact is that the com-
pany has actually and definitely re-
fused to sell gas at elther elghty, elgh-

ty-five, elghty-seven or ninety cents a |.

thousand cubic fest. Just to think of
it, too; It has refused to sell gas =at
these prices even If given an extension
of thirty years, It was the hope of
the aldermen that the company would
ba willing to give eighty-five cent gas
for a ten or fifteen years' extenslon.
I am giving this information In order
to show how difficult it is to make any
bargain with the company."
CLAIMS PERPETUAL CONTRACT.
Another member of the Councll sald:
“1 am pretty certaln that even If an
offer has been made to the company
by the civic gas committes for the
company to furnish gas at % cents
for a thirty years extension that such
offer will never receive the sanotion
of Council. This shows that the aldy

ermeén are determined this time 1n
stand out for really cheap gas The
position of affairs 1s that the company
is quistly putting forth the contention
that it has a perpetual contract amd
can laugh at the city if lts conrract is
not renewed. Now the aldermen are
not o be bluffed with any such con-
tention as this. We know very well
that the company has no perpetual
franchise; and that no such conten-
tion will be backed up by the Legis-
lature as the company hopes. If the
company would sell eighty or eighty-
five cent gas for a twenty years' ex-
tension it would be possible Lo satis-
£y the members of Council. As I have
eaid, the company is most determined
that it will sell gas at no such flgure.”
