It will be remembered that in 1886, 
when Mr. McLrian bad control of tbe finances 
of the Dominion, the Government cammia- 
sioned Adjutant-General Powell to proceed to 
Honolulu and investigate the advantages that 
might accrue from a closer commercial rela­
tionship between these two countries. Col. 
Powell made a careful analysis of the whole 
question, which he embodied in a report to 
tbe Council, lhe Government have dtscusi- 
ed the various phases of the matter and are 
known to be favorable to any action which 
will open up a new market for our flourishing 
industries. The interest manifested in the 
proposed extension of trade by Mr. Davies 
will donbtkss be of value to the Dominion and 
assist in materially paving the way for a bet­
ter condition of affaire. For some time past a 
commercial treaty has been in existence be- 
tween the Islands and tbe United States Gov­
ernment, bat that has expired and there is 
said to be a strong feeling against a renewal, 
unless on more favorable conditions. Tne 
chief prcducte of the Islands aie sugar and 
rice. With a proper arrangement a profit­
able interchange of exports could be effected 
with Canada.

THE FISHERIES QUESTION.

If Mr. Chamberlain's utterances on the 
eve of his departure for America, to 
assume the duties of chairman of the 
Fisheries Commission, were indiscreet,— 
and we must hazard the opinion that they 
were most injudicious under all the cir­
cumstances,—a bad matter is not mended 
much by the utterances of a portion of the 
Canadian and United States press, which 
seek to discredit entirely the British Com­
missioner, who, in this instance, is all 
powerful. Mr. Chamberlain, notwith* 
standing his habit, which is thoroughly 
English, of speaking his mind freely on all 
occasions, is an eminently capable man. 
He is likely to argue his side of the 
case iu a just manner and with 
a view to make the best bargain 
possible for England and the Dominion. 
His views on the Irish question have no­
thing to do with the question which comes 
liefore him at Washington. And it is 
wrong to drag them in, and so prejudice 
the public mind against him. Give the 
man a chance to do his work. Let us 
judge him by what ho does, and if he does 
not do his duty by his country and Canada, 
why we must suffer. But all the news­
paper talk in this country will not alter 
the situation. His Government has 
appointed him, and his Govern­
ment could not afford to stultify 
itself by recalling him at this stage. We 
must make the best of his appointment, 
and we are inclined to believe that he will 
look out carefully after Imperial interests. 
Mr. Chamberlain, ue may ho sure, will 
do nothing to destroy his own prospects. 
He has a reputation to nnintain. Uo 
cannot afford to return to England an un­
mitigated failure. We may be sure that 
those in England, who are responsible for 
his appointment understood their man» 
and knew well whether ho was fit for the 
position or not. Their interests are as 
strongasours. Thoirinterestsarethe nation­
al ones. Ourinterestsarothe material ones. 
In the hands of Mr. Chamberlain, Sir 
Lionel Saukvillk-West and Sir Charles 
Tuppkr, assisted by Mr. Thompson, who 
makes up the legal case for the Commis­
sion, surely all British interests are safe. 
We believe Mr. Chamberlain will render 
a good account of himself, and that it wilj 
be satisfactory to the British and the Can. 
adian people. In the meantime, it would 
be better to strengthen his hands, than to 
pursue the policy which some of the 
Western journals are pursuing, and con­
demn the Imperial Commissioner m ad- 
vaiice,, and before he has even placed his

of millions of English-speaking people be 
jeopardized on behalf of his dignity.”

On the fishery question, this telegram 
from Portland, Maine, will be found in­
structive reading : —

"The fishing owners are undecided whe­
ther to make their meeting a public one or 
whether to have a private conference to 
which Mr. Putnam would bo invited. It 
is the understanding that the meeting will 
Ire held the last of this week or the first of 
next. The Canadians are reported as col­
lecting importaat statistics on tho bait 
question by which they hope to show that 
the New Englanders buy more of them 
than the former buy Jhero. Bait statistics 
are also being collected in Maine, and 
those in the industry state that far more 
bait is bought here than in Canada. Tho 
report has been printed that under tho 
present tariff regulations Canadian baled 
hay dealers have been made to pay exor­
bitant chargea, that one Canadian took the 
case to Court and was given a rebate on 
account of excessive imposts levied clue to 
misinterpretation of tho law. Canada’s 
claim in this respect is ridiculed here, for 
it is said that under the law attention 
should have been called to the cases at the 
time. The Canadians say that they are 
charged for baled hay as a manufactured 
article which they assert should not be 
considered as on the manufacture list. It 
is thought that the matter will not be 
brought up in the conference. Sir 
Charles Tapper is expected to pass 
through to Washington after the elections 
in Nova Scotia are held—after the 11th of 
November. Mr. Putnam is here, but de­
clines to be interviewed.

Liberal leadir of tho period, iatenrifie 1 the 
iute-est manifested in the lecture, and pos­
sessed a spscial attraction for tho liberal 
element of our population. The high 
and very wi le reputation enjoyed 
by Dr. Aubrey a* a clear an 1 scholar­
ly orator, also had its iffec £in attracting an 
audience to the Academy last night. Nor 
could auyboly présentât the lecture have 
gone away tli appointed. Tho language em­
ployed by the «p?aker might serve as a model 
fjr all wno have occasion to address public 
assemblies in Englith, and the lecture it«elf 
abounded iu useful irformation and contained 
very much food fur n flection.

Dr. Aubrey is in appexraute atypical Eng­
lishman, ab)ut middle age, with a pleasing 
voice u id manner an 1 a most remarkable 
command of exceptionally pure language.

He was introduced to the audience in a 
brief end feli.-itous ap-tch by Owen Murphy, 
Eiq., M.P. P., who preside ). Seated upon 
tin platform, in addition to tho chairman and 
lecturer, were a number of gentlamen fairly 
rip:eientative of tho several elements of our 
populat on. Amrngst others we noticed the 
(Hoo.jC. A.P. Pelletier, C. M. G.,Senator, the 
Hon. I). A. Ros?, of the Provincial Govern’ 
meut, ex-Mayor Larkin of St. Catherines, a 
good representative of Western libeialism. Dr. 
Stewart and Mr. L. P. Pelletirr, Alderman 
Choutcard, Councillor McWilliam, Councillor 
Chamber*, Mr. M. A. Hearn, Q.C., Mr. Jcs. 
Archer, jnr., Mr. Chui. Fitzpatrick, Mr. E. 
H. Pemberton, Mr. T. J. Molouy and Messrs. 
Lynch and MoCarron, Pi es.dent and Vice- 
President reipective’y of tho Irish National 
Land L-ague, The Revd. Rsctor and Fathers 
of St. Patrick’s Cnurah, ai well as tho Revd. 
Father H«nn ng. C.SS R. of Toroot », occu­
pied front teaUt in the hall.

Tho lecture r and tho gentlemen accompa­
nying him weie loudly applauded upon en­
tering the hall.

In introducing Dr. Aubrey, Mr. Murphy 
referred t) tli? fact that the cau«a of Ireland 
was dear to the heart of every Irishman, no 
matter whether he was at hame on the old 
s-d or in a foreign laud. 1c was therefore 
exczediugly plearing to him to be called upon 
to preside at the present meeting, though the 
duty had devolved upon nim iu a somewhat 
accidental manner, as it was tho original 
in entiou that Uts Worship the Mayor 
s ionic! preside!. However, the Mayor, 
much to his own regret, had boa 
culled to M mtreal that afternoon on pro- 
fts-ional business and tho duty was aoue 
the kss agie table to him that it liad come to 
him somewhat accidentally. Leading ex­
ponents of the Irish view ot the Home Rule 
qu.fet.on like Justin McCarthy, Michael 
D.ivitt and William O’Brien, had recently 
delivered add'e-ses on the subject from that 
very platform, and it would be certainly 
a great delight to hear an address 
on the English Liberal view of the question 
by a lecturer of Dr. Aubrey's reputation aud 
ability. The chairman a!s) reterred to the 
large exteut to wh.ch tha recent progrei* of 
the Home Rule movement was due to Eng­
lish Lib-ral sympathy and support. Mr. 
Murphy's rcuurks were loudly applauded 

Dr. Aubrey's appsarauca was the signal for 
immense cuthusi&MU. He spoke for upwards 
of an hour and a-half and bis remarks were 
frequently interrupted with bursti of ap­
plause, His delivery is measured and slow, 
his dict on remarkably pure, his manner easy 
and graceful and his critical narration of fac's 
spiced with a good flivoriag of genuine, and 
in mo^t instances, original humor. He told 
the audience that after the recent prfS2ntn- 
tion here of the Irish case by those so quail» 
tied t j treat of it as Mcrar*. Davitt, Mc­
Carthy aud O’Bricu,* he would devote him­
self princ pilly to tha English view of the 
question. However, he gave a Dumber of 
most iut-resting illustrations of the 
condition of the Irish people, averring 
that the decrease of Ireland’s popula­
tion, the poverty of her peo­
ple, the wretchedness of the hovels inhabited 
by the pi orer classes, aud other fuiturea of 
the situation to which he referred at some 
length, were to him subjects if considerable 
humiliation. And yet he said the Tory 
papers and Tory politicians were con­
tinually complaining of the dissatisfied 
condition cf the Irish people. It would b) 
most remark able if they were not dissatisfied. 
He showed that prior to the Reform Act of 
1SS4. scarcely a tithe of the Irish people en­
joyed the franchise, contended that the Act 
of Union had been forced upon Ireland with­
out her coospnt and* by means of fraud, de­
ception and bribery, aud pointed out that 
with tho exception of eleven years, Ireland 
had never been free from crurciun since the 
Union wau con&ummated. He discussed at 
S 'tne length the effort* on behalf of the 
Home Rule cans) by Mr. Gladutoue, particu­
larly his land bill and meadire for Irish self- 
gover nnent, and spoke at length upon the 
emses which had operated towards the 
Liberal defeat at the-la^t general «lections. 
He c msidered that the people were not ready 
a', the tim) to deal intelligently with 
the question, ami the Tory leaders 
and journalists resorted to ail kind* of inis- 
repreientatiou and abuse of Mr. Gladstone. 
To-day he believed tint there would be tn 
entirely different result if general elections 
were to be hell. The Tories, he con­
tended, had badly concealed their plans of 
further coercion, and refused to learn by er- 
p nieuce of its evil results in the past. He 
was equally severe upon the Tories and 
the dissident L berals. Ho hated Tory­
ism, while he pitied the Toiirs. He 
regretted particularly the moral death of 
his old political mentor, John Bright, for he 
was by no means tho samo glorious John 
Bright of ten ye&ra ago. Conservatives w«ro 
but elongated Tories, aud iu fact, lor a variety 
cf reasiLs, he preferred the latter term. He 
«pake hopefully of the future, saying that 
there was no longer any doubt as to Home 
Rule for Ireland, the t uly question being 
when and how soon it would become an es­
tablished fact. In eloquent terms he referred 
to the patience of tha Irish people, and the 
confidence they pesposod in the determination 
of the English to do them justice. . - 

Hon. D. A. R'ss proposed a vote of thanks 
to the lecturer. In suppirt of his motion be 
arid •—A more instructive ami mterestiag 
lecture than that which wo have been so fa- 
vortd with thi* oveuing *lia* seldom, if ever, 
been delivered in Quebec. From it we gather 
that the Literals at home, like the Liberals 
hero, arc anxious that just ce lie done to all of 
whatever creed or nationality, Had an Irish­
man delivered such a lecture as this, many 
would have gone away convince 1 that it was 
his huait and not liia head which was court­
ing our approval ; but here is an ^outsider, a 
Saxon, an Englishman, a politician cf the 
high» st stendiog, who is fighting for flonr.u 
Rule for Iredaud, shouklu to shoulder with 
Gladstone and Parnell, who appci’s to our 
judgimut, while at the fane time ho inihsts 
our warmest sympathies for the cause. Yes— 
and the day is trot far off, thanks tosuoli 
f-arnest end »elf «aurificing patriot*, when Ire 
land shall enjoy the privilege of managi-tg her 
own domes'io affair* iu her own Parliament, 
in College Green, and England will discover 
that whit the Toriee refused to Ireland was 
just what was most beneficial to herself. Th«y 
were under great obligations to Dr. Aubrey 
for his splendid lecture. (Applause.)

Hon. Senator Pelletier seconded thu resolu­
tion in happy language, expressing the sym­
pathy of hi* French-Canadian fellow-oit'/.cns 
with the Ir sh people in their ttrupgles for 
Home Rulu, to long as they confined them­
selves to constitutional methods, it coufil 
not he other Wis-, rinee tho Canadians had 
been themselves compelled to struggle for 
their right an I liberties and t > obtain tho 
same boon which Ireland was now dennud- 
ing. The honorable gentleman was loudly 
applauded.

The chairman put the motion amid lou 1 
applause and it was enthusiastically adopted. 
He wb* loudly chef red on assuiieg Dr. Aubrey 
that he voi. ed the sent m-nts t f all present 
when lie invite 1 tho lecturer to accept their 
hearty thank*, t.nd t) assure Mr. Gladstone 
cf thu best wishes of the gojd people of

Quebec f.r the early succtss of the great 
work which l «■ h • 1 made his own. (Applause.)

Dr. Aubrey snid it wcu’d 1>: most ungrace­
ful and ungracious if hi- did not exprès* his 
appréciât on of th? compliimiU paid him. Ho 
referred to the treasure r.f Home Rule en­
joyed by Canadians, and in a brief reference 
t) the Fisheries Commisrion, expressed his 
regret that Mr Chamberlain should have 
hazarded his case by his indiscreet utterances 
before leaving England. He «lid not desire 
to dwell on them, as it was not hi* wish to 
prejudice Canadians against him. He had 
noticed that a portion of the press had agi- 
tated for hi* recall. He was nme the Govern­
ment would net teeall him, because they did 
not want him back. N-ither «I d Mr. Cham­
berlain desire to be back just now. He wa* 
a kind of a polit cal Jonah, and it suited him 
admirably to be cast just now to the Fishery 
Commission whale.

All Apotheosis of downs.
(From the Boston Post )

It mast bo quite evident even to the least 
observing of critics that the miliiaer is coming 
to play aa important part in the progress of 
the modern stage. The immense success of 
melodrama has already demonstrated with 
sufficient clearness the fact that the scene 
painter and the carpenter can easily discount 
the dramatist, and that it is not the play, but 
the "practicable ' suiircase, the real cascade 
and the ingenious system of traps, that is 
"the thing.” But there is still another im­
portant fact which the public is also begin­
ning to comprehend. Good acting ia all very 
well in its way ; bat velvet robes, plash man­
tles and embroidered petticoats are what the 
theatre-goer ia expected to take delight in. 
The latest striking instance of the develop­
ment of modern dramatic art from the mil 
liner’s punt of view is to be found in the debut 
in New York oa Monday evening of Mrs 
James Brown Potter, the latest accession from 
“society” to the stage, who has enjoyed, to 
an extraordinary degree, all the advantages 
of cocstant preliminary go;sip As an actress 
she do*s cot seem to have achieved much of a 
triumph ; as an expouent of the beauties of 
Worth she certainly made a decided hit. Ihe 
Herald, for instance, gives these marvellous 
go*ns the honor of half a column of its va­
luable space. We learn Prat she first ap 
pears in "purest white cr ;« de chine, with a 
broad band of golden braid around the 
skirt,” and that her "suede gants de Beige 
harmonizid in delicate shading with the 
gown.” We find, again, that in the third 
net th^re was revealed a "symphony in green” 
and that the stockings "are of ashes of roses 
silk coveted with glittering beads of opaque 
j-t,” Once more our ignorance ia enlight- n 
ef by talk of "royal purple velvet,” of "bows 
of watered silk” and of "swinging jet bre 
titles.” We are further treated with the 
picture (in pcu and ink) of thirty "society” 
ladies t'ooping into Mrs, Potter’s dressing 
room to admire her gowns, praise her looks 
and beg fer a flower. It is all very pretty, 
but we find ourselves a»king what in the 
world it has to do with acting.

When we come to this inferior detail of the 
perform ince, we find, as might be expected, 
much less lavishoess of epithet and encomium. 
C impotent critics agree that Mrs. Potter, 
however charming she may be as a milliner’s 
model, is yet a long distance away from excel­
lence as an actress. To quote the brilliant critio 
of the World :

"It is not possible to say that Mrs. Potter 
is an actress. What she may bs with toil and 
stndy and a strict attention to the drudgery 
of business we do not attempt to predict. But 
at present she is simply a charming woman 
with very nice hair, who does not know the 
alphabet of h's’rionic art. She has no varia­
tion of facial expression ; she cannot thrill 
with her own emotions. She is too sslf-con- 
scions to lose herself for a moment in her 
work- She is, in fact, so far as this weak 
play exhibits her, no better and no worse 
than any intelligent girl of society who, with 
a little coaching and some money, can walk 
through a part with form and features and 
get otf with credit from her immediate 
fri<-Dds. If Mrs. Potter’s attempt to fill the 
role of Mlle, de Bressier last night was in­
die itive of natural fitness or acquired skill for 
the work she has undertaken, then we’shall 
have to reverse all our previous conceptions 
of dramatic art.”

And the critic of the Tribune confirms this 
impreisicn of Mrs. Potter by remarking :

"Mrs. Potter brings no message. Her effort 
begins and ends with personal ebullition. It 
is an experiment. If it should end in teach­
ing this lady w*hat it means to be an actress, 
and in enabling her to advance in her profes­
sion, it will end well. To adopt the stage in 
mature years, after the character has been 
formed and the physique has become set in 
its ways, is necessarily to proceed under the 
disadvantage rf a lack of freedom. Such a 
p«rform*T rarely if ever succeeds in escaping 
from constraint. Mrs. Potter is conspicuous­
ly hampered in this way and from this cause. 
All acting is self-conscious. It necessarily 
must he so, or it is not acting. But the self- 
corsc ousress should never be revealed. Mrs. 
Pot'er’s self-consciousness, playing over the 
shallo wness of a nature which is either purely 
conventional or never has been deve­
loped, was obvious in every moment 
of her performance, and this radical 
defect was emphasized by an almost 
intolerably slow method. She lacks freedom 
>n feeling, freedom in the delivery of words, 
freedom in the essential art of expressive 
listening, and freedom in movement. Talent 
undoubtedly she pcsseses, but it is not of an 
unusual kind, and it has not baen trained to 
the point of apparent spontaneity. Her 
délicats beauty of facial expression ia some­
what too delicate for the stage. Her voice, 
although sweet and flexible and employed 
with skilful usage, is thin aud frail. Her 
natural dramatic field is light comedy and 
sentiment—not tragedy, nor anything akin to 
it.”

That these expressions of opinion are just, 
no one of good judgment who has seen Mrs. 
Potter will be dispos 'd to deny. She is still 
the ambitious amateur, and her London 
coaching and experience has counted for little 
in her favor. Besides, the play in which she 
chooses to appear is so stupid, so aimless, and 
(in its attenuated English form) so unnatural, 
that she runs the risk of not getting a decent 
amount of credit for such capabilities as she 
may possess.

THE LATE HON. JUSTICE O'CONNOR.

Cobopro, Out, Nov-. 3—The Hon. Mr. 
Justice O’Connor, who was hold ng the 
assizes here di^»! to-day at ab ut one o'clock 
p.m., at t :e Arlington h'-uve. His Lordihip 
opened the c urt on Monday, a’tho igh feel­
ing very p.orly af er his illness at Cornwall, 
and on Tuesday he held court all day, being 
apparently in good spirits and much better, 
hut duri.-g that right he was seized with 
hemmorrage of the stomich, and loit blood 
very copi msly. On Wednesday mornirg he 
was very weak and Dr. Waters, who was at­
tending him, le t gnat uneasiness atout him. 
Judgs Beusou at tl e request of Judge O’Con­
nor took the court yesterday and tvday. 
Judge O Connor continued to we*k> n until 
about 11 a.m. to-day, when he fell ioto a 
stats of collap’.c from which he d:d not rally. 
Mrs. O Connor was with her husband, having 
come down !a*t evening. Drr. Aikers and 
Richardson of Toronto, who were here aa wic- 
nesses on a trial, were also in attendance on 
the late Judge.

[Judge O'Connor was 63 years of ag?. He 
was in his early Bir days one of the ablest 
course! in the wi stern pirt of Canada West. 
In criminal cases he was markedly success 
ful, and won for himself the title of " general 
jail deliverer.” He was also an able chancery 
pleader, and as a common law jurist was ad­
mitted to have few equals in Essex County 
wh<we Ids home was. He was at one time a 
journalist and for four years edited the Kes^x 
Advertiser. Polit cs were latgely personal in 
tho*e day*, and Mr. O’Connor, taking a 
prominent part in opposition to Colonel P.ioce 
in an elec'iou contest iu E-isex, and his can­
didate being defeated, t- ok h>s revenge in an 
extremely bitter article in the Advertiser. 
The result was a challenge from tne colonel 
and everything was arranged for the combat 
when the challenger admitted his wrong and 
apologized ThL did not end their anti-g n- 
iam. however, and Mr. O'Connor a few yean 
later had the satisfaction i f seeiug his old foe 
defeated iu a contest for Parliament mainly 
through his efforts. Mr. O’Connor was for 
years regarded as the repr* senta’ive of the 
Dish people iu the Conservative Cabinet, and 
though not a freqm-nt speiker in the House, 
was a forcible one when compelled to action.]

Jenny Lind.

P. T. Barnum’s'Recollections of the Great 
Singer—Making $200,000 on Her

American Trip.

P. T. Barnum, who is spending a few weeks 
in the city, gave a New York Trtftune reporter 
some interesting reminiscences of Jenny Lind 
a few days ago. "My anto-biography,’' said 
the veteran showman, "gives nearly all that 
I can say about Jenny Lind. Her natural 
impulses were most noble and good ; I never 
met a person so susceptible to the wants, 
needs or sufferings of others. I could at any 
time make her tears flow by relating some 
case of want, and her dollars would flow free­
ly with her tears. She could not bear the 
thought of 'passing by on the other side’ 
when she could relieve the sorrow ot any 
being, however humble. '

Mr. Barnum.told a touching story of an 
incident that occurred when Jenny was sing­
ing in Boston. "A poor working girl,” he 
said, "thrust three dollars into the hands of 
the ticket seller at tha Boston Temple for a 
back seat at Jenny’s concert. On receiving 
the ticket she said : ‘There goes my wages 
for one week, but I must hear that good 
angel sing.’ Jenny’s secretary, her cousin, 
Max Hjortzberg, heard the remark and imme­
diately went to the green-room, and laugh­
ingly told it to Jenny. I shall never forget 
how she jumped to her feet and exclaimed : 
‘Ob, this must not be ! Poor girl she shall net 
lose h«r money 1 It is wicked ! Max, take this 
money’—banding him a twenty-dollar gold 
piece—‘search out that dear civature and pat 
it in her hands with my love. God bless her 1’ 
Cousin Max found the girl, give her the 
money and message, and witnessed a flood of 
grateful tears from the working girl’s eyes. 
If she is alive to day she will remember it.

"When I was struggling against the Je­
rome clock debts, in 1853,” Mr. Barnum went 
on,” "I took my wife and children to Lon­
don. One day Jenny’s husband, Otto Gold­
smith, called on me and said, ‘Mrs. Lind, 
hearing of your financial misfortune, desired 
me to call on you and say if a few haadred 
pounds, ora thousand, will serve to relieve 
your present wants, I am to hand it to you 
with her kiode.t regirds. We are now liv­
ing in Dresden, and my wife says if you will 
tske yonr family there she will gladly find 
you nice apartments at a low rent, and we 
■hall both be glad to render yon any service 
we can.” The kind offer was declined with 
thanks, bat it shows the charitable character 
of this almost ang'lic woman.

"She had two children, the elder, a son. 
The daughter has a voice which Sir Julius 
Benedict told me h« believed if cultivated 
would prove equal to her mother’s. ‘But,’ 
he added, ‘her parents are rich, and have no 
ambition to bave ber attain musical renown, 
which would involve such arduous stndy and 
practice.’

"*‘Her share of profits in oar musical cam­
paign, in 1850 and 1851, was $208,675.09. 
She sang in ninety three concerts. She was 
worth over a million of dollars when she left 
the United States in 1851, and this sum has 
boen increased by occasional concerts in Great 
Britain, and by the judiciona investments of 
her husband.

"Kind and lady-like as Jenny Lind was, 
she had a horror of meeting strangers, snd I 
will tell you this story though it is against 
myself. During the first few weeks of our 
engagement I introduced to her numbers of 
ladies and gentlemen who desired to see her. 
She frequently intimated to me that it was 
displeasing to her, but I was anxious to 
gratify the people who so persistently sought 
an introduction. One morning at the Con­
tinental hotel, in Philadelphia, an esteemed 
lady friend called on me and asked for an in- 
trodnetion to the ‘Swedish Nightingale.’ I 
told her how glad I would be to gratiiy her, 
but these introductions of strangers were 
very annoying to Miss Lind, and that I really 
dreaded to go and ask her permission. 'Oh, 
do please do so just this once, for I am dying 
to speak to her,’ urged my friend, and at last 
I reluctantly consented to ask permission.

" ‘Miss Lind,’ I said, T know you dislike 
to have me introduce strangers simply 
because they are friends of mine, and I refuse 
many such requests daily, but a particular 
lady friend of my family is waiting in the 
reception rcom very anxious to spealc a few 
words with yon.’

"Jenny surprised me by saying with a 
pleasant smile, 'Dear Mr. Barnum, how can 
1 refute you anything. B'iog up your dady 
friend immediately, by all means.’

"I hastened downstairs, brought up the 
lady, and was delighted to introduce her. 
Jenny bowed and received her graciously, 
then pointed to a chair and they both were 
teated. Jenny's face at once assumed a 
sober aspect as she said ‘Madam, I do not 
know what to say to yon ; we are perfect 
strangers. You have come only to gratify an 
idle curiosity ; what can I say ?’

"I was shocked to hear this, and to see my 
friend tarn as red as scarlet when she tried 
to make some excuse. 'Oh, do not apologize,' 
said Jenny, T do not blame you half as much 
as I do Mr. Barnum. I have warned him 
often and now I am compelled to give him 
this severe lesson, which I am determined be 
shall never forget.”’

"It is needless to say that I never did for­
get it, nor, seeing the justice of Jenny's posi­
tion, did I ever repeat the offence.”

‘‘How long has it been since Jenny Lind 
gave any concerts ?’' was asked.

"I think it must be ten or fiiteen years,” 
Mr. Barnnm replied. "She gave many for 
charities in England that were never known 
to the public. The tickets were sold private­
ly, always at a guinea each, and the hall was 
always filled. During the last year that she 
sang, all her concerts were for the benefit of 
poor clergymen.”

HIS ADDRESS TO THE MIDLAND 
CONSERVATIVE UNION. I

London, Nov. 4.—Mr. Balfour went to 
Birmingham to day and attended the 
first annual meeting of the Midland Con­
servative Union. He was accompanied by a 
detective and Chief of the Leamington 
Police. At Birmingham, armed (detectives 
were posted at the depot to watch for sus­
picious characters. Mr. Balfonr received 
dating the day a hundred addresses from 
Conservative associations and thanking the 
deputations which brought them, he gave 
sssuraocs that the Government was resolved 
to proceed boldly and firmly with the work 
they had taken in hand in Ireland and bring 
it to a good conclusion.

He had no-■ 
ticed that Mr. Gladstone, (hooting, cries and ’ 
laughter), although hs bad mentioned his 
programme of legislation, did not appear to 
take a very lively interest in it himself except 
as regards the offer of the plundering of the 
Hcotch and Welch churches as a bribe for dis­
memberment of the empire. Mr. Gladstone 
displayed little interest in anything except 
the Irish question, aud no man had done 
more to make it impossible to iguore 
the Irish question.
