Education quality
menaced by laws

The combined effect of
three Quebec government
documents, including Law
105 which decreed working
conditions for teachers,
will be to bind the
province's schools and
their pupils into a rigid,
centralized system under
which the quality of
education will suffer.

Tuesday evening.

Speakers were Alan

Government announces
water table clean-up

Pressure from a Ville
Mercier-based citizens’
group has led to a Quebec
government decision to
clean up the pollution in
the water table in the area,
at a cost of some $5.7
million.

The group ‘‘Protégeons
notre environnement'’
presented  Environment
Minister Adrien Ouellette
with a petition bearing
6,238 signatures

representing about 85 per
cent of the residents of the
area concerned, including
Ste-Martine, Howick, and
Trés-St-Sacrement -
demanding the clean-up of
the water table, which was
originally polluted nearly
15 years ago when toxic
wastes were dumped into a
lagoon near Mercier.

Though the toxic sludge
was removed from the
lagoon in 1972, the damage

Ouellette said the
government will ask the
plant to cut down on its
emissions, but that the
incinerator cannot be
closed as it is the only plant
in Quebec treating organic
waste.

Lawyers will contest

The Town of Huntingdon
will  send its own
representative to Thur-
sday's municipal Com-
mission hearing in Mon-
treal on the subject of the
MUCTC bus service.

At  Monday night's
meeting of the Town
Council, it was announced
that town clerk Richard
Alary will represent
Huntingdon, God-
manchester, and St-Anicet
at the hearing in order to
ask that local operating
deficits incurred by the
area'’s bus service during
part of 1980 and all of 1981
be paid, at least in part, by
a government grant.

Several other Valley
municipalities, including
Ormstown,  St-Malachie,
and  Trés-St-Sacrement,
have joined cause with an
ad hoc committee chaired
by Chateauguay mayor
Philippe Bonneau. The
greup, which also includes

Valleyfield and
Beauharnois, will be

Michel Cantin. This group

refuses to accept any
responsibility for the
deficits.

During discussion of the
issue at the Huntingdon
council meeting, mayor
Gérald Brisebois stressed

bills, the municipality is
not at all opposed to the
public transit system.

“We just don’t want to be
the only ones paying for
it,"”" said the mayor adding
that only 40 per cent of the
people who get on the bus
at Huntingdon actually live
in town; the others come

FULL CIRCLE

With English Protestant schools
in the Valley and elsewhere closed
for their mid-term break this week,
the possibility of conciliation is
being discussed as a means to
heading off a continuation of the
teachers’ strike next week.

As a weekly newspaper, it is
impossible for us to keep up with
daily (or hourly) changes in the
contract battle as it continues to
unfold this week, so we took some
time to think in more general
terms about education in general in
this province - where it has been
and where it is going.

The main thing that strikes us
(no pun intended) about
educational policy over the last 20
years, since the Department of
Education became politicized in
the mid 1960s, is its inconsistency.

As CVR principal Lloyd
Adamson said last week, we are
seeing ‘‘pedagogy dictated by
economy’’.

In order to increase efficiency,
and to offer better facilities and an
increased choice of courses to high
school students, large regional,
polyvalent schools were built
during the late '60s and early '70s.
During these prosperous years,
enormous amounts of money were
spent, and the system did seem to
be on the upswing. In rural areas
such as ours, there was the
negative aspect of loss of com-
munity identity which the smaller
local schools offered, but we
learned to cope with bussing and
with a regional, rather than local
education identity.

During the same period, the
optional Grade 12 was removed
from our system, and the Cegep
network was set up, combining
technical and vocational courses
with a pre-university program.

Even then, many people won-
dered if this system was also
partially designed to delay by at
least one vear a flood of baby boom
graduates onto the labor market.

Now we hear that the long-term
plan is to add a sixth year to the
high school program (back to
Grade 12 again). And the
Education Department is hinting
that such courses as secretarial
training and possibly nursing will
be removed from Cegeps and
diverted into the high school
curriculum,

Meanwhile, under the guise of
increasing local control over
schools, the White Paper on school
board reform is actually
threatening parents and local
school administrators with loss of
powers and discretion to deal with
local issues. The Régime
Pedagogique will sew up the
curriculum so tightly that students
just won't have the time or the
opportunity to follow a program
geared to individual needs.

Ten or 15 years ago, streaming
and enriched or special classes

were in vogue. Now, it's back to
integrated classes, in which
students of all levels of ability
(even those with learning

disabilities) will be expected to
lump along together. (Larger

classes, fewer teachers, money
saved).
Once this latest edition of

educational policy is implemented,
if it is, our Education minister will
sit like a huge broody hen, feathers
fully fluffed over the eggs of our
schools. And as those eggs hatch, a
brood of tiny mechanical chickens,
all identical and well-processed
into uniformity, will each take a
number and join the line-up at the
employment offices.

Hunting instructor offers
tips for new game clubs

As someone living close
to Quebec, married to a
former Canadian, and
having many relatives and
friends in the Huntingdon
area, 1T felt justified, as a
regular Gleaner reader, in
writing this letter

Recently, The Gleaner
carried an article about the
formation of a Fish and
Game Club in  Hin-
chinbrooke  After a great
deal of thought, I decided to
write on this topic. T hope
no-one takes oftense at this
letter, as it is motivated by
deep concern and a desire
to offer help to the people
mvolved, if they wish

I am a certified
Bowhunting Instructor for
the State of New York. Our
training course for
howhunting requires a
mimimum of six hours of
special instruction in order
to  obtain howhunting
license in this state (in
addition to the six-hour
course required for rifle
and shotgun hunters).
Generally, these courses
are backed and supported
by Fish and Game Clubs,
whose main concerns are:
conservation of fish and

game:; game management,
habitat control, and - very
important hunter

awarenc s programs
We have had several
Canadian citizens complete

our courses (free of
charge) during the past
vear. | found .these in-
dividuals to be fine people
and potential assets to the
hunting community

All our training courses

emphasize: 10 Safety: 2
Conservation of game and
game management: 3
Landowner relations (an
extensive part of the
program 1) Skill
development: and 5
tespect for game and
game laws

This means that a farmer
planning to build a lagoon
in a few years from now
when this type may be
accepted, would not have to
make soil texture tests in
order to obtain a permit
from the Department of the
Environment. Thus, the
possibility of building a
lagoon would be open for
all soil types, and farmers
would save on consultants’
fees to prepare the plan.

The plan recommended
to the Department of the
Environment includes the
following construction
information and
procedures.

Earthen lagoons are
constructed using the soil
at the site and are deep
enough to allow the ex-
cavated earth to be used
for the surrounding ramp.
For example, a lagoon with
bottom dimensions of 12m
by 17m, or 32m (105 feet)
by 37m (122 feet) at the
outside edge can be
built 1 meter or 3 feet
above ground and 2.25m (7
feet) below ground. No
liner is necessary.

Double drains

To ensure maximum
sealing, the water table
must be controlled to a
depth of 30 em (12 in-
ches) below the bottom of
the lagoon at all times.

Two drains are recom-
mended for this purpose
since soil permeability
decreases with depth and a
single drain at the 3 meter
depth would suffer from
slow soil infiltration and
would not control the water
table, especially after a
heavy rain. Thus, one
drain at a depth of 1 meter
(3 feet) is logated in soil
which is permeable enough
to collect rainwater
rapidly, and a second
drain at a depth of ap-
proximately 3 meters (10
feet) is able to handle the
smaller quantity of water
seeping from underground.
This system of two drains
is constructed about 3

others which have been
passed recently from Mr.
C. Dubois at 264-3614. They
will mail you the bills you
are interested in receiving
at no charge to you.

meters or 10 feet from the
edge of the lagoon.

As well, a second
drainage  system is
recommended just under
the ramp, again below the
bottom, to collect filtrates
coming from the reservoir.
This drain is not absolutely
necessary but it guaran-
tees minimum con-
tamination of the water
table.

In sands, the filtrates will
be of higher concentration
but will move faster than in
loams or clays, and their
greater permeability
allows greater
recuperation of filtrates,
Thus, lagoons are equally
efficient, regardless of soil
type, provided that the soil
is not coarser than sand,
e.g. gravel.

At any time, if filtrates
collected from this drain
are found to have a high
concentration of con-
taminants, the liquids can
be recirculated into the
lagoon. Quantities of liquid
to be re-pumped in this way
will be relatively small,
since rainwater has
already been eliminated by
the first drain system.

A sand or gravel trench
is built over these drains to
catch any liquids cir-
culating horizontally
through more permeable
soil layers. This drain can
most easily be installed
before the actual
construction of
reservoir itself,

but this should be seeded
down to prevent rainfall
erosion. The top of the
ramp should be wide
enough to allow for
moving easily around the
reservoir. The minimum
recommended width is 2
meters or 6 feet.

The design of these
reservoirs is relatively
simple, and it the
Department of the En-
vironment accepts such
structures within the next
few years, farmers wishing
to build one would need
very little outside ex-
pertise. The only design
necessary is that required
for the depth of the two
drainage systems to
maintain the water table 30
cm (12 inches) below the
bottom of the reservoir.
This would involve four
to six permeability tests,
depending on the size of the
lagoon. No other testing
would be needed, not even
granular analysis, since
the filtrate collecting drain
would make sandy soils as
efficient as clays.
