Loxpox, Mav 36, evening.—This has besa
a day of interments. Fromœrly dawn til! dark
the streets were filled with funeral processions,
which met at all corners, seven of them joining
at one spot on the routs. The scenes in the
streets were indescribable. Prayers were utter-
ed as the processions moved, while sobbing and
wailing were heard on every side. At the graves
the incidents of the agonizing occasion cannot
be imparted by means of cold type. The air was
full of the most doleful and beart-piercing
cries, while women faiuted and the strong men
wept. To tell of all the deeds of generceity

; and self-sacrifice would fill a column. Offers
of pecuniary assistance have come in very
liberally, but so far the city has not felt it
necessary to accept the kind offers. The body
of Wm. Hey, a school teacher of Wilson Grove,
was found this evening. There are four
missing. The bell on the City Hall tofled from
sunrise to sunset, and the city generally was
wrapped in the trappings of woe. Every de-
scription of vehicle was pressed into service as
a means of conveying the bodies or moving
friends to the cenicteries, hackwen, draymen
and livery keepers reaping a rich harvest, and
the instances of extortion were numerous.

receipts, but was under a separate management,
A high character for ability was given to Capt.
Rankin, who left the company's service at the
close of last season to join the * Victoria.” Jt
was said thet he was a cautious and careful
officer, and if his judgment and directions had
been followed thers would have been no acci-
dent.
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THE WORK OF IDENTIFICATION.
A complete list of the victims cannot be ob-

tained for the simple reason that so many bodies
were snatched away by relatives on the fatal
night. Even those within the citv are so scat-
tered that it is with the utmost difficulty they
can be traced up by reporters. The list is still
undergoing constant correction in the news.

PANAMA, May 18.—Sowe excitement exists

in Bogota aver the terms of Lhe protocol to the
treaty of 1846 between Colombia and the United
Btates, recently signed by Santo Dowingo Vila
and Mr. Kvarts in New York. It is said to
cede to the United States privileges which are
unacceptable to the Colombian Coagress in the
matter of building forts, establis ing naval
stations on the Isthmus, passage of American
ships of war through the canal, &c. It seems
the President is disposed to make many
concessions to the United States and to yield
influence in the matter of the canal in a way
quite exasperating to th: majority in Con.
fre who are decided partisans of M, Lesseps.

BD canal matters all is quiet. Surveys are
advancing slowly, but the absence of M.

STEAMBOAT INSPEUTION.
Government Intions Wanted te Prevent Over-crowding of Steamboats.

In accordance with the principle that when eur
neighbor's house is burned we become mors
careful about our own, the great steamboat
disaster at Loudon oalls for an exainination into
our own stenmnboat service as to whether suicient
precautions are taken against a like accident
from the same or similar causes. The causes of
the London calamity as far as can be gathered
from reports up to the present were vver-loading
aud unfituess of the boat for the passenger service.
The questions then arise, first has the Guvern-
went proper regulations on the statute book for
the prevention of these causes, and second, if #0,
are thoy carried out ?

For an answer to the former question our repor-
ter called upou Mr. Burgess, Steamboat Inspec-
tur,Harbor Commissioners’ building.

‘“ What is tbe general plan of Government
steamboat inspection in this coautry ?" was
asked by the reporter.

* Well”was the answer, * the whole Dominion
is divided into eight or ton districts, to each of
whieh is appointed an inspector. Three of these
distriots are in the Province of Quebec. My dis-
trict stretehing trom the head of navigation on
the Ottawa to the lower end of Montreal Island
iuciuding the River Ottawa, its tributaries on the
north side and ull the waters about Montreal
Island. 1 have power to inspect al! vewsels pro-
pelied by steam in ny district plying between Ca-
nadian ports.”

** What ure your duties as Inspector?”
“I have Lu luspoct every steamboat from stern

to stern, at leit ouge every year, her boilers,
machieery, ec.and pronounce as to her suitability
for nav.gation, without! hazard of life, ns a pas-
senger, fre-4h…, ferry, or tug bont,as the case may
be, and io see that hor cquipment has the regula-
tia number of common  boais, lite-boats, life-
preservers, fira-buckets, axes, lanterns, etc.”

* What are the Guverument reguistions as to
tue limitation  f the number of pussengers to be
vonvesed on each boat?

© Tuere are nono, at leust that I ever saw or
heard ol"

* Then the number of passengers allowed on
hoard 1: op'ional with the capiain, is it not ? *

“ Yes, or rather with the passengers them-
selves, lor peuple will crowd on a boat until
every inch of standing-room is taken up. It is
prafiically impossible for the ceprain to keep
them off, expostulate as he will. The only way
for the captain to do in such a case is to refuse to
leave the wharf until some of them get off.”

* Should not the numberto be carried be limit-
ed by Goverument regulation ?

* It certainly should, and I think such regula-
tion will rueult from the agitation which wall fol-
low this great Londun accident.

‘* When you pronounce a boat suitable to carry
passengers, what do you mean ? ”
‘I mean à r‘asonaôle number of passengers.

Boats are not likely to be overcrowded except on
special occasions or times of excursions. I ro-
member ouly one case here of overcrowdiog which
I cousidered really dangerous and that was an ex-
cursion steamer to Sorel a year or two ago. In
seeing ber list in leaving the wharf I expected her
to capsize every moment, but she made the trip
safely.”

* Do any of the boats here have their boilers
on the muin deck instead of below ?

* I know ot one such case only which is of a
boat with a double hull and cannot possibly cap-
size from top heaviness.”

tow of that peculiar shape which bulges out at
the sides near the water line, rendering it almost
impossible for her to be capsized, and the floor of
her upper deck made strong with numerons cross
pieces and uprights. The boats, fire-buckets,
axes, life-proservers, stc., were in their places,
according to the regulations, and her only weak
part seemed to be the roof of the upper deck,
which was very lightly supported,

* Are passengers allowed to ride on that
roof

“Strictly speaking they are not,though boys and
young men olten do clamber up there in spite of
my efforts to keep them down. It is very weak,
as it is only intended as a covering fer the deck."
“Are the steamboat regulations strictly en-

forces ?**
** Those relating to boilers, precautions for put-

ting out fires, beats, life prescrvers, &v.. are ve
ftrictly enforced, but not so much attention is
paid to the hull inspection.”

* Are there any regulations wanted to prevent
the uvererowding of steamboats ?*

* There ceriainly are.”
“How du you act when you see your boat likely

to be overcrowded with passengers?"
‘“ Allow them te crowd on as log as there is

standing room. In fact I see no Way to prevent
them. Desides | have no fear as ay boat, which
being built tur the purpose, can earry safely ali
who can stand on her. But such is not the case
with most boats, and regulations are badly
needed.”

“* What regulation wonld you suggest
"That each bout be lieented to Carry no more

than a certain number of passangers according
Ont ta the.r registered tonnage slone, but to their
tonnage, accommadation above the main deck,
ete. éverything being taken into consideration.
Unenciosed space is taken no account ofin re-
gistering vessels, and if boats wore licensed to
carry according to their registered tonnage, those
having the passenger deck open at the sides,
though just as fit, would not be allowed to carry
se many passengers as others with enclosed
decks."
"How would you carry out such a regulation?”
* That wonld he the most difficalt part of it.

The Government, I think, would have to appoint
roen tv be stationed at gangways and look after
the matter.”

THE ““ BRAGHARNOIS."”
Capt. Stewart, of the “ Boanharnois,” was found

on board of his boat, the fire-extinguishing and
life-saving apparatus of which were found in per-
fect order.
To be brief, he held the same opinions as Capt.

Filgate natothe urgent neceesity and kind of
regulations for preventing overorowding, and was
emphatic in saying that hulis as well as deck and
roof eupportings needed better inspection. The
great number of boiler explosions and fires on
steamboats some years ago osused many regula-
tions to be made on thoso matters whi@h are now
shout complete and striesy enforoed with the
most effective results, and it was ow in order to
look after halle, deeks, and the overcrowding
nuisance.

Capt. Rankin, an officer of great experience in
steambnat navigation, was visited on board the
“Bohemian.” and was found to hold the same
opinions as his brother coptaine except that he
thought the proposed regulation to prevent over-
crowding shouldàand could be, ss in England, en-
forced by the captain and owners of the beat
without great trouble. He was emphatic in eay-
ing that deck roofs should be mors sirongly built
and supported, as passengers could notbe kept off
them.
A number of other boats were visited and the

general opinion was foand to be that regulations
fo prevent overcrowding must and would soon be
put in foros.

The police of this city are not well paid and
wre poorly dressed. The coustables vnly re-

æive, on an average, about $435 u vear, and

their clothing is ueither smart nor becoming.

In proportion tothe population, we have, it ap-
peurs, ouly one policeman to every 711 of the

population, presuming that we have 150,000,

souls in Montreal. Thus the beats are very

long and the chances to detect crime are ren-

dered less. As to pay, we cannot, however, tor.

get that Montreal isa cheap place to hive in and

that there isa disposition on the part of the City

Fathers to treat the policemen better. As for

dress, our police are copyists. There isnathing
original in their uniforms and the Summer head

dress 1s not suitable to the climate. The men

should have a light head grar calculated to pre.

tect thew from the sun and should also carry a
waterproof cap cover to be used in cases of sud-

den rain storins. Nor do we see why the men
should sheathe their batons as the Police Con-
ferences sugeested at Toronto. In order to sheathe

the baton the men should wear a belt, anda belt

sien not necessary should never be worn in a

chmate such as ours is in Summer. À white

helmet, loose blouse and trousers to mateh should
be the dress for at lenst three months in the

year. Such a dress would be cool and becom-

ng. better dalled, and

every policeman should be obliged to practise

running drill. Civibans, too, should be fined,

here as they are in New Yark or Boston, if they

refuse to ail the police when aid becomes nr-

cessary The time cannot be far distant when

the Police force must be increased, and 1n view

of this expectation it is well to bear in mind the

fact that if numbers are necessary, discipline,

drill, keeuness of perception and fleetness of foot
may be necessary too.

Mrs. Jarman, of Richmond street, an elder-
ly lady, on hearing the news of the disaster,
suddenly fainted and fell down stairs, and was
so severely injured that she 1s not expected to
recover.

lu the case of Miss Emma Rox, one of the
victims, there is a tinge of melancholy romance.

Tt was to have been her wedding day, but on
some ground the consummation of the engage-
ment had been deferred for four weeks.

John Wauby, of Glencoe, saved the lives of
four ladies. He had a desperate struggle for
his ownlife before he got the ladies ashore.
Three of them were nearly dead, and were on
the top of the rovering. After hard work he
succeeded in bringing them to life again.

Mr. Samuel Rislie, Government Steamboat
Inspector in Toronto, has farwanded to the De-

partment at Ottawa, all particulars relative to
the inspection of the ill-fated steamer *¢ Vie.
toria.” She was inspected in May and October
of last year. The Inspector took her fora safe
boat for travel on the Thames nver. .

Captain F. Rankin, of the ill-fated * Vie.
toria, is reported having lost his reason. Last
night chloroform was administered, and ice ap-
plications keep up without cessation. The
Captain has the sympathy of many in his dis
tress. He presented a woful appearance after
the disaster, and fears are entertained that the
unfortunate man will permanently lose his
reason.

A large number of hats, coats, umbrellas, and
in some cases watches, chains, and even money

have disappeared during the confusion attend-
ing the catastrophe. In one instance a valuable
gold watch was taken from the vest of Mr. James,
one of Carling's brewery agents. Mr. James
removed his clothing in order to rescue the
perishing, and this was the treatment he re-
ceived.

W. M. Cairns, Manager of the Dominion
Telegraph Company, states that all Tuesday
night the whole staff was on duty till mid-
night sending and receiving despatches from all
over the country, as far cast as NorthSydney,
Cape Breton, and as far west as Winnipeg, and
from all points in the United States. On
Wednesday over one thousand messages were
received in the shape of enquiries from anxious
friends from all over the continent.

DESTRUCTIVE FIRE.

A Machine Shop and Found Dentreyed
— Ineftcient Fire RB e — Narrew

of Firemen—Lesn, $123,000.
HaxiLroN, Ont, May 27.—About 3 a. m.

an alarm of fire was sounded from Burrows’
machine shop. The firemen, on their arrival,
foundthe devouring element had already a firm
hold the western wing of the establishment
and was making rapid headway toward the main
portion of the main structure. At once hose
ronnections were made at five different points
when the utter inadequacy of our system in the
shape it stands at present to cope with a fire of
any magnitude was shown up, as the streams
thrown were weak and of®ery little use on a
three and four story building. The
firmen did the best they could and
shortly water was had in abundance.
The fire started in the western end of the new
building, it is thought from an annealing oven
on the ground floor. This building was yester-
day completed at a cost of $50,000. The struc-
ture is now a heapof mins. In a small stable,
at the west end of the building, was a horse, a
policeman broke down the door and got the
horse out. Scarcely had they got out of the
way whan the top of the new brick wall at the
end was observed to bend outward and fall.
Several firemen were working just under the
spot and jumped out of the way having been
warned by the police not a second before.
The firetnen were bravel engnged fighätpg the
fire in the main building, which rs now
in a blase from top to bottom. This was the
most valusble portion of the establishment, as
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it contained all the finer ndachinery
ting out scales and the finer class of malleable
iron and small hardware. Soon there could be
seen streams of molten iron running from the
upper stories of this portion, and a num-
ber of magnificent stoves stored on the lower
story are reduced to a shapeless and worthless
mass. By almost superhuman efforts the
firemen climbed the roof of the “large
moulding shop and directed a stream
of water on the roof, and saved
that portion of the building with
its valuable contents, comprising many dollars
worth of castings. Several firemen were on a
ladder against a wall on the south side when
the wall gave iudications of falling and the men
were driven back by the heat, reaching the
ground iu safety. As far as can be ascertained
the total loss is $125,000. The insurance on
Burrows, Stewart & Milne’s foundry is as fol-
lows:—Western, $7,000; Victoria Mutual,
$3,600 ; Royal, $2,500 ; London, LiverpoolXk
Globe, $2,500; Scottish Imperial, $1,500 ;
total, $16,500. This amount covers the por-
tion of the property saved us well as destroyed.

Electric Rallway Signal.
The seleotrie railway signal and semaphore,

invented by the late Mr. Robert Watson,jr.,
which we bave already described in our columns,
has been put up at the Mile End station of the
Q. M,, 0. & 0. Railway, and has proved a com-
plete success. It has been working since yester-
day morning, and has attracted much attention.
The railway authorities are tly pleased with
it, and it will, no doubt, be signal which will
hereafter bo adopted by all new railways. and
wherever it is necessary to place signals at
any considerable distance from stations, long
bridges, tunnels, &¢. It will pot only prove a
great safeguard in the working of trains, but will
also effect a considerable saving in labor, as it is
worked in the office by the train despatcher or
telegraph operator by meroly touching a button,
in the same way as the electric bells are worked
in hotels or private houses.

WEEKLY REVIEW — WHOLE-
SALE MARKETS.

Stan Orrics, May 27.
Two holidays—Queen’s Birthday and Ascension

Day—having interposed since our last review,the
general volume of trade has not assumed the pro-
portions it would othorwise have done. A thriv-
ing business is still being done fo dry goods, gro-
ceries, hardware, boots and shoes and chemicals,
and the leather trade has now taken a decided
movo ia the right direction, The feature of the
week has been the sharp bull movement in Ame-
rican grain a Chicago caused by tight receipts at
that port and reports that considerable quantities
of grain have been hested and spoiled, having
been insufficientiy proteeted in the country
against the unusually severe weather that pre-
vailed during the Winter. The snow, it is said,
was driven into the cribs, keeping the grain wet
and damp. Prices of grain in Europe
have not yet responded to the advance
scored on this continent, and the result
is lighter shipments, easier freight rates
and grumbling vossel agents. Passing to another
subject it may be remarked that all danger of a
cotton famine in Canada is at an end, as a pew
factory has been projected at Belleville, another
at Halifax and another at Toronto. The build-
ing of the now factory at Montreal West is being
pushed forward with rapidity, as are also the ex-
tensions to the Hudon mill at Hochelaga. Ser-
iously speaking, the cotton manufacturing in-
dustry is being completely over-done to ail ap-
earances. and over-production must follow with-
n a few yenrs if all these new projects come to
a head.
Dry Goons.—Remittances have improved some-

what and the favorable weather of the last few
days has acted like a charm ou the trade. A
good many travellers who were out on the sort-

 

ing trip have returned home, and as a
consequence letter orders are now being
received from various directions every
day which is an indication that retailers in the
country are reducing their stocks very satisfac-
torily. Our city retail trade has had a decided
‘* boom ‘’ this week and the counters in some of
the shops we visited yesterday wore piled up in a
State of semi-confusiou showing that the sellers
had notime to attend to stock, customers being
80 pumervus. Stocks in the hands of wholesalers
ure mostly new goods and well assorted. Prices
are wonderfully steady. Advices from America
would lead us to believe that bigber prices on
such goods as are bought now on that market are
likely to be enforced,in fact. advices have already
been received here of an advance equal to at lesst
5 per cent.

IRON XD HARDWARE.—At the recently reduced
cost of pig iron in this market, there has been con-
siderably more enquiry, resuiting in a larger busi-
ness and a healthier feeling. Since our last
review quite a number of sales have been put
through, and several important Lransactions are
uvw pending. Amoug the sales reported are 400
tons of No. 1 Eglinton on p.t. for shipment West,
150 tons Nu. 1 Coltness at $17.76 net cash, and
500 tons of No. '1 Eglinton ex-ship here at
$16.60 at four months. Several other smaller
lots at within range of quotations have come to
our knowledge, and there appea:s to be a growing
belief on the part of many buyers that prices will
not go lower.
DruGs asp CrruicaLs.—Reocent importations

from abroad have had a depressing effect, and the
market is Jower for nearly all articles. Thery is
an aotivo demand from both town and country,
and cheering reports are received on all hands of
the state of trade. Our prices are for round lots
from store, lots ex-ship are selling at eveg Jower
rates.
