Union Bank vs.* Walker—erauaL This ac­
tion was brought against W. Walker, Esq., in 
his capacity of assignee to the estate of N. H* 
Bowen to obtain the transfer of a title to some 
property purchased by the insolvent, in his 
own name, for the Bank.—-Judgment for 
Plaintiffs.

Poulet vs. Launiero. The defendant was 
arrested on a capias ad respondendum and was 
released on giving a special bail under art. 
824 of the Code of Procedure, to the effect 
that he would not leave this Province until 
the debt was paid. Judgment was rendered 
subsequently against the Defendant, and the 
Plaintiff moved to have him imprisoned for 
not making an abandonment of bis property 
within thirty days of the judgment. The 
question then arose as to whether a person 
who has given the special bail above-men­
tioned, ia obliged to make an abandonment 
of his property under art. 766.

The Court, after commenting on the dif­
ferent phases through which tbs law of im­
prisonment for debt has passed and which 
had resulted in the better protection of the 
liberty of the subject, held that as a special 
bond had been given to the effect that the De­
fendant would not leave the Province, he in­
curred no liability so long as he remained in 
the Province and was not obliged to make a 
session de biens, as he would have been had he 
given the usual security before the Sheriff pro­
vided for in art. 825.

Gauvreau vs. Michon. This was an action 
brought for the recovery of a sum of money 
due for timber sold by a notorial agreement 
to the Defendant, which timber was to be 
used in the construction of ship by Julien, 
and was to be paid - by a draft at six month» 
on the Defendant. The facts of the sale and 
delivery were admitted as was also the draw­
ing of tbe bill on Michon, and the refusal of 
its acceptance.

The defendant pleaded a temporary ex­
ception alleging that tho ship had been seized 
in virtue of a previous judgment against Ju­
lien, that the defendant had filed an opposi-, 
tion to the seisure, which was still pending 
and that these suits should be decided before 
he was compelled to pay. But the Court held 
that the creditor bed a right to proceed 
against the debtor and surety equally and at the 
same time and dismissed the exception.

Borrower vs. Harrower, et all.—Tho ques­
tion to be decided here was as to whether a 
grand nephew can succeed concurrently with 
the nephew and niece in the estate of ths un­
cle or aunt of such nephew or niece. Repre­
sentation in our law is allowed in the colla­
teral line in only one case, where nephews 
and nieces succeed to their uncle and annt 
concurrently with the brother and sister of 
tho deceased. In this case, therefore, the 
grand nephew is excluded from the succes­
sion.

McGreovy vs. Im Fabrique de Rimouski.— 
This case came up on a declinatory exception. 
Messrs. Murphy and Quigley, contractors had 
built a Church at Rimouski, and presented a 
claim to the Fabrique for the amount of their 
account. This claim they assigned to Mc- 
Greevy, who entered into on arbitration bond 
at Quebec, and the arbitrator made an award 
to recover, which the present action was 
brought. The defendants contended that 
the original contract was entered into at Ri­
mouski, that the cause of action arose there, 
and consequently this court had no juris­
diction. But tho court held that the arbi­
tration bond being given in Quebec, the cause 
of action arose there, and dismissed the de­
clinatory exception.

Hearn M. A. vs. Hearn J.—This was an ac­
tion for damages lor assault, and came up on 
a defense en droit. The plaintiff in bis action 
alleged a previous assault as an aggravation 
of the offense, and the defendant demurred to 
his right to allege it. Held that the proof ol 
a previous assault can be admitted, and such 
assault would be an aggravation. The de­
fendant’s demurrer to the plaintiff’s declara­
tion was dismissed with costs.

There is danger in taking ether. A man 
may let out the inmost secrets of his life, 
while under its influence. A citizen of Law­
rence, Mas»., inhaled the insiduoua vapor the 
other day for the purpose of having a tooth 
extracted, aud as he began to regain his con­
sciousness, anxiously inquired “ Where am 
I ?” “ In jail for killing your wife," re­
sponded the facetious dentist. “ In jail 
for killing my wife I I always thought it 
would come to that." That man need» 
watching.

A Maniac Murderer.
HE ATTBMPTS TO KILL A CATHOLIC 

‘ PRIEST.

[Correspondence of the Philadelphia Press.] 
Catabcqua, Pa., May, 27.—The usual quiet­

ness of tills place was somewhat disturbed on 
Saturday last by the report that Father McKee, 

.of 8t. Lawrence Catholic Church, had been 
shot, and upon enquiry it was found that a 
man had called at the residence of the priest, 
and asked to see him. Upon the man coming 
into the clergyman’s presence, he was asked 
what was his wish, and replying, “You know," 
was interrogated further, whereupon he drew 
from his pocket a Sharp’s revolver, and fired 
three shots at the priest, one of which struck the 
arm which was thrown up as a shield. Drop­
ping the revolver he ran off, and a servant 
girl gave the alarm to the neighbors. Before 
the man could be secured he had made his 
way to tho edge of the town and eluded cap­
ture. Some excited boys who had followed 
him, directed tho crowd to a house occupied 
by a German named Ginter Schlauch, and 
but for the intorferenco of the bnrgess and 
other citizens .the poor man would have been 
lynched. He was conveyed at once to the 
priest, who immediately pronounced him 
innocent, which fact but partially relieved 
the minds of tbe most excited. In the 
mean time all clue to the guilty party had 
been lost. Upon an examination of the 
wound of Father McKee It was found that 
the ball had entered the arm above the wrist, 
passed around the bone, and was removed 
from under the flesh upon the opposite side, 
his arm no doubt having saved bis life by 
being thrown up'. Search being made yester­
day morning for the guilty party, he was 
found lying in a fence corner bat a short 
distance from town, and upon a request to 
accompany the men to Father McKee’s he 
remarked that that was what he wanted, and 
upon the party entering the yard the servant 
girl recognised him and commenced crying 
murder. He was disarmed, ‘when it was 
found that he had another pistol and a knife, 
which he held in bis pockets while on the 
way to the house. He waa also recogniaed 
by the priest. A large crowd gathered, and 
it was with the greatest difficulcy the man 
was conveyed to the lock-up. Several at­
tempts were made to lynch him, and when 
he arrived he was bleeding considerably from 
blows received on the way. The man gives 
his name as William Prendergast. and says 
be walked all the way from Pbilaaelpbia to 
kill him. He worked here on the Lehigh 
and Susquehanna railroad five years ago. 
There is no doubt but what the mail is insane, 
and his not trying to escape during tbe right 
and willingness to again go before the priest 
shows conclusively that he is not in his right 
mind. He was conveyed to Allentown for 
safe keeping, and will bo taken to Easton to 
ths Northampton county jail.

( To the Editor of the Morning Chronicle.)
8m,—It is now four years since I com­

menced those labours in Quebec, which 
resulted in the revival and reorganization of 
the North Shore Railway enterprise, find 
during this period, I have submitted to a 
large amount of misrepresentation, without 
ever having, so far as I can remember, 
troubled yoqr public with any statement per­
sona] to myself. But my attention has been 
« ailed to a report of a meeting of your City 
Council, in which a statement occurs so. 
injurious in it» character, so entirely untrue, 
and so recklessly deficent of propriety, that I 
feel compelled to notice it.

I quote the passage in question :
“ Alderman Cote, one of the directors for 

the city, said it wan just as well that he should 
»ay a few words, in reply to the remarks of 
Alderman Hearn. Some twenty months or 
two year» ago. tenders had l>een advertised 
for, for the construction of the road, and two 
or three had been received but from parties 
who had no moans, and were not in a position 
to enter upon the work. It was known that 
they never intended to build, even if them 
tenders hod been accepted, for they had not 
the means and could not obtain the necessary 
assistance."

Now, when it is considered that this Aider- 
man Cote wa« not, at the time named, et- â 
director, and had no connection with the 
«nterprise, the nonchalance of this volun­
teered statement will l*e apparent. This fact 
may, however, relieve him from a conviction 
for wilful falsehood, but, when the facts are 
known, will glace him in the position of a 
very untrustworthy oflicial, who is content 
to give his grave guaranty to anv assertion 
which interested parties shall direct him to 
make.

The facts, as the records of the Company 
ought to show, are as follows:—

After the legal reorganization of the Com­
pany had been effected in the summer of 1870, 
tenders were willingly advertised for by tho 
Company, and some received. Among them, 
was one by myself, which had been approved 
by the President, and in regard to which, I 
received the following official communica­
tion :—
Office of the North Shore Railway and 8t.

Maurice Navigation and Land Co.,
r « t,- Quebec, 30th Sept., 1870.

Damon Murdered by Pythtae.
A Melbourne letter to the San Francisco 

Bulletin fears :
An extraordinary tragedy has lately been 

enacted in the Treasury Gardens. The fol­
lowing are the particulars : One afternoon, 
shortly after 4 o’clock, tho report of firearms 
was heard, and on search being made two men 
were found reclining under a dumb of wil­
lows. One was dying ; the other on his back, 
smoking a cigar. The man who was dying 
was lying on his back, his hands behind his 
head, and stretched out at full length. One 
of the gardeners asked him, ‘ Who shot you?’ 
but tho only reply was & faint gasp, and im­
mediately afterward he died ; he had been 
shot through the heart. The living man was 
asked why he had shot his companion? ‘ He 
shot himself, was the answer ; ‘ we both came 
here to die. All will bo explained yet.’ From 
particular» afterward obtained, it transpired 
that tho two men, Edward Freency and 
Charles Marks, between whom there subsisted 
a singular intimacy, had for some time con­
templated mutual destruction, and bad gone 
into the Treasury Gardens with the intention 
of dying together. They had been drinking 
for some time previously, and among the 
strange things done by them was to visit a 
photographer's and have a picture taken re­
presenting them standing together, each with 
a pistol pointed to the other’s breast. A coro­
ner’s jury declarod Freeney to be guilty of the 
wilful murder or Marks, and be has been com­
mitted for trial."

London, 10 a.m.,Junc 10—The weather this 
morning is stormy, and possibly the race be­
tween the London and Atlanta crews may 
not take place to-day, as the American have 
stipulated for a postponement should the 
storm be heavy at the hour appointed for the 
contest.

Mr. Webster, Vice-President of the Atlanta 
Boat Club, who arrived here recently, has 
been chosen umpire of the Atlanta crew, ami 
R. Leslie, of the Oxford Rowing Club, has 
been chosen referee.

The English crew will row bare-headed, in 
a uniform of Jersey flannel. The American 
Colors are crimson, with crimson jockey caps. 
Odds of 3 to 1 against the American crew ore 
freely offered this morning. Flags arc flying 
all over the city, and everything lias the ap­
pearance of a holiday.

3.30 p.m.—The weather is clear and plea­
sant, and preparations for the race are being 
made.

The storm this morning was accomj»nied 
with sharp lightning and thunder, and some 
loss of life occurred. In the West of England 
snow fell.

Numerous steamers laden with passengers 
are arriving at Putney Bridge, and the people 
arc taking their position on the banks of the 
Thames, to get a good view of the race. The 
crowd of spectators on both sides of the river 
is thickening. The American steamer, which 
has on board the friends of the Atlanta crew, 
is gaily decorated with flags.

ATTER RECESS.

Hon. Mr. TILLEY moved the House into 
Committee of the Whole to consider a resolu­
tion declaring it expedient to impose a ton­
nage duty not exceeding ten cents per ton on 
vessels entering the port of Collingwood, in 
order to provide means for improving the 
harbor and channel of the said port.

He protested against the 
change proposed by the Government, as an 
attempt to sacrifice the rights of the Protest­
ant minority of Montreal. The commercial 
iTommunity of that city contributed 45 per 
cent of the entire revenue of the Dominion, 
and they were entitled to a fair representa­
tion. The change proposed in this bill would 
hand them ovet to a population differing 
from them in race, language and religion. 
He appealed to the Protestants of Outerjo to 
help the minority in Montreal, who number­
ed only 32,385 against <5,480 Roman Catho­
lics. He concluded with a strong protest 
against the policy of the Government by 
moving to refer the bill hack to Committee 
ot the Whole to amend it by leaving the elec­
toral divisions of Montreal unchanged.

Mr. RYAN (Montreal) 'was pained at the 
remarks of hiscolleague from Montreal Centre. 
They were wholly uncalled for, the commer­
cial metropolis having freqnently sent.two 
Protestant members to Parliament in the past. 
He (Ryan) believed the proposed change 
would be beneficial to the city, and he would 
therefore give it his support.

Sir G. CARTIER argued that no injustice 
was intended, and none would be done to the 
Protestants of Montreal. Under the proposed 
change, the central division would have 5,986 
votes ; the West, 7,437, and the East, 7,800 
—a much fairer division of the city than the 
present one.

■ Mr. HOLTON objected to the bill, oft the 
ground that it proposed exceptional changes 
in Quebec. It should be general in its pro­
visions to meet the support of the House. 
There was no demand from Montreal for this 
change, and he therefore won Id vote for the 
amendment.

Mr. POPE accused Mr. Workman of being 
the first member from Quebec who had at­
tempted to raise a denominational cry, and 
be did not represent the minority of Montreal 
in doing so.

Mr. CAMERON (Peel) said he bad been as­
sured by Protestants in the centre division of 
Montreal, that this change, instead of weaken­
ing, actuallyl strengthened their position.

Mr. SCRIYER said the member for Mont­
real was perfectly justified in the course he 
had followed respecting this bill, though the 
hon. gentleman's remarks were more violent 
than the occasion called for. The Gazette 
and Herald, representing the commercial in­
terests of Montreal, were opposed to the 
change proposed by the bill.

Sir J. A. MACDONALD said the religious 
question had never disturbed the political 
contests in the representation of Montreal. 
He, therefore, regretted the attempt of the 
member for Montreal Centre to rouse religious 
feeling in discussing this question. There 
could be no objection to making the change 
on the ground of population. No one dis­
puted that this MU equalized to a great ex­
tent the divisions of Montreal. There was, 
therefore, no good reason tor opposing it.

After some further discussion, a division 
was taken on the amendment, whicii was re­
jected,—yeas, 22 ; nays, 94.

The bill was then r»«d a third time and 
passed.

The Honse went into Committee of Sapply, 
passing the item without a debate, on the 
understanding that fall latitude would be 
allowed a discussion on concurrence.

New York, June 10.—A special from Up­
per Sandusky says : The vicinity of tho vil­
lage of Quincy, Logan Co., was visited, on 
Saturday, with a terrific tornado, by which 2 
children were killed and several persons woun- 
ed, some of whom will die. Houses in the 
path of the tornado were leveled to the ground. 
The Methodist and Baptist churches wcje de­
molished, and snapping off large trees like 
the smoke of pipe stems. The tornado ad­
vanced through the town of Degraff, where 
the terrific scene was repeated, and, if pos­
sible, the destruction of property was greater. 
In sereraHnstances, children were caught up 
by the wind and carried some distance in the 
air. The devastation was terrible, and the 
people need relief badly.

Troy, N.Y., June 10.—G. V. S. Quacken- 
buah, for 40 years a leading dry goods mer­
chant of this city, and owner of one of the 
most extensive establishment in the State, 
died this morning at the 71st year of his age.

New Yore, June 10.—At a meeting of the 
piano manufacturers this morning, Mr. Steix- 
way anuonced that his factory had l»cen clos­
ed on Saturday, and would remain closed, as 
the firm determined to hold out against the 
strikers.

PatLADELrinA, June 10.—The cabinet-mak­
ers union to-day, resolved to strike for hours 
The strike includes upholsterers, vamishers, 
carvers, machine-hands, moulders, turners, 
sawyers, and piano-makers.

Boston, Juno 10.—Private advices report an 
accident on the Atkinson and Nebraska Rail­
road, by which Frank R. Firth, superintendent 
and engineer of the road, lost his right ann 
and sustained other serious injuries. Otis E. 
Allen, his assistant, was killed.

Washington, June 10—Both Houses have 
agreed to extend the session until six o’clock 
this evening.

The President’s proclamation is fully pre­
pared, aud will be transmitted to both Houses, 
convening an extra session of Congress, in 
case the Sundry Civil Appropriations Bill is 
not passed by 12 o’clock, or the time for ad­
journment is not previously extended.

GJIEAT HRITAITV.
London, June 10—The water between Put 

ney and Mortlake is. lumpy, and a brisk south 
erly wind prevails on the banks of the 
Thames. The whole-length of the course are 
crowded with vehicles, three rows’ deep. Miss 
Kellogg, the American Prima Donna, occupies 
one «îf the carriages,, and wears American 
colors.

4.30 p.m.—The sun has at last broken 
through the clouds, but the atmosphere is 
still chiljy. Crowds increase along the river 
momentarily, and the excitement is very 
great. The boats of the umpires, referees, 
and others directly concerned hgve been 
placed, and the appearance oa the river of the 
racing crews is momentary expected. No 
change in the betting.

5 p,m.—There is some hitch in tho ar- 
arrangements for a race, and both crews have 
boarded the umpire’s boat.

5.20 p.m.—The race has not yet taken 
place. A change has been- made in the ar­
rangements. The race will be rowed down 
the stream from Mortlake to Putney, instead 
of from Putney to Mortlake.

Mobtlake-on-Thajies, 6.30 p.m., via Lon­
don.—The river is clear and everything 
ready for a start. The Atalantas have chosen 
the Surrey side ofthe|river.

Pi’ tuby-os-Thaims, 8.55 p.m., via London, 
—The Londoners won the race easily. They 
came in 20 lengths ahead of the Atalantas.

Putney, 7 p.m., via London.—The English 
cn-w took the lead at the start, kept it, and 
increase*! it to the end. The Americans 
made aome gallant and desperate spurts, but 
became exbagst*?), and before the race was 
half over their case was hopeless.

London, June 10, evcnmg.-r-The (circum­
stances under which the Atalanta crew en­
tered the race to-day were most unfavorable. 
At first it was ^bought the match would have 
to be postponed owing fp the stormy weather. 
As the sky cleared up it was decked that the 
race should lie rowed, although the- water 
was rough and lumpy and the tide running 
very strong. A further delay was caused by 
the change in the directipp of the race, which 
was made at the last moment. This having 
been agreed to, both crews went on board a 
steamer, and, wjtb their boats, were taken up 
to the other end of the course, at Mortlake. 
On arriving there further time was taken up 
for making the arrangements rendered ne­
cessary by the reversal of the route, and it 
was after six o'clock when the Londoners 
and New Yorkers stripped and entered their 
respective boats. The thousands of specta­
tors waited with patience and good hnmor 
while these preparations were making, 
and as ihe boats shot out from 
the store, at 8.20 p.m., to take up their posi­
tions, there was a great shout of joy and re­
lief, which was taken up and rolled along on 
both banks of the river, from Mortlake to Put­
ney. As stated iq a previous despatch, the 
Atlanta crew won the toss, and elected to 
row on the Surrey side. The gun for the 
start wa* fired at 6.23. The English crew 
took the water brilliantly. In the first 200 
yards they got a length ahead, afid, tending 
to the Surrey side, took the Atlanta’s wafer. 
At Barne’s Bridge, just around the Curve, the 
Londoners had increased the gap to a length 
and a half- From this point, the Americans 
made a scrieg pf desperate spurts, and sligtly 
improved their post tion, drawing up to the 
London boat, but the tremendous effort 
told on the men, and they soon 
began to show signs of exhaustion. On reach­
ing the waterworks, opposite the Chiswick 
Mall, their distress was evident and their pæe 
relaxed ; their case was hopeless ; thç race was 
already won. I’he Englishmen gained rapidly 
while going through Gorney reach and shot 
under Hammersmith bridge, 20 lengths 
ahead, they continued to row on steadily 
with ease, increasing tho distance of every 
stroke. The Americans kept on with great 
pluck but the signs of increasing exhaus­
tion were plain. Up to Hammersmith 
bridge, the course had been kept perfectly 
clear, but beyond that point row boats ham­
pered the Atlantas, one hitting their 
shell hard and compelling the crew to come 
to a complete stop, but these accidents had no­
thing to do with result of the race, which was a 
foregone conclusion. From the start, coming 
around Craven Point and heading direct for 
Aqueduct bridge, at Putney, the Londoners 
walked away from their opponent^, and ar­
rived at the bridge crossing the line at 6.50. 
Dense musses of spectators on the bridge and 
river cheered and screamed wild with excite­
ment as the Londoners came in sight, and 
sent up a great roar when 'they reached th,c 
end of the course.1 The Americans, in spite 
of their accidents and stops, pulled to the bit­
ter end, and were heartily cheered as they 
stepped out of their boat, greatly exhausted. 
Extra editions of the journals published this 
morning, put the time of the winners at 
2lm. 16sec. oyer a course of 4 miles.2 furlongs 
Tnprecented exertions were made to have 
the result of the race forwarded to London 
with the least possible delay. The Central 
News Association had laid insulated wires to 
Putney and Mortlake, and had four telegraph 
stations at in tenais on the course, from 
which they reported the race from point to 
point as it proceeded. The despatches reach­
ing the city were instantaneously distributed

MEXICO.
Matamoras, June 8.—The revolutionists 

under Quiroga having re-captured Monterey, 
on the 4th inst., before Gen. Ceballos could 
reach there with reinforcements, Quiroga 
turned upon Ceballos with the whole of his 
force and compelled him to retreat to Mier, 
where he remained yesterday. It is believed 
to-day that Gen. Ceballo cannot remain in the 
field against the insurgents with his present 
force, and that he is retreating on Matamoras 
to shelter himself behind the forts and the 
national guards. Quiroga’s force is estimated 
at 5000, he having impressed into his service 
1500 prisoners, captured from Gen. Corolla 
in the engagement at Lontrerr. Another 
siege at Matamoras is imminent, with the 
prestige of rccept success in fovor of the re­
volutionists.

The Recorder's Court.—The absence of 
the Recorder from this court, occasioned by 
sickness, during tho greater portion of the 
present year, gives rise to the greatest incon­
venience in the transaction of business. Daily 
the Clerk is obliged to sally forth and secure 
unwilling Councillors, to preside- at the 
bench ; these gentlemen can ill-afford time 
to investigate all the cases, and too frequent­
ly prisoners charged with gross breaches of 
the municipal regulations, with drunkenness 
and disorderly conduct, get off scot free, sim­
ply because the gentlemen presiding have to 
hurry through the cases. Over twenty cases 
were up one day, last week, and every one 
was dismissed.

Water Works.—The mismanagement in 
tho Waterworks’ Department under its late 
regime is gradually becoming more apparent. 
It was charged in the City Council on Friday 
night, that the pipes in the Richelieu street 
extension had been laid without being bored, 
and that now the city will have to boar an 
expense’in l*oring, for the attachment of ser­
vice pipes, six times more money than had 
the work been done before the pipes were 
laid. In Scott street,«it is now found that the 
pipes laid will be unable to give sufficient pres­
sure, unless a supplying pipe is attachai at 
Artillery street corper. Work has been stop­
ped, the street kept open, and traffic inter­
rupted, on account of the wretched blunder­
ing whjch has been going op. These things 
were fill changed, apd no depial was given. It 
is plain that an ovoraoer of works is peeded 
in Quebec, whose duty it shall he to Inspect 
all works carried on by the Corporation ; the 
present system of leaving everything in the 
hands of foremen, only operates to the disad­
vantage of the tax-payers.

He avers that he 
gave the prisoner no provocation whatever 
Others say that there was a regular fight, and 
that these two men having got into close 
quarters, shots were fired, and Bradford was 
seen to fall. Both men, the assailant and 
the assailed, had been drinking during the 
morning.

THE PRISONER,

Patrick Dooley, is a medium sized, well built 
young man, of about 27 years of age, with 
light hair and moustache, and grey eyes. He 
has not been in Quebec long, having l>ecn 
working in Savannah and Pensacola for some 
years past. His father and three sisters were 
burned to death in a fire in Champlain street 
a number of years ago. He was brought up 
for examination at the Police Court yesterday 
morning, but owing to the state of the 
wounded man, who had been conveyed to 
the Marine Hospital, no investigation took 
place.

THE SECOND CASE.

The second cast* was that in which George 
Smith, of the ship Home was shot at, anti 
beaten. The Police on returning from the 
arrest of Dooley, met this man walking along 
the street, bleeding from cuts in the heat! 
On being questioning he stated that he had 
qeen attacked by a man whom be knew, and 
beaten over the head with the butt end of a 
revolver, after having been twice ineffectually 
fired at by his assailant. They closed together 
and fell, when the chamber of the revolver 
fell out, and its owner managed to get away 
Smith was weak from loss of blood, so he 
was conveyed to the Station, where his 
wounds were dressed by Dr» Moffatt, who hail 
been sent for. He would not give the name 
of, or describe the party who had attacked 
him, and as soon as his injuries had been 
attended, he hastened away. Tho Police 
have since ascertained that he had been 
playing the part of a Don Juan, and that the 
infuriated husband only missed committing 
a murder by having to look for his pistol 
This case is receiving the attention of the 
Police.

. THE THIRD CASE.

An Captain Boye, of the Norwegian ship 
Victoria, was driving up Champlain street on 
Sunday night, about ten o’clock, he was fired 
at from behind by some scoundrel, the ball 
passing through the wagon, dose to his head. 
He had just driven passed a group of people 
who were struggling with two policemen, 
endeavouring to arrest some deunken sailors. 
He is inclined to think he has been mistaken 
for somebody else.

Besides these cases which we have recorded 
above, there were several minor fights in the 
street on Sunday afternoon and night, in 
which pistols and knives were drawn, and the 
state of disorder at times was something fear­
ful.

WHAT THEY SAT IN CHAMPLAIN STREET.

The people of Champlain street ask to have 
the police patrol strengthened there. At pre­
sent there are only two men and a sergeant at 
the Diamond Harbor station, and these men 
have over two miles of a beat to attend 
to. Just now, when the street is continually 
filled with seaman, at least ten meipwould be 
required to preserve order. A well known 
boarding-bouse keeper said to our reporter 
yesterday, “We are tired doing police duty. 
I come to my door and find some of these sea­
men, mail with drink, rushing about with 
their sheath knives drawn, and I have to 
knock oqo or two pf them over to <li«ann 
them. We have to maintain whatever order 
there is ourselves. We must have more 
police ; when the patrol if Increased we will 
have fewer murders and fewer fights.” Coun­
cillor Giblin says the same thing, the want of 
police is greatly felt.

To Captain Heigham great credit is due for 
the promptitude displayed by him in this 
matter. Had like energy been shewn in the 
Pnufe murder case it is nroliable that the 
murderer would now be in custody. We trust 
it will be long before wc have to report such 
a Sunday's work again.

The following letter was received, ex steamer 
'Gaspe, by tho Secretary of the Quebec Board 
of Trade :—

Magdalen Islands, 3rd May, 1872. 
Dear Sir,—Another long winter has passed 

'We have had a very boisterous one ; the oldest 
inhabitants never witnessed so much snow 
Three vessels came on shore on the night of 
the 23th November, on the north side of the 
islands. Tho barque Haleyon, Capt. Carver, 
from Quebec, loaded with deals and logs, lost 
three men and the mate ; one man, badly 
frozen, lost his toes. Brig Wasp, Capt. Talbot, 
of and from Quebec, loaded with wheat, all 
hands lost but the mate ; he remained on the 
wreck eighteen hours after the ship came on 
shore : he managed to get a piece of wreck 
stuff and got on shore, and was found, three 
days after, In a small'fisherman’s hut on the 
beach; he had been without fire and food*for 
that length of time; the poor Tellow has lost 
both of Ids feet, and would have lost his life If 
It had not been for the attention paid him by 
Rev. Mr. Rlopol and Mr. Fox. That man re 
ports seeing a ship outside of his. A built 
mast, a boat, and a lot of stuff was found on 
the beach ? was not claimed by the other 
wrecks. The schooner Peri, Capt. Doddridge 
from Cape Cove, with Mr. Savage’s fish, struck 
on the east end of the islands at four on the 
morning of the 28th; the cook was lost, and if 
it had not been for the Goose Isle people the 
whole crew would have gone; they remained 
by the wreck until three In the afternoon 
finding the ship breaking up, they got pieces of 
the wreck aud lashed themselves, and got 
overboard ; thfe breakers hove them in the 
lundwasli, where the inhabitants handed them 
up ; It was a bitter, cold day ; they came near 
perishing. The mate of the Wasp reports that 
having no shifting boards occasioned the loss 
of the vessel ; the cargo shifted, and the vessel 
became unmanageable. -The Halcyon, It 
reported, was waterlogged before she came on 
shore ; her deals have been sold and part 
her rigging, Ac., Ac. ; some of the Inhabitants 
robbed the ship of sails, rigging, deals, and 
men’s clothing. He sent for me, hut too late, 
the fellows had time to conceal It ; I searched 
twenty-three hours ; could only find proof on 
three.

A barque came olTthe cast end of the Island 
on the 31st of January, called the Alma, Capt 
Brisco; she was abandoned; four men went 
on board from Goose Isle ; she appeared to 
have broken from her anchors, as her chains 
were hanging out of her horse-pipes; she had 
been boarded before, as all of her light sails 
had been taken away, and boats ; If her cargo 
in the hold Is like her deck load, It Is No. 1 
pine deal. They found a letter directed to the 
captain, from Ids brother, dated at Maryport : 
it must be there that the ship belonged, from 
the contents of the letter; she was between 
six and seven hundred ton*

Hanse Towns, Ac., under the headship of 
Prussia, into the triumphant and powerful 
empire of Germany ; and the arming of Russia, 
to reassert her preponderance In the council* 
of Europe, or to prosecute her often postponed 
but never relinquished designs on thegreatclty 
founded by Constantine and the vast but de­
caying anarchical dominion of the Sultan, all 
combine to invest with profound luterest the 
ever-changing phases of our tiding* from the 
Old World. The Tribune, through trusted
