Loxpoy, May 15.—A Russian war steams:
er recently escaped from Sebastopel, and
reached the vicinity of Batoum on Sunday
night. When seven miles from shore she
sent four boats with torpedoes to attack a
Turkish frigate in the roadstead. The tor-
pedoes failed to explode. Fire was opened
from the frigate and shore. In the dark.
ness and confusion the Russian boats fled.
Two reached Poti unharmed at daybreak.
No news has been.received of the other two
boats and steamer.

The Turks have despatched 16,000 men
from Widdin garrison in all haste to the
Dobrudscha.

The Cireassians who have risen in the
Russian Trans-Caucasian provinces destroy-
ed almost all the telegraph wires in the
ueighborhood,

The: Central News publishes the following
despatch :—St. Petersbung. The Russians
attacked Batoum on Friday. After a despe-
rate engagement, wherein both sides suffer-
ed heavily, the Russian positions were main-
tained.

Note—If the above were trustworthy, it
would be a practical admission of Russian
defeat, as claimed by the Turks.

The Russians are massing large torces in
the neighborhood of Kars, Cannonading
is proceeding at various points on the
Danube. The Turkish squadron bombarded
the fortified port of Sukum Kaleh. A body
ot troops landed, and remained masters of
the position, the population of the neigh-
borlicod joining the Turks.

The Standard’s Constantinople speeial
telegraphs :—““1 am glad to report the
great success of the Turks in Asia, On
Monday, Hassan Pasha, after bombard-
ing the fortification of Soughoum Kaleh,
landed a number of soldiers, who were im-
mediately joined by 3,000 natives. A vio-
lent combat ensued. The Russians were
driven out of Soughoum to.day, Upwards
of 10,000 natives joined the Turkish
forces, who hold the fortifications, The
town is in flames. All the surrounding
country is rising in support of the Turks,
Telegraph communieation between Constan-
tinople and Kars, by way of Erzeroum, re-
mains intect.””

The city of Chicago seems to be suffering
from an insufficient sewer capacity. A
despateh from. that city, under date of the
2nd inst., says :—* The falling of rain and
the melting of snow, caused by the warm
weather of the past few days, has had the
effect of flooding the south-western portion
of the city,, The sewers and drains could.
not carry off the water with sufficient ra.
pidity, and it has risen in some cases to the
first stories and driven people from their
houses, obliging them to malke their way in
rafts improvised. from floating timber and
sidewalks. The damage to property is very
great in that' section of the city west of
Western avenue and south of Harrison
street, and far out into the conntry. The
water receded this afternoon somewhat, but
it will take severul days to-entirely abate it.
So far as Heard from, no lives have beem
lost.” This seems to indicate an urgent
need of an immediate improvement of the
eewer system of the city.

Murderous Striliers.

Tt is hard to believe that human nature is
eopable of such awful depravity as that
which bas been exhibited by the miners at
Streator, 111., and deseribed by our Chica.
go correspondent. The annals of poisoning
of the world pale before the attempt made
to destroy the colliers who had been taken
an to replace the sirikers. The Marchioness
of Brinvilliers had her hosts of corpies,
tut she worked slowly. The poudre de
suceesston had its armies of vietims ia
Trance, as the agua tofana had in Ttaly, bub
the attacks upon life were made slowly and
insidiously, and the subjects of systematic
and fashionable poisoning were selected eare-
fully and not inveolved in death snddenly
and ccllectively. In the Streator horror a
bold and merciless attempt was made upon
an entire community of workers, and no
less than sixty men thrown into the agonies
of death, The details of the devilish erime
are frightiul, and we cannot imagine any
punishment as adequate to the perpetrators’
guilt.

The erime has grown out of labor troubles
that have been chronie in the district, and
of which we have had some experience near
bhome. The miners strack for high.
er pay, Wwhich was refused, and
new hands were taken on. A diabolical
spirit of revenge dictated the deed, and in-
nocent men were hurled into death becauss
they preferred working to sulking in idle-
ness, The world may well stand aghast at
an exhibition of hatred which stands with-
out a parallel,

Strikers at Quebec are resorting to force
to prevent industrious men, content to take
low wages rather than be idle, from earning
aliving. We warn these misguided men
to desist, sothat they may not be placed in
the same category as the Streator assassins,
Every man has a right to try and sell his
labor in the highest market, but he has no
right to attempt by force to impose his
opinion as to the value of his services upon
‘those who purchase them, or to interfere
with those who have made their bargain and
are endeavoring to earn the pay for which
they have stipulated. When the argament
of force is resorted to, then it is proper for
the law to step in for the protection of
society, and to oppose force to force in the
most emphatic manner, This has not been
done in Yuebec as it should have been, and,
Jconsequently, the city is in a disturbed con-
dition. The striking laborers, by their
eonduet, insult the dignity of teil, and
forfeit every claim to comsideration which
they might possibly enjoy.

City vs. Country Wives.

An interesting discussion has been going
en in the columns of a New York paper
respecting the relative merits of the town
and country girl, viewed from a matri-
monial stand-point. A rural damsel,
writing over the nom de plume ¢ Audrey,”
set the ball rolling, and her letter drew
forth several rather warmly-worded epistles
from the metropolitan maidens.

Meeting.

The fifty-fifth annual meeting of the
governors of this institution was held in the
board room yesterday afternoon at 3 o’clock.,
Present : Mr, Peter Redpath, the President,
in the chair ; Messrs, C. J. Brydges, Henry

The minutes of the last annual and
previons meetings were accepted as read.

Dr. Howard, Secretary, then prasentel
the annual report, a synopsis of which is
as follows : T]feo ordinary expenditure of the
year has been $42,861.97; crdinary in-
come, $35,749.63 ; excess of expenditure,
§7,112.34. Thisisan increased expendi-
ture compared with 1876-77 of §4,655.73.
The items under which this increased ex-
penditure appear are : Provisions, groceries,
&e., an increase of §1,785.17 ; laboratory,
an increase of $229.64; surgical instrn-
ments, an increase of $119.94 ; servants’
wages, an increase of $1,535.10 ; insurance
(paid three years in advance) and law ex-
penses, an increase of $370.36 ; printing,
advertising and stationary, an increase of
£198.69 ; general expenses, increase of 81,-
414,37 ; fuel, water and gas assessments, in-
crease $404.69 ; funeral expenses, $6,077.46.
There has been a diminished expenditure
during the year under the following heads :
Bedding, clothing, &c., 88 ; ordinary re-

irs, $602 ; furniture, $459; wines and

iquors, 834, The extraordinary income of
the year consisted of legncies, §2,081.50 ;
extraordinary donations, $2,990; total,
$5,071.50. The extraordinary expenditure
included alterations of wards and basements
and additional heating apparatus, §9,222.32,
showing a deficiency under this head of
$3,250.82. If to this be added the excess
of ordinary expenditure over ordinary in-
come, §7,112.34, the total excess of cxpen-
diture over income for the year amounts to

$10,363.168. Special appeal was made to
the public for increased assistance during
the year. The resmlt is a gratifying

roof of the esteem  in which the
institution is held by the citizens, Itshows
an increase in the annual subscriptions of
§8,475.07, in the ordinary donations of
§2,601.07 and in the subscriptions from em-
};]nyes 0f$470.11 a total increase of contri-

utions of $6,636.25. During the year un-
der review tl ere were 1,907 ¢ indoor™ pa-
tients treated in the wards and 18,788 pre-
scriptions for “ontdoor” patients, a decrease
of 58 ¢“indoor” patients, and an increase of
3,062 prescriptions respectively as compared
with last year, Of the indoor patients there
died 139 ; were discharged cured, 1,286 ;
improved, 276 ; unimproved, 74 ; re-
mained in hospital at end of year, 138.
There were £7 typhoid fever cases, a number
less by ten than last year, but exceeding by
40 the avarage annual number of the pre-
ceding 10 years, There were twenty ad-
missions  fcr  diphtheria, an epidemic
of that dicease having prevailed for
the last 10 months ; an epidemic of
measles of @ mild type has also prevailed,
32 of the adnissions having been for that
disease, Inflammatory affections of the
lungs bhave teen rather revalent, reachin
the number of 128. The very much neede
alterations, additions and repairs begun in
the “Richarcson” wing last year have been
completed, and great improvements have
been made in the “Reid” wing.

THE DISABLED STEAMER.
Verifieds—A
A R T With the Returmed
Passenger.

Mr. Gall, says a New York paper, goesto
Eurcpe yearly, and his wife remains behind,
Accustomed as she is to the annual voyage
of her husband, for the last week, neverthe-
less, Mys. Gall, to use her own words, has
heen “‘in a state of mind,” On Saturday
night, however, she had a comforting and
decidedly remarkable dream. She saw in
her vision the arrival at this port of the
¢ City of Richmond,” and the well-b:lovel
form of her husband step gayly ashore. In
the meantime, the * City of Richmond," as
is known, was steaming into this port, and
on board was Mr. Gall, the enly pissenger
whose patience was insullicient for the slow
progress. under sail of the ¢ Drussels”
Hence it happened that when Mr. G,
whose anxious feelings had been considerate.
1y treated by the Custom House official--
this officer pressing him into a cab and tell-
ing him to get home as sonn as possible—
reached his residence in l'nion squave, his
wile exclaimed as she embraced him, 1
expected yom,” and, according to beth, was
not at ol surprised.

¢ shiver'’ so violent that it threw the eap
he was holding from his hand. ¢ Of course,”
says the marrator phlegmatically, ¢ there
was fome cemmotion,” but Captain Wat-
kins hastened to asenre the passengers that
there was no danger of the ship's sinking—
on the contrary, every reason to believe
they would remain on her for some davs t»
come.

After consultation with'the passengers full
sail was sef, with what Mr. CGall calls a
“calm wind” blowing. Having kept no
log, he is unahle to say how many miles
they made the first day, but thinks it was not
over thirty or forty. The religious exercises
of the pilgrima were continued as before.
Between these services the main occupation
appears to have been pitching quoits on deck,
and whist in the cabin. “Indeed,’’ said Mr.
Gall, ¢ Father Sheehy, of Brooklyn, is a
nice fellow, a very jolly fellow. He made
the life and the jokes of the whole party and
cheered everybody up. He cheered me up,
too, and I wish you would say a good word
for Father Shechy.”

The second day after meeting with the
accident the light winds still prevailed until
just before evening, when a breeze sprang
up, and during the next twenty-four hours
the ship made 180 miles on her coursa,
During this run the spirits of all on board
rose very much. ¢ That big fellow from
Montreal —I don't know his name,” said
Mr, Gall, “became very happy at the
chance of getting to Rome in time.” Bat
the next day the wind lulled again, and the
ship resumed her slow and tedious rate of
fifteen or twenty miles a day.

When the steamer, supposed to belong to
the French line, passed, the indignation was
great. This, Mr. Gall said, was even too
much for the Christian spirits of the pil-
grims, and some pretty hard things were
said, for upon first making her ont the cap-
tain had rushed into the cabin and told
everybody to get their letters ready as he
had signalled a steamer bound for New
York, and everybody had, of course, written
letters. ““0,” said Mr. Gall, *how mad
was everybody ; and the mate he swore he'd
kill the captain of that French ship should
he ever meet him.” The brig above men-
tioned was, as said, bound in the sama
direction as the ** Brussels,” but with the
light winds that prevailed, sailed consider-
ably faster, and soon left the big steamer
out of sight.

¢This was on a- Friday,"” said Mr. Gall,
‘“and that remirds me it was fish day. O,
what lots of fiih the pilgrims ate, to be
sure,” He hastened to explain, however,
that the fasting discipline didn’t afiect those
of the passengers who were not pilgrims.
Indeed, i[r Gall ssys the fare was excel-
lent, and no attem) t was made to put the
passengers on short allowance, so confident
was Captain Watkins that they could not be
many days without falling in with some one
of the ocean steam: rs,

Thus two weeks passed, ¢“the winds be-
ing always calm,” and nothing, not even
rain, to break the monotony of thelife. On
Tuesday last, however, the man at the mast-
head saw a steamer, which proved to be the
¢ City of Richmcnd.” Mr, Gall, with a
voluminous bunch of letters, bearded the
latter. The capta’nof the *City of Brus-
sels” tried to dissuade him from going back,
but in vain ; and when a burly sailor, with
the best intentiors, attempted to prevent
him good-naturedly from jumping into the
tossing boat of the steamer, the study littls
optician threatened to pitch him overboard,
pushed him out of the way and dropped in.

The Million Dollar By-Law.

The following is the rei:ort of the Bpeeial
{:om{nittec on the million dollar mﬁ‘:\eay
grant :

That as directed by the Council the Com-
mittee had an interview with members of
the Provineial Government, on the subject
of the eonditions upon which the balance of
the City of Montreal railway grant would be
pald. - This interview too place in this
city on the 13th of April, ultimo, the Govern-
ment being represented by the Hon. Messrs,
De Boucherville and Chapleau.

In the conference held with them these
gentlemen made known the views of the
Government, which, as your committee un-
derstood them, may be summarily given as
follows:

First—The station, workshops and termi-
nus of the _\iom-rmi, Ottawa and Western
(nrighmllg’ the Montreal Northern Coloniza-
tion) Railway shall be in the City of Maon-
treal, and shall be located in rear of the
gaol; provided the ri%l:t. of way be given by
the city along St. Catherine street. -

Second—The point of
Montreal, Ottawa and Western Railway and
the North Shore Railway shall be in the
City of Montreal.

Third—The North Shore Railway shall
come into this city by way of Terrebonne
and not by Bout de VIsle, the latter line
being considered too expensive and open to
danger on account of the drawbridge which
It will require.

Subsequently the plan showing the North
Shore routes to Montreal, and the engineers
report, were received. Tt was determined to
report to Couneil, with whom the matter
will be left for decision,

cd—His Teachings Condemned
as Heretieal,

The following is the judement delivered by
the Commitiee of the Methodist Chureh ap-
inted to investigate the charges of heresy
rought against this learned and able minis-
ter of the denomination :

* Whereas, on the 21st day of April, 1877,
Rev. J. Borland, of St. Johns, instituted, ac-
cording to disciplinary process, certain
charges against the Rev, J. Roy, A.M. (which
charges are hereto annexed), Rev. G. Doug-
lass, LL.D., Chairman of the Montreal Dis-
lrit'f, by the powers glven him in the Disei-
pline of the Methodist Church of Canada
(pp. 84-85) convened the following committee
for the investigation of said charges: Rev.
G. H. Davis, Rev..J. Armstrong, Rev. M. L.
Pearson, Rev. J. Wilson, Rev. W. I. Shaw.

*“The Committee, having heard the charges
supported by Rev, J. Borland, and the state-
ments of the Rev. J. Roy in reply, present
the following judgment :

* We find that the charge on the 5th Count
(which we have consldered first), viz., that
relating to the Authority of the Holy Serip-
tures as a Rule of Faith, has been sustained.
That the charge on the st Count, relating to
the Trinily, has been sustained. That the
charge on the 2nd Count, relating to the In-
carnation, has been sustained. That the
charge on the 3rd Count, relating to the
Atonement, has been sustained. On the
4th Count of the charge we find 1st, That the
references of Mr. Hoy to the subjeet of Retri-
bution are few and limited. 2nd, That Mr.
Roy does not fully hold the teachings of
‘Wesley regarding the basis of the sinner’s
condemnation. 3rd, That we gladly recog-
nize the fact that Mr. Roy avows his decided
belier in the eternity of future retribution.

“We, therefore, regret to be obliged to con-
demn the teachings promulgated by Mr.
Roy in his pamphlét as rationalistie in their
baglg, in some respeets absolutely Unitarian,
and in nearly every respect Bocinian in
their tendencies.

** We regret that we find in these teachings
not only a departure from the standards of
faith of the R!m,hodiast. Church of Canada,
but also a decided antagonism to the ortho-
dox views of all evangelical charehes, and
much a8 we regret to be thus obliged tocon-
demn the views of a brother whose eharacter
and ability we highly esteem, we still feel
bound by our obligations to truth and to
the Church to render the aforesald judgment.

To Mr. Geofirion—Was charged to super-
intend the contest, and observe the law ;
the 82 he had given to Mr. Boileau were for
the puryose of paying for the cleaning up of
tke room, which had been soiled by the
large crowd that had met there; counld
swear that it in no way influenced his vote ;
Mr. Boileau was a well-known supporter of
Mr. Laflamme; they had drank while in
the room from a bottle of brandy which Mr.
Perry had brought from Montreal ; had
never seen Henning or any other stranger
speak to Mr. Laflamme apart.

Pierre Beauvais, being sworn, deposed :—
Had been asked by Mr. Latour to go down
to Lachine by boat to record his vote ; he
replied that he would not spend any money
for that purpose, to which the other replied
that he would give him some money to pay
his expenses, and E’Lmed his hand in his
pocket as he made the offer ; the boat was
Just arriving at St. Ann’s at the time; the
money produced might have amounted
to six or eight quarters; witness
refused to go, saying that he would not vote

less at Centreville. Dudley’s saw mill, two
bouses snd stable, Knapp & Co.’s three
tenement houses, Carron’s two large saw
mills, six houses, two barns, a stable, store,
and a stock of §500 worth of charcoal ;
86,000 pieces of clear timber, 1,000 cords
of charcosl wood, 1,000 valuable logs, one
biick church ; Barrow’s mill, 2 houses, and
250,000 finished  shingles, together
with the contents of houses, were swept away
by the flames, also 80,000 pieces lnmber, A
large farm, barn and sheds, and two large
miﬁs belonging to Wood & Co. ; alarge
number of dwellings and residences, toge-
ther with their entire contents, were destroy-
ed. J. K. Whitney & Co. lose 800,000
shingles. The fires are still raging over
an iymmensze area of woodland, with
mo signs of rain to quench them.
At this time, the estimates of the losses can
only be approximated. Three quarters of
2 million dollars’ worth of property has
been destroyed at Clinton Mills. R. W.
Adams & Co., machinery, loss $150,000 ;
Adams & Co.’s dwellings of operatives, mer-
chandise, barns, stores and storehouses, live
stock, lumber and cordwood, loss $50,000.
Carron’s Corners, loss cannot be estimated ;
24 bnildings, three stores, the Methodist
Church, and some ontbuildings were de-
stroyed. 1t is stated that undoubtedly
many persons have perished while attempt-
ing to save their houses.

A Gemeral Russian Advance.

A Bailiff in 9ifieulties.

determined manner that the harness was
her property and he should not take it away.
The bailiff' replied she could take ont an op-
osition, it would only cost 4, and recover
er harness. She answered that it wasmuch
more than the harness was worth, and
Fruceeded to forelbly take possession of
1er properiy. Then o scene of econ-
fusion ensuned. Tableay — The widow
pulling all her mizght on one end of the har-
ness, and the ba{liff and his helpers tugging
at the other. The wldow, nafurally, was
getling the worse, when, just in the nick
of time, an acquaintance of hers, a
big strapping girl, passed by, and, on being
loudly called on to assist by the widow, this
amazon quickly responded. Her immense
weight told in the balance, and suddenly a
trace of the harness to which the balliff held
on broke, and he fell full length to the
ground. The reeruit promptly administered
a * right-hander” from the shoulder to one
of the helpers and sent him sprawling,
The females then ran away with the
harness, amid the shouts and laugh-
ter of the numerous bystanders. e
police from the station™ were present,
and could not help but sympathise with the
rightful owner of the house furniture. The
poor bailiff remarked, as he looked
at the smiling policemen,
could get no prowetion from them,
and, promised he would take steps  to
vindicate the dignity of his profession, so
the sequel may be looked for in the Courts.
