GENERAL PRESS DESPATCHES.
Louisville, Kt,, Sept. 26.—The Union Press 

announces the indictment of Maj.-Gen. Palmer 
and Brig. Gen. Brisbain for abducting slaves, 
and otherwise interfering with the slave laws of 
Kentucky, and suggests that the President be 
indicted by one of our grand juries.

New York, Sept. 27.—Haytien dates to the 
9th state that Jetfrand was at Gonaives, where 
he had issued an address urging the troops to 
maintain their courage, audnotto allow a hand­
ful of insurgents to impose rebellion upon the 
whole Republic. The rebels still hold Cape Hay­
tien, hut the rest of the Republic is quite tran­
quil . A boat laden lor the rebels had been ca p­
tured. Mr. Foison the American Consul had ar­
rived at Port aux Prince.

St. Domingo advices state the submission of 
Pimentai to Catral, and precludes all danger of 
civil war in commemoration of which a three 
days festival was indulged in by the people.

Philadelphia, Sept. 27.—The morning papers 
announce the death of the Hon. A. J. Duane, 
aged 85 years. He wag Secretary of the Trea­
sury under Jackson, and resigned his office rat- 
her than consent to the removal of the Deposits 
from the United States Bank.

Boston, September 27.—The Asia sailed this 
morning, taking eighty-two passengers for 
Liverpool, and thirteen for Halifax.

New York, September 27.—Charleston pa­
pers of the 23rd are received. The following is 
the clause of the Constitution as amended by 
the Convention by a vote of 98 to 8 :—“ The 
slaves in South Carolina having been de facto 
emancipated by the action of the United States, 
neither slavery nor involuntary servitude ex­
ists except for punishment of crime, whereof 
the party shall be duly convicted, shall ever be 
re-established in this State." An ordinance to 
repeal the ordinance of Secession was then rati 
fied.

At the session on the 22nd a vote was taken 
on the proposition to make the basis of repre­
sentation of the State rest upon the whole po­
pulation irrespective of colour, and it was re­
jected by a large majority. Leaving the clause 
as reported by the Committee, making the 
white population alone the basis of representa­
tion.

A correspondent of the Charleston Courrier, 
writing from Sumter, says : The late struggle 
has unquestionably entailed upon ns and our 
posterity a long train of evils. We are now 
upon the threshold of a penal experience which 
will be protracted into the coming years. The 
loss of the public records may be classed among 
the almost irreparable disasters. In this 
particular South Carolina has greatly suffered 
State records and papers of importance are gone 
for ever. Some 36 districts, Clarendon for 
example, have had the entire contents of their 
districts offices destroyed. Titles, deeds, wills, 
judgments, decrees, have disappeared in the 
flames of war, and bow much of confusion, how 
much of perplexing embarrassment, and per­
haps of injustice and fraud may not all this in 
volve.

New York, Sept. 27.—Tbe customs demand 
for gold continues active, and the premium 
tends upward. The quotations this morning

The Fenians.—We are glad to find that 
the British government has resolved to put 
down the Feman movement before it destroys 
more men. Such attempts at mischief are 
far better nipped in the bud than allowed to 
grow till their proportions become formidable 
—formidable, not so much to the Society 
against which the efforts of the dupes are pro­
fessedly directed as to those who undertake 
a hopeless task. A few arrests made at this 
moment may save the cost of many lives at a 
future day, when the incipient folly shall have 
broken out in a manner to call for stern and 
unflinching repression. We are glad to see, 
too, that some at all events of the more hon­
est and moral journals of the United States 
are doing their best to expose the folly and 
wickedness of the Fenian attempt to revolu­
tionize Ireland by arms. Among the journals 
of this class we place conspicuously the Tri­
bune, entirely as we differ from it on economi­
cal questions. In the number of the 26th 
inst., the Tribune devotes more than a column 
to the exploding of the delusion that any real 
harm can be done to English power in Ire­
land by the Fenians either of that island, or 
of the United States. It mentions some of 
the means which that organization is sup­
posed to possess for beginning and carrying 
on a war against the most powerful nation in 
the world—such as $8,000,000 in the Fenian 
Treasury, a power of assessing—whether 
the assessment shall or shall not 
be paid—each Fenian to the tune of $20 ; 
250,000 men in America; 200,000 in Ireland; 
and 5,000 in the British army ; and finally, 
the printing of a currency for the new Irish 
Republic by a firm of Bank note engravers in 
New York. But summing up all these ele­
ments of warfare, it still shows by an exhaus­
tive process and reasoning, the utter hopeless­
ness of any rebellion against the British 
Government. Ireland has 6,000,000 of souls, 
says our New York contemporary ; England 
and Wales 19,301,000, and Scotland 3,061,257. 
This comes to some 22,365,257. Thus then, 
reckoning every Irish individual in the census 
as a combatant, every such individual would 
have to dispose of one Saxon, and we suppose 
the “guilt” which attaches to that criminal 
nationality ; and after all was done there 
would be 16,000,000 of guilty Saxons remain- 

for the 6,000,000 of Irishmen to begin 
upon again—all this, besides, irrespective of 
the Irishmen, Protestant and Catholic, who 
would be found on the side of Great Britain 
and against the insurgents. It is true, says 
the Tribune, that the Fenians are reported to 
have eight steamers, each capable of convey, 
ing one thousand men ; but supposing that 
the men were all landed, what would it 
amount to; and then how could they be landed, 
with the British navy—not, as the Tribune 
says, celebrated for inactivity—on the watch 
lor the invading fleet ? The truth is that the 
whole scheme is a mischievous and dangerous 
delusion, which, we trust, will be put an end 
to by the prosecutions, really more merciful 
than vindictive, which the Government is in­
stituting. We hope that the American press 
generally will follow the example of the Tri 
bune in exposing the folly and absurdity of this 
sorry plot. If the British press had made 
a few such calculations as mai wmen we copy 
from our American contemporary five years 

), it would probably have saved a good 
many losses to its readers, and some inter­
national embarrassments. The truth told 
now in the United States may save many from 
being shot and hanged or transported, and 
many more from being swindled out of their

Its greatest advantage over the ordinary cou­
pling consists in its being automatic or self- 
coupling, requiring no assistance in coupling 
cars, which will be the means of preventing ac­
cidents which are of daily occurrence in per­
forming that part of the labor. Another is, that 
it becomes disconnected in case the engine 
should break through a bridge, leaving the re­
mainder, or at least a portion of the train on 
the track.

It is the opinion of engineers and others com­
petent to judge, connected with the G rand Trunk 
Railway, that had this device been in use at the 
time of the Belœil Bridge accident, tfie whole, 
or most of the train would have been saved.

South Carolina.—The news from South 
Carolina by telegraph informs us not only that 
that State has repealed the Secession Ordi­
nance, but that she has adopted, the emanci­
pation of her slaves as a clause in her consti­
tution. This is the best answer to the fre­
quently repeated assertion that slavery and 
the war had nothing to do with each other. 
The statements on these heads are plain, 
and capable of being understood by all ; but 
there follows a sentence, the full bearing of 
which may not be as easily comprehended by 
those who do not take the pains to understand 
the history and politics of our neighbours. 
The South Carolinians have, it appears, re' 
jected the basis for representation founded 

the entire black and white population. 
This basis gave the slave States a representa­
tion in Congress in proportion to their popula­
tion, taking five blacks to be equal three to 
whites. There were manifest incongruities in 
tins arrangement under the system of slavery, 
inasmuch as the voting power of the North 
was confined to men, while in the South it 
was extended, by increasing the representation 
of tbe States in proportion to their possession 
of chattel property. These incongruities 
would have been still increased in some 
respects, if blacks and whites had been 
put together as the basis for representation, 
after the former should have been freed, unless 
they were permitted, themselves, to cast the 
votes for their supposed representatives. 
South Carolina, we suppose, does not desire 
the blacks to vote. She, therefore, excludes 
them from her census for the purpose of ascer­
taining the number of representatives which 
she is to claim in the National Councils. 
This is logical, and removes some grounds on 
which the North might protest; but on the 
other hand, it is not difficult to understand 
what is the inevitable consequence. The 
State will be under represented, when 
her black population is thrown out 
of the census for representation, and 
in order to have the number of members 
to which she is entitled on the floor of the 
House of Representatives, she will herself 
have to ask for Negro suffrage, and a propor­
tionate increase in the number of her dele­
gates. So the great work of freedom moves 
on.

Board of Trade for the B. N. American 
Provinces.—We are glad to see the steps 
taken yesterday for the purpose of establishing 
a general Board of Trade for the B. N. Ameri­
can Provinces. 0ur opinion of the Confedera­
tion scheme is well known. We object to it, 
because, in our judgment, it will cost as 
much, not only in money, but what is worse, 
the ill-blood which always arises out of the 
unions, which are forced for political objects 
instead of growing out of the needs felt spon­
taneously by the people themselves. But we 
want all the commercial, social, and friendly 
feelings which the most ardent Confederation- 
ist can desire—a common currency, free trade 
between the several colonies, a general post 
office administration, and the best means of 
communication which the trade and travel 
will warrant by the routes which trade and 
travel will indicate for themselves, according 
to the principle of natural selection. For 
these reasons, we heartily approve of the 
movement inaugurated yesterday at the Board 
of Trade Rooms,

He might say to them 
that, having some information of this address 
while travelling yesterday, a few gentlemen 
met in the car and prepared a reply, which was 
entrusted to Mr. Shannon, who unfortunately 
was not present just now. He (Mr. McF.) 
might, however, on behalf of the visitors, return 
their sincere thanks for the hospitality extended 
to them.

Mr- MoFablane, however, had scarcely con­
cluded before Mr. Shannon made his appear­
ance, and he then proceeded to read the follow­
ing reply to his Worship’s address ;—
To His Worship the Mayor of the City of 3Ion- 

treal ;
Sir,—The visitors to Canada from the Mari­

time Provinces beg to return to yon their grate­
ful acknowledgments for the kind address which 
you have presented to them.

Having spent most delightfully several days 
in the western part of this great Province, where 
thev have been received and entertained with 
uniform kindness and hospitality, they have 
now retraced their steps to this its great centre 
and commercial capital, and op reaching the 
soil of Lower Canada, are met with the hearty 
welcome which you oiler them on behalf of your 
citizens of all orders and all religions.

They are gratified to fipd that among those 
whose visit to the Lower Provinces during the 
past year is still remembered by them with 
pleasure, are to he found citizens of your own 
city, and they trust that the sentiments of at­
tachment which were then commenced, will 
still be contipued and deepened by the hospit­
able reception they have found on the occasion 
of their return visit. They cherish the feeling 
that their reciprocal hospitalities will be the 
means of more closely binding together those 
who; though subjects of the same sovereigq, have 
heretofore had too little connexion, and will 
ultimately result in a more intimate union of 
all their great Provinces.

They fully respond to the sentiments of at­
tachment to our bejpved Queen which you ex­
press, and they are assured that there is not one 
member of the party who would willingly 
change his allegiance or transfer his affections 
to any other nation or sovereign on earth.

The visit they have paid to Western Canada 
has made them acquainted with the products 
of fhat agricultural district, they are now about 
to he present àt the Exhibition in your city, 
and they have no doubt that what they will see 
here will only increase their appreciation of the 
varied and wonderful resources of this grejt 
country.

They beg again to thank you for the warm 
reception you have tendered them, which they 
feel assured they will appreciate more and more

Intercolonial Board of Trade—Meeting 
at the Exchange,

At noon the meeting in reference to the In­
tercolonial Board of Trade was held at the Ex­
change, J. H. Winn, Esq., Vice-President of the 
Montreal Board of Trade, in the Chair. There 
were present, Messrs. W. H. A. Davies; Ben. 
Wier, Halifax, N. S.; It. W. Fraser, do; D Laird, 
P. E. I.; T. Rimmer, R. Esdaile, Geo. Denholm, 
C. J. Cusack; T. H. Grant, Quebec; A Joseph, 
do; L. Donaldson, St. Johns, N. B.; T. Hendry, 
Kingston; J. H. McLennan; T. R. Jones, St. 
Johns, N. B.;— Spurr, do; and W. Darling.

The Chairman, after explaining that the duty 
of presiding devolved on him in consequence 
of the absence in England of the President, went 
on to explain that the object of the meeting was 
to draw all tne Provinces together in closer 
commercial intercourse. We felt that it was 
something strange they should know so little 
of each other. At the recent meeting at De­
troit it was suggested that an Intercolonial 
Board of Trade should be established, and that 
some preliminary action should be taken by the 
Council of the Montreal Board, which might be 
communicated to the other Provinces for dis­
cussion at future meetings The following 
draft had therefore been drawn up :—
To the Council of the Montreal Board of Trade; —

Report of Committee appointed to consider 
the establishment of a Central Board of Trade, 
to be composed of Delegates from all the 
Boards of Trade of British North America, 
considered by the Provincial Delegates at 
Detroit and referred to the Montreal Board of 
Trade to be reported on : —-

Your Committee having given attentive 
thought to the subject, submit the following 
draft for your approval ; and if approved by you 
for transmission to Boards of Trade throughout 
the Province, as suggestions for their considera­
tion and concurrence.

1.—Objects of the proposed Provincial orga­
nization : —

1. To promote intercourse and co-operation 
among Commercial men in British North Ame­
rica.

2r To watch over and discuss subjects of 
common interest, such as a uniform currency ; 
similarity, as far as practicable, in Customs, 
Tarins, and removal of restrictions from Inter­
colonial Trade ; a uniform system of Weights 
and Measures ; uniformity of Commercial 
system of classifying and recording 
Statistics.

3. To promote Commercial intercourse with 
other Countries.

As the best means for securing these and 
other desirable objects, it is suggested by your 
Committee that- the organization sought to be 
established he designated the “Intercolonial 
Board of Trade of British North America,” to 
which all Boards of Trade, Corn Exchanges, or 
Chambers of Commerce (incorporated by Act of 
any Provincial Parliament), shall be invited to 
send Delegates.

The members of said Board shall consist of 
two Representatives from each of the above 
mentioned local Corporations which shall agree 
to co-operate therein.

The Intercolonial Board of Trade shall meet 
annually, or oftener if occasion requires ; the 
first meeting to be held at Montreal, and future 
meetings at such places as the Board may de­
cide, the place of next meeting being fixed at 
every adjournment.

That said Board shall appoint such officers, 
and make such by-laws, as they deem fit, and 
may invite Representatives from places having 
no Boards of Trade, when, from particular 
causes, questions likely to come under discus­
sion may be such as to involve the local inter­
ests of such places.

That all needful expenses shall he paid by 
the Boards represented, in such proportion as 
the Intercolonial Board may assess.

Your Committee farther beg to recommend 
that a Provincial Board of Trade for Canada be 
established, to consist of three members from 
each of the inoorporated Boards of Trade, Corn 
Exchanges, or Chambers of Commerce in Ca­
nada, who shall be elected by such bodies, in 
such modes as they may respectively appoint.

That said Board shall be called the “ Canada 
Board of Trade,” and shall meet half yearly or 
monthly, when cireumstancee so require, at 
such place as the Board may decide, previous to 
every adjournment fixing the place for next 
meeting.

That said Board shall appoint such officers, 
and make such bye-laws as they deem fit, and 
may invite such representatives from places 
having no Boards of Trade whenever they deem 
it advisable, and especially when questions are 
likely to arise involving local interests of such 
places.

That all needful expenses shall be paid by 
Boards represented, in such proportions as the 
Canada Board of Trade may assess.

That the objects of the Canada Board of Trade 
shall be, to discuss all subjects bearing on the 
general Commercial welfare of Canada, and es­
pecially to elicit and indicate the general feel­
ing of the whole business population on all 
matters of navigation, currency, taxation, com­
mercial law, and other like subjects, and to en­
deavour to promote such Parliamentary, Le­
gislation thereon as may benefit the whole 
Province.

(Signed,) J. H, WINN,

Montreal, 22nd August, 1865,
Mr. Winn observed that this was merely a 

draft, in reference to which they would be glad 
to receive suggestions from those present.

Hon. Mr. Wier of Halifax said the Chamber 
of Commerce of that city called a meetmg 011 
the reception of these résolutions and decided 
to send two delegates to meet the Montreal 
Board. He could assure them that so far as

hardly in a position just not- to discuss so im­
portant a matter. They mi (ht passa resolu­
tion approving generally of (he scheme.

Mr. Esdaile. President of fhe Montreal Corn 
exchange, concurred is-the .’importance ot the 
matter. It had not^&veve;, been brought be­
fore the Committee ot the Corn Exchange, and 
he was not prepared to express any opinion on 
the subject ; but there could be no doubt as to 
the necessity of a uniform currency for the pro­
motion of trade with the Maritime Provinces. 
He thought the cause of our being so much- 
separated was the want of better means of com 
munication.

Mr. Joseph, of Quebec, said anything they 
might now adopt would require amendment 
hereafter, and he thought they might just 
as well adopt these resolutions as a, programme. 
On the part of the Board of Trade of Quebec, 
be bad to state the concurrence of their Council 
in the resolutions with one or two trifling altera­
tions.

After some further remarks of a conversational 
character, the second resolution was amended 
by striking out the words “ Incorporated by act 
of any Provincial Parliament,” and the third by 
substituting “ three” for “two.”

On Motion of Mr. Wier, reconded by Mr. Jos­
eph, the resolutions as thus ameiîded were adop­
ted.

On Motion of Mr. Joseph, seconded by Mr. 
Fraser, it was resolved that the first Meeting 
be held in Montreal on the first Tuesday of June 
next.

It was also resolved on motion of Mr. Davies, 
seconded by Mr. Joseph, that Mr. Pai'Terson, be 
appointed Secretary’ -pro tern.

The Meeting then broke up.

THE TRIP DOWN THE RAPIDS.

After the meeting in the Rooms of the Board 
of Trade, a number of the guests from the Mari­
time Provinces proceeded to Lachine by rail, 
where they found the Lotbiniere steamer, ready 
to convey them down tbe rapids. They embarked 
accordingly and, after a pleasant trip reached 
Montreal at about four o’clock in the after-

the Board he represented was concerned, the 
feeling was unanimous of the desirablity of havr 
ing closer commercial intercourse with Canada. 
It was to be regretted that for years past if had 
not been closer, but he was glad to see now that 
the people were beginning to understand more 
of each other. The objectât present, bethought 
should not be so much to enter into a discussion 
of the details of the scheme as to decide on the 
desirability of such a Board. Tho Board be re­
presented concurred entirely in the idea and 
hoped thaf it would he carried op. (Hear, 
heai.)

Mr. Donaldson, of St. Johns, said he did 
not feel competent, to he there or to disr 
cuss this matter, as they had only received the 
communication from the Montreal Board, thp 
day before he left home, and, there was qo op­
portunity of discussing the^subject. He went 
on to say that what was wanted was a uniform 
tariff in all the Provinces, and a uniform coin­
age. All would agree therefore in the object 
set forth in the first and second parts of the re­
port. There was only one language universally 
read-”that was music. Why not make our cur­
rency, and our weight, and measures universal 
also ? He had no authority here, but he 
might say that he was very glad tho 
matter had been taken up in this way. These 
things, however, could pot be regulated by Ca^ 
nada and the Lower Provinces ; but would re­
quire the co-operation of England of and the 
United States. He rejoiced that they had been 
enabled to get up this meeting, and ke hoped 
it would tend to good results, He would cer­
tainly urge the matter as far as he could before 
his Board,

Mr. D. Laird, of Prince Edward Island, was 
one of the delegates appointed on this question 
by the Chamber of Commerce at Charlestown 
At the meeting of the Board they were unani­
mous as to the principle of the scheme, though 
some of the details might be objectionable.

Review at the Camp of Military In­
struction at Laprairie.

The Hon. John A. Kacdonald, Minister of 
Militia, accompanied by Colonel Macdougall, 
Adjutant General of Militia, Lt.-Colonel H. 
Barnard, Provincial A.D.C. to His Excellency 
the Governor General, Colonel Dyde, Com­
mandant Volunteer Militia, Lt.-Col. David, 
commanding Cavalry, Major the Hon. John 
Rose, and Brigade-Major Mcpherson, left by 
the steamer “ Beaver” for the Camp at Laprairie 
at 11 a.m. A large number of Volunteer officers 
joined the party at the wharf: amongst them 
we noticed Lt.-Col. H. Ross, commanding 
Hochelaga Light Infantry; Captains Martin and 
Ibbotson, Hochelagas ; Lieuts. Detmers and 
Ellis, Hochelagas ; Ensigns Crawford, Geddes 
and IHillan, and Dr. Raymond, Hochelagas;

Lfout. Savage,
Royals ; Major C. F. Hill, Captain Wm. Robin­
son, and Lieut. Hart, of the Prince of Wales’ 
Regiment ; Captain Beaudry, Chasseurs ; Cor­
nets Lepeine, Bogue, and James Muir, of the 
1st and 2nd Troops Cavalry ; Captains McGib- 
bon and Boyd of the Field Battery Artillery, 
Captain Kennedy and Lieut. MacLaren of the 
Engineers. Also, Brigade-Major Fletcher, St. 
Johns ; < Major Marchand, Captain Osgoode, and 
Capt. McDonald, of the St. Johns Light Infan­
try ; Captain Desriviers and Lieut. Desriviers of 
the St. Johns Troop Cavalry ; Lt.-Col. Paton, 
commander 14th Batt. Rifles, Kingston, and 
Captain Murray of the Quebec Volunteer Artil­
lery, and Mr. Borrow of the Volunteer Militia, 
Quebec, A. C. Buchanan, Esq., Chief Emigrant 
Agent, the Hon. Mr. Cauehou, and a large num­
ber of ladies. The steamer reached Laprairie 
at about 1,30 p.m. On arriving at the camp the 
party were received by the commandant, Col. 
Wolseley, and the officers of the camp. After 
partaking of a lunch provided for the visitors, 
a review of the whole of the cadets took place 
in the common, outside the camp, being formed 
in three battalion, under command of the fol­
lowing officers, viz., Lieut,-Col. Shepherd, tho 
right battalion, Lieut.-Col. Osborne Smith, the 
centre, and Lieut.-Col.jSuzor, the left battalion, 
the brigade being under the command of Col, 
Wolseley.

The brigade being formed in contiguous co­
lumns, deployed into line, and received the re­
viewing officer with a general salute. The bri­
gade was then put through a variety of field 
movements, which were performed with re­
markable steadiness and precision, eliciting the 
highest praise from the Adjutant General and 
officers pfesent. Th.e battalions then proceed­
ed to the parade ground in the barrack yard, 
and marched past in review order, which 
was also performed with the steadiness of regu­
lar troups. The several battalions then march­
ed to their respective quarters. The Centre 
Battalions, under Lieut.-Colonel W. O. Smith, 
occupies the Barracks ; the right and left being 
under canvas. The Review was then over, and 
it being now about four o’clock, the visitors 
prepared to take their departure for the city by 
the steamer, which returns from Laprairie at 
4:30 p.m., all delighted with what they had wit­
nessed and the kindness with which they had 
been received by the officers of the company. 
Colonel Macdougall, Adjutant-General, has 
every reason to congratulate himself upon the 
success which has attended the establishment 
of the Camp of Instruction, and the Hon , the 
Minister of Militia, returned most favourably 
impressed with the benefit which the experi­
ence in Camp duties must afford to the Cadets 
of the Military School, who are to officer our 
Service Militia. The Minister of Militia recog­
nized amongst the Cadets many qf Ins old 
frjends, M.P.p.’s, and other gentlemen from 
both Upper and Lower Canada. The intended 
visit of our guests.from the Lower Provinces did 
not take place In consequence of the shallow­
ness of the water preventing the steamer in 
which they came down from Lachine from 
landing. The Cadets were kept on the ground 
for some time ip. expectation of the visit, and 
were much disappointed. We do not go into a 
more detailed account of the Camp at present, 
as we so recently fully described jt in these 
polumps.

St. George’s Society’s Musical Festival 
in the Evening.

Mr, -, of Kingston, C.W., said that

yesterday evening, many of the visitors from 
the Lower Provinces, and a large number of 
citizens were present at the musical entertain­
ment of the St, George’s Society, which took 
place in the City Concert Hall. The various 
amateurs and other performers well sustained 
their parts, and the Band of the 25th, K. 0. B., 
were more brilliant than ever in the selections 
with which they favored the audience. The 
Qhair was occupied by the President of tbe St. 
George’s Society. J. d- Pay, Esq., who had on 
his right His Worship the Mayor, and on the 
Is ft, Hon. P. J. O. Chauveau. The officers of the 
Sister Societies occupied seats on the platform.

The PRESIDENT made same ap­
propriate introdufitory remarks observ­
ing that’ he left the speech of the even­
ing to tjie Hon. Mr, McGee. As their annual 
concert had taken place some time ago, he (Mr 
Day) would not now go into any details as to 
the work of the Society,'except to say that they 
had a home here for emigrants where they could 
heartily welcome them so far as their means 
permitted them. He thought they would jlfi 
them the justice to say that during the last four 
years the St, George's. Society had not been 
wanting in affording assistance to any of their 
distitute countrymen. It was pleasing to find 
that there was unanimity amongst those of all 
nationalities in these charitable, works. At this 
time they were all working together very heart­
ily, Welcoming the visitors from the Lower Pro­
vinces, he sat down.

Hon, P, J, O, Chauveau Superinten 
dant of Education, being called upon, 
said he would not presume to ad­
dress this meeting in English, _ being _ the 
representative of the St. Jean Baptiste Society, 
had not their wprthy president set them the ex­
ample at the last meeting of that society, of ad­
dressing it in French, The St. J can Baptist?

Society joined heartjly and with heart-telt plea­
sure in the meeting this evening. This festival 
had a double object ; first, to enlist the sympa- 
thy of those present in the benevolent work of 
the Society, and secondly to extend a welcome 
to their guests from the Maritime Provinces, 
(rleai, hear.) And no class of the citizens were 
more anxious to heartily welcome our guests 
tiian those of French origin. They had still 
among the people of the Maritimes Provinces a 
A^S0 portion of their brethren speaking the 

, T,1, laneua§e- The bon. gentleman con­
cluded by referring to the satisfactory unanimi- 
} existing between those of different nationali­

ties in this city, remarking that they were not 
now engaged in crusades like those of old, but 
in crusades against vice, intemperance and evils 
oi a similar character.

His Worship the Mayor being called upon 
said he would not detain them with a speech* 
out merely say in the old words—happy to meet 
sorry to part, happy to meet again.”

In the course of tne evening, the Minister of 
Agriculture visited the hall, and also addressed 
the audience.

Hon. Mr. McGee said : Mr. President, Ladies 
and Gentlemen,—I am very happy that the en- 
gagements of a rather busy week happened so 
to fall out as to enable me to be with the sons 
of St. George to-night. This is an era of reci­
procity and return visits. The Spanish and 
h reach Sovereigns, we are informed, have just 
been exchanging such visits ; what is even 
more remarkable, is the recent exchange of 
courtesies between the French and English 
navies at Cherbourg and Portsmouth ; 
in the midst of machines and missiles 
of death, exchanging doctrines of good 
will among men ; and we also, as 
you are aware, Mr. President are honour­
ed with the presence of a large party of our 
fellow-colonists, who are at present the guests 
of Canada, and many of them at this moment,
I am happy to say, your guests. (Cheers.) Ho 
one feels more acutely than I do, Sir, the incon­
venience and discomforts they braved, in order 
to he with us at this season, under all the cir­
cumstances of the case. So far as I can, I beg 
to apologize to them, one and all, for those in­
conveniences. But, now that they are with us,
I hope the citizens of Montreal universally, 
will, as tlie Mayor very properly observed at 
the public reception this morning, endeavour to 
maive them feel “that sense of common cause 
and common country, which are essential to be 
cultivated, if we are long to remain subjects of 
a common sovereign,”'growth of practical libe­
rality among our people.- -I am proud that one 
should have many guests to observe and record 
the gratifying fact. (Cheers.) Better—I say 
without exaggeration—better the river should 
rise year by year to submerge half the city- 
better the great bridge itself, which spans the 
river, should be swept away, than that true 
tolerance, which makes Montreal a happy home 
for every man who comes into it, should cease 
to characterize its popuation. (Loud cheers.) 
With these, and perhaps a few other remarks, I 
should Mr. President, have thanked 
you all, and taken at once my seat, 
hut that an unexpected duty to this 
city at large, and to Canada, has been imposed 
upon me, by a newepaper which a friend has 
this day placed in my hands. (Hear, hear.) 
The paper to which I refer is The Times of the 
14th of September, containing a most extraor­
dinary letter dated “ Montreal, August 28th,” 
and an editorial article founded on that letter, 
and relying almost implicitly on the accuracy 
and completeness of the correspondent's state­
ments. The correspondent, it is well known, 
is Dr. Charles Maekay, a worthy and a gifted man 
against whom, even if it were fit to be said, I 
should not, on personal grounds, say one harsh 
word. I have a sincere respect and regard for 
Dr. Maekay, hut my public duty to this city and 
the Union cause must he discharged without 
delay or reservation. I hold the paper here in 
my hand, hut I shall not trouble you with many 
extracts ; I think I give fairly the sense, when 
I say that we are renresented to England and 
the world as a people wholly without patriot­
ism ; as priceing the most sacred interests at a 
money value ; as wholly indifferent whether our

:as
only on condition tnat England does îTieTÏgFt- 
ing for us and pays all the hills. 1 think this, 
without disguise, a fair summary of the case 
made out against Canada in Montreal, and passed 
off my friend, Dr. Maekay, for a genuine undeni­
able sketch of Canadian feeling and Canadian 
policy. No wonder, believing it to be genuine, 
the Times should be shocked; and that every 
Englishman should be indignant. But is this, 
in any respect, a true precis of our 
politics in Montreal, or any where else, 
in these Provinces. Now, a plain
duty to this city, and the Union cause, imposes 
upon me the task of saying, that i believe this 
informant of Dr. Mackay’s was false to the city, 
and false to Canada, in the views he imposed 
upon the Times correspondent. (Hear.) I regret 
sincerely that Maekay should have been so im­
posed upon ; and that he, in his turn, as was, per­
haps, natural, should have misled the greatest 
organ of English opinion, on questions so vitally 
affecting the public credit, nay, the very exist­
ence of this Province as a British possession. 
For if, as the Times editor says, and as every 
man here will say as emphatically as any Eng­
lish editor, if the sentiments of the Montreal 
memorandum supplied to Dr. Maekay, he those 
of this country, then the British connexion, is 
and ought to he forever at an end. (Hear, 
hear.) You will observe, fellow townsmen, 
that no individual authority is given for these 
extraordinary statements in the Times, hut I 
now, here, in your name, (if you agree with 
me) ask who are (his discontented minority, 
who only utter seek sentiments, “ in the con­
fidence of husinessor friendship,” I think the 
public have a right to know who these men 
are-and will notrest content till they do know. 
Sir, I deny that there is no popular feeling for 
Confederation in these Provinces; I deny that 
there is no dispositien to make all the sacrifices, 
and perform all the duties which devolve upon 
us, as members of the Empire. If my much de­
ceived friend, Dr. Maekay, had been through 
Upper Canada last week with our guests he 
would he thoroughly nndeceivhd pn the first 
point; if he were here this day, and had visited 
the Volunteer Militia Camp, at Laprairie, he 
could not haue fiiiled to observe the deep seat­
ed attachment to our own institutions, which 
could alone hqye brought together, and kept 
together, such a concourse (Cheers.) Tie would 
have seen there fifteen hundred of the flower 
of our young men—from Upper Canada and 
Lower—from the city—and country—devoting 
themselves with a zeal and deligence which 
does them the highesf honour,—to the acquire­
ment ot that skill and system, by which alone 
a free people can maintain themselves gin safety 
in the presence of their more powerful neigh­
bors. (Cheers.) Gentlemen of the Maritime 
Provinces, you (pay say tp your Militia, if it is 
again alleged, as it has been falsely alleged for­
merly, that we have sought union with you to 
use you in our own defence,—-you may say that 
if Canada has tlm heaviest stake to risk in the 
great gaine of war, she will at least proportion­
ately to heristake, he represented in the field, 
—whenever necessity requires it. (Cheers.) 
Our stock will be equal to our stake, whenever 
the Canadian Militia is called upon to put into 
execution the lesions which they are so patien­
tly and patriotloeaily acquiring on the other 
side of the river. (Cheers.) Let me not how­
ever, even in defence of our city and Province, 
he misunderstood, as tq the motives and objects 
of that camp of Instruction. They are, everyone 
sees, strictly defensive; they are capable of no 
other interprétation. We have, in this Pro­
vince no other feeling, as a people, at present, 
than a friendly feeling towards our republican 
neighbors ; there is not a sane man among 

who would raise against them the 
cuckoo cry of Cato-— Carthage must be 
destroyed. But, on the other hand we, one and 
all, natives and newcomers, Catholic and 
Protestant, do join in one ciy--Canada must 
.he defended. (Cheers.) And Canada must, for 
that defence, in men and in money, pay to the 
uttermost farthing and the last life. (Loud 
cheers.) Pardon me, ladies and gentlemen, for 
the introduction of so serious a matter on so 
cheerful an occasion ; hut first and above all 
things the character of our city and the credit 
of our country, must be maintained, and no 
time can he ill chosen for such a duty. (Cheers.) 
I am much mistaken if this matter can end- 
here ; for one, I think it cannot he settled, until 
it is sifted, It is on every account most desir­
able for us all to know, whether or not this 
minority among us, “ not much affected by so 
local a sentiment as patriotism!1’ are more or 
less numerous, who are their leaders, and what 
are their plans ? The Times' letter and article 
of the 14th of Septemder have called attention 
to the fact, that there is such a minority, with 
well defined views, “confidentially” diffiused 
trough this city. Who are they ? And where 
are they to he found ? Do they congregate on 
the Exchange ? Dfi they frequent the courts 
of law 7 By what plea or pretext do they pre­
tend to speak for Canada, and to describe this 
great city as having no other politics hut pounds 
shillings aqd pence ? These are all questions 
to be asked, and in your name I ask them, ex­
pecting sooner or latter, from some quarter, a 
reply. (Cheers.) Mr. President, I will no long­
er detain either those who are to follow me from 
fulfilling their parts, nor this good company 
from hearing them ; I thank you all, very cor­
dially, for the very kind reception you have

given me, and I beg to commit to those of my 
personal friends who may be present, the par­
ticular charge of our Maritime guests who are 
with us this evening. (Cheers.)

After the concert, Mr. McGee entertained a 

number of members of the Press of Canada and 
the Lower Provinces at a supper in the Jacques 
Cartier Club Room, Cosmopolitan Hotel. The 
meeting passed off very pleasantly.

THE EXHIBITION.
SECOND DAY.

Immense crowds visited the various depart­
ments of the exhibition yesterday. The whole 
city seemed to be moving about in the streets 
the weather strange to say, being very favorable 
for sight seeing. The Crystal Palace was crowd­
ed throughout the day. The articles were more 
perfectly arranged than on the first day, and 
many of the specimens of art and industry ex­
hibited attracted the marked attention of the 
visitors. The judges had a very onerous task 
to perform, and as they had not yesterday brought 
their labours to a close,: we defer publication of 
the prize list of this department in order to pre­
sent it in complete shape to our readers. We 
abstain from further notice ot this portion of 
the exhibition after the very full account pub­
lished in these columns yesterday morning.

The Horticultural department was no less 
successful on the second than on the first day. 
The very fine display there exhibited has been 
greatly admired, and the beautiful music fur­
nished in the evening has rendered the Rink 
still more attractive. The spectacle after the 
building is lighted up is one of a most striking 
character. The long walk lined with the 
choicest productions of the conservatory, gard­
en, and field, the rippling of the fountains, the 
beautifully modulated notes of the musicians, 
and the ever moving crowds of gaily dressed 
ladies and gentlemen through the promenades, 
all contribute to the liveliness of the scene.

The exhibition will remain open again to­
day when it will he visited by our guests from 
the Maritime Provinces.

I esterday the stream of visitors began to flow 
in from the moment the doors were opened. 
An immense crowd was present during the 
whole day, and, as far as could he ascertained
not less, than sixteen thousand persons attended 

some part of the dr, , The uity uars
were crowded all the time and cabs, 
sulkeys, cariols and every vehicle which could 
he turned out were made use of for conveying 
passengers; the apples, cakes,spruce and ginger 
beer were swallowed by the bushel and the 
gallon, from the refreshment stands placed 
along the streets leading to the ground, while 
the portrait of a wonderful fat Scotch lady, 
gazed with a beefy smile from the canvas of a 
shew placed close to the principal entrance 
gate. Contrary to the usual experience of 
Agricultural gatherings, the weather has been, 
so far, most favourable, and presents every in­
dication of set fair, a circumstance which has 
contributed not a little to the success of the 
present exhibition. The trains arriving in the 
morning brought considerable accessions to the 
number of those whose Chief errand was to see 
what stock could be shewn in the Province and 
hut one opinion seemed to he felt as to the 
great improvement in the Annimals shewn on 
this, over any previous occasion of the same 
kind. Among the homed stock the Ayrshircs 
were particularly remarkable for their uniform 
excellence. It was with great difficulty the 
Judges could arrive at a decision on the com 
parative merits of the competitors, and it is 
certain that no such collection of 
Ayrshires has ever been gathered together at 
one place in Canada before. The young stock 
of this breed was remarkably fine, and the 
grade stock could, in many cases, scarcely be 
distinguished from the pure breed. So nearly 
equal were many of the animals of this class, 
that it would hé extremely difficult to particu­
larise. Mr. Morris, of St. Therese, shewed 
several very handsome specimens of Angus 
polled cattle, his imported bull being stated to 
be one ot the best proportioned animals on the 
ground. Durbains, Devons, Herefords, and 
grades of that class, made a fine shew, there 
being a great many entries. The names of 
well known breeders from Upper Oanada and the 
Eastern Townships qs prize takers we are accus­
tomed to look for; but many who are not in the 
habit of noticing the spirit of enterprise mani­
fested for several years back by the French 
Canadians, will he perhaps surprised to find the 
number of entries with French names attached 
to he found in the published lists. Mr. St. 
Marie, of Laprairie, has shewn several very 
line animals in the class of Durhams,—one of 
these, a three-year old hull, weighing not less 
than 2260 pourida. It is true that not a great 
many of their names are to he found in the 
prize list of cattle, hut they are fast treading on 
the heels of British Canadians. Mr, MHler of 
Markham, had several very fine Durhams of 
various ages, and he and Mi. J. Ashworth, of 
Quebec, showed two extraordinarily fat 
cows. Mr. Nye of Labolle, Mr. Longlev 
of Waterloo, Mr. Moore of Moore’s Station, 
and Mr.Pierce, of Stanstead, shewed some very 
creditable animafo in, this class. In Herefords; 
Mr. Ivimpfon, of South Roxton, took the prizes, 
Mr, Courtice. of Darlington, doing the same in 
the Devons. Of Grade Cows and Heifers alone, 
there are a hundred and twenty-two entries, the 
total entries of Horned Stock being 520. The 
Sheep were very fine for both Upper and Lower 
Canada, The Leicesters, to judge by the num­
ber of entries, appear to be still the favorites. 
They are hardy, having a fair amount Of wool, 
and fatten well for the biitçftey. To cross with 
the native^sheep, they are perhaps the most 
valuable, for Lower Canada especially The 
brothers Bessette, of St. Mathias, have effected 
a vast improvement in their immediate 
neighborhood. Mr. S, Ç.osset^e sold on the 
ground two ewes for $72 each and a ram for 
aboxit $100, Messrs. St. Marie, Dagenais, Dau- 
nais and others are not far behind. Mr. Miller 
of Maikham, as usual show some very fine ani­
mals, hut whether from the loss of some of his 
stock by the fire from which he suffered 
or from others being determined to con­
test the palm with him, he has not had every-

Swine were really first-rate. To the general 
observer the sow is not, perhaps, a very attrac­
tive animal, out the admirable condition in 
which the exhibitors brought their champions 
to the ground might have served to satisfy even 
the most fastidious, There were large and small 
breed, from those intended to supply the shan­
ties with about fhe sixteenth part of an inch of- 
lean to three or four feet of fat, up or down, as 
yon please, to those small specimens, at which 
the lips of Charles Lamb might have smacked 
as he described the origin of roast pork There 
were most assuredly some great hogs there, and 
although not tied up m red tape they appeared 
to he actuated with the spirit of rootm"- 
The poultry were well represented, i The fashion 
of chignons seems to have extended even to 
females of the gallhm, as a large waterfall was

taken from the head of a Black Poland hen, 
whether put there from her own racity or from 
a desire to. gain a prize we know not. The 
Black Spanish fowls could not he surpassed and 
there were some very fine specimens of the 
silver Poland which were remarkable 
for their . beauty, while a pair of wild 
I urkeys excited great admiration. The Ajdes- 
buiy Ducks were certainly very fine. The 
African Geese have one great recommendation, 
they are great layers and good sitters, and for 
the man or woman who wants to make money 
out of poultry they are highly to he recom- 
“e“£ed- A very.fine group of Fancy Pigeons 
of different breeds was exhibited by Mr Taylor 
Brewer, Montreal.

Into the merits of the Grains and Seeds, 
Roots and Field crops, we have not at this late 
bom time to enter. Neither can we dilate upon 
the butter and cheese, the honey in the comb 
nor even the clear honey, sweeter than that 
nom Mount Hybla. Nor can we enter upon a 
discussion on high and low cutting ploughs the 
merits of the rhomboidal or the ordinary har­
rows, nor of all the various engines intended to 
torture the bosom of Mother Earth, to compel 
her to yield a bountiful crop. The list of prizes 
will give the winners as far as was decided last 
night. The decision with regard to the respec- 
live merits of thè Threshing- Machines was not, 
however, decided when the Exhibition Ground 
closed. To the Local Committee the public are 
indebted for the perfect order with which all 
the proceedings were conducted and the an­
xiety which Mr. Leclere, the Secretary, shewed 
to comply with not only every reasonable, but 
even with many very unreasonable require­
ments, is certainly deserving of some acknow­
ledgement. Major Campbell, the President, by 
his business like tact and invariable good hu­
mour, made all things run smoothly. The 
Band of the 30th Regiment was on the ground 
most of the day, and Mr. Issaacson, better 
known as “ Doll}’,” had made every prepara­
tion for comforting the inner man.

Visitors may save themselves a litttle 
trouble in endeavouring to discover the 
order in which the prize animals stand, if they 
will observe that first prizes are denoted be a 
red ribbon, second by a blue, third by a white 
and fourth by a yellow. It is often very 
troublesome to get a proper sight of the print­
ed card on an animal, but this arrangement 
saves the trouble of attempting.

On Friday morning, at ten o’clock, a meet­
ing of the Association will be held to fix the 
place of holding the next Provincial Show.
