THE TALK OF THE DAY.

1f Newfoundland enters the Canadian
Confederation, ahg must do so properly
and with the full and free consent of her
people. New Brunswick was allowed to
vote on the question, and that Province at
first voted dead against the Quebes
scheme, because the electors had not had
time to study the question. Its very
magnitude made them afraid. But a year
later, the electors, fully educated up to
the ides, reversed their decision, and the
Province was carried by the Unionists.
When Dr. Toeerer, the Premier of Nova’
Scotia, saw that Mr. Trzey had lost his
measure in the adjoining Proviuce, he de-
clined to adopt the plan of submitting the
question to the pebple. He carried
Union in the Legislature, and the electors
were so ncensed agiinst him and the
course he had pursued, that when the
elections were held for members of the
Canadian House of Commons, he was the
only man elected on his sde, the
other eighteen members being elected to
oppose Confederation with Canada, with
all their might. Nova Scotia has never
quite been satisfied, and it will not be be-
fore another generation comes nlong that
she will be. Tt will not do to repeat that
error with Newfoundland. The people
ought to be trusted with the right of say-
ing “‘yes” or “no,” toa question which so
largely concerns their future welfare. We
believe that the Union would prove bene-
ficial to both countries, but we do not
want an uneatisfied and unwilling sister

in the matter, even if they vote ugainst
Union the fir-t time. There is no great
hurry.

The rumor is revived that Mr. Justice
Foursier, of the Supreme Court of
Canads, has resigned his seat on the
Bench owing to ill-health. The statement
was first made ia the Ottawa Citizen of
Wednesday morning. But in the evening
of the same day it was denied, and we
were then told that the Judge, whose age,
infirmities and illness have sorely tried
him lately, had applied for six months’
leave of absence and intended to take a
much needed rest. However, the story
of a vacancy on the Supreme Court Bench
seems to have been got up for a purpose,
for with the alleged resignation of Judge
Fourxier there was a line saying that his
placa would be taken by the Minister of
Agriculture. Now, as a matter of fact,
we know, on the very best authority, that
Mr. Axcers his no present intention of
leaving the Cabinet. He holds one of the
most important portfolios in the country,
and is identified with much work that he
feels it is duty to complete, and he is not
the man, as his whole career has proved,
to leave behind him unfinished business.
It has always been his custom to see
a thing through, under any and all
circumstances. Judge Foursier is in his
720d yewr. He has been a member of the
Bench of the Sapreme Court of Canada
since 1875, —nearly nineteen years. He
certainly ouzht to be relieved of his duties,
at a liberal pension, if he desires it, but
Mr. Asceas will not be his succzssor.

That yarn from Buffalo, which charges
Mr. Tarte with being the financial agent
anl promoter of an alleged annexativn
party, operating in Canada and in the
United States, has a very fishy look about
it. Imagine a fund of fifty thousand do}-
lars Yeing employed to bring about the
severance of the tie which binds this coun-
try to Great Britain. Fifty millions

of dollars might be spent in such
a cause and yet bring out no
tangible or practical result, in the

direction indicated. Fifty thousand dol-
lars, spent on such a ery, would not change
a single Canadian constituency. To our
mind, the whole story has been put into
circulation to boom the loyalty of Mr.
Lavrier, who is said in this precious fairy
tale, to scout the idea of annexation. If
that is the true inwardness of the affair,
the idea was not half bad, as political

ammunition ou the eve of the elections.

the possible withdrawal of the troops now
here in case of the Corporation compelling
the Government to pay the same water rates
upon its property that all private citizens
pay upon their’s. The Government is asked
for nothing more than this, and should pay
nothiog less, especinlly as the property in
question is assessed for water only and is
exempt from the payment of all ordinary
taxes, levied upon all ordinary citizens.
Nobody ovght to be misled by the fallacious
and specious reasoning that the Government
is asked to pay so much for water for so
many men. It is no such thing. The water
rate would be the same whether the garrison
of the Citadel and other barracks in town
consisted of ten men or ten thousand men.
The water rate is so much in'the dollar on
the value of the Citadel and other Govern-
ment property, irrespective of its population,
and it is preposterous to pretend that the
Mayor is asking anything unfair of the Gov-
ernment when be requires it to pay water
rates on the value of its property instead of
upon its population, just as he does the un-
dersigued, and proprietors of valuable ware-
houses in Lower Town, where perhaps only
two or three clerks use water to wash their
hands or to draw a tumblerful to drivk. The
Goyernment’s withdrawal of nine-teaths of
the permanent force from Quebec will leave
it liable {o pay just the same water rates as
it does upon the same property when occu-
pied by a full garrison, so that upon that
score the Mayor and citizens may rest per-
*fectly at their ease, your correspondeat of
yesterday to the eantrary notwithstandieg.

HOUS® OF COMMONS.

Orrawa, May 2—Railway passes and the

Parliament or rather the propricty of mem-
bers of Parliament receiving them, made the
subject of an interesting debate in the House
of Comnmons this afternoon.  The matter was
introdaced by Mr. Mulock, whe moved the
second reading of his bill to amend **The Act
respecting the Senate and House of Com-
mons.” Mr. Mulock is one of the very few
millionaires in the Honse. He also represants
the farmiog covstituency of North York,
where Patron interests predominate, (on-
sequently Mr. Mulock finds it pays politically
to put on Patron airs occasionally. The three
chief clauses of his bill read as follows : —
**No member of the Senate or of the House
of Commons shall travel by any railway to or
from Ottawa in connection with his atten-
dance at the session of Parliament, either
free or at any rate of fare less than that
allowed to the general public.” Form “‘C” in
the schedule to the Act respecting the Senate
and the House of Commons is hereby amended
by adding thereto- the following words :—
“That I have not travelled by railway to

or from Ottawa, in conunection with
my attendance of the said session,
either free or ot a1y 1ate of fare

less than that allowed to the general pablic.
No mileage allowance shall be payable toa
member until he has made the deslaration in
the said form ‘C' as hereby amended.”
Members of Parliament, in addition to
their sessional indemmty of 1,000 n yeur, re-
ceive a traveiling allowance of ten centsa
mile each way, In the case of members who
live at long distances from the Capital, this
gives a nice little sum of from $200 to $600.
The outcome of the discussion wasan affirma-
tion of the principle that, as representatives
of the people, members of Parlinment should
be entitled to travel free over all lines subsi-
dized by the people’s money. This view was
put forward in such practical shape by the
Minister of Pablic Works that it was warmly
supported by De.

In addition
to the new territory that would be opened up
by the Great Northern, he dwelt upon the
large measure of assistance that it would
bring to the Quebec and Lake St. Jobn Rail-
way by using 58 miles of its road. For his
part, as a large proprietor and taxpayer
in Quebee, he had full confidence that
thg Great Northern would cantribate largel
to the prosperity of Quebes. It was absar
to believe that a road that would lessen by
800 miles the distance between Parry Sound
and Liverpoo!, would not greatly enrich the
sea of Quebee, to which it would bring
the produce of the great North-Weat,

Hon. P. Garnean expressed the belief that
all the largest progrietou and taxpayers of
Quebec were, like Mr. Pelletier, in favor of

Kdward Grey, Under, Foreign chre-
tary, in reply, said thut Nicarafua on April
i1 vent to the Brizish GoVernfent a proposal
that the trouble be settled by arbitration.
He kelioved that when the papers in the case
should be laid upon the table, it would te
seen that the matter was not a propar sub-
ject for arbitration. The United States Gov-
ernment had not tendered their good offices
for the eettlement of the dispute Her
Majesty’s Goveroment had to believe
that the difficulty would be arranged shortly.

1n teply to a further interrogation on the
lnlxm by Mr. A. C. Martin, Liberal, Sir
Fdward Grey said it was not a proper case
for arbitration.

The Central News says that Lord Kim-
berley, in response to enquiries at the Foreign
Office this afternoon in reﬁlrd to the status
ofthe Nicaraguadispute, declined todiscussthe

urport of the communications recrived from

icaragua or from other sources concerving
the matter, but it is learned that the affair
has been settled, Kngland making some slight
con Ds.

The Salvadorian Minister, to whom the
Nicaraguan Government has entrusted the
management of its differences with Great
Britaio, had a long interview with Lord
Kimberley at the Foreign Office to-day and
subsequently had o short conference with
United States Ambassador Bayard. Later it
was reported that the dispute was certain to
be amicably arranged.

New York, May 2—A special from Corinto,
Nicaragua, to the World says :—The British
warships have changed position agaln. It is
understood they are to leave npon receiviog
from N uaa promise to pay the in-
demnity. The ships had been stationed so
as to command the bridges over the lagoons,
in order to guard the urmed force on store
against surprise by the Nicaraguan troops on
the maiuland, as it was reported an attempt
would be made to regain possession of tne
town. Though the report was derided by
the British offizers on land, the men-of-war
were shifted as noted. Admiral Stephenson
has wirel home asking for further instruc:
tions. He says the concessions Made by
England indicate that & rmblo solution of
the trouble has been reached.

A despateh to the Herald from Ban Juan

Del Sur, Nicaragua, says :—The arrest of
Casimiro Gon#alez, by the Eoglish, charged
with intimidating -people from selling provi-
sions to their ships, caused great excitement
in Leon and Managna. Rumors were current
that the incensed mob would try to attack
the town of Corinto. The Eoglish doubled
their gaard and sent pickets out along the
railroad line and raised the rails. Aftera
pight of suspense, in the morning 200 marines
left the town in the direction of Paso Cabal-
los, where the Nicaraguan forces are sitnated
io & well fortified position. Puaso Cuballos,
about four miles from Corinto, is divided by
a bridge 500 feet long. Orders have been
given to open fire on the Euglish forces
should they attempt to pass beyond this
bridge. The ladies of Leon and Maaagua
have offered money and jewelry to defead
‘the native cause. Fears are entertained that
hostilities may break out at any moment.

Jog Madriz,
Special Commissioners from the Nicaraguan
Government, arrived to-day in Corinto and
refusing to meet Captain French, Governor
of the port, at his office, they were perempt-
orily ordered to leave the town and not to re-
turn under oy pretext. The present situa-
tion is critical and becoming more strained
daily.

A Managua, Nicaragua, special to the
World says :—The reported concessions by
Eoglaud are not favorably received by the
pablic. At a meeting of distinguished
citizens, presided over by President Zelaya,
the speakers seemed inclined 1o veunt their
chagrin on the United States, blaming that
country for all the trouble. Three hundred
more soldiers left yesterday for the Mosquito
coast. Fresh instructions have been sent to
the Salvadorian Minister in London, wha is
endeavoring to bring about a pacific settle-
ment, The Government claims to have no
official knowledge of the United States’
request to Eogland for more time for
Nicaragua, and says if such request has been
made it is without Nicaragua’s authority. It
is .emi-oﬂicin.ll,vN stated that Homhu'ui \;'ill
open & port for Nicaraguan importe, waivio
dgeliea cl:::lected in f;:gr of-Nic‘::ugn.. .

The text of Ambassador
Bayard’s despatch was shown to Dr. Guz
man at the State  Department this evening
and telegraphed by him to the Minister of
Foreign Affairs at Managua. Dr. Guzman
says there is no doubt that the Zelaya Ad-
ministration will pay the indemnity in Lon-.
