THROUGHOUT THE SPANISH 
WEST INDIES.

MANILA BOMBARDED AND SUR­
RENDERED UNCONDITIONALLY.

Resignation of Captalns-General 
Blanco and Augustin—The Sur­
render of Santiago Criticized — 
Importance of Sea Power Em­
phasized—The Cuban Army to 
be Disbanded—Uncle Sam to 
Pay Them Gif — Continued 
Fighting in Porto Rico.

Washington, D.C., Aug. 15—The recon­
struction of affairs in Cuba, Porto Rico and 
throughout the Spanish West Indies is re­
ceiving earnest consideration in Olficial qua 
tere, and at the White House to day the 
President raw a number of prominent callers 
in connection with this reconstruction in our 
new insular dependencies.

General Fitzhugh Lee spent some time 
with the President going over the condition 
of Cuban affairs. While no announcement 
was made, the impression prevails that Gen. 
Lee would be one of the Cuban Military 
Commissioners to be named within a few 
days.

Acting Secretary Alger, of the Navy, also 
saw the President concerning the Caban 
affairs.

The mail service between the United 
States and Spain will be resumed promptly 
so far as this country is coocerned.

Secretary Alger said to-day that he be­
lieved the President’s proclamation announc 
ing the signing of the protocol had reached 
Manila.

The Department of State has just posted 
the following :—The following despatch was 
received at the Department of State at 11.15 
p.m., August 15th, from Ccnsal-General Wil­
liams, Hong Kong ^"Augustin says Dewey 
bombarded Manila Saturday. City surren­
dered unconditionally. Augustin was taken 
by Germans in launch to 'Kaiserin Augusta’ 
and brought to Hong Kong. I credit re­
port.”

A cable message was received this morning 
at the War Department from General Shatter 
from Santiago de Cuba, saying he expects the 
last of the troops of his corps (the Fifth) will 
have left Santiago for the United States by 
Thursday next and that he will start for home 
next Saturday.

The Pott to-morrow will say regarding the 
pertr/rmtl of the Military Commissions for 
Cuba and Porto Rico, that it is probable that 
the names will be as follows Cuban Com­
mission—Major-General J. T. Wade, Major- 
General . C. Butler and Admiral W. T. 
Sampson. Porto Rico Commission—Major- 
General John H. Brooke, Major-General 
Theodore Schwan and Admiral Winfield 
Schley.

Santiago de Cuba, Aug, 15—The officia 
report submitted to General Shafter by Col 
lector of the Port, Donaldson, shows the cur- 
toms revenue from July 20 to August 12 to 
be $84,215, an excellent showing for the first 
fortnight of American administration.

Miss Clara Barton, of the Red Cross Socie­
ty, to-day cabled President McKiuley, re­
questing that a vessel be given her at once for 
the purpose of taking relief supplies to the 
starving Cubans in Havana.

The Spanish steamer “Isla de Luzon” sail­
ed this morning for Spain, having on board 
2,126 Spanish soldiers. The “Isla do Panay” 
will probably sail to-morrow and she will be 
followed by the “P. D. Satrustegul.” The 

Montevideo” arrived this morning and will 
begin loading at once.

A secret meeting was held to-night at the 
Palace between the commanding officers of 
the American army and the Cuban leaders. 
The strictest secrecy was maintained, but it 
can be said with good authority that General 
Garcia was present. The meeting lasted an 
hour aud a half. The information obtained 
is to the effect that the Cuban situation was 
thoroughly reviewed and that it was resolved 
to disband the Cuban army and that the 
Unitsd States should pay the men off. This 
involves the expenditure of $15,000,000, but 
it is most important to the prosperity of the 
Island, whose wealth is entirely agricultural, 

obody, planter or farmer, daring to cul­
tivate his lauds while insurgents are in the 
field raiding and burniog.

Ponce, Porto Rico, August 15—General 
Schwan’s solumn was attacked yesterday 
between Mayaguez and Carer. As the llth 
infantry, under Col. Burke, was descending 
the valley of the Rio Grande, they were find 
upon a hillside by a force of 1,500 Spaniard?, 
who were retreating toward the north. The 
fire was returned and the Spaniards were re­
pulsed, it is believed, with considerable loss. 
Col. Soto, the commander of the Maysguez 
district, was wounded and was afterward 
evertaken in a wayside cottage. The Ameri­
cans suffered no loss. The artillery and 
cavalry were not engaged. General Schwan 
had not received news of the signing of the 
protocol when the action occurred, but ob­
tained it yesterday afternoon. The reports 
from General Miles are meagre.

Madrid, August 15—The Government has 
received from Captain-General Blanco a des­
patch tendering his resignation. The reason 
given by General Blanco for resigning is that 
he does not wish to superintend the evacua­
tion of Cuba.

The Government is also informed that 
General Augustin, Governor-General ojf the 
Philippines, will leave Manila for Spain by 
the first mail steamer, giving his command 
to the second in rank.

The Caban Autonomist Government has 
resigned. It is believed that the Spanish 
Government will decline to accept the resig 
nation of Governors-Geueral Blauco and 
Augustin.

Havana telegrams represent the Spanish 
element in the Colony as favoring American

annexation as the best means to insure the 
prorparity and avert anarchy.

M. Cambon, the French Ambassador to 
the United States, who represented Spain in 
the peace negotiations at Washington, has 
been decorated with the Grand Cross of the 
Order of Charles III.

Hong Kong, August 15—General Augus­
tin, C«ptain General of tha Philippines, has 
arrived here by the “Kaisorin Augusta.” He 
refuses to bo interviewed and will say nothing 
more than that he going to Spain at the first 
opportunity. It is a significant fact that 
while thc’ifastest German cruiser has brought 
General Augustin, she brings only a small 
package of mail for the German Consul. The 
Consul is now in Canton and his mail matter 

' remains unopened. The precise facts are not 
known, but it is supposed that General 
Augustin fled from the Philippines. The 
Spanish Consul here has not yet sent to Ma­
nila the news that the piotocol has been sign 
ed, and probably ihe Spaniards at Manila 
discredit the account brought them by the 
British steamer “Australian,” as she was 
chartered by the Americans. The opinion 
here is that the Germans have arranged mat 
tera with Captain General Augustin. The 
insurgents now at Hong Kong are not satis­
fied with the terms of psace proposed by the 

e* Americans, j •
r* • London, Aug. 15—The Santiago corres­

pondent of the Timet, who acted as inter­
preter for General Shafter during the inter­
view preceding the surrender of Santiago, de­
scribes fully the fighting and capitulation of 
the city, and criticizes severely the tactical 
blunders made, the opportunities missed and 
the lack of information of the enemy’s move­
ments displayed by both Spaniards and 
Americans. The correspondent says the ne­
cessity for the surrender of Santiago is no 
more evident now than it was before.

August 16—The Timet, in an editorial

SUBMARINE BOAT “ARGONAUT” 
A WONDER.

RR MA RKA IS LU RXPRHIM ENTAL 
TRIP OF A THOUSA SI) MILKS 

ON THE CHESAPEAKE.

SUBMERGED 10 HOURS AT A TIME.

Crawled Over Rough and Muddy 
Bottoms, Found Wrecks and 

Picked Up Gables.

Baltimore, Aug. 15—Inventor Lake and 
his submarine beat “Argonaut” have returned 
to the city after an experimental trip of over 
a thousand miles among ilia submerged 
wrecks of the Chesapeake. During the 
trip the “Argonaut” travelled under her own 
power, on the surface, iu ail kiuds of weather 
and on all sorts of bottoms.

She has crawled, while submerged, over 
bottoms so fbft that the divers would sink 
into mad above their knees. At another 
place, in Hampton Road*, the currents were 
strong and the bottom rough and hilly. In 
other places the bottom was composed of looje 
gravel.

Mr. Lake investigated several wrecks 
during the trip, cf which there are a great 
many in Chesapeake Bay, but they are 
principally coal-laden cr&Ls, and of no great 
value, although with proper equipment, it is 
said, the coal would pay handsomely for re­
covery. One vessel boarded had about 2,000 
tona of coal and valuable hoisting material.

Mr. Lake hoped to obtain the privilege of 
going on the bottom at Hampton Roads and 
picking up the cable which connecte with the 
mines guarding the entrance, but after 
spending considerable time in a vain attempt 
to get the consent of the officers he laid a 
cable himself across the channel, and then, 
submerging his boat, ran across and hauled 
up the cable in the divers’ compartment with 
a hook about four and a half feet long.

The greatest length of continuous sub­
mergence was ten hours and ten minutes, 
five hours of which the machinery wae not 
running, nor was fresh air admitted into the 
boa*. At the end the crew was apparently 
as fresh as at the beginning.

Meals were cooked with no more incon- 
venienee than on the surface. The trip would 
have been voted a great pleasure excursion 
had the boat been large enough to provide 
sleeping quarters for the crow.

lo summing up the result Mr. Lake said : 
“The trip was sufficient to entirely demons­
trate the practicability of submarine boats 
for going to the bottom of rivers or bays, and 
also to prove their habitableness and sea­
worthiness either for snifice or nnder water 
cruising. The boat also proved its capability 
for cutting cables, and the present system of 
protecting entrauces to forts must become 
obsolete.”

TICE CHANCELLOR'S ROOMS.
Bismarck was wont to spend a good deal of 

his time in a small room, in ths centre of 
which stood a plain, little four-legged table.

A brass plate let into its square top bore 
the following inscription :—“At this table 
the preliminaries of peace between Germany 
and France were signed, February 26ih.l871, 
at Versailles, No. 14, rue de Provence.” In 
the centre of the table is a round piece of 
green cloth, and on it are visible a number of 
spots caused by the drippings from the can­
dles used on that momentous occasion of the 
negotiations between the Chancellor and 
Jules Favre. The table was originally the 
property of the lady in whose house the 
Chancellor was quartered, and it was from 
her that he bought it.

On the mantel-shelf of another cf Bis­
marck’s favorite rooms stood a bronze statu­
ette, about three feet high, representing the 
Grand Elector—a present from the Emperor. 
A slip of paper attached to the Marshal’s 
baton in the Elector’a outstretched hand bears 
t ie Impet ialauto(. raph :—1 'To Prince Bismarck 
—Christmas, 1880—W.” On the wall, behind 
the statuette, hangs in a riohly-gilt frame a 
painting representing the attack of the dra 

oons of the guard on French infantry at 
lars-la-Tour ; the Chancellor’s two sons, 

Herbert and William, being in the midst of 
the fight.

Bismarck’s bedroom contained only three 
pieces of furniture—an enormous w&sbhand- 
stand, a small camp bedstead, and a boot- 
jack. There used, however, to be a couple 
of hair brushes. “Take them away,” said 
the bald Prince» few years ago ; “a towel 
will do to part my hair nowadays.”

HIS ENEMIES.
Prince Bismarck was nob without his ene 

mies, and one man who held him directly 
responsible for his only son’s death (he was 
killed in the war of 1870), took his vengeance 
in the following original manner: He erected 
a fine mausoleum iu the cemetery of Pots­
dam, and over it he placed au artistically 
sculptured owl, the head and features of 
which bore a striking resembl&oce to those of 
Prince Bismarck, the well-known “three 
single hairs” included.

Later on be built a house, in the exterior 
ornamentation of which he employed many 
stone heads of Bismarck. This time, how 
ever, three serpents took the place of the 
“three single hairs.”

It is well known to those employed in the 
practical management of railroad trains that 
one of the chief difficulties contended against 
in the past with both the old style and the 
new M. C. B. cbuplcrs has been the falling of 
draw heads on the tracks, resulting many 
times in disastrous wrecks. A short time 
ago the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad adopted 
a device to prevent just such occurrences, and 
has since attached it to all its passenger 
equipment, The device in question is quite 
sjniple, consisting merely of a right angled 
steel hook, which is placed immediately be­
neath the coupler ou the drawhead, with a 
horizontal arm projecting slightly at an angle 
to tho direction of the truck. Thus, when 
the drawhead falls, the safely hooks not only 
assist in jamming the drawheads together, 
but absolutely prevent their swaying from 

! side to side, and so becoming disengaged, 
j The steel hook is placed iu such a position 

that it cannot bo jammed or broken off in 
coupling the cars ; and in actual practice not 
a single failure baa occurred.

“The most helpful and agreeable bath is 
that of tepid water,” writes Ruth Ashmore 
in the August Ladiej» Home Journal. “Fi 
people can stand absolutely cold baths, and 
no matter how strong one may be such a bath 
should not be indulged in unless a thorough 
rubbing be takeu afterward. To speak plain 
ly, it must be remembered that while a cold 
bath may be more or less invigorating it is 
not cleansing.

YACHTING.
THE RACE FOR THE SSAWANHAKA CfP. 

"Dominion'* Br»«s By Two Minute» and 
Forty-seven Seconds.

Montreal, August 15—The “Dominion,” 
the Canadian boat, won the second of the In­
ternational yacht races to-day, defeating the 
American boat, the “Challenger,” by two 
minutes and 47 seconds on a twelve mile 
triangular course in a light breeze. There 
coaid hardly have been a better day for the 
race than it turned ont, though there pro- 
misod nothing but a dead calm at the ootset. 
There was not anytning like the number of 
boats and steamers on the course that were 
present on Saturday, though there seemed a 
greater number of smaller crafts Everyone 
was for the “Dominion,” of course, and when 
the “Challenger” came plunging along with a 
lead on the first leg of the coarse, which took 
her into Beaconsfield, there was some con­
sternation, even thongh the “Dominion” was 
so close and caught her rival up so quickly.

After they had passed the buoy, there 
seemed every reason to think that a foul had 
been made, bat just then this was found not 
to be so, though the yachts were close and 
they sped away from Beaconsfield toward the 
second turning buoy with very little between 
them. Gradually, however, the “Dominion” 
forged through the water. She was able to 
sail closer to the wind than her rival and 
thus did not require to tack ao far wide of 
the buoy in order to turn around. When 
finally she went about on port tack to fetch 
the buoy, it was easily seen that she had the 
beat of the first round and that she should 
finish the round with a strong lead. This she 
did, making a little better running.

The race looked like a veritable procession 
and when the yachts passed down the third 
side of the triangle, in closing the second 
round, it was a hopeless case for the “Chal­
lenger.” She had gained so much, however, 
thu there was more than anxiety aa she 
came past the first buoy of the closing round 
only thirty seconds behind her rival.

Anxiety was very great and all hoped bo see 
an increased lead when the “Dominion” shonld 
reach the farther shore baoy. The wind had 
freshened considerably and the point of sail­
ing gave the “Dominion” a lead of over two 
minutes as the yachts started to close up the 
last leg.

Lord Samsbcry’s apparent weakness in 
his dealings with the Chinese question 
compare» so strangely with his admirable 
policy in African affairs as to be almost in­
explicable. The British public (s in no 
humor just now to play second fiddle to 
any other Power, and this the Premier 
will find to his cost if he permits Russiati 
dictation to prevail with China. There is, 
unfortunately, not much improvement to 
be hoped for from a Liberal Government 

the matter of England’s foreign rela­
tions ; but Lord Salisbury must put on 
backbone, or hi» Government will become, 
ere long, a thing of the past. A new and 
Vigorous Administration, with a statesman 
like Mr. Chamberlain in charge of the 
Foreign Office, seems to bo what the Old 
Country wants just now.

It is distressing to read of the persecu­
tion in these days by anti-ritüalists, of 
those who differ from them in matters of 
religious thought or worship. Such dis­
graceful scenes as those recorded in an­
other column to have occurred in an Eng­
lish Church, tend only to arouse sympathy 
for men who indulge in ritualistic prac­
tices. If those who object to such prac­
tices would simply content themselves 
with staying away from churches in which 
they are practised, much less would bo 
heard of them, an<i they would cease to 
attract so many sympathizers. The reli­
gious busybody must always, ws suppose, 
be with us, but surely the day of religious 
persecution ought now to be but a memory 
of the past.

It doubtless seems strange to some people 
that so many ns 1,025 candidates should 
hare applied to the Roman Catholic 
Board of Examiners of the Province of 
Quebec for the granting of diplomas 
as school teachers, since it is quite 
evident thxt nothing like this number of 
vacancies for teachers can possibly arise 
during the year in this Province. It may 
be explained, however, that many young 
ladies are in the habit of fitting for these 
diplomas as for a kind of honorary certi 
ficate of scholarship, while others do so 
because the test is required of them by 
many of the religious orders before they 
can be accepted as novices therein. Only 
012 out of the 1,025 candidates were sue 
cessful, namely five who received academy 
diplomas, 230 model school diplomas, and 
377 elementary school ones. Our congra 
tillations are tendered to the successful 
candidates.

BOOMING CANADA.
There is no doubt whatever that the 

Honorable Sydney Fisher, Minister of 
Agriculture, and Professor Robertson, 
Commissioner of Agriculture for Canada, 
are doing a good and patriotic work for the 
Dominion in England. They have been fo 
fortunate as to engage the attention of the 
loading organs of public opinion in the Old 
Country, and many c >lumns of important 
London and Provincial newspapers have 
been opened to reports of interviews with 
them on Canadian subjects. By means of 
these interviews they have spread broad­
cast throughout Great Britain, a vast 
amount of information respecting our 
agricultural products and the capabilities 
of the country and its soil and climate, 
which must prove of great benefit and ad­
vantage to Canada, not only with the 
consumers of such produce as we can sup­
ply to Britain, but also with farmers and 
intending settlers from the British Islands. 
Sucli papers as the St. James's Gazette, 
the Morning Post and the leading Liver- 
pojl and Bristol dailies have devoted 
considerable space to the utterances 
of our representatives in England The 
St. James's Gazette, in a recent issue, 
says :—"No reader of this paper needs to 
bo told how intimately the future of the 
Emp re is bound up with the progress and 
prosperity of Canada. We look to her not 
only to breed loyal sons and daughters of 
the blood, but to form an ever growing 
market for our manufacturers, and in re 
turn to become our great source of food 
supply beyond the seas. It is a matter of 
mutual advantage. The more she can pro 
duce and the more we buy from her, the 
more will she be able to buy from us in 
return. Her capacity for production 
virtually unlimited. The gold rush, which 
has recently turned attention to the Do 
minion in such a dramatic fashion, is mere­
ly an episode in its history, though one 
that will have an important influence in 
attracting the men and money that are 
needed to develop the real and lasting re 
sources of the country. These are to be 
found in its soil, which is capable of pro­
ducing all the staple food stuffs that we 
need in abundance. At present a mere be­
ginning has been made. A glance at the 
map will show that the settled and culti­
vated laud is just a narrow strip running 
from cast to west. The amount of room 
that still remains for expansion runs into 
figures which can hardly bn realized by 
those who are accustomed to the cramped 
limits ami little distances of the Old World. 
The future of Canada lits chiefly in the de­
velopment of these magnificent agricultur­
al resource*, and it should be a matter of 
the greatest interest to us to know what is 
being done in this direction. By an in­
telligent appreciation of Canadian effort 
and by spreading information with regard 
to its aims and results we can all do some­
thing to assist on this side of the water.”

A Bristol exchange says :—"Arrange 
meats for the reception of the British 
Association, which have been in progress 
for the past two years, are rapidly ap 
preaching completion. The number 
visitors expected from foreign countries 
and from Canada is unusually large, and 
indeed the local committee are in some 
difficulty os to finding hosts for the more 
distinguished men. Scientific bodies 
France, Germany, Italy, Russia, Belgium 
India, Canada, and the United States will 
be represented, and amongst the repre 
sentatives will be an Indian Prince—Prince 
Aga Khan. Business men in Bristol are 
looking forward with special interest to 
the fact that a number of members of 
representative commercial associations will 
be present from Canada and America, in 
eluding Mr. Emery, the chairman of the 
Harbour Commissioners of the State of 
Massachusetts, and the Presidents of the 
Boards of Trade at Toronto, Montreal 
and several other Canadian cities. Even 
so remote a region as British Columbia will 
be represented.”

The new Canadian preferential tariff is 
attracting considerable notice on the other 
side of the water. One English paper re 
marks :—“ The preferential tariff' inau 
gurated by Canada, and brought into force 
last Monday, whereby British and Colonial 
imports are received into the Dominion at 
one-fourth reduction on duties levied on 
foreign imports, has raised high hope: 
within the heart of that staunch Protec 
tionist, Sir Howard Vincent. So pleased 
is he that he suggests a reciprocal extension 
in Great Britain to all dutiable products 
raised in Canada or the Colonies, which 
may give similar advantages to imports 
from the United Kingdom. Mr. Cham 
berlain may reasonably regard this pre 
ferential duty from the standpoint of 
benefit conferred on the West Indian sugar 
industry, since the advantage obtained by 
the West Indian Colonies on their exporta 
tion of raw or refined sugar will be equi 
valent to the foreign bounty given to beet 
The growth of the sugar trade that is ex 
pected to develop, thanks to Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier’s patriotic initiative, between 
Canada and the West Indian Islands, will 
be watched with great interest, and gives 
colour to Mr. Chamberlain’s optimistic 
view of the remunerative working of the 
three sugar factories he intends to es­
tablish.”

From 1882, when he entered the Canadian 
House of Commons, till 1896 he sat with the 
Liberals in Opposition ; and ho has shared in 
the activities with which Sir Wilfrid Laurier 
and his followers have redeemed fourteen 
years of enforced inactivity. Mr. Mulock 
was born in Canadi, but he wai of Irish 
stock, his father being one of the Mulocks of 
Bxnagher, while hit mother belonged to 
well-known Yorkehire family.”

Disgraceful Scene in a Church.

UNSEEMLY interruptions of divine service 
by anti-ritualists.

Mr. Herbert T. Jowett attended St.CoIum- 
ba’a Church, Sunderland, on Sunday, in com 
pany with some friends, and at the end of the 
service he rose and said : "In the name of 
Almighty God I denounce this so-called wor­
ship as a wicked, idolatrous mummery, hate­
ful and abhorrent in the sight of God; and you, 
Theodore Jupp, member of the secret Society 
of the Holy Cross, I denounce you as a per 
jured traitor, false to your ordination vowa, 
a traitor to the Church that feeds you, an 
enemy of the God whom you profess, but 
whose name jou dishonour, professing to be 
a Minister of the Lord Jesus Christ, but 
leading the souls of these blind people cap­
tive at the will of your master, the devil.” 
The Vicar, the Rev. W, T. Jupp, said some­
thing to the officer of the Boys’ Brigade, 
who thereupon told Mr. Jowett he had bet­
ter leave. The latter continued :—"l his is 
my message of denunciation against the Priest 
of Baal and agaiuat the House of Baal. May 
the Lord help me.” The offioer of the Boys’ 
Brigade again said, "You had better leave,” 
and Mr. Jowett and bis friends turned quiet­
ly and walked out of the Churoh. During 
part of the time that this acene was going on 
the o'-gan was played loudly.

Some very attractive prizes are offered by 
the German Railroad Union, published in the 
Raitioay Gazette, for important inventions 
and improvements in railroad conatruction, 
machinery and management. The range of 
matters indicated by the Union includes im­
provements in the construction of locomotive 
boilers, especially such as, without increasing 
weight materially, secure the most complete 
consumption of smoke possible, economy in 
fuel, the prevention of sparks, and the re­
daction of the cost of maintainance ; an ar­
rangement by which the coupling of cars with 
automatic American coupler* and those with 
the standard couplers of the times may be 
made without danger ; weighing apparatus 
by which separate cars while moving, or loose­
ly coupled can of a whole train may be weigh­
ed with eofficient accuracy ; also some means 
of protecting a train that has come to a atop, 
or is threatened with delays in bad weather 
and at night, which will work better than the 
track torpedoes and the hand signals of track 
and train men. The time limit for the prizes 
is the middle of July, 1899, and an important 
conditian in all cases is that the invention, or 
method, must be introduced on some railroad 
in the Railroad Union before application ia mr T f Q4.n_T_
made to compete, and its application mast be Ailo JjaTgoob OIULK, 
supported by the railroad trying it.

From the Yukon.
The following is an extract from a letter 

received from Mr. J. Stobo, dated 18th June, 
and received in Quebec last week. It was 
posted at Fort Smith on the Slave River. 
“We are well and are enjoying this trip very 
much, and if we do not ‘strike it rich’ will so 
far never regret this trip. It would take 
page* to tell the varied experieocea we have 
gone through, bat we have come out on top 
and in the right place and not far behind the 
leaders. There are lots of boats on this river 
at present and everyone helpe hit neighbor 
and with a good will, to that makes it plea­
sant for all concerned. Since leaving Atha- 
baaka Landing we have made lots of friends. 
The fact of our running the rapids in our 
own canoes without a gaide did more to make 
friends for us than anything else would have 
done. We have come 600 miles in oUr canoee 
since the 16th of May without an accident 
and that in itself is a great feat. We loit a 
week through head winds. Terrific north­
west galea that it was impossible to paddle 
against, bat we were not alone although very 
sorry to lose the time. In^this country you 
have to take things as they come. There is 
an awful dearth of news here. We are out 
of the world altogether as it were. Have nob 
the slightest idea how thiugs are going down 
East. Have not slept on a bed for over a 
month and am in extra good health. Am 
writing this in the woods all alone, waiting 
for an Indian guide. It is a quarter to ten 
and tbe sun has just gone down. This is the 
first place we have hired a guide and did so 
because the Rapids are very bad. There is a 
drop of 249 feet in 14 miles. (Later.) Arriv­
ed at the Rapids safely last evening. We 
went through some of the swiftest waters I 
have ever seen. To-night we are camped 
waiting our turn to go over the second. We 
have been two months ou tho way now and 
it will lake us at least another otonth to get 
to where we shall start to prospect. June 
18th. It has just taken us one week to tra­
vel 14 miles, but we hope to get along faster 
as there are no more rapids for 600 miles. I 
must close this now as we are going a few 
miles this evening and then have a good rest 
till Monday. Sunday is well kept here, no 
more work than necessary being done.”

New York's Dead.
The dead of London require an annual waste 

of 23 acres of valuable grouud. If 4,000 corpses 
are crowded into the space of one acre, the 
limit in the case of the most populated grave­
yard, and if wc accept the present rate of 
mortality, 20 per 1,000 inhabitants, as the 
standard, New Yoik, with a population of 
3,500,000, would have to provide room for 
70,000 corpses, and wonld require annually 
17& acres t0 bury them in. Unless the cus­
tom is changed the available room in the vi­
cinity of all large cities will gradually be ab­
sorbed by remains of the dead.

In considering the welfare of individuals, 
the expenditure of one may benefit another, 
but citizens should be treated on equal terms. 
With the exception of Greenwood, almost 
all cemeteries used in the neighborhood of 
New York are either poorly managed by 
churches or administered for the benefit of a 
few fort une te shareholders. The rural ceme­
tery law, as amended in 1879, allows them to 
divide among themselves the net profits from 
the sale of plots. Realizing about twenty 
thousand dollars for an acre, which hardly 
cost two thousand, their investments bring 
large revenues, and are esteemed valuable. 
By assuming the guise of benevolent socie­
ties, owners succeeded in evading payment 
of the taxes which their less fortunate neigh­
bors are obliged to pay. The trustees are 
never called upon to make reports to theState, 
and they give but scanty information to their

The protection of life and pro­
perty, it has long been recogized, is a mere 
primary function of Government. The 
making of a country a desirable land to live 
in is a responsibility inseparable from Gov­
ernment in the highest kind of civilisation. 
Though an orgaaisttion for oo-operation does 
□ot create energy, it may control and direct 

to the best ana moet practical ends. In 
our Department, our effort has been to gain 
the confidence of the farming community by 
our willingness aud ability to help them in 
their work. The co-operation of the farmers 
has be?n sought in every undertaking ; and 
they have been in all ways encouraged to en­
large the sphere of oo-opetratiou with each 
other.”

THE POLICY OF THE GOVERNMENT- 
“Our Home Government seems scarcely as 

convinced as yours, or it carries out its con­
viction with less enthusiasm ?”—“We have 
made in a few years so remarkable an im­
provement in the condition of our people and 
in the general prospects of the Colony by the 
application of our policy that we are encour­
aged to go on. Wherever it is evident that a 
Government lift would ease a difficulty or re­
move an ohstiuotion—such a difficulty or ob­
struction as no single person or community 
conld tackle—there we step in. Uf course, 
you must remember that our communities 
and townships are for the most part scattered 
with such great distances between that their 
only hope of maintaining any common action 
lies in Government aid and Government com­
munication. Professor Robertson has given 
you details of our methods of suvgesting the 
best crops for certain districts, of planting 
Creameries and Cheese Factories to promote 
the best manufacture of Butter and Cheese, 
and of making the carriage of products easier. 
And with all these things our expenditure 
does not increase, because as soon as we have 
properly established oue thing we leave it to 
the farmers themselves and go on to another. 
And our hands are always full ; for the more 
eur farmers learn of improved methods tho 
more they wish to know.”

“You have several distinct races represent­

ed in the Dominion ; do you find any more 
teachable than others ?”—“ Well, on the 
whole, we find French-Canadians the most 
docile and the quickest to learn ; and after 
them, perhaps, our Scottish farmers. Our 
English settlers are somewhat disinclined to 
take up with new methods ; their English 
ones they think good enough, and, to do them 
ustice, they are more advanced and better 
ustructed iu agricultural matters than, say, 

the French-Canadians. But, now that they 
see how it pays, all are bitten with the desire 
for improved methods. I would like you to 
note, not merely how we improve in our 
methods and in our productiveness, but also 
how illimitable and various are our resources. 
We desire to cultivate Great Britain, and 
Great Britain almost alone, as our market ; 
and we can quite easily be the wheat-field, 
the orchard, the vineyard, and the cattle, 
poultry, and dairy farm of the Home Coun­
try, and that over and above what we gene­
rously allow for our own consumption. Be­
sides the trades already established in dairy 
produce, in cattle and poultry and bacon, we 
hope to supply you largely with fruit. We 
have already made some hopeful experiment­
al shipments ; but you do nut vet quite 
know how exquisite our fruit is. We have a 
better climato'th&n the United States for the 
more delicate varieties of the fruits of the 
temperate aone. Our apples and pears are not 
to be beaten. Our peaches are not quite so large 
as your hothouse peaches, but they have a 
finer taste, aud our grapes, though you have 
not taken to their peculiar flavor, we expect 
you to «it largely. We can sell them on the 
otner side at Id. a pound wholesale. With 
the aid of our cold-storage system we can np w 
deliver the most delicate fruits in perfect pen ;

stock markets here were quiet but distinctly 
firm to-day, the feature being the strong 
demani for American and Argentine stocks. 
The latter were tought chiefly by Berlin. 
Am ricam were dealt in extensively for New 
York and there was also much English and 
German buying. The demand largely centered 
in Erie preferred and Union Pacific and 
Northern Pacific shares. Prices in the street 
closed quiet at the top with a hopeful out'ook. 
There was a further small recovery in Grand 
Trunks. Apart from the directions indicated, 
general business remains so stagnant that the 
closing of the Stock Exchange on next Satur­
day is mooted. The question is being con­
sidered also whether the Exchange shall be 
closed every Saturday during September. The 
money market was firm at 1$ per cent. Mainly 
on apprehensions about the strong monetary 
and exchange, position in New York. It may 
harden further. Tee Berlin market was firm,”

New York fttoek*.
New York. Aug 15—The market for stocks 

was remarkably active and buoyant all day to­
day. There was an occasional halt in the up­
ward tendency when the price of some leading 
stock was advanced to a level which invited 
unusually heavy offerings. Some of these 
offerings were on speculative profit-taking and 
some were from 1 >ng holdings of stocks which 
were brought out by the present attractive level 
of prices as compared with that formerly pre­
vailing. But no volume of offerings seemed 
sufficient to check the steady upward tendency 
of the market and everything was absorbed 
with eagerness. St. Paul took the lead of the 
market as is indicated by the extreme advance 
in th > price of $3 25 jier share and transactions 
for the day footing up a total of 67,700 shares. 
The advance in St. Paul was undoubtedly due 
to the movement of a large combination of 
s|>ecu!alive interests and was based primarily 
on the fact that the advance in the price has 
hitherto been incommensurate with that it. 
the other prominent grangers. The reason for 
this probably was that the stock has been more 
largely held abroad than the other grangers 
and London has been persistently liquidating 
holdings of American stocks. England’s un- 
favorablo trade balance and the strong market 
presented in New York for profit-taking have, 
of course, boen the motives for the selling. But 
it wasjiev»Tthelesseffective in holding back the 
price of Sc Paul. It is now said that these 
London offerings have been steadily absorbed 
by the powerful speculative clique which started 
the présent bull movement in Burlingcon and 
which liai now shifted the leadership to St. 
Paul. The buying was accompanied by 
rumors that the next semi-annual dividend of 2 
per cent would be supplemented by an extra 
dividend increased from the $ per cent rate of 
the. last extra dividend. The preferred stock 
was bid up 3$ per cent to-day and the high 
gr de bonds of the company were also very 
strong. But while St. Paul was the conspicu­
ous centre of the market the trading was very 
broad and comprehensive and the strength of 
the market quite uniform throughout the rail­
road list. The other grangers shared most 
notably in the strength of St. Paul and the 
buying of Northern Pacific continued very 
largo and aggressive. In the late dealings 
Northern Pacific preferred al-o came into active 
demand on the increase on earnii gs for the first 
week in August of $67,•>•*>. The strength 
spread from the leader . a> the day progressed 
awl embraced a continually growing fast of 
stocks, most of which show gains of Iwtwetn 
one and two point* and many ol them in excess
of that.

This was an incentive to investors to buy 
a id the posses o s of s oc c to raise their 
price. Tu» purchase of this mine was not such 
impertant news in itself as the suggestion that 
it gave rise to, namely, that it was the inten 
tion of the purchasers to form a gigantic cor 
poration on the lines of Cecil Rhodes’ chartered 
company. This would have a very imixirtant 
bearing on British Columbia mining, and from 
the number of properties controlled by these 
gentlemen and their energy in acquiring others 
the story was given credence The formation 
of such a company would lead to the listing of 
its stock in London, with all its attendant ad 
vantages and drawbacks. Outside of War 
Eagle the market was dead. A London cable 
gives the price of Canadian securities as fol 
lows :—Grand Trunk first preference at 63$ 
thirds at 18$, Canadian Pacific at 86), and 
Hudson’s Bay at 19.

Bismarck “feared God, but n ithing else in 
the world.”

‘If I have an enemy in my power I mu»t 
destroy him.”

“One can die but once, and, if beatec, it is 
better to die.”

‘What a gentleman has agreed to do ia 
already as good as done.”

‘Prussia is more in want of Germanising 
than Germany of Prussianising.”

“Bismarck is alone a truly great man,” 
wrote Mérimée to his “Inconoue.”

He characterised Queen Victoria as one of 
“the wisest statesmen of the time.”

“Take care of that man. He means what 
he says,” was Disraeli’s estimate of Bismarck.

Disraeli did Bismarck the honor of making 
him one of the characters in his “Kndymion”
— the Count < f Ferroll.

He had a holy horror of professors. “Ytu 
mast not take me for a Heidelberg professor,” 
he once said to Prince Napoleon.

“The Jews have still no true home, but are 
a sort of universal Europeans, or cosmopoli­
tan nomads. Their fitherland is Zion.”

“He who has once gazed into tho glazed eye 
of a dying warrior on the field of battle will 
think twice before beginning a war.”

“All great oritics,” Bismarck asserted, in 
1843, “as being mere hotbeds of anarchy and 
revolution, ought to be swept from the earth.'*

Bismarck was dismissed from cilice, as 
Chancellor rf the German Empi'e, on March 
18, 1890, the anniversary of the Berlin Revo­
lution.

Camille Douent once said to Napoleon III : 
—“Count von Bismarck has a geoius for con­
veying false impiessiona by telling the naked 
truth.”

“I hate politics ; bub, liks the grocer 
bating tigs, I am none the less obliged to 
keep my thoughts unceasingly occupied with 
those figs.”

“I have conducted the Congrees of Berlin,” 
he once remarked to Lord Salisbury, “«O ne’ 
limes like a gentleman, sometimes like a Ser 
geant-Major.”

“Every Berliner finds himself an ioch taller 
when a real English jockey addresses him, 
and gives him the opportunity of torturing 
the Queen’s English.”

Bismarck described universal suffrage as 
“the government of a house by its nursery,” 
adding, “You can do anything with children 
if you only play with them.”

“The French are irreconcilable, savage foes, 
and if yon strip them of the cook, the tailor, 
and the haberdasher, you will find nothirg 
left in them but coppei-ikinted Indians.”

“To be a good speaker, you must have the 
gift of improvisation ; a good speaker must 
be somewhat of a poet, and, therefore, can­
not adhere mathematically to the truth.”

“Bismarck complained that his meaning of 
“blood and iron” had been perverted in ihe 
report < f his speech. “Blood,” he explained, ( 
ho had only used as a synonym for “soldiere.”

“Attila was a greater man than John 
Bright. He has left a greater name in histo­
ry. The Duke of Wellington will be known 
in history as a great warrior, and not as a pa­
cific statesman."

“When I was made a Prince the King ir- 
bisted on putting Alsace-Lorraine into my 
coat-of-arma. But I would much rather have 
had Schleswig-Holstein, for that is the cam­
paign, politically speaking, of which I am 
proudest.”

“This policy of yours will conduct you to 
another Jena,” haughtily remarked to Bis­
marck the Marquis de Moustier, French Min­
ister at Frankfurt, in the spring of 1855. 
“Why not to another I»eipsio or another Wa­
terloo Î ” was tho rejoinder.

“Please send me revolvtrs, of large size, a 
holster-pistol,” Bismarck wrote to bis wife on 
the day before Koniggratz ; “also a novel to 
read, butooly one at a time.” After the battle 
of Kadowa he was found reading Paul Féval’s 
‘L'hotel Carnavalet.’

“I want no Colonies. For us in Germany, 
this Colonial business would be just like the 
silken sables in the noble families of Poland, 
who have no shirts to their backs.” Bismarck 
subsequently stood forth io the Reichstag, 
and anuo'ioced that the German tiag would 
follow German trade io all the unappropriat­
ed portions of the globe.

“When I stake my lifefor'any matter”(this 
apropos of his challenge to Virchow, who de­
clined it), “Ido so in that faith which I have 
strengthened by long and severe struggling, 
but also in honest and bumble prayer to God; 
a faith which no word of mao, even that of a 
friend in Christ and a servant of His Church, 
can overthrow.”

“There is much good’sense in England, but 
you hive not done away with duelling, There 
is more of it amooe Eoglwh schoolboys, who 
tight with their fists, than among those of 
any other country, and this may prevent the 
necessity for much fighting in after-life. Eng­
lish fanys take rank at school according to 
their pluck, and hold that rank ever after­
wards,”

bismarck’s «jospei».
Just six years ago the Chancellor ad­

dressed a number of students, saying that 
somebody had asked him for a rule of life 
which could be stated sintp'ly.

“There is one word which expresses my 
rule and my gospel—Work. Without work 
life is empty, futile, unhappy. No man can 
be happy who docs not woik. To the youth 
on ths threshold I have not ono word, but 
three words of counsel to give:—Work! 
Work '. Work ! ”

Fifteen years before he had said : —“If I 
were only to do half my duty, I should have 
to work from ten to fifteen heure a day ; and 
I did eo, too, for a long time. But there is a 
limit to the strength of the strongest, and 
I can do it no longer.”

Wbat Yankee Stands For.
( Provideuce Journal. )

Some Englishman wants to know if “Yan 
kee” is regarded as a term i f reproach in the 
United States. Certainly not in New Eng 
land. We have been called Yankees eattef 
the Hudson so long that the name is as fami­
liar and acceptable as if it had not been orig­
inally used in scorn and contempt. It isn’t a 
very pretty word when you come to thick tf 
it. It suggests a lean, lr ok peracn, with 
turkey-like neck and a long, ungraceful 
stride. It fits the popular pictures of Uncle 
Sam exactly. It does not bring before the 
mind at first a vision of fashion and culture, 
bat rather i f the rugged Americanism of an 
earlier day, which our trans-Atlantic couside 
smiled at and caricatured. Yet a century of 
usage hai gradually wrought a change 
thé significance of the word.

The Yankee is no longer of necessity a 
tough-looking specimen of humanity, a back 
woodsman, or a long haired agriculturist 
But it is not alone in New England that the 
name of Yankee is coming to be regarded as 
the opposite to a term of reproach. To be 
sure, “Yankee Doodle” is the ooe patriotio 
tune that is still said to be received with 
doubtful favor in the capital cf the Con 
federacy, but it will not take long for Rich 
mond to get used to the ancient meloly. In 
an address at Lexington, Ky., the other 
night Uol. Henry Watterson said : “Sxne of 
us are old enough to remember the delusions 
that once had a certain vogue among tho an 
thinking, that one Southerner could whip six 
Yankees. We got bravely over that, and 
now that we are all Yankees, let it not be 
imagined that ooe Yankee could whip six 
Spaniards.” “Now that we are all Yankees. 
That has a patriotic ring. W hatever the rea 
son, it is as Yankees that we are known 
abroad, rather than as Hooaiers or Crackers 
or Badgers or buckeyes or Wolverines. In 
Europe a Yankee means an American, not 
necessarily a dweller in Maine or Rhode 
Island or Connecticut.

Nobody knows where the word came from 
Some ingenious philologist has traced it back 
to “Yangeese,” a term said to have been ap 
plied to the English by the early American 
Indians in their erode attempt to proDoaoce 
the latter word. It really does not matter 
any more where it started than where the 
tune “Yankee Doodle” originated. Lovers 
of historical inquiry have attempted to find 
out where the nul nly was edmposed, but all 
they have been able to discover is that some 
thing very much like it is known in many 
distantly separated countries, having been 
introduced into popular use at an early period 
to 1861 the tune was vigorously htted in the 
South. A “Yank” was despised above all men 
and the Legislature tf South Carolina for 
bade the playing of the melody in that State. 
But times have changed. We are all Van 
kees now, as Col. Watterson says. The New 
England type has impressed itself on tho rest 
of the nation in this respect as in so msny 
others. So 1 he Angles gave their name to 
England and thrpugh it a world-wide Em 
pire, at least in cofomon speech. We do not 
follow logic of fitness always in such thing 
though when a term like Yankee survives 
above all others, it is pretty good proof that 
it represents a provincial characteristic that 
deserves for some innate reason to survive 
And is it not the sturdy New England idea 
after all that has done more than any other 
to make the nation what it is ?

Corset Without Whalebones
