Bulgar-German Line Is Seriously Broken South-

In the Ancre region of France where since Monday ‘tie British have
made notable gains over the Germans, the fighting apparently has lessened
greatly in violence, the latest British communication reposting only bom-
bardments by the Germans of their newly won front to the north of the
stream. An additional six officers and $37 men have been made prisoner
by the British in this region during the past twenty-four hours.

To the south-east of Saillisel, where the Germans had oecupied a group
of houses north-east of the village, the French have now driven them out
in a counter-attack, according to the French official commenication. On
the rema:nder of the front in France, especially in the regions of Ablain-
court and between Le Sars and Queudecourt there were bombaré-

points toward Monastir. Berlin admits that in the Cerna region the Bul-
gar-German forces have left old and occupied newly prepared positions.

villages behind them. Denial is made by Berlin of the assertions that the
Kumanians have captured the town of Bonasoio on the Danube.

Bombardments are taking place along the entire eastern front in Russia

and Galicia, according to the Petrograd War Office. Berlin reports a

repulse of a Russian attack southeast of Riga.

The situation east of Qorizia is made somewhat obscure by the variant

claims of the Vienna and Rome War Offices, both of which record suc-

cesses for their respective armies. Vienna asserts that the Austrians have

captured another Italian trench in this district, together with sixty pris-

oners and two machine guns, while Rome records the re-occupation of

trencher evacuated by Italians Tuesday.
