4 we noted that a high
proportion of the 900-plus
divorces blocked in the un-

conscionable two-year NDP
logjam in Parliament ori-
ginate in broken West End
homes.

We spoke of the misery
and hearbreak.

But speak to any local
Jawver who handles such
cases and he will tell you
of the frightening legal,
moral and social complica-
tions — involved enough in
the straightforward dissolu-
tion of any marriage — aris-
ing out of the no-longer-
defensible  obstructionism
of Messrs, Frank Howard
and Arnold Peters, the two
MPs responsible.

However unhappy,life in
all its manifestations goes
on for the estranged parties,
for their children, for in-

{ended newspouses, for re-
latives and for friends.

Children inevitably con-
tinue to be born, their sta-

tus clouded perhaps perma-
nently. Old and new mates
die. their estates hopelessly
tangled. Marriage contracts
relating to property become
at once meaningless and
all-important,
Some couples in despera-

tion have got divorces in
Mexico or other places
where the laws are so lax
that they cannot be recog-
nized here — even though
the procedure may satisfy
uneasy moral or social con-
sciences until Ottawa acts.
