Mrs. Youmans’ Oareer.

A Useful Life Spent in the Service o
Temperance.

Toroxto, July 21—Mrs, Letitia Creigh-
ton Youmans, on. President of the
W.C.T.U., and Cavada's most prominent
lady temperance worker, who died on Satur-
day at her residence in this city, had almost
reached the alloted epan of life, haviog been
bora January 3, 1827, and being cansequent-
ly in her 70tk year. Mrs. Youmans was born
in the little village of Baltimore, some few
miles north of Cobouri.d She was of mixed
parentage, her father being Irish and her mo-
ther an Americau of French extraction.

titia began her school life at the age of four,
being serit to an old log school house under
the tuition of a Yankee school master. Here
she learned those temperance principles
which she had ever since advocated and sign-
edthe pledge. At the age of twenty she
creditably graduated at a ladies’ school in
Cobourg, and, began teaching in her own
school section.  She married in 1850 Tom
Youmans, an ardent supporter in her work.
Io 1874 she first became interested in con-
certed temperance action, assisting in the or-
ganization of the W.C.T.U. in the Uniteld
States. Returning, she began her work in this
country by petitioning the Picton Town
Council against the issue of shop licenses.
She addressed the Council Board, but the
tition was thrown out. Undismayed she
cobtinued the work, addressing large au-
diences at Montreal, Cobourg, Port Hope and
in Toronto, where she came to live. Here
she spoke under the auspices of the Tem-
rance Reformation Society. .
She also addressed large meetings at Cin-
cinnati and assisted to form unions at Ha-
milton, Dandas, Braotford, London and other
places. Mrs. Youmans campaigned energe-
tically for the Duncan Act in Port Hope and
Cobourg, and was also active in the Scott
Act agitation  few years later. In 1883 she
went to the Old Country as & delegate from
the Canadian W. C. T. U., toured the Pacific
coast in 1886, and in hoth places her recep-
tioh was most cordial and the impressions she
left very favorable. In 1888 she was stricken
with inflammatory rheumatism and was a
sufferer from that disease up till her death.
She was on intimate terms with Lady
Somerset and Frances Willard, and had for
years been President of the W. CT U o
Ontario.

GRHAT BRITAIN.

Loxpox, July 21—While the Queen was at
dinner this evening in Buckingham Palace, a
fire occurred in one of the apartments.

Whay OCanada is Arming.

Shorcly before the Canadian Parliament
adjourned, the Government of the Dominion
was empowered to negotiate a loan of $3,-
000,000 for purppses of national defense. The
Cincinnati  Volksblatz says that this is the
consequence of the late sctivity in army and
navy circles in the United States, Cavada
did not even wait to confer with the DBritish
Parliament on the subject, but has begun her
armaments solely on advice from the British
War Department. The Volksbiatt continues :
“The cities situated on our side of the
great lakes are somewhat disturbed by these
armaments. The temptation would be great
for Canada to herself of such places as
Chicago, Cleveland, Buffalo, Detroit, and
Milwaukee, in case of war, and the Venezue-
lan question is still regarded ae likely, or at
least possible, cause for war. If Kogland does
pot intend to reireat in the matter, war will
be the ouly solution of the difficulty, and
naturally the Eoglish strategists would try
to liurt us where we are weakest,
“But it is hardly likely that Canida is
preparing for the offensive. No sensible
person will believe that England intends to
attempt the conquest of the United States.
It is much more likely that the United States
contemplates the annexation of Canada.
There are plenty of reasons for such a sup-
position. ‘Congress has voted the funds for
an increase of her fleet, although our navy is
uite large enough for defensive purposes.
ilrge sums have also been granted to in-
crease and strengthen the coast defenses. No
wonder that Kugland is getting suspicious
and arms in turn, With the exception of
England no European power of the first rank
would find cause to make war upon us, even
if they had the ships to sead troops. And
Eogland will not atiack us wantonly ; her
trade and industries are too much dependent
upen our prodvce. But England fears us,
and her armaments in Canada are solely for
defensive purposes. It is our own doing if
Canada is put into a state of defense. We
have set the ball going. Mexico will be the
next to fortify her frontiers ; her army is
already being increased.
“The lesson is plain. If we do not wish to
convert our harmless neighbors into armed
oppouents, we must not increase our own
armaments.”

Fire Insurance Losses.

Some timo ago it was pointed out that
stock fire insurance companies were not
finding Canada as a whole a profitable fie'd of
operations, the margin for profit after pay-
ing expenses and losses being sometimes non-
existent. Some figures in the Insurance Age
show the losses in Conada to be among the
heaviest in America. Last year they equalled
71 8 per cent, of the premiums received, a
rate exceeded iu only four of the States and
Territories of the neighbouriog Republic,
these being Wyoming with 96 9 per cent. of
losses to premiums, Vermont with 94 9 per
cent., and Wisconsin and Louisiana with 72
3 and 72 8 per cent. respectively. In Penn-
sylvania the rate was 40 5 per ceot., in
New York 48 6 per cent.,, and in Mas-
sachusetts only 36 5 per cent. In
a twenty year period = the average
of insurance losses in Canada has been 62 8
per cent. of the premiums received, which is
also a large proportion, being exceeded in
only seven States or Territories. One of
these is Vermont, which would seem to come
under the hazardous heading, and in the time
pamed has shown losses equal to an average
of 74 per cent. of the premiums taken.
Pennsylvania shows 62 1 per cent.,, New
York 56 6 per cent. and Massachusetts 52 7
per cent, The Insurance Age estimate is that
to the loss ratio there should be added 35
per cent. for expenses of the business. If
this is done in Canada’s case, last year would
show an absolute loss to the companies on the
total of fire insurance business done, while in
the twenty year period, the average profits
would appear to bave been 22 per cent. of
the premiume taken,

Tiny Oxen.

One of the greatest curiosities among the
domesticated animals of Ceylon is a breed of
cattle known to the zoologists as the “‘sacred
runniog oxen.” They are the dwarfs of the
whole ox family, the largest specimens of the
species never exceeding thirty inches in
height.

MURDER ON THE HIGH SEAS.
A DEATH SHIP ARKRIVES AT
HALIFAX,

The Captain, His Wife and the
Second Mate Brutally But-
chered.

FIRST MATE BARNE SAID TO BE
THE ASSASSIN.

Haurax, July 21—The bark “‘Herbert
Fuller,” which sailed from Boston a few
days ago for Rosario, arrived in Halifax this
morning with the bodies of three murdered
people on board, and the balance of those
who left Boston oun the vessel were imme-
diately clapped into prison cells. The three

ead, who are evidently the victims of a
bloody outbreak on the part of some mem-
bers of the crew, are Captain Nash, his wife
and second mate, August Blandberg.

The horrible triple murder occurred on the
night of the 13th instant, and the affair so
far.is wrapped in complete mystery, notwith
~tanding that there were seven other men vn

rd at the time it occurred, besides a pss-
senger named Monck, whoee story of what
he could learn after it wasall over is the
ouly narralive, reliable or noreliable as it
lm‘lby1 bo.kthu o;: I:..'m ed so far.

mate. Daring the night, he .says, he heard
one scream, which he su was uttered
by Capt. Nash’s wife, but he heard no fur-
ther sound and paid no attention to what he
theaght might have been fancy. In the
morn 1:3. when he went on deck, the first
mate informed him that the Captain, his wife
s:d‘ the second officer bad been murdered in
their

Both the Captain’s and second mate’s cabin
immediately adjolned that in which Monck
slept, so the passenger must have slumbered
very deeply or been strangely deaf to his sar-
roundings not to have heard something of
what was on on the other side of the
thin partition. The mourders were not
committed without noise and vfolence, for
the fiendish killing was accomplished with
ae axe and the victims were butchered in &
most sickening manner, blow after blow
being strack.

Monck told pilot White, who bearded the
vessel of Sambro, that he placed the first
mate, named Barne, in irons without resist-
ance and then he and the steward took
charge. Then he made an inspection of the
oabine and saw the horrible work that had
been committed. Monck, the passenger on
the ‘““Herbert Fuller*” is a Harvard student
and is said to be the son of a well known Bos-
toniso.

LaTer —The tale of what transpired on
board the “Herbert Fuller,” told to the
lice by Mr. Monck, which is leaking oat by
shows that the passenger’s lucky star
was following him on the voyage, else he
would undoubtediy have been food for the
fishes or worms long before this. His
fortunate awakeniog after the scream of Mrs.
Nash and the possession of a revolver, saved
his life.
When he came on deck after discovering
the work of the murderer, Mate Barne threw
a billet of wood at him and it narrowly
escaped striking his head. Monck pointed
his revolver at , who instantly yielded
aud begged that his life be spared.
The coaviction is growing that Barne was
the sole perpetrator of the three murders,
but whether he had avy active accomplices is
88 yet uncertain.
Seaman Brown, who was at the wheel
when Lester Monck, the passenger, was
awakened by Mrs, Nash's death shriek
and discovered the murders, has made a
statement which is very damagiog to Barne.
He says that from his position at the wheel
he could see through a window in the lighted
chartroom, where Captain Nash slept, and
that he saw the captain roll from his couch,
while Barne stood over him aod struek bhim
with an axe as he lay on the floor.
It ia thought likely that whoever is ac-
cused of the murder will be tried in Boston.
Consul-General Iograham received instruc-
tions from Washiogton to-night to have all
the parties involved handed aver to the
Uuited States authorities as soon as possible.

Italian. Switzerland has & very ad-
vanced pational echool system. 'They have
carried collectivism so far that they not only
make instruction absolutely frye, but needy
children are supplied with food and clothing.
Religion is taught in all the schools, but
without conflict, Where the population is
not entirely of one religion, religious instrac-
tion is limited to certain days and hours,
duriog which the children whose parents do
not wish it can absent themselves. There
are in some cantons mixed schools attended
by children of both communions in which the
children receive instraction together in the
elements of Christianity, including reading
from the Bible, uutil the age of ten oreleven,
when those of each. faith begin toreceive
special instruction from their own pastors.
his system prevails even in St. Gall, where
the Roman Catholics are almost double the
Protestants in number. The cost of educa-
tion in Switzerland comes to about five dol-
lars for each inbabitant, one-half of which is
raised locally by the school tax and the other
half is given by Federal subventions largely
for such purposes as above referred to. The
wealthier parts of the Republic are thus made
to aid the poorer.—Montreal Witness.

Starving in Heart Disease-

At a recent meeting of the Berlin Medical
Society, Dr. Hirschfeld read o paper on the
nutrition of patients with heart disease. He
took the somewhat startliog position, in

which, however, he was surtained with the
approval of mavy of his hearers, that patients
with heart disease, in the stage of imperfect
compensation, should take as little food ns

poasible, pot even enough to sustaio the body
weight. It was formerly the custom to give
as much nourishiog food as possible, with

the idea of strengtheuing the heart. The
speaker maintained, however, that in Lbhis
way too much work was thrown upon the
heart, and that the organ was spared and iis
muscle strengthened by giving very lictle
food, say about & pint and a half of milk a
day. Senator, among others, agreed with
the speaker in this view.

Very Valuable Books.

EARL OF ASHBURNHAM'S LIBRARY
TO BE SOLD.

The Earl of Ashburnham’s books and
mavuscripts, perhaps the most precious
private collection in all the world, is about to
encounter the perils of a battle of the anction
room. The bibliophiles of Earope and
America alike will watch its fate with the
keenest interest. Thirteen years ago when
the present Earl came into rpoesession, he
endeavored to sell his 4000 manuscripts to
the Government for the British Museum for
$800,000. Mr. Gladstone refused to pur-
chase, and a portion of the collection has
since gone into the jon of foreign
Governmente, The Earl has, however, made
important additions since, including the
mauvuscripts of the famous Barrois collection.
Theae are of & varied chagacter, and ioclude
Gospels, Books of Hours, Legends of the
Saints, Romances of Chivalry, snd docu-
ments dealiog with French history. There
are also two of the greatest treasures in the
bibliographic world, *‘La Bible. Historial”
and **Evangelia Quatuor,” the former of the
fourteenth and the latter of the eighth
century. The former has the nnwgnz of
the firs( owner, John, son of King John of
France, and has come down from his time
through the hands of a number of eminent
wn whose names have Leen preserved.

e Gospels is a book equally remarkable in-
side and out, being finely written and boand
in the most sumptuoua golden jewelled bind-
ing, in which_are 327 precious stones. It
belonged to the Abbey and Chapter of Nuble
Canonesses at Lindau, to which it is said to
have been given Ly Louis le Debonoaire, son
of Charlemagne.

Lord Ashburnham’s collection of Bibles is
extraordinary. He and the late Mr. Perkins
were probably the only collectors who each

two copies of the Gutenberg or

azarin Bible, one on vellum and one go
per—the former, indeed, came from the
erkins sale ic 1873, when Lord Ashburham
paid 17,000 for it, about two-thirds of its
present value. He also acquired fifteen
Caxtons ; a small number as com with
the fifty-seven Caxtons at Althorp, but pro-
bably more than remain now in the hands of
any private owner. When we remember
that a Caxton ““Canterbury Tales”—not the
rarest of Caxton's volumes—was sold by
auction the other day for nearly $10,000, it is
easy Lo see what an important item in the
g:lloexion these fifteen volumea will prove to

A renewed effort is now being made to in-
duce the British Government to purchase the
whole or the greater part of the collection en
bloe. The non-committal reply of the Chan-
cellor of the Excheguor to a question on the

Should the collection
ge istributed from the auction block next
month, American lovers of rare prizes in this
line will have an o?porwnity which is not
likely to come again iu a lifetime.

Dr. Bell's Explorations.

Sets Out to Complete His Survey of

a Large Region South of
Hudson Bay.

Dr. Bell, of the Geological Survey, left
Outawa last week for further explorations.
Before he started, he was asked :—*‘Where
are %"ou going this season 7"

*To the south-east of James Bay and those
forlinnl of the basin of the Noddawai which

did not explore last year. 1 am going west
to Mattawa and thence by the Temisca-
mipgue Colonization Railway to. Keepaws
Lake, from which I will go north-eastward
by capoes to Grand Lake, on the Upper
Ottawa. From this I shall cross the height
of land into the region to be explored. This
is a rather circuitous route, compared with
that by the Gatineau River, which I followed
last year, but owing to tha facility of reach-
ing Keepawa Lake by the new railway, it
becomes the easiest route, the other being
very difficalt.”

“What party do you take ?

“Ouly one assistant, Mr. R. W. Brock,
who bas been with me for seven or cight
years, and enough Indians and white men for
two good-sized canoes.”

“Was the Noddawai River known before
lutlyeu .

“It's mouth was marked on the chart of
Hudson Bay, but the maps were all astray
about the interior. Iostead of several se-
parate rivers running north-westward across
this great unknown tract, it proved to be
drained entirely by the Noddawai and ite
tributaries, which thus form a counterpart to
the Moose River and its branches. The lat-
ter drain all the country south-west of James
Bay, while the Noddawai system of rivers
drains the whole region to the south-east of
the bay. The areas of these two great river
systems sppear to be of nearly eqaal extent,
each covering some sixty thousand square
miles or thereabouts, heiug quite equal in ex-
tent to that of the Ottawa.”

“What parts of the basin of the Noddawai
do you propose to explore this season 1"

*I will use the western or main branch of
the river fur a base, an:l will explore some of
its tributaries as a means of getting at and
tracing out the boundaries of the rock forme-
tions.”

*Is this west branch what has been gene-
rally called the Bell River afier it became
known through your survey last year 1"

““Yes, sud it starts from near the northern
extremity of Grand Lake. The valley of the
upper part of it is in direct cootinuation of
the long wulorrvrm of this lake, and it is
separated from it by a deposit of sand which
has blocked np the ancient northward out-
flow of the lake, and now constitutes the
height of land at this place ?”

**Had this river av lodian name "

‘I could h2ar of no recogn’z:d name for it,
although I inquired diligently. Strange as
it may seem, tue fow Indians who have only
recently come into that region are not par-
ticular about givirg names to the larger
geo%nphic\l features, although in their own
family circles they have temporary names for
mping places anl minor features of that
sort. Noue of them knew the uliimate
destination of this river, but they all bad an
erroneous idea of what became of it. They
supposed it fell into Hannah Bay, whereas I
demonstrated that it falls into the west end
of Mattagami Lake, a hitherto unknown
sheet of water at the head of the Noddawai
proper, and this falls into Rupert Bay, the
south-eastera arm of James Bay,”

“Does Mattagami Lake receive any other
feeder besides Bell River?”

“Yee, At its eastern extremity it receives
the Waswanipi, also a large stream and comes
[ from a lake of the same pame lying sixty
miles to the south-east, This lake again re-
ceives two tribataries, the eastern being the
wvurd and the eastward continuation of the

"aswanipi, and the other, which comes from
the south, is named the O'Sullivan - River,
after the surveyor of that name, who had ex-
plored it in 1894 ™

“ls Bear River navigable for steam-
boats 2" )

“Oune stretch, over sixty miles in length, is
navigable for good sized steamers, being from
twenty-five to forty deep und uninterrupted
by rapids. Other smooth stretches are also
adapted for steam navigation. There is an
immense tract of loamy and clayey soil, well
adapted for agriculture, and the climate ap-
rcnu suitable for ripening grain of all kinds,

neluding wheat ; and it will also prove a
splendid couuntry for dairy farming and stock
raisin,

“The cattle and other domestic animals
produced frem imported stock at Moose Fac-
tory, Rupert House and Eastmain River, to

the north of the most northern t of the
country I have been speakiog about, cannot
be excelled in any other part of Canada.

Li's Delicate Food.

THE CHINESE CHANCELLOR HAS A
CULTIVATED TASTE.

The mysteries of Li Hung Chang's cuisine
at the Grand Hotel in Paris have beea made
known. As he cannot huve the appetizing
dishes which flatter his palate in China, he
does the best he can with such means as are
available. He is not a lover of rice, His
dinner, which is served at 6.30 o'clock by his
body valet, n man who sleepas at his door
every night, acd by three cooks, who follow
their handiwork to the dining room, consists
of twelve to sixteen courses, not counting tea
and little cakes at the end. Ooe large tray
contaius all these various edibles, ranged in
rows one above the other. Roast duck is
almost always the piece de resistance, which
the Viceroy eats with kidney beans. Then
comes a savory dish of fresh pork, with a
quantity of jam.  Although the cucumbers
are served apart, he usually enjoys them
together with jam and pork. After this the
venerable Chinese turns to shrimps, the flavor
of which is heightened by leeks, gherkins and
mushrooms, with which he eats them. Next
he picks two tender chickens preserved in
wine and vinegar along with green peas,
Then is ready to do justice to a slice of fresh
pork cooked in honey with the smallest mush-
rooms. This is succeeded :{ a puree made of

igeons’ legs and flavored with sour jelly.

constitate the evening meal, and are followed
by dessert, consisting of rice cooked with
sugar and sponge cakes, and the whole
washed down with tea,
