FRANCE AND ENGLAND.

France and England, it is said, are not now

on good terms with each other, Louis Napo-

leon and Lord Clarendon being at loggerheads

about Spanish aflairs ; and if Napoleon, the

third, desires to act towards Spain az the Czar
Nicholas was disposed to act towards Turkey,

we are not surprised at the disagreement, how-
ever much we may regret it. Englaud can-

not suake fish of one potentate, and fow! of

another. Before the circumstances occurred

that led to the last war, Russia was as frend-

ly with England as France now is. Onlyfor

the aggressive spirit of the man Nicholas,

wlio sat upon the Russian throne, there would

have deen no war. The war wasa war in

self defence. England had no wish to quar-

rel with a potentate, whom, only a few years

before, she had as specially honored, as more

recently Louis Napoleon, the Emperor of the

Fremeli, was honored. There was nothing to

be gained by quarrelting. To conquer Russia
would have been no easy task : to humble her

even ditfieut. But still England was deter-
mined neither to barter Turkey away, nor suf-

fer that country to be forciblytaken possession
of. England, with the greatest possible re-

gard for Russia and the Russians, would not

suffer Nicholas to do as he pleased with the

«dying man;? nor will England, loving

France and Frenchmen as she does, sufler

Napoleon 11. to overrun Spain, as his uncle

did, although resistance to his wishes may

produce a war, more to be lamented, and trom

which more is to be apprehended, than a Rus-
sian war. Injustice to herself, England could
not permit France to take possession of Spain,

and establish « order” there. Her Mediter-

ranean possessions would be in danger. The

power of France, and perhaps her wealth,

would be exceedinglyincreased, tothe detri-

mont of England herself. Napoleon is well
enough, so long as he keeps himself with
bounds ; but it he attempts to overstep his le-

gilimate limits, the same course will be pur-

sued towards him as has been pursued towards

Russia. England eannot help it. She could

not, if she would, suffer France to do what

France would not allow Russia to do, subdue

a weak neighbour, and be possessed of har-

bours in which ships might be built to cope

with those of England. But Napoleon may

be determinedto arrange and to adjust, atter
his own fashion, the aflairs of Spain, and may

even court a war with England. No one can
tell what is in his mind. No one can,at any

ume, fathom his purposes. He 1s as secret

as the grave, and as determined as Satan.

Should he be determined upon a war with

England, it will assuredly come, and then—

heaven help him—happen what may. We
should not, however, under such circumstan-

ces. expect the friendship of the United
S:ates.

The French government did not conceal,

but rather took pains to proclaim, its approval
of the changes in the Spanish administration
and of the strong measu:es which crushed the
enemies of the new ministry and estabiished
if in power. Butit also expressed its wish
for the maintenance of constitutional govern-
ment in that country, and none of its declara-
lions have been inconsistent with the belief
that it may now consider O’Dounell to have
gonetoo far and too fa-t. The Emperor Napo-
leon knows too well the value ot lessons from
the past not to have observedthat the perilous
incline upon which the car of state in Spain
is nowlaunched 1s the sane that on former
occasions has led tt to an opset.
The report gains strength here that France

custeis. On quitting the cathedrals, their
Majesties, accompanied by the court, walked
to the Palace of the Kremlin, At its gate
they were received by the Court clergy with
the cross and holy water. The Archbishop
of Moscow here presented the Emperor with
Lread and salt; and immediately afterwards
a salvo of 101 guns announced, at five p.m.,
that the Imperial family had entered the pu-
lace of their ancestors.

RUSSIAN AFFAIRS.
(From the Morning Herald,)

A century anda half in the history of a na-
tion 18 not of more account-tMt--lhreeor four
years in the life ofa man. In such. à space
of time a spendthritt will not besrwined, even
by a bill-discounting attorney, if he regain
courage and sense eno 6 -diffieul-
ties fairly in the face; and England, if she
summon up determination to examine her
position, may, even at this eleventh hour, Le
saved. But it is indispensable that neither
man nor nation should shrink from examin-
iug the precise mode in which their embar-
rasstuents arose : and it has now become an
absolute necessity for this country to under-
stand the growth und progress of the events
which brouglit about its present position rela-
tive to Russia. A hundred and seventy years
azo the condition of England was this. She
had suffered and was suffering from internal
disputes, but she was not, as a nation, engag-
ed in any complications abroad ; she was not
in any way dependent on other countries for
her supplies 5 and so far from interfering with
foreign States, even Queen Elizabeth and her
suecessor—the sovereigns ost interested in
using the Reformation as a political engine
against the house of Valois and the Courts of
Spain and Austria—had distinctly refused to
violate the law of nations by giving any assis-
tance to the Elector of Cologne or the Palatine
of Bohemia’; and Cromwell himself wus,
against his will, compelled to forego his de-
signs of carrying the urms of England abroad,
and making himselt the military arbiter of
Europe. Great Britain was ruled by sove-
reigns who governed by the advice ol their
conneil. These councillors, having no factious
purposes to serve, and no end to gain with
foreign Courts, could not have sanctioned
such interference, unless when any breaches
ofthe feudal law with reference to the Eng-
lish King’s possessions in France made such
a procedure necessary, 1 conformity with the
laws which held together the entire realm. remonstrances addressed to the King of Na-

ples, andto follow ihem up, should he con-
unue obstinate, by demonstrations calculated
to bring him to his senses. It has been for-
ther rumoured tc-day that there is an inten-
tion of sending a squadron to the Bay of Na-
les.
Despatches have been received from Ad-

miral Guerin, commanding the small French
squadron whose arrival at Nangasaki was re-
cently announced. They are favourable to
the conclusion of the treaty between France
and Japan, which it was the object of the ex-
pedition to obtain.

 

Despatches from Constantinople, dated
August 21, state that the Russian commission
for the definition of the Asiatic frontier had
arrived at Tiflis, The journals of Constanti-
tnople confirm the intelligence of the demoli-
tion ofthe fortress and the tive barracks ofIs-
mail. Thirteen Russian battalions were erni-
gaged in the work of destruction. The Fun
of Kilia has also been blown up by the Rus-
sians. Lord Lyons will not quit tise Bosphor-
us till after the complete evacuation of all
Turkish territory at present occupied by Rus-
sia. Sir Houston Stewart has gone towards
Anapa, and continues to cruiss about in the
Black Sea.

 
The latest advices from Spain state that the

Governmentstill hesitates about one or two
important decrees which are expected to ap-
pear. “ O’Donnell wishes to avoid respon-
sibilities,” says a private correspondent,
+ which the Queen wishes to impose on him.”
The military throughout the country have
orders to act on the slightest signs of revolt.
The Carlists are veryactive.

 
The Emperor of Russia made his solemn

entry into Moscow on Fridaylast. The Daily
News publishes a telegraphic account of the
imposing proceedings. At a quarter-past
three o’clock m the afternoon the Imperial
procession left the Petrovsky Palace. First
came a ‘‘ Maître de Police,” with twelve
mounted gens-d’armes to clear the way. The
Emperor was preceded by his body guard in
their magnificent uniforms, squadrons of Cos-
sacks of the Black Sea and of the regiment of
Guards, the representatives of the haute no-
blesse on horseback, all in uniform, the repre-
sentatives of the Asiatic populations which
acknowledge the sovereignty of Russia, with
valets, lackeys, and runners of the Court.
After this mixture of European and Oriental
costumes came masters of ceremonies and
others with their badges of office.

After this frain, in which European and
Oriental finery were strangely mingled, came
Alexander Nicolaievitch, on horseback, at-
tended by the Minister of his household, the
Ministers of War, and his aides-de-camp.
The Princes of the blood followed, all on horse-
back. A long train of splendid carriages came
next in order, containing the Empress, the
Empress Mother, the Grand Ducliesses, and
the Princess of Oldenburgh, followed by their
ladies of honour. Squadrons of Circassians
closed the procession. At 4 p. m. precisely
a salvo of 71 guns announced thatthe Emper-
or was entering his ancient capital. The
Military Governor-General of Moscow receiv-
ed His Majesty at the entrance ofthe city, at
the head of his employés. The magistrates
and the burghers received his Majesty ai the
entrance of the quarter called Zemelenoi Go-
rod. The marshal and the nobility of the
Government of Moscow received him at the
entrance ofthe quarter called Bicloi-Gorod.
The Civil Governor and the civil authorities
of the city were stationed to receive him ut
the gate of the Resurrection. Here a brief
halt took place, during which the Emperor,
the Empresses, and the Princes and Princes-
ses of the blood dismouuted and knelt befoto
the image of Our Lady of Iberia. This cere-
mony over, the procession agaiu moved on-
ward ; was received at the gate of the Saviour
by the Commandant of Moscow and his
siafl ; and in front of the Cathedral of the As-
sumption by the Directing Senate. ;

All along the route of tie procession
the houses were decorated, and the
clergy stationed at the gates of their respect-
ive churches with their images aud crosses.
The acclamations of the assembled multitude
were enthusiastic, and distinctly heard above
the din aud clangour of the bells. The Em-

ror, the Empresses, the Princes, and the
rincesses, descended from their horses and

carriages in front of the Cathedral of the
Assumption, at a stair which is called Krasnoé
Kryltzo. Intelligance of this event was
forthwith thundered forth by a salve of 85
guns. The portion of the Imperial cortége
which preceded their Majesties kept on their
way round the cathedral, aud such as had
the entrée entered it by the north gate. The
officers of the Court completed the circle of
the building, and stationed themselves in front
of the souti gateto await the coming out vf
their Majesties.
The Holy Synod and the functionaries of

the cathedral inettheir Majesties at the parvis
and preceded them into the church, chanting
the second canticle for Paim-week. After
kissing the image and relics, their Majesties
roceeded to the cathedruls of the Archangel
ichael, and the Annunciation, in both of

which the ceremony of kissing the images
and relice was gone th-ough. In the cathe-
dral of St, Michael they also prostrated them-

arms, we must do so by arts. ” Heuce the
foundation of that wonderful conclave, the
Russian cabinet, recruited, as it is in modern
times, by all those solitary, unquiet, and in-
telligent spirits which heretofore were wont
to range themselves under the banners of
Loyola. A similar necessity of extension had
been entailed on England, but ina ditlerent
form. She had passed into a new phase
when the revocation of the Edict of Nantes
sent into her, as to a place of refuge, the more
intelligent of the manufacturers of France, en-
grafting them on the more ancient Ilemish
colonies. By degrees, England, from being
an entirely agricultural country, spinning lit
tle inore yarn and little more woul than she
herself required, passed into the condition of
a people pledging themselves to manufacture
supplies for the whole earth—growing rich at
the outset, growing greedy as they proceed-
ed, and finally involving themselves in the.
necessity of exploring the world to find new
inarkets. Commercial extension was equally
a necessity for Russia. ‘To create a navy
(which as yet she las not succeeded in «o-
ing) ; to maintain four or five different armies
in distant corners of her enormous territory;
to repress the chronic disaffection of each new-
acquired province ; to surround her servants
with the pageantry of wealth; in a word, ‘0
uy men, money must be had, and for this

she had no means but the sale of her raw pro-
duce, nor had she any customer but England,
to whotn, upto the present hour, she has con-
stantly looked for the gold necessary lor the
fnrtherance of her designs, and from whom
she has refused to take anything but gold in
exchange for her own commodities. Hence,
ex necessitate, the will of Peter contained the
following clauses :—
“7. We must principally seek the alliance

of England for Commerce, because 1t is tie
Power most in want of us for its navy, and
which can be the most useful in the de-
velopment of ours. We must exchange wood
and other pro“uctions for her gold, and keep
up continual relations among her traders and
seamen and ours.

“#8. We must incessantly extend ourselves
towards the north, the Baltic Sea, and towards
the south, the Mediterranean.
“9. We must advance as much as possi-

ble towards Constantinople aud India. Who-
ever shall reign there will be the true master
of the woild. Therefore, we must fan con-
tinual wars, sometimes with Turkey, some-
times with Persia ; create dockyards and em-
poriums on the Black Sea ; make possession,
little by little, of that sea, as well as of the
Baltic, which is a point doubly necessary for
the success of the plan; we must hasten the
downfall of Persia ; advance into the Persian
Gulf ; re-establish, as far as can be done, the
ancient Commerce of the East through Syria,
and enter into the two Indies, where are the
stores of the world. When once tnere, we
can do without the gold of England.”

But it is of equal necessity that as Russia’s
commercial fied advances, that nf England
should be nairowed. Our present increasing
dependence on the sale of our manufac-
tures demands new markets ; thecondition more impossible than for England and Russia

ever tn come into collision. It remains to
show howthis has become anecessity. Mr.
Macaulay has eudeavoured to show that prior
to the revolution of 1688 England was a bar-
barous State. To this end he has dwelt on
the fact that at a particular period the Court
was corrupt, the mass of the people were
rude, and that there was little of that comfort
and luxury which is now commonly oalled
civilization. But even while taking, to prove
his thesis, the condition of the few unsettled
years between the close of one epoch andthe
commencement of another, when England
had scarce recovered from the convulsions of
civil war, he has, ot course, omitted to dwell
on the more important point, that before the
accession of William [JI., or rather of the
great whig families who subsequently usur-
ped the goverument, England—ignorant, in-
deed, ofrailways, penny postage, electric tel-
egraphs, Minié rifles, resident ambassadors,
incifer matches, insurance offices, and strych-
nine—yet had no debt, no standing army, and
no necessity for one, and consequently that
taxation was infinitessimally small compared
to our present load, and that, although the
confiscation of the monastery lands for the
benefit of the Russell and other families has
rendered the relief of the poor compulsory on
their neighbours, yet pauperism, in its present
frightful normal state, was altogether un-
known,

Within 60 years—within the memory of a
man—the whole theory and practice of the
constitution of England were changed, the
Britain of 1740 bears no more resemblance to
the Britain of 1680 than did the Rome of Ho-
norius to the Rome of Scipio. The change
in Russia was no less amazing ; and this
brings us to the explanation of the necessity
which from the date of the first developement
of Peter the Great’s designs has as much in-
terwoventhe fate of England and of Russia
as in the legends where a necromancer ealab-
lishes his power bythe destruction of another
human being, and falls himself a sacrifice if
his destined victim has suflicient intelligence
and dexterity to escape from his toils. Eug-
land came forth from her seas at the same
moment that Russia came forth from her
snows ; serfage had been established in Rus-
sia, by a ukase in 1601, the very yearthat
had established pauperism in England ; and
the Czar finally crushed the resistance of his
Boyars at the same time that the two or three
families who monopolised the governing func-
tions 1n England succeeded in abrogating the
functions of the Privy Council, and establish-
ing themselves above the Sovereign and
above the law. The Czar invited the Ger-
mans to his Courl, and married his niece to
the Duke of Mecklenburgh neatly at the mo-
ment that a Prince of the house of Hanover
was invited to England, and when England
was thus further involved, directly and im-
mediately, in those aflairs of continental
Powers to which William of Orange’s Dutch
interests and animosities had led the way.
At the same time the increasing importance
of Englaud’s colonies and plantations induced
an immense developement of her Maritime,
and the new modes of taxation, supply and
funding of the national debt brought a change
in her commercial method, leading to the
present credit system, at the exact period
when the Czar’s invitation to foreigners, es-
tablishment ofdespotism at home, and seizure
of outlets abroad, necessitated a constant con-
tinuous extension of the limits of his empire,
as the only condition by which could be main-
taiued the artificial changes he had brought
about. The Czar had no opinion. He was a
man of fierce passions and of vast and com-
prehensive mind, surrounded by rude vaseals,
with no thoughts in common with his own ;
absolute master of an enormous but desolate
region of submissive but scanty subjects ;
menaced, too, 0:: every side by neighbours,
each of whom exposed him to the greatest
danger from the tuvst opposite causes. With
the martial Poles and Swedes on his western,
aud the fiery and untameable Tartar hordes
on his eastern frontier—with China with its
three hundred millions of people governed by
fixed and eternal Jaws, circumscribing his
deserts on one mde, and on the other, Turkey,
the maintainer of the good faith of treaties
and the chosen and victorious champion of
the Tartar races-—Peter the Great—when once
he had determined to ba something more than
a barbarous Duke of Muscovy, and when he
invited Greek cunning and German construc-
tivenessto aid and fuither his designs, entail-
ed upon every succeeding Emperor the abso-
lute necessity of extension as the very condi-
Lioñ of existence.

of Russia’s existence depends on the con
tinuance of her monopolies ; it is, therefore
as compulsory on herto exclude us from trad-
ing with any nati~n in the world who would
exchange the raw produce in which she deals
for our manufactures, as it is for us to seek
for new customersin everyquarier of the globe.
Two points are to be considered in connec-
tion with this—the dependence of the Unted
States, and the formation of our Indian Em-
pire. ln the first instance England acquired a
rival, and Russia a neighbour, who as bearing
certain points of resemblance to England, in manners, language and race, she could find
peculiar facilities of using, and especially
against England. By her successive con-

in the line of an especial rival to Russia, both
by the method in which she made her con-
quests, and by the loug-coveted possession ot
the conquest itsell, and also by a certain ex-
posure to danger; 1t is therefore more directly
In the Fast that Russia and England have
reached the point of convergence. But there
is this difference between her and us : she has
neither our material power nor our material
wealth, and is, furthermore, menaced hourly
and incessantly by a danger which though our
Indian empire isin some measure exposed to it,
yet in her case imperils her very existence at
home. This is the insurrection of her subjected
population, or the advent of an Asiatic conque-
ror like Nadir Shah, who in 1738 recovered
for Persia the whole of her ancient posses-
sions, swept Russia from the shores of the
Caspian, and from oft the Sea of Azoff, and
might, had he sowilled, have put in motion
towards Moscow all the warlike tribes from
Cabul to the Kuban. How sensible she her-
self is of this danger will be best shown by
an extract from the work of General Vaulen-
tini, a memoir on the military occupation of
Constantinople, written for the Russian cabi-
net in 1852, at the moment when she was
endeavouring to excite the European govern-
ments to favour her plan of puiting down the
Greek rebellion which she had excited in
Turkey :—“ H the Mussulmans, driven back
to the banks ofthe Euphrates and Tigris, and
into the peninsula of Arabia, were to become
again what they formerly were, shepherds
and hunters ; if they were to unite with the
Persians, and come to an understanding with
them on the dogmas which divide them ; if
they were to educate their Sultan in the tent,
and not in the seragho, then Europe (i.e.,
Russia) would have to guard against a new
invasion on their part.” The despatch of
Prince Lieven and Count Matuzevich of
June 1, 1829, quoted by us on the 9th August,
very clearly indicates a sense of the same
danger—a danger the concealment of which
from the rest of Europe had been Russia’s
greatmystery and key of action, the more so,
as from the side of Europe she had no such
danger to fear.

Tliese propositions, then, are established—
that the geographical position of Russia makes
it a necessity for her rulers that to be despots
at home they must be conquerors abroad, and,
from the same cause, conquerors not by force
of arms, aud, therefore, it must be by furce of
wit ; the enemies she has to fear being those
who compete with her produce, not those who
invade her «oil ; and she is engaged in a di-
rect struggle with England, as she knows,
but as Engiand does not. But as it is a ne-
cessity for her to enslave the body by first en-
slaving the mind, so it is ina peculiar manner
the English people who have fallen a prey to
her arts, and thus become to her riches and

wer, as well as a means to be used against
other nations. This has certainly not arisen
from there being more purchaseable knaves
in England than elsewhere, for perhaps there
is no European cabinet in which she has had
so few retained agents. The cause must be
sought for deeper, and can only be found in
retracing tho field of English history, observ-
ing the gradual departures {rom the constitu
tion, and observing the intellectual, moral,
olitical, and socialchanges and corruptions,

all and each following by logical necessity
and regular sequence irom the first, til] they
have reached the present climax in the usur-
pation of Lord Palmerston. What has been
the position of even an honest English minis-
ter as opposed to Russia? Neither backed
when night, nor censured when rong ; sha-
ring all the intellectual fallacies of his feilows,
and, therefore, intellectually powerless, to
compete with her. -

He had to denounce his
aged or to use it, to become the hated censor
of his fellows, or at once to be their idol and
to mike them his slaves. Need we be sur-
prised which part he chose ? The conclusion
from (hese premis es is that there are but two
alternatives lelt—the one for England to be-
come a Russian province, either by a prompt

submission, or alter a vain struggle of con-
vulsed agony; the other to retrace hersteps,
to avoidan intellectual contest in which she
must be worsted, and to restore herself by re-
verting to her ancieut laws. In the Taster
case, Russia, ceasing to act through England,
ceases to have any means of action against

EXTRACTS FROM U. S. PAPERS.

THE CENTRAL AMERICAN QUESTION
SETTLED.

We copy to-day a letter from the New York
Herald, which conveys information of the
highest importance, and we have good reason
to suppose that our readers may rely on the
statements therein made. They are indeed,
in accordance with information revealed somne-
time ago in this journal. A perusal of the
letter will showthat England has been ac-
tuated by the best motives, for she surrendereds
er claim and occupancy of Ruatan, and the

Bay Islands for the ends of Peaca, and for the
nnportaut advantage ol facilitating the con-
struction and opening of a new 1nter-oceanic
Railioud through the Rupnblie of Honduras.
The letter speaks of the restoration of these
Islands : it is not restoration, but a cession for
England occupied them as long 1742. How-
ever, be that agit may, England is not willing
to part withthem in consideration of the impor-
tant advantages secured by the freaty und
Conventions spoken of.

‘The negociations have been conducted in
London, between Lord Clarendon and St. Don
Victor Herran, the- minister of Honduras to
Great Britain. These plenipotentiaries have
made and concluded—the letter indeed says,
actually signed the following instruments:

1. A generaltreatyof amity and commerce
between Great Britaïà and Honduras.

2, À convention forthe adjustment of all
claims of British subjects on the Government
of Honduras, and also for extinguishing the
Mosquito Tutles.

3. A convention for ceding Ruatan the Bay
Islands by Great Britain te Honduras.
These several Treaties and conventions, it

will be seen, dispose of all the points in dis-
pute between Great Britain and the United
States in Central America. This and the vir-
tual termination of the Enlistment difficulty,
would seem to restore the two countries to the
former state ot tranquility, a consummation
devoutlyto be wished for.
We repeat our belief in the entire accuracy

of these facts, notwithstanding they have not
ye! been especially promulgated.

Let us now examine what England gains
and loses in these transactions.

She gives up the Mosquito Protectorate,
with the understanding that a proper provision

this name. The provision is similar to that
proposed by England in 1852, and which
formed the basis of a treaty between Mr.

was rendered null and void by Nicaragua.
The settlement nowis essentially that agreed
to in 1852 and kngland surrenders no more
now than she was ready to do then. The
two principal articles of the treaty of 1852 will
be found in a former number. This Protec-
torate has always been a burthen to England,

In surrendering the Bay Islands, she has
taken care to secure to the inhabitants, nghts
aud immunities of the highest value. Self
Governmentis guarantied in the fullest man-
ner. They are to chose their own offices,
impose and expend their own taxes for their
own sole use and benefit ; while trial by jury,
and the free exercise ofreligion is made cer-
tain to all. These islands, moreover, are not

be erected thereon.
Article 25th. and its two sections affords

guaranties in regard to the contemplated
Railroad, that must be satisfactory to the Bri-
tish public, and to the commercial world ge-
uerally. England indeed has peculiar privi-
leges in regard to the transmission of public
property, and the private property of her sub-
Jects, which will compensate for the loss of is-
lands that were oflittle value, and would al-
ways be a bone of ccntention. ’
We will not prolong thie discussion now, as

the subject must come up again, but we trust
we have said enough to throw some light on
this intricate question, and to afford a hope
that it is at last in a fair train for a satisfac-
ory solution to all parties.
We are given to understand that this mode

of settling the Central American difficulties
was suggested and proposed to the British
Government by a company of merchants,
which has been formedto carry out and com-
plete the great Rail Road to which we have
alluded. The company consists of Americans
and Englishmen ; and we are further inform-
ed that the fmoving spirit in England is Mr.
William Brown of Liverpool, who has been
in close correspondence with Lord Clarendon,
from the commencement of the negociations.
