I saw her come down, get the water and go
upstairs with it. Nothiog strange hap-
pened during the afternocon. Everythin
was quiet upstairs, I first learned
the murder when I heard the child-
ren say there was a womnn there
with her head cut off. I chnsed
them out, saying, “Go alovg, that is
nonsense.”” I only saw the one wman go up
staire. The only loud talking was from
Mrs. Moars herself, Some of the neigh-
bours came around, among whom was M,
Hopkins ; sbe nsked me to go up stairs to
ask for the loan of & scrubbing brush, as
an excuse to ascertain if there was aay
truth in the story. I told Mia. Hartford
if she came with me I would. Im the
meantime my little boy cage in. I sent
bim up tosec if it was true. The door
was wide open, which was something un-
usual, as I npever saw iv open before,
The boy said a woman was lying upon the
floor with her head off and her body
covered all over with blood, I then
went up myzelf. Ilooked in and saw the
deceased lying on her stomach, with' the
lower part of ker body all exposed. Idid
pot go in. I saw this through the open
door. 1did not see the head at «ll, I
could not tell it the head was off ornof, I
did not observe a tub beside the body. 1
noticed & small bucket with a handls tothe
right of the body. I saw the blood around
the body. I then came down to Mrs.
Hartford and told her the  woman
was either desd or dead drunk,
1.could not say which. I told Mr. Hart.
ford, and he went for the police, I don’t
remember seeing Mears all that day. I
did not see the body after that. On Wed-
nesday night she was shouting all
night. On Thursday night she was
quiet. Mrs. Mears neted to shout about
having revenge on cartain persons for hav-
ing cau.ed the death of one Susan Carey
on Bleury stroet, I did not see her after
she brought up the water, a few winutes
past four. The neise I referred to was in
the kitchen, directly over my kitchen. No
bload cawme through the ceiling.
