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EXTRACTS FROM ENGLISH PAPERS.

PARLIAMENTARY.
JAMAICA, IRELAND, AND MERCHANT SHIPPING.
Lord J Russell, stated the intentions ot the 

Government respecting Jamaica. He referred, 
in the first instance, to the dispute between the 
House of Assembly and the Council on the sub­
ject of the bills passed by the former, and to the 
important changes in our West India colonies by 
the abolition of slavery and the competition they 
had to encounter with foreign sugars. There 
had been a distinction, however, in the effect 
which these changes had produced upon three of 
the most important colonies—Guiana, Trinidad1, 
and Jamaica. In the two former the exports of. 
sugar, which in 1840 were 824,000 cwt, in 1852 
amounted to 1,321,000 cwt., showing an increase 
ot more than 50 per cent. In Jamaica exports of 
sugar, which in 1840 were 517,000 cwt., in 1852 
were only 511,000 cwt. There was a similar dif- 
rence in regard to immigrants, of whom British 
Guiana imported, between 1840 and 1853,49,000, 
and Trinidad 24,000, whereas Jamaica imported 
in that period only 14,000. There were circum­
stances connected with the constitution of Ja­
maica which had always been a source of diffi­
culty, and in late years had led to the stoppage 
of the action ot the Colonial Legislature. Among 
these was the payment of public officers by votes 
from year to year. He read the suggestions of 
Governor Sir Charles Grey, who recommended 
the assimilation of the powers of the House of 
Assembly to those of the House of Commons, and 
said the Government did not propose to suspend 
the representative constitution in the colony, but 
to induce the Assembly and the Council to act 
in harmony. They proposed that there should be 
a permanent act, containing grants for those offi­
cers to whom it was deemed fit that permanent 
salaries should be given ; and, secondly, that the 
Assembly should make no grant of money except 
upon the initiate of a representative of the BritisN 
Crown, and that the officers of the crown should 
be responsible for the expenditure of the money. 
On the other hand, it was proposed to endeavour 
to place the finances of Jamaica upon a sounder 
footing. The public debt of the colony amount­
ed to £500,000, upon which an interest of six per 
cent was paid ; and it was proposed that the im­
perial Government should give a guarantee for 
the interest of the debt, a sinking fund being
provided for ils 'extinction- The House of As­
sembly had insisted upon their right to make a. 
reduction of salaries, which the council had re­
garded as a breach of faith, it appeared to the 
Government that this quarrel might be settled 
by the grant of a compeusation, which might in­
duce the present holders to relinquish their offi­
ces, which could be filled by other persons at re­
duced salaries. This would require £50,000, 
which sum the Government proposed should also 
be guaranteed by the country, making the aggre­
gate sum guaranteed £550,000. There was one 
other point. Sir Charles Grey had already held 
his office as governor, which he had discharged 
with signal ability, for the full term, and the 
Duke of Newcastle was of opinion that Sir Henry 
Barkly, who had been many years Governor of 
Guiana, would be the best person to succeed him, 
and he had accordingly recommended Her Ma­
jesty to appoint Sir Henry to that office. A ques­
tion would arise, however, as to his salary, which 
the Government considered should not be less 
than £5000, and to avoid dispute, they proposed 
to vote £3500 towards making up that sum, for 
three years.

Upwards of 900 estates, which were in the 
Court of Chancery from 5 to'50 years in hopeless 
litigation, have been transferred to the new court.”

MERCHANT SHIPPING BILL.
The Merchant Shipping Bill was read a third 

time. Mr. Hutt moved the introduction of a 
clause prohibiting the desertion of seamen from 
the merchant to the Queen’s service. Negatived 
by 49 to 29.

Capt. Scobell moved the introduction of a 
clause providing that the crews of vessels shall be 
after the rate of one apprentice to the first hun- 
dred tons, and one seamen to every twenty-five 
tons ; one apprentice above seventeen years of 
age to be reckoned as one seamen on every hun­
dred tons, and nine seamen to be counted for 
every eight seamen and two boys on every two 
hundred tons, beyond the first hundred tons. Ne­
gatived by 164 to 7.

Some other amendments were proposed and 
negatived and the bill then passed.

AUSTRALIA.
Accounts have been received from Melbourne 

(Victoria) tOj the 27th April, being eleven days 
later than those by the last arrival. The markets 
■were bare, in consequence of the non-arrival of 
the large fleets, incluking upwards of IQffivessels, 
that sailed from this country in Novembe«Decem- 
ber, and January last.

The miners were doing remarkably well, but 
the newly-arrived emigrants experienced great 
inconvenience, many of whom are totally unfitted 
for such a wild kind of life. “ Canvas Town” 
was extending considerably, but many of the 
families possessing property were migrating to 
waste lands for the purpose of devoting their 
energies to agricultural pursuits. Mechanics and 
skilled labour of every kind met with instant 
employment.

Gold was sold by auction at £3 los. to £3 15s, 
fid. per ounce. Good fleeces fetched 20jd per lb 
middling 18Jd; greasy 10dtol0|d; slipe. 16d 
per lb, and tallow 2jd per lb. Fine flour fetched 
£35 per ton; oats, 19s to 20sper bushel ; potatoes. 
£16 to £20 per ton ; hay, £37 10s to £38. By 
auction, on the previous day, a dog cart with horse 
realised £94 10s, and earthenware 50 per cent on 
invoice.

The Morning Chronicle contains a letter from 
Forest Creek, dated March 18th The writer 
describes the present overwrowded state of Mel­
bourne, which now contains 70,000 inhabitants, 
one-half of whom have no definite residence.

Farm and dairy produce still fetch enormous 
prices, cabbages are Is. each, potatoes. 3d. per lb., 
and butter 3s. per lb. At the last land sale, Mel­
bourne lots averaged £2000 per acre, country 
townships from £50 to £200 per acre, and country 
lands £35 per acre ; and this in a country where 
not more than an eightieth of the available land 
has yet been brought into the market. The five 
days’ sale realised £89,315 3s.

The news from the gold-fields is, on the whole, 
very satisfactory. During the past year 173 tons 
10 cwt. Iqr. 12 lbs. 3 oz’ o. Victoria gold was ex­
ported, while during the present year, up to March 
11, it had amounted to about 21 j tons, worth, at 
£3 10s. per ounce, £1,930,180. The excess of 
arrivals over departures, and births over deaths, 
in 1852, amounted to 97,661, while during the 
present year it has already numbered 14000.

About 90,000 persons are now on the gold­
fields, of whom 20,000 are women and children, 
10,000 storekeepers, tradesmen, and government 
officials, and the remainder miners. Some 35,000 
are located at Mount Alexander and Bendigo, 
where although few are extremely fortunate, 
scarcely any but are making good wages. Among 
the novelties at the gold-fields are the recent 
establishment of concerts, evening lectures, res­
taurants, and national schools, .the latter very 
creditably managed. Several railways are in 
contemplation. One from Melbourne to Hobson’s 
Bay is about to be commenced ; the others, from 
Melbourne to Mount Alexander.

THE INSURRECTION IN CHINA.
The news from China is of increasing interest. 

So late as the 5th of May nothing certain was 
known regarding the rebels. Meanwhile Sir G. 
Bonham resolved to obtain accurate information 
for himself, and accordingly made a trip up the 
Yang-tse-Kiang in Her Majesty’s steam-ship 
Hermes. He remained live days at Nankin, in 
communication with the insurgents (whom he 
found had been in possession of the city for more 
than a month), and returned to Shanghai on the 
5th of May. The Hermes brought back “ the 
astounding intelligence,” says the North China 
Herald, “ that the insurgents were Christians of 
the Protestant form of worship.”

The Hong Kong Register objects to Sir G. Bon­
ham’s visit to the rebel head-quarters (though 
even only for the purpose of explaining that he 
intended to remain neutral), as a moral backing 
of their cause—incompatible with his profession 
of strict neutrality. The same paper ridicules 
the idea of the practical Christianity of the insur­
gents ; it has long been notorious that several 
Chinese who had received a missionary educa­
tion were among the rebel leaders ; some of these 
were probably put forward as samples, with a 
view to enlist the sympathies of English and 
American Christians.

It however appears certain that there is a good 
deal of professed Christianity among the insur­
gents. When Dr. Gutzlaff was last in Europe a 
native Chinese society he had formed, called the 
“ Christian Union,” was broken up, and many ot 
its members are known to be among the leaders 
of the present movement. The Hongkong Regis­
ter states that, at Nankin, one of the rebel lead­
ers made mention of Dr. Hobson, of the London 
Missionary Society at Canton, and said that in 
his hospital, he had first heard of Christianity. 
The Hongkong Register allows that “ no one can 
say what amount of Christianity may be in their 
ranks, but concludes the practical Christianity 
exhibited by the rebel leaders at Nankin to have 
been assumed, because there was wild fanaticism 
and extravagant imposture to be found among 
them. Their leader claims a sort of divine mis­
sion, and has constant revelations from angels, 
like Mahomet, whom he moreover exceeds in the 
article of wives—at least so says the Hongkong 
Register—which also ridicules him for having 
added a codicil to the 7th commandment forbid­
ding the use of tobacco and opium. The same 
paper is, however, constrained to admit that 
“ the proceedings of these men have been of a 
wonderful character, and if success, which has 
gone along with them to a point we never con- 
templaled or dreamt of, still follows them, till 
they succeed in subverting the present Govern­
ment, the change will be one of the greatest won­
ders of the age.”

The vessels of the United States Japan squad­
ron are assembling in Shanghai. The object of 
the exhibition is the establishment of American 
coaling stations in the China Seas, for the en­
couragement of their rapidly increasing Eastern 
trade. When we restored the island of Java to 
the Dutch it yielded us a surplus revenue of 
£1,000,000 sterling. The comparative scantiness 
of the native American population of the United 
States is no obstacle to the formation or mainte­
nance of such settlements. The number of An­
glo-Saxon officials and officers we employed in 
governing Java did not probably exceed 400 or 
500, and the Americans could embody and or­
ganize whatever Irish or native troops were re­
quired for the protection of such settlements as 
readily, and probably much more economically 
than ourselves.

THE LATE CONSPIRACY TO KILL 
EMPEROR OF THE FRENCH.

On Tuesday a Frenchman, named Edouard 
Raynaud, about 35 years of age, was brought 
before M. Jardine, at the Bow-street Police-court, 
charged with having “ conspired, to murder 
Louis Napoleon, the Emperor of the French.”

It appears that the prisoner addressed two let­
ters to the Prince de Joinville, in which he pro­
posed a sheme for the destruction of the Emperor’s 
life, and requested the prince’s co-operation 
His Royal Heigness the Piince de Joinville, who 
appeared to be a sufferer from extreme deafness, 
then made the following statement in English 
I have been for some time residing at Claremon,t 
in Surrey. I have no personal knowledge of the 
prisoner at the bar. Two or three months ago I 
received a letter from a person who signed himself 
“ Raynaud.” I handed the letter to my secretary, 
with instructions to reply that I did not grant an in­
terview to any one with whom I had no previous 
acquaintance. Some time after this I received 
another letter, and subsequently a third. These 
letters were produced.

The original letters were handed to the prisoner 
and he did not deny having written them. The 
following passages will sufficiently indicate their 
character. In the first letter,after dwelling upon the 
interest which he took in the welfare of the 
Prince’s family, and the feeling of hatred which 
he entertained, towards “ Napoleon the Little,” 
the writer proceeded :—

I leave for Paris. My journey is for you, and 
for you alone. I swear it on the grave of my 
mother and father. My life is a burden to me.
1 cannot suffer it, my Prince. My wife, who is 
17 years of age, I wish to place under your pro­
tection. I hâve found an excuse for the voyage, 
and she consents ; but the poor child will be the 
only victim of my project. I do not sleep. I 
must alone take charge of the infamous wretch. 
He and his people must perish. It is a terrible 
thing for me to be an assassin, but it must be, if 
I sell my last shirt. I am now writing in the 
absence of my poor wife. I must hasten to finish. 
May you read in my heart the sentiments I have 
for you and your dear family. Adieu, my Prince. 
All 1 desire is, that you may soon be upon the 
throne, making the people happier, and all France 
loving you. Raynaud df. Quetteille.

In the second letter there is the following

Report of the Inspectors 
cial Penitentiary, for the year ending on the 
31st December last.—We have received a copy 
of this report. It is altogether too voluminous 
for our columns, and, although creditable to the 
zeal and efficiency of the Inspectors, the Warden, 
chaplains and other officers of the Penitentiary, 
we regret to observe, partakes .largely of the 
controversial character.—Dr. Nelson and Mr. 
Dickson, the Inspectors, as well as the Rev. chap- 
laias, Catholic and Protestant, Messrs. Angus 
M'Donell and Hannibal Mulkins, bolding and ex­
pressing views and opinions very different from, 
if not directly opposed to each other, on sub­
jects connected with the leformatory discipline 
of the institution, and, more especially, on that 
of the facilities of education afforded to the con­
victs.

We shall take an early opportunity of return­
ing to the subject and of reviewing the different 
educational theories of these gentlemen ; but 
must confine ourselves, at present, to stating that, 
after an attentive perusal of the Report, and the 
various documents attached to it, we are satisfied 
the Inspectors are fully sustained in assuring His 
Excellency, that, during the past year, “ with 
few exceptions, the affairs of the Penitentiary 
have progressed in the most satisfactory manner, 
and without the interposition of some very unto­
ward and unlooked for event, they have reason 
to flatter themselves that the affairs of the Insti­
tution will continue to advance and prosper, not 
only in its pecuniary concerns, but also in the 
beneficial results of the discipline, which, while 
it punishes, has a strong tendency to correct, re­
form, and elevate the character of the unfortun­
ate inmates.”

Review of tlie Money Market for July#
The trifling progress made with the arrange­

ment of the Turkish dispute has naturally tendep 
to restrict all descriptions of business. The gen­
eral demand for money has been steady, with a 
slight tendency to increase towards the close of 
the month. The Bank’s minimum rate is 3)^ per 
cent. ; that charged by the Lombard-street hou­
ses is quite 3 per cent. ; while deposits on call 
are taken in at 2!-i per cent.

There is every anticipation that the value of 
money will be fully supported, if it does not fur­
ther improve. The bullion in the Bank is gra­
dually declining ; heavy shipments of specie con­
tinue to be made to India ; the foreign exchanges 
present an adverse position, while the last ac­
count of the Bank of France is decidedly less en­
couraging. The influence of this state of things 
would have been more keenly felt than at pre­
sent, had not a temporary lull oêcurred in trade, 
and should peace be assured, the alteration would 
shortly be evident.

The exact sum to be invested for the reduction 
of the National Debt, during the ensuing quarter, 
is £615,185, being larger than in any preceding 
quarter ;—

Fatal Accident at Powerscourt.—On 
the 16th ult, Mr. James Rostern, gingham and 
lustre manufacturer, of Canon-street, Manchester, 
was killed by falling over the cliff at Powerscourt 
Waterfalls, in Wicklow.

Action against a Roman Catholic Priest. 
—At the Londonderry assizes, before Mr. Justice 
Torrens, thejVery Rev. Dr. M’Carron, Roman Ca­
tholic archdeacon of Derry, wasjindicted for hav­
ing, in the chapel at Waterside, “ incited, en­
couraged, and solicited certain soldiers, who were 
then attending divine service, to disobey the law­
ful commands of their officer.” The jury acting 
in accordance with the charge of the learned 
judge, returned a verdict of acquittal.

Conviction for Murder.—At the Galway 
assizes, John Horley was given in charge for the 
wilful murder of Catharine Kendrigan, at Dun- 
sandle, on the 16th of May last. The deceased 
a'mi the prisoner had been fellow servants, but the 
prisoner was dismissed a few days previous to the 
murder. On the morning of the 16th of May, 
deceased was s.nt by her mistress to Loughrea, 
and was seen in company with the prisoner, on 
the road, but not arriving home at a late hour in 
the evening, a search was instituted, and she was 
found lying dead. The prisoner was arrested and 
two bank notes given to deceased by her mistress 
were found in his possession. Other evidence 
was also given, which left no doubt of the priso­
ner’s guilt. The jury retired for about half an 
hour and returned a verdict of guilty.

Attempt to Assassinate a Clergyman. 
—On Friday night a little after 11 o’clock, the 
Rev. William Turpin, vicar of Clara, was fired 
at in his own house, situated about three miles 
from the town. Mr. Turpin had just entered his 
study with a lighted candle in his hand, when a 
shot was discharged through the window, the 
shutters of which had not been closed. Provi­
dentially, the rev. -gentleman escaped unhurt. As 
yet no probable cause has been assigned lor the 
commission of this atrocious act.

Operations of the .Encumbered Estates 
CoURT.-The period during which petitions for sales 
were permitted to be presented under the late 
renewal of the act having expired, the operations 
of the commission, have come to a dead lock. 
This inconvenience, -will he remedied the moment 
the new act deceives the royal assent. The Free­
man’s Journal has a highly interesting statistical 
statement in reference to the working ot what 
was called the great scheme devised for the “ con­
fiscation” of Irish property.

MISCELLANEOUS.
England and Prussia.—Two princes of the 

royal family of Prussia are shortly to visit England 
—namely, Prince Frederick William, heir to the 
throne, and Prince Adelbert, high admiral of the 
Prussian navy. It is rumoured that at no distant 
period the preliminaries of a matrimonial alliance 
will be arranged between the royal families of 
Great Britain and Prussia.

A move is about to be made to relieve the sol­
dier from his greatest enemy—the present pack. 
The authorities have before them, a square valise, 
intended for each squad, to contain a portion of 
the soldier’s kit, which valise is to be carried with 
the baggage, on the march ; and a pack of a much 
smaller size than the one now in use will be 
adopted to carry a few things for immediate ser­
vice.

The magnificent fleet at present assembled at 
Spithead is a source of attraction to thousands. Vi- 
sitors flock to Spithead, to enjoy the fine sight.

The Camp at Chobham is to he broken up on 
the 25th inst. but, a few days previous to that 
date, the command is to be conferred on the Duke 
of Cambridge. ,

Sir Jamsetjee Jebeebhoy has placed at the dis­
posa of the Bombay Government a lac of rupees 
to found a school of design.

Capture of a Chineese Pirate Fleet.— 
On the 5th of May Commander Mellersh, ofH.M.
S. Rattler, then at Amoy, received intelligence that 
a formidable fleet of Chinese pirates was at anchor 
at Namquam harbour, waiting for 10,000-dollars 
ransom money for a number of merchantmen 
they had just captured. He immediately got 
under weigh and succeeded in reaching the har­
bour on the 11th, a fog hanging so thickly^qver 
that the pirates’ look-out did not see her until she 
was right in amongst them. They were seized 
with a species of panic, and, cutting cables, made 
for the entrance to the harbour, but a strong flood 
tide swept them inwards. The Rattler.,opened 
the ball with a shot across the bows of one. vessel 
making for the river, where upon the whole fleet 
consisting of seven heavily armed junks, and Lor- 
cha, No. 12, belched forth broadsides of round 
shot, grape, and pieces of chain about a foot long 
tied together, but with little effect. Giving them 
two broadsides from her starboard battery, the 
Rattler passed up, turned, and took position stem 
on to the tide; then steaming towards them 
she opened fire. Upon this the pirates bore up 
with intent to board. Lieut. Pidcock (afterward- 
killed) sent a sheli into the piiate chief’s large 
junk, which catching the magazine, caused her 
to blow up with all hands, the explosion also 
having the effect of sinking a vessel alongside 
of her. The Lorcha then dropped astern, ceased 
firing and hoisted Portuguese colours at the mizen 
with French at the main. The other vessels made 
the best of their way to the shore, and getting,gs 
near as possible, the crews jumped overboard and 
swam to the beach. There, they were met and 
knocked on the head by the villagers, who showed 
them no mercy. Some of the pirates who ha4 
escaped captured a small junk, and endeavoured 
to get up the river, when they were pursued by 
Lieut. Pidcock in one of the Rattler’s boats. - He 
succeeded in coming up with the pirates in two 
junks, one of which he boarded. About fifty.raeu 
who had been concealed below', rushed on deck,' 
and overpowered the Lieut., with quarter-mapter 
Ryder, and John Phillips, able seaman. ; The 
last seen of Lieut. Pidcock alive was on his knees 
with his sword through a Chineese, home down 
by halt-a-dozen spears. Two had fallen by 
his hand just before he dropped. The other por­
tion of the boat’s crew* were driven into the water, 
and were picked up by the people on shore. The 
gig and cutter afterwards gave chase to the pira- 
tes, but were unable to come up with them. They 
however, succeeded in recovering the bodies of 
Lieut. Pidcock and George Ryder. Meantime, 
the burning junk was towed on shore and scut­
tled, and at low water no less than 170 pounds of 
molten silver were taken out of her, a few burnt 
dollars, and three bags of cash. The piratical 
fleet, which consisted of five junks and the Lor­
cha, and mounted in all 84 guns, had long been 
the terror of the coast.

Another New Judge.—There appears to be 
every reason to expect that the Hon. Mr. Justice 
be-'Succeeded by the Hon. Wm. Badgley. We 
Rolland, will shortly retire from the Bench, to 
imagine that such an appointment would give 
very general satisfaction.

Decimal Coinage.—The report of the’commit­
tee on decimal coinage has been printed. We 
content ourselves with the following extract:— 

The first question to be decided is, that of the 
basis or unit of the new system of coinage ; and 
your committee have no hesitation in recom­
mending that the present pound sterling should 
be retained as that basis. Considering how 
much the pound is interwoven with all our ideas 
of value, that it is the fulcrum on which all our 
exchange transactions wiib the whole world 
turn, and that every alteration in its value would 
lead to infinite complication and embarassment 
in all our commercial dealings, in addition to 
the fact of its being the legal standard of value, 
it appears to your committee that it would be 
vain to propose any alteration in it, even if it 
were advisable on other grounds ; but it fortu­
nately happens that the pound sterling is in it­
self eminently adapted to form the basis of a de­
cimal system of coinage. Its tenth part already 
exists in the shape of the florin or two shilling 
piece, while an alteration of four per cent, in the 
present farthing will serve to convert it into the 
lowest step of the decimal scale, which it is ne­
cessary to represent by means of an actual coin, 
viz : the thousandth part of a pound, to which it 
appears to your committee that the name of mil 
should be attached, in order to mark its relation 
to the unit of value. The addition of a coin to 
be called a cent, of the value of ten mils, and 
equal to the hundredth part of the pound, or the 
tenth part of the florin, would serve to complete 
the list of coins necessary to represent the mon­
ies of account, which would accordingly be 
pounds, florins (or dimes, as has been proposed 
to your committee, as expressing the relation of 
that coin to the pound), cents, and mils.

CORRESPONDENCE.

This calamity, so terrific at all times in South­
ern countries, has proved far more disastrous in 
the present instance than the first reports gave 
reason to suppose. Private letters to July 22ud, 
from Puerto Cabello, received by the last con­
veyance, give us unwelcome particulars, as they 
prove that the Earthquake of tbe 15th of July, at 
Cumana, was one of the most disastrous that 
ever occurred in South America. I be present 
unhappy state of civil war in Venezuela, is the 
cause of delay in communications, as the pro­
vince of Cumana is the only one now holding out 
against the government, the rebellion having 
been elsewhere suppressed. The news was 
brought to Puerto Cabello by the crew of a na­
tional vessel, the Bollivar, who had deserted and 
joined the rebels.

The first shock of tbe earthquake was so vio­
lent, that although it continued its vibrations 
only two minutes, it destroyed in that short space 
of time, every bouse but one in that principal 
part of the city called Puente Arriba. Many of 
the inhabitants of the portion which contained 
the dwellings of the more opulent, were buried 
iu the ruins. There can he no doubt that some 
of the succeeding details are liable to be ques­
tioned, on account of the channel through which 
the news was brought to Puerto Cabello; but 
they generally received credit among respectable 
men at that place, from several, of whom the 
story has been received here. This shocking ca­
tastrophe seems to have put a sudden and com­
plete end to the war ; for 600 soldiers in the bar­
racks were among the victims, together with al­
most all the officers of the revolution.

The utmost consternation naturally prevailed 
among the survivors, and it is said that a respect­
able ecclesiastic was sent to General J. F. Mon­
ages, who was preparing his troops to march 
against Cumana, offering to submit, and asking 
for assistance for the sufferers. It is added that 
these requests were asserted to, and that he im­
mediately sent one of his brothers with a supply 
of provisions and men. The earthquake was felt 
in Barcelona, and destroyed three large buildings, 
including the barracks, just after 700 soldiers 
bad left them. All along the coast of Venezuela, 
shocks were felt but no mischief was known.

It is said that the superstitions of the people 
led many of them to look upon the earthquake as 
an evidence of the Divine disapprobation of the 
revolution.

Oumana is a city of almost 8000 inhabitants, 
lying on tbe Gulf of Cariaco, at the mouth of the 
Maranares. It is the oldest European city on the 
American continent, having been founded in 
1523.

An additional three pence per diem, added to 
tbe present allowance for each convict, say Is 
9d instead of Is 6d per day, would, according to 
the above statement, more than pay the actual 
amount of their maintenance, and leave a balance 
of over £400, to be applied in such way, for the 
benefit of the Institution as might be deemed 
most expedient.

To the Editor of the Montreal Herald.
Sir,—On reading your article in yesterday’s 

paper on the culture and manufacture of Flax in 
Canada, I was reminded that I should have ad­
ded an important qualification in respect to one 
portion of the information I gave you ou the sub­
ject. The statement that £4 per ton was given 
in Ireland for flax straw applies only to those 
districts into which this crop has but very re­
cently been introduced, and where the farmers 
possessed little or no knowledge of the latter pro­
cesses from which marketable flax derives its 
principal value, and in localities but insufficiently 
supplied with machinery to meet the require­
ments of the farmers who had been incited to 
raise this crop. Thus they were compelled to 
sell at lower prices than accorded with their ex­
pectations. In the flax districts of the north of 
Ireland the crop is scarcely ever sold in the 
straw, because every one engaged in agriculture 
is thoroughly practised in all the processes con­
nected with this crop, and well knowing the 
high value given to it after it is pulled, they 
would not, should they decline the manufacture 
by themselves, which is rarely or never the case, 
sell the straw merely harvested for less than 
probably £12 per ton.

The estimate I have given you of the returns of 
the crop from five acres is, I believe, much lower 
than the actual fact; yet, as it stands, little 
doubt can be entertained that the introduction of 
the culture and manufacture of flax into this 
country would tend to important national advan­
tages.

Checking my disposition to- enlarge upon a 
subject on which I feel a great interest, and there­
by commiting an unwarrantable trespass on your 
space, I will conclude with the expression of a 
confident hope that your editorial notice will in­
duce a practical attention to this subject.

P.S.—I have procured in Ireland flax in three 

different states, which I would be happy to show 
to any one desiring to examine them. At the 
same time, I would feel obliged if any. of your 
readers would furnish me with any specimens of 
fine flax grown in this country, with a view to 
ascertain by comparison, its capability of being 
made a staple article of commerce.

Intended Subterranean Metropolitan Rail- 
way.—Among the bills which have just received 
the sanction of Parliament, there is one which 
relates to a project which, when known, will ex­
cite verv great interest in the metropolis. It is 
for the purpose of making a railway under ground 
from the lower end of Edgeware Road to the 
King’s Cross. The subterranean railway will, 
for the most part, run beneath the New Road.— 
The estimated capital for the execution of the 
work is £300,000, and, as a proof that the scheme 
can be completed for this sum, a responsible con­
tractor has already offered to undertake the exe­
cution of it at considerably less than the amount 
we have specified. What is more, a party of the 
highest respectability has engaged to give a gua­
rantee of six per cent, for a period of 20 years, on 
the amount of the capital expended. The length 
of this under-ground railway will be less than 
two miles and a half. There will bo stations at 
very short distances—say at every quarter of a 
mile ; and it is intended that the charges shall be 
so moderate that the omnibuses running along 
the New Road will not have a chance against 
their subterranean rival. The charge for the 
whole distance in the first-class will only be 2d. 
The carriages will be superior to anything to be 
found on any railway in England. Owing to the 
nature of the substratum along the course of the 
line, it will be perfectly free from damp all the 
way ; and, as every carriage will be abundantly 
lighted, the ride will be pleasant in the highest 
degree. Tbe works will be speedily commenced, 
and it is expected that the line will be in full 
operation in little more than twelve months.
