OPENING OF THE GRAND JUNCTION RAIL-

At quarter before ten o'clock, Mayor Bigelow
took a seat in a four horse barouche proceeded to
the Revere House. Here the Mayor entered the
hotel. After the lapse of a few moments he re-
turned in company with President Fillmore and
Secretaries Conrad and Stuart, who took seats
in the barouche.

The large crowd, pressing
to the door of the room where Mr. Fillmore was,
were stopped at the door by a conple of police-
men, and allowed to go in singly, but pretty
quickly, one after the other. When inside, & gen-
tleman directed the visitors to walk round the
the room.

The triumph of the yacht America seems still
to engross & great share of public attention, both
in England and in this country. Atdome, where
all parties are in the best position to judge of the
question, the victory is freely admitted, and the
causes of the Jmerica’s superiority are at once
seen and acknowledged. One would imagine
that here, where we have no opportunity of judg-
ing of the matter, except at second hand, ywe
wonld acquiesee in the judgment of the English
seamen. But not so—and it is umusing to see
some of our contemporaries finding good reason
for Englaud’s defeat in the inferiority; in point of
accommodationand sea-worthiness, of the Yankee
clipper. One says, “ Englishmen build for comfort,
and not for speed alone”; and another says,
“he Yankee onlyshewed her superiority when
running free —and that she did not shew herself
superior on a wind. When a man says that the
English yacht is not built for speed, he might
just as well say that the English race-horse or
hunter is raised for the omnibus or the plongh.
1t is true that the fancy sailors of England fit up
the cabins of their yachts as handsomely,
and have them as commodious as possible;
but speed and sea-worthiness are the two great
points aimed at,which will be proved beyond doubt
by the number of vessels we shall soon see built
on the model of the Zmerica.  Buf,in the mean-
time, what are our regattas for except for trials
of speed—and why are our yachts so prodigious-
ly overmasted and carry such a press of canvas,
except for speed? We can tell the gentlemen
who speak «about comfort and accommodation,
that three cloths of canvas, too much in a cut-
ter’s mainsail, is far more uncomfortable than light
bulwarks, and that there is precious little accom-
modation on board of & yachtwith three planks of
her deck under water—no uncommon occurrence
in a smart breeze, as we can personally vouch
for. As for seaworthiness, our contemporary
says she has gone to the Medeterranean ; but will
she ever come back ?—as if it were anything
very extraordinary for a veszel that lias made, in
all safety, & voyage accross the Atlantic with a
crew of thirteen hands, to make a summer tripin
the Mediterranean.

We are by no means sorry to see the result of
this race—ship-builders are almost as prejudiced
and bull-headed as farmers are said to be, and the
lesson that Brother Jonathan has given them
will, we doubt not, tend greatly to their advan-
tage, ns well as to the advantage of the sail-
makers, to whom somé of the nautical gentle-
men, who have written on the subject; attribute
in no gmall degree our inferiority,

This issheer nonsense, which we are
not surprized at ; but we are somewhat amused
at the ex-cathedra style in which explanations
are given. Why, every cabin boy knows that
nothing but the flying Dutchman ever sailed
within five points of the wind. The nearest that
asmart frigate or any other square rigged vessel
can lie to the wind is six points—schooners,
rigs,

Island, surmounted with a fort of apparently
great strength, called Fort Warren.

We had hardly left the
wharf before a table was rigged up upon the
quarter deck, upon which a profusion of cigars of
different brauds were quickly displayed, and
smoking became the order of the day, till gin and
brandy were produced in similar profusion, after
Which the amusements alternated in a pleasing
and satisfactory manner. By about 1 o'clock it
was discovered that more solid fare had heen
provided, and a great rush took place for the fore
hatehyay, which was the gateway to the elysium
field of chowder, fish soup, Italian cream, ice
creams, turkey, peaches, and other dainties too
numerous to mention. The

The mayor received the President and suite at
the Revere House at 10 o'clock, and escorted
them and other guests to the Boston and Maine
Railroad Depot.
